Licut.-General Lindsay saw service in Cansada more than

thirty years ago; again in 1866 he was in command at

Montreal during the Fenian troubles, and now four years

later, though sent out on a very different mission, it has

been his lot to direct the operations, against the foe, on the
same ground where his former experience of Canadian
service had been acquired.

The name of Lindsay is familiar in the history and
legendary lore of the ancient Kingdom of Scotland, and
tho subject of this notice belongs to that noble and his-
toric house, being the second son of James, twenty-fourth
Earl of Crawford, eighth Earl of Balcarres, and Premier
Earl of Scotland; and in 1826 was created first Baron
Wigan in the Peerage of the United Kingdom. General
Lindsay was born in 1815, and in 1845 married Lady Sarsh
Elizabeth Savile, daughter of the third Earl of Mexborough,
in the Peerage of Ireland. Ile first obtained his com-
mission in the army in March, 1832, and was appointed
to the Ist Battalion of the Grenadier Guards. He
was subsequently appointed Adjutant of the 2nd Battalion
of iha same regiment, when it was ordered to Canads in
1838, during the political and insurrectionary troubles
then coming to a decisive head. e served in Canada
from May, 1838, to Qctober, 1842, a period of more than
four vears, and of course went through such service as
the rebellion imposed on Her Majesty's troops. The bat-
talion of guards to which he was attached formed a part
of ihe field force under the command of Major-General
Sir James Maedonnell, and was quartered, during the win-
ter of 1833-39, in many of the districts on the south banks
of the St. Lawrence. e retwned with his batialion to
England in 1842 and in 1845 was elected member of
Parliament for Wigan, SBouth Lancashire, in the Conserva-
tive intercst, which seat he continued to holdd until 1837,
when be was defeated. [ Two years afterwards, in 1859, he
was returned for the same borough, and continued to re-
twin the seat until 1866, when, though during his absence
in Canada on military service he had been clected by ac.
clamation, he resigned, finding that on account of the
Fenian troubles here he was unable to return to England
and attend to his Parliamentary duties.

In 1346 he became Lieutenant-Colonel; and in 1854, the
battalion io which he belonged not being the one whose
turn it was to go on foreign service, he applied for a staft’
appointment in the Army of the East. The object with
Colonel Lindsay was then, of course, 'to see active service
in the Turko Russian war then on the eve of sreaking
out: but his application, like that of many others anxious
for military distinction, turned out' unsuccessful. In 1861
hie was promsted to the rank of Major-General; and in
1353 appointed teo the command of the Guards in Canada,
and of the Second Militury District, with his head.quarters
at Montreal. Again his Canadian service ranged over a
period of about four years, from May, 1863, to January,
1867, when ke returned to England, and was appointed,
in the place of Lord Frederick Paulet, General of Brigade
of Foot Guards. In April, 1868, he was appointed In-
=pectar-Generul of the Reserve Forces, consisting of the
Militia Yeomanry, Army Reserve and Pensioners, and
Volunteers, Ile was also the same year appointed
Capiain-Commandant of the Aberdeenshire Rifle Corps;
and 1= & Deputy-Licuienant and Magistrate for the County
of Tancashire. In March of the present year, General
Lindsay was desired to proceed to this country to carry
out the policy of the Imperial Government with respect
to the withdrawal of the troops, and received -the local
appointment of Licutenant-General on particular service
in Canada,

The appointment of a commission to inguire into the best
means to secure that end may not of itsell be of much
consequence, for there are few facts bearing on the subject l-
that may not be readily got at without such intervention;

It is nut gcnrrnll) l.nown th al some ol' lhc smnllcst msccts
cujoy themselves in sports and ‘amusements, after . their ordi-
nury toils; or sntinting (hemselves with fnml, jnst ak regularly
a8 8 the ‘case with many human beings.: They run races,
wrestle with cach other, and, out of fun, carry cnch other on
their hueks, anch in the SAme MANNCr s boys. These plensing
charac turmticn nre particularly obu(-rwxblu among ants, which
are remarkable for their sagacity.

Bonnet, a Freich author; says he observed a small spc-rlen
of anty which, in the intervals of their ‘industry, employed
themselves in crrrying each other on their bm.kq. the rider
holding with. his. mandibles -the neck of hig bearer, and em-
brn.(,lng it closely with his legs, Gould, another writ(‘r on
fints, mentions that he has often witnessed these exercises,
and says, that in all cases, after being carried a certain lcngth
the ant was let go in o frn-udlv manner, and received no per-
gonal injury,  This umusn-mvnt is often repeated, particularly
among the hill ants, who arc very fond of this ‘.puruw, exer-
cine. It was among the same specics that Huber obgerved
similar proceedings, which he has described with his usual
minuteness. : :

“ 1 approached,” he says, “one day to the formicary of

ool ants, exposed Lo the sun, and sheltered from the north,
The ants were heaped upon one another in great numbers, and
appeared to enjoy the temperature on the surfnee of the nest.
None of them were at work; and the immense muititnde of
inscets presented the appearance of a liquid in a state of cbul-
lition, upon which the eye conld searcely be fixed without
difticulty ; but when I examined the conduct of cach ant, 1
saw]them appronch one another, moving their antenna with
astonishing rapidity, while they poatted, with o slight move-
nment, the cheeks of other ants.  After these preliminary
gestures, which resembled carcesing, they were observed to
raisc themselves upright on their hind l""i by pairs, struggle
together, seize cach "other by a m.mdlblu foot, or nntumm,
and then immediately relax their hold to .rccomnu:ncc the
attack,

They fastened upon cach others’ shoulders, embraced and
overthirew cach other, then raised themselveg by turns, taking
their revenge withont producing any serious misciief.  They
did not spurt out their venom as in their combats, nor retain
their opponents with that obstinaey which we observed in their
real quarrels, They presently abandoned those which they
iy had first =cized and cndeavoured fo cateh others, In ona
L place two ants appearcd to be gamboling about a stalk of
tgerass s turning alternately {o avoid or seize cach othier, which
brought to recotlection the sport and pasiime of younyg dogy,
when they rise on their hind legs, attempting to bite, over-
throw, and scize cach other, without onee closing their teeth!

Tus Braver.—4 The manner in which the beavers make
their dam, and construct their lodge, has long been reckoned
among the wonders of the animal creation ; ‘and while gome
i observers have claimed for the little creature more sagacity
than it really possesses, its instinet is stiYf sufliciently wonader-
ful. [t is certainly true thatit knows how to kKeep the water of
i a stream to a certain level, by means of an obstruction, and
that it cuts down trees for the purpese of backing up the
water by a dam. Tt is not true, however, that it can always
fell & tree in the direction required fuor this purpose. The
timber about a beaver dam is felled in all directions ; but as
trees that grew near the water penerally lean towards it, the
tree when cut, takes the proper direction by gravitation alone.
The beaver then proceeds to cut up the fallen timber into
lengths of about three feet, and to convey them to the spot
where the dam is to he situated, sccuring them in their
places by means of mud and stones The work is commeneed
i when the water is low, and earried on as it riscs, unti! it has
attained the desived height, And not only is it made of the
reqquisite height amd strength, but its shape is snited exactly
to the nature of the stream in which it is lmnt. If the water
is slugueish, the dam is straight : i€ rmpid and tarbalent, the
harricr is constructed of a convex fuorm, the better toresist the
action af the water, When the lu:.-:n'-_'rs have once com-
mencad o dam, its extent and thickness are continually
augmented, not nnlv by their labours, bat h'. accidental accu-
matlations, thug nee ommadating itself to the size of the growing
cmnmmm_\'. At Tength after the Iapse of many years, the
water being spread over a considermibie tract, and Glled up by
yearly accumulntion of irifi-wood and carth, secds take root
in the new-made ground, and the old beaver dams become
green meadoews, or thickets of cotton.woed and willow."—
