Various hav beln thte reports curreit as ta tohe
future of Egypt ; ne authoritative utterance las
teen marie public, however, and îiîtil the mmecting
of the Englisi Parlianieut lut little wil] lie knmown.
That Complications nay yet arise seeams te have
led ta the aruing of a large mnlumei (twelv it is
samid) of mail steamers as cruisers wi c are in-
tended, it is stated, te protect hie English iier-
chant marine in case of difficulties with a Mari-
time Power, who ,hat power or powers may te we
are not inforned. Sir Julian Goldsmnid in a letter
ta the London imes says "The receit course of
events bas given us a right which no nation can
fairly dispute, to settle the future of Egypt as wu
think best. 'Let us net now shrink froua th final
and inevitable conclusion t Let us brok nu
Euopeau interference Lot us put nu trust in
Turkey ! Shxe lias intrigmed witi Arabi, and she
will intrigue ercafter with athers unless we put
it out of lier power ta have a finger in the pie.
There is only one iway in which tIis can be ne-
complished, and that way I would i urge strongly
on the Govrunment. AbOlisi the suzerainty of
the Sultan, and establish tlait ol' England. It
nmst come, and this is the test ani firest mo-
ment. Those who ure oppîiîosed ta it will gtdually
sue the wisdoi Of it; and there are even nlow
great Continental States who would by nao means
disapprove what I ventui'e ta say wrould ltimate-
ly be seen ta be in the intirests of civilization.
IIaving tone this, the arramngmunts with Egypt
would be casy, anvould lie between lhe Sov-
ereign and oevs alone." As to Ile cantal, Sir
Juli ai thinks there can be n dilticultvy wihatever.

We rAe to
wliat is k-nown as imaking a "carner" it the market
l'or any important staple, the "corr" siiply
meannug that desiguing 'peculators have syi anid
secretly gat into thtir hands the w'orld's croi of
some important article of trale, and are holding it
fir an exorbitant price. The laest "corner" i in
rubber, and it appears that sonie New York Je ws
hive bought up ail in the ord's iarkets aud puilr-
chased the utew crop ii îlvance, se that iiiaiiufac-
turers wlI have o pay enormous prices for it. Of
course thse "corners," while they may bring ruin
ta a few or te miiany manufacturrs, ave te be
borne by and imost sericusly aLet the consmner-
the yiing public- hlo have te pay the extraj price
oun the manu'actured article. We have liard of
"coiners" in alnost every important staple ; soime-
tinies they are soun broken and riiii the parties
concerned in theimi, wlhiîle at other timies they are
successful in puttiUg up the price of the manfac-
tured article iuch beyond its vime. Sucli specu-
lators ihave become a recognized curse to the trade,
and he time ias come when a stringent law w'ill
have te te enforced against any attempt at such a
pernicious practice.

Thiis year finds the Gernians who
bave generally voted the Repiblican ticket suli-
portinîg the Irish vote in favor of the Demîocratie
party, and if' ne unforseen circmstances arise o
create a stronag feeling in its favor, the lIepublicaîn
party will prolably lese the Government, Tlîe
Republicans, owever, aire wonderfully fertile in
inventing popular cries, and leore the next election
they mnay be able te lraw tiemselves together upen
somte question which Las net yet been mande pronn-
nent, and se secure a fuirther extension of power.

EASTERN CUSTOMS AND BIBLE TEXTS

No. IL-(Continued.)

On the morning of the wedding day, the servant
who had alreudy beau sent with the messages. came
again, informing each one who had been invited,
that all things ivere nowr ready, and they were being
awaited (St. Luke xiv., 16, 17).

A remembrance of this fact ivill help us to un
derstand what would otherwise appear like great
harshness, in asking people te an cntertainment'
and giving them no option, but aven punishing
themi for their refusal. But, in reality. all had
already been invited, and at this first invitation,
lad the choice in their own hands, and because of
their acceptance preparations had beau made (St
Iatt. xx., 4). It ias for this reason that any pal-
try "excuses," or "Imaking light" of the invitation
naturally aroused the wrath of the entertainer.

The young people who were te be marred on
this occasion scarcely knew each other, for, as is
and was customary, the momentous "gquestion" had.
not been asked by the young man, his heart meanu-
while lluttering between hope and fear, but as a
business sort of operation, this inatter had beu
arranged for the young couple by their parents,
(Gen. xxiv., 4)- ln soma cases, the husband that is
ta ha, may have expressed hris feelings ta his parents
blorehand, (Judges xiv., 2), but not to the bride.
When the matter iwas arranged satisfactorily to the
parents, the espousal or engagement took place,
which was carried on with considerable solennity,
a part of the ceremony baing to place a crown upon
the head, as is mentioned in Song iii., 11. At this
time also presents were made to the young ivoman,
Gen. xxiv, 53. Frnt the time of this betrothal,
or ongagement, until after the end of the first year
of married life, the young man was, in olden days,
exempt from war-service, (Deut. xx. 7 and xxiv. 5.)

Just as we arrived at the court-yard gateway of
ourhost's house-it ias already gr'owing towards
evening-we met a procession of voung mni and
women, nostly mrounîted, thougli sone were on
foot, conrrug Out te go (o the bride's holiuse, distant
nîearly tivo utiles, te fetch the bride.

Ar-
rived at lier house iwe found lier ready, and in a
few moments, acco ipanied by the young lady, now
leadiug the procession, and lier relatives supportinig
lier, seia on each sile, iwe bean the return march.
laving secured the bride the whole coipany le-
came cheerful-at least there iwas a great change in
their spirits iii tis respect ; and tliose who wnre
afoot, especially one yotung fellow, clil iii piink
blue, would now and then dance lm front of trie
procession, lwating at the sane timte a sort of tain-
bourine. Wo had not yet seen a little figure seatd
ipon the foremîost herse, and entirely concealed in
a white cotton mantile, iwith a handkerchief of red
gauze throin over lier head. The formation or
plan of the louse has already bcou lescrihed, so
that wve will b uînderstood rwien we say that on
our return iwe were led at once te the second floor,
wiere there was handled te each guet, male and
female, a garment, snuply oruauented, but ditWer-
ing in this respect aecording te the tank of the oie
to whomu it was oflered.
