to throw a stone at a cal. [ didn't know who he
was at thoe.

Luman machines, out of which a certain amount of
labor is to be got, and which, when they have per-
formed their wasks, are 1o be huddied oul of sight as
duickly us possible, and the busy iz of their un-
wearied toil changed into o puritsuicad sileace for
the ease and comlort of those neevous folk who suffer
from the terrible disease of laving no honest or use-
ful employment for their time.  As a general rule,
we may depend uwpon ity itis only the idle and
worthless of the community who object to the recre-
ations uf the working classes. Livery hoaestand la-
horious worker, no matter in what rank of life, from
the Prime Minister oo the Chancellor of the Exche-
quer downwards, feels & certain sympathy with the
hardworking sous of toil; and us he himself tre-
quently finds the need of relaxation, he yields to the
force of that *tellow-feeling” in considering the
wants of others, and looks Ikindly on their amuse-
ments wud recreations. (3 is ditferent, however, with
at Jeast o portion of that very important gectivn of
the community, whose business it is to live on 1he in-

lawyers occupying a scat on the judicial bench in
this country. We trust that the strongly expressed
dictunt of this uble judge will put an end at once
and for ever to the vexatious meddling of the police
inp matiers with which they have no business to in-
tarfere. [n his charge to the jury, Chicf Justice Mo-
naghan said that ‘there was nothing in any way il-
legal in the performnuce of_bm_lds of music in the
public thoroughtures.

Exrnosios or Gusvowper.—About hrlt-past ten
o'tlock this morning an explosion of gunpowder oc-
curred at tle Ballincollig powder mills, which we
rerret to state was attended with the destruction
of human life to o deplorable extent, The explosion
was distinctly beard in several parts of the city, and
even on board the stezmers coming up the river, but
it regembled so much the roll of distant thunder
that it excited no suspicion of the dreadful reality.
The seene of the disaster wag the storehouse at the
wostern extremity of the works on the banks of the
river, known as No. 1, Dusting-house, but by others
Gescribed ns o refining house.” At that h_mu‘ five
men were engaged at this house inremoving the
powder stored there in kegs intaa boot on the ca-
usl, by which communication is cffected hbetween
ilie several departments of the mills along the bunk
of the river. ‘The names of ibe men thus employed,
ns ascecinined by our reporier on the spot, are—
Timothy Byrnc, or Burng, a mairied man, and father
of pinc children; Jobn Corkery, a youlh aged
eighteen ; William Barry, o married man and ﬁ‘\_\hcr
of two children ; James Merrick, twenty, and Timo-
thy Lyons, a youth of aixteen. 'This sufferer was
reported to be n man named James Lyoys who ls_a.l-
5o employed on the works, but we believe, having
obtained our information on the spot, that the body
recovered bas been identified as that of the yeuth
above named. ‘The bodies of the three first named
have becu recovered. They liein a small shed on
the bauk of the canal, awaiting an laquest by Mr.
Goroner Manohan, which will be held this day, The
remains were covered with blankets, and beside
them sat mothers, wives, and relatives, wailing aloud.
Ont of respect to their feelings our reporter did not
untover the bodies, but they were described to him
by persons who saw them when discovered as brok-
en, mangled, and black mastes of flesh and Yoae,
ouly distingnisbable by tle fragments of dress which
hung by them.

As Tsiated in my letter, some of the inen were re-
ceived iato the Catholic Church jn the latter months
of 1858, On Sunday, 26th Dccember, before the
usual bour for going ashore to Muss, the Captain
ordered all the men on the gnarter deck, where he
addressed them. Somec of the phrases used on that
occasion will be found in Letter 2, given below.—

On Sunday,
26th December, Captain Boyd had the men upon the
quu-.rger-deck, and addressed them on the subject of
religion, saying, smongst other things, that e feared
a disturbance was going o take place between him
And the ship's compsny; that many had heen chang-
ing their religion, but he would not have it so; that
they ought to be satisfied with the religion of their
purents, and if any wished to change their religion,
they must wait till the ship was paid off; that he
would have np turnconts in Dis ship ; that thoge who
cume 1nto the siip Protestants were to remain Pro-
testants, and those who came in Cstholics were to
remain so; that iff they went against him e would
make the slip hot for themw. These, or phrases of
the same import, were, [ Lave reason to know, ured
Ly Captain Boyd in the course of his address.

Subsequently, when the Catholics were about to
Bo to mass, several who had heen allowed before
were prevented from going, whilst others who liad
als0 become Catholics were still permitted to go. On
one oceasion two were called back out of the boat
in which they were going to mass. The leave of one
of the 1nen was stopped for fourteen days or thece-
abouts, fur ny ostensible reazon except that he had
become a Catholic, and murried one.  Maving learn-
ed the above facis, [ wrote 1o Captain Boyd ou the
subject. Four or five duys efterwards, an afiicer
from the Mjux called on we to say Capiain Boyd was
then from home, but that be would send me nn an-

I mey heve remark thit I did not vegani the distri-
bution of the tractls, &¢., as a4 wmaterial part of my
case, but [ mention the fact because 1 consider it
wrony in the Captain 1o have enconcaged or allowed
it. A sheaf of those ribald and blasphemous bills is
in my possession. Lord Derby passes Ly the real
charges in silence, and fixes on this insignificant
point. lle assumes that means were taken to con-
vert the men, rnd that the tracts &e. were distribat-
cd to counteract those means, lad ke granted the
inquiry he would have been enlightened or this part
of the subject. For my part, I never was on bonrd
the «juz, and whea eny one of the men applied to
me to be received into the Church, my habit was to
warn him of the jimportant step he was about to take
and that unless he fully believed the Catholic Church
to be the trae Church of God he should not join it;
furtber, thatit would be a c¢rime for him to do so
from any other motive than to secure his salvation.
Anyhow, thero is a Protestant chapizin attached to
the Ajux, and he ought to be suflicient to protect the
faith of the men without calling tract distributors to
hia nid,

A copy of Lord Derby’s answer having becn sent
to me, I expccted to have been immediately called
upon to iake partin the inquiry on which the pro-
mised report was to be founded. In faet, that in-
yuiry soaould have been going on hefore the answer
reached me, it having gone first to Rome. XNothing
was done; and on Thursday, 24th March, Mr. Ser-
jeant Deasy asked Sir John Pakington ¥ whether he
had received any communications compluiniog of any
alleged unduoe interference with the religion of any
of the sailors serving on board H.ALS. Ajar, and
whetber he had caused any inquiry to be made into
the truth of such complaints.”  Sir John Pakington
veplied that lic hnd received such complaints, that he
bad directed inguiries to be made; “and he was
bound to say that, as fxr as they hud yot gone, their
result, he was informed, did not show that any just
ground cxisted for the camplaint.”

NEWS OF THE WEEK.
To all appearance the real Italian Difficulty is
only now beginning, and s been brought about
by the success of French arms in Italy. Napo-
teon has, in fact, been placed by his victories
somewhat n the condition of the man who won
the elephant n the rafile, and who was ruined
in consequence. The victories won in Ttaly have
been to the French Emperor that elephant.—
They bave encouraged revolution in several of
the Ttajian States, whose people have forcibly
driven their sovereigns away. Hopes have thus,
by the success of Freach arms, been excited,
and passions aroused, amongst the Italians, whick
ke Emperor cannot gratify without assuming
an attitude of decided hostility towards the Holy
See ; or suppress, without provoking against hun-
sell the wrath of all the revolutionists of Europe.
If by force of arms he restores the exiled princes
to the thrones whence by their subjects they bave
been driven, he will again be singled out as the
mark for the assassin’s dagger; if he favors the
revolutionary party, he must break with Austria,
and involve himsell in hostilities with Rome. At
present bis position is apparently most embarrass-
10g ; on every side of him the path is bestrewed
with thorns, and lLe can aeither advance with
safety, oor retreat with honor. Whether the
Conference at Zurich shiall succeed in extricating
bim from this pamful dilemma in which lis very
victories have placed him, remains yet to he seen.
He has, however, one cansolation. He has given
his good people of Paris a spectacle, in the shape
of the triumphant entry of his gallant army into
the City. All Paris turued out, and cheered lus-
tily ; for there were tattered colors and captured
cannon, though other results from the slaughter
of Magenta and of Solferino there are none to
boast of. Still it was a grand military spectacle ;
and if not altogether so effective as those which
graced the first unpire, when the victor had
something more substantial to show for his wic-
tories, and when he led Kings and Emperors cap-
tives behind his chariot wheels—yet it cannot
but have proved highiy fattering to the specta-
tors, who above ali things delight i military
pageants.

The British Parliament s been prorogued ;
and the legislators of the Ewmpire are recruiting
their faculties on the maors, and amudst the stub-
bles. The invasion panic seems in a great de-
gree to have subsided  and though the question
of « Coast Defences” stili occupies a promineat
pace 1 the British press, save for Puncl’s -
morous remnders, we might almost believe that
the fears of the French Ewmperor’s designs agamst
lus ally, had given way to 2 biind confidence in
liis good intentions.

| Religion belongs to the Priest, you say ; and
you must admit that all that can affect, directly
or indirectly, the religions and woral status of
the individual or of the community, in like man-
per falls within the Priest’s legitimate jurisdic-
tion. To assert therefore, consistently, that the
Priest has no right to interfere with politics, or
with the acts of the statesman and legislator, you
should be prepared to assert that palitics, or the
acts of the civil ruler, can have no effect, direct or
indircct, on the religious and moral status of the
governed. Are you prepared to assert this 7 and
if you are not, how can you pretend that the
Priest, to who you accord supreme authority in
the moral and religious order, has no right to in-
terfere with politics, by which that order is often
seriously affected ?

The position of those who refuse fo the
Priest any jurisdiction in the domain of politics,
and who at the same time admit that the acts of
the statesman are often pregnant with unportant
results, either for good or evil, to the cause of
religion and morality—is absurd, and therefore
logically untenable. It isa false position ; a
position adopted for the most part by knaves,
with the view of covering their ultimate nefa-
rious designs upon civil and religious liberty.—
When the politician cries 20 priestcraft—mno
| priest’s interference with politics”—he virtually
claims for himself the right of supreme and inde-
pendent jurisdiction in the domain of conscience,
asserts hisright to legislate for the Church
well as for the State, and assumes to bimself the
functions of the Priest; to whom, in theory, he
accords the exclusive control over the affairs of
Lt us take a case in point.

as

religion.

No one, we suppose, will deny, that educa-
tinn nust exercise a considerable influence upon
the religious and moral condition of the people
subject ta it. The question of education, or the
School Question, is therefore a question with
which it is the duty, as well as the right, of the
priest to interfere; and the statesman who re-
fuses to the latter that right, or obstructs him in
the discharge of that duty, virtually arrogates to
himself the right of supreme and independent
jurisdiction over matters in which religion is
deeply and directly interested.

Again, it will be generally admitted—that the
moral and religious condition of a people must be
affected, either for good or evil, by the relations
subsisting amongst them betwixt the sexes—that
the moral and religious condition of a people
which countenances polygamy will vary greatly
from that of a nation of strict monogamists—
and that, therefore, the acts of the legislator
which prescribe the terms of the sexual unions of
the people, carry with them imiportant moral and
religious consequences. ~ With what show of
reasan then can the civil legislator claim for him-
self tae exclusive right of jurisdiction in the
premises? or treat the action of the priest—the
sole legitimate authority in the moral and re-
ligtous order—as a wanton interfereace ?

And so with almost every conceivable act of
the statesman. Scarce is there one in which,
either directly or indirectly, the interests of reli-
gion and morality are not concerned, and which
does not carry with it consequences in the moral,
as well as in the material order. Granting to
the State absolute jurisdiction in the latter, or
material order—in the former, or moral order, 1t
cannot pretend even to any such right. Within
its own limits we allow it to be supreme ; but no
one will claim for it & supremacy beyond those
limits. And so long, but so long only,as its func-
tions are confined exclusively to matters connect-
ed with our hodies, our roads, streets, canals, and
sewers, will we admit the impropriety of any
priesiy interference with those functions.

But when the cinl legislator, leaving lus own
domain, trespasses upon the domain of others ;
when he interferes with questions in which our
religious and moral, as well as our merely mate-
rial, interests are concerned, then is it time that
he should be warned back ; and that the rights of
the true lord of the Manor be asserted against
him. This it is that Protestants complain of:
for the same feelings of hostility to the game-
keeper that prompt the poacher detected shoot-
g in another man’s preserves, prompt the civil
statesinan to exclaim against the impertinent and
wanton interference of priests with polities.

But do Protestants praciise what they preach?
does the history of Protestantism since the great
apostacy of the XVI. century, warrant us in be-
heving in the sincerity of those of its professors
who now in the XIX. century clamor for the
tota} separation of refigion and politics? On the
contrary :  State-Churchism,” or the particular
union of Church and State known by that name,
is a plant of Protestant growth; and if in some
Protestant communities this particular form of
conneciion has been repudiated, it hus been so
repudiated, only because there the Church has
been merped into the State, and the two Orders
have become confused instead of being umted.—
The Anghean, who recogoises in the head of kis
State, the head also of his Church, and whose
Bishops are members of Parliament, cannot con-
sistently exclaim against the intervention of the

political preachers, the trumpeters of rebellion. in

 When pulpit’ drum ecclesinstic

All denominations, by. turns, have interfered and
that actively, with the politics of their several
States ; and the most incessant, and active in that
interference, have been those who piqued them-
selves the most upon their opposition to Popery.
These facts, of which no student of history is
ignorant, we cite, not in vindication of the action
of the Catliolic Church ; but as a proof of the in-
consistency and hypocrisy of those who, with an
utter disregard for facts, condemn that action as
wanton and unprecedented.

So long, and in so far, as polities can affect
the interests of religion and morality ; so long
as they exercise an influence upon the Church as
{ well 2s upon the Slate ; so long, and to that ex-
tent, is it the duty of the true Priest, of him who
is not a hireling, to interpose his influence w
politics. The State undertakes to control the
education of our children—to regulate the terms
of the sexual untons of its subjects—to limit the
right of the individual to dispose of his own pro-
perty as he pleases for religious and charitable
purpnses—c'hallenges for itself the right to confis-
cate our ecclesiastical endowments—and in innu-
merable other instances directly interferes with our
refigious institutions—and yet it is urged that the
Priest, the divinely appointed guardian of religion,
the supreme judge upon earth on all matters that
concern our spiritual interests, shall not inter-
fere to remind the statesman that, in bis public
as well as in his private capacity, he is God’s
creature, and owes account for all his actions to
s Creator !

Cease then, we say to the statesman, to legis-
late in matters extendmg beyond the material
order. But this is impossible, it will be said ;
for in the actual order of things, the material and
the spiritual—things temporal and things eternal—
are as intimately and inseparably connected and
blended together, as are soul and body. True;
and therefore is it that the attempt to divorce
themn must ever prove a failure ; therefore is it
that the cry against priestly interefence with pol-
itics is, and must be, so long as the present order
of thinzs subsists, so long as the nature of man is
what it is, pure bunlwm.

With regard to the particular occasion which
has elicited these remarks, we cannot do better
than lay before our readers some extracts from
the Hamelton Spectator ; wherein our Protest-
ant cotemporary ably and conclusively replies to
the hostile criticism of the Herald, the Globe, and
others, upon the action of the Catholic Hierarchy

of Canada :—

% The Herald says:*For a long time past, it
geems to have been the chief aim of every Ministerial
journalist te break down the character of Mr. M‘Gee.
A sinzular failure has been the result; and now 2
new power has, thercfore, taken the field in aid of
the speat forces of the former assasilants, and the
victor, in the fair confliet of reason, is, if possible, to
be suppressed in the name of religion” We need
hardly say that the whole of the above extractis a
mere tissue of untruths. It is unfair to impute to the
Ministeria! journals a desire of breaking down the
character of Mr, M‘Gee, when they do nothing more
than expose his want of political honor and consist-
ency, This they have, undoubtedly, the right to do;
and how far they have succeeded must be apparent
enough by this time. As toa new power having
taken the field, any one who reads the last number
of the True Witness will perceive that the bishops
have merely followed up the course they took some
months since in laying down certain rules for the
guidance of their organ. Tho True Witness having
acted up to the principles laid down by the heads of
the Church, there could not be anything wrong in
the bishops expressing their approval of the or-
gan's conducet in adbering to the course marked out
for it. More than this they have not ventured to do;
but it 50 happens that, in applnoding the conduet of
the True Witness, taey at the same time denounce,
by implication, the conduct of the junior member
for Montreal; that is, they fully approve of the
courze pursued by the True Witness, which embraces
its damaging exposures of Mr. M‘Gee’s deviation
from the lire of policy laid down by the heads of the
church.

To what way it can be said that the Cathelic
episcopacy have come to tie aid of the Ministry, we
are at u loss to divine, zince it must be evident 10 all
that thc bishops are caroful in giving preference to
any political party.

¢ Beyond the statement of her father, as given by
the True WiTNEss, We were, and we ave, in total ig-
porance of the facts and circumstances connected
with, Mary Martin's alleged conversion and abduc-
tion.”

But this is no valid reason ; and at all events,
the Montreal Herald,in the case of Miss Starr,
saw no vahd reason for refusing to call for inves-
tigation into the particulars of that young lady’s
bogus abduction, in the fact that, * beyond the
statemnent of her father, as given by himsell,)” he
was, at the time he commenced his attacks on the
Seminary, Clergy, and Sisters of Charity, “in
total ignorance of the facts and circumstances of
Miss Star’s alleged conversion and abduction.”
In the bare, unsupported, and as events proved,
the, in many respects, mendacious statements of
Miss Starr’s father, the Herald found motives
amply suflicient to induce him at once, and with-
out investigation, to devote columns of his jour-
nal (o attacks upon the Catholic Clergy ; thougb
be refuses to call attention to the case of Mary
Martin’s abduction, because be kuows nothing of
the facts and eircumstances of the case “ beyond
the statement of her father.”” Why ! what more
did he know of the Starr case, when he first be-
gan to discuss, and to direct public attention to
it 2 and why, if the bare statement of the Hon.
Leander Starr sufficed to throw the press of the
Ilerald into spasms ol righteous indignation—
why should the equally well authenticated state-
ment of Mary Martin’s father be allowed to pass
unnoticed ? We can see no reasons for the
difference, save those winch we indicated.—
Patrick Martin is a Papist, and a poor man,
not moving in good society. Mr. Starr is a
rich Protestant ; but,if certain printed documents
lately laid before the public with reference to
a certain Hon. Leander Starr may be relied
upon, be has certainly no right to claim precedence
over Patrick Martin ; who if a poor man, is, ac-

pounded by the % Protestant Reformers” of Up-
per Cavada.

nada as ¢4 2557 and theretore bound by every
tre by which tue wan of honor can be bound,
never by word or deed, by speech or vote, to
give the slighrest semblance even of countenance
1o % Representatinn by Population ;” and bound to
oppose aiways, under all circwmstances, and un-
der every conceivable form, every attempt that
might i wade to make any change in the Con-
stitution ol Canada.  Since we bhave been de-
ceived 1 our reasopable expectations, we wust
cureful for  the future whom we trust ;
we mu~t fake the care of our own interests into
our own hands; and seeking no longer an alli-
ance with those who so wantouly reject all our

te more

overiures, we must penceforwarc rely upon our
own énergies. the righteousness of our cause, and
the help of Grod,  But enough of this subject.—
We repeat oniy that it is false—false as the To-
ronto Gicke itseli—that we of Montreal elected
a member in the inferests of the ** Parhamentary
Opposition;™” or that the Catholic cvonstituency
of this vily entertained the most rewmote idea of
givig Creorge Brown an ally, orthe cause of
« Represeatation of Population™ an advocate, in
the person of one of their representatives. If Mr.
(3. Brown will not tuke tbe word of the TrUE
Wirxzss Ior this, the result of the next election
for Montreal shall eflectually undeceive him.

This much in refutation of the Globe’s mali-
clous slanders against the Catholic Episcopaey
of Canada ; this much in vindication of the Ca-
tholic electors of Montreal, and in explanation of
their conduct at the Jast general election. With
respect to the Globe’s advocacy of the Repeal
of the Legislative Umon betwixt the two Pro-
vinces, a policy adopted because of the apparent
hopelessness of inflicting on Lower Canada, whilst {
true to herself, the curse of Anglo-Saxon and
Protestant Ascendency, we need say but this.—

That, if that policy has no charms, it has no ter-

rors for us. ‘The Catholics- of Upper -Canada,
whase interests alone would thereby be affected,
tell us that they would willingly entrust them-
selves to the tender mercies of the Protestant
mojority, They kaow best wiat suits their in-
terests, and will promote their wellfare ; and so,
even though we may differ from them m opinion
as to what to them would be the results of a
Repeal of the Union, delicacy forbids us to ob-
trude those opiniuns on them. We in Lower
Canada however can have naught to fear for our
Cliurch or for our liberties, if left to govern our-
selves, irrespective of the passions and prejudices
of the Upper Province ; and so if Repeal comes,
as come it may, we shall very quietly and con-
teatedly resign ourselves to our fate. With a
sentiment more akin to hope than despair do we
hait the Globe’s threatened agitation for Repeal
of the Union betwixt Protestant Upper, and Ca-
thotic Lower Canada.

Siexiricant.—The Minerve is certainly the
best expounent of the intentions of the Mlinistry,
and of the policy of the Lower Canadian mem-
bers, published in Canada. It is therefore with
no small pleasure that we translate from our co-
emporary of Tuesday last. the subjoined edito-
rial remarlks upon the School Question of Upper

Canada.

“ Through all the purely political, and in some
cuses personal divisions, there i3 notwithstanding a
common object to be attained, which the ingratitude

“The children of Catholics must be put in & posi-
tion, free from danger, wlich shall enable them to
acquire the instruction both of honest men and ciu-
zens. e believe to-duy that nll the Cutholic Members
of Lawer Canuda are convinced of this necessily ; they
will be sustained by several members of dissenting
bodies, and by almost all of those who beleng to
the Anglican communion; never, perhaps, was the
time more tavorable to complete a work, several
times undertaken, and which, when eatire, will be
one of the most meritorious of our Legislature,

¢ YVe must not, in fact,allow a vain irritation to di-
vert us from what,in our eyes appears,our duty, Pub-
lic life should be above the anger causeqd by disloyal
strife, calumnies, and perverse words; for thar, ge-
nerons attitude is as honorable to individuals as
parties.”"—Mircree, 30th inst.

We hail with joy the announcement of the
Mznerve,thatits fellow-countrymen are now con-
vinced of the necesaity of dealing with the School

QQuestion in a liberal and Catholic spirit; we !

trust, we are willing to believe, that the hopes
thereby excited shall be gratified. The moment
is indeed propitious; and though every time,
evety hour of the day is a fit time to do justice
and execute truth—yet if the Ministry and its
{riends desire to strengthen their position, to ex-
tinguish ancient enmities, and to beal divisions in
the ranks of those who both by principle and in-
terests are Conservatives, and the enemies of De-
mocracy—no time could possibly be better suited
than the present for the inauguration of a new
Ministerial policy on the School Question. The
Methodists are clamoring for themselves the iden-
tical principle which Catholics contend for in
thewr agitation for Separate Schools. The Angli-
cans, or rather all that is most truly respectable
in that denonunation, are the friends of * Free-
dom of LEducation ;7 and opposed to it there
are but the “ Clear Grits,” or as they sometimes
call themselves, the ¢ Protestant Reformers.’

Fromn these, the opposition to a measure for
settling the School LJuestion on a broad and per-
manent, because equitable hasis, will proceed, and
will no doubt be strong and bitter. There is in
Upper Canadz a vast amount of anti-Catholic
prejudice ; and this prejudice is so strong that it is
not without influence upon those who, in their
hearts, condemn nzzed or godless education as
dangerous to faith and morals.

On the other hand all Catholies, and a by no:

means wconsiderabie section of the Non-Catho-
fic commnunity, will suppert a measure such as
that 1o which the Minerve alludes; and the Mi-
nistry to which shall belong the honor of intro-
ducing, and of passing such a measure through
the Legislature, will deserve, and we hope may
receive, the cardial support, through the press
and at the hustings, of every frienl of civil and
religious liberty.

To the uext meeting of the Legistature we
shall look forward with great anxiety ; as therein
we hope to see, a final and fatal blow dealt to
« State Schoolisin,” and the principles of ITree-
domn of Education—both for Catholic and for
Protestant—embodied in an Act of Pavliament.
As we said m our last, however, the chief obsta-~
cles to this so-much-to-be-desired consumination
of vears of toil, are to be apprehended not so
much frem our open enemies, as from our traito-
rous {riends ; who, bankering after place, have
entered into unlioly alhance with the Protestant
Reformers” ta perpetuate the condemned system
of ¢ aized” schools. "They will seek to- inter-
pose delays, to find occasions for postpoaing the
discussion of Lhe question, and for thus delivering
their  Clcar Grit” allies from the dilemma into
which the latter would find themselves forced by
a frank, boll and Catholic policy on the School
Question emauating from the present Mmis-
try. Such a policy even if only partially success-
full would have great results ; it would weaken,
by ereating disunion 1n, the ranks of the Protes-

tants of Upper Canada ; and it would expose the !
impossibility of any kind of honorable political
connection betwixt Catholics, and the « Clear
G'rits'’ or Protestant Reformers.”

As intimately connected with the School Ques-
tion 1n Canada, we may be permitted to allude to
the late Synod of the Catholic Prelates of Ire-
land on the subject of National Education. The
result of their Lordships® deliberations has not in-
deed been as yet officially published ; but enough
has transpired to enable the Catholic press of
Ireland to announce, confideatly, that the Irish
Hierarchy have, with one heart, and one voice,
pronounced a final and irrevocable condemnation
upon mized schools, and rmized education. This
need not surprise us of Canada, whose chief Das-
tors have long ago passed a similar sentence,
much to the discomfiture of George Brown, and
bis allies. Their policy, the policy of the Browa-
Dorion Ministry and of 1ts supporters, was mz-
e schools, as they themselves at last avow. This
is why fromn the beginning we spoke strongly
against the policy of that Ministry and its support
ers; whilst it is because of that oppesition that we ;
tave hiad 1o encounter the hostility, and endure
the wusrepresentations, even of the Catbolic
body. But as Cathelics we could not but con-
demn that policy which the Bishops of the Catho-
lic Church throughout the world had condemned ;
and m condemning that policy, we could not,
even if we would, avoid condemning the political
conduct of those who who gave their support and
countenance to those hy whom that policy was
advocated, This is the whole secret of the un-
liappy dissensions and controversies in which of
late the TRUE WiTxEss has been mvolved 3 buy,if
the predictions of the Mincrve be realized these
will at once and for ever be put an end to.

For the "True WiTNESS isin no sense a party

been the first to use these formidable weapons in
the field, the plan (or at least its most importaut (
features) is patented in England, and was oflered
to the British Government as far back as 1855
by Lieutenant Engestrom, of the Swedish navy.
A similar invention, by Colonel Carvulli, of the
Piedmontese service, was also ofiered to our Go-
vernment at a date which I canuot exactly fix,
but which is not less thun three or four years
ago. TIndeed, Colonel Cavalli’s friends claim for
bim, and T believe with him, that he was the first
to carry out the scheme of a rifled cannon.—
WWithout any demand of remuneration he offered
it to the British Grovernment. 1lis inventious
was referred to Woolwich, and referred hack-
wards and forwards till lost sight of.  Lut for
our dilatory mede of proceeding in such matter
our artillery migiit long since have been provid-
ed with rifled guns.  The excellence of Cavalli’s
mveniian 15 (ully recognized in his own country,
and three batteries of his guns were on the point
of bewy despatehed to the Crimew when the
Russian wur concluded. It iy vexations to ob-
serve how often oflicial delays deprive England
of reat and great advantages, and that even Eng-
sl wventions are allowed to travel abroad and
be turned to profit by foreigners. T am inforin-
ed that the Irench are now making therr cast-
iron 30 pounders strong enough 1o throw a rifled
shell weirhing GOtbs,, and  that they are doing
this ou a plau originally devised by Captain
Blakely, of the Boyal Artillery, and published in

a menoir, of which two translations were made }
by Freuch ofiicers, one for the Lmperor, the!
other for the Minister of \War.,  The Cormis-
sion d’Artilterie last year nade experiments with
4 30-puunder oo this plan, and found its endur-
anee and safety to he increased threefold without
increase of weight. A paper on the subject,
read wt the Umted Service Institwtion in Jan-
uary, las likewise been translated into french
and submitted to the Emperor.  "The steel-cased
floating batleries whick were lutely, to the great
surprise of the .L"‘ted.montese and Lombards, con-
veyed overland in pieces 1o the Tago di Garda,
are said to be constructed on a plau sugzested in
England.— Times Corr.

¢ (ireel men ponder over the history of other great
amen for the purpose, not of imitating, but of learning.
Napoleon 111, hus studied, und has not in vain studied
the histery of Napoleon L. How long did Nupoleon
zo on conyuering 7 As long as he attacked Europe
in detail. When did be fail 7 When fute compelled
him to fling down the gauntlet to the combined Con-
tinent ‘These are not our deduciions from the past;
they are the deductions of a fumons mind, written Ly
a famous hand—tbe mind and the hand of Louis Na-
poleon. *Rowe, says Montesquieu, ‘ becume great
because the wars shoe waged were successive, not
simulinncous. She never atincked one foe till the one
wefore was done with." This, pursues Napoleon 111,

Let
us hasten to say that the form of this letter is per-
fect. It is througoout worthy of an elder son of the
Church.

A few wilnesses from California, who
came all the way from there to Canada expressiy to
testify, saved him from the gallows, Immediately
after the conclusion of bis secaud trial he was nrres:-
ed for highway robbery—for robberies committed by
Townsend, the man he had just been declared not to
be! IHe was released on £700 bail. This case never
came 1o trial, and probably never will. He was con-
fined 18 months in the Cannda gaol. His trials cost
the Provioco about £40,000. He asked redress of
the Provioce im the shape of compensation for his
sufferings and hardslips, and bad a personal inter-
view with the Governor General, who told hira that
“ potwithstanding the verdict of the jury the eye of
the law looked upon bim ss Townsend,” azd no com-
pensation could be allowed him. The deseription of
Townsend as given in the bandbills put ont imme-
dintely after his flight fro Ganada bear no more re-
semblance to that of Mctlenry than the portriits of
Martin Luther to thoae of the Denecia Boy. Cer-
tainly “the eye of the law,” alluded to Ly “lis
toyal Mighness” the Governor Ceneral, was zadly
cocked, if not stone-blind, iu the ense of It. J. Me-
Ienry.— Clevelund Plutndeualer.

the party of Hlinois Pike's Peakera, snd ina few
hours avertook them and demapded o inow who
had committed the murder.  The company of five or
' eix Peukers found themselves surrsunded by mearly
204 enraged Indians, who threatened to nmalate the
whole party if they 2id net point out and give up
! the murderer. To save their own lives, they gave
up Haynes to their vengeance. lle was taken by
7 the Indings to & short disirnce, while his companions
tarvied on their raute to see what would he hiz fate,
After a while the Indians retuned; with their vietim
literally flayed alive. They had skinned him from
head to foot. The wretehed Leing waz still alive
when brouzht back to his companions, hut in tar-
D nents worse than hell fire.  He lived in agony loag
Fenough to tell how he had been tortured, but was
| soon releaszed by death from unspeakable sufiorings,

G.—The predictions to which you refer have
wsunlly, I think, heen understood tu indicate Jerusa-
lem (or Juden) as the place of such guthering.

B. Y.—Yes, for the Jews—not for athers.

!on which your doctrines and practices are avewedly

at war with those of the Christian world—that of a
pluralty of wives—is toe system of onr Church ac-
ceptable to the majority of its women ? :

H. G¢.—Docez not the Apostle Paul say ihat a bi-
shop should be * the husband of one wife ?”

. Y.—So we hold. We do not regard any but a
married man a3 fitted for the office of Bishop. But
the Apostie Joes not forbid o bishop having wore
wives than one.

H. (+.—Docs not Christ sny that he who puts away
bis wilt, or marries one, whom another kas put awsy,
commits adultery ?

cipal part in the conversation, [ have repurted his

The others appeared uniformly to dofer hia views,
and to acquiesce fully in his responses and cxplina-
tions. Ife spoke readily, oot always with grammati-
cal nceuracy, but with no appearance of hesitation
or reserve, and with no appurent desice to conceal
anything, nor did he repel any of my questions as I
impertinent. e was very plainly dressed in thin !

fanalicism. Tn appearance, be is a portly, {rank,
