amount of ofl they use. They cook
many things in oil—a clear, sweet

fish oil, tho substituting olive oil
makes the dishes guite as tempting.

They try to use their native pro-

ducts, as everything else has to
come so far and the steamers come
‘only once in ten days from England
and Denmark, and the imported
goods are expensive for Icelanders,
who are not very well off, tho never
poor.
. Their own products are fish in
vast quantitles; 'lamb, the chief
meat; eggs, wild duoks, sheep's
milk, cheese and butter; turnips, of
which they raise and eat more than
any other vegetable; potatoes,
onions and beets, beans, and occa-
sionally peas; spinach, cabbage and
Brussels sprouts; no fruit. to speak
of and rarely any beef—it is im-
ported from Denmark and  Scotland.
Pork f1s rarely eaten, and then in
the form of imported bacon.

The World has been fighting corpora-
tion methods for years, and particu-
larly the encroachments of the Toronto
Rallway Company and the  Toronto
Electric Light. Company upon the
citizens and the city’s rights gener-
ally. The World has been consistently
in that fight, and is in it still. The
moai important administrative issue
in Toronto today is the attempt to rid
Tdronto absolutely of corporation in-
fluence and control of the public utili-
ties, and more panticularly of the elec-
trie franchises. Many attempts have
Dbeen made, and we have always been
on the, side of those who have tried to

' eliminate the corporations. The core

porations have made many attempts
to etrengihen themselves, and The
World has always been with those who
opposed them. .

Mayor Hocken, after trying compe-
titive plans, which were rejected by
the people, led by The Telegram, has
made a vigorous effort to rid the elty
of the corporations by purchase. The
Worh'i, as usual, has been on the side of
public ownership, and has helped May-
or Hocken.

HOSPITAL Accom MODATION.

BEditor World: A statement credited
to some unnamed dignitary of the Ge-
qneral Hospital, and published in The
Telegram to the effect that there is
aobundance of hospital accommodation
in the city now, and that the General
may never be filled. is very misleading
and its obvious object is to prejudice
the ratepayers against the bylaws to
aid the much needed hospitals in the
east and west ends respectively, It
Is possible it will be some time before
the high-priced wards wil] all be filled,
but that does not afford any comfort
1o the patient of moderate means, who
is unable to pay more than a dollar a
day for his maintenance in a hospital,
It is well known to doctors of the city
that there is a dearth of public wards
today. The need in the near future of
largely increased hospital accommoda-
tions is vouched for by Dr. Bruce Smish
provinelal inspector of hospitals, and
by Dr. Hastings, the city medicual of-
ficer of health. Ratepayers should be
guided by their advice rather than by
the alleged statement of some anony-
mous person, who no doubt is a mem.
ber of a closed corporation.

Moreover, the hospital statistics of
the American continent show that Tor-
onto is far below the average in the
extent of its hospital accommodation
The following table, authenticated by
Dr. Bruce Smith, shows how Toronto
compares with twelve American cities.
