W Tatley, the manager of the Royal in
this city.

$1,700, avhile his linbilitics were placed at
$8,000. He had always been looked upom
and had quoted himselfl as being worth

During the win-
ter months of ‘the half-yenr wenther of
continuous severity prevailed over the en-
tirn system. Traine were stopped and
delayed, or run through with greatly re-
duced londs and at consenuently greanter
expense. DBesides this, the rolling stock
and permanent way were much damaeed.
Tn addition, the depression in the United
States was steadily increasing, and,
owing to the low prices for agricultural
prodnets ruling in  Burope, grain was
Targely held back, ov shipped only at the

This Bill was passed aiter a great
deal of discussion in the year 1890,
and supplemented the Blaud Act under
which two millions of silver dollars
were coined every month ltor a liuml)er
of years previousty. It was cstimated
that the totar product of the United
States Silver mines amounted {o 54
million ounces per sunum. )

The figaves to whieh we have drawn
nttention, showing an average differ-
ence of over o million aud & quarter
dollars a year between the premium
receipts and the loss payments of fire
insurance duriog the years 1869 to 1892
inclusive, are of such vast significunce
to the honest and caretus owuers of

for drawling further attention to them,
this especially when we turn to page
V ot the Supérintendeub’s Report, where
we find the record for 1892 to be:

The margin between losses and prem-

Is It not possible that there are
othier and better measures open to the
companles, and that Jf the companies

are not equat to the occasion, that the

public may step in to suggest them?

Are there not limits to thebenefits
of competitign in lire insurance mat-
ters? Is It for the benelit ol the hon-
est and-carcful insurer that so very.
large a proportion of the Inhablitants
of villages, towns and cities are fire
insurance agents, canvassing agninst
each other for tive insurance preminms?
Is it for the public welfare that sa
many fire insurance companics should
be urging agents and brokers for busi-
ness, and, in this competitiou, so in-
creasing the expenses of the business
that two millions out of six is absorbed
by expenses? Is this the only injury
to the public? Is it not true that
reckless competition for risks means

These additions are nofl aclively injur-
ious Lo the humaa system and the poor
quality and buperfect rectification of
the liguor itsell, and the consequents
presence in it of amylaleohol and fusel
oil, are really respousible for Its evil
effeets upon the coustitution.

The boltics arve
genuine enough ; bul they are refilied
from * bulk” liquor, and therefore are
not genuine ense goods., Tow grade
FPrench brandies masguerade uuder the
lu‘bc‘ls of Fennessy and Martell, and the
product of obscurce country distilleries
is served out from *“ Club Rye” bottles.
In obher words the consumer pays for
womething which he does not get, and
therefore he is deliberately defrauded
by the seller.

1t the injury to the consumer is great,
the injury to the manufacturer of the
genuine article 1s still grenter. Teoplo
ask.for his goods and recelve a cheap
and perhaps nasty Imitation In one of

his own boltles and with his own la-
bels on it, Naturally they jump to the
conclusion ihat his goods are not what

~they are advertised to be, and the next

time they buy l‘]‘)(‘)" take some other
brand.  They tell their friends how
they were taken in, and soon the de-
mand for that particular brand falls
off, without any fault upon the part
ol the maker but simply In consequence
of the fraud of the middicwman through
whom his goods pass to the publie. OI
course whenever this method of fraud
gan Dhe proved the agents of the dis-
tillers take steps to punish the offender
at onee. But, in nine cases out. of ten,
it Is impossible of detection. The eul-
prit purchases o fair supply of thereal
rroods to satlsiy those of his customers
whose palates are sulflciently cducat-
od to enable them to deteet the differ-
ence, and culmly fills up the cmpty
hottles with cheaper whisky for those
who are not so discriminative in thelr
tastes. Tt adds largely to his profits,
his customers- do not grumble, and the
unfortunate manufacturer, whose repu-
tation he is uudcrmluh{g, hag to grin
and hear it.

to please the eye, and. loosen the purse
strings, of the casual visitor, or regular
patron. In this age of idens and pro-
grest it seems strange that such little
account should be taken of the sense of
smell, and yet such a factor eannot be
diemissed as absurd and trifling. It
iiibibght be argued thot the world is made
up of trifles. Who does not know the
Pleasant fragranee of freshly ground cof-
fec and the attractive aroma of certain
spices?  In Canada, we have largely fol-
lowed the British enstom ol drinking tea,
whilst in the United States, and on the
continent, coffee is the fuvorite beve crage.
People entering a groecery store, whore
coffee is Ireshly ground, do not want it
thrust under their eyes as they ave at-
tracted by the smell, and will buy o lit-
tlu for trial just beeause, as they say, it
smells so nice.””  Its freshuess and fra-
grance is more in its favor than its ap-
penrance, and the same is frue of other
tabl2 luxuries, or necessities. It has been
remarked that, in Canada, there ave fow
cooks, in private lamilies, that ean make
u first class eup of coffee ; certninly com-
plaints are not infrequent that it is diffi-
cule to get it good.

" Tha State botanists sny that it is o pow-
“erful bardy plant, closely allied to the
" tumble-weed, and, although armed with
sharp spines, not a true thistlo or cactus
ab all.
' The seed germinates in May or June and
, sendv up a tender branching shoot with
lmrl'ow succulent leaves. Durving the
\\:mn weather in July and August when
othcr seods are less aggressive, this one
makee its best growth and by September
"hoa ehanged from an inngeent little seed-
lmg. tu o vigorous spreading w ¢ed two to
_s_uc fceL in dinmeter and half as high, with

DBut what is further noticea-
blt ig the fauct that the couviction was
freached at the instance of 1he Board of
Trade of the place. It does seem proper
thac such a board which stands proxy
for all the best business intercsts, should
in every place where it exists be the prime
mover in securing honest trade marks and
honest goods in trade, and without fear
or favor acting as tho agent of consum-
erd generally to prosecute those who
commit aun infraction of the law.

THE PRICE OF WHALEBONE.

The tremendous fall in the value of
whalebone since last year is a striking
instance of the promptitude with which
substitutes can be found, in this age of
inventive genius. whenever the price of
ax artiele renders it remunerative to do
80. The price of whalebone rose stead-
ilv from 85 cents in 1870 to $5.38 in
1891, Last year it had only fallen to
$56.85, in gpite of increased imports; but
the fact of the price still remaining
above the $5 limit led to so large a pio-
duation of Substltutes n the shape. of

""The weather has continued finé and dry,
and farmers have been enabled to do a
great amount of field work which, other-
wise, would have been delayed until
spring. Most retail traders would like
to seo colder weather. The trouble with
manj is that, in the rush of competition,
they buy too early in the season. Their
shelves are laden with goods, not pre-
sently required by their customers, and
cfforts to force trade ahead prove futile.
A disposition is thus ereated to grumble
at Providence because weather is not sent
to suit their particular case. The old
fashioned plan of buying quite closely
to actval requirements would prove more
satisfactory, in the long run, in nino cases
ous of ten. The enforcing qf inter
freight rates, since our last, is causing
slightly higher prices to be quoted for
heavy goods. Wheat continue to bring
low prices but the same may be said of
sugar, teas, raisins, currants, und some
other grocery articles, whijst o reduc-
tion has been made in certain lines of
Lleached cottons. Dutter and cheese are
bolh selling at profitable prices, despite
a recent slight deeline in the latter, and
the season’s make is now nearly all out
of first hands. Live stock have found
free sale from breeders’ hxmds, at paying
_prices to them, although returns to ship-
pers from Britain have not been satisiae-
tury.  Hay has also been o good stand-
by for the agriculturist this seasop.. - It
a3 been o decidedly “ off year " for ap-
ples which, last year, constituted an im-
portant item in our exports. All things
considered, the country should be well
able to meet its obligations, but there is
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-26 per cenb. in manna.
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ncthing to -encourage extraviigant hopes
and high living expenses.

Apples.—The crop is not moving in any
tquantity and the shipments, to the close
ol navigation, will look small in com-
parison with last year. Tho figures last
week were 4,900 barrels to Liverpool,
7,00¢ tb Glusgow and about 500 to other
ports. This week, it is estimtaed 5,000
will be hooked for Liverpool, 5,000 for
(Hlaggow and 8,000 for other points.
