LIBRARY RULES.

I

Scclion 1.—A iii(4U()or, upon application to the Libvarian,

may tak<» out ono volumo from the Lil)rary, or ho may ro-

movc l)Otli volumes of a work comprised in two volumes of

duodecimo or smaller si/e, and retain the same one month.

Section 2.—The Library Committee shall have power to

limit the time of retention of new books during the iirst six

months or more aftin* their purchase, which shall be marked

on the covers ; and they shall also have power to withhold

from circulation such volumes or periodicals as may be in-

jured thereby.

Scclion 3.—If at the expiration of the time spccilied in

ejections 1 and 2 for Ihe retention of any boo': or books the

same are not returned, the sum of live cents shall be im-

posed and demanded for every week so retained.

Section 4.—If any member shall n'fuse to pay the amount

of any line or lin(^s which may be assessed him, his right to

remove books from the Library shall ])e suspended until he

complies with the requirements.

Sccdon 5.— If any member shall lose or deface a aolume,

he shall replace the same, or present an equivalent in money.

If.it be one ol' a set, he shall receive the odd volumes at a

fair ai>praisal, or make ample recompense.

Section 0.—All books shall be returned for examination,

one week previous to the 1st of Anaust, or at such other

time as the Library Committee may appoint and make
known by advertisement.

any l)()oks are taken wltliout such order, the librarian and

his assistant shall be accountable thorelbr.

Serlion, S.—The Books of Re Terence shall not be taken

from the rooms.

Scrfioi/ 1>.—None })ut the Librarian o;- his assistant shall

be permitted to remove books from the shelves.

Serfio/i 10.—After the expiration of three months from

the iirst day of January, members who have not paid their

annual subscription shall not bo entitled to the privileges

of the Librarv.
