CABINET T0 DESPATCH
IMPORTANT BUSNESS

Return of Premier From Virginia
Will Permit Settling Down
to Work.

Ottawa, Jan. 6.—The return of Sir
Robert “Borden on Wednesday from
Virginia .will be followed by a series
of cabinet meetings probably extend-
ing over several weeks at which Union
government policies will be formulat-
ed, including the steps to be taken
in connection with such matters as
increased food production, land set-
tlement, shipbuilding and the mobili-
zation of labor.

The war committee of the cabinet
will meet to take up the question of
fixing the datefon which the prohibi-
tion of the manufacture of liquor
will go into".eff:ect, while the cabinet
sub-committée ®ippointed to study the
railway problém will commence its
deliberations.

On Tuesday the railway board will
hold a sitting to hear the protest of
the Manitoba Government and various
western bodies against the increase in
railway freight and bassenger rates
authorized by the board. Hon. T.
Johnston of Manitoba will present
the protest of the government of that
province.

Jacobs.e

MANKIND’S BLOOD-BATH

Teutonic Embirea Drunk With
Martial Spirit, He
' Says.

Preaching at the Holy Blossom Syn-
agogue on the King's. call to prayer
yesterday, Rabbi Jacobs said:

' “We would be unwonthy of our citi-
zenship unless we united heart and
soul with our fellow-citizens of other
creeds in obeying his majesty's com-
mand to devote the first Sabbath of

the victory of the cause we have all
80 much at hegrt as British subjects.
I strongly belibve with ‘many othens
that we are entering on the last phasge
of the war, and at this mo ent more
than ever before should ' we invoke
God’s' blessing on our cause. This
titanic struggle was not of our seek-
ing, It was forced upon us.  Great
Britain did not plunge into the hor-
rors of war thru a lust of conquest or
greed of a larger empire. Nor was she
actuated by motives of hatred or
thoughts of self-glory. Never did
England unsheath the sword in a more
righteous war. For it was to keap her
plighted word; to protect her weaker
neighbors; to resist a policy which
deified brute force and made an apo-
theosis of the martial spirit. - True
one. of the greatest of English poets
has said, ‘Peace has her victories no
less renowned than war, but should
peace be bought at any price? At
the cost even of dishonor and degra-
dation? Does not the word of God
itseif stamp with the divine curse him
who would attempt to remove his
neighbor’s landmark to enrich him-
self? Then what should be the. fate
of that nation which by cunning or
by force of arms attempts to rob its
weaker neighbor of Its territory
against the wishes of its inhabitants?
But what should be said of that na-
tion who thru cowardice or degencracy
or inertness or fear of loss allowad the
inheritance of its neighbor to be in-
vaded or stolen away when solemn
treaties bound her to protect them?
Yes, England had no other alternative
but to resort to the arbitrament of
the sword.
Make People Drunk.

A great English writer has said, ‘To
engage in war without a clear neces-
sity is a crime of the blackest dye.
When the necessity is clear it then
becomes a crime to shrink from it.’
This principle has always guided Brit-
ish statesmen. The policy of England
has always been a policy of concilia-
tion and forbearance and peace. Had
it been otherwise she would have been
better prepared before entering this
war. On the other hand, what has

to say about Canada, except to warn this
eountry not-to follow in the footsteps of
Great Britain and the United States, He
declared himself against co-ordination of
railway resources under government con-
trol, and bitterly opposed government
ownership. The railways, his lordship
was good enough to tell us, stand in no
need of regulation; it is the shippers of
the country, according to him, who ought
to be disciplined by the government, #'he
QGazette gets, perhaps, on firmer ground
when it defends the recent raise in rates.
The roads, it argues, have to pay out a
great deal more money than formerly for
wages, fuel and equipment. They are
getting the same price for hauling two-
dollar wheat as they got when wheat was
only sixty cents a bushel. And The Ga-
zette observes that :

The railways have been hampered in
their efforts By reason of the fact that,
while their expenditures increased in
proportion to the energy which marked
their response to a national need, their
revenues have been restricted, They
have been dependent upon rates, fixed
more or less arbitrarily by others, rates
admittedly inadequate under existing
conditions. This injustice has been
partially lifted by the recent order of
the board of railway commissioners,
authorizing increases of approximately:
ten per cent, of traffic rates in the west
and fifteen per cent, in the east. These
increases, as stated, in the judgment of
the commission, ‘“will certainly not
equal the increase in costs to whigh the
railways are subject,”” and ‘the in-
creased cost can certainly not be said
to be the railways’ fault.”

The increases authorized under the
-order of the railway commission have
evoked protests from certain bogdies in
the eaStern provinces, The people of
the west—the grain-grower, as a type—
are familiar enough with the fact that
prices of labor and of commodities have
risen. The grain-grower has had to
pay more for his labor and for his
equipment. On the other hand, he has
enjoyéd the benefit of substantially
higher prices for the product which he
sells. Upon what good grounds a cor-
responding benefit is to be denied tb
the railways it is difficult to determine,
the more so in view of the fact that
during the sittings of the commission
in the west the propriety of a rate in-
crease was not definitely disputed, the
general dispesition, as expressed, being
to accept whatever decision the com-
mission should reach, after being, upon
investigation, satisfied that an increase
was justified,

The Winnipeg Free Press seems to have
anticipated The Gazette’s argument, and
to have answered it quite satisfactorily,
gdofar, at least, as the Canadian Pacific
Railway Co. is concerned. The Free Press
reviews the opinion handed down to the
railway commission in granting the in-
crease in rates, That opinion proved in
an exhaustive manner that the Canadian
Northern and the Grand Trunk could not
carry on without some financial relief,
but it touched gingerly upon the position
of the Canadian Pacific, ‘Thé opinion
made the sweeping statement that all
the roads needed the increase in rates,
but The Free Press, in commenting upon
this finding of the railway commission,
says :

But, notwithstanding the confidence
of the commission, the matter is not so
easily disposed of. There remains the
question :

SERVICE TO ALLIES
British Press Endorses Lloyd

George's Statement on
Peace Demands.

London, Jan. 6. — Premier Lloyd
George’s speech to the delegates of
the trades unions on Saturday is
characterized by ithe weekly news-
papers as marking a historical epoch
in the war, The Weekly Despatch
asserts that it is a *“courageous call
for unity in the nation in the face
of the trials and dangers that lie
ahead, and is the best answer to the
ciamant, if wunimportant, minority,
who have been endeavoring to drive
a wedge' between the government and
the Lator party on the false plea
that there are unbridgable 4ntegral
differences in the respective concep-
tions of the war aims for which we
are fighting.”

The News of the World declares
that the speech outlined the British
wart® aims, “with a degree of preci-
dion which leaves no Jloophole for
misunderstanding,” and adds: ‘“These
are the aims for which we entered
the war., For them we have bled
unflinchingly more than three 'years,
and for them, as the premier well
said, we are prepared to face even
heavier sacrifices than any we yet
have endured.”

The Sunday Times says the most
hragses of the speech
and the most discomforting for the
Prussian war  lords are those which
reveal ‘“not an utterance of either
mere statesmen or a political party,
but as the considered utterance of
the British people.”

War Aims Discussed.

The premier said during the last
few days he had taken; special pains
to ascertain the view and attitude of
representative men of all sec!tl-ons‘of
thought in the country.

he had discussed war aims with Mr.
Asquith, former premier, and Vis-
gount Grey, the former foreign sec-
retary. Had the Nationalist leaders
in Ireland not been engaged with
the tangled problem of Iri self-
government he would have bebn happy
to exchange views with them, but
Mr. Redmond, speaking in their be-
half, had made clear what his ideas
are as to the okject and purpose of
the war.

We are not fighting a
war of aggression against the German
people. Their leaders have persnaded
them that they are fjghningg‘a war of
self-defence against a league of rival
nations bent on the destriction of
Germany. The destruction . or disrup-
tion of Germany has never _been a
war aim with us. Most reluctantly
ard quite unprepared we were forced
to join in this war in self-defence, in
defence of violated law in Europe.

“The Britieh people have never
aimed at the breaking mp of the Ger-
nian peoples or the disintegration of
their state. Our wish is not to destroy
Germany’s great position in the world,
but to turn her aside from schemes of
rniilitary domination to devote her
strength to the beneficent task of the
world.

“We are not fighting to destroy
Austria-Hungary or to deprive Turkey
of lits capital or the rich lands of Asia
Minon and . Thracs, which are pre-
dominantly Turkish.

Against Militarism.

“We are not fighting to destroy the
German constitution, altho we con-
sider a 'military, autocratic constitu-
tion a dangerous anachronism. Our
viewpoint is that the adoption of a
democratic constitution by Germany
would be the most convinging evidence
that her old spirit of milisary dom-
ination had indeed died in this war,
and it would make it much easier for
ue to conclude a broad, democratic
peace with her.

Bven on €o
crucial a matter as their intention re-
gurding Belgium they declined to give
any trustworthy indication.”

pendence any nation which lost its
political independence during the war,
Mr. Lloyd George said it was obviolis
that any scheme of conquest and an-
nexations could be perpetrated within
the literal interpretation of such a
pledge. ;
Equal National Rights.

“We | must know what is meant,”
said the premlier, “for equality of right
amongst nations, small as well as
great, is one of the fundamental is-
sues this counfry and her allies are
fighting to establish.’

Reparation for Belgian towns and
villages and their inhabitants, he as-
serted, had been repudiated emphati-
cally by the central powers, and the
rest of their so-called offers were al-
most entirely a refusal of all conces-
«ions. 'On one point only were they
clear. Under no circumstances would
Germany’s demand for the restoration
of the whole of her colonies be de-
parted from. All ‘the principles of
self-determination here vanish, -

“It is impossible to believe that per-
manent peace can be erected on such
a‘'foundation,” said the premier. “Mere
lip_service to the formula of no an-
nexation, no indémnity and self-deter-
mination is useless.

. *“The days of the Treaty of Vienna
are long past. We can no longer
submit the future of European c¢ivili-
zation to the arbitrary decisions of a
few negotiators striving to secure by
chicanery or persuasion the interests
of this bor that dynasty or nation.
Therefore government with the con-
sent of the governed must be the hasis
of any territorial settlement. For that
reasion also, unless treaties be upheld
it 18 obvious that no treaty of ncace
can be worth the pﬂ{)er on which it is

written. o
What Allies Demand.

“The first reguirements aiways made
by the British and their allieg have
been the complete restoration, politi-
cal, territorial and economic, of the
indépendence of Belgium, and such
reparation as can be made for the de-
vastation of its towns and provinces.
gt is no demand for war indemnity,

ut insistence that before there can be
any--hope of stable peate this great
breach of public law in Europe must
be. repudiated, and, so far as is pos-
sible, repaired.

“Reparaition means recognition. Un-
less international right is recognized
Ly insistence on payment for injury
done “in defiance of its canons it can
never be a reality, ;

“Next comes the restoration of Ser-
bia, - Montenegro and the occupied
pants of France, Italy and Rumania,
The complets withdrawal @ of alien
armies and reparation for injustice
done is the findamental condition of
a permnnent peace.

,“We mean to stand by the French
democracy to the deaith in ths demand
they make for a reconsideration of
the great wrong of '71, when Alsace-
Lorraine was torn away. This sore
has poisoned the peace of Burope for
Lalf a century, and until cured healthy
conditions cannot. be restored.”

The premier said hs wiould not at-
tempt to deal with the question of the
Russian territories now in German oc-
cupation. The Russian policy since
the revolution had passed thru so
many phases that fit was difficult to
speak, without some suspension of
judgment, on what the situation would
be’ when the termd of European
peace come to be discussed. Referring
to the facts that the war was started

bian independence alid that thé pres-
ent rulers of Russia had entered into
separate peacs negotiations, the pre-
mier said:

Britain’s War Position,

“I amy indulging in no reproaches. I
am stating facts to make it clear why
Britain  ‘cannot be held accountable
for decisions taken in her absence
and concerning which she was not
consulted or her aid invoked.

“Nobody who knows" Pruseia - and
her designs toward Russia can doubt
her ultimats intention. Whatever
phrases she uses 10 delude Russia, she
dels not mean. to surrender any of the
Russian provinces and cities now oc-
cupied. Under one name or another
they will henceforth be pant of the
I'russian dominions, ruled by the
Prussian sword, and the rest of the
Russiang will be enticed or bullied into
complete economic and ultimate poli-
tical ,enslavement.

“Democracy - in rthis country will
-stand to the last by the democracies
of France and Italy, We should be
proud to fight to the end, side by sid2
with the new Russian democracy. So
would America. France and Italy. But
if the present rulers of Russia act in-
dependenitly we have no means to ar-
rest the catastrophe. Raissia can only
be saved by her own peopie. o

“An independent Poland, compris-=
ing all genuinely Polish elements
who desire to participate is an wur-
gent necessity for the wtability . of
western Europe.

Must Be Self-govefhment.

“Tho we agree with President Wil-
son that the breaking up of Austria-
Hungary is no part of our war aims,
we feel that unless genuine self-gov-
ernment on true democratic prin-
ciples is wgranted those Austro-Hun-
garian- nationalities who have long
desired it, it is impossible to hope
for the removal of those causes of
unrest in that part of Europe which
have so long threatened its general
peace,

“On the same grounds we regard
as vital the legitimate claims of the
Italians for union with those of their
own- race and tongue. We /also 'mean
to press that justice be done to the
men of Rumanian blood and speech in
‘their legitimate aspirations. If these
onditions were fulfilled Awustria-
‘Hungary would become a poWwer
‘whose strength would conduce to the
permanent peace and freedom of Eu-
‘rope, -instead of the instrument of a
‘pernicious Prussian military- auto-
cracy.

“Outside of Europe wé believe that
the same principles should be ap-
plied. :

“While we do not challenge the
maintenance of the Turkish empire
in the homelands of the Turkigh race,
with its capital, Constantinople—the
passage between the Mediterranean
‘and Black Sea being internationalized
rand neutralized — Arabia, Armenia,
‘Mesopotamia, Syria and Palestine are,
in our judgment, entitled to recog-
nition of their separate national con-
‘ditions, What the exact form of that
‘recognition should be, need not here
‘be discussed beyond stating that it
‘will be impossible to restore to their
‘former sovereignty the territories to
‘which I have referred.

Ready for Readjustments.

“Much has been said atout the ar-
rangements we have made with our
allies on this and other subjects. T
‘can only say that as new gcircum-
stances such as the Russian ollapse

TERMS OF BRITAIN
SUIT LABOR'S VIEW
Arthur Henderson Declares

Unions Repudiate Ideas
~ of Economic War.

London, Jan. 6.—Arthur Hendersoy,
leader of the labor party in the house
of commons, last night stated that it
wag his opinion that British labor would
welcome Premier Lloyd George’'s state-
ment of the aims for which Great Britain.
is fighting in the world war.

“IM some respects,”” Mr. Henderson
said, it embodies the principles and the
objects which labor, at our recent con-
f?rence, defined as; essential to the war
aims.” A .

Labor stands for the absolute freedom
and integrity of Belgium_ Serbia, Ruman-
ia, and Montenegro, and 'for the estab-
lishment on a. firm basis of a jeague of
rations and peoples for disarmament,
and the prevention of future wars, he
pointed out.

Irreducible Minimum..

‘““These things,”” Mr. Henderson con-
tinued, “constitute  our irreducible
minimum and, if we secure this, we/de-~
sire the fullest resumption of ipt€rna-
tional intercourse and, the com e re-
pudiation of all attempts at an economic
war or a boycott. So far as the pre-
mier's statement conforms to these prin.
ciples, we welcome it, and we are con-
vinced that no other settlement can be
consistent with the expressed ‘desire for
peace which, as he says, will not contain
within it the seed of future wars.”

British . labor, Mr. Henderson added,
warmly welcomes the main principles
laid down by the Russian Gow t,
but it rejects as ‘completely as the
Bolsheviki themselves. any idea of mak-
ing a national or imperial profit out of
the war,

Want New Conference.

“In essentials we agw.e with the Bolshe-
viki and so, to judge from his published
statement, does President Wilson.”

Mr, Henderson declared: ‘“We now are
making every effort to arrange another
inter-allied conference as a preliminary
to a complete conference of the whole
labor movement of the world. We desire
nothing ‘more than to have a fresh and
the fullest joint discussion with the re-
presentatives of labor, first among our
alles, then with neutrals and our present
enemles.

e ake one urgent request of our com-
rad4¥ in Russia. If they reach any basis
of . ggreement with the central powers
for generalﬁeace, I ask them to insist
that theé cen
basis for consideration' to all the ‘gov-
ernments and peoples concerned.

‘“They can then depend upon it,” Mr.
Henderson concluded, “that the repre-
sentatives of British labor will do al
iry their power to see that they receive
a §lear, candid and reasoned reply.”

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 5.—No race run
on the American turf carries with it as
much interest as the Kentucky Derby,
This historic event in the annals of
practically the entire turf world at large,
the running of which dates back to the
year 1875, when that famous thorobred,
Aristides, won the initial eclassic, has
created such interest that thousands and
thousands of people from every section
of the continent come to Louisville each
Derby Day to see the 3-year-olds con-
test for this rich stake, and confer their
congratulations upon the winning owner.
While Aristides was victorious in the
first Derby and the great English colt
Omar Khayyam won the last, the race
to be run during the present year pro-
mises to carry with it the greatest field
which has ever faced the barrier in the
history of the classic, While no officjal
date has been announced for the running
of the Derby and will not be announced
unti] a meeting of the racim®™commis-
sion, it is practically certain that Sat-
urday, May 11, will be set as the open-
ing day &t Churehill Downs and the run-
ning of the Derby. The present year
will mark the forty-fourth running of
the Kentucky Derby ard will carry witn
it approximately $20,000, which sur-
pesses all dtakes offered for three-vear-
olds in this country. Each owner is

compelled to pay an entrance fee of $25
and $250 additional to start on the day
of the race.

Derby usually close some time in Feb-
ruary, and this year’s list promises to
run over the record mark.

Many of the best two-
year-olds in 1917 are being poinQd to
start in this year’s Derby. 'The® most
prominent being prepared for the event
are Sun Briar, Escoba, Freecutter, Papp,
War Cloud, Tippity Witchet, Jack Hara,
jr., Ultima Thule, Tacola, Duke of Sa-
vop, American, American Eagle, Boniface,
Everest and James T. Clark,

The present winter favorite for the
Kentucky Derby is the sensational racer,
imported, Sun Briar, by Sundridge—Sweet
Briar, owned by the eastern turfman,
Willis Sharpe Kilmer, This wonderful 2-
year-old was the leading winner of last
year, accounting for the Hopeful Stakes
at Saratoga, which was the mcst valuable
stake to be run in 1917, having a value
of $30,000 to the winner,

In addition to this great stake, Sun
Briar won the Albany, Grand Union Ho-
tel and Saratoga Speclal at Saratoga and
the Great American at Aqueduct. The
winning of these five stakes brought the
tota] amount annexed by Sun Briar dut-
ing the past season to $58,430, which
shows that he was easily the best
juvenile of the season and one that should
make a great showing In the Kentucky
Derby.. Sun Briar is practically certain
to go to the post favorite in the Derby,

Easter Sunday this year comes on

March 81. It is an early Easter, and
should bring an early spring. It will
undoubtedly hurry up the legislative
sessions at Queen’s Park and on Par-
lHament Hill,

The Ontario Legislature is usually
summoned eight weeks before Good
Friday. If that rule be followed this
year the legislature will have to as-
semble on Tuesday, Jan. 29. It seems
to be understood, however, that the
session will not open until Feb. b5,
and it is still hoped that prorogation
may come before Kaster. The length
of the session will, of course, depend
to some extent upon whether there is
to be an extension of the legislative
term or a general election. The pres-
ent government was returned in June,
1914, and its four years will be up in
the near future. However, the pro-
vincial legislature has full authority
to extend its term and there may be
little objection to such an extension.

The Dominion Parliament cannot be
called until after Feb. 28. It would
ordinarily be summoned, under the
circumstances, about the middle of
March, but here again the early Eas-
ter cuts some figure. It would hardly
do to summon parliament for, say, the
20th of March and then have. it ad-
journed for a week on the 27th, If it
were not ‘for the fact that the flscal
year, and with it the supply voted the
government, runs out on March 31,
the government might xefer assom-
bling parllament until after the Faster
holidays. As it is, parliament is likely
to be called for March 6. This would
enable the government to dispose of
the debate upon the address, pass the
war appropriation bill and get an in-
terim supply vote for general purposes
before the Easter adjournment,

'Habit and Warmth

There are sane folks who take a 'cool
bath every morning and attain vigorous
old age in spite of it. There are sane
folk who never put cold water on their
nice war skins if they can passibly
heip it, and they, also, attain hearty,
old age. It is a matter of habit.

A water bath and an alr bath are
identical ‘in effect upon the circulation,
tho not equal 1Tn degree. Water exerts
a2 more powerful effect- upon the vaso-
motor nervous system than air, The
vasomotor system is that part of the
sympathetic nervous system which con-
trols the caliber or size of the minute
arterioles or terminal arteries thruout
the body, and thus regulates the supply
of blood to the capillaries where tissue
cells are nourished and waste matter
taken up by the blood.

As Dr. Simon Baruch, the great apostle
of hydrotherapy, has demonstrated, if
an invalid, say a *nervous” patient or
one with typhoid fever or other exhaust-
ing {liness, is given a daily bath with
water, at perhaps 90 degrees the first
day, and one degree lower each succeed-
ing day, the response of the vasomotor
nervous system, the ‘“reaction” increases
A little day by day, until the bath at
70 degrees becomes a most grateful
stimulant to the nervous system and
circulation, a natural stimulant without
avy apparent after-depression, This
amounts to what Dr. Baruch has called
‘‘neurs-vascular training,” analogous to
the gradual development of the volun-
tary muscles of the body by daily exer-
cise. It is a great help to an invalid to
have an active vasomotor nervous 8ys-
tem. It is a great help to a near-invalid,
to any man or woman whose efficiency
is reduced by minor ailments.

One of the appeals of the fuel conser-
vation commission in this country is for
a temperate climate in homes, ghops,
offices everywhere, A temperate climate
is about eight degrees lower in tempera-
ture than the torrid or ordinary Ameri-

BROWNIE GIRLS IN ARMY,

On the lines of communication In
France the “Brownie Girls,”” are pop-
ular. “With = wide-brimmed, low-
crowned brown felt hats, brown coat
frocks reaching mid way between
knee and ankle, with large pocke.s
and loose belts, trim but stout browmn
shoes and stockings, the “Brownie
Giris” deserve their name. :

These “Brownle Girls” are official-
ly known as the Women’'s Army Aux-
illary Corps. Their work in the mess
kitchens, where they have replaced
the men cooks, is a great success.

They are. all under the adjutant-
general, and have the following offi-
cers: ‘Two chief concrollers, one in
Engldnd and one in France; a deputy
area controllers, unit ad-
ministrators, assistant unit adminis-
trators and acting assistant unit ad-
ministrators. These are all women
of education and experience and
usually women who have traveled
much. Such women are admirably
fitted to cope with the hundred and
one problems which, must crop up
when ‘dealing with their own sex and
for which, as yet, no military regua-
tions have been framed.

THE VALUE OF BROTHS.

Broths are mot particularly va}u-
able from a nutritive standpoint, but
they have a decided stimulating ef-
fect. In thie way the extracts (royn
the meat contained . in the broih
stimulate the' gastric juice in the
stomach and prepare it for the food
that follows. On the contrary, the
cheaper, inferlor parts of the meat
yield more nutriment. The chief ob-
ject in making broth is. of course,
to obtain the largest possible amount
of nutriment, and this is beat ac-
complished by observing the follow-
ing rules: Cut the meat in small
pieces, seak it in cold water before
heating. Make a careful selection
and . proportion of meat, bone and
water, Usually on> pint of water to
one pound of meat. Judicious season-

food value. Just one caution—broth
before meat means not a soup-plate-
ful, but a small cup to start the gas-
tric juices.

LIMA BEAN SOUP.

Soak a pint of dried lima beans in
cold water overnight. 1In the morn-
ing add two quarts of water and the
bone of a lamt shank. (A good way
to do is to buy some lamib for a
stew and have the bone included.)
Smmmer all day, keeping the amount
of liquid about the same. Before
dinner mash the beans thru a coarse
sieve back into the pot, season well
and serve with little squares of toast
end a tiny Mit of chopped parsley
This is enough for six pernsons, is ex-
cellgnt eating and most nourishing.

Purchase your soap, especially laun-
dry soap, in large quantities if you
can. Place the soap on the upper
shelf of the pantry to dry. Soap dried
in this way lasts longer than soap
freshly purchased each week.

MILK DISTRIBUTION
COSTS T00 MUCH

Chicago Investigation Shows
Possibility of Reducing Cost
of Distribution.

DELIVERIES OVERLAP

Enquiry Reveals Nine Differ-
ent Deliveries Covering
Same Territory.

R

There is a possibility of ten cent
milk. I¢ is not promised, but there is
hope. William B. Moulton, chairman
of the war-time committee of the
Chicago City Club, which is maling
an investigation of milk delivery costs,
estimates that two cents can be cut
from the cost of milk to the consumer
if the overlapping method of distribu-
tion is discortinued and a single uni-
form system established. Milk now
sells at 12 cents a quart under the
compromise agreement,

The findings of the city club are to ba
laid before the federal commission
conducting a hearing on milk costs,
according to The Chicago Daily News.
Mr. Moulton sdid the city club com-
mittes has finished investigations ' in
three districts of the city and is ready
any time the commjssion wants to
hear the reports. he conclusion
the city eclub committee reached
that the cut will have to come in dis-
tribution rather than from the dairy-
man or producer is said to be in keep-
ing with the survey of milk distribu-
tion just finished in Boston.

Overlapping of Deliveries.

The city club is testing milk deli-
initiative to get
first-hand information to determnine
the cost of deliveries, :

“In some parts of the city we find
tkat as many as nine different distri-
buting agents are covering the same
territory,” said Mr. Moulton. *“This is
waste of the worst kind. Thé news-
papers .and the federal government in
their delivery service would pile up
prohibitive expense if they went ahout
their business in that way. The idea
of delivery zones for milk where there
will be no overlapping of distributing
agents will mean a tremendous sav-
ing.” Mr. Moulton said there is no
reason why the federal government
shoudd not take hold of the delivery
system of milk and enforce a unified
system. Harry A. Whevler, state fooud
administrator, does not agree. with Mr,
Moulton,

“The distribution item is something
for the city government to handle by
council ordinancs,” said Mr. Wheeler.
“The federal government should not
be expected to take thai resporisibility,
since it is.a local affair and one for
‘homie rule’ regulation.”

Favors  Single System.

Steve Sumner of the Milk Drivers’
Union says his organization favors a
unified system. The fact that the dis-

ready co-operation in‘a zone plan of
deliveries, it is dsserted. ; ;

Unionization of the farm tto keép the
farmer on his land was suggested as a
method of remedying’ losing dairy
farm conditions at the hearing todoy.
+C. G. Eckhart, agricultural adviser for
Kane County, in the witness chair
said that working conditions on ithe
dairy farm should be equalized with
the city labor plan. He ‘wants pay and
a half for ‘overtime and pay and a
half for Sunday work on the dairy
farm. ’

“You have to make the farm pay as
attractive as the city wages if you
wanit to keep the men on ths farm,”
said the witness.

B. C. COAL PRODUCTION

Vancouver Island Collieries Increase

gate output was 1,698,235 tons, an in-
crease of 205,474, tons over the 1916
output, and 72,305 tons in excess of
the 1910 figures, which showed the
best previous year in the industry
on the island.

BRITAIN IS READY
" FOR AIR WARFARE
Has ‘Made Ample Provisions
for Fighting Craft
and Men.

London, Jan. 5.—A short -time ago
a New York despatch to g London
paper stated- that American opinion
was that Britain ranked last among
the leading members of the grand
alliance in air power., This statement
was not controverted because dis-
cussions .affecting national suscepti-

bilities at a time like the present are
inopportune. Among air experts here
there exis.s a confident belief that
British - efforts in the prowvision of
aéria] fighting oraft and the train-
ing of men will° prove equal to the
necessities bf the great aerial cam-
paign expected in the spring and that
the balance in favor of the. entenie
will be tipped deécisively by America’s
contribution. : S

In a. statement prepared for “aerial
warfare,” a well-known authority of
the subject says: .

“The Germans are now working with
all their energy to carry the air war,
this year to every part of Briwaln|
within range. It will be ruthless and
terrible war unless we are well pre-
pared. Big bombing machines, with
their 900 mile range of action can
menace Glasgow and Belfast as well
as London and the Midlands,

Sha‘ter Huns’ Nerves

“Air operations will bé on an im-
mensely enlarged scale. Hence, when
the allies carry out their air war on
Germany, the Huns in their very first
experience of such raids will be treat-
ed to something far more terrible
than the worst assault on London.
Bearing in mind the underlying hys-
teria which exists in Germany, it
will be understood that there is ex-
cellent opportunity for breaking the
nerve of the war makers.

“With thousands of airplanes olr-
cling in and out of Germany night
after night and day after day, witn

tres of aerial battles, with main rail-
way lines battered at many Dpiaces,
troop trains wrecked and vital bridges
like those of the Rhine demolished,
we shall assuredly shatter the twu
nerve systems which have  enabled
Germany to defy the world so long.

“These two nerve systems are first
the mnerve or will of ,the governing
classes to carry on the war, and sec-
ond, the gigantic bundle of nerves
known as the German railway sys-
tem. Paralyze either of these nerve
systems and the way to a victorious
peace is easy.” £

SPECIAL ALLOWANCES
- FOR CRIPPLED TROOPS

Discharged Soldiers to Receive Pay«
ment for Artificial Limb Ex- %
pensas, :

Ottawa, Jan. 6—~A rate of allows
ances has been fixed by order-in-
council for discharged soldiers coming,
from their place of residence to the
military hospitals ‘commission’s ar-
tificial limb factories for repairs to
their artificial limbs. One central fac=
tory, where ail artificial limbs for
Canadian soldiers in need of them are

manufactured, has beén established at
Toronto. The first of a  series of
branch factories for purposes of fit~
ting ‘and: repair has been opened at
Winnipeg, and others will be are
ranged as required at each of eight op
ten centres thruout the country.

As the governmeat is responsible not
only for issuing of original limbs but
thedr maintenance thriu the entire life-
time of the soldier, it frequently be-
comes necessary for the dischurged
men to visit the commission’s hranch
factory. As discharged men they are
not under the jurisdiction »of the
military hospitals comimission com-
mand, and the commission until Jan,
4 had no authority to recompense
them for loss of time or traveling ex-_
penses. The government has now au-
thorized the commission to pay the
following scales of allowances in re-
spect of any men called in for re-ex-
amination at a hospital or for repairs
to or supply of artificial limbs and
their appliances:

Return itransportation, first class,
with sleeping berths if necessary;
$1.10 per day allowance for time ab-
sent from home, plus $1.50 for each
night spent at a hotel and 50c for
ecach meal absent from home. This
makes a total allowance of $4.10 a day»
plus transportation.

The scale is the same as that grant-
ed by the board of pemsion commis~
sioners when a pensioner ig called into
a centre for re-eXamination.
