tory, thus introducing new  patterns. It
points out that Lord’Lansdowne recognizes
that already the Martini ammunition 18
supplied from the factory to corps Ifor
practice purposes, whilst that arm is also
used in the permanent force. He also recog-
nizes that the Lee-Enfield 1s the Canadian
arm, and that the Canadlan Government
have sufficient Lee-Enflelds in stock to gup-
ply any number of men suggested tor the
Canadian force at present.

FOREST PLANTING.

is the action of the Town of Brunswick,
Maine, in setting out forest trees in a ‘tract
of about 1000 acres of what was once pine
land, but which, latterly, has been allowed
to run waste, The Town of Brunswick
has a population of 7000, and the Council
has appropriated a sum of money to Im
prove the land by planting it to white pine.
Seed will be purchased and a nursery
established to rqlse the young trees. At
the right age they will be ‘tramsplanted
in rows and set out in the positions they
will finally occupy, and will then require
little more care, except protection from
fire. The land at present is absolutely un-
productive.” If the new plan is successful,
it will not only be ornamental but profit-
able. Town forests are common in Europe,
and often furnish a large part of the

estry of the United States Department of
Agricuiture will assist in the work In
Brunswick. We imagine there are large
blocks of unproductive land In Oatarlo
that might profitably be planted with
forest trees. An immediate revenue is not
to be expected, but after 10 years' growth
a young forest ought ‘to have a consider-
able marketable value.

Rerfect Conditions.

Thomastoh, Ga,, ‘May 28.—The eclipse
ohservations here were conducted under
perfect conditions, the totality being a
scant 85 seconds. Not a cloud was visible
anywhere near the corona. Some distance
oft from the corona’s outside rim a brii-
llant star was distinctly visible, The ef-
fect at the time of complete wbscuration
was that 'of a deep twilight. A squad of
deputy-sheriffs guarded the approaches to
the observatory, it being feared that the
stream of people would jar the earth and
affect the delicate Instruments.

Prof. Campbell of the Lick eclipse ex-
pedition was at the observatory at o
o'clock, and every man was in his place
n(rlx hour before the first contact was not-
ed,

Prof, Campbell’s Statement,

Prof.Campbell gave the Assoclated Press
the following statement: *“The sky was
clear, but not very bide. Rapidly ap-
proaching clouds from the southwest ob-
scured the sun less than one minute after
totality. The program, which was
almost wholly photographle work, was
fully carried out, except in case of one
spectroscope, whose dlock refused to
work.

“The coronal streamers were somewhat
similar to those observed fn India In 1898,
There were two ‘on the west of about
equal intensity, out to a distapce equal to
five or six diameters of the sun, The upper
one of the two to the east was much
stronger than the lower one and was ob-
served out to about four diameters. The
streamers seemed to be nearer the solar
equator than in 1808. The shadow bands
were distinetly observed, inclining from
about 38 degrees west of north, to 38 de-
rzrm;s east of south, traveling mnorth-
east.”

Smoked .Glasses Were in Profusion

and Glorious Results Were i

Attalned,. i

The eclipse of the sun, partial in To-
ronto yesterday, which caused such a
looking thru of smoked glass, is a eyelic
one, its period of recurrence being 18 and
odd years. The last time, 1882, it was
onted for Prof. Swift’s discovery of intra.
Mercurial planets,- and, consequently, its
recurrence was awaited by scientists with

finterest. Much is expected from it, but it

will be some time before the observations
of scientists will be put into such form as
will make them popularly available. Lo
cally, the eclipse ®was not . expected to be
of great scientific value, and local observ-
ers of that ilk confine themselves princi-
pally to verify former work. :

Some excellent photographs were taken
here, and much educational work was done
at the schools and the Observatory. In-
deed, this was the most valuable feature
of the sun's obscuration here, for “‘not in
vain_the distanee beckons when the eyes
of /youth are opened to the fairy tales of
sclence.”” Who knows what great men in
the coming astronomical years were born
in the Queep City yesterday? The points
of 'contact were more than on time, the
first belng at 7.51.35 a.m., predicted for
five minutes later; the greatest totality at
0.00.37. and the least-contact 10.16.54, the
iatter seven minutes earlier than was
stated before the event. The difference
was caused by incorrect moon tables, but
was so little that the record stands as a
wonder. The finest local exhibition was
about 9.37 a.m., when great rays, about
four times the diameter of the sun, shot
from behind the moon in the shape of &
great five-pointed star, four of the points
being perfect and the northeastern one
only a little less so. The great interest,

ONLY WANT ‘ONE INSPECTION.

Grain Section of the Bon‘rd of Trade

Discuss the Grievances of

Toronto Shippers.

At & meeting of the grain section of the
Board of Trade yesterday afternoom, the
reply received from the C.P.R. and Grand
Trunk in reference to the complaint made
by Toromto shippers against the double in-
spection of grain, was read, - The lettelf,,
which was signed by John Waloud, freight
traffic manager of the Grand Trunk, and
G. M. Bosworth, freight traffic manager vot
the C.P.R., sald, in part:

Can’t Keep Two Inspections.
“Now, we find that it is impossible for
us to keep grain separate for two inspec-
',tlonp-thnt is, bins ror grain ingpected by,
the Toronto inspector, and bins for the
grain inspected by the Montreal inspector,
as our elevator accommodation will not
gcrmlt It

““We. desire, if at all possiblé, to meet
the wishes of the Toronto Board of Trade,
and take in grain on the nto inspection,

{nspected by the Montreal inspector. New,
it such were done and we had an 8000-
bushel bin, Inte which we put 2000 bushels
of wheat of a particular grade, Toronto
Inspection, then 2000 Montreal inspection,
lat 2000~ Torouto inspection, and then
jagaln 2000 !Montreal inspection, which
would very llkely be the cgse If the two
inspections were mixed, and, when this
grain was ordered out for exporf, it was
not up to the standard, according tg Mont-
real ‘inspection, who would be resp nsibie?
The transportation companies certainly
could not be expected to assume any differ-
ence in the value, If this question can
be disposed of to the satisfaction of all
parties concerned, them we see no reason
why we should not recognize Western in-
spection, but until such is done we would
ask how can we do otherwise than adopt
Montreal inspection.’”
Only Want One Inspection.

After some discussion, Mr. W. D. Mat.
thews moved the following resolution,
which was unanimously adopted :

“That the secretary be requested to re-
rly, polrnﬂing out that the standards for
nspection o ain used by every Inspector
are exactly plike, also that if it was found
desirable to keep Eastern and Western in-
spection arate, the veolume of cer-
tain kinds of grain shipped would be found
to be large emough to fill bins set apart
without in any way embarrassing the ele-
vators. Algo that, in the request now made,
the Ontarko shippers ask what is found té
work quite satisfactorily where graln 1s
consigned to 8t. John, New York or Bos-
ton. The shippers in Ontario feel that they
are eptitled to the same consideration In
the keeping of Ontario grain separate as
has heen-accorded to Manitoba interests in
the inspection of the mixing of thelr grain
with that of any other sectiom, It is ear-
nestly hoped that the rallways will grant
what is considered right and reasonable as
a matter of ‘good business without appeal
to Parliament.”

How the Boys Enjoy Themselves
When They Are Not Fight-
ing the Boers,

De Aar, April 29.
Dear Parents,—As” this is Sunday and -1
have a short time to myself, I thought I
would write you a few lines to let yon
know I am all O K. As you will see by
the above heading, we are at De Aar,
having arrived here about a week 2ag9,
after a march of about 50) miles, which
is one of the longest, if not a record, for
artillery. We left the train at Victoria
West about seven weeks ago, and from
there we marched right up the country
thru the ememy’'s strongholds, but did not
encounter any serious fighting.  After

scouting around for about two weeks, we
came right across country here. ‘We
had to put up with a lot of hardship, It
is the rainy season here just now, and the
way it comes down is a caution, We get
it in bucketfuls, Sleeping in two or three
inches of Avater Js common, but, algho
very partial to aquatic sports, I draw the
line when It comes to floating around at
night. But we are all right now, as we
have got tents.

De Aar is Pretty.
De Aar is rather a pretty place, sur-
rounded by large kopjes, and contains
some pretty houses with gardens around
thg‘ It is a railway junction for all the
anek&:: most all of the troops bave to
pass here to get to the fromt, 8o it
makes it rather a lively place. They have
several hospitals for the sick and wounded
from the front, and nearly gvery day we
have two-or three deaths, p pally from
enteric fever. Yesterday there were seven.
As yet, the health of our battery @s a
whole has been good. Speaking of myselt,
I might state I have not been sick a
single day since I left Cape Town, thanks’
to a good constitution. In fact, I never
felt better and have gained weight. I now
weigh about 185 Ibs.—not so bad, consid-
ering the food we get. .
1 recelved a letter from May [May is his
sister] the other day, and also ome from
Frank N. and Jack Milne, and was very
pleased to hear from them, as a letter out
here is as welcome as the flowers in May.
1 also recelved papers from you and
Frank N., with photo in It. By the’ way,
I sent you photos from Cape Town, two
of them. -Did you recelve them? At pre-
sent there ls pothlug new to be told.
Things are ‘quiet, but we expect some-
thing to happen shortly that will about
finish matters.
1 will now close with love to all. Ask
all the folks to write to me. Trusting
this finds you both in good health and
