To-day he celebrated his birthday at Os-
borne, and recefved congratulations from
the members of{ the German Embassy at
Loundon,

Went to the Imperial Yacht.

After the memorial service in Whipping-
ham Church to-day Emperor William and
the Crown_ Prince went direct to the Ho-
henzollern, receiving a salute of 21 guns.
His Majesty tok luncheon there, the guests
including Lord Kintore, .Col. Carrington;
who is attached H's Majesty’s staff while
in England, the members of the German
Lmbeassy, and others. e

Crown Prince Fredesick William proposed
the Ethperor's health, which was drunk
with “‘Hochs.” The Kalser then drank the
Health of King Edward, the entire com-
pany standing. ¢
Donned British Admiral’s Uniform.

Then His Majesty donned the uniform of
a British Admiral to receive visitors who
might call’ to tender congratulations.
Among those who came were King Edward,
in the uniform of an admiral; the Duke of
Connaught, Prince Christian and other
royal personagés, Lorrd Roberts and Mr.

An ‘Exceptional Honor,

In addition to the sword of a field mar-
shal, King Edward has presented Emperor
Willlam, - already a knight of the Garter,
the insignia of the order in diamonds. The
fact that this gift was ordered by the late
Queen, with the intention of presengng it
on the Kaiser's birthday, gave a pathetic
inilerest to the presentation.

Telegram to Lord Salisbury.

Emperor William, on learning of kthe
King's intention to appoint him a,field
marshal, sent the foliowing telegram fto
Lord Salisbury:

“The King, my august uncle, confers
upor. me the rank of a field marshal in his
army, and informs me that my appoint-
tnent will be published on my birthday. I
hasten to apprise-you of my deep appre-
cation of so signal a mark of His Ma-
jesty's affection for me, and I rejoice to
think that I shalli be numbered among those
of the highest rank in His Majesty’s gal-
lant army. (Signed) William.”

The. Emperor sent a fac-simile of the de-
spatch to Lord Roberts.

The Premier’s Reply.

Lord Salisbury replied as follows: *“I
beg with most profound respect to tender
to Your Imperial Majesty my thanks for
your telegram and my sincere congratuia-
tions upon the anniversary of Your Ma-
jesty’s birthday, and on the appoint-
ment to the exalted ra'% of field marsha
which my august soverefgn, the King, nas
been pleased to confer upon your Imperial
Majesty, and 1 am convinced that your ac-
ceptance of the office will give the liveliest
gratification to all classes of the nation,
who have been deeply touched by the con-
sideration and kindly feeling exhibited in
your graclous visit on this solemn oc:a-
sion.”’

Earl Roberts’ Response,

Lord Roberts responded in the following
terms: “‘I have the honor to acknowledge
the receipt of Your Majesty's gracious tele-
gram, givisg me the joyful tidings that His
Majesty King Edward has conferred upon
Your Majesty ‘the rank of field marshal.

The "first City Directory was published |
in” 1838, but the date of the earliest issue
is the possession of the Might Directorles,
ILimited, in 1837. The population of the
city in 1834 was 9254, and it is now esti-
mated at 287,877. In arriving at this es-
timate of the population, the publishers
hAve multiplied the number of names in
the directory by a multiple, which was ar-
rived at by carefully comparing the fig-
ures of the Dominion census of 1881 and
1801 with the number of names contained
in the Toronto Directories for those years.
The number of individual names in this
year's Directory is 86,501, or 528 less than
last year. By applying the average rate of
increase in the past to the present popu-
lation it is estimated the number of per-
sons in Toronto 20 years hence will be
over 550,000, and In 1950 it will exceed
2,000,000. The publishers do not believe
this estimate will be over the mark. On
the other hand, they say it will be under.

THE LAST PRINCE OF WALES.

Faect That the Title Has Been Left
Out of Prayer Book ‘l Con-
sidered Significant.

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OUR NEIGHBORS' SYMPATHY.,

There is no mistaking the genuineness of
the sympathy manifested by our neighbors
{fn the death of Queen Vietoria. The
United States newspapers are always in
close touch with their readers, and it is
evident from the large amount of space
that is being devoted by them to the late
Queen and the new King, that the people
of that country have been deeply stirred
by the events that now form the foremost
topie in the world. The reportorial and
descriptive matter furnished thelr readess
by the United States dallies speaks even
more genuinely of the people’s interest
in and admiration for Queen Victoria than
do the editorial utterances of the papers,
eulogistic tho these be. The Republic is
thoroly Anglo-S8axon at heart, and the peo-
ple realize that in ¢he death ‘of Queen
Victoria the Anglo-Saxon world has Jost
the f@llustrious mother who was symbolic
of the unity and oneness of,the race. Not
only has the United States press dealt
nobly with the character of the Queen, but
it ha# evidenced a Kkindly spirit towards
the new King. True it Is, a few of the
papers refer somewhat disparagingly to
Bdward VII, and make a point of detaillng
hig so-called escapades. It might not be
out of place to remind these arbiters of
public morality that ‘we do not have to
go far back to locate a President of the
United States who gained an fnenviable
notoriety, not only for his escapades .be-
fore his election as President, but for
some very bad breaks while he oeccupied
the White House. As for Mayor Van
Wyck's bad taste in refusing to ‘fiy the
flag half-mast on the New York City Hall,
'that act of discourtesy has already been
repudiated by the United States press.
Sympathy for Great Britaln in the loss of
Jher iHustrious sovereign has been univer-
sal and spontaneous. The discourtesy of
Mayor Van Wyck is the exception— that
proves the rule. A Kkindlier spirit never
existed between the two countries than
at the present moment. It is to be hoped
the spirit of sympathy and good-will that
has been engendered thru an event which
affects the two peoples as members/ of a
common race. and with a common history
will continue to grow more sympathetic
and tolerant.

BUFFALO INVADING THE NIAGARA
PENINSULA.

The proposed new trolley Iine between
Port Dalhousie and Buffalo has been pro-
jected to bénefit the latter city more than
the Canadian end of the route. Having
sent out its electric tentacles in every direc-
tion ‘on the United States side of the river,
Buffalo is now extending its spburban
raflway system so as to take in the Niagara
peninsu'a. There is only a few miles of
track to lay down to complete the route
from Port Dalhousie to Buffalo.” It Is ex-
pected that within six or eight weeks thru
cars ‘will run every hour or half hour from
Port Dalhousie, 8t. Catharines, Merritton
and’ other towns in Ontario right into the
centre of Buffalo. This is the first trolley
invasion of the Bison City in. Canadian
territory. Their next objective point will
be Hamilton, and Jlater on other routes will
be run thru the southern portion of the
Niagara peninsula. The activity of Buf-
falo in_ the extension of. its trelley lines
thru Ontario Is anether reason why the
electric radial railway movement should be
sét going at once in Toronto. The more
people who go to Buffalo from the Niagara
Peninsula the fewer will come to Toronto.
Toronto should have trolley connection
with St. Catharines, as well as the existing
sammer steamboat service. The muburban

land and such cities are Increasing in
length every year. Forty, sixty and even
one hundred miles are covered by some of
the United States suburban lines, If To-
ronto was as upite date as these United
States cities in the matter of radlal rail-
ways it would have had a line to Hamiiton
five years ago. There is nothing in signt
that will de so much good to Toronto as the
extension of existing electric lines and the
projecting of new routes. A system of
radial railways would make Toronto as
busy a place during winter as it now is
during the season of navigation. The steam
railways running out of the city should be
paral'eled by electric lines for from 50 to
100 miles' in all directions. It i8 to be
hoped the work of trolley extension will be
undertaken this year in earnest.

STATUE OF THE QUEEN.

The coilection of funds for a statue of
the Queen by public subscription is quite
uncalled for. There is no one who does
not favor the idea of perpetuating the
memory of Queen Victoria in the way sug-
gested. Where- there is unanimity of opin-
ion, as there is on this question, there is
nothing to be gained by passing round the
hat. The most expeditious, the most ecy-
nomical and the most popular way of erect-
ing the statue is thru an appropriation of
the necessary sum by the Legislature. The
tax upon the individual will be quite in-
appreciable, and yet every ome wil] have
ccntributed his mite towards the worthy
object and in this way the monument will
be more representative of popular seafti-
ment than if it were erected by a limited
few.. If the city of Toronto decides to
perpetuate the memory of the Queen by the
erectlon of a monument, the financing
should also be done thru the City Councli
and not by public subscription. BEveryone
desires to have a personal interest in the
proposed statue. The people are a unit
in their desire to honor the most illustrious
monarch of Great Britain and the greatest
Queen the world has seen. The statue, or
statues, should be erected by the people
and not by a particular section of them.
There should be no 'ba,ssln-g round the hat.
The people’s representatives should take
the matter in hand and arrange for the erec-
tion of a memorial worthy of the subject
and of the occasion.

THE HYDRO-CARBON LIGHTS.

The new hydro-carbon lights are a great
Improvement on the gas lights which they
have displaced. The streets in which the
new light has been installed are beautifully
illuminated, apd the people are well pieas-
ed with the change. We are getting two
or three times the volume of light for prac-
tically the same sum as we pald for the
inferior lights. The fact that the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company knows nothing about
these lights and that it remained for a for-
eigner to introduce them into this country
shows how little the company ds looking
after the interests of itg customers.| Thore
is no momnopoly on mantles or reflectors.
If the Comnsumers” Gas Company were sub-
jected to competition, or if it were really
a consumers’ company instead of a share-
holders’ company, it would long ago have
introduced these street lights and given
the public the benefit of their increased
brilliancy.

If the Con-
sumers’ Gas Company were only managed
for the benefit of consumers and after up-
to-date business methods, there would be &
veritable revolution in both gas and ‘elec-
tric lighting and in the use of gas as a

Dy, William Qsler Writes of a Hundred Years of Healing—Too

“Measure as we may,” he
says, ‘the progress of the world—
materially, in the advantages of steam,
electricity and other. mechanical ap-
pliances; sociologlealty, “In the great
improvement in the conditions of Jfe; in-
tellectually, in the diffusion of education;
morally, in a possibly higher standard of
ethics, there is mo one measure which can
compére with the decrease of physical suf-
fering in man, woman and child when
stricken by disease or accident. This Is
the one fact of supreme personal Import
to every one of us. This is the Prome-
thean gift of the century to man.”

New School of Medicine.

Dr. Osler’s observations upon the new
dispensation in treatment are of universal,
popular {nterest:

The century has witnessed a revolution
in the treatment of disease, and the wih
ot a new school of medicine. e
schools—regular and homoeopathic—put
their trust in drugs, to give which was the
alpha and the omega of thelr practice.
ﬁ\mv? syn;»‘pt‘om there were a score or

vile, na com-
pounds in one case; bland, harmless dilu-
tions in the other. The new school has a
firm faith in a few good, well-tried drugs,
little or none in the great mass of medicines
still in general use. Imperative drugging
—the ordering of medicine in any and every
malady—is no longer regarded as the chief
function of the doctor. Naturally, whea
the entire conception of the disease was
changed, there came a corresponding change
in our therapeutics. In no respect is this
more strikingly shown than in our present
treatment of fever; say of the common
typhoid fever. During the first quarter
of the century the patients were

led,
blistered, purged and vomited, and dosed
with mercury, antimony and other com-
pounds to meet special symptoms. Dur-
ing the second quarter, the same, with
variations in different countries. After
bleeding became less frequent, and the ex-
periments of the Paris and Vienna schools
began to shake the beMef in the control of
fever by drugs. During the last quarter
sensible doctors have reached ‘the conclu-

sion: that typhoid fever is not' a disease to »

be treated with medicines, but that in a
large proportion of all cases diet, nursing
and bathing meet the indications, There
is active, systematic, careful, watchful
treatment, but not with drugs. The public
has not yet been fully educated to this point
and medicines have sometimes to be ordered
for the sake of the friends, and it must be
confessed that there are still*in the ranks
antiques who would Insist on a dose of
some kind every few hotirs.

- Two Many Drugs.

The battle against poly-pharmacy, or the
use of a large number of drugs (of the ac
tion of which we know little, yet we put

know .less) has not yet been fought to a
finish, There have been two contributing
factors on the side of progress—the remark-
able: growth of the sceptical spirit fostered
by Paris, Vienna and Boston physicians,
and above all the valuable lesson of homoeo-
pathy, the infinitesimals of which certainly
could not do harm, and quite as certainly
could not do good; yet nobody has ever
claimed that the mortality among homoeo-
pathic practitioners was greater than among
those of the ular school. A new school
of practitioners has ,arisen which cares
nothing for homoeopathy and less for so-
called allopathy. It seeks to study ration-
ally and sclebtifically the action of drugs,
old and new. It is more concerned that a
physician shall know how to apply the few
great medicines which all have to use, such
as quinine, Iron, mercury, lodide of potas-
slum, opium and digitalis, rather thap a
multiplicity of remedies the action of which

by which we how/ have many gective prin-
ciples instead crude drugs, d the dis-
covery of ‘the art of making medicines
palatable, have been of enormous aid® in ra-
tional practice. There is no limit to the
possibility of help from the scientific inves-
tigation of the . properties and action of
drugs. At any day the new chemistry may
give to us remedies of extraordinary po-

tency, and of as much usefulness as co- |

caine, There is no reason why we should
not even in. the vegetable world find for
certain diseases specifics of virtue fully
equal to that of quinine in the malarial
fevers.

Sweet Abominations,

One of the most striking characteristics;
of the modern. treatment of disease is the
return to what msed to be called the natural
methods—diet, ©xercise, bathing and mas-|
sage. 'There probably never has been a
period in the history of the profession when
the value of diet in the prevention and the
cure of disease was more fully recognized.
Dyspepsia, the besetting malady of this
country, is largely due to improper diet,
imperfectly prepared and too hastily eaten.
One of the great lessons to be learned is
that the preservation of health depen in

reat part upon food well cooked and care-
gllly eaten. A common cause of ruined
dfgestion, particularly in young girls, I8
the eating of sweets between meals and the
drinking of the abominations dispensed in
the chemists’ shops in the form of ice cream
sodas, etc. Another frequent cause of
ruiped digestion in business men is the
hurried meai at the lunch counter. Amd &
third factor, most important of ali,  illus-
trates the old maxim that more people are
killed by overeating and drinking than by
the sword. Sensible people have begun to
realize that alcoholic excesses lead inevi-
tably to impaired health. A man may take
four or five drinks of whiskey a day, «Tr
even more, and think perhaps that he trans-
acts his business better with that amomit
of stimulant; but it only too frequently
haprens that early in the fifth decade, just
as business or polifical success is assured,
Bacchug bhands in heavy bills for payment,
in the form of serious diseabe of the ar-
teries or of the liver, or there is a general
breakdown.

Beer the Temperance Reformer.

With the introdution of light beer th2re
has been not only less incemperance, hut
a reduction in the number of the cases of
organic diséase of the heart, liver and sto-
mach caused by dlcohol. While temper-
ance In the matter of aicoholic drinks is
becoming a characteristic feature of Am-
ericans, intemperance in the quantity of
food taken is akmost the rule. Adults eat
far too much, and physicians are beginning
to recognize that the early degemerations,
particuiarly of the arteries and of the kid-
neys,jeadingto Bright’s disease, which were
formerly attributed to alcobol, are due in
large part to too much food.

Intelligent Nursing.

Nursing.—Perhaps in no particular does
nineteenth century practice differ from
that of the preceding-centuries more than
fn the greater atteation which is given to
the personal comfort of the patient and to
al' the accessories comprised .in -the art of
pursing.

Revivals of Hypnotism.
Hynotism introdited by Mesmer in the
past century has had several revivals asa
method of treatment during the present
century. The first careful study of it was
made by Braid, a Manchester surgeon, who
introduced the terms hynortism, hynotic¢
and mnervous sleep; but at this time mno
very great measure of success followed
its use In practice, except perhaps In the
case of an Anglo-Indian surgeon, James
Esdaile, who, prior to the introduction of
anaesthesia, had performed 261 surgical
operfations upon patients in a state of
hypnotic  unconsciousness. About 1880
the French physicians, particularly Char.
cot and B elm, took up the study,
and since that t'me hypnotism has been
extensively practised. It may be defined
as a subjectf e psychical condition, r‘nat
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Braid called nervous gleep, r ing
somnambulism, in which, as Shakespeare
says, in the description of Lady Mac-

h, the person receivés at once the
benefit of sleep and does the effects or
acts of watching or waking. Therapeuti-
cally, the important fact is that the in-
dividual's natural suspectibility to sugges-
tion is increased, and this may hold after
the condition of hypnosis has, passed away.
The condition of nosls 18 usually itself
induced by suggestion, requesting the sub-
ject to close the eyes, to think of sleep,
and the operator then repeats two or three
times sentences suggesting sleep, and sug-
gesting that the limbs are getting heavy
and that he is feellng drowsy. During
this state it has been found that the
subjects are very susceptible to sugges-

on.

Has Its Limitations.

—T—— pott « -
Too much must not be expected of
hypnotism, and the claims which have
been made for it have been too often
grossly exaggerated. It seems, as it has
been recently well put, that' hypnotism
‘“‘at best rmits of making suggestions
more effective for good or bad than can
be dope upon one in his waking state.” It
is found to be of very Httle use in organic
disease, It has been helpful in some cases
of hysteria, in éertaln functional spasmodic
affections of the nervous system, in the
viclous habits of childhood, and in sug-
gesting to the -vietims of alcohol and
drugs that ithey should get rid of their in-
ordinate desires. It has been used success-
fully in certain cases for the rélief of
labor pains, and in surgical operations,
but on the whole, while a valuable ageng
in a few ‘cases, it has scarcely fulfilled
the expectations of 1its advocates. It Is
a practice not\, without serious dangess,
and should never be performed except in
the presence of a third person, and its in-
discriminate practice by ignorant persons
should be prevented by-law. ¢

tions, Quod Apost b\Numgtlm and Rerum
Novarum, and says the sequel of these en-
cyelicals was that the Catholics devoted all
the activity to social works, in order to
help the working classes. '
The Pontiff here reviews all that has been
done in this direction, the foundation of
labor bureaus, funds established for the
benefit of the gyural classes, and working-
men’s associations of all kinds. He con-
siders the appeilation, ‘“Christian Social-
ism,” incorrect, and says Catholics who oc-
cupy themselves with social questions are
sometimes also caled **Christian Demo-
crats.” But even this qualification is at-
tacked by some people as being ill-sound-
ing. Divergences having arisen therefrom,
the Pope ardently desires to eliminate them,

Distinction Must Be Made.

Careful distinction must be drawn between
Socialism and Chrigtian democracy. The
first concerns itself solely with materiai’
possessions, always seeking to estab-
lish ' perfect equality and & com-
mon holding of goods. Christian democracy,
on the contrary, respects the principles
jof divine law, and, while seeking ma-
terial amelioration, has in view the spiritu-
al welfare of the people. Christian demo-
cracy, moreover, must not be confounded
with political democracy, for the firs¢ can
and ought to subsist, as does the church

Alms, on the
contrary, serve to tighten the ties of social
charity. It matters little whether this ac-
tion of Catholics in favor of the working
classes Is called the soclal action of Catho-
lHes or Christian democracy. The essential
point is that Catholics should act together
to preserve the community of effort and
sentiment. ldle, useless questions ought,
therefore, never to be brought up in the
press or public assemblies, Catholics must

act so as not to engage in disputes.
Shun Everything Seditious.
The Pontiff concludes with exhorting

Catholies to inspire themselves with these
principlés and to iuculcate them. They
must urge the people and workingmen to
shun everything invested with s seditious
or revolutionary “chnracter, respect the
rights of others, be respectful
mastsrs and observe sobriety and religious
practices. Thus will soclal peace agaln
become flourishing thruout the world.

. women the Industrial Room is often  one
ray of hope in sadly overburdened lives,
the one chance of securing a fair wage in
meney for work well done. At the shop
of the Industrial Soclety, in the Foram
Building, corner of Yonge and Gerrard-
streets, those who are always sympatheiie
in so admirable a cause ag this will find a
goodly assortment of useful and well-made
garments-for men, women and children, and
these are marked at the bare cost of pro-
duction. A most helpful feature of this
work is found in the Bazaar Table, which
affords the society’s dependents the oppor-
tunity of obtaining second-hand clething
for both sexes and all ages. Those desir-
cus of donating bundles of such clothing,
hats, boots, shoes and garments of any
class or description, for any age and for
any season, should send a card Dbearing
their name and eddress to the Industrial
Rooms, and the ladies who are in' charge
of this practical charity. will gladly send
for such articles for distribution among the
haif-clad -poor. It may be explained, by
the way, that the idea of the Indus-
tria]l Room SocietyNs to’help the poor, the
decent poor, to h themseives. In order
to do this and to foster and maintain a
spirit of . self-respect and 4 t pride
among their clientele, the ladies in charge
tcach the women and girls how to sew,
knit, durn and mend, and when they are
proficient in these useful arts, they give
them work to do and pay them - the fuul
price of their labors. Every bit of work is
carefully superintended by the ladies them-
scives, so that pothing crude or slipshod §s
Gffered for sale. The work sold, the maney
is used for purchasing materials for fur-
ther work. KFor the same reason, viz., 1o
maintain a spirit of independence among

. the women, clothing, cast-off clothing, sent

in by the sympathizing public is not glven
gratis to the women who are assisted by
the Industrial Society. For each article
they require a small sum—merely nominal—
is exacted, so that they feel that the skirt,
ecat, petticoat, hat or what not they re-
ceive been paid for out of their scanty
earnings. Thus they are able to retain that
self-respect which places so wide a gulf he-
tween the decent, struggling poor and the
beggar class. A society which not only helps
the struggling poor, but which strives to 'n-
cujcate in it a decent pride and self-re-
spect, teaching it the means of helping 1t-
self, is doing a work of incalculable value
in our city, and should have the cordial
sympathy and practical help of all our citi-
zens. If we cannot help in one way, we
can help im another.

St. Catharines, Ont., Jan. 26.—Special.)
—The Niagara, St. Catharines & Toronto
Klectrie Railway Company, which
over the Niagara Central Railway about
a year ago, have their line from this city
to Port Dalousie nearly completed, and
in a few weeks it is expected that cars
will be on the route.

For the past six months cars
been running between this city and the
foot of Bridge-street, Niagara Falls,
Ont., and about two months ago arrange-

The Greatest Musical Composer of
Modern Times Breathed His
Last on Sunday Morning.

WAS EIGHTY-SIX YEARS OF AGE.

Came of Humble Parentage and
Musical Genius Was Helped by
a Benefaotor.

Milan, Jan, 27.—Verdi died at 2.50 o’clock
this morning.

Milan, Jan. 26.—(10.15 p.m.)—The doctors
are astounded that Verdi is still alive. Bev-
eral times a suspension of breathing gave
the impression that he had expired, but
slowly animatlop\returned and Verdi lifted
|his arm as tho hé wished to unbutton ‘his
shirt collar. The Pope has telegraphed to
inquire whether Verdi had received the
!l:’mt sacraments. Intense interest is shown

in thé coudition of the composer thruout
Italy, and crowds assemble to read the bul.
letins, which are posted in music stores In
most of the towns.

Death Was Peaceful.

Milan, = Jan. 27.—Altho preceded by a
struggle for life that lasted two days,
Verdi’s death, when it came, was peace-
ful. e did not regain consclousness. ‘When
he passed away he was surrounded. by re-
latives and intimate friends.

The announcement of his death created
great emotion, Theatres, pleasure resorfs
and many stores were closed, and near-
ly all the prominent residences were drap-
ed ?

To-day the city authorities published a
eulogistic proclamation, which was posted
thruout Milan.

King Victor Emmanuel sent to the fam-
ily a telegram of condolence on beialf

himiself and Queén Helena, saylng: “We
join in the homage regrets and admiration
offered by Ttaly and the clvilized world
to the immeortal memory of Verdi. -The
nation and the glorious art ‘of our country
have suffered a loss so serious that it Is
beyond repair. ;

The Will of Deceased.

In his will Verdi asks that the fune-
ral may be ‘very modest.” He suggests
that it take place either at daybreak op
eventide, and that the ceremony be with-
out music. “The chanting of two priests,
to candles and a cross will suffice,”” he
wrote. ;

Many legacies were left to friends. The
{ date of the funeral has not: been fixed, but
it will probably be Wednesday or Thurs-
|day, and the interment will be in the
chapel of the Retreat for, Indigent Mu-
| siclans, which Verdi established.

{ful. His next effort was ‘Il Glorno di
| Regno,” a comic theme, hastily written to
lorder in 1841, and a positive fallure.  The
following year saw the production of “Na-
!blzcco." which instantly. established his
fame. In this work he developed those
characteristics of brilliant melody, combin-
ed with vivid musico-dramatic effects, which
have maintained his popularity intact to
the present time. In 1843 he produced “I
Lombardi,” a work somewhat of the same
type, musically, as ‘‘Nabucco,” tho rather
more finished-in detail. The next two years
brought forth four grand operas ‘“‘Ernanl,”
“I Don Foscari,” “Gilovanna d’ Arco’’ and
“Alzira.”” For a time “Ernani” was the
most popular of his works. Its distinguish-
ing features are extreme vigor and bril-
liancy of melody, without floridity, strong-
ly marked melodramatic effects and reson-
ance of orchestration. It was first present-
ed in Venice in 1844. His next opera, “‘Aft.
tila,”” followed two years later, at Venice,
but was not a success. In 1847 appeared
“Macbeth,” which, tho exceedingly faulty,
| was accorded extraordinary public recogni-
tion. The author was called before the
audience more than 30 times at each of the
first three performances, escorted to and
from the theatre by enthusiastic crowds
and presented with a golden erown. This,
however, was not altogether on account of
the artistic merits of the opera. Verdl was
an ardent sympathizer with the Liberal
politicians of Italy and the Hbretto of “Mac-
beth” contained many allusions which the
pcpulace interpreted in a political sense.
The same year Verdi visited London and
there produced “I Masnadierl,” in the re-
presentation of which Jenny Lind took the
leading role. In spite of this, however, the
opera was a decided failure and was pro-
nounced by a local eritic the worst ever
heard in England. In 1847 also a French
version of “I Lombardi,” under the title,
“Jerusalem,” was given at the Grand
Opera, Paris. The following year the com-
poser wroté for Trieste “II Corsario,”
which failed, and for Rome ‘‘La Ballagha
di Lagano,” which was interdicted on ac-
eount 6f the political significance of the
argoment. In 1849 “Luisa Miller” was writ-
ten for Naples; 1850, ‘‘Stiffelio” for Trieste;
1851, “Rigoletto” for Venice; 1853 ‘Il Tro-
vatore'’ for Rome, and “La Traviata’ for
Venice. In 1855 followed ‘‘Les Vepres
Sicilienes” at the Grand Opera, Paris, and
in 1859, “Un Ballo in Masckera,” first given
in ‘Rome. Subsequent werks were “Ar-
poldo,”” a revision of “‘Stiffelio,”’ “‘Simone
Beecanegra,” “Una Vendetta in  Domino,™
“La /Forza del Destino,’”’ presented at St.
Petershurg, 1863: “Don Carlos,” 1867;
“Aida,” first production at Cairo in 1871,
and written at the request of the Khedive
of Egypt. and in recent years, “Othello™
and “Falstaff.”” The last three operas con-
stituting what may be considered the third
and final stage in the evolution of the an-
thor's gening, have done much to elevate
his Teputation, being characterized by great
elaboration and amplified with all the re-
sources of modern instrumentation. Verdi
usnally spent the winter at the Doria palace
in Genoa.

' changes are Dot altogether trustworthy at

a time like this, the market has unmis-
. takably Indicated that it is in_ stronger
_ pands than many people had imagined. The
peaction of last week was perfectly logical
- after the excited advance which had pre-
ceded it. In such a movement there nev-
er fails to accumulate a large number of
weak speculative accounts, which have
been created on nothing more solid than
the hope of being able to realize an early
profit. Where these holdings exist in quan-
tity it means a large element of inflation
qp the market, which, irrespective of out-
side conditions, is liable at any time to be
swept away. - The recent deeline seems to
have done this pretty effectually, and to
pave given a degree of stability to the
technical position which did not exist be-
fore.  But it is plajn that marny financial
critics, and those who sympathized with
and followed out their views in speculn-

On the
othér hand, a New York report says the
bear raiding has seemed to come from Chi-
cago, and Wall-street to be passive, neith-
er selling nor buying; while Marshall Freld,
Ream, Linn, Cudahy and perhaps some of
the elevator men are in control of the mar-
ket, and are after the whole wheat €rop
for a gigantic deal in May in Chicago, for
which the eonditions never were more fav-
orable, with scarcely any wheat coming in
t¥ere or in the Northwest contract.
Hence the speculative situation {19 all in
the air, so far as the public can -discern,
tho very much on'the eartil so far as the
powers in control of the market are con-
cerned, whoever they may be. It is the
greatest mystery in the trade for years,
yet there.is the most solid kind of inter-
est back of it, not yet made public, as the
¢time Is not ripe. It looks like a battle of
glants, and a broader and wider market
soon are prophesfes daily heard in the
¢rade.  Only time can develop the position
of these big interests; meantime exporters
haye made hay while the sun shings, and
bought heavily on the breaks, apparently
conyinced that wheat is safe property oo
matter what Chicago may do with the
speculative end of the market. Grading
is running as' poor as ever and recedpts
small, except at Minneapolis, where coun-
try elevators are shipping in preparatory
to closing, owing to the exhaustion #f the
crop In many important jpections.

New York, Jan.:27:—Mrs. 8. M. Saunders
of No. 336 South Fourth-avenue, Mount
Vernon, has an lnterestlnf relic of the
reign of Queen Victoria. It is a piece of
the Queen’s wedding cake preserved care-
fully / since the royal event, whicn took
place in St. James’ Palace In 1840. 'The
gift descended to Mrs., SBaunders from her
mother, Mrs. Amelia Kohler, who died in
July, 1807, at .the age of 91 years. Mrs.
Kohler was the daughter of & Pruskian offi-
cer who served on- the staff of General
Blucher at the battle of Waterloo.

The cake was given to Mrs. Kohler by
Lady Mulgrave, onhe of the maids of honor
at the wedding. Originally it was quite
a large plece, but Mrs. Kohler allowed it
to remain for several years on a centre
table, where the fnﬁeto picked it to pleces.
On the occasion of the Queen’s Golden Jubi-
lee §t s incased in a silver receptacie
and sm:é:ta London, where it was shown
to Her Majesty by Lord Ponsonby. Queen
Vietoria was greatly surprised to learn
that there was a plece of the ecake In ex-
i{stence in far off America, and she after-
ward wrote Mrs. Kohler an autograph let-
ter, saying : “Can: this be the cake?”

Mrs, Saunders regards the cake as a rare
relic, and she will not permit it to be taken
frcm the silver receptaele for fear that it
will break and crumble away. The cake
has dwindled until it is about the size of
an English walnut.

God’s sight, said the reverend doctor; each Is '
called to his particular sphere, kings are |
our servants, and duty Is encumbent upon
all. At Victorla Presbyterian Church Rev,
J. W. Rae spoke upon the life of Queen
Victoria at the morning service and in the
evening his remarks embraced the dutles
of. the people towards the throne ‘and the
need for true patriotism. The people, he
said, make the sovereign and it was possible
for the reign of King Edward VII. to be
more glorious than that of the late Queen.
There had been times in the history of Eng-
lard when there had been struggles for
freedom of speech and agalnst feudalism,
and there was yet another great struggle,
which he hoped would be accomplished |
without war, and that was the struggle
for fraternity, in which the brotherhood |
between the nations of the world would be

restored. The Czar of Russia had receutlyl

made an effort towards universal peace;

LOSS 1S CHIEFLY INTERNATIONAL.

Domestic Affairs Will Soom setﬁeA
Themselves—Her Infiluence for
Peace is Gone.

New York, Jan. 27.—The Sun prints the’
following special from Londen: The vast
nwachinery  of the Bntish® Govern-
ment runs as smoothly to-day as
it did one short week ago, altho-
in the meantime the head of the State has
passed -away and another has taken her
scut and power. This supreme function is
even more simple under a monarchieal con-
stitution than in a repyblic. The change
of a sovereign does not disturb business in
a single one of the great departments of
State. The admnistration of public af-
tuirs thruout the Empire will continue for
the present precisely as thé Vietoria were
still Queen of Great Britain and Ewpress
of India,

But far graver questions arise from the
loss to the world of the greatest human
potentiality among men, It still remained
true while Victoria 'ived that personaj in-
i ences, personal triendshaps, personal con-
fidence, personal loyalty and personal re-
verence largely coutrolled the Huropean
family of nauions, which, after all, 1s a
very human family. It was as an obje:t
of personal devotion to other sovercigns
and other pecples that Victoria was queen
(txflqueous and the greatest woman in his-
ory.

Power for Peace, -

Little by iittle, perhaps, the world will
learn how freely she used her measureless
uvotficial power, and how more than once
she saved not only England but Europe
from a general war. Britain was engaged
in ‘many so-called wars during her reign,
yet Victoria always stood for peace, She
not only averted wars in which her own
country was in danger of being invelved,
but she more than once prevented the
drawing of swords in quarrels between na-
tions when England was not directly con-
cern.ed. Her influence as an active ind
pPassive peacemaker was marvélous, far be-
yond the world’s knowledge and almost be-
yond belief. It is no reflection upon the
aiciable motives and qualities of -her son to
say that he cannot hope to wield the
same wonderful power outside of his own
dominions.

Kaiser Worshipped Queen.

I do not wish to be personal, but it is no
secret that the German Emperor's affec-
tion and esteem for his grandmother
amounted almost to worship. She was the
only human being to whom he bowed the
knee., Wiillam is the greatest sovereign
to-day on any throme. He will be great
even in the histonical sense of
the word. But hig¥ erratic genlus
in youth led him into indiscre-
tions which he probably would willingly
admit to-day. It was then that Queen Vie:
teria stood as his friend and patiently
cnlmed or rebuked his headstrong will, even
when he turned against her own count:y.

I had not seen the Kaiser for nearly ten
years unti] this week at Cowes, and I was
amazed at the change in him. One in-
stinctively rvecognizes true greatness, and
it is in his face to-day. It was not there
a decade ago, or perhaps it was velled hy
a suggestion of arrogance and pride. He
was with the King when 1 saw him. I
can only say that it is impossible to be-
lleve that this stern, strong, every-inch-an-
BEmperor will. be in any sense under the
influence, much lesg the nitrel, even of
the tactful and popular moc&lmch who now
sits on the British throne. The relations
of Emperor Wiliam and King BEdward VII
are of the best, but there is closer pers)nal
intimacy between the Kaiserand the Duoke
of York than there is between the King
and his Imperial .nephew, Curtousiv
enough, the same is true of the Duke of
York and the Czar, whom he so closely ve-
sembles.

King is Popular.

There is no doubt that the King is the
most popular man in Grpeat Britain: yet a
patriotic Englishinan beside me when the
King and Kaiser passed saitd under  his
breath: ‘‘Oh, that sve might have ten vears
of the Kaiser’s rule in England.”” On the
other hand, the King perhaps appeals more
to the good will of the French people than
even the Yte Queen, and France is un-
questic nably ‘the danger point in the Europe-
