Ottawa, April 28.—The hold that the
big corporations have upon the House
of Commons was illustrated to a nicety
in the Chamber this afternoon, when
only 18 members out of 92 were found
to support the demand of the munici-
pality of° Toronto to be protected
against the possible exactions of the
Toronto and Niagara Power Co.

The House went into committee on
the bill to incorporate the Toronto and
Niagara Power Co., and Mr. E.  F.
Clarke moved his amendment to clausé
11 of the bill to make it clear that the

company cannot discriminate against

individuals or municipalities in sup-
p)ying,; electricity for light, power or
heat. The amendment sought to
change the word ‘“may” to ‘“shall” in
the clause of the bill reading that:
*The company may supply hydraulie,
electric or other power, etc.” It also

ﬁunght to make the supply compulsory
to a_ll‘persons, corporations and muni-
cipalities desiring the same along the
line of its works, or within a reason-
ablr-.distance thereof.” And further,
provided that, as to rates, if thé
company and those desiring its power
be unable to agree upon rates, the
terms may be those ordered by the
Railway Committee of the Privy
Council.
Reasonable Request,

Mr. Clar_ke..in support of his amend-
ments, said that the gentlemen who
are applying for this incorporation
are those who control the  Toronto
Electric Railway and Toronto Electric
Light Company. The franchise of the
Railway Company had some time yet
to run, but would be a valuable fran-
chise when it came back to the city.
If the company was able to discrimin-
ate it might render the franchise
valueless. The company might sell
the power to itself and use it for its
own interests in the railway and
lighting business in Toronto. The
feeling in favor of operating franchises
by municipalities was growing stronger
every day, and it was mot unreason-
able to ask the committee to make a
provision, if in a few years the muni-
cipalities along the line wish to operate
tramways and electric light, that the
company cannot discriminate in the
rates to be charged to them for
power.

. Archibald Opposed.

Arch}b ld Campbell said the bill had
received careful attention by the Pri-
vate Bills Committee, before which
the same| amendments were proposed,
but it was not thought to be in the
public Interest that they should be
adopted. The word “shall” had never
been used in conferring power upon
any company. It would be going an in-
ordinate length to do so in this case,for
perhaps the company might not be
able to supply all the municipalities
desiring power. Mr. Campbell men-
tioned the St. Lawrence Power Co..
the Ottawa and Hull, Ontario and
Niagdara Falls, the Hamilton and Lake
Erie, as similar projects, which had
been chartered without such special
restrictions as proposged in the amend-
ment. ¥e said the men at the head
of the Toronto and Niagara were of
standing and admitted financial ability.

Hon. James’ Argument,

Hon. James Sutherland agreed with
Mr. Campbell, and said if any such
provisions were desirable they should
be imposed by a general act applicable
to all companies. “Imragine,” said
the Minister of Marine, “the Canadian
Pacific Railway picked out and rpade
subject to resgulations fixed by the
City of Toronto, while all other rail-
ways were exempted.” He said the
Toronto city representatives were pre-
sent at the committee and raised no
serious objection to the bill.

UNDER DIRECTION OF W. S. CHAMP

It is Believed That the America is
Fast in the Ice Near Alger
Island.

New York, April 28.—Plans for the
auxiliary Baldwin-Siegler expedition to
‘Polar regions have been completed.
The steamer Frithjof, which, with the
America, conveyed the Baldwin party
to Franz Josef Land, has been char-
tered for the work, and will depart
from Tromsoe on July 1. The auxiliary
expedition will be directed by W. 8.
Champ, secretary to William Siegler,
who will sail for Europe on the steam-
er Cymric on May 23. The remainder
of the party will leave on the steamer

Prétoria on June 7. Mr. Champ and all

©of his assistants have had experience

{n Arctic regions. The Frithjof is now
in drydock. She will again be com-
manded by Capt. Kjeldsen,whose work
in the Arctic has been conspicuous.
The Frithjof will go from Tromsoe
to Camp Siegler on Alger Island, which
is in 80.24 north, and there receive the
last instructions left by Baldwin. It
is believed here that Baldwin has
worked to the northward < of Alger
Island and that the America is fast
in the ice. When the America Is
fourd an effort will be made to refill
| her bunkers with coal and work her
lout of the ice pack.

London, April 28.—1t is reliably re-
ported in London that notes are be-
ing exchanged between the great pow-
ers respecting a European congress to
inquire into the administration of the
Congo Free State. Whatever the out-
come of the Socialist agitation in Bel-
gium for a wider suffrage, no one need
be surprised if the frivolous Leopold
is called to account before long for
tolerating shocking wickedness in the
African . dominion intrusted to his
sway.

Re-establish Slave Trade.

Lurope organized the Congo Free
State principally to resist the slave
trade in central Africa, and the con-
vention which adopted the organic
law for the territory expressly reserve
ed to the constituting powers the right
to intervene in certain conditions. -

Evidence is Strong, !

If recent reports from the Congo are
rellable the ivory and rubbgr conces-
sionaires have heen committing or
tolerating - frightful atrocities. It is
feared that behind the curtain which
hides Central Africa from the view of
the civilized world a terrible tragedy
is in progress. Alarming rumors of
punitive expeditions by Belgian al}d
French colonels have reached Berlin
and London. Religious journals here
publish advices from missionaries In the
region concerned that indicate a re-
establishment of the slave trade by
white traders under peculiarly cruel
conditions.

The evidence is cumulative and
strong,,and the British religious com-
munity is amazed at details of out-
rages perpetrated by those whose duty
it is to repress outrage. e

attention of the powers to a crime
against civilization?” .

STAPLE COMMODITIES.

€ir Richard Cartwright Introduces
a Bill Making Some Changes,

Ottawa, April 28.—After routine in
the house to-day, Sir R. Cartwright In-
troduced a bill to amend the act re-
specting the packing and sale of cer-
tain staple commodities. It adds the
word ‘dealer” to the persons liable
under the act, and deals with penal-
ties to be inflicted in the case of bin-
der twine, not agreeing with the de-
scription on the label. The general in-
spection act will also be amended, to
add “binder twine” to the list of ar-
ticles dealt with by the act.

First Meeting of Committee to Inv

tigate Condition of Lunatics
at the Jail.

TAX RATE TO BE 19 1-8 MILLS

Someone Has Defied the Mayor’'s
Order for Secrecy—Reductions
Will Cause Trouble.

The condition of lunaties at the jail’
and the reasons for,their beh}§ in the
institution was discussed at length by
an investigating =committee of the
Civic Property Committee yesterday
afternoon. ‘This committee was ap-
pointed at the instance of Ald. Burns,
who had been informed by ex-Ald. Park
that a dreadful state of affairs existed
at the jail.

Ald. Lamb thought that the .com-
mittee should summon before them the
governor of the jail, Jail Surgeon
Richardson, Dr. Chamberlain, Inspec-

and ex-Ald. Park.

Ald. Spence suggested that an en-
quiry be held before the County Judge.
Ald. Hall opposed this, on the ground
that the committee should satisfy them-
selves that there were grounds for such
investigation. Ald. Spence said it must
be an inquiry under oath if it was to
be of any consequence.

Ald. Richardson thought the com-
mittee should immediately go down to
the jail and see the lunatics confined
there, and examine ithe officials con-
cerned afterwards.
it was-agreed that even should the
vharges attributed to Mr. Park be with-
out foundation the investigation would
bring out the reasons why lunatics are
kept at the jail at all.

The committee decided to meet again
on Friday afternoon to visit the jail.
In the meantime statements will be
procured to show how many lunatics
are cared for at the jail, who commit-
ted them to the jail and why they
were not sent to the asylum.

During the discussion Ald. Burns
said it was absurd of Ald. McMurrich
to insinuate that the matter had been
opened up with a view to- displacing
Dr. Richardson as jail surgeon.

The Tax Rate for the Year.
