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COUNTY OF HASTINGS,

ITS SITUATION.

A Directory of the County of Hastings would not be complete

without a description of the location of the County, its manufacturing
resources, its mineral wealth, character of its soil, its convenience to
the markets of the world, and other matters of interest, in addition
to the mere alphabetical list of residents, The County of Hastings,
which for population and wealth stands amongst the foremost in the
Province of Ontario, is situated on the north shore of the Bay of
Quinte, has a frontage on the Bay of about thirty miles, and extends
to within five miles of the head of said waters. It comprises within
its limits twenty-four townships, a city, two towns, and many growing
and prosperous villages, The towns of Trenton and Deseronto,
the townships of Sidney, Thurlow and Tyendinaga, and the City
of Belleville lie immediately adjacent to and fronting the Bay of
of Quinte ; Rawdon, Huntingdon and Hungerford are immediately
in their rear; Marmora, Madoc and Elzevir to the north, and Lake,
Tudor, (}rimslhorpc el al, are to the north of these, Belleville is the
County seat. Here all the County buildings are located, During
the last few years a number of new townships have been laid out,
.which will be observed by reference to the map accompanying this
work. Many of these have been thickly settied and have been
formed into thriving and growing municipalities. Through the latter
a public road known as *“The Hastings Road,” has been opened by
the Provincial Government, and free grants of land are made to those
who desire to go in and settle the country. - By the British North
America Act, the County was divided into three Ridings for electoral
purposes. The East Riding consists of the town of Deseronto, the
townships of Thurlow, Tyendinaga and Hungerford ; the West
Riding comprises the Township of Sidney Town of Trenton and
City of Belleville ; the North Riding takes in all the townships and
municipalities north belonging to the County.

TRAVEL.

The County of Hastings offers unsurpassed facilities for travel.
In addition to the lines of railway which cross it in various directions,
and which are noticed below, there are no less than 365 miles of
gravelled roads within its boundaries, all of which are kept in excellent
condition, and on the whole extent of which no toll-house lifts its

head, or stretches out its arms to bar the traveller's way by day or
night. Previous to 1860, besides the roads which had been built by
the County, there were several pieces of road, mostly connecting
links, varying in length from eleven to two miles, which had been
constructed by and were the property of private companies, upon all
of which, as well as upon the portions belonging to the corporation.
toll-gates were placed and tolls collected.

In the year, 1860 the late George Benjamin, Esq., then Warden
of the County, conceived the idea of making the roads of the cor-
poration free of toll, and as that would only be a partial relief if tolls
still continued to be collected on the “company” roads, he laid
before the Council, at the March session, a scheme for the purchase
of those portions of road which were owned by private companies.
This scheme was approved by the Council, and a by-law passed,
authorizing the Warden and Treasurer to borrow on the credit of the
County the sum of sixty thousand dollars, in addition to twenty
thousand previously borrowed, for the purchase of said “‘ company ”
roads. In pursuance of this scheme the roads in question, about
forty-six miles in all, were purchased for the sum of seventy-seven
thousand eight hundred dollars ($77,800.0c.) This amount was
raised by the issue of dehentures having twenty years to run, and
bearing interest at the rate of six per centum per anpum.

For some time after the purchase the repairs and maintenance of
the roads were done by'contract, the roads being divided into sections
for that purpose ; but this plan not being found to work satisfactorily,
in 1868, under the wardenship of A. F. Wood, Esq., the manage-
ment of the roads was vested in a coramittee of Council and
entrusted to the County Surveyor and two foremen, each of whom*

had a district assigned to him and a gang of men under him,

This system was continued uptil 1872, when another officer was
appointed under the designation of the Superintendent of Gravel
Roads,” who is charged with the management of the gravel roads
and small or flat bridges, under the directions of the Gravel Road
Committee, leaving the large bridges under the care of the County
Surveyor under the Bridges Comnmittee.

Previous to 1885 the bridges of the County were kept in order by
the County Surveyor under the control of the Warden; but in that
year a comnmittee, entitled the  Bridges Committee,” was constituted
by by-law, who should superintend the maintenance of the bridges in
the same manner as the Gravel Roads Committee does the roads.
Updn the recommendation of that Committee the Council deter-
mined to discontinue the building of wooden bridges and io replace
them as worn out by more permanent structures of stone and iron,
at least on the most frequented roads, as fast as the financial state of
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the corporation would allow. In pursuance of this resolution two
bridges of stone have been built, one over Jones’ Creek, on'the front
of Sidney, and another in the Village of Madoc. Iron bridges have
been erected at Stirling, Foxborough, Frankford and Shannonville,
and one of steel, with stone piers and abutments, is now in process
of building over Crow River, at the Village of Marmora. All these
new works, the cost of which amounts to about $13,500, besides the
repairing and rebuilding of wooden bridges, have been done within

four years out of the annual appropriations placed at the disposal of
the Bridges Committee, which, with those of
mittee, are as follows : .

This sum covers the maintenance of 365 miles of gravel roads and
224 bridges, besides at least an equal number of culverts, and in
addition an average annual sum of $5,000 bas been granted to the
minor municipalities for the repairs of roads, other than gravel roads,
and from $1,000 to $1,500 for township bridges.

The County of Hastings is now traversed by six railways, namely :
The Grand Trunk, the main line of which passes through the front
portions of the townshipsof Tyendinaga, Thurlow and Sidney from east
to west, and by which connection is made with the Deseronto railway
—a short line of a little over three miles in length, which runs from
the Town of Deseronto to a junction with the through line of the
Grand Trunk ; at Belleville, with its two branch lines, the Grand
Junction, and Belleville and North Hastings, the former traversing
the townships of Thurlow, Sidney, and Rawdon, passing through
Stirling, Campbellford, and other villages to a junction with the
Midland at Peterborough, by which Toronto on the one hand and
the Sault St. Marie on the other will be reached when the line to the
latter point has been completed, as it will be within two or three
years. The Belleville and North Hastings connects Belleville with
Madoc. This line uses the same track as the Grand Junction to the
junction in Sidney, whence it runs through the townships of
Huntingdon and Madoc to the vicinity of the village of El Dorado,
where a junction is effected with the Central Ontario Railway.
Madoc Village is, however, the present terminus of the road, as owing
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to the failure of the Grand €'runk and Central Ontario Railway com-
panies to agree upon terms for an interchange of traffic, the line
north of the village of Madoc is nct in operation. The Central
Ontario Railway extends from Picton, in the adjoining County of
Prince Edward, through the town of Trenton, where it crosses the
Grand Trunk, up the valley of the Trent, through Sidney, Rawdon.
Marmora, Madoc, Tudor and Woilaston, to its terminus at Coe Hill,
in the latter township.  The Canada Pacific Railway’s main line from
Toronto to Ottawa crosses the townships of Hungerford—passing
through the village of Tweed—Huntingdon and Rawdon. Some
years ago the line of the proposed Ontario and Quebec Railway
was extended from Madoc village to and for some distance
beyond the village of Bridgewater, to which place the rails were laid,
but the line has not been operated for a length of time. It will thus
be seen that the County of Hastings is well served with railroads ;
but still another I'ne which would be of great public advantage has
been chartered, namely, the Belleville and Bancroft Railway, a line
which would run up the valley of the Moira z7a Tweed, Bridgewater,
Queensboro, Bannockburn, thence to Coe Hill and Bancroft. Its
construction in the near future is highly probable. Stages also run
daily, connecting with all the principal villages in the northern part
of the County and to Picton during the season when navigation
is closed. The County has access by railway and water to the East-
ern and Western markets, both of the United States and the
Dominion. The Navigation of the Bay is convenient and secure and
free from those dangers to which vessels on the lakes are liable. By
means of the Murray Canal, which is being constructed by the
Dominion Government, direct communication with the West by
water will be afforded. This work is situated at the head of the Bay
of Quinte, and extends from the channel, across the isthmus of
Murray to Presqu’ile Bay, on Lake Ontario, a natural harbor and the
future western terminus of river navigation. This, the *“ Harbor of
Refuge ” of the north-east shore of the lake, lies near the village of
Brighton, about 75 miles west of Kingston, and within 120 miles of
Port Dalhousie, the entrance to the Welland Canal. The canal is
practically an artificial “strait,” or channel without locks, and is
crossed by one railway and three highway bridges. The width of the
canal across the isthmus is 8o feet on bottom, and that of the
entrances thereto zoo feet, with a depth at ordinary low water (or
zero of the Toronto harbor gauge) of 12 feet 6 inches, fully one foot
below the level of the *“ Telegraph ” and other shoals in the Bay of
Quinte. The contract was let in August, 1882, and the work will be
completed next year. The cost of construction will not fall much
short of $2,000,000. By the constructicn of this canal the danger-
ous navigation along the coast of Prince Edward will be avoided,

ITS MANUFACTURING RESOURCES.

Few counties in Canada possess such splendid water-power privi-
leges as those of Hastings. Three large and rapid streams pursue
their winding course throughout the County, fed by numerous tribu-

i i and different points splendid mill sites,
and an ample supply of water to drive any description of machi
These streams take their rise from 75 to 100 miles to
The largest stream is the Trent, situated in the w_stern sec
County, and possesses by far the best
ery. The Trentis a rapid stream, and in many places broad and
deep. The Salmon, running through the eastern section of the
County, empties into the Bay at Shannonville, It is a fine stream,
and furnishes a large number of flounishing sasv and flouring mills with
motive power. The River Moira empties into the Bay at Belleville,
and for sites for mills and factories, and for m
description, presents unrivalled advantages if prop
thirty miles back flouring and saw mills are erected at different points
onthe river ; and at Belleville we have mills and factories of various
kinds, supplied by water power from this river, These factories
might be increased manyfold without affecting the supply of water,
excepting for a short period dunng the summer, but this inconveni-
ence, which is now common to many streams. in Canada, might be
obviated by erecting storage dams at convenient points up stream,
Hundreds ‘of thousands of logs, posts, ties and other timber are every
spring brought down these rivers from the extensive lumbering dis-
tricts, 50 to 100 miles back, and manufactured into lumber, shingles,

&c., at the extensive mills at Belleville, Trenton, Rossmore, Deser-
onto and Shannonville.
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ITS MINERAL WEALTH.

The mineral products of North Hastings are varied and extensive
enough to entitle it to the name of a mining district,’and to justify
the belief that it will in time contribute largely to the resources and
wealth of the country.

GOLD.

For several years previous to 1861 the existence of gold in the
Laurentian and Huronian rocks of the County of Hastings had been
known to the Director and officials of the Geological Survey, but
successive governments, finding reason from such assays as had
been made to doubt of its presence in remunerative quantity, and
fearing lest the publication of the fact might bring an irruption of an
undesirable class of persons into the Province, and induce a number
of the settlers to abandon the safer and more certain pursuit of agri-
culture for the more precarious and illusive occupation of prospecting
and mining, directed the officers of the Survey to refrain from
announcing the fact, and the efforts of those persons who made min-
ing their object were directed towards the search for iron and copper.

In 1867, however, the discovery of a deposit of gold, of exceptional
richness on the farm of Mr. John Richardson, on lot eighteen in the
fifth concession of the township of Madoc, broke the well-meant
caution of the Government, and gave rise to the excitement which
they had feared and endeavored to avoid. Hundreds of speculators,
prospectors, practical minors and assayers rushed into the County,
and almost every lot in the middle tiers of townships was searched
for gold, Shafts were sunk, assays, not always honest, were made
and the usual rascalities of a aining boom were freely perpetrated.
Companies were formed, bonds were issued, stock was floated, reduc-
tion mills were built, and the excitement continued with fluctuating
intensity for some two years. In the meantime the original “pocket”
of the Richardson mine was exhausted and the miners fiailed to find
the expected vein. This failure, along with the exposure of several
«“wild cat” schemes, and the small proportion of the gold in other
cases threw such a damper over the district that most of the pros-
pectors and speculators left for other scenes and “ pastures new,” and
the pursuit of gold mining in Hastings seemed to be in a fair way to
be abandoned, but the determined perseverance of Mr. W. W. Dean,
of Belleville, and Dr. Williams, of Matilda, on lot 7 in the gth con-
cession of the township of Marmora, and the enterprise of Mr. W. J.
Gatling, who got possession of a mine on the N. E. quarter of lot 9
in the 8th concession of Marmora, kept the interest in the district
alive, though in a feeble state. These mines, though unquestionably
capable of being profitably worked, having been laid in, gold mining
in Hastings Las been for the last sixteen years only fitfully and inter-
mittently carried on. There are a few minesin the County of
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apparently proved value, such as the Gatling (now ths Consolidated,)
the Dean & Williams (or Cook,) the old F. eigel mine in Marmora,
and the Barry mine, in the Township of Elzevir; besides which
good “shews ” of gold have been found in other quarters, as on Col.
Jas. Brown’s property near Bannnckburn, and from a newly discovered
vein in the Allen Settlement, but on most of these work has been
discontinued, either from want of capital, dissensions among the
proprietors, disputes as to title, or the selfish policy of the owners,
who will neither work the mines themselves, nor allow them to be
worked by others on reasonable terms,

SILVER.

This metal has not hitherto been found in any abundance in this
district.  What little has been got is in alloy with the gold in small
Dproportions, and with the lead of our galenas. Assays of the last have
givefl various results of from absolute barrenness to 80 ounces of

silver to the ton of lead ; but the average is noc more than three
to four ounces to the ton.

COPPER,

Specimens of copper pyrites are met with in many localities
throughout the northern townships, and samples’ of peacock ” and
horse-flesh ores have been found in several places, but no veins have
been found to warrant the expense of erecting a reduction works.

LEAD.

The sulphide of this metal, known as galena, exists in many locali-
ties within the County, but little has been done to utilize the
deposits, which are not in general heavy in any one place. A gen-
tleman of Madoc, however, at present contimplates the erection of
smelting works on a moderate scale, which he thinks may be furn-
ished with sufficient material by the farmers on whose properties the
ore exists.

OTHER METALS.

Specimens. of ‘Bismuth, Antimony and Molybdenum have been
found. The only one of these on which mining has been attempted
is the first mentioned, but the enterprise was not a successful one.

IRON.

This, the most valuable of all the minerals in this district, exists
It considerable deposits in many, if not all, of the townships north
of the Trentonian formation. The quality of the ores is very high,
and but little material of a deleterious nature is found amongst them.
In process of time there can be no doubt that the fine deposits in
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Hastings will be worked extensively, as some of them have already
been in a fitful manner, and that in them will be found one of our
main sources of natural wealth.

This whole section is admirably adapted for agriculture in all its
branches, fruit growing, stock raising, dairying purposes and cheese
making, which latter industry has, under the co-operative system,
grown into enormous proportions within a few years, there being
upwards of forty cheese factories in the County, the product of which
exported in 1887 was valued at about $600,000.

The number of acres of land occupied in the County of Hastings
in 1887 was 961,288, of which 894,073 were resident and 67,215 non-
resident, and the number of acres under crop was 207,178. The
total valuation of land was $15,912,536, of farm buildings, $4,88¢,-
315, of farm implements, $1,470,722, and of live stock, $2,710,919.
Total value of farm property, $24,983,492.

A number of townships in the northern part ofthe Countyhave been
set apart for granting free to settlers, and are being steadily taken up,
which 1s the best test of the value of the lands. The Hastings road,
running from Madoc village north, is the principal thoroughfare into
the free grant townships.

THE CITY OF BELLEVILLE.

HISTORICAL,

One hundred years ago the site of the City of Belleville was in a
state of nature. It was not until 1787 that what was then designated
the “Ninth Town ”—not known as the Township of Thurlow—was
surveyed by Louis Kotte, a Surveyor in the employment of the
Crown Lands Department, who had been engaged in the survey of
several of the other townships bordering upon the Bay. If appears
by the original map that lot No. 4, 1st concession of Thurlow, was
reserved for an Indian burying ground, and it was upon this lot that
the site of the village was subsequently laid out by Surveyor Wil-
mot in 1816. Settlement for some years was very slow, the Town-
ships of Sidney and Thurlow forming the western limit of coloniza-
tion. Capt. John Singleton and Lieutenant Ferguson were the first
settlers in the new "l'ownship, their location being made soon after
the survey was completed on lot No. 6, afterwards owned by John
Canniff, sen., and subsequently by Shubael Foster, which is now in-
cluded within the limits of the city. Neither of these gallant pioneers
survived long, however, as it is recorded that Singleton died in 1789,
and Ferquson followed him to the grave three months afterwards.
In the pring of the same year a party of fifty refugee loyalists settled
in Sidney and Thurlow, and the following year John Taylor, one of
the party, who had settled up the river in the sth concession, came
1o live near the mouth of the river, on lot No. 5, now the most im-
portant part of the city. Capt. John W. Meyers, having purchased
from Mr. Taylor the north half (more or less) of his lot for $109, in

1790, erected a dam on the site of which is now known as Bleecker’s
or Meyers' dam, where he built a mill, the only one between Port
Hope and Napanee, and in 1794 constructed the famous old brick
house which, until 1876, stood on the northern brow of the hill, and
was the oldest brick house in the Province. Up to the commence-
ment of the present century but little progress was made by the em-
bryo village, and this is not to be wondered at, as near the mouth of
the river was a barren plain, with a heavy cedar swamp extending on
each side of it. What is now Front Street, one of the finest streets
in Canada, was a thick cedar swamp, with the rock within a few
inches of the surface. Soon afterwards a few houses were erected
south of Dundas Street, and for many years settlement did not extend
north of that street. Probably the first person to build a house in
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Belleville was Asa Wallbridge, and in 1798 John Simpson built the
first tavern in Thurlow, which stood on the south-east corner of Dun-
das and Front streets. At this place was the ferry, and subsequently
the first bridge. About six years later the site of the bridge was
transferred to the spot now occupied by the lower bridge.

At the time last spoken of, and until 1816, Belleville was known
as “ Meyers’ Creek,” so called in honor of Capt. Meyers, the mill-
owner. The Indian name of the river was Sagon-aska, and it had
also borne the name of Singleton’s River. In the year mentioned,
according to a disputed statement, Governor Gore named the village
Bellville, in honor of his wife, Lady Bella, which name has subse-

quently been transmogrified, by the addition af a single letter, into
that which it now bears.

This year Mr. Wilmot, acting under instructions from the Govern-
ment, laid out the Indian reserye on lot No. 4 into town lots of half

an acre each. In this year, also, a post office was established in
Belleville, and Mr. S. McNab was the first Jostmaster.

The growth of the place is shown by the gradual increase of popu-
lation, which was, according to Talbot, about 750 m 1818 ; in 1824
about 500 ; in 1829 about 700; and in 1836 about 1,700.

In 1836 Belleville set up as an independent municipality, when the
first Board of Police was organized, the members composing which
were : For the first ward, William McCarty and Asa Yeomans; for
the second ward, Zenas Dafoe and Wm. Connor. Billa Flint, ir,
(now Hon. Billa Flint,) was by the people at large elected the fifth
member, and the Board also chose him President by a vote of 3 to 2,
Zenas Dafoe being the opposing candidate. I'he late Geo. Benjamin
was chosen Clerk to the Board. In 1838 the Court House and Gaol
were completed, the contractors for which were Robert Matthews

and David Duff, of Kingston, the contract price for the building
being $23,640,

The first quarter sessions was held in the Court House in 1839,

when Benjamin Dougall presided ; Edmund Murney, Clerk of the
Peace; J. W. D, Moodie, Sheriff.

. After several years of slow but substantial progress, Belleville was
Incorporated as a Town in 1850, the members elected to serve in the
Council for that year being : Samson Ward, C, O. Benson, F. Mec-
Annany and Jacob Bonter ; Ketcheson Ward—B. F. Davy, Dr. R,
Holden and Samuel Stevens ; Baldwin Ward—Jonathan McCurdy,
John Coulter and Edward P. Bosely ; Coleman Ward—R. F. Cole.
man, Burleigh Hunt and John Donoghue. M. Sawyer was Town
Clerk. At this time the Council elected the Mayor, and Benjamin
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F. Davy was chosen the first Mayor of the Town of Belleville, by 8
votes to 3, cast for Francis McAnnany. This was a great step in ad-
vance, and Belleville was at this time no doubt considered a thriving
and prosperous place. 8till, judging by the unerring financial stand-
ard, it could not have been much compared to the Belleville of to-
day, as the amount of the Collector’s roll for collection in 1849 was
only £749, 17s, 6d, or in round numbers, $3,000. To illustrate the
progress of the municipality we may state that in 1860 the assessed
value of the town was $1,584,320; in 1870, $1,669,776, in 1879,
$3,731,674, and in 1888, $3,906,207, as revised by the Court of
Revision.

From 1850 onwards Belleville made more rapid progress, one
iacentive to which was the improvement in the means of transit
afforded by the construction of gravel roads throughout the County,
the credit for the establishment of which was largely due to the late
George Benjamin, and in 1859 another beneficial idea of the same
gentleman was carried into effect, namely, the removal of tolls from
the roads, which has proved of great advantage to the people of both
Town and County. :

In 1850 occurred another important event in the history of the
place, namely, the separation from the County, which has also had
a beneficial effect. In 1861 the population of Belleville was shown
by the census to be 6,277. Progress was still the watch-word, and
by 1871 the census showed 7,305 residents of the Town. The cen-
sus of 1881 stated the population at 9,516. It may be said that the
limits of the corporation have been extended several times, the 200
acres on which the village was founded in 1816 having gradually ex-
panded to 1,360 acres, embraced within the City limits in 1879.

THE CHURCHES.

The first church in Belleville was built by the Methodists in 1817,
and in 1819-20 the Church of England denomination followed. At
the present time Belleville has within her limits 15 churches, some
of them amongst the largest and most elegant in the country. These
are: Church of England 5; Methodist 5; Presbyterian 2 ; Roman
Catholic 1 ; Baptist 1 ; Congregational 1.

EDUCATIONAL.

The educational facilities of the city are excellent. The schools
include a High School, a Central School and five Public Schools, in
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-
addition to which there are a Roman Catholic Separate School,
a Girls' School conducted by the Sisters of Loretto, and several
lesser educational institutions of a private character.

Belleville is also the seat of Albert College, which includes Alex-
andra Ladies’ College. This institution was established in 1857 and
is now highly prosperous and in a very efficient condition.

The Ontario Institution for the Deaf and Dumb, which the Goy-
ernment of Ontario established here in 1870, has proved most
successful. The institution now stands fourth in point of importance
on the continent, the attendance averaging about 240,

Another highly important educational institution in Belleville is
the Ontario Business College. From very small beginnings this In-
stitution has grown until it has attained the proud distinction of being

the most largely attended of the numerous Business Schools in
Canada,

TRADE AND MANUFACTURES,.

Favorably situated, as elsewhere stated, in all respects, Belleville
has long been an important centre of trade, the increase in which

can be seen at a glance from the following brief statement for periods
ten years apart :

Although nature has given to Belleville a site favorable for the
establishment of manufacturing industries, yet those advantages have
not been utilized as fully as might reasonably have been expected.
There are, however, a considerable number of manufacturing indus-
tries in the city, the most prominent of which are Tickell’s furniture
manufactory, the Ashley Carriage Conpany’s works and the Brown
ard Walker foundries. The largest employers of labor in Belleville
are the Grand Trunk Railway Company, who here furnish employ-
ment to considerably more than two hundred men.
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THE WATER WORKS.

The water works system, which was completed in January, 1888,
is one of the most complete and perfect in the country. The pipes,
which range in diameter from 16 inches, to 6 inches, cover 15)%
miles of streets, whilst 165 hydrants furnish a protection for fire
purposes so satisfactory that the rates of insurance have been largely
lowered in consequence. The supply of water, which is of excellent
quality, is drawn from the Bay of Quinte by two Worthington steam
pumps, the united capacity of which is 2,000,000 gallons per day.
The works are the property of Messrs. Moffitt, Hodgkin & Clark, of
Watertown, New York, and their total cost was about $250,000.
Mr. George H. Pope is the local manager.

For fire protection purposes the city has an excellent steam fire
engine in addition to the water works, and a highly efficient paid fire
brigade.

MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION.

Belleville was incorporated as a city in 1877, and is governed by
a Mayor and twenty-one Aldermen. The city is divided into seven
wards and its area is 1,360 acres.

As a place of residence, Relleville is most attractive. It has a beauti-
ful situation in the valley through which the Moira flows, and on the
hills which rise abruptly on either side of the stream, whilst to the
south is the Bay of Quinte—a paradise for the angler, the yachtsman
and the oarsman. Front Street, the principal business street, Pin-
nacle and Mill streets lie in the valley on the east side of the river,
whilst on the flat on the west side are Coleman, Water and a num-
ber of other less important streets. On the eastern and western hills
are the residences of the great majority of the business and profes-
sional men of the place. The streets are all bordered with shade
trees, which in summer give them a cool and pleasant appearance,
whilst the many handsome buildings and the well kept lawns show
to great advantage.

The market square and market building are not excelled in On-
tario, and consequently the house-keeper has ample opportunity for
choice, as the supply is generally large.

There are two daily and two weekly newspapers published in
Belleville, namely the DAILY INTELLIGENCER and WEEKLY INTELLI-
GENCER (Conservative,) and the Daily Ontario and weekly Ontario

Chronicle (Reform.)
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The city is traversed by a street railway, which extends from the

Grand Trunk Railway station to the ferry wharf, a distance of two
miles.

The streets are lighted by electric lights, gas lamps and coal oil

lamps in some of the outlying districts, but the latter are being
rapidly superseded by electric lights.

The Agricultural Show Grounds are worthy of mention. They
cover a large area and include a fine main buiiding, and numerous
stables and sheds for live stock, besides an extensive show ring and
a good track for speeding purposes. They are the property of the
Bay of Quinte District Agricultural Association, whose central ex-
hibition, open to the world, is held here annually.

It is probable that ere long Belleville will have permanent com-
munication with the adjoining County of Prince Edward by means
of a bridge spanning the Bay of Quinte. The charter was secured,
a company formed, a large amount of stock has been subscribed by
private individuals and by the corporations of Bellevidg and
Ameliasburg, and the success of the undertaking seems assured.
