Fall River Line Steamer and Pier Gone

and Other Steamers Damaged---

Several Other Disastrous Fires This

Morning-

NEWPORT, R. I., March 27—The Fall
River Line’s big side wheel steamer Ply-
mouth, was burned to the water’s edge,
the freight steamer City of Lowell was
damaged, a long pier shed, hoisting
shears, paint shop and old railroad station
were destroyed and the paint was
scorched off three other steamers, the
Puritan, the Priscilla and the Naugutuck
by a fire which burned for nearly three
hours early today, and which ‘at one time
threatened to wipe out the entire vepair-
ing plant of the owners of the line, the
New York, New Haven and Ha_.rtford
Railroad Company. The loss is estimated
at more than a million dollare.

No lives were lost, but 13 caretakers,

watchmen and firemen on board the Ply- |

mouth, were nearly hemmed in, so rapid
was the rush of the flames through the
vessel.

The five steamers were all undergoing
the regular, spring - overbauling prepara-
tory to the summer season and the burn-
ed pier shed contained a considerable
quan‘ity of material for the work. =

NEWPORT, R. I March 27—The
steamer Plymouth was a side wheel ves-
sel of 2,280 tons met burden. She was
built at Ohester, in 1880. Her hull was
constructed of steel and her interior fit-
itings* were nearly all of wood. Her length
was 367 feet, her width 50 feet and her

depth of hold 21 feet. She was valued at
nearly a million dollars and is practic-
ally a total loss. ‘

The loss on the wharf is estimated at
$25000 and on the shears $10,000, while
the dimage to the C.ty of Lowell will
reach nearly $10,000. The paint shop 'and
the old railroad station were of slight
value.

PITTSBURG, March 26—Five arrests
were made today as a result of the failure
of the Pnterprise National Bank of Al
Jegheny, which suddenly closed its doors
Jast October, following the sensational
suicide of its cashier,T. Lee Clark.
_Deputy-U. 8. marshals took into custody
Torest B. Nichols, private secretary to
William H. Andrews, Charles Menzemer,
Geo: R. Ralston, and Edward P. Me-
MMillan, employes of the Enterprise Bank,
and George E. Cook, an alleged partner
of Cashier Clark in several real estate
deals.

The arrests are a climax in a most sen-
sational financial collapse and are the re-
eult of the investigation made by Bank
Txaminer Edward P. Moxey, who furn-
jshed the information to U. S. Commis-
sioner Wm. T. Lindsey. The information
wag based on the alleged conspiracy of
Nichols to use funds of the Enterprise
Bank in the interest of the Santa Fe
Central Railway company and the Penn-

! gylvania construction company. .

Curriculum as its Value is More General----

Views of W. S. Fisher. :

In an interview thie morning W. 8.
Fisher said he was much gratified at the
action of the Board of School Trustees
at last night’s meeting, in deciding to
introduce manual training; but had little
to say regarding the commercial course.

Referring to the former subject, he said
that this, in his opinion, was “rignt and
s it should be,” adding that manual train-
ing was recognized by the leaders of edu-
cation throughout the world, and all ad-
mitted its wonderfully beneficial effect
upon students in bfightening the intellect
by making them quick, accurate and care-
ful; or, as Professor Robertson puts it,
“teaching them to think through their
fingers,” and thus producing better and
more practical citizens.

Continuing Mr. Fisher pointed out that
avhile manual training could hardly be re-
garded wholly as a preparation for the
¢rades, it was nevertheless a waluadle
%asis for those about to enter upon me-
chanical careers, as by developing the prin-
siples already referred to it

REID MAY GO FREE
"~ DESPITE WARRANT

A Red Hot Legal Battle in Both Police
and Supreme Courts Over Liberty of
the Young Scotchman Now Held in

The young Scotchman, David Reid;
seems now to have an excellent chance of
regaining his freedom, and his fate as far
as Judge Ritchie is concerned, will be de-
cided /this afternoon. Should the judge
discharge the prisoner at two o’clock this
afternoon the crown will have no remedy
and Reid will be free.

This morning J. B. M. Baxter appear-
ed in the police court and asked for a
further remand of Reid. Judge Ritchie
inquired why he applied for a habeas
corpus order while the matter was pend-

.| ing judgment before him, and after some
*| discussion on the matter Mr. Baxter de-

cided to bring Judge Trueman, who is
acting for the crown, to court. Accord-
| ingly he was sent for also. After his ar-
rival Reid was brought into court.

Mr. Baxter, after reading several sec-
tions of the Fugitive Offenders’ Act of
England and several from the Canadian
Fugitive Offenders’ Act, contended that no
sworn information had been produced
here, which was one of the important
requisites in the procedure of the case.d
Mr. Baxter stated that the original war-
rant was not here, but seemingly had been
held by the officers, who will bring it to
this country when they arrive for Reid.
The fact of the matter was they should
have sent the warrant instead of the in-
strument purporting to be the warrant,
which had been endorsed by Mr. Justice
McLeod, he thinking it to be the original
warrant. s

Judge Trueman stated that the instru-
ment in question was the original war-
rant. Mr. Baxter contended that the
warrant was not signed by a- magistrate,
but by ‘John David Sims.’ Judge True-
man read a section which said that the
shergﬁ or. his députy. was in Scotland a
magistrate, and contended that by Clarke
a warrant is any authority, which directs
the apprehension of a prisones. . Judge
Trueman also said that where a prisoner
left the country as Reid did, and was
known to have left it the pase is differ-
ent from one where the culprit 'is still in
the coynmiry. He also stated that the
Fugitive Offenders’ Act applied to.the Do-
minion and the Canadian Act was passed
in connection with the English act.

Judge Ritchie—“In Scotland the in-
formation was laid and the warrant was
1§sued. They have to go to the Home
Secretary to have the document authen-
ticated. The Home. Secretary will order
t?e_@epositious to be taken. Then the
Fugitive Offenders’ Act is set in opera-
tion. The depositions and information
attached to the warrant are sent to me,
and then upon those authenticated docu-
ments I act.”

qudge Ritchie further stated that if it
were the case of a fugitive from justice
in this country the regular form of war-
rant could be issued, and with the neces-

sary document attached would be sent to
Scotland.

Ritchie would have to make *out a special
warrant in such a case, but the judge and
Mr. Baxter differed with Judge Trueman.

At this juncture Judge Ritchie said that
he would adjourn the case until two
o’clock in order thatf Judge Trueman
would have an opportunity to cite auth-
arities to prove that in the case men-
tioned sbove a special warrant wouid have
to be issued. |

His Honor, Judge Ritchie, said: “The
Jagt two reports that I sent to the Gov-
ernor General 1 said that T thought it
was his prerogative to discharge Reid: i
should be very strict on the law now.”
The case was then adjourned until twae
o’clock. i

After adjournment Judge Trueman and
J. B. M. Baxter proceeded to the supremd
coutt chambers, where the summons 4
show cause why a habkas corpus order
should not be granted was returnable.

Judge McLeod stated that the warrant
issued in Seotland bore the seal of the
#Seoretary of State and was signed by John
David Sims. Sheriff Ritchie informed the
court that Reid was in custody on a re-
mand from the police’ court. On March
23rd Reid was arrested on the endorsed
warrant~ (formally.)

The argumeni of tounsel before Mr.
Justice McLeod was almost substantially
the same as before Judge Ritchie. Tha
question was perhaps more fully discussed.

Mr. Baxter contended that the alleged
warrant was not directed to amy officer
of the law, and the signature to the war-
rant was simply John David Sims, and
did not purport to be signed by any officer
of the law. He also stated that the war-
rant should have been and was not is-
sued in the name of the King or some
Justice or the Peace. ;

Judge Trueman said that the warran
was gent in the name of the sheriff. The
name signed was presumably that of the
sheriff. The documents further bore the
seal of the Secretary of State, and they
complied with every requisite required by
the Fugitive Offenders’ Act in such a cgse. .

At the conclusion of the argnment of
counsel Judge MecLeod said that he ¥
reserve his decision in the matter whtil
tomorrow morning, and perhaps he might
refer the matter to the full bench.

Before adjourning Judge Trueman stated
that he hoped that Judge Ritchie would
not discharge the prisoner this afternoom,
as he would have no remedy. If Reid
were discharged and the prosecutors did
not see fit to let him remain free, they
would have to get a new warrant and en-
deavor to hunt the prisoner up again. If
the habeas corpus order was granted it
would be different, because Reid would
have to remain in the city for fifteen days
and the prosecution ‘would still have an
opportunity of prosecuting him.

AGAINST SUNDAY LAW

Montreal, March 26—(Special)—The
Sunday observance bill, now before parlia*
ment, is opposed by a resolution unani-
mously passed by the Montreal city coun-
cil this afternoon. The resolution was in-
troduced by Alderman Mercier and sec-
onded by Ald. Sadler. It reads as fol-
lows: X

“That the city council of Montreal, al-
though countenancing with favor the
adoption of a law destined to ensure ob-
gervance of Sunday, think it only right to
répresent to the government and to the
parliament of Canada that they would
consider; as contmary to the public inter-
est, any provision whose effect would pre-

.| vent our population from relaxation or

even from obtaining transportation;

“That ‘the city clerk be requested to
communicate to the government of Can-
ada this council's objection to the adop-
tion of etich a law and to request the gov-
ernment not to favor any legislation whose
effect would be to preveat on Sunday run-
ning of street cars and trains, excursions
by boat or by railway, opening public
parks, provided that no spirituous liguors
be sold theréin, and whoee effect generally
would tend to deprive the c.tizens of
Montreal the means of healthy and moral
recreatians.”

In the course of his remarks Ald. Met-
cier said the bill prohibited so many
things that if it were adopted the people
of Montreal could not get to St. Helen’s
Island on Sunday, or to the Mountain, or
trips out of town. It was; in fact, an at-
tempt to'curtail the liberty of citizens, If,
as proposed, the playing of baeeball and
lacrosse were prohibited it wase to be fear-
ed these amusements would be replaced
by card-playing and drinking on the part
of the young people.

Jmission, The members of the commission
mumber seven and are Charles Magoon,
governor of the Canal Zone and miunister
‘to the Republic of Panama, who receives

@ salary of $17,000; Rear Admiral Endicot,’

[Brig. General Peter Haines, Col. Earnest,
Chairman’ Shontz, who has a salary of
§30,000; Chief Engineer Stevens, whose
salary is $25,000, and Joseph Bucklin Bis-
hop, appointed as secretary of the com-
tmission with a-salary of $10,000.Without
a doubt one of the nominations that the
‘wommittee will report adversely is that
wf Mr. Bishop. There has been more
opposition to his appointment than any
other and the storm of disapproval has
spread throughout the semate. Mr. Bis-
lhop was appointed originally as a press
ngent at a salary of ten thousand and his
duties were supposed to be those of a
press censor, who should pass upon the
news that was given out from the Isth-
mus. That there was need of such a
man to prevent the great mass gl falsi-
fication and misrepresentation that has
emanated from there is evident from such
fincidents as the  Ponltney Bigelow and
other works of fiction, but_the senate and
the mewspapers affected to believe that
Mr. Bishop had been appointed to sup-
prese real information necessary to - the
ronduet of affairs there. The storm was
temporarily calmed by his appointment to
the commission for which he might act
@s secretary and still perform the import-
gnt office of historian of the camal, but
the senate committee is still dissatisfied
wvith the nominations. There is a strong
pentiment in the committee that the
ichairman. and secretary of the coﬁmittee
wught to live on the Isthmus, and it is
probable that a ’provision to this effect
gwill be ‘put into law at this gession of ‘con-
gress. This alone would probably result
%n the resignation of Mr. Bishop, who, it
§s unlikely would care to give up his
{\Washington residence to live at Panama.

The resignation of Mr. Shonts, chair-
man of the commission, has been €o per-

‘wistently rumored that it is given general

~ wredence. It has been intimated to him

that his-confirmation as chairman of the

commissjon by the senate would be con-
Jitional upon his resignation of the vice-

presidency of the C.over Leaf Railroad.

As his interests in this road are of great
value it is not likely that he wll feel he
can afford to subordinate them to the
canal work and it is probable that he will
step aside and make room for a successor
who will be appointed by the president.
it js rumored that his successor will be
Chief Engineer Stevens, new chief en-
gineer. And mo the changes in the canal
management go steadily on, not the least
of which is the probability of a successor
Yo Secretary Taft shich will be made
meceseary if he takes the seat on the su-
preme bench made vacant by the retire-
anent of Justice Brown, Former Chief
{ngineer Wallice, whose resignation from
the commission brought upon him the
weverc criticism of Secretary Tait, has
been before thes canals committee for sev-
eral days giving testimony based upon his
¢xperience while at Panama as chief en-
gineer. In his opinion there is only one
iype of canal adapted to the require-
ments there and that is the sea level
vype. The deterring conditions to this
%ind of a canal are money snd time but
he has stated that ten or twelve years
rrould be sufficient for its construction
and that its effectiveness, adequacy and
gpermancy would more than pay for the
wdditional money required. :

PROF. MACBRIDE CRITICIZEDE
To the Editor of the Times:- _

Sir.—In your paper of the 20th insty I
see an article from Prof. MeBride, of |
Mc(Gill University, upon which I wish Toi
make some remarks. Judging from the|
unscientific, exaggerated and even rgck-‘
jess statements with which the article|
abounds, it is evident that Prof. McBndeiV
cannot be classed among the ‘“‘modern |
scholkays” whose conceptivns of science |
and theology can be accepted by 'ﬁhdnk‘mq:
people without mental reserve. Instead of |
showing the trained echolar, many of |
these statements bear unmistakable evid- |
ence of having originated with the popu-|
lar infidel. As the professor .makes no |
attempt to prove, in detail, his statements
it will be sufficient for me to point out
some of hig unwvarranted assertions and
wait for the .proof:

1. His effort to show that the théology
of Paul is not in harmony with the teach- |
ing of Christ, from whom the apostle re-l
ceived his commission, is a failure.
Paul's teaching on election and original
sin is misinterpreted and these mistate-
ments are made the ground of objection
to the apostle’s theology. This is neither
logical or scientific. Paul had enough to |
bear in his day without being misrepre-
sented by “modern scholare.”

9. When we are told that “modern
historical &cience or modern criticism has
made .it plain that the tales in Genesis
were derived by the Jews from Babylon-
ian sources, and awere on a par with the
mytha of other nations about the begin-
nings of things,” the profesior is not
representing either ancient or modern
scholarship or ecience. If he had said that
the so-called tales of Genesis are in
striking accord with what we kmow of
modern science, and ,therefore, Historical,
and that modern archaeology has not con-
tradicted a single statement of the Bible,
but confirmed many of them, he would
have heen telling the exact truth. ome
can not help wondering if Prof. McBride
was acquainted with the distinguished
ecientist of MeGill University, -the late
Prof. J. W. Dawson, who spent much of
his life in writing scientific books to' re-
fute the fooligsh statements made i~ the
article under review.

3. When the prefessor tells us that
the authenticity of the Fourth Gospel
“has been questioned by all modern
echolars,” he gives us another etriking
example of eXaggeration, to say the
lleast. of it, for which the destructive crit-
ics are noted. The authenticity of this
gospel was not quesbioned by the scholar-
ship of the world till about the beginning
of the nineteenth century and the attack
which was then commenced by the deiste
thas leen continued only by the destruc-
tive wing of the “higher critics.”” Even
the - polished French infidel, Ernest Ren-
an, in his “Lifc of Jesus,” says: “Upon
the whole, T accept the four canomical
gospels as authentic. All date baek to the
fitat century, and they are substantially
Mh'e au‘ﬂmm to whom they are attrib-

4. How does the professor know that the
“doctrine of an eternal hell was derived
by the Jews from the Persians?”’ It was
Jesus who aeserted the fact of hell, and
the only way the critics get rid of the idea
of that undesirable place is by destroying
tthe gheater part of the New Testament;
and that is what they are trying to do. If
they ehould succeed in this attempt at
destruction they would not destroy hell,
but they' would stir up a arge portion’ of
it on eanth. The ddea that the goodness
of God will ultimately oompel Him to
save people who live in open rebellion
agiinst every principle of justice and mer-
cy till they pass into eternity is both un-
scriptural and unscientific. A love that is
not tempered with a sense of justice, which
dem-nis a penalty for ewil-doing is not|
true Jove, and cannot come from God.

5. Finally, we are gravely told by this
professor that “the missing link so far as
bodily etructure is concerned between man
and ape, was discovered seven or eight
vears ago.” It would seem that the date
of such an important discovery should be
more definitely fixed! When the “link” is
produced, notwithstanding the startling ef-
fect it woald produce, I will try ito give it |
due consideration. In the meantime it
may be well to remember that as the theo-
ry of evclution, in the light of the scienti-
fic world, has ntterly ccllapsed, the alleged
“link” will not be rarticularly needed. A
W. Soyce, professor of Assyriology, in the
University of Oxford, in a mecent book,
says: “In fact the whole application of a
supposed law of evolution to The religious
and secular higtory of the ancient Oriental |
world is founded cn what we now know to
have been a huge mistake. The Mosaic
age, instead of coming at the dawn of |
ancient Orienta] culture really belomgs to|
the evening of its decay.”

The views presented by Prof. McBride
are not held by even a respectable minor-
ity of modem professors of theology, and
it is to be hoped that the young men oi|
the McGill of U. C. A., whom he is trying|
to get cut of the “hct house of ignorance,” |
hy such looee teaching, will get into mo!
hotter house during their subsequent car-
ecr.

SAY COAL STRIKE

Operators Think Coal Stored

(New York Commercial.)

Both the anthracite coal carrying com-
panies and the independent operators
agreed yesterday that the anthracite
mine workers can complain of no hard-
ship as far as material prosperity is con-
cerned. If the expected strike takes place
on April 1 no one is likely, they say, to
be seriously inconvenienced unless panic
conditions prevail, which are not warrant-
ed by the circumstances,

According to the independent operators
their eupply of anthracite, both domestic
and eteam eizes, ie exhausted and they
are eelling it as fast as it can be mined.
The reserve which the companies have
will not be touched until after the strike
is on,

The anthracite coal carrying companies
within the last day or two have been go-
ing into the figures based on the actdal
earnings of the miners since, the etrike of
1902 ‘was settled to show that the miners
never were as prosperous at any time as
they are now. The result was made pub-
lic vesterday evening in the following
statement made on /behalf of the com-

panies:

Ottawa, March 26—(Special)—Three
bills of some importance were introduced
when the house met today. One was from
Mr, Oliver, the minister of the interior,
for the purpose of establishing forestry re-
serves in the Northwest. The other was
from Colonel Tisdale, regarding the St.
Clair-Erie canal and the third from Mr,
Sindlair, of Guysboro,

Taking the last one first, which provides
for loading ships with lumber between
the main and shelter~decks during the
winter months, it will require imperial
legislation before the bill can become law.

The bill of Colonel Tisdale is to keep
alive his ship cadal scheme, which has
been before parliamént for many years,
without any progrese being made,

In respect to Mr. Oliver's-bill, the min-
ister explained that ‘there are forestry re-
serves in the Northwest now, The system
has been to withdraw. ‘from settlement
such lands as are required for forest re-
serves. It is aleo necessary to get the
withdrawal of Jand privately owned. These
areas might aléo be used for game re-
Teserves. <X

On the orders of the day Mr, Foster
made a somewhat humorous speech in
putting a question to the government as
to whether the Yukon council had made
a contract with one Hatfield to go to the
Klondike next eummer to bring-rain. C.
M. Hatfield is a rain maker from .the
United States.

2,000 CANDLE POWER

Interview With H. M. Hopper and
Ald. McGoldrick on the Subject
of the New Lights.

The Times today interviewed H. M. Hop-
per, secretary-treasurer of the St. John
Railway Company, relative to the action
of the board of public safety in recom-
mending that their offer of $70 per lamp
for street lighting be accepted.

Mr. Hopper said the agreement was per-
fectly satisfactory to the company, as the
various sections had been discussed prev-
ious to last night’s meeting. He thought,
‘however, that the city was making a mis-
take in deciding to use 1200 cindle power
lamps for $70 when they could get 2000
candle power for $5 a lamp more.
