Bathurst, N. B., Feb. 26—The eyes of
the province are tqme_d today towards
Gloucester county, where, the decision for
or against ine cause of good government
is to..be given finally todday. On today’s
eledffon of four members . depends the
majority in the next legislature and there
is liftle doubt that Gloucester will do its
duty and ecast the decidilg vote against
the old* administration ™y in favor of
better government. ;

The. weather is far from favorable; it
is very cold and the county is wrapped
in a heavy snow storm. ‘Bhese condi-
tions make it more difficult’ to-get out
the vote, especially in the thinly settled
districts, where the electors have to drive
long distances to the polling places.

The government forces are making a
desperate stand in an effort to win the
county. A party, headed by Dr. O. B.
Price, defeated government candidate in
Moncton city, arrived in Bathurst last
night and are busily engaged today aid-
ing the local workers. There is money
and liquor in abundance for the use of
the government workers and both are
being used openly and brazenly. As in
other parts of the province tﬁ)e pposi-
ion is running a clean election.

Owing to the way in which the polling
places are scattered the complete returns
may be late, and the weather conditions
may cause further delay in the announce-
ment in the results.

The opposition is confident of success
and the leaders regard the four seats as

garded as remarkable under the circum-
stances. The fact that he led the polls
in his own parish is an unanswerable ar-
gument to the petty personal canvasses
which have been directed against him.
It is said that as high as $50 was offer-
ed. for a S?KLC’ _ballot by government
workers in Sussex -and this is an illus-
tration of the efforts made and methods
used to ensure the defeat of a man whom
the government feared so strongly.

The president will point out that
while he desires peace there is some-
thing greater than peace—the protection
of the sovereign rights of America, and
that the untrammelled right of Ameri-
can ships to sail the seas unmolested
by any foreign nation must be upheld.

Mr. Wilson’s decision to go before
congress was ?artly caused by the fact
that Germany’s campaign is keeping
American ships tied up in American
ports.

Arming American merchantmen or
convoying them through the war zomne
are two methods of protecting American
commerce that are being considered.

The president will ask congress to em-
power him to use the forces of the
United States to protect American rights
on the high seas.

At the same time
the president discussed his speech with
chairman Stone of the Senate foreign re-
lations committee. No announcement
was made, blit it was learned that the
president was going to do just what he
outlined in his address announcing the
breaking off of diplomatic relations with
Germany.

To ask for authority to use the forces
of the United States to protect American
rights is. not in any sense to ask for a
declaration of war, nor is it an act of
war. It is to prepare the United States
forwhat may be warlike- acts by any
other nation.

The president decided that before con-

French Airship Destroyed

Berlin, Feb. 26—Fourteen men were
lilled by the destruction of a French
airship reported in yesterday’s ofﬁcmlf
communication to have been brought
down by the German defensive fire.

A#iditional details regarding this in-
cidnt were given out here officially yes-
terday as follows:  The French airship
brought down on Friday night was set
ablaze by our anti-aircraft fire. It fell
in flames near Weelferdingern, west  of
Saargemund (in Lorraine). When it
landed -the ammunition which it carried
exploded. The crew, consisting of four-
icen men, were killed. The damage to
the airship does not prevent ascertaining
the details of its construction.”

Berlin, Feb, 26—(Via Salville) — The
fcllowing is the German official state-
ment issued today:

In 1914 he ac-
cepted the office of attorney-general and
was returned by his constitueney by ac-
clamation. After the resignation of Pre-
mier Flemming in December, 1914, he
was entrusted with the formation of a
cabinet and assumed office as premier,
taking the portfolio of lands and mines.
In religion he was a Methodist.

TALE OF AWFUL SUFFERING |

‘Million and Two Hundred Thous-
and Massacred or Deported —
Millien 1n Bivie Lands Depend- |
ent Upon Relief

ALordoa, Feb. 24.—The sufferings  of'
the Armenians in the Ottoman empire
are knuyvn but it is doubtful if their true
isurror is realized.

One of the million eight hundred'
thousand Armenians who were in the!
Ottoman empire two years ago, onc;
mullien two hundred thousand have been!
cither massacred or deported., i

Those who were massacred died undm‘i
abominable tortures but they escaped
the longer agonies of the deportation.
Men, women and children without food'
or other provision for the journey, with-'
out protection from the climate, regard-
lCh:s of age or weakness or disease, werce
driven from their homes and made to
march as long as their strength lasted
or until those who drove them drown-
ed or massacred them in batches. Some
died of exhaustion or fell by the way,
some survived a journey of three months
and reached the deserts and swamps
along the Middle Kuphrates. I'here:
they have been abandoned and are dy-
ing now of starvation, discase and ex-
posure. A recent report tells of a group
of survivors at Abu Herrera, mostly |
women, children and a few old men:
i who have been without food for seven|

{ days.

| A miserable remnant of the race lcft}
| behind in the Ottoman empire were |
! plundered and oppressed, women and i
i children were forcibly converted
{ Mohammedanism. Some few less than!
a tenth of the Armenians who were in|
the Ottoman empire in April, 1915, after!
sufferings and privations which caused
a high mortality, fled across the fron-
tier to Caucasia or Egypt.

The bare recital of facts reveals the
bideous cruelty of which they have been
the victims. No words arg needed to
color or to heighten the description.

One anonymous contribution of $20,-
000 received by the American com-
mittee for Armenian and Syrian relief
makes a total of $63,000 given anony-
mously, by one individual whose name is
not known even to members of the
committee.

Another individual deeply interested
in the work has given anonymously $95,-
000. Other anonymous gifts received
since the committee was organized in
October, 1915, brings the total to ap-
| proximately $200,000 from persons whose
names, by request, are withheld from
: the records, and are known only in the

Public service bulletins are now issued
by several of the Canadian provinces.

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SATURDAY'’S VERDICT

The Murfay government has gone
sown to deserved defeat. With Glou-
cester to hear from, the opposition has a
majority of two, and nobody doubts that
Gloucester today will join the victorious
forces and compel the resignation of the
government. Even if Gloucester came
to the governments rescue, it would only
have a majority of one, after electing a
speaker, and would not survive the first
@ession. And the province, in its pres-
ent temper, would not countenance any
sort of deal that would prolong the life
pf the Murray administration.

New Brunswick hag redeemed herself.
She has followed the example of Mani-
€oba and British Columbia, and turned
out a government whose record had dis-
graced the province, For the Murray
government was the Flemming govern-
ment under another name. The humili-
ating feature of the result is that the
wounties of Kings, Charlotte, St. John,
iAlbert and York have by their votes de-
clared that in their opinion the political
Ydeals of the Flemming-Pinder-Stewart-
Robichaud group are good enough for
fhem. Nothing better was expected of
Carleton county, after the recent by-
election; but it was hoped the people of
the other constituencies named would

" wondemn once and for all the men who
whitewashed Flemming.

The government party made a most
Javish use of money: and liquor, as every-
body knows who was in the fight in St.
John city or county, and whatever ad-
wantage there may be in bribery and cor-
ruption and patronage was theirs on
Saturday.

There is one very striking result of
the election which ought to sink into the
consciousness of the people of the south-
ern counties. It is that they have hand-
ed over the conduct of the affairs of the
province to the counties from West-
mnorland north. Dr. Roberts of this city
is the sole representative on the side of
the new government from Kings, Albert,
Charlotte, and the city and county of
8t. John. Queens and Sunbury voted
right, but even/with their representatives

.the southern part of the province,' ex-
cluding Westmorland, and including six
counties and this city, will have only five
men who will have the ear of the new
government.

Another very striking fact is that the
tory prohibitionists of Carleton, York,
Charlotte, St. John and Albert, by vot-
ing for the old government, have very
largely committed the emnforcement of
the prohibitory law to the northern
counties, some of which have license and
some of which have not insisted on a
rigid enforcement of the Scott Act. The
very prohibitionists who voted against
Dr. Roberts and his party have reason to
rejoice today that, they did not defeat
him.

There was a greater issue than prohi-
hition in this contest. It was the issue
of honor or dishonor in public life. If
the tory prohibitionists of the southern
counties had been able to see over their
own fence they would be in a more fav-
orable position today. In St. John they
elected three men who refused to sign
the pledge of the Dominion Alliance,
and in the county they defeated the lead-
er of the party pledged to enforce the
Jaw, along with his colleague who is an
outstanding prohibitionist. The prohib-
ition law will be enforced, but it is to
be regretted that so many of its advo-
cates failed to see the greater issue at
stake. Had they all voted for honor in
public life they would not only have
been voting for prohibition enforcement,
but their representatives would have had
the ear of the government upon which
will now fall the burden of enforcement.

, No govermment could live which refused
to enforce the law, but the government
which has the support of the promoters
of the law, backed by a great public
sentiment, is nmaturally more zealous than
one which is conscious that it went into
power in spite of many of the advocates
and promoters of the law. And that is
thow the new government must feel as it
scrutinises the election returns, for the
government made prohibition a straight
issue, at the same time that its agenty
were flooding the constituencies with
liquor and negotiating for the support of
the liquor dealers. It is not the fault
of the tory prohibitionists in the south-
ern counties already named that prohi-
bition did not get a black eye on Sat-
urday. And once more we have an il-
lustration of the unreasoning narrow-
ness of a not inconsiderable number of
tory partisans.

But the government hLas been defeated.
That is the main thing, and a new gov-
ernment has a record to make. If it
fails in its duty, it, too, will be defeat-
ed; for the temper of the people is un-
mistakable. They want reform. The
change, even in some of the counties
which elected government candidates, is
significant. The change in public senti-
ment since 1912 will be more mark-
ed as time goes on, for Saturday’s elec-
tlons revealed the people to themselves,
and the sentiment in favor of cleaner
politics and better government will
grow.

‘One of the first acts of the new gov-
ernment shéuld bhe to send several more
members of the legislature into private
life. There should be at least one more
royal commission. The new government
should be very aerermined in this mat-
ter, and cut to the bone. If we are to

Washington, 'Feb. 24—The text of a
recent statemeént by Marquis Okuma, ex-
Premier of Japan, in which he express-

ed the opinion that the world was on
the brink of bankruptcy, has just been
received in Washington. More import-
ant, from the American point of view,
is the declaration of Marquis Okuma
that in his opinion, the United States
government should cut down her arma-
ments to a minimum rather than ex-
pand them! that the Entente Powers
should maintain their status quo in arm-
aments, that the whole German navy
should be surrendered, but that Japan
should be permitted to complete the
naval programme she now has in hand.
A translation of Marquis Okuma’s state-
ment follows:

“If I am to be allowed to describe the

| Sir Thomas White, speaking on benalf
'of the peopie of Canada, is reported as
, follows:

“The policy which Sir Thomas Whita
regards as now essential for Canada, as
well as for the United Kingdom and the
Empire generally, is:

“(1) National organization which will
provide the maximum of man power for
the military forces and requisite labor
for the vital industries engaged in the
preduction of munitions, supplies, ship-
ping, food and other necessaries of mili~
tary and civil life.

“(2) Increase in such production by
greater effort and increased efficiency on
the part of all engaged in these indust-
ries.

“(8) National economy in food, dress,
and personal expenditures generally. Im-
ports other than necessaries of life or re-
quired for war purposes should be dis-
couraged in order that the exchanges
may be maintained and the national
wealth conserved for the state,

“(4) Increased national saving which
will provide funds to take up govern-
ment securities issued from time to time
to meet war expenditure.

“(5) Organization of the special tech~
nical, financial and business ability of
the Empire to assist the several govern-
ments in the great administrative depzn;t—
ments principally concerned with ta,e
conduct of the war. ;

“Sir Thomas White thinks that there
should be, so far as is possible, co-ordin-
ation of effort among all the Dominions
and members of the Empire and the
United Kingdom, to the end that the
maximum of Imperial power may be
made available for the continued prose-
cution of the war. ‘This war,’ he said,
‘is a conflict between the resources, hu-
man and material, that is to say, mental,
moral, and physical, of two mighty
groups of combatants. The Allies have
the advantage in both the human and
material elements, and the problem is
how to bring them most powerfully to
bear. This is largely a matter of organ-
ization, as the national spirit appears in
the case of each of the Allies to be strong
and responsive and to require only di-
rection. To this task it is the duty of
all governments throughout the Empire
resolutely to address themselves to the
utmost of their powers. Speaking for
Canada, we shall endeavor to do our

. share, and as much more as we can.’”

The time for the fulfilment of the obe
ligations undertaken by these two gensy
tlemen on behalf of the Dominion of
Canada is at hand. What steps is the
government, of which these two gentle-
men are members, saking or proposing to
take to secure the honorable performa
ance of the promises they have made on
our behalf?

VERDUN BATILE

- 15 A YEAR OLD,

Great Struggle Feor the Foriress on
the Meuse Began on February
21, 1916

“Wplt was just a year ago on, Feb. 24,
si#ce the battle of Verdun began. A
bombardment of the French trenches on
the right bank of the Meuse started on
Feb. 18, 1916, and on Feb. 21 an assault
was made by 400,000 men under the
German Crown Prince and then develop-
ed over a front of thirty-two miles.

In December, 1914, and January, 1913,
(General Sarrail, now in command of the
Army of the Orient at Saloniki,, had pre-
pared for just such an attack by con-
structing works independent of the per-
marent forts, of which there were nine-
teen, with one object in view—to stay
the advancing enemy. In February, 1915,
the problem was solved of manoeuvring
and revictualling 250,000 men on the
right bank of the river in & manner that
should be independent of railways.

On May 24, 1916, the Germans cap-
tured Fort Duoaumont, on June 6 they
occupied Fort Vaux and had approached
to within three and three-quarters miles
of the town of Verdun, occupying in all
a terrain of 120 square miles.

Suddenly on Oct. 24 the French sprang
a counter-offensive, immediately retak-
ing Douaumont and then Vaux on Nov.

1, and recovering thirty-twe square

miles.

From the day of its inception until Jan
1, 1917, the Battle of Verdun is said to
have cost the Germans more than 600,000
men, and the French about 200,000,
while the Germans lost the only two per-
manent forts which they had taken.
Military men, while agreeing that the
t\rmuns could not have made the attack
Ms the beginning of a fresh attempt to
reach Paris, have assigned several rea-
sonsg for it; Verdun in German hands
would allow the front in Champagne to
be supplied from Metz and thus free the
depots westward between Arras and
Oyon; it would confirm possession of the
Lorraine mine district, which furnish
90 per cent of the steel of German arm-
aments; it had a sentimental value for
the French, and it was added in some
quarters, the Crown Prince was to get
the marshal's baton if successful.

The only strategic value of Verdun to
the French was that it flanked Metz on
the west and would be useful in case an
attempt should be made to reduce that
fortress.

In its summary of the iron, steel, metal
and machinery markets for the week
ended Feb. 20, Canadian Machinery and
Manufacturing News, Toronto, makes

The congestion of freight at railroad |
terminals continues to cause great in-|
convenience to manufacturers and mer-'
chants in the matters of shortage of fuel
and delay in reccipts of their raw and,
finished materials. The railways, owing’
to shortage of labor, cars and motive|
power, seem unable to cope with tth
ing the extraordinary efforts now being|
made to relicve the congestion. The se-|
vere weather has, of course, made con-|
ditions more difficult to deal with, and|
for the same reason, the situation is|
more acute. Manufacturing operations|
are being curtailed, which is unfortunate,
particularly at a time when trade is

improvement
and production is being curtailed owing
to the continued shortage of coke and
pig-iron. These materials are be-
coming more difficult to obtain as
conditions in the United States are, if
anything, worse. The natural result
will be higher prices on steel products.-

Plates have already advanced, while
higher prices on black sheets, among
other products, may be looked for at
an early date. There are no quotations
obtainable on domestic foundry pig-iron,
as this material is still off the market.
Prices on copper and other ingot metals,
with the single exception of tin, arc
holding firm. Iead has advanced, due
to a scarcity of spot supplies. The in-
ternational situation is a wontrollir .
factor in the metal markets and the p..-
sibility of increased demand is tending
to hold prices firm. 'I'he machine tool
trade continues quiet, awaiting develop-
ments. Prices on machine tools have an

upward trend and dcliveries are, if any-
thing, a little better. Prices of copper
and brass scrap have advanced, and the
market is very firm for old materials
of every kind.

A Lendon View
0f Buffalo Bill

Stirring Carreer and Splendid Per-
sonality of Shewmam Brought
Him Woerld-wide Fame

London, Feb. 24—I met Buffalo Bill
for the first time in 1887, when he came
over to London to make his memorable
visit with his Wild West Show. I came.
across him in all kinds of places many
times afterwards—on the steps of a
hotel in New York, in the quiet French
town of Vichy, and elsewhere, writes T.
P. O’Connor.

He himself, apart from his show, of
which a word presently, set all London
aflame,

Bill’s Stirring Career

He became almost a cult, reminding
one of how London went mi over
Garibaldi or Sarah Bernhardt during her
first visit to London. Women, of course,
rushed with their almost disturbing hom-~
age after him; articles were written in
newspapers about not only his achieve-
ments, but that remarkable figure and
those haunted and haunting eyes of his.
His long marches across the infinite
prairies, his dashes into the Confederate
ranks as a spy, his singlehanded fight
before two armies with the bravest of
the Indian chiefs—all these things
were remembered, and all were told, as
it were, in legible letters on the heroic
figure and the strange and mysterious
face.

You met this man, brought up in
poverty and semi-savage conditions, at
the most fashionable salons of the lead-~
ing hostesses of London. It may have
been that he did not feel himself quite
at home in surroundings so novel, but if
he were at all shy he showed no sigas
of it.

His Real Home

His real home—and there he was ab
his best—was in his own camp. His,
friends were always pressed to go and
have a meal with him. Plain tables
were set all around; Bill sat, like a pat-
rarch, at the head of the central table.
The food was very plain, and the
beverage was tea. Bill himself, it
to be said, had gone through that s
of roystering living which was then
most universal and inevitable amid the
surroundings of the wild west, with the
terrible bare bar room and the inferior
whiskey, but if that were so he had
fully redeemed himself during all the
years 1 knew him. I never saw him
drink anything but tea or coffee. As to
the show itself, it was at once extraor-
dinarily effective and complete, and also
very efficient. He had a staff like that
of a general in the field.

In Wyoming

He often asked me to visit him in
Wyoming—an invitation which I never,
could find the time to accept; and I
used to listen to him/as, in simple lan-
guage, he tried to convey the natural
beauty and the eloquent silences of
these immengities of the still empty
spaces of the far west. He tried to be a
colonizer of these regions—beautiful, fer-
tile, but remote; and I have seen that
he recently complained that his experi-
ment had not been as successful as he
wished.

Last of His Race

When he kné¥ that he was dying he
insisted on playing a game of poker—
that amusement of the leisure hours of |
the west and the south, if not of all Am-.
erica, whose passionate appeal—strange-
ly to me—never ceases to influence cer-
tain types of Americans. It is hard to
think of so vital a being lying in cold
death. He was of mixed origin; most
people thought that he was purely Irish;
he always himself insisted that he was
half English, half Irish through his par-
ents who were of the two mationalities.
To whichever race he belonged he
brought glory; for he was a very gal-
lant and a very simple gentleman; a
truly authentic heroic figure and the last

The province has spoken in protestl
against the graft and corruption which
have marked the recent administrations'
and has declared for a new deal and,
better government.

sne, sounds the death-knell of the gov-
ernment and the dawn of a new and bet-
ter era in provincial politics.

Should the Murray government carry
aloucester, which appears most un-
likely, it would have but one ma-
jority after election of a speaker
and two nministers with portfolios
among the slain Saturday would
have to be immediately replaced. This,
of course, would be an impossibility, so,
whatever the result in Gloucester, the
government is doomed. Should the op-
position win in Gloucester the victory
would be complete. Out of sixteen rid-
fags on Saturday the government
carried but six with a split
in St. John  city, and the
sult here was secured through the use
of the most brazen and unscrupulous
methods which ever characlerized an
election in St. John.
