FISHERMAN HAS NARROW
ESCAPE FROM DROWNING

Canadian Headquarters in France, via 
London, Nov. 8—By W. A. WiUison, cor­
respondent of the Canadian Press) 
Hlndenburg’s orders to his troops to 
retake Passchendaele, at all costs, have 
not yet resulted in any enemy infantry 
activity before Passchendaele. Yester­
day and today have been exceptionally 
quiet, save for our artillery, whicli has 
been maintaining a harassing fire on all 
the . routes of approach to the centres of 

. activity in ‘ the enemy area. Reports of 
an eastward movement of enemy batter­
ies possibly indicate that he may be pre­
paring new gun positions to support an 
attack upon tile ridge, but in the mean­
time the Canadians are strengthening 
their new positions and preparing for 
all emergencies.

The capture of two battalion com­
manders, with thMr staffs,- in the last 
engagement,-is a striking indication of 
the rapidity wtti whch our troops man- 
tained their attack'- ‘‘With such men I 
could go anywhere, do anything,” is one 
captured afficèris-comment-on the Cana­
dians.

The prisoners say 
that .they, received special lectures on the 
ferocity of the British troops, being told 
they took no prisoners and showed the 
utmost cruelty to any Germans who fell 
into their hands. The men captured are 
naturally as much astounded as they are 
relieved at the kindness of our troops.

Recent captures confirm the reports 
of heavy enemy losses. Our troops went 
over so rapidly and followed the barrage 
so closely that numerous cases are re­
ported where the enemy had no chance 
to use his machine guns before our in­
fantry was on top of him. Our counter 
battery work and artillery concentrations 
have also been so effective recently that 
the enemy battery positions have been 
constantly changd.

“The forests of Canada, 

serration and protection,” was the sub­
ject of an interesting lecture delivered 
by Robson Black, of the Canadian For­
estry Association, last night. The lec­
turer dealt particularly with the forests 

He told of the 
great danger to the forests of the coun­
try which exists in the form of forest 
fires. The foundation of the New Bruns­
wick forestry policy ought to be the 
elimination, as far as possible, of forest 
fires. Mr. Black had a comprehensive 
illustrating outfit and, after the lecture 
was over, he threw on the screen a 
movie of the duty of a forest ranger. 
The picture showed the usual cause of 
a forest fire, the camp fire left burning 
by thoughtless pleasure seekers, and then 
It went on to show how the fire is dis­
covered by a lookout station, the fire­
fighters setting out to the scene of the 
fire, the struggle with the flames, and the 
damage which is often caused, including 
the devastation of homes and the de­
struction of valuable forest lands. Af­
ter the motion picture was over, a large 
number of slides were shown, illustrat­
ing the lumbering and forest conditions 
In every country in the world. A large 
percentage of the pictures dealt with 
Canadian lumbering and forests. The 
lecture and the pictures brought home 
to the people who Were present the nec­
essity of preserviing the forests of this 
country as one of the most valuable as­
sets that a country can have.

At the conclusion of the address, 
which was delivered in the Seamen’s In­
stitute, a vote of thanks was moved by 
Hf- F. Puddington* and seconded by R. 
jj. Emerson. A. H Wetmore, president 
of the Board of Trade, presided and 
introduced the speaker. ~

Mr. Black said:
“This meeting tonight is a war pro­

duct in the sense that the forest con­
servation movement owes its most im­
portant stimulus to the past three years 
of war-time upheaval. It is, in fact, 
leading profiteer, the fastest growing 
good thing we have in the Dominion of 
Canada.

“For fifty years we have listened to 
the defiant song of our natural resources.

The business of all governments, there­
fore, was to take every acre of non- 
agricultural land and set It to work. The 
future held no place for slacker acres1 
in any part of the dominion. New 
Brunswick, said the speaker, had made 
an excellent commencement on this effi­
ciency project by the “forest survey and 
land classification” which was to be a 
gigantic inventory of the forest resources 
of soil conditions on 7,500,000 acres of 
public-owned territory. The reports of 
the survey parties would form an accur­
ate basis for a thorough-going forest 
policy. This policy, ought to commence 
with a better system of fire protection, 
with all rangers organized by and under 
the authority of the chief forester. Look­
out towers and telephone lines and other j 
modem equipment would follow as a 
matter of course.

Further than that, the province ought 
to give the chief forester of the govern­
ment authority to supervise cutting oper­
ations and insist on the elimination of as 
much waste as possible. Fire and waste- i 
ful cutting Were sending New Bruns- 
wick’s forest1 assets rapidly down hill.

Mr. Black asked the members of the 
audience to make questions of forest 
policy their personal concern, and to give 
the forest branch of the government the 
heartiest support in the progressive and 
constructive steps it has already taken or 
is preparing to take.

No one, 
however, w-as bold enough to prophesy 
that it would hold out for nearly a year 
and a half. The fact that it has done 
so is, in itself, a tribute* to the guiding 
pbwer of the kindly old statesman who 
was hauled out of a pleasant political 
retirement In order to serve his country 
iQ a moment of need.
À Great Task.

The task which Boselli faced was, 
however, a picayune labor compared 
With that which faces Orlando, says 
Ames Walter Smith in the Boston 
Transcript. In fact, it Is a task from 
Which many an older and more experi­
enced statesman might ' pardonably 
shrink. For Orlando takes office in a 
day of gloom such as his country lias 
not known since the war began—per­
haps not since she won her liberty as a 
nation. Proudly she entered the great 
conflict against Austria, and bravely has 
she carried her standards across the 
wm^l|iiis—losing hundreds of thous­
ands OI lives in the difficult onward 
march—only to be thrown back ignoin- 

\ igloosly in one of the greatest Allied 
catastrophes of the war. We need not 
believe too readily the rumors of coward­
ice which are being put abroad, but we 
must believe that the terrible reverse 
which has befallen the Italian armies 
lies not been exaggerated. The details 
of Germany’s victory—that of wiping 
out, in the short space of two or three 
days, the Italian effort of eighteen 
months with the terrible wastage of 
human life involved—are too clear and 
ho well sustantiated to make us doubt 
fee truth. Verily, this Orlando must be 
» brave soul to promise in such an hour 
q# national depression and shame, the 
resuscitation of his country’s honor. For

Has Had Distinguished Career.

The new Italian premier Is a tall, well- 
built, grayish man of fifty-seven, with 
brilliant eyes and pompadour hair. Of 
very distinguished appearance, he has 
had an equally distinguished career. He 
was bom at Palermo in 1860, and took 
his degree as doctor of law at the Uni­
versity of Palermo in 1881. Four years 
later he became professor of jurisprud­
ence at the University of Modena, and 
in 1888, after a short stay at Messina, 
went back to Palermo as full professor. 
For nearly ten years he now devoted 
himself to his teaching duties, but found 
time to write a very important treatise 
on the “Principles of Constitutional 
Law,” since accepted as a standard Ital­
ian work on the subject. The success 
of this and other works paved the way 
for his entry into the Deputies in 1897. 
When Giolitti, the “old fox,” who was 
given his proper political quietus by 
Gabrielle d’Aununzlo two yeats ago, 
formed his cabinet in 1908, he made Or­
lando his minister of public instruction. 
In the Giolitti cabinet of 1609 he was 
minister of justice and in the Salandra 
cabinet of November, 1914, was appoint­
ed to the same post This important of­
fice was held by Orlando until Boselli 
formed the coalition ministry of June, 
1916, when he" was promoted to the more 
important post of the interior.
“A Safe Man.*

$40,000,000. The biggest items in this 
loss were those sustained in munition 
fires and explosions. Black Tom holds 
the record with a loss of $11,000,000; 
there was the Klngsland explosion, the 
Penn’s Grove explosion, and others, ill 
generally admitted to be the work of 
spies, which caused losses running into 
millions.

It was estimated yesterday by an in­
surant official that the incendiary loss 
in 1916 was easily $25,000,000, or $15,- 
000,000 above normal. And these figures 
take Into consideration only fires where 
the origin was proved to be incendiary. 
On the books of the imderwirters the 
Black Tom munitions fire is not listed 
as incendiary, because it was never def­
initely proved that a German spy set it 
going.

This increase in losses for 1916, when 
the big munition explosions occurred, 
derives significance in the discussion of 
losses by spy fires since this country 
entered the war, because the figures of 
fire losses in the United States for 1917 
may reach $300,000,000, or a larger in­
crease over 1916 than 1916 losses showed 
over 1915. An estimate made yesterday

spies or sympathizers. The enormous 
increase above the normal of incendiary 
fires is shown by the fact that the total 
incendiary loss in the United States In 
1916 was $10,000,000.

The detsructlon of food was larger by 
far in October than In any other month. 
It included the Rochester fire, $1,000,000; 
the Kansas City stockyard fire, $1,500,- 
000; the Brooklyn elevator fire, $2,000,- 
000; the Baltimore fire, $5,000j)00. The 
food loss from other fires in October 
may run, easily, to $10,000,000. 
Rochester, Brooklyn, Kansas City, and 
Baltimore fires are admittedly the work 
of Incendiaries.

An estimate of the food losses by large 
fires since April 1 follows:—April, $2,- 
000,000; May, $2,500,000; July, $1,500,- 
000; August, $2,000,000; September, $1,- 
800,000; October, $10,000,000, making a 
total of $19,600,000. Adding to this total 
the Josses in smaller fires throughout the 
country for the seven months will bring 
the total losses to something in excess 
of $26,000,000 since the United States 
entered the war.

A graphic idea of what the fire losses 
in the United States owe to the work of 
war incendiaries may be gained from 
consideration of the fact that the total 
fire Insurance paid in the United States 
In 1916, according to the figures of the 
National Board of Fire Underwriters, 
was $183,000,000. It is estimated that 
sixty per cent, of the loss by fires In this 
country is represented in insurance. 
Therefore, the total* fire loss in the 
United States in 1915 was something 
over $900,000,000. Of the $163,000,000 
paid out by the insurance companies, 
$6,200,000 was represented by incendiary 
Arts. A total of $62,000,000 was charged 
tttJlres from unknown causes.

These have shown that increases in re­
serves of gold, in issues of paper money, 
iu government bonds floated, in ljank 
loans, deposits, clearings, were in nearly 
all cases coincident with each new ascent 
of prices.

Professor Nicholson of Edinburgh 
found that the rise in prices followed 
about five months behind the expansion 
of credit accompanying each great issue 
of government bonds.

Professor Irving Fisher of Yale pointed 
out that it was only through the in­
crease in money and in the credit based 
on monetary supplies that greater de­
mand for goods, speculation, combina­
tions, etc, could be effecctive in raising 
prices.

Professor Anderson of Harvard, how­
ever, has made the point, in a recent 
work on the value of money, that the 
psychological factor is of great import­
ance, that hopes and fears, likes and dis­
likes, affect the value of the things men 
wish to exchange among themselves, 
within the limits imposed by the mone­
tary conditions prevailing.
