“It you stand by inactive while under 
your very eyes, yes through your very 
mails, which we pay for, we are insult­
ed, scurrilously maligned and openly 
vilified, in filthy Journals and nasty, in­
decent literature, unfit to be printed or 
read, spread broad cast that dupes and 
bigots may be poisoned against us, so 
that we may be robbed of our public 
rights—then you are not keeping your 
contract»—this is not liberty.

"You are only wounding the hand, the 
strongest hand held out to help youi 
you are spuming the aid of those who 
again and again you have found in your 
hour of direst need the most willing to 
die for you."

Time and again Cardinal Gibbons’ thin 
hand, stretched out over the people, had 
stilled their tumult in an instant-. This 
time even his quiet authority was power­
less. The Boston delegation’s noisy band 
thumped its drum and sent crashing 
cords of brass to swdl the din, the som­
bre, purple-garbed Papal delegate, Arch­

Even before the strains of the Star 
Spangled Banner had suggested the pat­
riotic motive of the gathering under the 
auspices of the American Federation of 
-Cathotfc' Societies, observers commented 
upon the lack of decorations directly 
Identified, with the church to differenti­
ate this from qny other large gathering 
of American citizens. On the platform

Cardinal Gibbons, who was the next 
speaker, said:

Is liberty without license and authority 
without despotism and where the civil 
riders hold over you the aegis of its pro­
tection without interfering with the 
God-given rights of conscience.

“In view of the signal blessings you 
enjoy, it is your duty to take an active, 
personal, vital interest in the welfare of 
your country. You should glory in her 
prosperity and be concerned at every 
adversity that may befall her. You 
should hold up the arms yf those who 
are charged with the administration of 
public affairs, as the children of Israel 
held up the hands of Moses while he in­
terceded for them before the Lord.

“The inspired work of God enjoins 
this loyalty to country, and reverence for 
its rulers. The religion you profess de­
mands this fealty. The constitutions of 
your respective societies uphold it; and j 
I am sure that there is not a single fibre 
of your heart which does not pulsate. 
with a genuine, undivided love for the i 
republic, and its sacred traditions. |

“I venture to say that every member 
of your society is a loyal citizen. Every 
citizen a patriot; every patriot a soldier; 
every soldier a hero; and every hero 
would be a martyr, to die if need be for 
his country.

“There are some pessimistic prophets 
who are in the habit of predicting the 
downfall of our Republic. They are 
more frequently heard on the eve of a 
presidential election. J have been lis­
tening to these dire forebodings for over 
fifty years, but on the morning after j 
election, we find, the prophets sounded a 
false alarm, that the country is safe, and 
that the government is transacting busi­
ness at the same old stand.

“For my part, I have an abiding faith 
in the endurance of the republic.

“But, my friends, if the Republic is 
to endure it must rest on a stronger 
foundation than the intelligence and pat­
riotism of our citizens, the wisdom of 
our statesmen, the heroism of our sol- 
liers, our armies, and dreadnoughts. It 
must rest on the eternal principles of 
truth and justice and righteousness and 
downright honesty in our relations with 
foreign nations. It must rely in our

THEY’LL NOT PAY IT
(Montreal Herald.)

The German admiralty is displaying a 
most chaotic condition of mind these 
days. It has put out so many lies that 
it is forgetting that it ever told the 
truth. A few days ago it announced 
that the German losses in battleships 
and cruisers up to August 1 made a 
total of less than 68,000 tons:

Now the heavy cruisers which the 
German admiralty has officially admit­
ted ' to be lost are the Poramem, Lutzow, 
Blucher, Scbarjnhorst, Gneisenau and 
Yorck. The total tonqage of these 
cruisers, according to Germany’s own 
figures is 90,000 tons. But then, in ad­
dition, light cruisers of a total tonnage 
of 70,000 have also been officially lost 
by Germany.' This makes a total of 
160,000 tons. The German admiralty 
forgot to look through its own reports 
when penning the list of losses.

In Entrance of Roumaniai Berlin Is cut, then It will hardly be a 

difficult problem to dispose of Turkey, 
and we may soon see new armies at the 
Chatelja lines, where the last Invasion 
was halted In 1912. Turkey, like Hun­
gary, cannot look for mercy at the hands 
of her conquerors, if she be conquered, 
for their purposes are unmistakable.

One sees clearly now the length and 
breadth of Allied unwisdom last year.
The failure to support Serbia, the troops 
sent to Gallipot^ that might have been 
sent to Belgrade, produced all the ruin 
that has followed. But now, when the 
armies are at Saloniki the whole situa­
tion changes. Roumania was ready a 
year ago; Greece was undecided but 
leaning toward the allies: Bulgaria was 
frankly In the market. It was at this 
point that Sir Edward Grey undertook 
to restore the Balkan Alliance, which 
he had destroyed at the Conference of 
London in 1912-18 by accepting the Al­
banian policy of the Central Powers.

“ The result was the immolation of Ser­
bia.

One remembers that In the Napoleonic 
time, when the emperor was still win- Ches 
nmg victories in Germany and Spain, the 
French people began to murmur that 
victories were no permanent substitute 
for peace and glory was not a final 
couriterpoise for carnage. One recalls 
that as one new enemy after another 
appeared in the field against the Em­
peror, France at last grew weary and 
the empire collapsed, not so much be­
cause of defeat as through the failure 
of the people to rally to Napoleon as 
they had rallied to the Revolution twen­
ty years before.

All parallels are dangerous, and yet 
it is difficult not to believe that 'the 
Roumanian decision will not have real 
effect in Germany. After two years of 

and nothing but victory, when the 
enemy, so the German press asserts and 
the statesmen declaim, is all but ex­
hausted and the war is only prolonged 
by the success of allied statesmen in de­
ceiving the people, Italv declares war on 
Germany and Roumania enlists. Surely 
there is something here that must reach 
even to the seat of German confidence.

And so the Roumanian decision may 
easily mark one of those great crises in 
military and political history, the mo­
ment when a gigantic structure and a 
colossal imperial edifice began to 
crumble. At all events the present hour 
is the most propitious Allied fortune has 
known since the Bittic of the Marne.

So much for the moral effect; now 
for the military consequences of Rou- 
mania’s entrance.

Thus upon Bul­
garia falls the main burden of making 
head against 780,000 allied troops in Sa­
lonika and not fewer than 250,000 on the 
north.

This was the situation that Bulgaria 
faced in the second Balkan war. It 
brought ruin and the loss of most all 
she had won in the first Balkan war. 
Will she risk a second fight against such 
odds or will she now change sides? If 
she risks the fight aed is beaten, as 
seems inevitable, her territory will be 
occupied and the railroad line between 
Berlin and Constantinople will be cut 
If she changes sides, the result will be 
the same. And the cutting of this line 
will isolate Turkey.

The German success in the Balkans 
was tli* one great disaster to allied for­
tunes and the one shining Teutonic suc­
cess. It gave Germany something that 
she could claim as a prize in a war that 
had elawhere reached a situation where 
the status quo ante seemed the best ba­
sis for peace attainable. It fulfilled all 
the colossal German dream of an empire 
extending from Berlin to Bagdad and a 
place in the sun beyond the reach of jea­
lous sea power.

An invasion of Hungary by Rou­
mania may be delayed; the frontier of 
Hungary is quite comparable to the 
Teutonic front, and it may be possible 
for a few Hungarians to hold the pass­
es of the Transylvanian Alps; but Rot> 
mania’s decision
