Some so>
called pro-German financiers, it was re-
perted, will join the syndicate if it be
fully agreed that the proceeds of the big
loan shall' be available only for com-
modity exports and not munitions of
war,

The price at which this syndicate will
put out the British and French govern-
ment bonds, which will be issued to se-
cure the issue, will be par. The bonds
will pay five per cent. interest and will
be a first mortgage upon the entire Bri-
tish Empire and France and her colonies.
All other obligations -of the two nations
will be subordinated to the proposed big
bond issue here.

Executive Report
. Late this afternoon there was read the

annual report of the trades congress exe-
cutive. This report, which told of a
Yusy year's work, also bristled with
ghany important recomimendations for
the coming twelve months.

“The war cannot be_stopped until
constitutional freedom and democracy
triumph over military autocracy” is the
ringing note of patriotism sounded early
in the report. It adds:

“IInder existing conditions labor must
lend every assistance to Britain and. her
allies in a mighty effort to secure early
and final victory. We endorse the plan
of the American Federation of Labor to
hold an international congress at a time
and place to be fixed upon by the diplo-
mats to secure peace terms.” :

Conseription ‘is opposed by the exe-
cutive as antagonistic to labor interests
and at variance with the fundamental
principles of constitutional freedom.
“The help of labor must be free, not
f It must be dictated by duty,
not by coercion. To bring about con-
scription in Canada, an entire and radi-
cal change in the constitution would be
necessary, otherwise the freedom of self-
government. would be effaced. Conscrip-
tion once admitted and put into prac-
tice, under the excuse of war pressure,
would be made permanent afterwards.”

For these and other reasons the con-
gress is recommended to register its un-
changeable opposition to all that savors
of conscription either in Canada or else-
where within the empire.

THE DARDANELLES

James Christie of. Fredericton|
Sends Word From Straits

LOGAL NEWS OF THE WAR

Pals’ Patoons in the 85th is Idea
Being Tried in Nova Scotia—
Rectuiting and Other Matters

James Christie of Fredericton, who is
serving on the engine-room staff of the
British transport Cameronian XI. at the
Dardanelles, writes to a friends in Fred-
ericton: :

“lI was very sorry to hear ‘of Bob
Phillips’ death. The Australians and
New Zealanders are up against the same
gas bombs, but the government is. issu-
ing respirators. ‘The Turks are as bad
'as the Germans and Austtians as far as
cowardice and cruelty are concerned, but
the boys don’t show them any quarter.
When they get cornered they throw. up
both hands and plead for mercy.

“The opinion around here is that it
will be over by Christmas, but ‘I think|
it will last for two or three years. The
boys have some hard fighting before they
get into Constantinople, and that .is
about 120 miles from the entrance to the
Dardanelles.. But I hope it will be over
soon, as it is a very hot country down
here and the only storms that we have
are sand. storms, and they play the Old
Nick with your eyes. Ly

“l am enlisted under the home gov-

ernment. I am in the engine department
and will probably be on lere until the
war is over. We have good quarters and
are on watches, four hours on and eight
hours off.  The sea life”is very agree-
able to me. We are in very dangerous
waters, but I trust to get through : all
right.
“The . Canadians get great praise for;
their work in France. They are great
on a bayonet charge. They have made
the Germans squeal like pigs in many
places. They know how to handle the
hay-fork and any one who can do that
can use the bayonet. We all hope and
trust that we will win out, 'We general-
ly do. Where Christianity and the Union!
Jack go they generally stay.”

May Mean One of Biggest
Battles Yet on Eastern Front

Russians Have Hard Task to Get Safely
Out of Danger Following the Loss of

Vilna

London, Sept. 20—The Russian army
menaced since the fall of Vilna by the
German encircling movement is esti-
mated at 250,000 to 500,000 men. The

conditions under which the Russians are
attempting to extricate themseives fur-
nishes a striking parallel to those which
followed the capture of Warsaw. They
may precipitate one of the greatest, if
not the greatest battle fought on the
eastern front.

Although no official confirmation has
been received in London from Petro-
grad this morning as to the fall of Vil-
na, the British press has accepted the
German statement readily in view of
the situatidn that had been developing
Concern is' expressed for the retiring
Russian forces. So far as can be judged
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg’s troops
have flung a loop ‘about the Russians
over a front of some 200 miles, and are
not only in their rear, but are menacing
setiously the single railway line and the
few available wagon roads stretching
to the south. As was the case at War-
saw, the number of Russian prisoners
left behind with the evacuation of Vilna
was not great. Apparently the only way
in which the reti force may ameli-
orate the seemingly bad situation is by
a counter blow.

London, Sept. 20—Undiminished confi-
dence in high military circles that the
Russians will make a successful retreat
from Vilna is reported by the Times’
Petrograd correspondent. The Germans
he says, are making most desperate ef-
forts to bag some of the remaining
Russian armies, before the withdrawal
18 completed, but the heaviest transport
trains and impedimenta are already be-
yond the danger zone and there is hope
that the Russian forces will extricate
themselves

‘It is important to bear in mind, he
wires, that many meshes in the German
net; are composed not of infantry, but of
comparatively weak cavalry units, which
will be swamped unless quitckly with-
drawn.

Great Battle near Dvinsk

London, Sept. 20—The Times today
publishes the following despatch from

a correspondent with the Russian forcesy
s ent on Saturday from Dvinsk:

When attacks die away at
one place they :'began instantly at an-
other. The nearest front is only twelve
miles from Dvinsk, whose deserted
streets resound with the detonations of
heavy gunfire.

“The Russians are holding the Dvinsk
front in an excellent line of trenches
three deep .and desperate constant fierce
attacks supported by concentrations of
heavy artillery they have held the enemy
off thus far. Many times the first line
has ‘been taken by the ememy, then re-
taken by our counter attacks. The Ger-
mans are twice: or three times our
strength and have enormous superiority
in guns as ‘always, but hitherto they,
have gained no decisive advantage, each
of their attempts ‘being paid for with
heavy loss of life. ;

“I find the morale of the Russians
unimpaired, They are fighting in the
same . stubborn, determined manner,
while the situation as regard the supply
of ammunition and rifles is materially
improved and the fate of Dvinsk and the -
while line’ along the Dvina River is un-
decided. |

“The capture of the city will be ef-
fected only by heavy sacrifices. In the
meantime the town has been evacuated
in the same orderly manner seen at War-
saw, and if the Russians ultimately
leave the Germans will occupy the same
empty shell as in their former victories.

He brought
with him a messace of interest to all
Canadians, particularly to those of New
Brunswick and St. John, for he spent
some time with the t lads in the
military units from these parts, in train-
ing in and about Folkstone and Shorne-
cliffe. He found them all in the best
of good cheer, eager to get into action,
and as fit a body of soldiers as ever

fought for England. .
Mr. Agar has much to say concerning
his observations in the old country, but

because of the little time at his disposal '.
this morning only a portion of the many

events of interest can be referred to here.
“Canada looms up largely in the minds
of the people of England, today,” he
said, “for there is a strong feeling that
she is doing much for the motherland.
She has sent splendid bodies of volun-
teers to aid the cause of the allies and
is preparing to send more. I saw thou-
sands of our fine Canadian troops while
I was in
proud to be able to say I was of their
country.

“] was present at one review which
was particularly impressive, that at
which the Canadians were marched be-
fore General Steele, General Sir Sam
Hughes and Bonar Law. It was a strik-
ing spectacle. I shall never forget its
grandeur and significance. Although it
was a wet day, the men’s spirits were
in no way dampened, but they marched
along with fine soldierly gait, excellent
physique, executing the various evolu-
tions of drill with perfect precision, and
bearing themselves in a manner to thrill
the hearts of fellow Canadians watching,
and, indeed, of all spectators. I do not
think tlere are any better soldiers in
the army of the king today than those
of Canada.

“The 26th Battalion stands in high re-
gard among the infantry units in train-
ing there. I visited them in camp and
found officers and men in the best of
tondition, looking well after their train-
ing and feeling in the highest spirits.
All were anxious to show what they
could do beyond the training camp and
in the field of action. The men of the
Army Service Corps, the Ammunition
Column, the 6th Rifles, and the other
units about the camps were all well and
stood out prominently in the various

Fight and Fight Hard

Speaking of the feeling of the people
in England, generally, towards the war,
Mr. Agar said that while confidence was
the keynote of their convictions, there
was a changed view of the situation
within the last several months. Seven
or eight months ago there was a feeling
that the war would soon be over, now
the end cannot be foreseen, and everyone
realizes that to win, the allies must fight
and fight hard. All must be ready to
make great sacrifices. This feeling is
nsw impressing itself uwpon the British
i Ole and they are preparing them-
s.uves for greater sacrifices that victory
may come.

“Conscription?—Well we know that
the idea is quite abhorrent; we know
that it is a fetish to British minds, but
all must recognize its fairness and jus-
tice. It is very well to talk of the free-
dom and advantages of the volunteer
system, but if there are indifferent
ones, slackers as they are called, those
who volunteer cannot feel that they are
being sufficiently well sustained. I have
not the slightest doubt but that con-
scription will prevail in England soon,
in fact Lloyd George has really, in his
published utterances, been paving the
way for its introduction. \

“While it is true that we in Canada
have been doing our part, it is an open
question as to whether we are doing
enough. Australia is doing more than
we are, and it would seem that Canada
is not doing any better than she should.
A great deal must be done before the
allies triumph.”

‘Hotel Gillette at Manhattan, Kan., had
been discussing life insurance with a
local underwriter for about a week and
while »-both agreed. that life  insurance
was the . “greatest.-thing: in the world,”
they were reluctant about signing an
application.

‘I'd much rather insure against the
high cost of living,” deelared Thomp-
son. e >
“Very well,” replied the life under-
writer turning to the proprietor, “How
much money do you want to give Mr.
Thompson board and lodging for twenty
years?”

“About $5,000,” said the proprietor
after doing some figuring.

After-the three men had figured out

the proposition it was agreed that All-
man should furnish board and room to
Thompson for the coming twenty years
in consideration that he is named bene-
ficiary in a $5,000 twenty-year endow-
ment policy to be taken out by Thomp-
son. :
Allman said that he estimated the
cost of keeping Thompson for twenty
years at $8,000, which will give him a
profit of $2,000 at the end of the term.
Of course, if Thompson dies before the
maturity of the policy it «will contribute
a greater profit for the hotel proprietor.
The premiums are to be paid by Thomp-
son and if he should lapse the policy
the contract becomes void.

_The peculiarity of this contract is
that it insures the patron against any in-
crease in the cost of living. It gives the
hotel proprietor a permanent customer
for twenty years. The contract: has a
disability clause which would make pro-
vision for the insured for a long period
of time without the necessity of meeting
his annual premiums.

Thompson gets his board and lodg-
ing at a greatly reduced cost, while the
proprietor becomes thrifty by saving the
amount of the premium each year.

This novel case, for which credit be-
longs to the life underwriter, simply il-
lustrates the fact that the line of human
endeavor to which a life insurance policy
cannot be made applicable is yet to be
discovered.

George. The answer to them is big with
fate for the British Empire and all the
world. |

What will the answer be—in Britain,
in Canada, in every portion of the Em-

. spire? ~What in New Brunswick? What
in St. John?

“Qur whole strength”—that is the
phrase. Shall we, then, send a handful
of recruits when we should send hun-
dreds dnd thousands?

“The issue,” Mr. Lloyd George goes
on, reféerring to the question of con-
scription, “is the gravest. any country
‘has ever been called upon to decide.”
The whole strength of the country must
be exerted, and if. it cannot be done
without conscription—who will then
protest against this last measure of self-
preservation?

But there should be no need of con-
scription. The people grow more and
more ‘conscious of the danger, as the
weeks pass and the Germans continue to
‘be more successful than the Allies in
‘their land operations. Today we read
that another Russian city has fallen, and
«a Russian army is in danger of being cut
‘off, while the German armies continue
to hold their own in the west.

“] have felt driven by the jeopardy of
‘my native land to sound a note of
alarm,” sa'ys Mr. Lioyd George. He
speaks with knowledge and authority.
'The people cannot in safety disregard the
solemq warning. The duty of the hour
is plain. Every portion of the Empire
must rally to its defence. The call is
for men and more men, and they who
urge men not to go are traitors to the

flag.

THE CALL OF DUTY.

The following extract from a letter
by Rev. E. B. Hooper, rector ' of St.
Paul’s church, but now with the 26th
Battalion in France, should appeal
strongly to' the young manhood of St.
John:—

“My wonder increases, as to how any
man of military age and physical fitness
can remain at home. Business, home
ties, love—all have to be sacrificed—that

the Empire may be preserved, that Ger- !’

man militarism may be crushed, gnd a
righteous and lasting peace restored.
For myself, old as I am, loving the hap-
piest of homes with all my heart, de-
voted to my people and my parish, I
would rather die in serving the Empire
in its need than live on in the enjoyment
of a peaceful and happy home while
other men are fighting for me or serving
in my place.” Only those who are doing
thejr duty at home or at the front can
pray:( God bless our Empire, God save
the king.”

At Fredericton on Saturday, Hon. J.
'D. Hazen made a very strong appeal for
recruits, and pointed out the too obvious
fact that New Brunswick had not yet
done what she could. The proof is at
Sussex, where out of over 1,400 men
some 1,200 are from Nova Scotia.

The need of recruits grows more and,
more obvious, the call for them more
and more insistent. The young men of
New Brunswick cannot remain indiffer-
ent.

THE GERMAN-AMERICANS

" That the Germans in the United
States would at once invade Canada, if
the former country declared war against
Germany, is the firm conviction of Mr.
Storer. of New York, a long interview
with whom, by Mr, Michael McDade, is
published in this morning’s Telegraph.
Mr. Storer tells of the millions of Ger-
mans and Austrians’ in the United
States, of whom probably a million or
more are military reservists. There are
German rifle clubs all over the country,
and numerous German societies of var-
jous kinds, all actuated by the German
spirit and in full sympathy with Ger-
_many in this war, Mr. Storer tells of the
constant German propaganda, designed
#o influence public opinion in the United
States; the plots to destroy munition
factories, the fomenting of strikes, and
other disloyal activities on the part of
Germans and Austrians from their am-
bassadors down; and asserts that those
people are fully informed as to the best
routes along which to project an invas-
jon of Canada. We guote one para-
. graph:— :
" “Should Germany and the United
States go to war the invasion of Canada
by German and Austrian reservists Dby
the hundreds of thousands may be con-
sidered as certain. This will bring the
war closer home to you Canadians, and
then you people will have a better idea
of why Canadians should go to the sup-
port of England’s cause by the hundreds
of thousands rather than in the hun-
dreds and thousands as has been the case
for the past several months.”

The Times has expressed the view
that if the United States declared war
against Germany the Germans and Aus-
trians in the former country, having
property there, would not risk its loss
by turning traitor.

WOMAN THOUGHT POOR

" HAD $15,000 IN BANK

Mrs. Mary T. Stinson’s Estate
" Sued at Brockten —; Employe
Found Bankbeoks, Also Gems

Brockton, Sept. 20—When Mrs. Mary
T. Stinson died suddenly at her home
on North Warren avenue, on Jan. 14, it
was pretty generally believed that she
was a poor woman, or at any rate did
not have any more to live on than she
needed. She lived alone in the house
much of her time. It was two days be-
fore her body was discovered,

It became known after her death that
she had a small piece of property, but
this was not supposed to be worth any-
thing to speak of,

Now two suits are brought in the civil
court against her estate, one by Ella F.
Turbes, who entered suit for $200, and
one by Martin H, Stinson, no relation,
who sued for $300. Both claimed the
money was due them for services that
had been rendered by them to Mrs. Stin-
son, and which, it is said ,never were
paid for.

Mrs. Turbes, after the death of Mrs.
Stinson, continued to work around the
house. A few. days ago, while search-
ing around, she found several bank-
books, which showed that Mrs. Stinson
had on deposit at the local banks,
$15,000.

There was also found in the house
jewelry that has been valued at $3,000.
Mr. Stinson died about ten years ago,
and now it developes that he left her
considerable money, which she converted
into mortgages that proved profitable
when converted into cash.

The only known relative of Mrs. Stin-
son is Hooper Carver of Gardiner, Me.
He was in court when the suits were
brought by Mrs, Turbes and Martin
H. Stinson.

STEAM WHISTLE NUISANCE
Sept. 17th, 1915.
Editor of the Times:—

Sir:—I would just like to call your
attention and that of the people of St.
John, to the excruciating sounds of the
steam whistles that disturb the slumber
of thousands of people In this city,
Should there not be a law prohibiting
such unnecessary blowing of steam
whistles? The city of Toronto and other

places throughout Canada have passed
regulations prohibiting such unnecessary
noises,

Steam whistles in factories, etc., start-
ed with the advent of the saw-mill,
situated usually in the woods, which
would bé very many years ago, at the
time when clocks and watehes were at
& premium and alarm clocks were un-
known, and the whistles were used to
wake all the inhabitants, as they were
mostly all interested in the saw-mill;
therefore, at that time it was a necessity.
Today, it'is absolutely unnecessary.

You would think to hear some of the
whistles blowing in the morning about
six o'clock, that the firemen had. tied
the lever of the whistle down, letting it
blow a considerable length of time be-
fore untieing it and letting it stop. There
is also another nuisance and that is the
unnecessary blowing of the stegm
whistles on boats. The Boston boat, for
instance, gives several long whistles’ be-
fore leaving her dock.

It is to be hoped that the owners of
such whistles, within the city, will dis-
continue much unnecessary tooting.

CALL MACHINE GUN
DEADLIEST WEAPON

Army Officers Say Nothing
Smashes. a Charging
Column so Quickly

GERMAN ARMY HAS 50,000

Before the War Teutons Had a
Machine Gun Company At-
tached to Each Infantry Regi-

ment

-

(New York Times,) |
- According to United States army of-
ficers who have been studying the Euro-
pean war with an idea toward increasing
the efficiency of our own army,. the most
deadly weapon in use in'this war is the
machine gun. The famous forty-two
céntimeter howitzer, with its ungainly
body, like nothing so much as a prehis-
toric monster from the age of reptiles,
and the lean, searching, accurate French
“75” have thundered their way into the
public notice, but the men  in the
trenches who have faced them all say
that nothing smashes a charging column
half so quickly as the wicked little ma-
chine gun, with its spiteful rattle and
bark. : s

The United States Infantry Journal of
Washington occupies much of its space
in a recent issue concerning this same
machine gun in an effort to bring before
‘this country s glaring particular in gen-
eral unprepa s. It points out that
there are now some 50,000 machine 1]
in the German army alone and at least
that many in the military equipment of
the Allies. A transl‘ated article in the
Journal written by a foreign infantry
captain gives some idea of the way in
which Germany -prepared herself _to
make good use of this comparatively new

arm. : :
The German army had a machine gun
company attached- to each regiment of
infantry. Thus:it was assured that the
unners would be trained as a unit in
he handling of their weapons, and the
officers get experience in times of peace
which would enable them to meet any
emergency that might arise in time of
war. : 4
The machine gun company consisting
of four officers and 100 men, has six.
guns drawn by horses with the neces-
sary haggage and forage trains. The
gun itself is a Maxim, model 1908, which
-has been modified and made lighter in
those parts which can support a dimi-
nution of weight without injury to the
general stabjlity of the weapon. The
driver is seated on the front part of the
carriage and manages the horses with a
pair of long reins.
Going into action, the gun is taken off
the vehicle and carried by hand to the
place desired. Other men carry the sled
carriage with its extra barrel and small
I box of tools, and still others carry the
pail.of water to keep the cooler of the

Each captain is responsible for the ef-
ficiency of his command, and is in charge
of the instruction in firing and the tac-
tical work of the company. He was al-
lowed annually 11,000 ball cartridges for
work on the target range and 100,000
blanks for nractice in handling the gun.
Forty thousand of the blanks were used
at the annual field manoeuvres and the
rest at drill. :
The Germans, according to the article
"in The Journal, believe their machine
guns capable of fighting over any ground
i where infantry can operate. There must
always be an element of surprise in the
work of the quick-firers, for the neces-
i sity of grouping the men around the
| gun witHout any shield makes_it impoa-
i sible to keep up the fight as soon as they
attract the attention from enemy artil-
lery or infantry at rest. :
|  However, with a hundred of these
' guns rattling on the line of fire, with the
reserve gunners lying in hiding, ready
' to take the places of those who fall, and
' so keep up a continuous fire, the charg-
ing column is apt to melt before it like
snow, or the pursuit of retreating in-
_fantry will be held up until the pursuers
take time to put the last of the ma-
chine guns out of commission. .
| The Journal says there are scarcely
'one-ﬂmeth of the number of German
machine guns in this country, gnd the
paper urges congress to take the matter
{ up this fall, when it deals with the ques-
tion of national unpreparedness.

HON. W, PUCSLEY ON
THE CROP STUATION

Urges Action by the Goverament
to Protect Farmers' Interests—
Deprecates Election Until After
War

(Manftona Yree Press, Sept. 13.)

In an interview yesterday, the Hon. |-

William Pugsley, M.P. for St. John (N.
B.), stated that he had reasons to un-
derstand there was a strong probability
of a session of the house of commons
being called for the coming November.
As he is of the opinion that the gov-
ernment should either purchase the
country’s crop in order to steady the
price, or at least take advantage of the
legislation passed in the United States
and have wheat and flour placed on the
free list, he suggests that a strong agi-
tation in the west among the farmers
rnd others interested might be produc-
tive of good results in that direction.
He considered that the government
should fix a fair price and buy the crop,
or secure for the ‘western fdarmers free
access to the American markets. “In
view of the enormous crop,” he de-
‘clared, “it 18 due the farmers that the
widest possible markets should be se-
cured for their grain.”

Mr, Pugsley states that there is talk
of a general election, but it is confined
only to certain- Conservatives, and he
does not think it has been considered by
the government. At least he does not
think the question has been discussed
at Ottawa since Premier Borden’s re-
turn. “The present circumstances are
so grave from the standpoint of Can-
ada and the Empire,” he declared, “that
it would be deplorable in my opinion
to have the people divided upon party
questions.”

Mr. Pugsley has been impressed with
the splendid manner in which the call
to Canada for soldiers has been respond-
ed to, and states that in New Bruns-
wick enlistment has been consistently
good. “Another of the reasons why 1
favor the putting off of any election un-
til after the 'war is because I think it

would be a great pity to hold one just
when the energies of all the people of
Canada, and especially the members of
the government who are primarily
charged with the duty of attending :to
the recruiting and equipment of the sol-
diers, should be devoted to this one
end.”
