Shower of Shell From Germans
At Their Trenches

CARD GAME GOES ON

Several Death-dealers Explode

Only Few Feet Away and There
Are Marvelous Escapes — A
Sniper's Work

,+The work of the machine gun section
of the Q. O. R. is told by one of its
members, Private H. H. Foote, in a let-
ter written on March 10 to his parents
in Toronto.
. “I am writing this from our little cub-/
by hole in the trenches,” he writes.
“We left our billets Friday night and
marched about half a mile to the tren-
ches, or rather breastworks of sandbags.
We mounted our gun in the  second
storey of a farm house, about 600 yards
from the Germans and we were there
until Saturday night, when I went again
to the trenches, about 200 yards from
the enemy. Further down our trench
is as close as seventy-five yards from
the Germans. Our gun covers this
space as well as one mounted there.”
“The first day in, the ‘Fritzes’ yelled
- ‘Back to the bush, Canadians, with your
rusty rifles” Monday the billets we left
were shelled a little. The Germans were
trying to get our guns just behind the
trenches. 1 also gaw a village shelled,
and a farmhouse close by. Why we
were not shelled is a mystery.

German Fire Was Heavy,

Monday afternoon I was through a
real test, that is shelling and plenty of
it. I take it back that the German fire
is bad. Far from it. Their shells drop-
ped in our trench or very close to it
every time. Imagine six of us huddled
‘In our cubby hole covered with sheet
iron roofing listening to the shells com-
ing from one end of the trench to the
other. As they get closer you think,
“Well, who knows the next of us for
eternity.” At least, four shells broke
within thirty feet of us. It is marvel-
ous the escapes our boys have had. Two
of our guns tossed about but the Ger-
mans don’t know our ‘position yet. We
sit tight, for it would be a change with
a rush if they knew our, position.

“We expect more shelling this after-
noon. It usually starts just about din-
ner and we think more of getting our
dinner than watching-the effect of the
shells.' Our Canadian artillery can more
than hold its own, but the Germans

. shine with their trench mortars which]

interest the boys in the trenches most.
They make a horrible report and make
you feel like a “fish out iof water.” How-
ever only one boy appeared bothered
by them, the rest of us kept on play-
ing cards.” ;

Night Was Quiet,

“Last night between two and  four
a. m, there was not a shot from the en-
emy, no starlights, but a giant search-
light farther down the liné swept the
German trenches. You have a vision of
creeping Germans after. an officer has
passed the word that they have cut some
of our wire. It keeps you on the alert,
because you know the value of a gun
shooting 400 shots a minute. Imagin-
ation is a soldier’s curse. I like to hear
a little shooting and see the star shells
burning.”

“This morning a sniper is at work
about 100 yards out, in a tree. We wi
get him, but he has already smashe
one periscope. :

“Our trenches fell four feet in two
days, but the engineers will fix it to-
night. A British aeroplane reconnoit-
ered the German territory, and was
very clever in dodging the white puffs
(shells.y

“Wednesday, Mach 10—Our boys had
quite a time last night getting in as the
starlights played on them and they had
to stick their noses in‘the mud. Neilson |
fell in a trench full of water. This!
morning we got up early to the tune of
a general advance. We are reserves, and
will be called at any moment. I have not
had three straight hours’ sleep in three
days, and am supposed to have rest now.
There is hot work ahead, the kind we
are looking for.

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MASONIG GRAND LODGE
MEETS HERE TODAY

(Continued from page 1.)
lodge, brethren of St. John’s Lodge and
many other masons of St. John, in the
vestry of St. Andrew’s church for the
purpose of attending divine service and
witnessing the unveiling of a tablet in
memory of R. W. Brother William
Campbell, one of tihe original members

of St. John’s Lodge and for a number
of years district deputy grand master
for the province, under the grand lodge
of Nova Scotia.

In looking up the early history of
Freemasonry in New Brunswick, I find
in R, W. Brother Bunting’s work that
the first member of the craft to preside
over a lodge in New Brunswick was the
Rev. J. Beardsley, and the date of that
occasion was September 1, 1784. There
is no memorial of any kind to com-
memorate his work. It does not seem
out of place, therefore, under the cir-
cumstances, to recommend that grand
lodge provide a suitable’ memorial—for
one who may mot unfittingly be styled
the father of Freemasonry in New
Brunswick—to be placed in the chufch
in Kingston beneath which he lies buried.

At our last communication, in Fred-
ericton, the Master Mason Degree was
conferred in Hiram Lodge, No.6, by
officers who were members of a lodge of
ipstruction which was held in this lodge
room. I regard this as a most important
feature of our last meeting and know
that it Ras already been productive of
much good, and has resulted in greater
exactness of work in several subordin-
ate lodges.

We sometimes hear the opinion ex-
pressed among masons that there should
be uniformity of ritual at least through-
out the dominion. It has never seemed
to me so very desirable and it certainly
appears impracticable. It is enough
that the grand principles are the same
throughout.

This is the first communication of
Grand Lodge in which our reports show
that this Masonic temple is the actual
property of grand lodge, and what was
for years “a consummation devoutly to
be wished” has become an actual reality.

The finances of grand lodge are in ex-
cellent conditien and an increased mem-
bership is reported. 2

During the past fourteen years our
membership has doubled. In the year
1900 there were but 1885 active masons
in the jurisdiction, and we now have
nearly 8,700 enrolled in our lodges.

There has been little if any increase in
population in those parts of New Bruns-
wick from which our membership is
drawn, so that this increase exhibts in a
marked manner the growing strength
and vigor of the craft, and demon-
strates clearly that the principles of
Freemasonry which have endured
through the ages, and which are among
the most potent agencies for good in our
«civilization, are commending themselves
more and more to the younger and ris-
ing generation.

I have issued fully twenty dispensa-
tions, the most of which were for the
purpose of conferring degrees upon can-
didates 1at short intervals,-and twenty
of those who have received degrees at
short intervals. had enlisted for active
service in the war.

Through the kindness of the grand
secretary, I have ascertained fairly well
the number of masons who have enlist~
ed and I know that considerably over a
hundred are on the list, and of these
fully fifty are from-:St. John.

I have lately seen a report of a won-
derful gathering of masons at Empire
Lodge in London at which every grand
lodge jurisdiction in Canada was repre-
sented, and the statement was made that
there were about five thousand masons
in the First Contingent. It is probable
that fully as large a percentage of the
Second Contingent are also members of
the craft. And this leads one to ask
why have so many masons in Canada
volunteered for active service? It is be-
cause. the great moral principles for
which the empire is fighting are truth,
Jjustice, liberty and homor, and for these
principles masonry has stood for cen-
turies. Let us not lose sight of funda-
mentals in this connection.

Of the death of Walter R. Finson, in
Bangor, the Commercial says:—

including assessment $160,373.34, meter
customers, $40,220.99, and steamship sup-
plies, $6,590.95, leaving an unexpended !

One hundred and fifteen ‘service pipes
were renewed at a cost of $2,170.87, over
three thousand feet of lead pipe being
used.

Special efforts were made to reduce
the enormous’ waste caused by leaky
pipes and defective fittings and also by
the habit of allowing water to waste
in cold weather. Probably one-fifth of
our services are defective in one way
or another and, as an 1-8 inch stream
will waste about 8,000 gallons daily,
about one-half of our consumption is
wasted by one-fifth of the people. The
only remedy seems to be to meter all
services, commencing at those found
defective, and continuing as our finances
will allow. I will report further on this
matter shortly.

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THE WAR NEWS
The great struggle in the Carpathians
is still raging, and the Russians are de-

clared to be making steady progress to-
ward the plains of Hungary. They claim
also to be making some progress in Rus-
sian Poland, but a decisive victory in
the Carpathians would give them a much
greater advantage. There is comparative
calm along the western battle front, but
we may assume that the Allies are
stemdily making preparations for a more
vigorous offensive movement. One of
today’s reports says that Germany is
anxious for a more vigorous offensive by
Austria against Serbia, in order to re-
Yeve the situation in Turkey. The re-
port that an Italian steamer has been
sunk by a German submarine has caused
great excitement in Genoa, and doubt-
Jess in other parts of Italy. The Bul-
garian government disclaims responsibil-
fty for the recent invasion of Serbian
territory by irregular troops, which are
seid to have included a large number
of Turks and Austrians, It is hinted
that in the western war gone the British
and French are preparing for a tremen-
dous concentration of artillery at some
point, to smash through the German
lines and msake a gap through which the
jnfantry may sweep and get behind the
German lines,

A London cable says that the govern-
qment may prohibit the sale of spirits,
but that total prohibition is not expected.
It is added that more and more evidence
is being produced to show that the con-
sumption of spirits is largely responsible
for slackness in labor circles in pro-
viding munitions of war,

The government of the United States,
while it does not admit the right of
the Allies or their claim that they are
justified in placing an embargo on Ger-
'man commerce, has stated its views with
such moderation that the comment of the
London press is of a friendly nature,
and the Daily Mail expresses tl‘xe view
that “when all is said England hu\mason
to be profoundly grateful to America”,
although the Daily Chronicle thinks that
President Wilson might have taken some
note of the fact that th: neutrals have
complete immunity from blockade penal-
ties. The most encouraging feature of
the situation is the very friendly tone Qf
both the British and American notes in
connection with what is admitted to be
a very delicate manner,

F. B. CARVELL HCNORED

The people of the united counties ‘of
Carleton-Victoria had an opportunity
yesterday to express their feeling in rela-
tion to Mr. F. B. Carvell and his career
as a public man. At a great convention
at Andover, where the number of elect-
ors was so great that it was necessary
to hold overflow meetings, Mr. Carvell
was nominated as the Liberal standard
bearer for that large constituency. The
enthusiasm was remarkable, and all parts
of the constituency were* represented.
The feeling of the people with regard
to Mr. Carvell is well expressed in a
letter from Senator Costigan. “I regard
him,” wrote the venerable senator, “as
one of the most useful members of the
house of commons.” The senator de-
clared further that he was sure Mr. Car-
vell would be elected.

The Conservatives have no love for
Mr. Carvell. His connection with the
Dugal inquiry, which sent Premier Flem-

_ ming back to private life; and with the
Southampton Railway inquiry, which
cost Mr. Pinder the chairmanship of the
public accounts committee at Frederic-
ton,. have made the New. Brunswick
Conservatives very eager to have so
formidable an opponent kept out of par-
liament; while the activities of Mr. Car-
vell in the public accounts committee at
QOttawa have made him a mark for the
sbuse of tory members from all parts
of the country.

The splendid endorsement given him
by the Liberals of Carleton and Victoria
must have given Mr. Carvell the greatest
pleasure and satisfaction, as it does to
bis friends throughout the province and
throughout Canada. The fearless man-
ner in which he has exposed wrang-
doing in high places has proved him to
be a most valuable representative of the
people. ‘

Mr. Carvell’'s opponent is Mr. J. K.
Flemming. Surely it is not necessary to
say more to give assurance of the elec-
tion of Mr. Carvell. Mr. Dugal was at
the convention yesterday, and was given
the splendid reception which he too de-
serves at the hands of the people of this
province. Mr. Dugal in-the legislature
last year declared his willingness to for-
feit his seat if he could not prove cer-
tain very definite charges against Mr.
Flemming, who was then premier of the
province. , Failure to prove the charges
would have driven Mr. Dugal from the
house. Mr. D is still in the house,
and Mr. Flemming is not; and yet, Mr.
Flemming is the federal-tory candidate
opposing Mr. Carvell. The latter very
truly said that people outside of New
Brunswick could not understand how it
was that & man who had been dondemned
by a Royal Commission, and who had
been compelled to resign the premier-
ship of the province, could be selected
as a Conservative standard bearer for a
seat in the parliament of Canada. It
is one thing, however, to nominate a
_sandidiate and enother to-elect him. The

convention at Andover yesterday means
that Mr, Flemming will not be elected.

THAT PETITION,

Commissioner Wigmore says that
many citizens have assured him that
their names to the Vanwart petition
were secured under false pretences. Some
signed because they understood the peti-
tion was for the recall of one df the
commissioners. No doubt many persons
were deceived, and if they had it to do
over again would not place their names
in the list. When to those who were
deceived and those whose names were
signed without their consent are added
those who are not qualified voters, it
will probably be found that the total
number of signatures of persons actual-
ly desiring a return to the ward system
falls very far short of 1222. Under the
initiative and referendum provisions of
the city charter it would require the
signatures of over 1,500 qualified voters,
to have a question submitted to popular|
vote. Why should a very much smaller
number put the city to the trouble and
expense of an election, with the certain
prospect of the failure of their efforts
to attain their ends? St. John does not
wish to go back to the ward system.
Any citizen who has any knowledge of
civic affairs could enumerate now with
a fair degree of accuracy the list of can-
didates who would rush into the field
under the ward system to regain con-
trol of civic affairs. The people know
that the conditions’ would not be im-
proved, but made worse by the change.
Only the die-hards of the old regime
want the ward system back again. The
more progressive citizens want the com-
mission plan strengthened wherever
necessary, and if they are not now
satisfied with the men in office they will
have the remedy in their own hands one
year hence,

PUT THEM IN THE ESTIMATES,

The universal and very generous re-
sponse made by the citizens to the ap-
peal of the Playgrounds Association
should not be lost upon the members
of the city council. This was the first
organization to make a general appeal
since the civic grants were reduced. If
the commissioners had any doubt about
the attitude of the public toward the
work being carried on for the benefit of
the boys and girls they must now be
satisfied that the people want the work
carried on, and are willing to provide
the funds, and would heartily support
having the necessary amount placed in
the estimates each year and assessed for.
This relates not only to the funds forl
the Playgrounds Association but for thc!
Free Kindergarten, Rockwood Park, the
Assoclated Charities, the Tourist As-
sociation and other organizations whose
work has been regarded as of sufficlent
importance to warrant an annual grant
from the city. No doubt the matter

would require some adjustment as tof

the amounts to be assessed for, but this
should not.be a difficult matter. Every
organization now receiving a grant must
by its own efforts raise additional funds
or it cannot carry on its work with suc-
cess. There are certain matters relat-
ing to the development of better citizen-
ship which must, in the not distant fu-
ture, share in a larger degree with

streets and sidewalks and other public

services the attention of civic rulers.

Building operations promise to be
fairly active, both in Fast and West St.
John, as well as toward and beyond
Coldbrook, durng the spring and sum-
mer.

IN' PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, April 5—Hon. C. J. Doherty
this morning introduced a bill to amend
the Supreme Court Act. It is intended |
to give the supreme court the authority
to hear appeals in provincial election
cases.

Three bills were“passed. They were
Mr. Blondin’s bills to amend the Adul-
teration Act in regard to maple prod-
ucts, and to amend the Inland Revenue
Act, and Sir Robert Borden’s bill to

correct clerical errors in the redistribu-
tion of last year.
The house then took up Hon. C. J.

Doherty’s bill to amend the Controvert-
ed Elections Act. The bill led to a
lengthy discussion.

Dr. Pugsley’s Proposal.

Mr. Pugsley presented an amendment,
providing that if a member were un-
seated for corrupt practices his seat be
awarded to his opponent, if the latter
is shown to have conducted a clean elec-
tion. He said that at present corrup-
tion in Canada was only limited by the
means at the disposal of the parties.
Political agencies vied with one another
in their efforts to secure votes, and paid
no attention to the law, having in mind
the probability that a saw-off would
cover up any wrong-doing. The law, as
it stood, Mr. Pugsley said, did not de-
ter men from giving or taking bribes.

1S T0 DESTROY LONDON

Hopes For Successful Zepplin Raid
Still Run High

(Cable to Montresl Gazette.)
. London, April 8—A “neutral observ-
er,” writing in the Times of his latest
vigit to Germany, says:

“The Germans are utterly disappoint-
ed with their Zeppelins. London, they
repeat, must be bombarded. Not all,
but a majority of the Germans are glad
to hear of the killing of English citiz-
ens, no inatter whether they are women
or soldiers, but London is the place they
aim at and want to destroy.

“Tt is fully realized now that the Ger-
man army will never be able to enter
- London because they understand at last
the impossibility of landing an army At
the end of 1912 Germany more
than thirty airships of different models.
What the exact number is at present
nobody outside the highest military
circles knows for certain. I had the
other day an interesting conversation
with a business man who holds a pat-
ent for the manufacture of a special ar-
ticle necessary for Zeppelins. He said:

“FEven I do not know the exact num-

ber and present strength of Germany’s| paper

air fleet, but I cannot believe that it has
increased since the beginning of the waxr.
On the contrary, I am of the opinion
that we have just been able to replace
our losses, which have been much great-

er than were expected. But the coming
six months will enable us to build fif-
teen to eighteen new Zeppelins of a
greatly improved model, better armed
and able to carry more than two tons of
explosives.

“This air fleet is most likely being
built for the purpose of reaching Lon-
don. That city will not be approached
by one or two airships, but by many,
and quite regardless of possible losses.
If we have not yet made an attempt on
London, it is because our Zeppelins
needed special improvement, as shown
by experiments during the war. It is
also of the highest importance to the
leaders of the aerial expedition to have
before they start an exact knowledge of
the meteorological conditions. It has
hampered us greatly that Englishi auth-
orities have not sent out any news about
the meteorological conditions since the
war began.

“If the war lasts another year I
should not advise you to remain in Lon-
don and, if you do, remember my warn-
ing. But, personally, I do not think
there will be any Z in raids in Lon-
don before late in ‘the summer.”

HE GANDIDATE

Liberals Nominate Sturdy Stan-
dard Bearer For Carle-
ton-Victoria

STIRRING TIME IN ANDOVER

Ringing Speech by Candidate—
Dugal is Given Great Reception
—Dr. Michael Clark and E.
LaPointe Addsess Electors

Andover, N. B, April 15—Amid
scenes of the greatest enthusiasm, with
an attendance of Liberals so large that
the spacious public hall could not ac-
commodate them, Frank B. Carvell, M.
P. for Carleton county, was selected this
afternoon as the candidate of the united
counties of Carleton-Victoria for the
next federal electicn.

Every section of thc two counties was
well represented. The special trains
from Woodstock, Grand Falls and Plas-
ter Rock were all crowded to the limit.
There were a6 free tickets. Every man
paid his own way. Liberalism never
gained greater impetus in any part of
New Brunswick than was given it in
Andover today:

The orators of the day were the can-
didate, Dr. Michael Clark, of Red Deer,
the famous trade apostle of western Can-
ada, and Ernest La Pointe, the eloquent
French-Canadian: from Quebec. One
hall would not hold all the people, and
arrangements were made for an overflow
meeting in the evening in the court
house. The arrangements of the com-
mittee were well considered and there
was no confusion with the large num-
ber present. -

Carvell Unanimous Choice.

Herniry McCain, of Florenceville, step-
ped to the front of the platform, and
having received a rousing reception,
nominated F. B, Carvell as the candi-
date. “He is the best we have in Car-
leton county,” said this veteran Liberal,
“and we feel sure that he will be ac-
ceptable to Victoria.”

James Burgess, of Grand Falls, sec-
onded the nomination in a short, forcible
speech. “No man has served New
Brunswick, no man has served Canada
better than F. B. Carvell,” he declared,
amid deafening cheers. -

Then for a time the cheers and shout-
ing— were such that the chairman’s
words in tendering the nomination ceuld
not’ be heard, and when Mr. Carvell
stepped to the front such an outburst of
enthusiasm few candidates are privileged
to witness, If there was even anmy
doubt in the minds of men in Carleton-
Victoria as to the loyal affection and
regard in which Frank Carvell is held
by his supporters and fsends, it must
have been dispelled by the great and
magnificent receéption he received.

Mr. Carvell’s speech of acceptance was
full of facts, 'and was interrupted by
applause so freéquerntly that there was

_After expressing hig great thanks to
the people for their attendance, their
wonderful reception of him, and for his
nomination, he in,a very few words paid
some attention to his opponents. Be-
cause of the part he had plaved in the
Dugal investigation his, opponents said
many unkind things of him.

They had good reason too. He wanted
them to understand, however, that he
did not hold the whole Conservative par-
ty responsible for what had occurred.
There were many honest Conservatives
in Carleton and Victoria, men whom he
thought wanted to do right, but what
would be said of them if they elected the
man who had been so discredited.

It was just a year ago today that Mr.
Dugal had stood up in the legislature and
preferred charges that had resulted in
James K. Flemming’s retiring from the
premiership and the legislature.

Cheers for Dugal.

As he spoke, Mr. Carvell pointed to
Mr. Dugal who had just arrived upon
the platform.

“Let Dugal stand up until we cheer
him,” came from*the rear of, the hall, and
when Mr. Dugal complied the house rang
again with repeated cheers. ;

“Pid he prove those charges?” asked
Mr. Carvell.

“Yes, he did,” came from all parts of
the hall. -

“The proof of it,” continued Mr. Car-
vell, “is that Mr. Dugal is still a mhem-
ber of the house and Mr. Flemming is
not. More than that, Mr. Flemming had
to resign his premiership.”

They might as well face the situation;
the Conservatives have nominated Mr.
Flemming for this constituency and while
he did not propose to run the campaign
upon Flemming’s sins, though they were
many, yet they would have to deal with
the situation, as it was put up to them.

At the Andover banquet which they
had all heard of (Mych laughter) Flem-
ming had promised that the first thing
he would do, if elected, would be to
finish the road from Andover to Grand
Falls. Why did he not act when he was
premier? The fact was that while the
Liberal party was in power Mr. Michaud
had had the dominion subsidy renewed
from year to year for the road between
Andover and Grand Falls, but as soon
as the Conservatives came into power
the subsidy was not renewed.

“The success of one side or the other
will not settle the fight” Mr. Hill said,
“pbut the physical, financial, and in-
dustrial exhaustion of the belligerents
will end the war by next autumn. At
least, that is my belief.” }

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WILLARD WINS

FAOM JOBNSON

Black Champion Outboxes Chal-%
lenger But Lacks Stamina of,
His Younger Opponent

Today the pugilistic kingdom re-
joices in the advent of the new heavy-
weight champion of the world, Jess
Willard, who’ yesterday achieved the
highest honors in fistic fame by defeat-
ing Jack Johnson, the colored champion,
who reigned supreme since his victory
over Jeffries in Reno in 1910. The
fight took place at a race track in Mar-

went twenty-six rounds, when a smash-
ing right to the jaw sent the colored
champion down for the count and Jess
Willard, who for a long time was not
even conceded a fighting chance, was
crowned king of the heavyweights.

Both fighters arrived at the ringside:
soon after twelve o'clock, but the bout|
did not get under way until.one o’clock: |
During the first few rounds the colored!
champion played with his opponent, hit-|
ting him at will and frequently rushing;
him to the ropes where he landed hard
blows to the face and body. The chal-
lenger showed signs of nervousness and)
lack of ring experience which forced him
to take a considerable amount of pun-
ishment. In the fifth round he was|
hard set and after receiving rights and’
lefts to the face and stomach he showed |
signs of distress. His lip and ear were|
cut and during the next few rounds
Johnson kept tapping him on the sore
spots and kidding him.

Willard, however, began to shake off;
the nervousness and started to force the
fighting. He had to take a lot of pun-
ishment from his clever opponent, but
the blows lacked the kick necessary to
knock him out. After the fourteenth
round Johnson began to miss his leads,
although he seemed to be able to fathom
every move of the challenger. In the
sixteenth round Johnson drove Willard
to the ropes and before the gong sound-
ed hit him a terrific blow on the side|
which nearly was the challenger’s un-
doing. For the next two rounds both!
men exchanged blows which had no seri-|
ous affect. On the nineteenth round
Johnson showed signs of slowing up
and Willard forced the fighting. From
that on both men exchanged blows al-
though it was evident that Johnson was
becoming tired. From the twenty-sec-
ond round until the twenty-fifth the
men exchanged a few blows but clinch-
ed frequently, much to the dissatisfac-
tion of the crowd. In the twenty-fifth
Willard got one good blow over John-
son’s heart and in the following round,
followed it up and with several swings
to the head and body rocked Johnson.
After feinting for the body Willard,
drove a terrific right to the point of the
jaw and the colored champion slid to
the floor where he remained in a semi-|
conscious condition until he had been
counted out and Willard acclaimed the|
victor. The following is a detailed ac-
count of the last four rounds of the
fight:

Round 28—Willard rushed into a
clinch. Johnson held on until ordered
to break by the referece, The challenger
shot two lefts to the negro’s face. The
pair clinched and wrestled about the
ring.  .Jess. placed two.more lefts- on
Jack’s face and clinched again. Up to
this point Johnson had not struck a
blow in this round.

Round 24—The crowd yelled to the
fighters to fight, but the men clinched.
Willard laid weight on Johnsen at every
opportuuity in the clinches. Johnson
pushed Willard backward the same as
he did with Jeffries at Rena. Johnson
missed with two weak swings. The
crowd howled with disapproval. Wil-
lard smashed the negro with a left to the
face at the bell. :

‘Round 25—Johnson’s motilns might
inidicate that he thought hefcould not
knock Willard out, but getja decision
on points in forty-five rounds. Willard
shook the negro with 'a right to the
heart. Willard clipped Johnson on the
jaw with a fast left and tried forcing
the pace. Johnson conserved every bit
of energy. Willard again landed a left
to the mouth, and repeated, Johnson
stepping around backwards. At the bell
he dropped heavily into his chair.

Round 26—Johnson rose slowly from
hig chair and Willard met him more
than two-thirds of the way across the
ring. Willard stabbed a long left into
the negro’s face, sending his head bob-
bing back. Before the champion could
recover his position Willard swung a
smashing right, which landed full on
Johnson’s stomach. Johnson was ﬂung|
against the ropes by the force of the
blow, and he clinched on the rebound.
The cowboy tried to tear loose, but
the black held grimly, with eyes closed
and legs shaking. Just before the ref-
eree broke them, Johnson looked over
Willard’s shoulder towards the box where
his wife had been, his eyes showing a
dazed, tired, puzzled expression. As
soon as Referee Welsh had broken the
clinch Jess rushed again, forcing the
negro into Willard’s corner, where the
finish came. Johnson was slow in
guarding, and his strong, youthful op-
ponent hooked a swinging left to the
body. The fading champion’s legs quiv-
ered, and again the towering giant
feinted for the body. Johnson dropped
his guard, and Willard won the title
with a quick hard swing to the exact
point of the jaw. The negroe’s knees
folded up under him and he sank slow-
ly to the floor and rolled over on his
back, partly under the ropes. Welsh

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waved Willard back and began to count.
Up and down swung the referee’s hand,
but Johnson never moved. His eyes
were glassy, only the whites *being visi-
ble. At the count of “ten” Welsh
turned and held up Willard’s hand, and
a new champion replaced Johnson, who
was still stretched on the floor of t
ring. Time of round, one minute 2
seconds.

Jess Willard, the new heavyweight
champion, was born in Pottowatomie
County, Kansas, December 29, 1887. He
entered the ring weighing 247 pounds,
and is the largest champion in ring his-
tory.

Financial Situation in Canada Stead-

ily Improves With New Year

'(The Canadian Courier).
People who have been most timid
with regard to the financial situation in
Canada are becoming more optimistic.
The announcement on Monday that Can-
adian Pacific Railway earnings were
$507,000 higher in February this year

| than February last year is ome of the

signs of the times. From now on the
railway earnings should exceed those of
last year, There has been some question
of the C. P. R. dividend, a few pessi
mists predicting a reduction. With in-
creased earnings and improved prospects
there is practically no danger of a re-
iduction.

Some of the pessimism is due to a
misunderstanding of the annual reports
which are coming out. These relate
only to business up to Dec. 81, and do
not include business results obtained in
the first three months of 1915. These
months of January, February and March
have been much better than the last
three months of 1914. The manufactur-
ers have been busier. The banks have
been more generous with their customers.
Municipalities have found it easier to
finance and hence have increased their
activities. .

As spring approaches conditions must
improve. The prospects for a bumper
crop in 1915 are better than in any year
during the last decade.  Retail mer-
chants, even in the west ,are ordering
more freely, because their stocks are too
low to meet even the ordinary require-
ments of the present economical period.

Investors should not be misled by re-
ports of last year's business. Nearly
every company in Canada will show
larger profits in 1915 than they did in
1914. The investor who sells stocks on
the basis of last years earnings will
be sacrificing its holdings. That the
best people recognize this is shown by
the increase in the market price of stocks
in Canada and in New York. C. P. R,
for example, was selling two months ago
at 158. It is now bringing 165 ex-divi-
dend. And C. P. R. is an international
stock which should be affected even more

than continental
ditions.

No one wants to see boom conditions
return too soon. It would be unwise to
have stocks rise rapidly to theik former
“boom period” prices. Nevertheless,
there is every reason to expect a period
of rising stock prices.
neglected mining stocks have shown a
considerable rise in the last three months.
This is not the time to sell any good
security, nor is is the time for any trader
or speculator to keep his blue spectacles
on.

Soldier Writes of a
Close Call

TERRIFIC BO DMENT

George A. Da!i;ell's Letter From
the Front Says the Life is Not
By Any Means All Hardship

George A. Dalzell, a British -reservist,
formerly with the artiilery, and now at-
tached to the telephone section on the
firing line in France, has written another
interesting letter to his pavents, Mr, and
Mrs. Geo. T. Dalzell, ot Prospect street,
Fairville.  The letter is dated March 21,
but no place is mentionew

“I am etill in the land of the living,”
he writes, “and feeling well, though
there have been lively times here all of
last week, and on at least one occasion
I had a close call.

“At 5 o’clock on last Sunday the Ger-
mans opened a 'bombardment, using hun-
dreds of guns, and the sight was certain-
ly grand, the whole place alight with
bursting shells, accompanied by the roar
which is music to the artilleryman. You
no doubt will read all about it in the
papers, but it was my privilege to see
and hear at first hand.

“We have been fairly quiet today with
the exception of dozens of aeroplanes
flying over the town and dropping bombs
as a reminder. A few heavy shells were
also dropped into the town, and a few
odd men killed. One of the aeroplanes
flying well up
bomb at our house which, being painted
white and set apart, should have proved
an attractive mark, but the thrower
missed his mark by exactly fifteen feet,l
the bomb dropping in.the garden, There
were no casualties, . .

“These bombs make an awful noise,
and we could not hear for fully ten min-
utes after the explosion. I was shaving
at the time and nearly cut myself. (With
death only fifteen feet away, I suppose
it could be called a close shave),

“The colonel watched the flight of the
bomb all the way down, and when the
earth and stones, which had been cast
into the air by the force of explosion,
had subsided, we all scrambled into the
hole looking for curios.”

“We are now on the eighth week on
the firing line, and I like it better every
day. Spring weather has now favored
us in earnest, and the roads are all drying
up, so we will soon be advancing and
drive the ‘Germans back into their own
country.

“I have been particularly struck with
the tone of your letters since I have been
at the front. You say you dorn’t like to
think  of me lying on the hard, cold
ground. * Just think for a minute, and
you will realize that fishing up north is
harder than soldiering. What will. you
sav when I tell you we have a spring
bed to sleep on, two easy-chairs for my
