Paris, April 6—All the way from Rheims to the Mosle river the French are hammering away at 
the German lines in a great offensive movement stretching over a front approximately 150 miles 
long. Heavy rains and banks of thick fog have hampered artillery operations, but infantry combats have 
been fought in the downpour over fields of thick mud.

If the allies suoeed in dislodging the Germans from their present positions in the Champagne dis- 
, trict, the Argonne forest along the heights of the Meuse and in the Woevre district, full credit must go 

to the French, for there are no British soldiers operating in those areas. At Ailly and Regnieville the 
Germans have made ineffectual attempts to dislodge the French from captured ground, and in the Ar­
gonne near Varennes and Boure-Uilles the trenches at some points are only BOO feet apart.

The Germans are reported to be cutting dykes in northern Belgium in order to flood the country 
northwest of Antwerp.

.The work of the machine gun section 
of the Q. O. R. is told by one of its 
members, Private H. H. Foote, in a let­
ter written on March 10 to his parents 
in Toronto.

“I am writing this from our little cub­
by hole in the trenches,” he writes. 
“We left our billets Friday night and 
marched about half a mile to the tren­
ches, or rather breastworks of sandbags. 
We mounted our gun in the second 
storey of a farm house, about 600 yards 
from the Germans and we were there 
until Saturday night, when I Went again 
to the trenches, about .200 yards from 
the enemy. Further down our trench 
is as close as seventy-five yards from 
the Germans. Our gun covers this 
space as well as one mounted there.”

“The first day in, the ‘Frittes’ yelled 
‘Back to the bush, Canadians, with your 
rusty rifles.’ Monday the billets we left 
were shelled a little. The Germans ye re 
trying to get our guns Just behind the 
trenches. I also saw a village shelled, 
and a farmhouse close by. Why we 
were not shelled is a mystery.
German Fire Was Heavy.

Monday afternoon I was through a 
real test, that is shelling and plenty of 
it. I take it back that the German fire 
is bad. Far from it. Their shells drop­
ped in our trench or very close to it 
every time. Imagine six of us huddled 
In our cubby hole covered with sheet 
iron roofing listening to the shells com­
ing from one end of the trench to the 
other. As they get closer you think, 
“Well, who knows the next of us for 
eternity." At least, four shells broke 
within thirty feet of us. It is marvel­
ous the escapes our boys have had. Two 
of our guns tossed about but the Ger­
mans don’t know our position yet. We 
sit tight, for it would be a change with 
a rush If they knew our position.

“We expect more shelling this after­
noon. It usually starts just about din­
ner and we think more of getting our 
dinner than watching-the effect of the 
shells.' Our Canadian artillery can more 
than hold its own, but the Germans 
shine with their trench mortars which 
interest the boys in the trenches most. 
They make a horrible report and make 
you feel like a “fish outiof water.” How­
ever only one boy appeared bothered 
by them, the rest of us kept on play­
ing cards."

The report of the board of general 
purposes must necessarily be brief as' 
but few matters have engaged attention 
during the seven months which have 
elapsed since the last cçmmuniction. 1

At ils first meeting of the board el­
ected the V. W. Grand Treasurer, Vice- 
President, and appointed R. W. Brother 
F. J. G. ICnowlton, Past Grand Master 
and the Deputy Grand Master to act 
with the W. M. Grand Master in admin­
istering the Fund of Benevolence.

By May 24 the St. John Railway 
Company hopes to have street cars run­
ning on their new extension out Rothe­
say avenue to Glen Falls. The tracks 
were completed as far as the Three Mile 
House last fall and this spring the over­
head work of erecting brackets for the 
trolley wire has proceeded as the weather 
permits.

THE LATE WALTER R. FINSON
Of tlie death of Walter R. Finson, in 

Bangor, the Commercial says:—
A sad tragedy that will bring sor­

row to many, occurred Friday forenoon 
about 8.80 o’clock when Walter R. Fin­
son, for many years a customs official 
at Vanceboro, committed suicide by 
shooting himself, in his room at the re­
sidence of his brother, Jerome C. Finson, 
in Essex street.

P. for Carleton county, was selected this 
afternoon as the candidate of the united 
counties of Carleton-Victoria for the 
next federal election.

Every section of the two counties was 
well represented. The special trains 
from Woodstock, Grand Falls and Plas­
ter Rock were all crowded to the limit. 
There were «rtTfree tickets. Every man 
paid his own way. Liberalism never 
gained greater impetus in any part of 
New Brunswick than was given it in 
Andover today.

The orators of the day were the can­
didate, Dr. Michael Clark, of Red Deer, 
the famous trade apostle of western Can­
ada, and Ernest La Pointe, the eloquent 
French-Can adian from Quebec. One 
hall would not hold all the people, and 
arrangements were made for an overflow 
meeting in the evening in the court 
house. The arrangements of the com­
mittee were well considered and there 
was no confusion with the large num­
ber present.

Washington, April 5—The United States government today made public its 
rote to Great Britain, announcing that it “could not admit,” either the right of 
the Allies or their claims for justification in placing an embargo on all commer­
cial Intercourse between Germany and neutral countries.

“To admit it,” says the communication, “would be to assume the attitude of 
unneutrallty toward the present enemies of Great Britain, which would be ob­
viously inconsistent with the solemn obligations of this government in the pres­
ent circumstances, and for Great Britain to make such a claim would be for 
her to abandon and set at naught the principles for which she has consistently 
and earnestly contended in other times and circumstances."

Financial Situation in Canada Stead­
ily Improvei With New Year

L**(The Canadian Courier).
People who have been most timid 

with regard to the financial situation in 
Canada are becoming more optimistic. 
The announcement on Monday that Can­
adian Pacific Railway earnings were 
$507,000 higher in February this year 
than February last year Is one of the 
signs of the times. From now on the 
railway earnings should exceed those of 
last year. There has been some question 
of the C. P. R. dividend, a few pessi 
mists predicting a reduction. With in­
creased earnings and improved prospects 
there is practically no danger of a re­
duction.

Some of the pessinusm is due to a 
misunderstanding of the annual reports 
which are coming out. These relate 
only to business up to Dec. 81, and do 
not include business results obtained in 
the first three months of 1915. These 
months of January, February and March 
have been much better than the last 
throe months of 1914. The manufactur- 

"havc been busier. The banks have 
been more generous with their customers. 
Municipalities have found it easier to 
finance and hence have Increased their 
activities. '

As spring approaches conditions must 
improve. The prospects for a bumper 
crop in 1915 are better than In any year 
during the last decade. Retail mer­
chants, even In the west ,are ordering 
more freely, because their stocks are too 
low to meet even the ordinary require­
ments of the present economical period.

Investors should not be misled by re­
ports of last year’s business. Nearly 
every company in Canada will show 
larger profits in 1916 than they did in 
1914. The investor who sells stocks on 
the basis of last year's earnings will 
be sacrificing its holdings. That the 
best people recognize this is shown by 
the increase in the market price of stocks 
in Canada and In New York. C. P. R-, 
for example, was selling two months ago 
at 168. It is now bringing 165 ex-divi­
dend. And C. P. R. is an international 
stock which should be affected even more

on.

Before the champion could 
recover his position Willard swung a 
smashing right, which landed full on 
Johnson’s stomach. Johnson was flung 
against the ropes by the force of the 
blow, and he clinched on the rebound.
The cowboy tried to tear loose, but 
the black held grimly, with eyes closed 
and legs shaking. Just before the ref­
eree broke them, Johnson looked over 
Willard’s shoulder towards the box where 
his wife had been, his eyes showing a 
dazed, tired, puzzled expression, 
soon as Referee Welsh had broken the 
clinch Jess rushed again, forcing the 
negro into Willard's comer, where the 
finish came.

Augusta, April 2—The legislature on 

Friday passed an act for the State of 
Maine to take over one or more of the 
anti-tuberculosis sanitariums in the 
state. The institutions, which will be 
taken over in all probability, will be the 
Bangor anti-tuberculosis home in Valley 
avenue in Bangor and the Fairfield san­
itarium.

As a result of this plan the legisla­
ture indefinitely postponed resolves car­
rying approximately $86,000 in aid of 
the varioys anti-tuberculosis associations 
throughout the state as the work -will be 
centered at Bangor and Fairfield. Aid 
will no longer be extended to the other 
associations, which have received it in 
the past. The sanitarium at Hebron is 
to receive $6,000 which will be enough 
to continue its operations for about six 
months.
