Chalons-Sur-Martie, via Paris, Sept. 
21—The Germans continued bombard­
ing the buildings i f Rheims yesterday 
and last night Th< crumbling walls are 
all that are left of 1 le thirteenth century 
cathedral, the most remarkable example 
that was left of e iriy- Gothic archi 
tecture.. In additi m to the cathedral, 
the museum, the hospitals and the city 
hall, were partly destroyed. Several in­
habitants of the city were killed.

In spite of the bombardment and their 
repeated attacks 
have been unable

chine guns, the Gentians recaptured.

versai fame, is now no more than an 
empty shell of charred and blackened 
walls. It Is not yet known to what ex­
tent its stone work has been weakened 
by the flames or whether it can later 
be restored, but it will never be what it 
was before.

"The fire started between four and 
five o’clock on Sunday afternoon, after 
shells had been crashing into the town 
all day. More than 600 fell between 
early morning and sunset. A quarter of 
the city several hundred yards square 
was set afire, the flames spreading from 
street to street.

“The Cathedral on Thursday had been 
turned into a hospital for German 
wounded so as to secure for the building 
the protection of the Red Cross flag. 
When the first shell struck the roof 
everyone believed it was merely a stray 
shot, but later In the day a German 
battery on a hill four miles away, be­
gan making the great gothic pile its par­
ticular target.
Soon Blazing Furnace.

“Shell after shell crashed its way into 
the old masonry and stone work that 
had stood the storms of centuries, fell 
into the deserted streets round about. 
At half past four some scaffolding 
around the east end of the cathedral, 
where some repairs were going on, 
caught fire and soon the whole network 
of poles and planks were ablaze. Then 
the roof of old oak timbers, caught fire 
and soon the ceilings of the nave and 
transepts were a roaring furnace.

“The blazing pieces of carved wood­
work crashed to the floor where piles 
of straw had been gathered, including 
the work of the field hospital. As soon 
as this caught, the panelling of the al­
tars, the chairs and other furniture were 
devoured.
Saved German Wounded.

The German wounded would have 
been burned alive if the French doctors 
had not removed them at great personal 
risk. There was a bad moment while 
these German injured were being re­
moved. A crowd of people had gather­
ed outside watching the flames and when 
the Germans, some in uniform, were 
brought from the transept door, the 
crowd gave a howl of uncontrollable 
rage and earnest voices screamed ‘Kill 
them.’ Some of the soldiers in the 
crowd actually levelled their rifles to 
despatch the Germans, when a little 
priest, the Abbe Andrieux, sprang be­
tween the Germans and the rifles.

“ ‘Don’t Are,’ he said, “you would 
make yourself as guilty as they are.’

“The crowd calmed somewhat and the 
Germans were carried into the shelter 
of the museum amid hoots and threats.”

He then dwelt upon 
different labor problems, whose solution, 
he thought, was the equitable adjust­
ment of capital and labor. Organized 
labor throughout the world had the 
greatest power of any institution, and if 
the several unions were universally 
cemented together, every line of activity 
could be checked and wars such as that 
which now disturbed the world, prevent­
ed. Until a system whereby a work­
ingman could earn more than a bare liv­
ing was devised, there would be no end 
to . the unrest shown at times. The 
speaker gave a stirring and hearty 
welcome to ail the members of the con­
gress, saying the city was wholly open 
to them during their stay.

Wilson. He thanked the delegates for 
his invitation to be present.

LIKELY Ï0 CONTINUE RETREAThey Are Camping in Water—Germans 
Reported Suffering From Lack of 
Food—Turning Movements on Both 
Flanks Tried—Allies Said to Have Im­
proved Their Position

London News Correspondent Out­
lines Possible Course in Getting 
Back te Germany Through Ar­
dennes and I Luxemburg

London, Sept. 21—The military cor­
respondent of the Daily News says : ....

“The Germans have been losing in­
stead of gaining ground ever since they 
rallied their forces in the positions now 
occupied by them.

The loss of ground at present is only 
slight, but it is sufficient to ne a warn­
ing to the enemy to know what to ex­
pect, if they hold on much longer where 
they are, and the probability is that 
under cover of their repeated counter at­
tacks, they have already made prepara­
tions for their inevitable retreat which 
has been forced on them by the failure 
of their strategy.

Their counter attacks aiy not to be ta­
ken as implying an intention to resume 
the lost offensive, or even to break the 
allies’ lines.
France has gone down the hill too far, 
both morally and materially, since it 
was driven in disorder from the Marne, 
to enable it to advance again on Paris 
with any hope.

What seems probable is that the Ger­
mans will hold the line of the Meuse 
from Liege up through Namur and Givet 
to Mezieres and then bring their armies 
back to Germany through the Belgian 
Ardennes and the Duchy of Luxemberg. 
The Prussian crown prince, by his pred- 
plate retirement, has already secured his 
safe retreat through Luxemburg and the 
Grand Duke of Wurtemburg can aban­
don his present communications and do 
the same, leaving the three German ar­
mies on the right to fall back through 
the Belgian Ardennes, under cover of 
rear guards established at Mezieres and 
Montmedy.
Servians Give Up Semite.

Nish, Sept. 21—The Servian official 
press bureau denies a report from 
Vienna that the Servians had retired 
from Semite, in Hungary, opposite Bel­
grade, after losing 6,000 prisoners and 
several pieces of artillery.

The report admits, however, that the 
Servians evacuated Semite on orders 
from headquarters for strategic reasons. 
Retirement was accomplished te perfect 
order, and the Austrians did not re­
enter the city until two days later.
Servian Prince Wounded.

Paris, Sept. 21—A Nish despatch to 
the Havas Agency says that Prince 
George of Servia, while leading his bat­
talion in an assault, was hit by a ball 
which entered near the spinal column 
and came out the right shoulder. The 
wound is said not to be dangerous. 
During the eariy pert of the war Prince 
George was reported to have been 
wounded.
Further Russian Successes.

London, Sept, 21—A Reuter despatch 
from Petrograd via Rome says the Rus­
sians who are pursuing the Austrians 
along the river San, have captured 
Dubiecko, seventy-five miles west of 
Lemberg, and have crossed the river de­
spite an attempt made by the Austrians 
to prevent them. They captured several 
batteries, some transports and arms, and 
ammunition.
Cheer British Flag.

Paris, Sept. 21—A despatch from 
Rome to the Havas Agency says:—

“A procession preceded by bands play­
ing patriotic airs, marched to the Porte 
Pia on Sunday to celebrate the anniver­
sary of the entry of the Italians into 
Rome. The paradera cheered the Brit­
ish flag, when passing the British em­
bassy.”
CAMBRIDGE INVITES 
LOUVAIN COLLEGE.

London, Sept. 20, 10.80 p. m.—The sen­
ate of Cambridge University has invited I 
the Catholic University of Louvain, Bel­
gium, to move to Cambridge, there to 
continue its own separate studies, grant 
degrees and generally to pursue Its ac­
tivities, as at its own foundation.

The battle of the Aisne, which has now raged in France for ten 
ays, continues. Both sides claim successes and favorable positions.

The ten days of desperate battle, fierce artillery fire day and 
light, infantry charges in which the fighting has been hand to hand 
,nd cavalry onslaughts when opportunity offered have shown one ro­
uit—the soldiers of these nations engaged are becoming exhausted,

-pan it. Lulls in the battling are ascribed simply to utter fatigue.

Another factor which has had a notable effect on the conduct of 
he operations has been the weather.1 An incessant cold rain has flood- 
d the valley of the Aisne.

The men are 
renched to the skin day and night and French soldiers coming to 
aris from the front are encrusted with mud. All worn out, men are 
uccumbing to the hardships of fighting; and living under such con- 
itions and operations by both sides is-rendered more difficult.

DINING CHAIRSfW. H. Poterfleld, of the Scripps, Cali­
fornia papers, went to Europe last No- 
rember and has spent most of his time 
since in France, Italy and Germany. He 
has just returned and the following ar­
ticle by him is of the timeliest and 
liveliest jpterest.)

(Written for the Times.)
It is now toff late to discuss the ethics 

of war, the principles of justice, or even 
to attend the meetings of The Peace 
Society, of which latter I am proud to 
be a humble member. What the reader 
wants at this time is a story on the 
armies of Europe from the standpoint of 
a newspaper man who has just looked 
them over, but who doesn’t know a 
blamed thing about war and never wants 
to learn.

Of all the great powers Germany has 
undoubtedly the greatest, best disciplin­
ed, best armed and equipped and strong­
est army. From the moment we cross­
ed the Bavarian line at Lake Constance, 
Switzerland, until we left it going into 
Amsterdam, we were never out of sight 
of the war lord’s troops.

The heavy cavalry, known as the Uh- 
lanen, are the most picturesque of course, 
mounted on their stocky horses, and car­
rying the 16-foot heavy lances. Fully 
limed and accoutered as they trot 
icross the field their brass helmets shin­
ing in the sun, they make a remarkably 
beautiful picture.

But to my thinking the currassiers or 
heavy dragoons of the French army 
will give a better account of themselves 
In actual fight.

In the first place the French cavalry 
horses are larger, rangier, and faster. I 
feel sure of that. In the next place the 
French cavalryman is not dependent up­
on his officer as the German is. An Eng­
lish officer in Paris last winter pointed 
out to me the superior points of the 
French cavalry as we watched a troop 
ride down the boulevard and this view 
was confirmed when I saw the great 
manoeuvers at Vincennes in April.

From the days of Napoleon the French 
Curassiers have been famous for their 
magnificent dash and intrepid bravery.
I think it should go without saying that 
in the mounted branch of the service 
the French army is the superior of any­
thing in the world.

The Italian cavalrymen are even more 
picturesque and undoubtedly the finest.

versai throughout Baden, Bavaria and 
Wuerttemberg.

My host’s son, an officer in the Ger­
man aviation corps, told me that in a 
general European war all Germany 
would stand together for the fatherland.

“But,” he added, “of course our gen­
erals will be careful to place troops 
from Bavaria and the south where they 
will not be called upon to fire directly 
at the French troops, for we can’t deny 
that the Bavarians and Alsatians are 
somehow friendly to France and espec­
ially the poorer classes, for they think 
they would like a republic!”

These are but two of a dozen similar 
instances and conversations which con­
vinced me that, so far as loyalty to the 
German Kaiser is concerned, South 
Germany with its 10,000,000 people must 
be watched.

France didn’t want to fight. The 
French army 
institution in the world of its kind, I 
guess, and the army is simply honey­
combed with socialism, but they have 
one central thought or emotion in com­
mon, and that is hatred of the German 
royal family and Imperial government.

They do not seem to hate the Ger- 
citizen at all for there were 100,000 

Germans living in peace and comfcrt at 
Paris at the outbreak of the war, but 
the average Frenchman honestly be­
lieves that the imperial government is

to the peace of the world. I pre­
dict that in this war the French soldier 
will fight With orders or without orders, 
with or without officers or direction of 
any kind, but with great efficiency.

The British army is utterly different 
from that of either France or Germany, 
being a professional army just as ours 
is in America, instead of a citizen army.

For instance no “well-to-do” American 
or Englishman ever enlists as a soldier in 
the standing army, so that the rank and 
file of the standing armies of English 
speaking countries are merely made up 
of men who prefer “soldiering” for some- 

In continental Europe, however, 
every adult male must serve the years 
from 20 to 22 in Germany, about the

The 
crown prince had been recalled by the 
Kaiser and sharply reproved for his 
brutal telegram to the commander at 
Strassburg and martial law prevailed all 
through Alsaae and Lorralife I

A few weeks later all the troops were 
transferred and Prussian troops were 
ordered to Alsace and Lorraine with 
orders to shoot at the first sign of dis­
affection.

I stayed three days at the home of a 
Prussian mill manager in Karlsruhe, a 
prosperous city of Baden, about twenty 
miles from the French frontier. My 
friend told me that the 200 men under 
him, cordially hated all Prussians, that 
they had no use for the emperor 
and that this feeling was almost uni-

gant Prussians better manners, and after 
Louvain and Rheims and the general 
conduct of the German armies there is 
a universal determination on the part of 
the allied powers to make a thorough 
job of it.

THE WAR NEWS
While the last two or three days have 

not brought the news of the hoped for 
victory over the German armies in 
France, there is at least the satisfaction 
of knowing that the Germans have been 
unable to recover lost ground. In the 
desperate fighting that has been in 
progress for days, enormous losses have 
been sustained on both sides; but the 
official news from Paris is confident in 
tone, and there does not appear to be 
any sound reason to revise the previous­
ly expressed view that the Germans 
must soon give ground again and with­
draw to positions closer to their own 
border. Since they have not been able 
to crush the allied armies in this battle, 
and have suffered tremendous losses, 
their position certainly cannot be as 
favorable as that of the allied armies, 
who can more readily bring up rein­
forcements and supplies. Both the of­
ficial reports and those from corres­
pondents indicate that the fighting has 
been of the most desperate character, 
and owing to the very heavy rains has 
been conducted under conditions of 
serious hardship for the men in the 
trenches. The spirit of the British and 
French troops, however, is undaunted ; 
and they are inspired with the confidence 
born of a knowledge that man for man 
they are more than a match for the 
enemy. It is a pleasing variation in the 
rather monotonous accounts of German 
atrocities to learn that the French, after 
taking one position, which had been held 
by the Germans, found a German sur­
geon caring so well for French prisoners 
that he was retained in that capacity. 
On the other hand, however, German 
artillery continued to fire on the famous 
cathedral at Rheims, even after it had 
been put to hospital uses and Geneva 
flags hung from the towers. Such acts 
of wanton destruction as that at Rheims 
and at the Chateau Gue, where the place 
was destroyed, the famous pictures 
slashed and the priceless furniture 
broken, while*those in charge were sub­
jected to most brutal treatment, will 
serve to intensify French hatred, and 
strengthen the determination to rid the 
country of such a foe.

The casualty list issued by the British 
war office contains a number of dis­
tinguished names, and when the whole 
story of the battles of the Marne and 
the Aisne is told there will be mourn­
ing in the homes of high and low 
throughout the British Isles.

The Russian armies in Galicia are 
steadily beating down the Austrian op­
position, and have also inflicted heavy 
loss upon the Germans. The Russians 
are now attacking the fortresses of Jaroe- 
lau and Prsemysl, to which the shatter­
ed forces of Austria had retired, and the 
reduction of these strongholds Is likely 
to be announced at any time. In East 
Prussia the German offensive movement 
has been checked. All goes well with 
the Russians, who are steadily bringing 
more and more men Into the field along 
the whole battle line In East Prussia, 
Poland and Galicia.

Artillery Fight Unparalleled J. W. Keirstead, of the firm of Mer- 
sereau & Keirstead, and formerly a Bap­
tist clergyman, was drowned in a lake 
near Hampton on Saturday afternoon. 
Fred Chipman, fifteen years of age, son 
of A. H. Chipman, of Hampton, was 
with Mr. Keirstead at the time, they 
having gone out duck shooting. Mr. 
Keirstead, becoming overheated, went in 
for a swim from Darling’s Island, and 
must have taken a cramp, for he sank 
suddenly. Young Chipman hurried out 
in a boat and dived. He found the body 
at the bottom in six feet of water. He 
brought the body ashore, and made ef­
forts to resuscitate,1 and was afterwards 
assisted by Mr. Prince, who lives on the 
island, and later by Dr. J. J. Ryan. The 
body was removed to Hampton.

Mr. Keirstead was 46 years of age. 
His father, Henry Keirstead, belonged 
at Cole’s Island, Queens county, and it 

there that the son spent the early 
part of his life. He received his educa­
tion at the schools in that vicinity and 
later attended Acadia University, of 
which he was a graduate. A few years 
later he was ordained to the Baptist 
ministry and during the years he spent 
as a clergyman he held pastorates at 
Campbellton, Oxford (N. S.) and more 
recently at Tabernacle church here.

Owing to ill-health he was compelled 
to resign from the ministry, in which 
calling he made a profound impre^gon 
upon the congregations which h<P-TL 
and upon the public in general.

Ottawa, Sept. 19—A despatch has 
been received from the Secretary »l 
State for the Colonies to the effect that 
for purposes of national defence, cer­
tain channels in the approaches to the 
Thames will be closed from noon on 
Monday, September 14.

ducted to their destination by a licensed 
pilot.

(Ssverolles, near Villers Cotterets.)
France, Sept It (delayed)—I left 

Meaux tills morning in the rain and 
wind and found the roads muddy and in 
bad condition to the northeast. I hoped 
to get near to Soissons before night, but 
had little expectation of reaching the 
town itself. When within two or three 
miles of Leaux I came upon the recent 
battlefield over which Germans first ad­
vanced and then retired. The fine avenue 
of trees on the Meaux Lafertemillon road 
lias been much knocked about by shells, 
large branches and whole trees are ly­
ing along the road, telegraph wires are 
all cut to the ground for many miles. 
It is littered with straw, broken carts, 
ammunition wagons, empty shell cases, 
clothing, boots, letters, knapsacks and 
numbers of dead horses.

“The bodies mostly have been buried. 
I saw only two unburied German sol­
diers near the road. In one place were 
several hundred live shells which had 
been abandoned by the enemy. The tree 
trunks along the road were scored by 
bullets.

“Following the Soissons road to Lsfer- 
temillon I passed through several vil­
lages which had been occupied by the 
Germans.
been wrecked, the furniture broken up, 

’the pictures, ornaments and crockery 
smashed, clocks, bedsteads, etc., demol­
ished wantonly. It appeared to be the 
Germans’ system to wreck all abandon­
ed houses as a matter of principle. The 
peasants or others in this district who 
remained in their homes were not mo­
lested beyond being requisitioned for 
food and other supplies. In some cases 
receipts were given by the German of­
ficers for supposed value of a thing 
taken, but these naturally are of no use 
to the holders. At Meaux I heard some 
gruesome tales of German atrocities evi­
dence for which, however, was not con­
vincing.

“The village of Neuchelles suffered 
■ severely. Most inhabitants had fled, 
leaving their houses closed and these 
were absolutely wrecked and looted, not 
a whole thing being left in them- Fur­
niture and every kihd of household goods 
were carried out and broken up. The 
houses themselves were defiled in every 
•way. Very few people had yet return­
ed to Neuchelles. Most of them had 
lost their all, vines, even, in many cases 
were torn off the house walls. Why the 
German officers should allow their men 
to indulge in such wanton cruelties to 
the poor peasant people is more than one 
can understand. It is impossible that 
such wholesale and universal destruc- 
tmn could have been carried out without 
their knowledge and appr

Russian Official Statement Settles Qyes- 
tion. of Who is to Blame For War

Sept. 21—On the subject of 
the Russian official orange book on the 
dipfomatic antecedents of the war, 
I he Times says that, taken in conjunc­
tion with the official papers issued 
by the British foreign office, the publi­
cation completes the chain of evidence 
fixing Irrevocably upon Germany and 
Austria the responsibility for the out­
break of the 

The despatches given prove, says the 
paper, that Russia made efforts to avert 
the conflict by finding a formula satis­
factory to Anstria and acceptable to 
Servia, On July 18, it is stated, Sergius 
Sazanoff, Russian minister of foreign af­
faire, instructed the Russian ambassa­
dor at Rome to urge Italy to use her in­
fluence with Austria in favor of peace. 
On July 27, M. Sazanoff expressed his 
readiness to accept the proposal of Sir 
Edward Grey, British minister of for­
eign affairs, for a conference but on that 
same date Germany insisted upon the 
impossibility of holding any mediation 
and sought to persuade France to 
date herself with Germany in putting 
pressure upon Russia.

The Times says that the real situa­
tion Is first indicated in a telegram to 
Petrograd from the Russian ambassador 
to Austria, pointing out “that Austria, 
influenced by the assurances of the Ger­
man ambassador at Vienna, who has 
played the part of an instigator during 
the whole crisis, counted on the prob­
ability of the localization of her conflict 
with Servia, and on the possibility of 
striking a severe blow with impunity.”
