He 
started to back away when Murphy 
struck him again and Beal fired three 
time.

The first shot broke a window and the 
second lodged in Murphy’s stomach and 
the third took effect in Wm. Bryant’s 
heart and lie dropped to the floor dead. 
The scene became one of wild disorder. 
Friends of Bryant and Murphy crowded 
about the assailant and threatened to 
tear him limb from limb amid cries of 
“lynch him” and had it not been for 
some of the more cool headed men pres­
et^ there would have been another vic­
tim.

AWAKENING Of ASIA
There is no more fascinating subject than 

that which Mr. Frederic Campbell discus- 
■ sed with so much intelligence and in so 
intensely interesting a manner before the 
Canadian Club last evening. What is to 
be the future relationship between the 
white and yellow races? Yonder is Japan, 
leaping into the forefront of the nations 
in half a century. Behind her is China, 

• with teeming millions eagerly beginning to 
learn the lessons of democracy, and to 
adapt from western civlization whatever 
may assist in her political and social re­

generation. Beyond lies India, troubled 
stirred by vague desires, restive under con­
ditions which must give pvay to new. These 
ancient civilizations do not bow in ser­
vility before the power of the white race.

: They are crowding European and Ameri­
can colleges with eager students, keenly 
observant, clever of brain and quick of 
hand, learning lessons that are to aid in 

; solving the problems of the yellow man. 
A Japanese professor says that the tradi­

tional policy of his country has been:— 
“To utilize the merits of others to make 

j up our defects.” The same policy is now 
' being pursued by China.

What of the future? Mr. Campbell says 
I there is a very real “yellow peril,” and 
in his view it can only be overcome by the 
Christianization of Asia. Yet that, as he 
showed very clearly, is no easy task. It 
was a vivid picture he drew of life in 
India, and of the problems to be solved 
in that country of caste and of the de­
gradation of women.

Japan, China, India— one came away 
from the meeting with the charm of a 
speaker’s voice in his ear, but also with 
something like a sense of being crowded 

i by yellow men, reaching out to impress 
. their genius and their new civilization up­
on a world which so long had held them 
in disregard or in contempt. The Awak­
ening of Asia is in progress—what will 
the giant do, when he stands forth in con­
scious strength in the morning of a new 
day? He has learned to organize military 
systems and build navies on the western 
plan—what will be do with the religion of 
the west, and its ideals?

WHAT PREVENTION DOES
The Montreal Star gives some interesting

The 
statement will encourage those in this city 
and province who are endeavoring to per­
fect an organization and a system which 
will prevent the spread of the disease. The 

! Star says: —
“In Scotland the death rate from tuber­

culosis had fallen from 19 per ten thou­
sand in 1887, to 12 per ten thousand in 
3906. In England, the rate fell from 16 
to 11 during the same period. In Ireland, 
where the work was not so systematised 
pr vigorously carried on during that time, 
the death rate remained very nearly 
touched, thus showing that the decrease 
.was due to persistent and well-directed 
effort and not to accident. In New York, 
during the same period, the death rate fell 
from 36 per ten thousand to 24 per ten 
thousand ; and a report on the work in 
Boston tells us that in 1903, when they 
^Jiad only one White Plague hospital con­
taining 79 beds, the death rate stood at 
C1.10 per ten thousand; while in 1909, 
Khen the means of combating the disease 
Were much more adequate, it had fallen 
to 17.21 per ten thousand— a reduction of 
nearly eighteen per cent, in six years. The 
)ffect of increased facilities is shown with 
dramatic significance in the cases of Lon­
don and Edinburgh. During the decade 
from 1887 to 1896, when work was just be­
ginning, the decrease in the disease in 
London was 5.5 per cent, and in Edinburgh 
C.5 per cent.; but, during the next decade 

• from 1897 to 1906, the decrease in London 
was 17.65 per cent., and in Edinburgh, 
42.1 per cent.”

The Times stated a few days ago that 
in St. John the system breaks down at 
the point where it touches the indigent 
patient, who cannot pay for the food pre­
scribed, and for whose benefit no fund is 
available. The community, for its own 
safety, should place the association in a 
position to isolate cases where necessary ; 
to provide proper food tor those too poor 
to purchase it, and to care for advanced 
tases as effectively as for those in the 
•arly stages. If the community neglects 
Is duty it imperils the general health. Why 
should not tuberculosis be stamped out

Since then the Acadian Recorder has 
been a staunch Liberal paper, although 

t the proprietor declared last evening that 
for twenty years and more lie had been 
fighting for or against principles rather 
than for or against men, and this will be ( 
his policy to the end of the chapter. j

Charles Blackadar has never changed the 
form of the Recorder, as he thinks its 
readers are too much attached to the 
blanket sheet, and he states that the pa­
per is just as prosperous as it was a quar­
ter of a century ago.

Arriving here it was understood that the \ 
vessel was in debt, but it was thought 
that her affairs had been so arranged that 
she might regain lost ground and she was 
loaded and ready to clear today for New 
York with a cargo of lumber, when Weld­
on & McLean, acting for the C. H. Costello 
Chandlery Co., of Mobile, libelled her for 
money owed and advanced in an amount 
understood to be about $2,400.
