Halifax, N. S. April 25—A shocking

qtragedy occurred at Glace Bay late last|

night near the close of a labor meeting
and resulted in the shooting of William
Rryant, a miner and Michael Murphy.
13ryant was instantly killed and Murphy is
i the hospital with a bullet in his ab-
domen and not expected to recover.

The meeting was being addressed by a
local labor organizer, James D. McLel-
lan, when 2 man named Connelly who had
been drinking persisted in interrupting
the mieeting and was cautioned to remain
quiet or he would be put out of the hall.
Connelly defied any of them to put him
out and he was again warned that, if he
persisted in his interruptions the police
would be sent for.

Connelly continved talking and a man
amed Beal started to go out of the hall.
Jonmelly turned upon him and asked him
f he were going for the police. Beal said

Le was but if he would remain quiet there
would be no need of a policeman, Beal
was struck by a friend of Connelly, Mike
Murphy and a scuffle ensued during which
Beal drew a revolver
Murphy i he did not remain gquiet. He
started to back away when Murphy
struck him again and Beal fired three
time.

" The first shot broke a window and the
second lodged in Murphy’s stomach and
the third took effect in Wm. Bryant’s
heart and he dropped to the floor dead.
The scene became one of wild disorder.
Friends of Bryant and Murphy crowded
about the assailant and threatened to
tear him limb from limb amid cries of
“lynch him” and had it not been: for
some of the more ‘cool headed men pres-
ent there would have been another yie-
tim,

When the police arrived Beal gave him;
self up and went to the police statiom
quietly.

Fred Beal is secretary of Mullin’s local
No. 550, U. M. W., an Englishman, aged
about 25, prominent in labor circles here.

Thir-
ty four acts were ‘passed including ‘acts
establishing provipeial and central farm-
ers’ institutes, amending the income tax
act .whereby- incomes up to $500 are ex-
emp}t and incomes above $1,200 pay. the
full amount.

CONVERTS COST THE
METHODIST CHURGH
$100,000 EACH

ST, JOHN IS SEGOND.

Montreal Only Dominion - Port
Showing Larger Value in Ex-
-port Business—Consul Forecasts

" Substantial Growth and De-
velopment  Here — He Gives
Some Figures

The “Daily Consular and Trade Repotts”
a publication issued by the department of
trade and.commerce, Washington, U. S.
A., contains in its issue of April 19 a very
intersting resume of trade in New Bruns-
wick. The report dealing with St. Jobhn
is from the pen of Henry 8. Culver, U. 8.
Consul at this port and it deals very op-
timistically with the conditions here and
forecasts a large and substantial growth
and development. St. John is shown as
the second port .in the dominion, in the
value of its export business.

Following are extracts from the report:

“St. John: is -the chief port of New
Brunswick, and ranks next to. Montreal
in the export trade of Canada. A large

share of all the Jumber and agricultural

products of the province, as well as fish,
lime, hides; etc., is shipped from this
port.
trans-Atlantic steamship lines, and there
are numerous steamers engaged in coast-
wise trade with points in the maritime

provinces and the United States, some of -

which maintain a summer service to this
port. ‘This means the handling of great
quantities of freight here, much of which
goes to and comes from the United States
by rail and water.

Harber improvements; Other Expenditures

“So rapidly is this trade increasing that
additional harbor facilities are necessary
to accommodate the demand made upen
the port, and to this end the dominion
government has taken over the foreshore
on Courtenay Bay, a shallow but extensive
harbor: on the east side of the city, ‘and
will, by dredging and the erection of ex-

| tensive ‘docks; including a dry-dock, make

this perhaps the most. important port of
the maritime provinces.

MeManigal’s confession, it is stated, re-
lates the gruesome story of how 112 lives
have been sacrificed and property valued
at more than $3,500,000 destroyed.

MeManigal made his statement on the
night of April 13. Seated in the room
were William J, Burns, head of the de-
tective agency respomsible for the alleged
dynamiters’ capture; Detective Reed, sev-
eral operatives {rom- the Burns agency,
and an official stenographer of the police
department. In an adjoiging room “Jim”
McNamara was sleeping.

AWAKENING OF ASIA
There is no more fascinating subject than
that which Mr. Frederic Campbell discus-
ised with so much intelligence and in so

intensely interesting a manner before the
Canadian Club last evening. What is to
be the future relationship between the
white and yellow races? Yonder is Japan,
leaping into the forefront of the nations
"in half a century. Behind her is China,
* with teeming millions eagerly beginning to
learn the lessons of democracy, and to
adapt from western civlization whatever
may assist in her political and social re-
~generation. Beyond lies India, troubled.
stirred by vague desires, restive under con-
ditions which must give pay to new. These
ancient civilizations do not bow in ser-
‘vility before the power of the white race.
:They are crowding Kuropean and Ameri-
can colleges with eager students, keenly
‘observant, clever of brain and quick of
‘hand, learning lessons that are to aid in
isolvi.ng the problems of the yellow man.
‘A Japanese professor says that the tradi-
itional policy of his country has been:—
“To utilize the merits of others to make
jup our defects.” The same policy is now
'bemg pursued by China. ’ |
* What of the future? Mr. Campbell says
Lthere is a very real “yellow peril,” and
in his view it can only be overcome by the
Christianization of Asia. Yet that, as he
showed very clearly, is no easy task. It
was a vivid picture he drew of life in
India, and of the problems to be solved
in that country of caste and of the de-
gradation of women,

Japan, China, India— one came away
from the meeting with the charm of a
speaker’s voice in his ear, but also with
-something like a sense of being crowded
iby yellow men, reaching out to impress
.their genius and their new civilization up-
'on a world which so long had held them
in disregard or in contempt. The Awak-
ening of Asia is in progress—what will
the giant do, when he stands forth in con-
:scious strength in the morning of a new
day? He has learned to organize military
systems and build navies on the western
plan—what will be do with the religion of
the west, and its ideals?

WHAT PREVENTION DOES

The Montreal Star gives some interesting
statistics showing how the ravages of
tuberculosis are being checked where prop-
»r methods of prevention are adopted. The
statement will encourage those in this city
and province who are endeavoriné to per-
fect an organization and a system which
will prevent the spread of the disease, The

! Star says:—

“In Scotland the death rate from tuber-
culosis had fallen- from 19 per ten thou-
®and in 1887, to 12 per ten thousand in
1906. In England, the rate fell from 16
to 11 during the same period. In Ireland,
where the work was not so systematised
pr vigorously carried on during that time,
the death rate remained very nearly . un-
touched, thus showing that the decrease
,was due to persistent and well-directed
ceffort and not to accident. Tn New York,
during the same period, the death rate fell |
from 36 per ten thousand to' 24 per ten
thousand; and a report on the work in
Boston tells us that in 1903, when they
had only one White Plague hospital con-
‘taining 79 beds, the death rate stood at
21.10° per ten thousand; while in 1909,
when the means of combating the disease
were much more adequate, it had fallen
Yo 17.21 per ten thousand— a reduction ot’i
wnearly eighteen per cent, in six years. The|
sffect of increased facilities is showm with
Wramatic significance in the cases of Lon-
don and Edinburgh. During the decade
from 1887 to 1896, when work was just be-
ginning, the decrease in the disease in
London was 5.5 per cent. and in Edinburgh
‘2.5 per cent.; but, during the next decade

« from 1897 to 1908, the decrease in London
was 17.65 per cent., and in Edinburgh,
¢2.1 per cent.”
