According to a report in Science, 
there are 86,800,000,000.000 tons of bro­
mine in the ocean- America at present 
produces 900 tons a year, about half 
of the total world output, but insuf­
ficient to meet the demand resulting 
from the increased consumption of a 
fluid “used as an anti-knock addition 
to gasoline” and the evergrowing need 
for bromine in medicine, dyes, photog­
raphy and the moving picture industry.

To meet this augmented demand, for 
which the brine wells of Michigan and 
Ohio are inadequate, a “floating chem­
ical factory” is soon to be sent out to 
sea to extract this treasure from the 
depths. Caliban, in “The Tempest,” 
complainingly boasted that he had 
shown Prospero the brine pits, the 
fresh springs and other riches of the 
Isle in whose hard rock he was stled. 
But his mother, Sycorax,

a witch and one to strong 
That could control the moon, make 

flows and ebbs,
had no such witchery as science to 
take seven-thousands of 1 per cent, 
out of a gallon of plain sea water and 
make it into medicaments for man or 
moving picture or automobile. ‘Burn 
his books,” said Caliban of his master, 
“for without these he hath not one 
spirit to command.” The hooks of 
science have not been able to control 
the tides and transmute them into 
power and ligth, but increasingly the 
sea will be required to give up its 
treasure when it cannot he found 
among the “qualities of the isles” or 
continents.

There are, it is stated, thirty-two of 
the ninety-two known elements in the 
waters of the sea, washed into them 
by the streams that “leach the soluble 
constituents” from the soil of the 
shores and hinterland. Even gold has 
been found in small quantities and 
taken out of the coffers where it has 
been locked for age. Since every year 
something of the riches of the land is 
carried to the sea, increasingly must 
man look to science to fetch them 
back.

CHANGE IN 
TRAIN SCHEDULES

Discovery of a plot against the life 
of Austen Chamberlain, British For­
eign Minister, has led the authorities 
to surround him and other members of 
the Ministry with special police pro­
tection. Not long ago, closely follow­
ing the bomb outrages in Sofia, the 
London authorities, fearing similar 
atrocities in the Empire capital, took 
extraordinary precautions on the occa­
sions of the funeral of the late General 
Rawlinson.

London advices intimate that Great 
Britain, France, Italy and other 
European countries are combining to 
devise fresh protective measures against 
the “Red” elements which of late have 
been running riot in the Balkans and 
whose leaders, as the London de­
spatches reveal, have recently been 
mad enough to plot the assassination 
of statesmen in several capitals.

There is no cure for the apostles of 
assassination and terrorism except the 
serongest measures on the part of civ­
ilized governments. The secret plot­
ters of murder are themselves as a rule 
very much afraid personally of deatli 
or suffering. They employ more or 
less crazy tools to inflict death or 
injury upon others, but they them­
selves prefer to remain out of danger, 
and delude themselves with the notion 
that human society can be forced to 
abandon orderly government through 
terror arising from the murder of 
prominent men

Assassination has no such effect. It 
only causes organized society to 
devise fresh measures for _ hunting 
down the human wolves. There is no 
less healthful field for the activities 
of the “Red” assassins than London 
itself. It has a most efficient police, 
and its authorities have a very busi­
ness-like way of dealing with murder.

PRAISING THE BUDGET.

The news of Britain’s restoration of 
the gold standard, according to the 
New York newspapers, excited much 
more interest in Wail Street than any 
other recent event. Mr. Churchill’s 
announcements are the subject of no 
little favorable comment by American 
observers, who see in British financial 
policy an influence strongly tending to 
promote stability and Security In 
international trade. The New York 
Herald-Tribune says the British return 
to the gold) standard “is a flaming 
victory for that tenacity with which 
the British have always clung to their 
ideas.”

The British, the Herald-Tribune 
notes, have avoided the weaknesses 
and pitfalls of which several European 
countries were the victims. It adds:
“At a moment when the wreck of the 
Continental currencies seemed to be 
giving the Continental industrials nn 
overwhelming advantage the British 
balanced their budget, piled up the 
taxes and met the resulting unemploy­
ment and trade stagnation with a 
form of social relief that may have 
been unwise, but was certainly both 
decent and courageous. The victory 
has been won; it is a victory for 
conservative method and a traditional 
belief in the way things should be 
done. The burdens of debt and taxa­
tion which have been assumed in con­
sequence have led to serious question­
ing of the wisdom of the attempt ; Mr.
Keynes’ plan of monetary reform on the 
one hand or the Socialist proposal of 
the capital levy on the other are no 
more at bottom than devices for re­
shuffling the old ideas, as others—the 
Germans, for example, with their 
drastic capital levy in the form of marl: 
depreciation—had already done. The 
British refused to admit the possi­
bility. They are the first of the major 
European powers to face and solve the 
problem which still confronts all the 
others. The return to gold will have 
no immediate effect, for it has long 
been ‘discounted’ by the financiers.
The final discount can be effected only 
by the historian of the future. For the 
present Mr. Churchill’s announcement 
stands out as a 
doggedness and moral courage.”

It has been possible at times for 
the “advanced economists” to doubt 
whether the British were right, the 
Herald-Tribune says, but “it is impos­

An excellent method for remov­
ing a blister, especially when it is 
on the sole of the foot where the 
sktn is thick, is to take a fine white 
thread and grease it well with bori- 
cated or pure vaseline.

Then thread a rather coarse 
needle and pass it through the blis­
ter. Cut the thread on each side 
and cover the spot under the stock­
ing with a bit of muslin dipped in 
vaseline.

Next day draw the thread out.
Blisters in the hands, or on the 

heel, may be pricked with a needle, 
but be sure the needle is clean.

They 
can never separate themselves from 
their regal status.

But he has 
no wife.

The Duke of York would come next 
in line for the leadership. But he has

Lady Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon has only 
$5,000 a year allowance from her 
father, the Earl of Strathmore.

Princess Mary has done little enter­

taining since her marriage to the very 
wealthy Viscount Lascelles, but most 
of the time her magnificent residence, 
Chesterfield House,—one of the show 
places of London—has been empty, and 
Princess Mary and the Viscount have 
spent their time in Yorkshire, leading 
a comparatively simple country life.

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OTTAWA, May 1.—More than $14,- 
000,000 in cash and Victory bonds, rep­
resenting the proceeds of the property 
and securities of Germans taken as a 
result of the Great War, is now in the 
hands of Hon. A. B. Copp, secretary 
of state. This amount is being held 
by Mr. Copp, in the capacity of cus­
todian, under regulations respecting 
trading with the enemy, effective May 
2, 1916, and the treaty of peace with 
Germany order, which vested the Cana­
dian property of German nationals in 
the Dominion Government.

Whether the fire department has any­
one in charge or not is the question 
which is agitating the minds of the 
public today, and Commissioner 
Harding refused this morning to 
throw any light on the subject.

A representative of The Times-Star 
called on the commissioner this morn- 
ang. and asked:

Q.—‘Commissioner, who is in charge 
of the fire department this morning?”

A.—“Why do you ask that ques­
tion?”

Q.—“The public are interested and 
want to know.”

A.—“Well, everything is all right.”
Q.—“Is Mr. Thomson acting chief?”
A.—“No.”
Q.—“Is R. G. Carson acting chief?”
A.—"No.” X
Q.—“Who is in charge of the de­

partment, then?”
A.—“I am.”
The commissioner refused to give 

any further information about the 
matter and intimated that it was his 
particular business. He did not see 
why these questions should , be asked, 
as things were being looked after and 
the public were well protected.

MAYOR’S POSITION.
Mayor Potts, when asked about the 

matter, said he had nothing to say at 
present, but he intended to see that the 
interests of the citizens were looked 
after, and, if necessary, would take 
steps to end the deadlock. ‘

Rumors in connection with this 
matter were rife around the streets 
this morning. One was that it was 
proposed to appoint a deputy chief, 
who would be a permanent man and 
this official would answer the still 
alarms, the chief responding only to 
bell alarms. Gossip connected the 
name of Frank Furlong, driver of the 
chief’s motor car, with this position.

Another rumor was that, after an 
informal conference of the Mayor and 
some of the commissioners this morn­
ing, it was decided that His Worship 
should take the matter up with Com­
missioner Harding and make it plain 
to him that his nominee could not get 
the appointment of chief and that it 
was time the department had a head, 
not an acting head.

Oliver D. Thomson, who has been 
acting chief since the death of Charles 
H. Jackson, until lest night, said this 
morning that while he had qot sent a 
written resignation to Commissioner 
Harding he had notified the commis­
sioner verbally that he would cease 
to be a member of the department on 
April 30, at the time he was asked 
to become acting chief.
