Cameron Lumber
Company are on the same side as the
old mill alluded to, and on the city
side are the mills of the Moore &
Whittington Lumber Company. In the
ntervening waterway the water varies
m depth from eight to four feet—this
latter depth being obtained as the
ymall bridge is approached.

CASH POURING
INTO TREASURY

PROPERTY OWNERS RUSH
TO PAY CITY TAXES

Thirty Thousand Dollars Re-
ceived Yesterday—Monday
Next is Last Day.

That conditions in Victoria are pros-
perous to a degree never before known
In the history of the city, and that
the people are hopeful as to the outlook
for further progress and development
are reflected in the prompt manner in
which property owners are paying their
taxes this year. Yesterday no less ‘a
sum than $30,000 was taken in to City
Treasurer Kent and his staff at the
city hall. On Tuesday $25,000 was de-
posited in the bank, this sum having
been collected in one day.

Tuesday was a remarkable day In
some respects in regard to the manner
Ir which taxes were 'paid. So great
was the rush of small property owners
that at times it was imposible for the
treasurer’s staff to handle the cash of-
fering. This eagerness upon the part
of the people who own small properties
is taken as a most hopeful sign, indicat-
ing as it does that the city is fillng up
with people of the artizan class who are
making their homes here, It is be-
lieved that the total collections will
this year break all records, and that
there will be but a small percentage of
delinquents,

Counting to-day there remain but
four days yet in which property own-
¢rs may pay taxes in order to receive
the rebate of one-sixth. Owing to the
fact that October 31st falls on'a Sun-
day, the time has been extended to
Monday, November 1st.

BARRILL SAYS HE
WILL EXPOSE COOK

Declares Companion is Ready
to Support Charges Against
Brooklyn Explorer.

Missoula, Mont., Oct. 28.—Dr. Fred-
erick A. Cook, explorer, and Edwin N.
Barrill, guide, are to meet in a joint
debate to-night at Hamilton, Mont.

Dr. Cook is the Brooklyn explorer,
who in addition to claiming that he
was the original discoverer of the north
pole also declares that he ascended to
the summit of Mount McKinley, the
highest mountaig in Alaska. Barrill
is one of the guides who accompanied
Dr. Cook on the mountain climbing ex-
pedition, and he has made an affidavit
in which he says that the Brooklyn ex-
plorer never reached nearer the sum-
mit than fourteen miles, and that the
photographs of Barrill and the stars
and ‘stripes, purporting to have been
taken on the summit were taken on a
lower level, perhaps 20 miles distant
from the -summit in an air line.

Dr. Cook left Missoula early to-day
for Hamilton, where he is to deliver
a free lecture to-night, explaining in
detail all the hardships he endured in
making the record-breaking climb.

Barrill, who has promised to be
present, says that he “will call' the ex-
plorer’s bluff’” and tell the people of
Hamilton exactly what Dr. Cook did
on the Mount MeKinley expedition.

Barrill also has promiseq to bring
}vith him Printz, another guide, who
is said to have accompanied the Brook-
lyn explorer on a part of the expedi-
tion, to corroborate his statements.

Builders Confident Vessel Will
Attain Speed-of Thirty
" Knots.

Devonport, England, Oct. 28.—Great
Britain’s twelfth Dreadnought battle-
ship cruiser, the Indefatigable, was
launched from the government dock
vard here to-day by Lady Loreburn,
the Lord Chancellor’s wife. The cere-
mony was the usual one. Prayer was
first offered, after which Lady Lore-
burn broke a bottle of wine on the
vessel’s how and with an ornamental
mallet and chisel severed the cords
connecting the last supports, letting

‘the vast mass of metal slide down the

ways and take the water to the
strains of the National Anthem and
the cheers of a great crowd of spec-
tators.

The Indefatigable was only laid
down last February. It displaces 19,-
000 tons, 1,750 more than its three sis-
ter ships of the “Invincible” class, and
is considerably longer and more heav-
ily armored. A more effective arm of
the two centre turrets also gives the
Indefatigable’s eight 12-inch guns a
wider arc for concentrated fire. Twenty
four-inch guns comprise the secondary
armament and with its 45,000 horse
power turbines, the craft will have a
contract speed of 25 knots. The build-
ers are confident, however, that it will
attain a speed of thirty knots.

TRAFFIC RETURNS
BREAK ALL RECORDS

New York Central Railway Will
Spend $85,000,000 on
Improvements.

New York, Oct. 28,—President W, C.

Brown, of the New York Central and

Hudson River railroad, announced. yes-

terday that the management had en-.

tered upon a cdmpaign of extraordin-
ary expenditures to meet the extraor-
dinary traffic demands. The company
had placed contracts in the ‘last. few
days, he said, for $25,000,000 worth of
new locomotives, passenger and freight
cars and intends to spend '$60,000,000
more, making $85,000,000 in all, in re-
ducing grades, straightening curves,
ang laying new rails, exclusive of $50,-
000,000 terminal improvements in New

York City.

‘“These expenditures,” he said, “are
absolutely necessary to meet the de-
mands of business. The traffic records
for the months of September and Oc-
tober up to date have exceeded any-
thing in the company’s history. The
previous high water mark was for the
first three-quarters of 1907, just before
the panic.

“Every available car and engine on
the eéntire system is in service. My
latest report shows that 94 per cent of
our freight cars are in use. The re-
maining six per cent. are in repair
shops, with men working as fast as
possible to get them out. -These fig-
ures are unprecedented.. We could
have ten per cent greater business to-
day if we had the equipment to/han-
ale it.”, \%

WALSH RETAINS
LIBERTY ON BAIL

COURT REFUSES
PROSECUTOR’S PETITION

Convif:ted Banker Will Have:
Opportunity of Retrieving
Part of Fortune.

Chicago, Oct. 28.—The Federa] court
to-day refused the petition of Prosecu-
tor Sims for the immediate imprison-
ment of John R. Walsh, who has been
convicted of wrecking the Chicago Na-
tional Bank, of which he was formerly
president and. who 1s out on bail.

‘Walsh has appealed to a higher court
from his sentence, and the Federal
court ruled that the banker should not
begin his term at Leavenworth until
the court acts upon- his petition,

This means that in spite of the pe-
tition of Prosecutor Sims, who perhaps
is responsible more than any other man
for the banker’s conviction, that Walsh
will remain free for a time, at least,
and have a further opportunity of re-
trieving a part of his fortune that was
swept away in the failure of his bank.

From New York comes word that the
United States steel corporation, through
J. P. Morgan and company, has ad-
vanced $100,000 to Walsh to bind a long
option for the purchase of his railroads
at a price said to be in the neighbor-
hood of $27,000,000. The money ad-
vanced by Morgan will be used by
Walsh, it is said, to pay the interest
on the note of $7,121,887, held by the
clearing house banks of Chicago, the
interest on which now totals $71,218, By
paying this interest the banker will be
enabled to gain time in which to close
up the details of the prospective trans-
fer of his companies, X

Although a 'representative of Mor-
gan & Company has denied that the
purchase of the Walsh road had been
completed, a Chicago director of the
Chicago, Milwaukee & Gary railroad—
controlled by the United States steel
corporation—has declared .that the
money will be paid over to Walsh to-
day.

E. C. Richter, Walsh’s attorney, an-
nounced- to-day that money had been
secured to pay the interest due to the
clearing house banks., He refused to
say, however, who - furnished the
money.

In rendering its decision, the Circuit
Court of Appeals ‘'held that while
Bankeér Walsh may not be imprisoned
the government may keep him under
surveillance pending the decision of
the United States supreme court on the
writ of certiorari which he gwill ask.

To-day's decision is considered to be
a great victory for Walsh.

Chairman Garry, of the directors of
the United States steel corporatiqn,
to-day denied that his corporation hasg
taken over the control of the Walsh
railroads. He declared that he did not
know whether anyone else had secured
the roads, but stated that he was sure
that the steel corporation hag no in-
tention of purchasing them.

TAFT TRIP DOWN MISSISSIPPI.

BANK OF TORONTO PAYS
BIG FIGURE FOR SITE

Moody Cornmer Acquired at a Cost of $100,000

—High Water

Mark in Real

Estate Values.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

High-water mark was touched in real
estate values in this city when this
morning the Bank of Toronto closed
an option on the Moody corner, Yates
and Broad streets, for $100,000.

The lot has a frontage of fifty feet
on Yates street and sixty feet on
Broad street.

This is the highest price paid for any
property off of Government street, and
indicates how rapidly realty is appre-
ciating in value, It runs to $2,000 a front
foot. Only ten.days ago the opera
house in Vancouver was sold for $200,-
000, which is about $2,500 a front foot,
and this was considered an amazing

price even in that c¢ity where prices
have been climbing to fabulous figures.

The building is at present occupied
by Arthur Holmes, clothier, whose store
is on the vorner on the ground floor;
W. H. Pennock, the jeweller, and a
fruit dealer: Upstairs there are the
offices of Dr. T. G. Moody, the rooms
of Eyres, the  photographer, and
Sprinkling, the tailer.

It was owned by the Moody estate,
and negotiations for the purchase,
which has now practically been com-
pleted, have been going on for some
time, The bank mentioned has been
endeavoring to obtain a site here for
a considerable length of time, and was
evidently not to be balked by a seem-
ingly high price.

Those whg are responsible for the
blaze made careful preparations to the
end that the structures, filled with
sleeping people, would be burned. Oil
was poured over the floors in the
basements and lower floor of one of
the buildings, and piles of inflammable
articles were piled in a back room
where the fire was started. The police
are now searching the vicinity for the
guilty persons.

The loss will total $50,000.

Some idea of the large area that will
be covered by the proposed works will
be conveyed by stating that the di-
mensions of the docks are to be as fol-
lows: Commencing at the southwest
corner of the land boundary of the pro-
perty on Wharf street, the wharves
run out into the harbor a distance of
372 feet; thence north 516 feet; thence
east to the shore line 410 feet. The
land end length of the structure will
be 410 feet—this embracing almost all
the area lying between the Dominion
government dock and the wharves of
the Alaska Steamship Company.

What is described on the plans as
berth No.-1 will be the side of the dock

~

facing the parliament buildings; berth
No. 2 will face north—a basin interven-
ing between it and berth No. 3, which
will face south; and berth No, 4 will
face north again, ships here docking in
the space which lies between the new
docks and the government wharf, Ves-
sles may also lie on the front of the
docks.

There are to be two large ware-
houses. On wharf No. 1 the warehouse
will be 114 feet by 260 feet; and that
to be erected on the wharf. No. 2 will
he 50 feet by 194 feet.

The buildings are to have a super-
structure providing accommodation to
passengers embarking and debarking
from vessels, and there will be hand-
some and commodious waiting rooms,
ticket and freight offices and accom-
modation for other departments in con-
nection with the company’s business at
the wharves. The design of the super-
structure is to be very handsome.

Passengers will enter the premises
from the northeast corner of the build-
ings, pass to the vessels lying along-
side by way of overhead galleries. The
space reserved for general offices is 50
by 70 feet, and the height of the build-
ings will be approximately 140 feet,

The plans call for a structure which,
besides serving the purposes of the
company, will be a decided ornament
to that section of the city. It is esti-
mated that the expenditure involved in
the enterprise before the wharves and
buildings shall have been finally com-
pleted will be in the neighborhood of
$100,000, this not including the purchase
price of the site.

The location is an admirable one for
the convenience of the travelling pub-
lic, the property lying only within a
stone’s throw of the main thoroughfare
of the city. Travellers debarking from
a vessel at the Grand Trunk Pacific
wharves will thus be in the business
section of the city at once,

It is understood that the work of
driving piles for the new wharves will
be undertaken at the earliest possible
date, and the whole seheme will have
been completed in time for the opening
of traffic'to Prince Rupert in the
spring.

Physicians Declare Fifty Out-
casts Never Had
Disease.

Honolulu, Oct. 26.—Fifty supposed
lepers out of -the first hundred ex-
amined by physicians at the island of
Molokai have been declared non-lep-
erous and probably wil] be freed. The
re-examination of these unfortunates
was made under a resolution passed by
the last legislature, and the astounding
results of the first five score cases has
caused hope to run high in the hearts
of the 875 outcasts that make up the
leper settlement.

The examining physicians declare
that these fifty never had the disease
and that others, while it was a dis-
puted question as to whether they had
been lepers, certainly were not lepers
row, since searching bacteriological
examination had failed to reveal any
trace of the scourge,

first to take advantage of the resolu-
tion granting them a re-examination,

REPUBLICS ARE
READY TO FIGHT

TROUBLE SPREADS
IN CENTRAL AMERICA

War Between Nicaragua and
Salvador Will Be Declared
Soon.

Panama, Oct, 26.—It is reported that
hostilities between Nicaragua and Sal-
vador will be declared within a week,
and will result in involving four or
five Central America republics before
the trouble is over. The countries that
probaply will become involved in . the
expected war are Salvador, Nicaragua,
Guatamala, Costa Rica and Honduras.

Dispatches stated to-day that Zel-
aya’s troops, under General Alfaro,
are reported to have invaded Salvador.
Cahrera, the president of Guatamala,
is a bitter enemy of the recently de-
posed president of Nicaragua, and it
is probable that he will send troops to
aid those of Salvador and assist Pro-
vincial President Estrada, of Nica-
ragua, in his fight against Zelaya to
hold the presidency.

Costa Rica and Honduras, both of
which are neutral at present, are likely
to become involved in the crash be-
cause the business projects of their
citizens will be endangered, and their
territories probably despoiled by the
fighting troops of the several countries.

Goes to Salvador.

Washington, D, C,, Oct. 26.—President
Zelaya, of Nicaragua, has demanded
passports to Americans to leave Nica-
ragua by November 4th. This news
reached the state department from the
American consul at Nicaragua. The
department has taken no- action.

It appears from the brief dispatches
that passports to Americans were not
refused when departure was to be
made, from the Pacific coast.

Another significant statement was
that it was rumored that President
Zelaya had left Nicaragua to partici-
pate in the revolution in Salvador,

SOCIALIST DE LARA.

Mexican Held for Deportation in Los
Angeles Has Strong Friends,

New York, Oct. 25.—Morris Hilquitt, the
lawyer and author of ‘‘The History of
Socialists in America,” strongly defends
L. Guiterrez de Lara, the Mexican Social-
ist, held at the city jail in Los Angeles,
charged with being an alien anarchist. In
speaking of De Lara Hilquitt said:

‘It is generally known that De Lara is
a Socialist. That refutes the charge that
he is an anarchist. In fact, £t is just be-
cause De Lara is a Socialist and always
has stood for an orderly, legal and con-
stitutional government in Mexico, that
the Mexican government, which stands
for lawlessness and oppression, is perse-
cuting him.

“If De Lara is deported on account of
his poutica] views with respect to the
country of his birth, then 95 peg cent. of
the Russian immigrants and all others
from Europe ought to be deported, and
none but men without political ideas or
hopeless reactionaries be permitted to
Jand in this country.”

The steamer Senator, which had just
arrived from Seattle, was forced to put
out to sea to prevent going ashore, and
she is now anchored in the shelter of
Sledge island, where it is believed she
is safe unless the wind should shift
and force her onto the rock.

The fate of Capt, Mogg and his crew
of eight or ten men of the Qlga, which
is reported to be a total loss, is not
known at this time. The men may have
succeeded in reaching shore in safety,
as the coastline at this point is com-
paratively free of rocks,

When details of the storm damage
are received from further up the coast
it is considered almost certain that loss
of life will be reported. Fortunately,
however, there are no large vessels in
Alaskan waters, the season having
practically closed.

Carries Indian Crew,

Famous Japanese Statesman Is Shot Down iy
Station— Consul-General and Railway Direc-
tor Are Also Reported Wounded.

London, Oct. 26.—The Japanese em-
bassy here received a dispatch early
this afternoon from Tokio stating au-
thoritatively that Prince Ito is dead.

This dispels the doubt caused by the
action of the government at Tokio ir
withholding the announcement that
the assassin at Harbin had succeeded
ir. ending the Prince’s life. The gov-
ernment, for diplomatic purposes, chose
to announce merely that Ito was “in a

critical condition.”

Tokio, Oet. 26.—News has been re-
ceived here that Prince Ito, the
famous Japanese statesman, has been
assassinated by a Korean at Harbin,
dispatch contained
announcement that

Manchuria. The
only the brief
Prince Ito had been assassinated.

The news that Prince Hirobumi Ito,
former resident general of Korea and
the foremost of Japanese diplomats,
was shot down by a Korean assassin
at the railway station at Harbin, has
set this city wild. Business is practi-
cally suspended. The stock exchange
is closed and the greatest excitement
prevails at the foreign department and
at the Imperial household.

While the official announcements
state that the Prince’s condition is
“critical,” other dispatches from Har-
bin say that he died on the spot. The
excitement in official circles leads to
the general belief that the Prince is
dead. It is known that the Emperor
has sent a telegram of sympathy to
Harbin.

An attempt was made on the life of
Ito last April when a railroad train
¢n which he was travelling was blown
up with dynamite. Ito made the pres-
ent trip to Manchuria for the purpose
of inspecting ‘the Manchurian railway
ang looking into Japanese affairs.
Much diplomatic importance has been
given his trip by the press, though the
officials have announced it was made
mainly through a desire of the diplo-
mat to visit the Manchurian country.

At the time of the assassination,
Prince Ito was standing in the Har-
bin railway stdtion talking to Consul
General Kakakami, of Harbin, and Di-
rector Tanoki of the 'Manchurian
~railway. The Korean approached un-
noticed among a crowd that had been
attracted by the presence of the dis-
tinguished visitor. As he fired, the
Prince fell. The guards. immediately
seized the assassin and he was
quickly thrown into prison.

Ito was rushed to the Russian hos-
pital where he was given every atten-
tion, but it is thought that it was too
late for human endeavor to benefit
him.

Russian Minister of Finance Kokovs-
off, with whom Ito was to have held
an important conference regarding the
Manchurian situation, was standing
near him.

A group of foreign consuls was near-
by and the Prince was just about to
turn to address them when a shot rang
out.

Reports vary as to the number of
shots, but it is reperted that three
bullets struck Ito.

Director Tanaka was struck by one
shot and badly hurt, it is said. An-
other bullet wounded Consul General
Kawakami, who is said to be in a
serious condition.

When the Korean was overpowered
he said that his relatives had heen exe-
cuted upon the order of Ito when the
Prince was resident-governor of Korea,
and that he went to Harbin for the
special purpose of assassinating Ito.
He expressed no interest in what
might be done to him for committing
the deed and appeared ready to pay
the penalty of death.

The shooting of Ito is of most serious
importance just at a time when all
looked to him as the “Grand Old Man
of Japan,” and the dean of her diplo-
mats to straighten out the Manchurian
situation, which now seems to threaten
difficulties.

When Ito started to Manchuria, a
great banquet was given in his honor,
and his departure was marked by con-
ferences with the highest officials
which left no deubt as to the import-
ance of his mission.

‘“The Japanese Bismarck.”

London, Oct. 26.—The visit of Prince
Ito to Manchuria was being watched
closely by all foreign diplomats and
was believed to be of great signifi-
cance. He has been termed the “Jap-
anese Bismarck,” and it is believed that
hée contemplated establishing a treaty
between China and Japan, giving the
two countries a division of the exploit-
ation of Manchuria and barring all
foreigners.

Ito spent Sunday and Monday at
Mukden, where he held long confer-
ences with Viceroy Laing, of China, and
settled the details of the agreement
signed on September 30th.

it was Ito’s intention then to visit
the provincia] authorities and reconchie
them to the many concessions granted
by China to Japan, including the ad-
ministration of the Manchurian rail-
ways.

The conference with the Russian min-
ister of finance, it is understood, was
to have led the way to the fillng of
protests which were sure to follow the
division of the resources of Manchuria
between China and Japan.

The ability of Ito as a diplomat and
his firm and unswerving nature were

well known to the foreign offices of all

nations and the fact that he was the
chief of all Japan’s diplomatists ar
had been selected for the Manchu
mission, in itself had been considere
reason to expect most important d¢
opments.

Russian Views.

Paris, Oct. 26.—Minister Iswolsky
Russia, declared .to-day that no oy
will regret the assassination of Pri
Ito more than the Czar. Iswolsky
that the Czar considered Ito a pov
ful aid in the restoration of amity b
tween Russia and Japan.

ident of the privy council he visited |

of the Jaté Queen Victoria. He held
various ranks in the nobility including
that of marquis, under which title he
did much of his most important works,
In 1906 he went to Seoul where he main-
tained his residence while governor of
Korea.

Hutcheson, the city electrician,

hrief period, and he wished the in-
structions of the council on the matter.
Accompanying Mr. Hutcheson’s letter
was a report from Mr , Baxter, in
which the latter detalled what ought
i0 be done. While all the boilers ought
io be cleaned, there were certain al-
terations to pipes and joins which had
better be attended to at once.

On it being suggested that instruc-
tion should be issued to Mr, Hutche-
son to have the work done aeccording
to the report of Mr. Baxter, Ald.
Stewart arose and protested against
this action. He had rather a poor opin-
jon of the ability of Mr. Baxter, and
cited the case of his inspection of a
fire engine for the .city. He had recom-
mended that a feed pipe be placed
above the position it had originally oc-
cupied in the engine, and on examina-
tion by -others just as competent as
Mr. Baxter, it had been found that this
alteraiion was not enly unnec2s3ary, but
fatal to efficiency. In respect to the
boilers at the city electric lighting sta-
tion, Ald. Stewart declared:that they
had been put in according to the best
plans of competent manufacturers—re-
liable people—and he was opposed to
having any alterations made to the
system until they -had further -infor-
mation in the matter.

After some further debate the matter
was referred: back te Mr; Hutcheson
for report on Friday evening:next at
the meeting of the streets, sewers and
bridges committee.

FACE STARVATION

HUNDREDS OF FAMILIES
HOMELESS IN MEXICO

Property Loss is Estimated at
Over Five Million
Dollars.

Mexico City, Oct. 27.—A telegraphic
appeal for aid was received here to-
day frem the flood-stricken districts of
the state of Tabasco, in the southern
part of Mexico.

According to the dispatches the floods
began when a terrible cloudburst broke
over the state following twenty days
of incessant rainfall. Thousands of
acres planted in corn, beans and other
cereals are a total loss. Thousands of
cattle have been swept away and
drowned in the rivers which have ex-
tended beyond their banks. Houses
have been demolished and the property
damage is over $5,000,000. Only two
deaths have thus far been reported.

Five hundred families are homeless
in the town of Atasta.

The town of Santa Rosa is sub-
merged four feet, and many families
are waiting to be rescued from the
roofs of their dwellings, to which they
were compelled te flee for their lives.

Starvation is impending, and unless
outside aid reaches the districts many
deaths will result,

The valleys are lakes and the hill-
sides and highlands are covered with
deep mud.

CONFESSES T0
THREE MURDERS

MAN KILLS SISTERS
AND BROTHER-IN-LAVS

Dispute Over Property is Cause
of Tragedy in
Kansas.

Kansas City, Kans., Oct. 27.—James
McMahon is in the Kansas state peni-
tentiary at Lansing to-day, where he
was taken from this city last night by
officers who feared that the prisoner
might be taken’'from them and lynch-
ed by an angry mob which gathered
about the county jail following Mec-
Mahon’s confession yesterday that he
murdered his sisters, Miss Rose Mec-
Mahon and Mrs. Alonso van Royen,
and Alonso van Royen, his brother-in-
law, on a farm near here last Tues-

i day.

A long standing quarrel over pro-
perty owned by the mother of the Mec-
Mahons caused the tragedy. McMahon
confessed that he killed Van Royen in
a field and later went to the farm
house and shot his sisters.

Although McMahon took the sole re-
sponsibility for the terrible crime, the
police "arrested his brother, Patrick
McMahon, and a farm hand named
Patrick Lamb, who are held as wit-
nesses.

McMahon’s confession followed two
hours of sweating by Prosecutor Tag-
gart and Sheriff Brecker, He finally
collapsed under the ordeal and told
his story.

“Yes, I killed my two sisters and
brother-in-law, and I was crazy when
I did it,” he shouted.

“It took me thrée months to plan
and execute the crime, Day by day the
picture of their dead bodies lying be-
fore me grew, and at’last, two weeks
ago, I saw it all. My plan was perfect.

“I bought a revolver in Kansas City,
Mo. Going home I carefully waited
until I knew my intended victims
would be in the right positions for me
to kill them and get away. Tuesday
Rose went to visit at Van Royens and
Lon went to the woods. To make sure
he was not at home I went to the
house and learned where he was. I
found him and shot him in the head.
He fell, and I fired six shots into his
back. I always hated him, I dragged
his body across the creek and then
prepared to finish the deed.

“For an hour I wandered about,
planning, Then I walked into the house
and found my sisters.

“My first shot probably killed Mrs.
Van Royen as-she sat on a chair. She
screamed and fell. Rose started up to
speak to me and I shot her dead.

“With the two women virtually dead
I was free to take my time. I fired
two more shots into the body of Mrs.
Van Royen and five more into Rose’s
body. I did not hurry away. I was not
unduly excited. It was the culmination
of my only thought for months,

“I searched the house and found some
rings and other valuables. I took al] of
them and my revolver and hid. them
in a cornshock.

“Later it dawned on me that I had
committed a crime. I tried to keep it a
secret. But hour by hour something
told me that I must tell all. Now I will
sleep in peace.”

The confessed murderer had been
severely examined by the police many
times since then, but he skilfully ex-
tricated himself from the few com-
promising positions into which he
stepped.

He was taken at one time to  the
scene of the murders and forced at
midnight, under the glare of a search-
light, to rehearse his story. He did so
unflinchingly, swearing he knew noth-
ing of the crime, Later he offered $500
for the arrest.of the murderer,

JAPAN MOURNS

POLICY IN KOREA -
' WILL BE CHANGED

Trial of Assassin of Statesman

to Be Held at
Seoul.

Tokio, Oct, 27.—The elder statesmen
and ministers of state who were inter-
viewed to-day admitted that the as-
sassination of Prince Ito makes inevit-
able a change in the policies of Japan
in Korea.
‘While they will not admit that its
methods were wrong or too cruel, they
say that the Koreans never have un-
derstood the real motive of Japan,
Count Okuma, who is knewn as the
most eloquent man of Japan, is the
most silent to-day. He is overcome by
the death of the prince and when
pressed for a statement replied: *“I
cannot speak of it. Do not ask me.”
Count Komura, the foreign minister,
also .was deeply affected. He said:
“The prince has died ten years too
soon. Fools destroy their happiness
by murdering their benefactors.”

The extraordinary meeting of the
elder statesmen and the cabinet min-
isters remained in session at the for-
eign office nearly all of Tuesday night.
The effect of the assassination upon
the foreign policy of the nation was
discussed in great detail and it was
announced positively to-day that
Japan’s general diplomatic course in
the future will not be affected. The
officials concurred in an expression of
regret,  in which they stated their be-
lief that in the death of Prince Ito thes
nation has lost its greatest, most re-
presentative man and highest authority
on diplomatic affairs.

It was decided that the trial of the
assassin shall be held at Seoul, the
capital of Xorea. In this way his
punishment will be brought close to the
people of Korea and the statesmen
have decided that it is best to hold
the. trial where all Koreans may know
the details of its procedure and its
findings.

The newspapers here declare to-day
that the anti-Japanese journalists, who
have been active from time to time in
Korea, are responsible for the assassin-
ation, as they inspired the Koreans
to commit acts of violence against the
Japanese officfals in Korea.

The battleship Iwate was dispatched
to-day with the imperial. ¢chamberiain
and a large delegation of high officials
for Darien, where the body of the
prince will be taken on board to be
brought to Yokohama. The Iwate will
reach Darien next Sunday. g

Tokio is, gloomy to-day and conster-
nation prevails throughout the coun-
try. The emperor and empress ' are
mournful and the sorrow at the as-
sassination of ‘the prince affects all
classes of the people.

CHICAGO RESPONSIBLE
FOR ACTS OF CITIZENS

Ordered to Pay for Damages
Wrought by Mobs During
Strike Riot.

Chicago, Oct. 27.—Unless the TUnited
States Suprerhe Court Knocks out the
Illinois statute on which the claims
are based, the city of Chicago stands
to lose nearly $700,000 in judgments for
damages done railroad companies by
mobs during the Debs car strike in 1894.
The State Supreme Court yesterday
decided that the city was responsible
for the acts of her citizens, and that
is should pay for the damage wrought
during the strike of the American
Railway Union. 0

The case first decided against the
city was brought by the Pittsburg,
Cincinnati, Chicago & St. Louis rail-
way. The railroad claimed $100,000
damages for cars burned by the mobs
during the progress of the strike.

The city’s contention was that the
cars burned were not the property of
the plaintiff company. The Supreme
Court in its decision held that the cars
not owned by the transportation com-
pany were held by the corporation as
bailee and that the company can re-
cover for the cars of other companies
which may have been in its possession
when destroyed.

THAW ORDERED TO
REMAIN /T MATTEAWAN

Appeal is Denied, But He May

Albany, N. Y., Oct, 27.—Harry K.
Thaw, slayer of Stanford White, the
New York architect, must remain in
Mattewan asylum for the insane.

The wife was Miss Jennle, Gay, of
this city, and was a member of the
choir of St. Paul’s church of which
Rev. Mr. Dumoulin was curate, when
they were married on September: 19th,
1609. They lived successively in the
Hawaiian Islands, Spearfish, S.D.; Hél-
ton, Mich.; Fort Morgan, €ol., and in
this city.

Suyrely the very last thing that was
io be expected was an attempt to jus-

Trunk Pacific Railway Company. Be-
cause the contract between the Laur-
jer government and the Grand Trunk

Pacific Railway Company was con-
demned by the federal Conservative
party and was opposed with the utmost
virulence by the provincial Conserva-
tive party led by the men who con-
:éidered themselves the breath of life of
the McBride government. That con-
tract was attacked as extravagant in

the extreme. But we understand the

folly of expecting consistency in the ac-

tions or the arguments of the McBride
government or its organs,

~We admit it is quite true that the
Dominion government has given the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Company
very substantial guarantees in order
to induce that corporatioh to carry its
lines thr-ough to the Pacific Cesist, It
had to do this or the road would not
have been built through the northern
section of the province. The Conserva-
tive party in the federal Parliament
said it was not necessary to have the
line built through any part of this
province. It held all that was neces-
sary wase a road that would help to
transport the products of the prairies
to the markets of the world. The Do-
minion government said, British Colum-
bia. was entitled to more railways for
purposes of development, and it under-
took very heavy obligations with that
end in viev:vt-l't.guaranteed the inter-
est on the total cost ‘of the_mountain
section of the Grand Trunk Pacific.
And it is_building the Eastern section,
which will be operated by the Grand
Trunk Pacific Company and at the
end of seven years will pay the inter-
est on the cost of construetion.‘In-a
word the Grand Trunk Pacific is a
purely development railway, and the
fact is admitted that on certain sec-
tions of it some time must elapse be-
fore interest can be earned on ifs cost.

The Dominion government was justi-
fled in undertaking heavy responsibili-
ties in connection with the Grand
Trunk Pacific. Railway because, as
was pointed out at the time, it would
add hundreds.of miles to the breadth
of Canada. It has done that already,
and wil]l continue to add to the habit-
able and productive territory of the
country for years to come, - because
the completion of the main line will he
followed by the construction of
branches and feeders. How much new
territory in British Columbia will be
opened up to settlement by the con-
struction of the Canadian Northern
Railway? I will parallel the C. P, R.
for some hundreds of miles, No one
accepts seriously the Barkley . Sound
propositidn. On demand of Victoria
Conservatives an attempt is now being
made by’ the Premier to galvanise it
into a semblance of life, but every
person of intelligenc?, discrimination
and observation knows thdt it is but
a political rag baby and that no one
laughs more -heartily in' his sleeve at
the idea of its being accepted seriously
that the Premier himself.

Now it has always been maintained
that the guarantee of interest on the
prairie section of the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway was merely a matter
of form undertaken for the purpose of
endabling the company to obtain money
at a low rate of interest. These .lines
are transporting wheat already and
paying their way. We are not aware
that anyone ever said the mountain
section would pay Interest upon the
cost of construction beginning with the
first day of operation. Nor wil] any
qualified - authority say so of the pro-
posed Mackenzie & Mann system
through the mountains of British Co-
lumbia.

And there are some other facts which
must be kept well in mind.. The Do-
minion government is in a very dif-
ferent financial position from the pro-
vinéial government. Its resources are
representative of a nation of between
seven and eight millions of people., Its
revenue is increasing at a rate unpre-
cedented in the history of nations, The
obligations undertaken on behalf of
the Grand Trunk Pacific will not be
felt in the slightest degree by the in-
dividual taxpayer because of the rapid
increase of taxpayers in the aggregate.
This wonderful growth of population
is due in part to the development tol-
lowing the construction of the new
{ranscontinenta] road and was antici-
pated by the Finance Minister.

British Columbia is a large province
in point of area and resources. It is a
small province in point of population.
Its revenues are a source of amasze-
ment to those who compare them with
the comparative sparsensss —of the
population from whom they suppose the

lrevenuesvto be drawn.  They might be
immeasurably larger if their sources
were conserved and safeguarded and
utilized in a statesmanlike manner. But
it [i§ not beyond ‘the power of a govV=
| ernment ‘whose only ides Is to stay in
[ office ana to despoil the province in
its own interest and in. the interests of
its suppdrters . to strain our credit to
the breaking point. ‘That is what the
McBride government proposes to do if
its course be not peremptorily checked.

We need not particularize with regard
to the second. It is certainly not in the
class of the G. T. P. Its lines have all
been built upon guarantees, and there
is not one of them that is not bonded
to. the limit of its capacity to carry
such obligations.

This l;ast is the concern on whose
behalf the McBride government  pur-
poses ‘incurring a liability of twenty-
one millions of dollars’ upon capital
account and an annual liability of
more ‘than\ eight hundred thousand
dollars on interest account—a
for the complete term of forty-six
million four hundred thousand dollars.
Will any voter in British Columbia
imbued with a sincere concern for the
future maintain that such enormous
obligations will not seriously imperil
the prospects of the province? The
bargain cannot be defended on any
eround.

The reasons are that there is thé
most convidcing .evidéhce ‘that it was
the deliberate intention of the Premier
to deceive the public as to the terms
of the contract. Speaking of the guar-
antee, the Colonist says this morning:
“It has been alleged that Mr. McBride
stated in an interview that al] the
province is going to do is guarantee
the interest on the bonds of the Can-
adian Northern. In an interview
printed on the first page of the Colon-
ist on Friday, October 22nd, Mr. Mec-
Bride said: ‘For.exaxpple, the Cana-
dian Northern is to secure the province
by a first mortgage . upon its line with-
in this province. The measure sub-
mitted to the IL.egislature will have to
provide for the creation of a trustee-
ship in which this mortgage shall be
vested. The government is going to
guarantee the company’s bonds; but it
does not propose to allow the company
to receive the money derived from the
sale of the bonds, unti] it is entitleg to
it. Therefore, the money will pe paid
to the credit of the province and will
not be paid out to the company until
satisfactory evidence has been given
that work of actual construction satis-
factory to the government entitles the
company to receive it.” Even in his
first interview though Mr. McBride waé
not reported as having used the expres-
sign ‘guarantee the bonds,’ it was clear
from the context that he so megant, for
a first mortgage on the line within the
province and a convenant from the
company would be inconsistent with
the idea of a guarantee of interest
only. The Colonist did not understand
the reference in the first interview to
be of interest alone, for it presented
the case as similar to that of the other
provinees using the expression ‘guar-
anteed the bonds’ in that connection.
In all our comments, while pointing out
that the guarantee is of the bonds, ‘we
have spoken of the only liability as-
sumed being for interest, because the
principal is absolutely secured upon an
asset much greater than the debt.”

Our readers will observe ‘from this
“explanation” that the ‘claim is made
that neithér ~the Premier nor the
Colonist éndeavored to create the im-
pression that the guarantee was one
of interest on the bonds alone.

That is a curious sort of apol-
ogy to enter seeing that the organs of
the government had cited cases from
the records of Manitoba in proof of
the soundness of the position of the
Premier in withholding the document
until after it had been ratified by the
Legislature. We can assure Mr. Mec-
Bride that no one in British Columbia
will question the bona fides of Mr.

The apology is but a subter-
fuge. The fact that Mr. McBride had
refused to permit the leader of the op-

INDIAN TROUBLES.

To the Editor:—On the 3rd of Aug-
ust, the Weekly Colonist published a
statement, viz: ‘“Mike King, in an in-
terview with Post, says there is no
doubt but that the Nootka Indians
killed Waters boys, and gmissionaries
side with natives.”

I have been living on this West
Coast since the year 1873, and as I have
been an Indian trader, T think that I
am qualified to know the disposition
of the natives. He says an old In-
dian  told him hthat the Waters boys
were shot about 11 o'clock one night in
camp. I beg to differ with that state-
ment., No Indians belonging to -the
same tribe or, a friendly tribe would
inform to a white man in so serious a
cause as the murder of a white man,
by enemies in his own or a friendly
tribe of Indians. The informer knows
that his life would not be safe; the In-
dians would hate anda persecute him,
and if the law compelled him to give
evidence he woulc at once deny having
said anything about it. I know the
Indians; lies and perjury are nothing
te them. Experience is a good teach-
er and I have had plenty of it. Mr.
King says he never let his rifle out of
his hand, and that he believes the In-
dians will shoot a white man in a
minute if they think they can get
away with it. I agree with Mr. King
iz that, providing of course if they
could do it and no suspicion fall on the
Indians. But the Nootka natives are
no worse than other Indians on -the
West Coast, in fact when they come
this way I find them more civil and
better to trade with than the Ahousat
or the Clayoquot Indians. - As for the
missionary at Nootka (the Rev. Fath-
er Stern) siding with the Indians
wtout land question, etc. (I am not a
prefessed Catholic); nor I won't be-

| ieve the statement that all natives on

the West Coast are naturally jealous
about land and river fishing. Far back
when I first came on this West Coast
it was the same among themselves. I've
seen it once myself, and it very nearly
figsht between two

tribes in Clayoquot. A number of the
bucks, one tribe on each side of a nar-
row sand spit, had these old-fashioned
flint guns with them and acted like
wild cats, frothing and spitting at one
another, and for a very trivial affair,
only a dispute about a cedar log drift-
ing along, and who was the owner of
the sand beach whepéi.the “log had
drifted. These Ahousat Indians are
not the original natives to the Ahousat
Their forefathers lived on
islands facing the ocean, one of them
ealled Ahuso and those living here
called Outsoes, On account of a woman
murdered and jealousy about good riv-
er fishing, the Ahuso Indians one night
came on to the Outsoes’- camp and
massacred all they eould. Those that
got away took to the mountains; the
Ahus Indians hunted and destroyed all.
I was told so by a very old man, many
years now ‘dead. When the same In-
dian died I heard some of the older
Indians say. that the reason the Ahou-
sat Indians died off so fast is ‘that the
blood from the murdered Outsoes calls
for revenge, and are killing them off

| the land. When I first knew these In-

dians there were about 600, but now
only about 225, and I never heard that
this tribe had the smallpox. I do be-
lieve that as long as there-is one In-
dian :left on this West Coast, there
will always be some kick about the
land and their former liberty in river
fishing. It is born in the native, and
I am quite certain that the Rev.
Stern as well as any of the other rev-
erend fathers, do not side with the
Nootka Indians. As for any other na-
tive telling them that all the land be-
longs to the Indians, I myself have had
to take lots of bullying and threaten-
ing from these natives about land that
I lawfully pre-empted and paid all my
taxes, etc., to the government for it,
and especially has it been so the most
part of this year, threatening, black-
guarding, bullying and abbetting in
rchbhery. Now I have been informed
by the Indian boss at the Rivers Inlet
cannery that all the Ahausats there
had a pow-wow, and made up their
minds that on their way home they
would call in at the Indian office in
Victoria and demand my removal from
here. I am not on an Indian reserve,
but on my own land. In June it got
actually that bad for me here with the
Indians’ nastiness and -blackguarding
that I cleared out, leaving no one in
charge of my store, and went by
canoe nearly ten miles to the Catholic
school mear Clayoquot for protection
and a refuge, and I was not mistaken
in going there. And why were some of
the ' Indians so threatening, etc.? Be-
cause I refused to give my consent for
the Presbyterian missionary for to
marry my daughter-to one of the boys
just out of school, and the sdme boy
was as poor as a church rat, and he
was a scamp and a rake; got thrashed
once in the school for defiling the girls.

I am’ gétting too old now, mearly 69
years—also I am a poor man, and it
takes capital to get justice where the
Indians are concerned.

Toronto, Ont., Oct, 28.—The district
in the neighborhood of Parker’'s dye-
works; 791 Yonge street, was startled
this morning shortly before 11 o’clock
by an explosion which smashed several
windows. Two police ambulances and
the fire department were summoned
immediately. The explosion was
caused by the ignition of gasoline in
a tank used for -cleaning purposes.
Brick walls were plown out and Fore-
man Harris, of the cleaning depart-
ment, was blown out of the windows.
His injuries are very serious, being
badly burned.

Under this was a tank contain-
ing 150 gallons of gaseoline and firemen
are fighting to keep the flames from
this, using sand.

WILL RESUME WORK
EARLY NEXT MONTH

New Dominion Company is
Preparing to Reopen
Rawhide Mine.

Phoenix, Oct. 27.—The indications for
the resumption of work at the Rawhide
mine in the course of a couple of weeks
are particularly bright at present,

After two or three meetings of the
unpaid miners of the former Domin-
ion company, and conference with
John Seward, manager for the New
Dominion, the employees who had
wages due them voted to accept from
the new company an offer of 75 per
cent, in full payment of their claim.
The proposition before the miners was
that while the new company was
under no obligation in regard to the
unpaid wages, it would be willing to
pay 75 per cent. in order to reimburse
former employees and clear away any
possible friction in connection with the
resuming of operations at the Dominion
properties. Local merchants, in order
to assist the men and facilitate in the
resumption of work, agreed to give a
1232 per cent. discount on all accounts
incurred by such miners on tendering
the cheques of the New Dominion com-
pany in payment. In other words, the
cheques received by ex-Dominion em-
ployees will be worth 1121 per cent.
of face value in making purchases.
Mr. Seward could not say definitely
when the money will be paid but ex-
pected; the cheques would be ready in
about ten days.

‘With the matter of wages cleared up
Mr. Seward anticipates that the New
Dominion will commence operalions
at the Rawhide mine about the first
week in November, though resumption
at the Brooklyn and Idaho properties,
beyond development work, is indefinite.

It is probable the Rawhide mine
will be operating a force of 100 men
before the end of November. Accord-
ing to the plans mapped out by Mr.
Seward a large amount of surface work
will be required, improvements made
and the extraction of ore systemized
before shipping will commence.

The ores from the Dominion mines
were formerly crushed at the com-
pany’s smelter, but as there is no
crusher at the B. C. smelter, to which
the Rawhide will ship, a crusher will
be installed at the mine before any
shipments are made. It is proposed to
remove the crusher from the Boundary
Falls smelter to the Rawhide as soon
as possible.

With the Rawhide in operation the
company intend to put a force to work
on the exploratory and development of
the Brooklyn and Idaho. It 1s the
opinion of those familiar with the
Brooklyn that there is yet .a large
amount of excellent ore in the property,
the ledge extending into the -Monte-
zuma claim owned by the Dominion,

Entrance Isiand Light.

On 15th November, 1909, the light
heretofore shown from a 31-day Wig-
ham lamp on the southeast end of En-
trance jsland, Quatsino sound, will be
replaced by a light shown from’ a new
lighthouse, located 240 feet S. 36 deg.
W. from the site of the old wooden
tower, which has been taken down.

The new lighthouse stands on land ¥

57 feet above high water mark. It
consists of a square wooden dwelling,
painted white, with an octagonal iron
lantern, painted red, rising from the
middle of its hip roof. The building is
37 feet high from its base to the.top
of the ventilator on the lantern,

The light is a fixed white light, ele-
vated - 89 feet high water mark, and
should be visible 15 miles over an arc
of 270 deg., between the bearing of N.
72 deg. E. round by north, west and
soutn to S, 18 deg. E. The illuminating
apparatus is dioptric of the fifth or-
der.

Lose Lives By Capsizing of Canoe in
Squamish River.

Vancouver, Oct, 27.—Two Indians be-
longing on the reserve at North Van-
couver were drowned in the Squamish
river on Thanksgiving Day through the
overturning of their canoe. A third In-
dian in the canoe had a narrow escape
from death.

The accident happened a short dis-
tance above the log booming grounds,
and was caused by the canoe striking
a log jem and swamping. The three
Indians wore long rubber boots and
when they were thrown into the water

the boots- of one of them caught in
some snags, ‘and the man was borne
beneath the surface by the terrific
force of the current. The other man
succumbed to the icy chill of the
water. The man who escaped was lucky
in being thrown on a bar where he
could obtain' a foothold. Up till late
Jast night neither of the bodies had
been recovered.

POSTOFFICE AT NELSON
WILL BE ENLARGED

Chief Superintendent Ross to
Recommend Building of
Wing.

Nelson, Oct. 27.—The Nelson post
office is to be enlarged in the near fu-
ture. Announcement to this effect was
made after an inspection of the present
building by George Ross of Toronto,
chief superintendent of post offices for
Canada, and J. R, Greenfield, superin-
tendent of the service in this province.
On a visit of inspeection here which he
has ' just concluded, Mr. Ross went
carefully into the whole matter and
decided that an enlargement cof the
present building was absolutely neces-
sary and will make a recommendation
to the government to this effect. The
erection of another wing will follow
without delay, it is expected. The
proposed new wing will be 30 feet by
27 feet in size and will be erected in
the rear of the present building.

The erection of the new wing will
give increased room in the sorting
room. Additional accommodation for
the public is also to be provided. A
number of new drawers will be put-in,
and the stamp vending registered let-
ter and parcel departments will be
greatly extended,

The present post office was completed
in 1903, being occupied for the first
time in September of that year. At
the time the post office officials as well
as the general public thought that it
would provide all the accommodation
required for a good many years to
come. All were mistaken, however.
The development has been much more
rapid than was expected.

apd passengers were in the lifeboat
which put off from the wrecked steam-
er Hestia yesterday, and has not been
sighted since. It is believed that the
boat must have been swamped in the
high seas. This with the four known
te be dead would bring the number of
dead up to thirty-five.

The estimate is based upon the state-
ments of the six men who were taken
from the rigging of the wrecked steam-
er, after they had been left with prac-
tically no hope of being saved. The
Hestia, with 41 persons on board,
hound from Glasgow for St. Johns and
Baltimore, was wrecked yesterday
when she piled upon a shoal off Seal
cove.

The six men rescued say that the
lifeboat was crowded with men, and
that it was so heavily laden that it
would have been almost impossible for
it to have weathered the seas that
were running at the time.

When last seen* the boat was being
driven out to sea, and it is barely pos-
sible that it may yet be afloat, and if
that is the case the suffering of the
thirty-one survivors in it must be in-
tense.

In the hope of finding the missing
beat several tugs have gone to the
scene and are searching the ocean in
that vicinity.

OUTLOOK BRIGHT
IN THE YUKON

Summer’s Work Has Shown
Up Rich Quartz
Prospects.

Vancouver, Oct, 26.—George Black, a
well-know. Yukon lawyer, has arrived
in Vancouver from the north, accom-
panied by Mts. Black. They will spend
some menths in Vancouver before re-
turning to 'Dawson in March. When
asked as to''the condition in Yukon,
Mr. Black said:

‘““The business outlook has not been
as promising. for fvears at it is as pre-
sent. This summer’'s work has shown
up some wonderfully rich quartz pros-
pects. The group of local investors,
headed by Postmaster Hartman, in-
terested in what is known as the Dome
property, has driven a tunnel 1,000 feet
at the head of the rich gold-bearing
creeks, and have crosseut several ledges
at a depth of 500 feet from the surface,
all carrying high values in frse milling
gold. The last ledge crossed was
some four feet wide and is said to have
assayed over $100 to the ton. The main

will be closed down during the extreme
cold weather and drifting will be done
by hand on the ledges already tapped.
A two-stamp mill was set up late in
the summer by Dr. Catto and asso-
ciates in the Lone Star group and oper-
ated most successfully until the frost
closed them down, something over 100
ounces having been cleaned up for the
short run from surface rock. Numbers
of surface prospects are to be found
that are just as promising as those
of the two properties mentioned, and
it is expected that a lot of development
work will be done within the next year.

A, N. C. Treadgold, who
bought up Hunker, Eldorada and
Bonanza creeks for: the Guggen-
heims  on ‘Dominion. and Quartz
creeks, whether for himself or undis-
closed capital, is not announced.

Dawson, bringing water from the

“A big placer strike is reported on
the American side of the line, several
hundred miles north of Dawson, and
the belief that it 1is genuine was
gaining ground rapidly when we came
away on the 10th inst. A number of
people were making arrangements to
go in over the ice from Dawson.”

IN COAL MINES

CAUSES OF ACCIDENTS

MET BY WORKERS|

symmary of the Dangerous
Features Connected
With Mining.

in view of the disaster that has re-
: taken place at the Extension
 the following dealing with mine
and related questions, by Harry
-~ mavlor, instructor in coal mining in
the State college at Pullman, Wash.,
will be of special interest. He says:
rhe subject of mine gases and mine
explosions is one of the most im-
portant topics that can engage the
attention of the mining engineer,’and
‘s one that sheuld be well understood
by all who are engaged umderground.
It is to be feared that this is far
from being the gase; that great ig-
ance still prevails in mining quar-
: on the subject,

rhe fact that hundreds of lives are
jost each year by explosions of fire
damp and coal dust emphasizes the
importance of the guestion, and 2
consideration of the circumsta‘xjxces
under which some of those explosxc_ms
occur forces wupon us the opinion
that much has yvet to be learned by
many officials wha are considered as
competent,

E\perv ordinary miner should have
a knowledge of the subject, because
in fiery mines- especially, the safety
of the whole number depends upon
the individual actions of each man
employed. :

The gases met with in mines are
very few, bui a thorough knowledge
of their properties and the manner of
their detection is most important.
The - following are the gases mgst
commonly occurring in mines, consid-
ered in the order of their importance
as dangerous to life and health:

(1) Marsh gas, which, mixed with
air, is known as “fire damp;” (@)
carbonic oxide gas, Wwhich is called
«white damp” by the miner; (3) car-
bonic acid gas; (4) black damp; (%)
after-damp; (8) sulphureted hydrogen:
(7) stink damp, and (8) ethene, ‘or
olifiant gas.

The two latter gases are rarely
found in mines, and when present are
only in limited volume.

Marsh gas (usually very: similar, or
the same .as natural gas) exists, or
has existed as an occluded (pent up)
gas, to a greater or less extent, in
all coal formations. It comes out
from the pores and crevices of an
exposed face of a gaseous eoal seam.
It mayv also issue from the floor or
roof of the Se&m, or transpire ‘from
the entire face., It may issue in @
stronger flow from a crevice, or feed-
ers, or may even find vent. as a
blower of gas under great pressure.

Marsh gas is a combustible gas,
burning with a bluish flame, but it
will not support combustion. On ac-
count of the rapid -diffusibility of
marsh gas, its detection in the mine
is practically the detection of the
explosive mixture of marsh gas and
air, known as fire damp.

An explosion is the result of the
ignition of a gas ‘which causes other
gases at a high temperature to be
produced and require additiona] space.
Fire damp is an explosive -mixture
of marsh gas and air. A majority of
mine explosions are caused through
fire damp, but many large explosions
kave occurred in mines where there
was no trace of fire damp, and these
are .usually caused by the explosion
of coal dust,

The explosive limits of a mixture
of marsh gas and air cannot be close-
ly defined. However, under ordinary
conditions, the following figures will
be found very nearly correct:

One volume of marsh gas to 17 of
air takes fire, but will not explode;
1 of marsh gas to 13 of air gives the
minimum explosive vielence; 1 of
marsh . gas to 9.57 of air gives the
maximum explosive violence; 1 of
marsh gas to 5.55 of air gives the
minimum explosive violence; 1 of
marsh gas to 2.39 of air takes-,five,
but will not explode. =

After-damp is a gaseous mixture
that exists in mine workings after an
explosion and usually contains car-
bonic oxide gas. The presence of
this gas renders the after-damp far
more dangerous than would be eother-
wise the case, as it is very poison-
ous and not easily detected. In
many cases this gas kills more men
than the force of the exvlosion. The
explosion does damag. ‘n only one
part of the mine, while the after-
damp spreads over the entire work-
ings. I¥ many cases men attempt-
ing to_enter the mine after an ex-
pvlosion have lost their lives. by com-
ing in contact with this gas.

A very good plan is for the rescue
party to have a mouse or small bird
in a cage, and by keeping the cage
several feet in front eof them, -they
can tell by the action of the bird if
there is ahy poisonous gas present,
as it will usually affect a mouse . or
small bird a "great deal sooner than
a man,

Coal dust is a very dangerous fac-
tor, present to a greater or less ex-
tent in many coal mine explosions.
The presence of coal dust suspended
in the air of mine workings, and
acted upon by a flame of sufficient
Volume and intensity, gives rise
to two praetical effects: (a) elonga-
tion of the flame, and (b) widening of
the explosive range of the marsh gas
and air For a long time it was
Guestioned whether the presence of
dust was a dangerous factor, except
where there was also a small percent-
age or gas in the air.. Evidence has
well established the faet, however,
that coal dust of itself is a danger-
ous element, and may often be the
-\file cause of an explosion, when act-
ed upon by a flame of sufficient in-

ty

_tensity and magnitude.

Too much faith should not be placed
in_ the use of water by sprinkling4
o “lay” the dust. -‘This has a bene-
ficial effect in the .immediate "vieinity,
hut a large amount of water is re-’
(uired to render an untidy working
Flac: safe at firing time, It is better
to allow no accumulations of dust. .
't is now over eightv-five years:

I since . Sir Humphrey Davy invented

the first safety lamp, an event which
marked a new epoch in coal mining.
This invention has saved the lives
of thousands of coal miners.” A safety
lamip is. a .lamp of special con-
struction.  In~ appearamce it very
much resembles a small lantern,
which in fact it is. The flame is com-
pletely enclosed in wire gauze, or in
glass, and wire gauze casing, which
prevents its contaet -with an out-
side body of gas. Its use serves two
purposes: (1) protection in gaseous
workings, when an open light would
cause -serious results by the igniting
of - gas: and (2), to indicate to the
miner the presence of gas. There are
a great many different makes of safe-
ty” lamps, but the - general principle
of them all is the same. Some types
are better for lighting purpeses, while
others are better for determining the
amount of gas present.

There are many devices on the mar-

ket for determining the percentage of
marsh gas present in. a mine, but the
usual way is by the flame of a safety
lamp as follows: Reduced to a
smal] uniform size, the lamp is held
in an wupright position, in one hand,
while the eyes are ecarefully screened
by the other hand from the glare of
the light, the lamp being slowly rais-
ed toward the roof where the gas is
suspected. The flame is carefully
watched for the first appearance of a
cap, and the height of .the cap 1is
carefully noted. A cap one-eighth of
an inch in height shows the presence
of about 2 per cent. of fire damp.
_ In the ventilation of a gaseous
mine, the air current may be rendered
explosive by the sudden occurrence
of any one of a number of circum-
stances. Among these are the fol-
lowing:

(1) Stopping or = sudden change of
the ventilating c¢urrent; (2) sudden
increase of gas due to outbursts, falls
of roofs, feeders, fall of barometric
pressure, which will allow more gas
to. come out of the coal; (3) presence
of cooal dust thrown - into  suspension
in the air, in the ordinary working
of- the mine, or.the force of blasting
at the working face, which causes the
settled dust to rise,"or by a shet
whose force is expanded in the air,
and having usually a long flame
shooting out, which will set fire to
the dust; (4) rapid successien of
shots ‘in close workings, which cause
quite a ° disturbance in - the air; ()
accidental discharge of an explosive
in a dirty atmospherec

Any or all of these causes may
bring en an explgsion at any moment.
Hence, ' the condition eof the air cur-
rent -should. be maintained far within
the explosive limit, -Experience -in any
particular seam or district must always
be the best guide, and furnish the best
standard for determining the eXxplosive-
ness of any given lamp flamé. For ex-
ample, 2 per cent. of gas may be com-
paratively safe in a small mine where
'the codl is hatrd@, arid not particularly
flamable, while 1% per cent. of gas
woul@ be considered unsafe in mines
where -the conditions are more -faver-
able to the generation of gas and
the formation of. cdal dust, The dajly
output of the mine and the general
care that is enforced’ upon ‘the miners
at the working face are factors that
should always be considered and taken
into serious account in determining
explosive conditions.

MAY MOVE BODY
OF WILLIAM PENN

Likely to Carry Remains of II-
lustrious Man From Eng-
land to America.

London, Oct. 26, — A renewed pro-
posal to remove the remains of illus-
trious William Penn from the peace-
ful little burial ground at Jordans,
near Chalfont St. Giles, in Bucks, to
the States, has created a good deal of
interest in that country. The project
is summarized in the following, which
has been issued to Americans, large
numbers of whom have visited the
shrine during the past ‘few months
and are still making a pilgrimage to
the spot:

“That Americans should desire to
have in their midst the bones of him
whose memory they so earnestly re-
vere is a sentiment which the great
man’s fellow-countrymen now living
cannot lightly ignore. Profoundly im-
pressed by the noble character, the
sterling deeds and the inestimable
worth of the man who founded the
great colony of Pennsylvania toward
the end of the seventeenth century,
the American of to-day, inspired by
reverential awe, cannot be blamed if
he wants more than a mere pilgrim-
age to thne shrine of his idol will give.

“Such motives which give rise to
the desire, not an unnatural one when
all is considered, do not spring from
any wish to rob England of all that
is left of one of her nobM€t sons, but
are the outcome of a pure esteem for
the memory of the man who, fired by
the spirit of republicanism and guided
by noble precepts and doctrines com-
bined with a fearlessness of cparac-
ter, a generous nature and a stout
heart, was foremost in laying the
foundation upon which must of Am-
erica’s greatness has risen.”

The last occasion upon which. over-
tures of this description were made
was as far back as the year 1881. The
negotiations then made for the re-
moval of William Penn’s remains
were unsuccessful.

There seems every probability that
there will be even stronger resent-
ment to any such project at the pres-
ent time., Not only are the members
of the Society of Friends in England
averse to the idea, but many others
who are admirers of William Penn
would strongly oppose the proposal,

VICTORIAN GIVES
INVESTORS ADVICE

F. B. Pemberton Tells British-
ers of Qpportunities in
the Province,

F. B. Pemberton, of this city, inter-
viewed in London, Eng., by “Canada,”
gave some very interesting information
relaEive to the province in genera] and
Victoria and other points in particular.
The paper says:

“I consider that I am well within the
mark in stating that real estate values
have doubled in value within the last
three years in the principal thorough-
fares of Vancouver, and in a great
many cases far more than that; near-
1y all the best sites are now held in
hands which are optimistic as to a
further advance 'in values, but
growth is not likely to be anything
like se rapid as we have seen in the
past.” These remarks were made to
a representative of Canada by Mr, F.
B. Pemberton, of the well-known finan-
cia] and real estate firm of Pemberton
& Son, of Fort: street, Victoria, and
Pender street, Vancouver.

After referring to the increased value
in Vaneouver city, as given by Mr.
Pemberton, the article continues:

Questioned as to values in the out-
skirts of the city, Mr. Pemberton said:
“I think values in this direction are
being a little overdone; as far as five
miles out from the centre of the city
large tracts have been acquired, which
are being cut up in certain cases into
35-foot lots, which seem to me to be
too small. For some time to come the
man who is willing to live five miles
out in a good class of house will pre-
fer to build his house where he is not
as close to his next door neighbor as he
would expect to be in the heart of the
city, and the prices' given lately for
such areas of building land would pre-
clude their being used for what in
England you “would eall ‘artisan
dwellings.” The electric car lines are
rapidly extending, and the working
class population will go further afield,
too. There are now well-défined areas
for various types of propérty — the
East End and West End, so to speak.”

In this connection Mr. Pemberton
said: “I should like to give a word of
advice to the British investor in land,
who often makes a hasty visit and a
too- superficial’ inquiry into local con-
ditions and prospects. Unless he can
remain in the country it is generally
safer for the Englishman to invest in
first mortgages in property in the more
developed areas. He can be sure of 6
per cent., clear of all expenses, agency
charges, bank charges, and taxes, etc.;
if ‘on the spot he can get a safe 7 per
cent. An increasing number of young
men are coming into our province with
capital, and we are getting more and
more inquiries from retired profession-
al men, army and navy officers, and
persons of “that type. Te the young
men I invariably say, ‘Lock up your
capital upon arrival, so that you can-
not touch it for at least two years, and
spend that time in giving your services
in a business house, or-on a fruit farm,
or in whatever branch of work you
have special interest or aptitude,. Then
vou will want little ‘advice frox:any
real estate or financial agency as to
how to invest your capital plus your
services to far better advantage than
Another point for the young
man—whoever he is—who means to he-
come a citizen, is the immense advant-

‘age of learning how to handle a horse

and milk a cow before he comes out.
Tf he is above soiling his hands and
doing his own ‘chores,’ ‘he had better
stop away; he is no use as an employer
unless he knows the practical details
of the work he wants done. This may
be all very trite and commonplace,
but you would be surprised at the ex-
tent of the ignorance of some of the
new arrivals, from England in particu-
lar.”

Mr. Pemberton resides in Victoria.
Asked particularly as to the prospects
in that city and on Vancouver Island,
he said: “You need take lttle notice
of reports as to jealousy between Vie-
toria, the capital, and Vancouver, the
great seaport and commercial centre of
our province; amy such jealousy has
died out years ago, and no longer ex-4
ists. Many of the wealthier residents
of the Iatter are buying property in
and near Victoria; also very many of
those who have acquired independence
Apart from
the advantage as a place of residence
the capital must go on growing in pro-
portion as the undeveloped resources
of Vancoucer Island are exploited.
When the new transcontinental line is
opened to Prince Rupert and trans-
Pacific steamships are running from
that city, Victoria will become a port
of -cal] . for many of them; there is
splendid accommodation at the outer
wharf. Esquimalt is only three miles
away, and 1s reached by electric cars.
Most of the mewcomers bring capital,
buy land, and-build on it. The pro-
gress is_steady, and you have doubt-
less read the comments of men like
Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, who had
not been in Victoria for a few years,
and expressed amazement at its growth
as a port and place of business, as well
as a beautiful residential city.”

Mr. Pemberton alluded to the certain
future of such districts in the province
as the Nechaco valley, Francis lake,
Stewart lake, and spoke very favorably
of the Bulkeley valley and Ootsa lake
localities, now comparatively inacces-
sible to what they will be when the
transportation facilities now under con-
struction are provided.

In reply to a question as to how a
would-be British investor can lend
money on mortage with absolute safety
without making the journey across the
Atlantic, Mr. Pemberton said: “The
status of .our leading firms can be read-
ily ascertained through the Canadian
Bank of Commerce or the Bank of
Montreal, which have offices in London.
Again, money can be sent out through
a bank having branches in Canada,
and an arrangement made by which the
amount could only be paid over in ex-
change for a certificate of ownership
from the land registry office, and a
duplicate copy of the mortgage duly
certified by the provincial registrar of
lands and .mortgages.”

Askead as to the effect of the budget
upon those owning land on mortgage
in British Columbia, Mr. Pemberton
said:  “Many of our clients let their
money .accumulate on our side, add-
ing interest to principaj and reinvest-
inq._ and as the income does not come

the L

to this country there is no -necessity
to pay taxes on it,

“I am glad to notice that there is &
far better appreciation of Canada,”
concluded Mr. Pemberton, ‘“here than
on my last visit, a fact which may be
largely attributed to the greater num-
ber of your prominent business men
who now spend their vacation in the
country the wonderful future of which
becomes evident to anyone visiting it,
especially when one ‘considers that in
the Northwest only a fractiona] part
of the land capable of growing wheat
is under cultivation at the present time.
The same applies to B, C. in the fruit-
growing way; the productive wealth of
the country within a few years will be
something enormous.”
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ALBERNI’S PLANS
UNDER CONSIDERATION

Board of Trade of That Place
Conferred With R.
Marpole.

Alberni, Oct. 25.—On Thursday even-
ing, October 21st, a deputation of the
New Alberni Board of Trade, consist-
ing of Measrs. A. D. Mclntyre, A. E.
Waterhouse, A. D. Cooper; and R, F.
Blandy, waited upon Mr. R. Marpole,
vice-president of the E. & N. railway,
at the Somass hotel, New Alberni,

Mr. Waterhouse introduced the depu-
tation, whose purpose was to discuss
the name of the city which will grow
up at the .terminus of the branch of
the E. & N. railway, The deputation
pointed out tha. up to the present the
terminal city had been constantly re-
ferred. to, both in the press and by the
railway company, as Alberni, whereas
the town bearing the postal name of
Alberni was two miles distant from
the terminus. This practice was work-
ing considerable harm te New Alberni,
which was located at the actual ter-
minus of the line on the deep water
harbor, and alse to the district in gen-
eral, as visitors who only saw Alberni,
which was on the Somass river, went
away with the impression that there
was no harbor at all at the end of the
railway, Mr. Marpole’'s attention was
also drawn to the fact that many of
the residents at Alberni, which is
known as ‘“the old town,” maintained
the opinion that the terminal passen-
ger station would be located closer to
Alberni than to the new town, i.e. to
New Alberni.

Mr, ‘Marpole said he had previously
been giving the matter some consider-
ation, but he thought -it would be un-
wise to discard the name Alberni en-
tirely, He considered that  the title
New Alberni was not sufficiently dis-
tinctive, and stated: “The terminus of
the Alberni branch of the Esquimalt
& Nanaimo railway is of course at the
head of navigation on_ the —Alberni
canal, at what we now call New Al-
berni, but I think the latter place
should be rechristened ~and named
Port -Alberni, which will indicate posi-
tively that the town is the seaport ter-
minus, We expact Port Alberni to be
an important shipipng point in connec-
tion with the west coast navigation,
and the traffic of that great island
coast line. We intend to have good
wharf facilitiecs - and “passenger and
freight accommodation at Port Al-
berni, and  as a matter of course our
station and the customary terminal
arrangements will be right there, ad-
jacent to our wharves and in touch
with the sawmills and other industrial
concerns on deep water. In our opinion
the station will be close to. Argyle
street, near the Somass hotel, and at
the head of the freight yard. If tiie
residents ef New Alberni are willing
to accept the new title, and if the Al-
berni Land Companay, which owns
practically the whole of the townsite,
is also agreeable, I will do my best to
secure the adoption of the name Port
Alberni, and to have the terminus
referred to by that name.”

Questioned as to the passsnger ar-
rangements for Alberni, Mr. Marpole
said: ‘“We shall of course provide the
ordinary railway accommodation neces-
sary for the old town of Alberni and
the settlement adjacent thereto, and
the stopping place will probably be at
the crossing of the Nanaimo road.”

RADIUM AS CURE FOR
MALIGNANT DISEASE

New York Organization Will Be
Devoted to Treatment
‘of Cancer.

New  York, ‘Oct. 26.—A . number of
noted physicians and surgeons have
announced the tentative organization
of the American Radium Institute, to
be devoted to the treatment of can-
cer and similar diseases. ® The object
of the association is not commereial
and plans to cenquer cancer through
the application of radium,

Supplies of pitchblende for manu-
facture are to be drawn from Colora-
do and the other western localities,
where the initial processes of ex-
tracting the radium will be conduct-
ed. It is planned to have a factory
in New York for the preparation of
the radium. The first hospital where
cancer patients are to be treated will
be in this city and it is considered
probable that another will be estab-
lished, possibly in Chicago.

The market price of radium is
$1,000 for ten milligraps, or approxi-
mataly $2,700,000 a pound. The new
institute plans to manufacture suffi-
cient radium to be able to supply it
to practitioners throughout the coun-
try. The scientists who place such
great faith in radium and who are es-
tablishing the institute are not only
providing the necessary funds, but
will devote much of their time to
promoting the success of the affair.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT,

Nelson, Oct. 25.—John Bumfrey, an
Englishman ranching on the Columbia,
near Robson, accidentally shot him-
self with a rifie while in the bush
shooting to-day. He was brought here
to the hospital in a :critical state and
operated on.”

ITALIAN FOUND
DEAD IN WOODS

MYSTERY AS TO DEATH
OF SALVATORE ANDREA

Body Dragged From Trail Into
Woods Near Gold-
stream.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

The body of Salvatore Andrea, an
Itelian hetween twenty-six and
twenty-seven years of. age, who has
been a resident of Victoria two ¥years,
and was in the employ of - Parfitt
Brothers as a laborer, was found Sun-
day morning about 8.80 o’clock lying
in the: woods thirty-four: yards from
the Leach river trail, about half a mile
fiom the Goldstream hotel, shot
through the left breast.

The police have as yet secured no
clue as to how the man met his death
except that he was shot. How he came
to be shot is at present a mystery.
The body was found  lying in the
woods, and from the position of the
clothing and certain marks on the
ground it had been dragged feet fore-
most from the trail to the spot where
it lay when found. The body was
fully clothed and the tail of the coat
was dragged up under the shoulders
as would be the case through the body
having been dragged feet foremost.
The seat and hip pickets of the trous-
ers were found to be torn, evidently
through having caught on the rocks
or some obstruction on the ground as
the bhody was dragged through the
woods. Other than this there is no
sign of derangement of the clothing,
and nothing about the body or the
ground in the vicinity to show that a
struggle took place or that hand to
hand violence occurred before the man
met his death.

That death was instantaneaous is
the belief of the police, as the bullet
went right through the left breast, en-
tering at the chest on the right side

and coming out at the back. Over the
trail which the body was dragged
there are no signs of footmarks, as the
ground is rough and stony.

How the man met his death is the
problem facing the police, who advance
either of two theories, first that An-
drea. was murdered and second that he
was accidentally shot by some hunter
in the woods who became frightened
and dreading an inquir$ which he
would have to face dragged the body
into the woods and left it to be dis-
covered. The theory of suicide is not
entertained, as the man while he died
from a bullet wound had no gun nor
was there one found in the vicinity.
In the clothing were found a number
o* .38 calibre cartridges, but the bullet
which killed  the man was, it is
thought, much layger.

The beody ‘was discovered by George
Nelson, of 721 View street, a moulder
at the Albion Stove Works, who with
two others was occupying a cabin in
the vicinity. The three had gone on a
hunting trip on Saturday. Nelson
went out Sunday morning with his gun

in search of birds, and while hunting’

noticed marks on the ground which
he took to be tracks of a deer, Fol-
lowing these he came upon the bhody
of Andrea lying-face upward on the
ground. Hurrying back to the camp
he made known his discovery, and then
hastened to the Goldstream hotel,
where he informed the proprietor, who
telephoned to the city and provincial
police.

Superintendent Hussey, with Con-
stable Conway, of the provincial-po-
lice, drove to Goldstream, and were
shortly after followed by Sergt. Detec-
tive Perdue of the city detective office.
Arn. examination of the. bedy disclosed
that robbery was not the motive of
the death-of Andrea, as in-the clothing
wag found twenty dollars in hills and
some small change in a purse, - while
his jewelry was not taken. Letters in
the inside pockets of the eoat disclosed
the identity of deceased, and a bank
book showing Andrea had several hun-
dred dollars to his ecredit ih a local

bank was also found besides a number
of small articles: A7) ¥

It was thought that some light might
be thrown on. the-mattér by a number
of Italians who are employed on the
Mill Bay road construction, but in-
quiry among these was fruitless as
the camp had broken up on Thursday
last and but few of the men remained.
At the Goldstream hote] it was found
that some of the Italians had been
drinking there Saturday night, but all
had left in an orderly manner, and An-
drea was not among them. His occu-
pation was afterwards” @iscovered. He
has been employed on the construc-
tion of the George Jay scheol for Par-
fitt Brothers, the contractors. s

Further inquiry disclosed that three
Italians had boarded the E. & N. train
at Goldstream Saturday. One left the
train at Cobble~Hill and the others
went further on.

At Cobble Hill Sergt. Murray and
Sergt. Detective Perdue found another
Italian road gang, very few of whom
could speak English, but none of whom
could throw any light on the death of
their countryman, Among them, how-
ever, was found the one who had left
the train at Cobble Hill. He told the:
officers he had left the construction
gang at Goldstream and gone on to
Cobble Hill and obtained work. His
two companions had continued up the
line in search of work there. Descrip-
tions of the other two were wired to
Ladysmith and Nanaimo, and they will
probably be interrogated there. This
morning, however, no word had been
received from either place. The, police
do not think either of the three were
concerned in Andrea’s death.

A theory is put forward that the man
was killed on Saturday afternoon, as
the rain which fell on Friday had
ceased at noon Saturday.

George, Nelson, who discovered the
body, states that about noon Saturday
he and his companions heard a shot
in the woods from about the vieinity
in which the body was found. He
called out thinking a hunter might be
in the neighborhood, but received no
reply. Other than this they had ob-
served no sign of life in the neigh-
kerhood.

The inquiry then shifted to the city,
where it was discovered that deceased
had worked for Parfitt Brothers, and
that he resided at a cabin at 1820 Store
street with an’ Intalian ‘youth. This
lad was seen and said that Andrea had
left the cabin Saturday morning with
the intention of going to Seattle. He
was, however, seen in the Albion saloon
about 10 o’clock, the morning he is
presumed to have met his death.
Then he left there he was sober and
had no gun Wwith him, but apparentiy
went straight to Goldstream.

A post mortem examination of the
body was made this morning and the
inquest will be held later.

The deceased has two brothers in
Chicago and another brother .in Se-
attle. The parents have recently come
from Italy and live in Chicago. De-
ceased was a steady man and of a quiet
and temperate disposition.

THOUGHT SIR JOHN
WOULD BE LONELY

Leeds County Bachelor Want-
ed Statue Beside Great
Leader’s.

Toronto, Oct. 26,—For twenty ° years
John Cannon, an old bachelor, went
about Newboro township, Leeds,
dressed in humble garb. When'  he
died in December, - 1908, it was found
that he left property valued at over
$4,000 and fourteen heirs at law, a
brother, four asisters, five nephews,
and four nieces,

‘When his will was read it was found
that he had left all his property  to
John P. Tett, who was to hold it in
trust and convert it into money, With
the proceeds he was to arrange for a
bronze statute of the testator to keep
company with that of Sir John A.
Maedonald in City park, Kingston.

When John P. Tett learned the na-=
ture of the will he refused to act as
trustee. The clause he objected to
ran as follows:

‘“When my trustee shall have con: |

verted all my said property into money
he shall deposit the same in a bank
at interest and he shall then corre-
spond with some competént artist for
the designing and execution of a suit-
able statue of myself in bronze and
shall procure the same to be erected in
the city park at Kingston on a suit-
able site.”

Mr. Tett wrote to the solicitor for
the heirs -at-law, saying that he
thought Cannon’s mind was unsound
when he wrote the will, He refused to
have anything to do with it.

J. R. Dagarvel, wham John Cannon
asked to draw up his will, refused
and told him it was absurd to make
such a disposition of his money., Can-
non had told him that he wanted to
be buried in a marble coffin.

“If hig statue is erected in Kingston
park,” says Mr. Dagarvel in a. letter
filed in court, “and if it is a fac simile
of himself in the garb he has appeared
in for the past twenty years, it will
certainly be a spectacle for the good
citizens of Kingston to gaze upon.”

NEARLY A HOLOCAUST,

'Frisco Hotel on Fire With 250 Guests
Tumbling to Safety.

San Francisco, Oct. 26.—Two hundred
and fifty men, women and children
were awakened in the Hotel Irwin and
fled panic stricken from their rooms
to escape smoke and flames which were
threatening to destroy the seven-story
hostelry on Saturday.

There is some doubt,
however, whether his appointment as
governor-genera] will be acceptable to
South Africans, in view of the fact
that the name of his father was asso-
ciated with Majuba Hill.

MAINLAND EPICURES

FEAST ON VENISON

Regulal_" Iicit Trade Carried on
Between Protected Area
and Terminal City.

According to recent arrivals from
the north end of Vancouver Island an
illicit business is being carried on be-
tween the Island and the city of Van-
couver. Deer which are not allowed
to be sold on the Island are taken in
large numbers to the Mainland to cater
to epicures of the Terminal City. The
trading is in defiance of the law, but
there is said to be nothing but the
law to prevent the traffic, as the pro-
vincial government has never made
any effort to protect the game on Van-
couver Island beyond the appointing
of an occasional deputy to patrol the
district in the neighborhood of 'Vic-
toria.

The result of the policy of allowing
venison to be sold on the -Mainland
has made the deer there so scarce that
it is almost impossible to get them. It
does not pay to hunt them, but the
game dealers, in order to supply their
patrons, offer good prices for the deli-
cacy with the result that the hunters
have been induced to invade Vancou-
ver Island and the smaller islands of
the Gulf where the game is much
more plentiful. Finding it so easy to
procure a regular trade has grown up,
a number of sloops make a practice
of visiting the Island periodically and
carrying back a number of carcasses.

The ga; wardens scarcely ever
visit Van:'néuver Island and apparently
takes no interest in the protection of
the game there. -Promises are made
periodically that the game will be bet-
ter protected, but it is a well known
fact that this last season shooting was
common a few days prior to the open-
ing of the season, and that hitherto
no effort ‘has ever heen made to protect
the elk that still remain on the Island.
The result is that the orders-in-coun-
cil passed by the McBride govern-
ment for the alleged purpose of pro-
tecting the game are being looked upon
as a joke.

PREMIER LECTURES
ON CONSTITUTION

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Addresses
Women’s Club of
Montreal.

Montreal, Oct, 28.—Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, speaking before the Women’s Club
vesterday afternoon, outlined the lead-
ing principles of the British and Am-
erican constitutions, presenting a com-
parison between the two. The premier
outlined the history of -the British
constitution, and dwelt upon the spirit
of liberty which the British had always
possessed to an extent unequalled by
any other race. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
said one point on which the American
constitution was superior to the Brit-
ish was that the American was a fed-
erated 'union,-while the British was a
legislative union.

“It seems astonishing to me,” he
said, ‘“that Gladstone did not hit on
the federated principle, which I believe
is the remedy for the Irish question.

NEW STEAMER
FOR SOUTH

WILL CONNECT WITH
CANADIAN-MEXICAN

New Joint Manager Crighton
Has Gone Over Business
Points.

G, T. Symons & Co., of London, Eng-
land, the financial interests which are
behind the Canadian Mexican steam-
ship iine, have placed a brand new
three thousand ton steamer to give
a weekly passenger and freight service
between Salvador, Guatemala, and Sa-
lina Cruz. This vessel will connect
with the Canadian-Mexican steamers
at Salina Cruz and cargo bound north
or south wil] be transferred at that
port. The new steamer will cater very
largely to the coffee trade of that part
of the country and, will be a serious
competitor with the other steamers on
the coast. This was the news brought
by A. T. Crighton, the new joint man-
ager with Capt. Worsnop of the Can-
adian MexicAn steamship line.

The new steamer is named the Sal-
vador and has a speed of something
like 14 knots. Mr, Crighton wiil make
frequent trips to Mexico and other
southern ports and will have a general
oversight of the business in Central
America as well as here.

Tuesday Mr. Crighton came here
from Vancouver on the steamer Georgia
and saw that  vessel safely away
bound for Mexican points. When seen
by a Times reporter he said that the
business of the line was improving and
that he hoped it would very soon be
paying. The company would improve
the service as soon as the business
warranted. Beforé coming to British
Columbia he had made a tour of Mexi-
can ports and thoroughly canvassed
the prospects on that coast. He was
much impressed with the business
which was being done on the Tehuan-
tepec railway. Already & large num-
ber of steamship lines were carrying
freight to Puerto Mexico at the East-
ern terminus, and he was of opinion
that the trade would yet increase very
largely.

When asked as to the effect the Pan-
ama canal would have on the business
of that railway, Mr. Crighton smiled
and said that it would be many years
before that canal would be in opera-
tion. A great many things might hap-
pen before 1920. Even if the canal
were open Puerto Mexico was 1,300
miles further north than the canal, and
Salina Cruz was 1,000 miles away from
it. ‘This was a great saving in distance
and therefore in time and money.

In regard to the future movements
of the company Mr, Crighton did not
wish to be quoted. He intimated,
however, that as soon as the trade
warranted the service would be much
improved. In the meantime the Geor-
gia and Lonsdale were handling all
the freight that offered and were also
carrying passengers. Larger and bet-
ter steamers could at any time be

placed on thée run at a month’s notice.

The new manager intimated that his
company was anxious to serve the
public as well as possible. He had been
with the.steamer all the time since
she had been in British Columbia
waters and is getting in touch with all
the shippers. The result, it is expect-
ed, ‘will be very beneficial to the com-
pany ,as well as to the shippers,

Mr. Crighton, although he comes di-
rect from London, England, is no
stranger to Canada. He resided in
Montreal and other.Eastern points for
eight years and is therefore in touch
with matters Canadian. He is a thor-
ough business man and has impressed
everyone whom he has met most fa-
vorably. It may be fairly expected
now :that a uew era of prosperity is
ahead of the Canadian Mexican com-

pay.
BALLINGER DEFENDS

Statement by U. S. Secretary
of Interior Regarding
Reclamation.

Secretary Baliinger states that dur-
ing his western trip, which he has just
completed, “most of the principal gov-
ernment reclamation projects have
bcf n visited, some of them with the

The
water users and settlers upon the re-
clamation projects have been confer-
red with, as well as the government
officers in the field, respecting existing
projects and guestions which may in-
volve the .improvement of the service
and the advancement of the mterebts
of the settlers.”

DISHONEST WEIGHERS
GRANTED IMMUNITY

Collector of New York Declares
Their Evidence Was
- Necessary.

New York, Oct. 28.—It takes a grafter
to catch a grafter, says Wm. Loeb, jr.,
collector of the port of New York, in
an’official statement issued last night,
and, Federal Judge Holt’s opinions to
the contrary notwithstanding, the four
weighers who confessed and gave evi-
dence at the trial 'of Philip Musjca and
his father, Antonio, ‘cheese importers,
which ‘'was concluded yesterday, are to
hold their jobs along with honest men.

Judge Holt, of the,United States Cir-
cuit court, before disposing of the case
which resulted in the elder man’s ac-
quittal and the son’s incarceration in
the Tombs for sentence, denounced the
retention of the four weighers as a dis-
credit to the”government and an in-
justice to the honest men in the ser-
vice.

Mr, Loeb quickly said in reply: “The
views of such a distinguished judge
are entitled to the highest respect, and
it is not my purpose to make them the
subject of controversy, but it seems to
me that Judge Holt can have hardly
understood the situation with which
the administration had to deal. It was
deemed imperative to break into this
combination to get the truth from
somebody on the inside, who knew, to
get an entering wedge and break down
this system. It was decided then to
secure the testimony of several weigh-
ers by promising them immunity and
retention ‘in the service, It was not a
question of choice between having all
honest men in the government service
and keeping four men adinittedly dis-
honest in the service, but the choice
between keeping four dishonest men in
the sérvice, where they could easily be
watched, or allowing a great - many
dishonest men to remain in the service
and have thém and all the corrupt
merchants who had bribed them escape
punishment at the hands of the crim-
inal law. The administration decided
on the former course, and its decision
was based upon the highest motives.
It is deemed only just to the admin-
istration that the public should have
this statement when it reads Judge
Holt’s opinion.”

Of the suffragette workers there ara
always a number in prison in London,
Liverpool, . Manchester, Birmingha:
and other important cities. A feyw
weeks ago these prisoners decided on
a hunger strike as a protest against
being classed as common criminals in-
stead of political captives, which they
claim to be. At first, whenever 3
striker had starved herself nearly to
death the authorities made a practice
of releasing her. More recently, how-
ever, it was decided to resort to forcj-
ble feeding and to compel the prisoners
to serve out their full terms,

A curious feature of the situation ig
that this order has not been uniformly
enforced and, by an odd coincidence,
the women who have been subjected to
the humiliation of the stomach pump
treatment are all of the working class,
Those of position and influence con-
tinue to be released after a few davy
fasting just as they were released at
first.

The authorities maintain that forci-
ble feeding is neither injurious nor
painful, but the suffragettes who have
undergone the ordeal tell a different
story. They declare the agonies they
endure are indescribable.

The women who have experienced the
treatment thfonghout their entire terms
of imprisonment have invariably come
from jail so weak and ill that they
had to. be carried to hospitals or to
their homes and not one of them has
vet recovered sufficiently to leave her
bed.

Physicians have been flooding the
London press since the news of the new
system was inaugurated, with letters
pointing out that even a short eourse
of forcible feeding almost invariably
results in ' chronic stomach disorders,
and if long persisted in necessarily
terminates fatally. The home office
persists, however, in its claim that
the treatment is harmless,

Kier Hardie endeavored recently to
bring the matter up in parliament, but
the British masculine public. is .gener-
ally so-hostile to the suffragette move-
ment that he was laughed down.

COUNCIL AUTHORIZES

FURTHER LARGE WORKS |

Paving of Douglas Street to
Cost-in Neighborhood of
$80,000.

sSome further large works of
improvement were advanced a
1t Tuesday’s meeting of the city
council, and the prospects are for a
very busy winter in the effort of the
engineering department of the corpor-
ation to keep pace with the city’s
¢rowth. It was decided to undertake
immediately the following works!

Permanent walk on the south side
nf Fort street from the junction with
Oak Bay avenue to Duchess street,
and widening of the street from the
junction to the south side of Beicher
street on the north side, and to expro-
priate the necessary property, the tri-
ingular piece of land on Fort street at
the intersection of Leighton road and
Belcher avenue to be surrounded with
a curb and the enclosure seeded down
to grass, the owners to pay four-fifths
of the cost; to pave St. Charles street
from Fort street to Rockland avenue
with granitoid and construct a boule-
vard on the west side, the owners to
pay four-fifths,

The city engineer reported that the
cost of laying a block pavement on
Douglas street from Humboldt to View
streets would be $39,954, of whic¢h the
city’'s share would be $13,318, and of
the payvement from View street to Cor-
morant street, $34,709, of which the
city’s share would be $11,569. It is
necessary that the work be done under
two by-laws as the city cannot contri-
bute more than $15,000 under any single
local improvement by-law.

The cost of constructing a permanent
walk on the east side of Menzies street
from Superior street to Simcoe street
and boulevards with curbs and gutters
between Belleville street and Simcoe
street was estimated at $17,333, of
which -the city’s share, one-fifth, would
be $3,446.

Thz cost of expropriating property
for the purpose of extending Burdette
avenue to Linden avenue and eon-
structing  permanent sidewalks on both
sides from Cook-street to Linden ave-
nue would be $5,096, of which the city s
share would be $1,019.

The report'of the streets, sewers and
bridges committee, which was adopted,
was as follows:

1. Recommended that -the city engi-
neer be instructed to prepare plans..of
all street . terminations upon : Victoria
harbor as'well ‘g on other waters so
that applicationst can bé made to the
respective .authorities for grants, the
engineer to determine, in each case,
how much of the foreshore shall be
aesked for. -

2’ Recommended that the ' city engi-
neer be instructed to furnish the city
solicitors with four tracings and eight
blue prints of a survey plan of the
foreshore between the northern end of
Bridge street .and the western end of
Ellis street, giving the depth of water
at various stages of the tide, to enable
the solicitors “~ apply for a grant to
the city of said foreshore.

3. Re commupication from city so-
licitors, enclosing a copy of a letter re-
ceived from Elliott & Shandley, writ-
ten on behalf of the owner of the lots
at the foot of Johnson street, along
the northern boundary of which the
foot passenger bridge, constructed by
the city as a temporary means of ac-
cess to the E. & N, railway, passes,
and desiring that the terms upon
which the city is to be permitted to
occupy the portions of lot referred to
be settled.

Recommended that the matter be re-
ferred ta the superintendent of the E.
& N, Railway Company, to settle with
the owner of the property as agreed
between the council and the company.

4. Re communication of 'R. P. Rithet
applying for a driveway across the
cement sidewalk on the south side'of
Humboldt street in front of his resi-
dence,

Recommended that the request be
granted, and the driveway constructed
at Mr. Rithet's expense,

5. Re petition of H, B. Thomson et
el, asking that the cement sidewalk
taken up from Government street, be-
tween Simcoe and Niagara street, be
laid in front of the petitioners’ property
on Douglas street, between Simcoe and
Niagara street, and agreeing to pay
proportionately for laying it.

Recommended that the request of the
petitioners be granted and the engineer
instructed to have the work carried
out.,

6. Recom'mended that the department
of marine and fisheries be informed
that the council offers no objection to
the application of the B. C. Electric
Company for a grant of a water lot in
Rock Bay adjoining lot 1548 Pembroke
street,

DR. ERNEST HALL ON
BRITISH POLITICS

Victorian Expounds His Opin-
ion: Relative to the Siti-
ation There.

Dr. Ernest Hall is on his way back
to Victoria, after taking a post-grad-
uate course in- Europe. He will reach
this city in a few days.. Dr. Hall has
not given all his attention to medicine
while. away. The political upheaval:in
the Old Country has attracted his at-
tention and he has taken a deep in-
terest in the fight going on in the Brit-
ish Islés. In a letter to " the Times,
written on his way back to Canada, he
says:

To visit the old land- at the present
period of political evolution is indeed
a privilege. Here. we .see the great
struggle of humanity under the lime-
light. What Gladstone held in senti-
ment his successors hold in action, and
to-day partyism has a meaning in
Great Britain, deep, the very basis of
human nature, Politics have become the
arena of principle, and the contfest to-
day is the contest that ever was and
ever shall be, that between the forces
of - hereditary privilege, oppression,.
parasitism and selfishness, and on the
other hand justice, humanity, the bind-

lief of the captive, and the evolution of
the British nation. Politics have become
morals in action. ‘What the prophets
in their most inspired moments have
forseen, the sturdy band of statesmen
who lead the Commons are attempting
to apply.

‘While Russia and Spain still crucify
their prophets, Germany and France
are working out their problems in a
more humane manner, but it is to the
Mother Country we must look for the
mightiest constitutional revolution now
in progress in the history of the Anglo-
Saxon race. The ploughshire of pro-
gress has _entered, and if the temper
and disposition of the masses is cor-
rectly -judged there will be no back-
ward turning until legislative privileges
by accident of birth- will be a thing
to be remembered, until wealth, shall
bear its just share of national respon-
sibility, and parasitism in its many
strongholds will have been reduced to
a minimum.

When the new life which is, as the
Bishop of London has expressed it, but
Divine discontent, has . reached its
vigor, and this grand old land will be
relieved of the oppression which has
been crushing much of its energy, we
will see a development beyond the
wildest dreams of enthusiasts. The
potentiality of Britain is immense.
With a people free-in all the meaning
that modern economics has given to
that. term, - England, .will  reassert. her
Supremacy as never _before in the
world’s history.

Now what is the message of the land
of the budget to the ‘“Lady of _the
Snows?”’.. It . is that the evolution of
a race means the expression of justice
in terms of nationa] life, that the un-
fortunate, the distressed and destitute
are largely the product of the national
conditions and inasmuch as the state
is largely responsible, since it has tol-
erated the conditions which have favor-
ed those products, the state must re-
alize its responsibility, not only.in al-
leviating these conditions, but in so di-
recting the national current in the
elimination of the causes. Partyism
in Canada means nothing but a super-
ficial veneer of present loyalty to
ancient ideals. It is a method of pit-
ting good and honest citizens against
one anothér under the guise of loyalty
to a name, while the unscrupulous and
designing avail themselves of the op-
portunity. In the Mother Land we see
the division upon great principles. We
fee the intensification of the conflict
that was, is, and ever shall be in hu-
man history earried into Westminster.
We see the conquest of politics by the
principles inculcated by the church in
her most exalted teachings. The voice
of the people, and for once it is vox
populi vox Deio, for they ask only for
the application in nationaj life of the
principles of justice; they ask in terms
emphatic that Britons never, never
more shall be slaves.

This movement is the product of edu-
cation, an educated people must be
free, and we watch with interest in
Great Britain what we shall in the
immediate future watch with great
interest in Canada.

We require new Liberalism in Can-
ada, a party of life, force, and aggres-
ston, a party with a purpose, a party
that will attract and incorporate every
principle and factor that makes for g
healthy, happy, prosperous people, and
a strong, national sentiment.

C. P. R. T0 BUILD
BY PINE RIVER

PLANS OF COMPANY
AS NOW OUTLINED

Said a Line to Coast Will Run
Through Prairie
Capitals.

.

It is not for a moment to be supposed
that the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company contemplate the erection of
a million and a quarter dollar bridge
across the Saskatchewan river be-
tween Edmonton and Strathcona for
the purpose of reaching the city of Ed-
monton alone. There is a far bigger
scheme behind the enterprise, and it
has been revealed by announcements_
which have just been made in VVinni-
peg. The pioneer transcontinental rail-
way company of Canada do not wish
to be behind their rivals and are now
shaping their plans to penetrate the
rich country of the Athabasca and
Peace rivers, and thus build a line to
the coast by way of the Pine River
Pass, almost directly east in the moun-
tains from Prince Rupert, says the
Edmonton Bulletin.

That this line will be a continuation
of the new one just completed between
Winnipeg and Strathcona by way of
Wetaskiwin there is little doubt, and
Edmonton, on the completion of the
bridge, will be on the main line of the
C.P.R., which will pass to the coast
through the most fertile part and *hat
richest in minerals of the Dominion.
The proposed line. of the C.P.R. will
pass through the Grande Prairie
country, which will be given direct
railway connection with Edmonton by
way of the C.P.R. in the near future.

The new C.P.R. line from Saskatoon,
through- Central Alberta to Strathcona
by way of Wetaskiwin, was finished
this week; and the company is now
celebrating the completion of the
second main line through the prai-
ries, giving direet connection between
Winnipeg and Edmonton. This makes
the fourth main line between Winnipeg
and the Far West, and it will even-
tually go through to the Pacific coast.

For several months past the C.P.R.
officials,” on the visits to Edmonton,
have stated that the work on the Sas-
katoon-Stratheona ‘branch - would be
completed betweén October 15th and
November 1st, &nd this has been the
case.

“We will operate trains on this divis-
ion this fall,” said ' F. W. Peters, as-
sistant ~to "~ "Second ‘Vice-President
Whyte, to“the" Bulletin; #‘and-'a service
will be installed in the course of the
next few weeks. “Whether it will mean
that one of the trains on the Strath-
cona-Calgary line will be taken off I
cannot yet say, for it will depend up-
on the amount of the traffic.” v

Telegraphic dispatches from Winni-
peg say that it is unofficially stated
there to-day that the C.P.R, has com-
pleted the survey of a line through the
Pine River Pass, in the Rocky Moun-
tains in Northern Alberta, and this
will be a continuation of the line from
Saskatoon.

What is now the latest main line
to the west is an extension of the
Manitoba and North-Western, one of
the oldest branch lines in the west, and
its manager, W. R. Baker, at present
secretary of the C.P.R., was assistant
to the president.

Since its acquisition by the C.P.R.
the line has been known as the Yeork-
ton branch.

It is declared to be the intention of
the company to make the new road an
Imperial highway, over which the fast-
est trains, connecting with the capitals
of the prairie provinces—Winnipeg, Re-
gina and Edmonton—will run,

This is not all, it will mean ultimate-
ly a road” through the Peace River
country and the Athbasca River re-
gion to the Pacific. It is said that sur-
veyors have been up in this country for
the C.P.R. for years,

‘While the announcement is not offi-
cial, it is understood that about the
beginning of the year through trains
on a regular schedule will be operat-
ed between Winnipeg and Edmonton.

Among the towns on the route are
Portage, Minnedosa, Yorkton, Sheho,
Lanigan, Saskatoon, Wilkie, Hardisty
and Wetaskiwin. The new main line
will tap several branches, including
ihe Kirkella and Minnedosa branches.

F. W. Peters, when asked yesterday
with reference to extensions to the
north of Edmonton, said that such had
not yet been mapped out by the com-
pany and were a matter of the future.

“We first want to get an entrance
into Edmonton by the high-level bridge
and plans for future extensions are
not yet ripe. You can rest assured,
however,” he continued, ‘“that the C.
P.R. will not be behind its rivals in
opening up the country to the north
of Edmonton.”

WILL BE TRIED ON
CHARGE OF MURDER

Man Reported to Have Con-l
fessed He Killed Wife
After Quarrel.

Islip, L. I, Oct, 27.—Frederick Geh-
hardt, alias Otto Mueller, accused of
wife murder, will be presented to the
county grand jury early next week.
Gebhardt, according to the Ielip police,
has confessed that he murdered his
wife, who formerly was Anna Luther,
about a year and a half ago. The skel-
eton of the woman was only found sev-
era] days ago in the brushes on the
road leading out of Islip. A bullet
wound on the top of the head-.indicat-
ed that the woman had met with foul
play. Through jewelry and a bill of
sale found near the skeleton, the Islip
authorities, aided by the police of Ham-
vurg, Germany, identified the skeleton
as being that of Anna Luther., A
further investigation showed that the
woman had married a. young architect
who was known as Otto Mueller. The
couple were married in February, 1909,
and went to Europe to live. They only
remained there for a short time and
returned to this country in April, 1908.

In his alleged confession, Gebhardt
or Mueller, asserted that he murdered
his . wife on April 19th at Bay Shore,
following a quarrel over some property.
Gebhardt admits that he had a wife
and child living when he married Anna
Lutner, and says he confessed this to
the murdered woman. After the disap-
pearance of the Luther woman Geb-
hardt also disappeared. ‘When | the
skeleton of the woman was unearthed
and identification made, search was
immediately 'started for her husband.
When Mueller or Gebhardt returned
to this country he brought back with
him two ‘dogs of the variety used  for
police work, and it was through these
he was finally tracked to- Astoria, La.
When he was confronted with 'evi-
dences of the.crime ‘the man, accord-
ing to the police, broke down. and con-
fessed. ;

GRANBY MINES
MAKE NEW RECORD

Furnaces ' Can Now : Handle
Four Thousand Tons of
Ore Daily,...

Phoenix, Oct. 26.—The Granby mines:
at Phoenix have entered:@'t'a new. era,
of fracturing past record®in.the ton-
nage:of -ore shipped to the company’s
smelter. Last week’s outfit amounted
to 27,673 tons, and not pmly exceeded
that of the previous week by 5,000 tons,
but is the largest seven days’ tonnage
on record, and this tonnage would
probably have been larger had it not
been for lack of cars on the part of
the railway companies. 'On Thirsday
the shipments amuonted to over 5,000,
which exceeded by mnearly. a thousand
tons any previous 24 hours’ output.

But these records cannot be expected
to last for long. With the. eight new
smelter furnaces now in shape to con-
sume 4,000 tons of ore per day and
the mines capable of outputting up-
wards of 5,000 tons, if required, in a
similar period, larger records will fol-
low shortly. The shipments from the
Granby for the year to date have now
passed the 800,000 mark,

Incidentally the total ‘shipments of
ore from Boundary mines last week
exceeds by 2,000 tons the largest seven
days’ tonnage of not only during the
balmy mining days of 1907, but in the
history of the district. ’

The total shipments of ore for the
yvear to date from the Snowshoe mine,
which has recently been shipping wup to
700 tons daily to Trail smelter, now
amounts to 137,520 tons and has
passed its record of 135,000 tons in the
twelve months of 1907.

Mother Lode and Oro Denoro mine
both show increases in ore shipments
to the British Columbia smelter over
those of the previous week,

Mayor Hall tried to soothe the al-
derman, and suggested that he could
get the information he wanted at any
time by simply telephoning to him (the
mayeor). He thought there was very
little need for gallery play.

This reference to ‘“gallery play”’ ruf-
fled the feathers of Ald Fullerton
again, and he arose with a heated pro-
test against the suggestion of the
mayor that he was playing to the gal-
lery. He wanted that information from
the city engineer, and he was going to
get it. ““And 'you can put that in the
papers,” said the alderman, pointing
to the reporters., If the city engineer
did not carry out his-instructions ‘“‘the
council would hear something drop.”

TO SPOKANE FAIR

Arrow Lakes and Nelson Will
Combine in the
Display.

Nelson, Oct. 28.—The Arrow Lakes
and Nelson districts will combine in
sending a Kootenay exhibit to the great
continental apple show at - Spokane,
Wash., on Novembder 15-2). Not only
will the Kootenay country have an ade-
quate exhibit, but the exhibit will be
adequately exhibited,” for J. E. An-
nable of Nelson and F. G, Fauguier of
Arrow lakes will go to .Spokane in
charge of the combined exhibit. This
gratifying news has put new life into
the rivalry among individual ranchers
to be represented by entries at the great
show, and the completeness’ of the ar-
rangements being mdde ensures that
the best fruit of the current crop from
the entire Kootenay will be sent to
Spokane,

Mr. Fauquier has already been up
and down the Arrow .lakes in his
launch, selecting the fruit for that dis-
trict. | C. -C. Broadwood is covering
most of the Nelson district, and Mr.
Annable has covered most of the West
Arm. The fruit will be assembled in
Nelson in time for shipment on No-
vember 11th or 12th. In addition to the
winter apples now being secured, the
prize-winning early apples exhibited
at the Nelson fair will also go south,
and will be entered as. plate exhibits.

The combined exnibit will be entered
as a district exhibit, and will be offi-
cially known as the Nelson and Arrow
Lakes district display. It will cccupy
a space 20 feet wide and 10 feet deep,
and .will ‘be’ lavishly decorated. - All
kinds of receptacles may be used, and
the apple at every stage, whether raw,
preserved, or put up in any other form,
is eligible for unlimited use in this par-
ticular class.

An entry will also be made for the
Foreign Countries special, consisting of
three boxes of a ‘singie variety,

So much for the Kootenay district.
Besides the foregoing exhibits, an effort
will be made to have the apples of the
Kootenay enteréd in every elass = for
which eligible fruit can:.be found. But
these entries have to.be made in the
names of the individual growers, and
these exhibits ean form: no part of the
district ‘exhibit, but wil be scattered
through the entire space at the show,
according to -classification. Growers
can make both plate and box exhibits
of as many varieties. as they desire.
The charges to Spokane will be - de-
frayed by the local boards of the two
districts.

While the Kootenay apple crop this
vear is of splendid quality, it is limit-
ed in quantity. Estimafing 600 boxes
to the car, competent judges who have
been over the ground estimate the crop
in the Nelson distriet proper as about
five cars, ‘and the crop in the entire
Kootenay at about eight cars. Assum-
ing that this limited output is consum-
ed within the Kootenay, about a dozen

OUSTED FROM
STATE OF TEXAS

PROPERTIES OF OIL
COMPANIES TO BE SOLD

Branches of Rockefeller Cor-
poration Must Also Pay
Fines.

Austin, Tex., Oct. 27,—The ,district
court yesterday issued decrees ousting
four branches of the Standard Oil
company of New Jersey from the state
of Texas. The companies are: The
Security Oil Co., Navarre Refining Co.,
Union Tank Co., and Standard Oil Co,,
of Indiana.

All the four .corporations are per-
petually enjoined from doing business
in the state and the court ordered that
all their: properties be sold. In addi-
tion to being ordered to place their
property in the hands .of the receivers
prior to a public sale, the corporations
were heavily fined. The Navarre was
assessed $20,000, the Security = $78,000,
the Union $50,000, and a garnishment
of 362,000 was levied against the Stan-
dard of Indiana.

The evidence in the cases was similar
to that submitted by the prosécution
in the celebrated Waters-Pierce case,
which ended when the company was
ousted from Texas after a stubborn
fight. The companies had no defence,
and it is understood that no attempt to
appeal from the decisions will be made
by any of them.

The state officers proved that each
company had exclusive contracts with
the Standard Oil Company of New
Jersey, the parent Rockefeller corpora-
tion, which were in direct violation of
the Texas anti-trust laws. Lawyers
declare that the decision means that
the Standard Oil has practically been
put out of business in Texas.

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WOULD PRESERVE
TRAILS OF WEST

DTTAWA TO BE ASKED -
T0 SAVE LANDMARKS

Honore Jaxon, Once Reil’s Sec-
retary, Interests Himself
in Plan.

‘Winnipeg, Oct. 26.—Honore A. Jaxon,
famous in the stirring days of ’85 as
the secretary of Louis Riel, passed
through the city accompanied by Mrs.
Jaxon, on his way to Chicago and
thence to Ottawa, where he has a cer-
tain mission to perform. The purpose
of his visit to Ottawa is to gain the
co-operation of the government in the
preservation of the old trails of the
west, and the spots of historic interest,
which are scattered throughout the
three prairie provinces,

Honore Jaxon, who returned to the
twest after 22 years spent practically
in exile in the United States, and ad-
dressed the trades and labor congress
In Winnipeg in September of 1907 on
the question of the ‘“Undesirable citi-
ven,” has for the greater part of the
past two years been making a tour of
the west accompanied by Mrs. Jaxon in
b prairie schooner, with a tepee of his
own design for shelter. He has visit-
ed, in his wanderings, Saskatoon, Bat-
oche, Duck Lake, Carlton, Prince Al-
bert, Battleford, Snake Plains, Jack
Fish, Edmonton, Red Deer, Calgary,
Macleod, Lethbridge, Medicine Hat,
Bwift Current, Moose Jaw and Regina,
and the country between, and has ad-
hered as nearly as possible to the old
trails, which were laid out by the plain
hunters, with unerring instinct for di-
rection and accurate knowledge of the
country many years ago.

“Y found to my regret, however,”
said Mr. Jaxon, ‘“that many of those
fine historic 'old trails had -been fenced
off, or plowed up; and that places of
historic  interest throughout the west
had been desecrated or torn down al-
together. The government highways
which were formerly surveyed along
the route of least resistance, and by
which communication was kept up be-
tween the settlers, whose place can
never be filled by the railroads, have
been leveled by the plough, so that a
few bushels of grain may be. grown.
Buch a thing is pressing materialism
too far. . How can we plume ourselves
upon the glories of the northwest
when we allow such vandalism to go
unchecked? :

“The value of the trails to the com-
munistic spirit,” continued Mr. Jaxon,
“can not be overestimated. In the old
days we knew each othér well in the
nerthwest, and each man greeted his
fellow on the long trails as a friend.
Now we are confined to.the communi-
cation of the railroads. It doesn’t
seem to have occurred to those who
are ploughing and breaking and fenc-
ing out those old landmarks, that in so
doing they are not only breaking up a
means of communication which is of
great value; but that they are also vio-
lating the original promises to the In-
dians to the effect that the old trails
should not be cut off. To this day the
old chiefs resent the trespass as a pe-
culiar manifestation of the white man’s
bagd faith. The great test of the civili-
zation of any country or nation has
been its roads, and the country which
neglects its highways characterizes it-
self as being very young indeed.”

The trails to which Mr. Jaxon had
special reference were roughly as fol-
lows: The old Carlton trail, used for
many years by the plain hunters, which
ran from Qu’Appelle to Edmonton, via
Prince Albert, Carlton, Batoche, Duck
Lake, Battleford, Frog Lake and Fort
Pitt; the ‘Whoopup trail, from Edmon-
ton to Calgary, Macleod and across the
border to the old whiskey fort, from
which the trail got its name; the
Sounding Lake trail, one of the most
romantic trails of the west, running
from Battleford by the Sounding Lake
to the forks of .the Red Deer and
thence to Calgary; the Swift Current
trafl, by which Col. Otter came to the
rescue of Battleford in 1885, ang which
runsg from - Swift Current by way of
Saskatchewan Landing, the Eagle hills
and the Mosquito reservation to Battle-
ford; the Green Lake trail, from Carl-
ton to Green lake, over which thous-
gnds of tons of supplies went nerth,
and thousands. of “tons. of ;furs came
zouth in the.old days, and which was
known as the great north trail; and the
Pelly trail from Qu’Appelle to Fort
Pelly. Nearly all of these with the ex-'
ception of a few to the southwest Mr.
Jaxon found to have been to a greater
or less extent broken up.

“There is-still enough left of the. old
trails, however,” sai@g Mr. Jaxon, “to
rescue them from oblivion, and what
I purpose doing, if I can obtain the
moral backing, is to form a society for
the preservation of the trails and his-
toric landmarks of ‘the northwest, If
the government will not appropriate a
sum for the purpose, then, perhaps,
certain private  gentlemen of means
can combine to help in the cause. Any-
one who wishes to take part in the un-
dertaking may communicate with me
at the general delivery at Ottawa.

“I remained for 22 years in the
United States,” concluded Mr. Jaxon,
“and never during that fime hag I any
idea of taking ' out | naturalization
papers. My heart was’ always in the
northwest. One of my chief regrets on
my return was that I did not see my
father alive. I have been taking many
photographs of the old places ang old-
timers, and am just ke a man who
has been up in the north for' two
years and has returned with his pelts.
I have procured many photographs of
value and have compiled many things
of historical interest during my trip.”

INDIAN ACQUITTED

- AT NELSON -ASSIZES:

Killed Companion in Self De-
fence During Drunkén .
Quarrel.

Nelson, Oct. 23.—The crimihal part

of thé fall assizes closed to-night with
the acquittal of Frank Kootenay, the
Indian charged with murder, and of
Lockhart, of Fernie, charged with the
theft of $1,000 of the Fernie relief funds.

The Indian murder case had several
sensational features. Chief Justice
Hunter shut out no less than four al-
leged confessions, chiefly on the ground
that no care had been taken to get
an interpreter by the authorities at the
preliminary hearing. The learned judge
remarked that in this case the pro-
ceedings, so far as the accused under-
tanding them, were farcical. Accord-
ingly the statements made by accused
to Chief Constable Devitt at Nakusp
when arrested and later to the same
official, as well as those made to the
coroner and the magistrates, were all
ruled out,

A. M. Johnson, for the defence, then
placed the stalwart accused Indian
the box, and the latter dramatically
told, through the priest interpreter,
Father Coldi, how the deceased had
purchased whiskey from a Chinaman
on August 15th; how he and deceased
had drunk the liquor, and finally how
the deceased had picked a quarrel with
him on the bank of the Columbia river,
the fierce struggle that ensued, and
how he had killed his partner and life-
long chum in self-defence by clubbing
him with the loaded rifle he had
wrestled away from him to save his
own life.

The alleged .cutting up of the body
turned out to be a cut four inches
ling in the stomach made by the In-
dian in the body to make it sink In
the river. 3

The jury, after two hours’ delibera-
tion, brought in a verdict of acquittal
on the ground of killing in self-defence,
adding a rider that the law should be
changed .so . that those who sold or
gave liquor to Indians should be sent
to jail for a long term without the
option of fine,

Chief Justicer Hunter said he was in
thorough accord with the jury’s re-
commendation, and he hoped a change
in the law would be made. The China-
man who sold ithe Indian the liquor: in
the present case which resulted in the
Indian’s death should have been heav-
ily punished by a long term in prison.

In discharging Frank Kootenay, his
lordship warned him against ever
touching liquor again,

MINING ACTIVITY
AT BARKERVILLE

With Advent of Grand Trunk
Pacific Camp Will Be
Busy One.

Barkerville, Oct. 20.—The increasing
mining activity in this section has re-
sulted in bringing into the neighbor-
hood an influx of people interested in
mining. Among them is P. C. Pax-
ton, of Cincinnati, O., who is develop-
ing the Wayside " group of mines.
Speaking of -the inspection of mining
properties opened up and in the de-
velopment stages on Bridge river and
Caldwallader creek, he states that the
diorite belt of territory on upper Bridge
river will prove to be a conservative
field of mining investment.

The regularity of values and the per-
sistence of ore bodies is remarkable as
witnessed by the Ben d’Or, Lorne,
Wayside and others,, where develop-
ment work has been done sufficiently
for inspection.

The territory is probably the only
distinctly defined free-milling belt in
British Columbia, and future develop-
ment will undoubtedly expose many ore
bodies, not now traceable on account
of the exceedingly heavy overburden.

The advent of railway transportation
will make a busy camp in the terri-
tory.

INVEST IN WHEAT

Rich Yield in Counkry Tribu-
tary to the Koot-
enay.

P

Trail, Oct. 25.—Willlam K. Esling has
returned from Southern Alberta, where
he purchased for Trail and Rossland
investors 2,400 acres of winter wheat
land, at $10 per acre. He completed the
arrangements on the night of Septem-
ber 30th, and on the morning of October
-st the C. P. R. land department an-
nounced a general increase of $2 per
acre on the price of all winter wheat
land, Winter wheat lands are such
as are above the water supply from the
general irrigation system, and are east
of Calgary, north and south of the
main line, in Southern Alberta. North
of the town of Bantry the price is in-
creased from $11.50 to $13,50; south of
Cassels, from $13.50 to $15; north of
Lathom, " fro~ T11.50 to $13; and north
of Bassano, 1 $10 to $12 per acre.

It is this .and that has given 80
much of the enormous wheat yield of
Southern Alberta. One farmer, with
640 acres, netted this year from wheat
and stock; $10,600. The elevator capa-
city of Alberta, which was 250,000 bush-
els in 1905, is now 3,000,000 bushels. In
1901 there were less than 500 acres
planted to wheat. Last year there were
100,500 acres, and the average yield per
acre was about 81% bushels, while
the average yield throughout the Unit-
ed States was less than 15 bushels to
the acre.

IN OKANAGAN VALLEY

High Class of People, Hard-

agan Valley with Dunkards from the
state of Washington, projected last.
spring, is now being rapidly aecom-
plished. Already several carloads of
effects belonging to the settlers have
passed through Vancouver en route to"
Vernon, the Cherry Creek lands being
distant 30 miles from that point.

Much ef the land in this district is
owned by J. S. Rear, of Vangouver,
who has been largely instrumental in
bringing about the immigration of the
Dunkards. Already a ‘number are on
the ground, others are shipping their
effects into the country and still oth-
ers have started trekking north across
the boundary line, moving their house-
hold goods in wagons by easy stages.

The Dunkards are declared to be
among the highest class of settlers,
being a thrifty, law-abiding people
who in their religious beliefs resemble
the Quakers. They are strongly at-
tached to the land, and the great suc-
cess which attends their agricultural
and horticultural efforts bespeaks the
energy and hard work they put into
their undertakings. :

FISHING SEASON IS
NEAR CONCLUSION

Steelheads in Demand, But
Supply Remains Small—
Cohoes Still in River.

e

New Westminster, Oct. 25.—The fish-
ing season for. this year is rapidly

‘drawing to a clpse, and a week or so

more is expected to find most of -the
nets out of the water. :

Every day a large number of men
beach their. boats for the winter, and
hang their nets to dry. The reason
for the cessation of fishing is to be
found in the fact that the sockeyes
and spring salmon are no longer at
their best, and are being refused by
the buyers. Dog salmon  are not in
much demand and only command a
small price. Red salmon are only re-
quired in small quantities, and the only
fish which find a good market are the
steelheads and the cohoes. For  the
former the fishermen receive 50c.
and for the latter 15c.

The bad weather and the small
numbher of marketable fish caught in
the nets at this time of year make
the life neither pleasant mnor profit-
able for a large number of boats,

FIRE CLAY PLANT IS
TALKED OF AT MATSQUI

Splendid Deposits of Great
Value are Acces-
sible.

New Westminsser, Oct. 25.—It is
probable that another large plant will
be established in the near future for
the purpose of exploiting the great
beds of fire clay, near Matsqui, from
which Clayburn takes its.name.

At the present time the Vancouver
Fire Clay Company, which some years
ago built a $425,000 plant near the
beds is the only institution working
the produce of these beds. Notice is
given in the current issue of the Do-
minion Gazette, however, to the effect
that the Dominion government has
granted permission to J. C. Maclure
of Vancouver to purchase the south-
east quarter of section 30, township
19, east of the coast meridian, This
land is situated near the base of Su-
mas mountain, not far from the fire
clay beds, now worked by the Van-
couver company.

LIVES IN FLAMES

ORPHANAGE IS
DESTROYED BY-FIRE

Two Brave Women Carry Fif-
teen Children to Places of
-—--Safety.

Lynchburg,” Wa., Oct. 26.—Five little
girls, inmates, of the Presbyterian or-
phanage neaf:here, were incinnerated
to-day in a ‘fire which destroyed the
girls’ home building.

The dead are: Ruby Moorefield,
Lucille Moorefield, Mollie Reynolds,
Mary Hickman and Mary Poole.

The fire was caused by an overheat-
ed furnace, and the property loss is
estimated at $15,000.

When Mrs. Priest and Mrs., Cook,
who look after the little ones, awoke
this morning they found -the kitchen
a mass of flimes. They rushed to the
third floor and they carried fifteen
sleeping children to places of safety.
Returning to the burning structure
they marshalled a number | of “other
girls who had been sleepiné in the
main wing of thé building and march-
ed.them to the “roof, where they were
rescued by volunteer firemen., When
they attempted to return into the
structure for the remaining five girls
they were driven back by the flames.
The building -was totally destroyed.

Miss Catherine W. Merritt, Toronto,
organizing secretary, explained . ihat
they came as part of a band of loyal,
patriotic women, who wished to do a
woman's part in creating in the home
and among the children the same spirit
of- patriotism which was aroused
among the men by the National De-
fence Congress and the.Imperial Press
Conference. It could be said that the
organization encircled the guild, as the
Victoria League in Great Britain and
the Guild of Loyal Women in South ]
Africa were doing similar work. The
order was non-politica] and non-de-
nominational.

Miss Bruce gave an account of the
forms of work various chapters en-
gaged in; Mrs. Hamilton Burns, on be-
half of the editor of Echoes, said a few
words as to the value of the organ of
the ‘order; Miss Jackson described the
work of the children’s chapters;. and
Mrs. J. Elliott Langstaff, president - of
the National Chapter. of the Imperial
Order of the Daughters of the Empire
of the United States, which has 400,000
loyal British members, spoke of the
love for the empire retained by many
thousands in the States.

ADVICE GIVEN BY
*  REV. DR. MATTHEWS

Popular = Seattle Clergyman
Addressed Victoria Audi-
ence Monday.-

“The shame of America is the gov-
ernment of her cities.”

“Cremate the party and resurrect the
people.” z

“Vote as you pray.”

‘““‘Some men drag the livery of heaven
into the sewer of hell.”

“A bookmaker is an infernal thief.”

“Storm the fort—not hold the fort—is
the duty of the Christian.”

With such searching phrases as
these did the Rev. Dr, Matthews en-
force his arguments Monday night in
Metropolitan church in favor of civic
righteousness. The lecture was de~
livered under the auspices of the Men’s
Club of the Metropolitan church, and
was the opening meeting of the winter
session. There was a goed-sized au-)

‘dience, which showed their apprecia-

tion of the lecture by hearty and pro-
longed applause. The lecturer, who
presents a striking figure with his long
body and wavy hair and his mobile
face, made points in the Ilecture by
the quick change of expression, giv-
ing.subtle meaning to the words spok-
erl. The argument 'throughout was
for the men of the church to take an
active interest in the affairs of gov-
ernment; not to bring politics into the
church, but to bring the church. into
politics.

The listeners were urged to throw
some personality into the ‘business of
government and to be willing to pay
the price of self-sacrifice in order to
benefit their country. The lecturer
spoke of many practica] ways in which
the men of the churches could assist
in the better government of the coun-
try, and ‘said that a candidate must
irject into his political faith some of
his character and personality, not only
his wealth and experience. The time
demands strong men for public .office.
Dr., Matthews favored gevernment by
commission very strongly and . sug-
gested a federated commission for all
the cities of the Pacific coast so that
the problems which ‘confront the. péo-
ple of different cities might be dis-
cussed to the mutual interest of all.

The Jecturer’s description of his six-
yvears'-fight to drive . the Meadows
track race meetings out of Seattle and
their transfer to Canadian cities excit-
ed much interest, and his call to the
men of the community to prevent &
repetition of it evoked warm applause.

BOARD OF TRADE’S
EMPHATIC PROTEST

‘Says Wish of Lord’s Day Al-
liance Must Not Be
Granted.

A strongly-worded protest has been
made by the Victoria Board of Trade
against any attempt to close the lobby
of the postoffice on Sunday, as asked by
the Dominion Lord’s Day Alliance.

When' George RoOsS, Dominion super-
intendent of postoffices, was here the
other day a Board of Trade deputa-
tion met him by request. The result of
their discussion was given to the
council of the boawxd this morning by
L. A. Genge, the vice-president.

They learned, Mr. Genge said, that
Mr. Ross’ special mission was to as-
certain the views of the people of the
Dominion generally in respect to the
wish of the Lord’s Day Alliance to
have postoffice lobbies closed. He, on
behalf of the board, entered a most
emphatic protest against any curtail-
ing of the privileges now enjoyed by
the public of gaining access to their
mail on Sundays. As.a matter of fact,
he pointed out to Mr. Ross, the public
of Victoria demanded better facilities,
such, for instance, as the sorting of
the Seattle mail when it came in in-
stead of waiting until 6 p.m. on Sun-
day.

The council heartily approved of the
sland taken by Mr. Genge and unani-
mously adopted the following resolu-
tion:

“It being reported to the council of
this Board of Trade that representa-
tions have bheen made by the Lord’s
Day Alliance to close the lobhy of the
postoffice on Sunday, which would re-
sult in the withdrawing of the privilege
of access to boxes at present enjoyed,
resolved that we view such a proposal
with great disapproval.”

AGREEMENT BETWEEN
RUSSIA AND ITALY

Rulers Reach Understanding
Regarding Crete and
Montenegro. )

27.—~The Russo-Italian
rapprochement has created intense
satisfaction in the French capital,
where it is considered in accord with
France’'s interests.

Officially, Foreign
simply declared it furnishes another
gage for European peace, but the
French press believes it is fraught with
big significance for the future, giving
Italy in defence two allies, which will
enable her at any time to enter the
opposition camp.

The precise results of the meeting of
‘Emperor Nicholas and King Victor
Emmanuel are revealed, according to
that paper, by the Liberte, which
from ‘‘unquestionable authority” an-
nounces that while no written conven-
tion was signed, two specific engage-
ments were made. The first was an
assurance of the independence and the
eventual economic development of
Montenegro. The second was support
of the English-French policy regard-
ing Crete—that is Créte for the
Cretans, not for the Greeks,

A further and more important gen-
eral] engagement covers the respective
spheres of influence that the two coun-
tries shall exert in the Balkans, Ac-
cording to this engagement, Italy is
in the future to act with Russia, as
prior to the Herzogovina-Bosnia af-
fair.. The Liberte insists that the lat-
ter agreement was made in full accord
with Great Britain and France, as
proved by the active exchanges at Lon-
don, which preceded the invitation of
Emperor Nicholas for M. Pichon to
meet him at the frontier.

PIONEER OF PROVINCE
DIES IN DALLAS, TEX.

Wife of Bishop Garrett, Who
Resided Here in Early
Days.

All old residents of the city will re-
gret to learn of the death a short time
ago at Dallas, Texas, of Letitia Hope
Gafrent, wife of Right Rev. A, C.
Garrett, bishop of the Episcopal dio-
cese of Dallas, who was identified with
the early Church of England in Vic-
toria, Nanaimo and Cariboo, Deceased
is survived by her husband and two
sons, Alex. C. Garrett, jr.,, and W.
Henry Garrett. All were in attendance
upon her when she passed peacefully
away at 12.30 a.m. on Friday, October
8th.

The funera] was largely attended,
both by the clergy and by the laity
from north and central Texas, and
hundreds of friends of the family not
connected with the church.

Deceased, who was born in Dublin,
was the youngest child of William
Hope, a lawyer of some distinction in
the early days.

EXCHEQUER COURT

ABOUT ROBLIN’S
C. N. R. CONTRACT

NO COMFORT HERE
FOR PREMIER McBRIDE

Complete Expose of Colonist’s
Attempt to Distort the
Facts.

K. H. Fessenden on Tuesday morning
contributed a signed article to the
Colonist, in which he undertook to give
the facts respecting Mr. Roblin’s cele-
brated agreement with the Canadian
Northern Railway Company, when ask-
ing the legislature to ratify the con-
tract for a bond guarantee. Mr, Fes-
senden’s object, of course, is to de-
fend the terms of the contract which
Premier McBride has entered into with
Mackenzie & Mann, and also to show
that there is no reason why the con-
tract should be made public just now.
But he has so completely misrepre-
sented the facts of the case and his
conclusions are so utterly erroneous
that the Times feels that some reply
should be made to this new attempt to
deceive the public, It has, therefore,
obtained from a former resident of
Manitoba, who is now in the city and
who is conversant with all the details
of the famous Roblin deal, a state-
ment on the matter.

Mr. Fessenden says - that when
speaking in the legislature in March,
1901, he (Premier Roblin) merely pre-
sented a sort of preliminary sketch or
outline of what the agreement would
be, and that the bill which the legisla-
ture passed ‘did not contain the de-
tailed, final and definite terms of the
contract, for these were not then in
existence.”

Now, the facts are that the con-
tract was signed on February 11, 1901,
and that during the course of a speech
at Neepawa on February 14th Premier
Roblin is quoted as saying: “He had
made his announcmeent as quickly as
possible after signing the contract with
the Canadian Northern. It was signed
on February 11th at 12:30, or 1 p. m.;
he took the train at 1:45 for Winnipeg,
and came as fast as steam and rail
would carry him, Arriving there he
took a special. train .the next morning,
went to the place selected and com-
municated to the people of the prov-
ince as a whole what were the con-
tracts or arrangements into which he
had entered.”

In the face of the above, Mr. Fes-
senden had the temerity to write: “He
(Premier Roblin) thus asked the legis-
Yature to give the binding sanction of
a formal statute duly passed to an
agreement that was not yet prepared,”

Mr. Fessenden says, again:= *‘The
legislature passed. the bill without
waiting for the preparation of the sup-
plementary agreement. It was not un-
til some months after that this was
concluded and given to the public.”

As a matter of fact the agreement
was passed in unaltered form on
March 20th, save as to a clerical error
in a couple of words in one clause. As
for the ‘“‘supplementary agreement,” of
which Mr. Fessenden speaks, this re-
ferred to the question of getting con-
sent to a mortgage. The mortgage could
not be executed until sanctioned by a
general meeting of the shareholders,
whereas the directors were empowered
with all other powers necessary to
complete the agreement.

It will be observed that Premier Rob-
lin took the earliest opportunity to lay
tHe contract before the people—and the
Colonist must extract but poor com-
fort from his action in its attempt te
defend the course of Premier McBride
in hiding his contract with Mackenzie
& Mann.

He asserted the coming election would
be the most interesting in the political
history of the province. His remarks
were borne out by the falling away of
Conservatives from the party to the
Liberal side after the ballot had been
taken,

H. D. Helmcken when declared nom-
inated addressed the electors in the
hall, paying:a handsome tribute to
Mr. Pooley for the sportsmanlike way
in which he had moved that the nom-
ination should be made unanimous.
Mr. Helmcken then referred to the
action of the Dominion government in
the ‘proposal to establish naval bases
at Halifax and Esquimalt, saying, “We
are all glad to see this movement.” He
told the electors that if they followed
him 'they would not go wrong, and
asked them to support the McBride
railway policy. He sald he intended to
issue an address in the next few days
which would call for the constituency
to give its support to the government
as- well as to his candidature.

R. H. Pooley, the unsucecessful nomi-
nee, spoke, saying the convention was
the largest ever held in the district.
