\The plaintiff took issue on these pleas and
alleged property in plaintiff. .

The chief ground of nousuit was that
Plaintiff by putting in evidence, as part
of her case, the letters of administration,
cum testamento annexo, had proved the
property not in kerself, but in the ad-
ministrator.

Mr. DesBrisay now showed cause con-
tendmg tHat a man if indebted cannot
give away his property by legacies, nor as
against the right of the Executor or Ad-
ministrator. The title and right to per-
sonal property vests in the Executor named
in the will or the Administrator, and the
Legatee has no legal right to mantain any
action and has no locus standi in any court
of law to shew any title in the property.
All legacies pass to the Executor and the
Legatee has only an irchoate right which
must be perfected by obtaining the Ex-
ecutor'’s assent. The Legatee has mno
authority to take possession of a legacy
without the assent of the Executor, even
if the devisor so directs, and if he the
Legatee, does so, the Executor may main-
tain trespass against him. The Legatee
here had shown no such assent, nor had
she proved property in herself, therefore
nonsuit must be confirmed. Cites, 5 Bacon
Abr. last Eng. Ed. page 118 Title, Lega-
cies; 1st Saunders Reports page 280 D.E.
note ; Coke upon Littleton, page 111,
section 167, Tomlins Law Dict. Tit.
Legacy, Williams on Executors 3rd Ed.
2nd Vol. pages 1084 and 1085.

Mr. Wilkinson, Q. C. was heard contra.
The Defendant mistakes entircly the
ground on which Plaintiff relies. Plain-
tiff does not claim as devisee.  Plaintiff
relies altogether on the ground that she
was in the actual possession of the goods,
and possession is good and sufficient title
against all parties until a better title is
shewn. Plaintiff could not claim as
against E tor or Ad trator, but as
against the Defendant here who is a wrong-
doer, her possession is sufficient to main-
tain an action. Defendant has no right to
plead property in a third party. A person
claiming through a third party must shew
authority of such third party. No such
authority is shewn here.—Ergo 2nd and
3rd pleadings demurrable, being insuffi-
cient as setting up a dies testi.  For these
reasons nonsuit must be set aside and ver-
dict entered for Plaintiff, cites Bullen and
Leake 3rd Ed. pages 801, 802, note B, 292,
417, 717, 9., Williams on Executors, pages
166, 664.

Mr. DesBrisay, in reply, cited Roscoe

The Church in New Brunswick.

The Church Guardian of last week gives
the following intemting statistics of the
Church of England in the Diocese of
Fredericton:—

Of the
Clergy, 69 are engaged in active parochial
work.

several parishes not reporting. Confirmed
349. Communicants about 5000. Mar-
rmges 245. 'Burials 569. Teachers in S.

S. 469; Scholars 4007.  This list is incom-
plete, as several parishes did not report.

The largest number of Baptisms was 82
Infants and 7 adults from St. George’s,
Carleton; the next 74 Infants from St.
Mark’s, St. John; the third 31 Infants and
14 adults from St. George. The largest
number Confirmed was 65 in Fredericton;
the next 43 in Richmond. The largest
number of funerals was 32 in Kingston; the
smallest number 2 in Wicklow.

The following parishes' report income
from Glebe or Church Lands drawn from
land or investments from sale of lands: An-
dover $24;Cambridge $90;Carleton $304.30;
Chatham $60; Derby $36; Gagetown
$107.40; Grand Manan $65; Lancaster $6;
Maugerville $40; Norton $90; Petersville
$70; Prince Williaus $78.16; Queensbury
$114; Sackville $211; St. David $40;
Shediac $465 ; Springfield $209; Stanley
$34.84 ; Sussex $294.26; Westmorland
$260.40 ; Woodstock $162. The greatest
amount of contributions for all church pur-
poses was from Moucton, $2,135 ; the next
Rothesay, $2,014; the third Richmond,
$1,480. The city parishes did not report
theirs. The missions were never so com-
pletely filled up before, new work has been
undertaken in various places, and the
Society’s report shows a large amount of
earnest, successful labour. And we un-
derstand from many of the clergy that
numbers from other bodies during the past
year have come into the old Church which

ABOUT BRIDGES.

After the disastrous effects worked
by the late storm have been considered,
and before they are entirely forgotten,
it might be in order to say, something
about the kind of bridges we have had
and the style of bridge we ought to
have, now that the Government pur-
poses building mew structures. The
controlling authorities must becune
alive to the fact that ginger-bread
bridges will not suit on the rivers of the
North Shore. It is building ‘‘ a house
of sand on sand” to stick up a spider-
web of scantling called trusswork, on
half decayed and unstable blucks, and,
with a flourish, open the fabric to the
public as a highway for traftic. We
bave paid dearly for such short-lived
ornaments. The first gale comes, the
tide swells in a little more than com-
mon, and the graceful structure floats
gallantly away on the waves and dances
itself out of joint un the nearest shore.
Then we are without any means of
crossing the rivers for some days, until
Government-paid Jubbers, more lazy
than Venetian gondoliers, run a heavy
scow from shore to shore, and, as a
canvass for the *‘ powers that be,” stick
up the placard—** Free Ferry.” Some
well-paid and fussy official, swollen
bigger than the occasion, posts up a
demand for tenders for the building of
the new bridge, and, shielded behind
the sterectgped condition that the
Government is not bound to accept the
lowest or any tender, the authorities
give ont the contract to some jobber
¢ with a part interest” and in due

ant with paint, spans the stream like a
rainbow.. It may be pretty—it is very
dear, and like all prized things dies
early. Without being generally won-
dered at, it appears, on observation,
strangely marvellous that the builder,
working under the sharp surveillance
and “‘accustomed econmomy” of the
Government, should quickly pass from
the humble state of a bridge contractor
to the .opulent position of a Railroad
King. Yet we are blessed iu our gen-
eration, for we have seen such things.
This has been the state of affairs for
years past, and it is to be hoped that a

event of the lease being granted are simply

upon his view of what, as business
men, they should do. - In order to termi-
nate this controversy —in so far as its
personal aspects are concerned, we accept
these statements. As,apart from this, the
letter is simply a strong plea in favor of
the branch being leased by the Govern-
ment to the St. Paul and Pacitic Railway
combination, and as we havealready given
Mr. Mitchell the opportunity of prescuting
his view of the case through the columns
of the Gazette, we hope he will not be of-
fended at our declining to publish his
letter.”

If we were making a
political almanac we would say ¢ Mit-
chell again becomes independent of
both Matkenzie and Sir John about this
time.”—Thg fact is that even Sir John
is very suspicious of certain parties
and don’t want them longer—at the
price.

for 8. This work was sold by the Super-
visor, simply under the engineer’s **in-
structions”™ and withou t apecification, for
over 8350, ths work to be done within a
fornight. Everyoue at all acquainted
with the work required knows -that
the contract cannot be done within
the time specified—and the contractor
makes no secret of declaring his intention
to do the job at hLis leisure. He is per-
fectly right, no doubt, if those entrusted
with the public interests manage them so
loosely as to admft of such trifling.

The Eel River Bridge was advertised in
a hole-and-corner way to be eold on 16th,
Sept.—thirteen days before the storm
which damaged it. The Overseer of the
roads, Mr. Robert Jenkins, had really re-
paired this bridge a day er two after the
storm and several days before the adver-
tisement appeared and ke received very
little more for the work than the adver-
tising cost.—Such was the management
in that particular case. .

John O’Bair’s (Herbert’s) Creek Bridge
was repaircd by orders of Supervisor
Gregan a few days after the storm and
"was in sufficiently good condition to pass
for the winter. Yet a great hurry was
made to have a contract for a new bridge
effected. The price at which it was sold
was a reasonable one, but the hurry in the
matter was very unseemly.

The people of the parish feel that their
interests are being sacrificed on account
of politics. Those interested mn the road
near Escuminac Plain justly complain of
the neglect with which that highway has
been treated and especially of being told
that had they snpported the candidate of
the present Dominion Government in the
last year the road would have been atten-
ded to. They know the Dominion Gov-
ernment has nothing whatever to do with
it, but they have to bear the taunts of
those who delight in showing the mastery
which is so unfeelmyly exercised. There
is a consolation, however, in the fact that
in due time they will have rcdress in their
own hande when they shonld cecure the
services of a representative in the Local
Government who will not trade on their
necessities and neglect their real intercsts.

The New Almshouse, Bathurst.

Cur Bathurst correspondent sends us the
following in reference the to New Alms-
house at Bathurst :—The Parish of Bath-
urst Almshouse wasopened today (11th)
for the reception of panpers. It is a plain
but substantial building with no pretenrsion
to architectural beauty. Situated on the
Basin Read about half a mile beyond the
Village and from” town it presents a very
good appearance. The !ot on which it is
situated was purchased from Charles
Carter and comprises about eight acres of
well cnltivated land. 1t is a two storey
builling, sixty feet long by thirty five
wide. Oa the gronud flat there is a large
dining room 28 by 14 a smoking room.
store room, clothes room, office, keeper’s
bed room and a kitchen. On the second
flat there is a male sleeping room and a
female sleeping room—each 30 by 14—a
male sick room and a female sick rcom
and a parlor. Each flat is divided by a
spacious hall running the full length of
the building. The building cost about
$2000, ard is solely a charge wmpon and
belongs to the parish of Bathurst, none
of the other parishes wishing to join.
The Commissioners have secured the ser-
vices of an excellent keeper in Mr.
Patrick McCullough of this town. His
good admiunistrative abilit'es, ccupled
with his sound judgment will go a long
way in making the institution serve the
commendable purpore for which it was
built, namely to reduce the taxes —a thing
that is much required in this parish,

Princess Louise in England.

The Allan steamship Sarmatian, with
Princess Louise (Marchioness of Lorne)
on board, rcached the bar of the Mersey
alout 2 o’clock, p. m., on the 28th ult.
Two: hours previously Colonel M’Neill,
V. C., C. B. (representing the Queen)
and the Duke of Argyle left the Prince’s
Landing stage in the steam tender Storm-
cock to meet the Sarmatian and returned
shortly before 5 o’cluck. For a consider-
able time the landing stage and pier
heads were crowded with people anxious
to see the Princess, as was also the street
in front of the Adelphi Hotel, whither it
was expected she would proceed from the
river side. But the Stormcock did not
bring back her Royal Highness, who ad-
hered to her resolve to stay on board the
Sarmatian until next morning—a compli-
ment to the ship. The Hon. Mr. and
Mrs. Moreton, of the Princess’ suit, how-
ever came ashore in the Stormcock, and
among the passengers landed was Gen.
Sir William Fenwick Williams, of Kars,
The other members of the suit were Lady
Sophia Macnamara and Miss Moreton,
The tender met with the Sarmatian at 2
o’clock, 14 miles outside the bar. The
pa»ssag?,, it appeared had been stormy
The Sarmatian was detained 16 hours
before reaching Father Point in the
St. Lawrence, and 19 hours on Anti-
costi by snowstorms and heavy gales.
Princess Louise, however, did not appear
to have suffered more than the ordimary
fatigue, but she only weunt on deck three
times. A suit of state rooms on the port
side was appropriated to the Princess and
party, but by her desire there was no di-

John, both of whom proved that after the
publication of the despatch theyv ceased to
have business transactions with Messrs,
Silver. The prosecution rested their case
here. The defendants deny their respon.
sibility, and contend that there is no evi-
dence whalever to connect them with a
libel.  Attorney General, Meagher - and
Chisholm for the plaintiff; McDonald,
Rigby znl Tupper for defendants. The
jury retarned a verdict for §7.000 damages.

A Ohallenge and What Camo of it.

We presume that very few persons take

an interest in the differences which arise
between newspapers, more especially those
differences which affect only the immediate
interests of the pupers themselves,and we,
therefore, seldom mar our columns by
noticing the frequent broad and coarse at-
tacks made opon us by journals of a cer-
tain class. Duringthe past week, however,
we undertook to settle a little matter with
the two editors of the Advocate, personally.
In last week's issue of that paper we found
the following:—
‘*Sume monthsagowhen the Manager was
lying about his owu and our circulation we
stated that we believed we had a larger cir-
culation in Chatham than he had aud chal-
lenged him to compare lists, but knowing
that he was likely to come out only second
best he guietly ignored our challenge.”

If there is a kind of statement and chal-
lenge possible to the 4dvocate on which its
editors could be brought to book, the above
belongs thereto. The editor of the ap-
VANCE, thercfore, went to Newcastle on
Monday and called upon a political friend
and neighbour of the Adcocate people—a
merchant of Newcastle—and requested
him to accompany Lim to the office of that
paper, for the purpose of testing the sincer-
ity of the above challenge. The editor of
this paper, Mr. Smith, who is referred to
above as * the Manager ” and the gentle-
man who accompanied him, Mr. John
Ferguson, found both editors of the Advo-
cate in their office and after directing their
attention to the above challenge, Mr.
Smith informed them that he had come to
accept it—that he desired to place $10 in
the hands of Mr. Ferguson, Councillor
Brown or any other of their respectable
friends in Newcastle aud to bhave the edi-
tors of the Advocate add a like sum to it,
the §20 to be banded to the proprietor of
whichever of the two papers should be
shown to bave the largest number of regu-
lar subscribers in Chatham. Both of the
Advocate editors began to Lerather tremu-
lous in voice and movement,the one echo-
ing the other, or endea\'onring, on hisown
account, to hide, as wruch as possible, his
abject feclings.

Mass Meeting of the Chatham Tem-
perancs Reformors.

On the evening of Thursday, (Thanks-
giving Day,) a masg meeting of the Chat-
ham Temperance Reformers was held in
St. Andrew’s Church, for the purpose of
celebrating the auniversary of their So-
ciety.

At 8 o'clock the chair was taken by IL.
J. Tweedie, Esq., President of the
Society. The sspeakers of the evening
were the Rev. Mr. Howell, of the Reform-
ed Episcopal. Church, Chatham. The
Rev. Mr. ‘Steel of the
Church, Newcastle, and the Rev. Messrs.
McBain and: Teed of Chatham. There
was a fair andience present.

The Rev.-Mr. Teed engaged in prayer,
after which the Rev. Mr. McBain read the

8th Chapter. 1st Corinthians.

. The Choir of the S8ociety was present
and led the aundience in the 71 hymn, from
the collecticn used by the Young Men's
Christian Association.

The President L. J. Tweedie Esq., in
his introductory address, said it was two
years all but two days, since their Society
bad been established. The Socicty had
had its ups and downs, but all its results
had been beneficial. Many present who
took part in the organization of the Society
on the 8th Nov. 1877 would look back
with pléasure, as either themselves or
their friends had taken the pledge on that
day, and though all had not kept it, yet
all had been more or less benefitted. The
question before them was, if temperance

"was not a part of religion,and if so, it was

the duty of Ministers of the Gospel, to
aid the cause, as religion and good morals
were inseparable. The President then
spoke of the change which must take
place in pablic opinion, and which would
sooner or later make itself effectively felt
in the legislature of the conntry, and hence
the necessity of temperance people uniting
and putting their shou!ders to the wheel,

as those who were not active workers were |

little or no good to the canse. An op-
portunity of signing the pledge wonld be
given that evening, as it had been thought
advisable to re-organise the Society by
getting the old members to sign anew, as
well as others, and next Tuesday evening
another opporturity would be afforded.
Mr. Tweedie urged that no one could deny
thatthe Temperance movement in Chatham
had done much good, as it had diminished
both the importation of liguor as well as
its sale. Temp-rance was in the interest
of all, for if thers was less intoxication
there would be less taxation, as nearly all
the crime in the towns and connty arose
from drunkenness, each case tried in the
Conurts cost from $20 to $30 outside the
Jury fees, so that if there were 5 cases, it
would cost $100. In conclusion, Mr.
Tweedie hoped that all the old members
would re-sign, and dwelt on the strong in-
terest that parents had in promoting the
cause.. He thought that the people should
be roused and thatthe churches should
assist in  the movement.

The Rev. Mr. Howell, on being intro-
duced, expressed the pleasure he felt at
being present. The question bafore them
was as to the use of liquor asa common
beverage, and were it even decided by a
jury of liquor dealers, the verdict wonld
be that it was a temptation and a curse.
The question further was, not as to if a
person could indulge moderately for a
while—not as to exceptions, but as to its
being a broad devastating curse, and it
became the duty of all to aronse them
selves as this curse was everywhere.
In England it was shewn that 50,000
people annuatly fill drunkard’s graves,
many of whom in youth had inspired
high hopes, but who after breaking the
hearts of mothers and sisters had descend-
ed to dishonoured graves. It had been
further shown before a parliamentary com-
mittee, that one person i every eight
was a drunkard. In the United States
there were 69,000 fell anoually. After
relating several amusing anecdotes, Mr.
Howell concluded by dwelling on the im-
portance of union, so that temperance
might sweep along like an incoming tide
bearing away all obstructions, until they
were swept into the abyss, and the rain-
bow only would be lett shining over the
gulf.

Hymn No. 8§ was now sung, after which
the chairman introduced the Rev. Mr.
Steel of Newcastle.

The Rev: Mr. Stecle said that when the
Ministers were beingspoken of as those
who were to address this meeti he

hoped to have been omitted, he was, how-

ever, pleased to be present in that com.
modious place of wor:ihip, for he remem-
bered the time when it was difficult to
procure a place of worship for such a pur-
pose. They had no quarrel with, or hard
words for the lignor dealer, it was now
a legal business and they hal the same
rights as other merchants. They might
look on the business a3 a mistake, but not
as criminal, though he believed there was
a time coming when it would be thought
so. But at present it was backed by
legal anthority, though many a crime not
deemed as such here, was registered in
Heaven, and they inteaded to agitate
until every man who engagel in the traffic
was regarded as raizing his hand against
the mosal welfare of the community.
Slave dealing was once regarde as respect-
able, but it had been abolished, and so
it would be with the liquor traffic, and
he believed that tempcrance reformers
would not cease their efforts uutil the
liquor traffic had been made illegal, as
one on which the Divine blessing could
not be asked. The rev. gentleman then
spoke of the evils of intemperance, and
the direct and indirect mortality resulting
fromit. He could ask their united aid in
this cause ; organizations, might die but
great  principles remained, and a dead
organization did not mean a dead cause.
They wanted to prevent drukenncss as
well as cure it, and it was good to abstain,
if only as an example to others. He
dwelt on the importance of saying *“no,”

: and trustéd those who signed would abide
by their pledges and he hoped they would
- have'mmany’ prosperous meetings.

Tke I‘resident, Mr. Tweedie now read
the é!edge and a large number came up to
sign, several hymns Leing sung by the
choir mean while. ;

The Rev. Mr. McBain on being intro-
duced by the President, said he had not
signed the pledge yet himself, because he
was not sure of the position that the
society was about to take, for if the old
society was to be considered broken up,
be had no desire to begin anew. There
were certain rights and interests apper-
taining to the old society, which in
that case would pass away. Ue
wished to intimate that he would
sacrifice no right, or claim which had
been acquired in the old society. He
thonght he could read a portion of
Scripture which would be very applicable
to the present condition of the people.
He then read from Kings II, 4 chap. the
account of the pottage which Elisha
caused' to be prepared for the sons of
the prophets, in a great pot, in the con-
tents of which there was declared to Le
d.ath, until meal was added. So with
the present hard times in Chatham,
when there was a scarcity, and people
were apt to resort to stimulants, and
found only proper nourishment when
proper’ food (meal) was provided. The
temptation came when pcople were op-
pressed with want, and when it was too
late they cried out *‘ Death in the Pot.”
In conclusion he urged that strong drink
was death,a®l what was worse than that,
it was death eternal, for there was
a -declaration that no drunkard could
inherit ~the Kingdom of Heaven; the
bowl was one which produced death, and
it could not produce happiness either here
or in a future state.

The President briefly stated that the
interests of the Socicty remained the same.
The object was to get the old members to
sign agajn, and though many bad broken
their pledges and lost interest in the
Society, it was thought that the great body
of members by re-signing would draw such
persons along with them. The object in
fact, wa$not a reorganization of the Society
but a re‘pledging of the members. There
were 1400 members on the books, and it
was very Uifficult out of such a number to
know thiose who were really effective or
sincere. * The object of the members
rc-signing was to see who really belonged to
the society.  After the meeting he would
again call on those present for this purpose.

The Rev Mr. Teed on coming forward
said at such a late hour, he telt he would
be serving the cause better by resuming
hisseat. He had been told he would have
the lion’s share to perform, but he felt if
he inflictéd a set speech upon them it
wonld be'a very dull one, and that after
such an interesting meeting he had better

sit down.
A collection was now taken up, after

which an  additional number sigued the
pledge.

The President briefly apologised for the
absence of the Rev. Dr. Jardine, who was
absent from town and remarked that he
thought the meeting had been a very plaa-
sant one.

The Doxology was then sung and a bere
diction prononnced by the Rev. Mr.
Howell.

‘Anothor Wrong Accomplished.

The purpose of the Fisheries Depart-
ment to prohibit smelt fishing off Chatham
for this winter, as indicated by us last
week, has beea carried out and our fisher-
men now know that in addition to the
other hardships imposed upon them by
the present Dominion Government—such
as dear bread, dear clothing, dear sugar,
tea etc. —they will be prevented from
catching smelts for the American market
and thereby obtaining the money where-
with to procure enough to feed themselves
and families during the winter now almoat
upon them.. We said last week that
such a prohibition, if imposed when
times were better, would not produce the
misery and “want that will be folt this
season op account of it, and whatever
may be'the drgdments—and they cannot
be stroug—in favor of its ultimate pro-
priety, the present time is a most inoppor-
tune one for éommencing its enforcement.
When the leading industry of the river is
restored to its former prosperous condition
there will not be so much of absolute
want among us as now exists, and Chat-
ham, above all other places, can afford to
forego its people’s legitimate fishing privi-
leges. Now, however, is no time for in-
terferenca with any natural privilegé
which is calculated to bring income to
an almost destitute class. Chatham {ex-
pects no consideration or mercy at the
hands of the Inspector for the Province.
He lives at St. John where he may work
out his antipathy 2gainst our fishermen
with safety, so far a3 he is personally
concerned, but if he resided here the cir-
cumstances of those who are to be made
the subjects of want by his untimely rule,
would appeal to his interest, though he
would be incapable'of the sympathy which
ordinary men have for their fellows. The
Overseer at Chatham tells the fishermen
to use the hook off Chatham as much as
they like, and be thankful. That might
have been a satisfactory mode of fishing
among the Indians when that officer gained
what little experience he has of our fish-
eries, but the white men of the present
day who wish to keep pace with the de-
velopement of our legitimate industries
have different and more advanced ideas.
Oversecr Wyse ought to know that what
may be well enough adapted for Indians
is not sufficient for white persons, and it
is to be regretted that he caunot discrimi-
nate between them. 1t would, therefore,
be much more consistent if the Depart-

ment would prohibit smelt fishing al-

together, for no fisherman cares to have |
the hook fishing reserved when the net |
fishing is prohibited.

The tax on the smelt nets in the pbrtions
of the river where the fishery is not pro- |
hibited i3 a new one and its imposition this |
year, above all others, shows either disre- |
gard for the poverty of those who will be
called upon to pay it,or ignorance of their
condition. We do not know whether the
Minster of Fisheries takes any personal
interest in these matters or not, for it is
well known that certain of his political
friendshaveboasted that he can stirneither
hand nor foot in the administration of
fishery matters on the Miramichi,unless by
their advice; he, however, still has the
power to suspend the prohibition to which
we have referrcd aud it is to be hoped he
will do it.

It is understood that no license is to 1ssue
for smeit fishing before 1lst December.
This is a restriction that will be general-
ly approved.
