Dr. Koch is exercising précaution 

in announcing his new cure for diph­
theria. The expectations aroused by 
his experiments with tuberculin were 
due to the unwise claims of too en­
thusiastic followers. He has been 
engaged for the past year in develop­
ing the anti-toxinc treatment for 
diphtheria, and, according to the re­
port of Dr. Biggs, chief inspector of 
the New York bureau of bacteriology, 
with much success. The New York 
Board of Health lias asked for an 
appropriation of $30,000 to establish 
stations for the treatment, and it will 
presently be placed among the list of 
preventive medicines. The culture of 
the bacilli occupied a period of six 
weeks and the animals operated upon 
become immune to the poison in from 
four to six months. Their blood, 
which is withdrawn in minute 
quantities, is then used in inoculating 
the patient and, thus introduced, 
neutralizes the toxine absorbed in the

QUEEN HOTEL, lished the results in The Outlook. 
The examination covered the last 
three months of 1893 and included the 
counties of New York and Kings, the 
richest in the State. The results are 
remarkable as showing (1) how few 
people, comparatively speaking, leave 
any estates-at all; and (2) the low av­
erage value of estates. The following 
is a summary of the facts shown:

1. Out of 10,000 persons over twenty- 
five years of age, dying during the 
quarter, only 3,351, or just about one- 
third, left any estates whatever. Of 
those who were heads of families only 
one-half left any estate, not even a 
savings bank account.

2. Of the 3,351 estates administered 
on, only 884— about twenty-seven per 
cent, of all estates, and nine per cent, 
of all those dying—were worth over 
$5,000.

3. Sixty-six per cent, of all left no 
estates; twenty-five per cent, of all left 
estates valued at under $5,000, the av­
erage value of those below this amount 
being $1,292. Less than nine per cent, 
of all left estates valued at over $5,000.

These investigations were made 
without reference to life insurance,

special says: According to latest 
advices from Australia, by the steam­
er Miowara, word has been received at 
Sydney from the Bismark Archipelago, 
that a native uprising has taken place 
on all the islands near New Guinea, 
and that the European settlers have 
all been murdered by the Kanakas. 
The steamer Three Cheers, of Sydney 
reports calling at Admirality Island 
and New Ireland with supplies and 
finding the trading posts there in ashes 
and white men nowhere to he found, 
while the traiding schooner was also 
burned to the water’s edge. On the 
approach of the vessel to Admiralty 
Island thé natives fled to the hills 
until not a soul remained in the 
villages. They feared that the white 
men had come for vengeance. On 
landing the worst fears of. the captain 
and crew were realized. Traces of a 
cannibal feast of recent date 
found. Without doubt, all the in­
habitants of the trading poet bad met 
with the most horrible of deaths, 
being tortured and afterwards de­
voured by the cannibals. Carlson 
and Millar, two of the victims, 
were prominent citizens of Sydney, 
and in that City a movement is on 
foot to ask the Governіфзцц to >llow 
a company of volunteers to visit 
Admiralty Island avenge the death 
of their fellow citizens.

At New Ireland the Australian 
trading post was burned to the groniuj. 
A prominent white traddf, naméd 
Rodgohn, was missing, while it is 
feared the entire white population 
have all met with a horrible death at 
the hands of the man-eating savages. 
Massacres are also reported on other 
islands. It is thought the natives 
stole liquor at the trading posts and 
that the effect on their semi-civilized 
natures was to convert >hem again 
into фе wild native state from which 
they had so recently emerged.

ThSt. Petersburg, Not. 14.—The Czsr’e 
funeral procession Tuesday divided in­
to thirteen sections, each headed by a 
master of ceremonies wearing a black 
and white scarf. The sections -repre­
sented various degrees of mourning. 
On each side of the hearse were thirty 
pages with light* _ torches. Immedi­
ately after the hearse came Czar 
Nicholas II. wearing a general’s uni­
form, the Prince of Wales, the King 
of Greece, Russian Grand Dukes and 
their aides, the Czarina, Princess Alix, 
Duchesses Xenia and Olga and a large 
number of equerries, companies and 
regiments. The weather was dull and 
damp and the streets were muddy. 
The funeral* trarn artiVed.at Nicholas 
station ~ at 0,56- TJfe station * was 
crowded with representatives of the 
nobility of Ruséia and every other 
European country and the long plat­
form was covered with black cloth. 
The hearse, with silver and gold body, 
a golden canopy surmounted by a 
crown, and topped and edged with 
groups of three white featb*^ stood 
ready to receive the remains of the 
dead Emperor. Amid the solemn mu­
sic of the band and the chanting of 
priests and singers, the funeral train 
relied into the depotликі the body of 
AleJtimder ІП. Was removed to* the 
hearse with-imposing ceremonies. The 
coffin was golden. The procession 
moved at 1Q,80 o’clock. It was con­
ducted upon same plan as that in 
Moscow, only more elaborately. The 
procession arrived at the cathedral at 
1,30 p. m., and the coffin was placed 
on a catafalque in the centre of the 
cathedral. A requiem service followed, 
lasting one hour. The body was then 
exposed to public view. Immediately 
long lines of people began passing 
through the cathedral. The lying in 
state will continue until the day of 
the funeral. Constant masses will be 
celebrated. The American colony sent 
seventy wreaths to be placed on the 
Czar’s coffin.

Syracuse, N. Y., Nov. 17.—Con. 
Riordan, sparring partner of Bob 
Fitzsimmons, died at 3.30 this morn­
ing from the effects of the injuries 
received last night while sparring 
with Fitzsimmons.

The state of affaire in this colony 
have^uring the past year, attract­
ed more-than ordinary attention, 
for the’ treason that the events, 
during- that time, have been of an 
extraordinary character. A year 
since, : .the general election took 
place for the election of represent- 
atives to the legislative assembly, 
composed of thirty-six members. 
What-the particular issues involved 
in the contest were, are uninterest­
ing tg_ the outside world. The 
government, of which Sir William 
Whiteway was premier, was sust­
ained,twenty-three government and 
thirteen opposition. The opposit­
ion then protested seventeen of the 
government seats, on the ground of 
bribery and corruption, and asked 
that each be "disqualified, alleging 
that public money had been spent, 
before and during the elections, in 
the repair of roads throughout the 
соїбсіу, and that each expenditure 
influenced the results. Sir Wil­
liam Whiteway advised the disso­
lution of the House, which the 
governor Sir Terence O’Brien, act­
ing as it is said under the advice 
of the British government, refused. 
Sir Willian then resigned, and al­
though the. opposition only numb­
ered thirteen, the leader of the 
opposition, Mr. Goodridge, was 
called upon to form a government 
and did so. The election protests 
were then proceeded with before 
th# courts, and resulted in the un­
seating and personal disqualific­
ation of sixteen of those protested 
against, the remaining case being 
still before the courts. When a 
sufficient number of the Whiteway- 
ites were disqualified, to give the 
government a majority in the 

. house, the house was called to­
gether. Prior to this, the revenue 

. bills which empowers the collection 
of the revenue which have to be 
passed annually had expired, and 
the revenue had to be collected 
without any authority of law. 
When the house met the revenue 
bills were passed, and past collect­
ions legalized. The government 
then brought on the elections to 
fill the seats, made vacant by the 
election court, and one where office 
had been taken in the new govern­
ment. The Whitewayites labored 
under the disadvantage of having 
the- government patronage in the 
hafids of their opponents, and also 
in having to put new and inex­
perienced men in the field as can­
didates; all the members of the old 
government and the principal sup­
porters fiéirig disqualified. The 
result of the elections is that the 
new government have been badly 
defeated, the opposition having 
now twenty-one members to the 
government fourteen, and one seat 
yet vacant. The above is a brief 
summary of the events as they 
have occurred in this memorable 
conflict.

The grounds upqn which the 
members-were unseated and dis­
qualified will strike us Canadians 
as beihg rather remarkable, none 
can deny that it is of the utmost 
importance that the voice of the 
people should be given without in­
fluence of any kind; else pnpular 
government, of which we boast, 
becomes little better than a mock­
ery and a sham, and in time will 
end in revolution. Again, the 
carrying on of a government for 
such a length of time, in a country 
possessing responsible government, 
would seem a strange anamoly. 
But yet how were the ends of 
justice to be accomplished without 
doing so? Sir William had resign­
ed, and to have dissolved the 
house would have ended the pro­
test, and those members charged 
with wrong doing would have 
escaped being tried. That would 
seem a sufficient justification of 
what would otherwise be consider­
ed as an exercise of despotic power. 
But now that the people have had 
an opportunity of speaking, and 
have so unmistakably declared 
against the government and in 
favor of Sir William Whiteway, 
the government should not con­
tinue to administer the affairs of 
the colony longer. There has been 
much excitement, strong language, 
and threats, during the conflict, 
but no evidence of any consequence 
has resulted.

Should the government bow to 
the decision of the people, and 
retire with a good grace, they can 
well claim that their actions were 
і a the best interest of the country, 
if n >t they will earn the name of a 
band of despotic adventurers, and 
sin * into the ignomy such a course 
w„ulil deserve. Should they still 
attempt to cling to office, violence 
and bloodshed might and will in 
all probability result.

Vienna describes the recent massacre 
of Armenian Christians as of equal 
importance, with the Bulgarian butch­
eries which led to the RussoTurkish 
war. He says: “The trouble began 
with the refusal of the Armenians to 
pay taxes, on the ground that Kurdish 
raids so impoverished them as to ren­
der it impossible. Troops sent to en­
force payment were beaten off. The 
governor of Bitlis arrived with an im­
posing force. The people, seeing that 
a struggle was hopeless, yielded, but 
the governor resolved to make an ex­
ample of them. He ordered the troops 
to fire on the defenceless populace and 
they obeyed with alacrity. They only 
ceased when the residents of twenty- 
five villages, numbering some thous­
ands, were killed. Some reports say 
six thousand were slain. The British 
ambassador in Constantinople, upon 
receiving the' report, communicated it 
to the Porte. The Sultan was horrified 
and he ordered the local military 
commander, Zeki Pacha, ta make a 
report on the matter at once. Zeki’s 
report confirmed Mr. Halward’s, where­
upon thé governor of Bitlis formulated 
a charge that the latter was inciting 
the Armenians to revolt, thus causing 
the whole original disturbance. This 
was submitted to Sir Philip Carrie, 
who has sent out British officials to 
make enquiries.”

Berlin, Nov. 15.—In the Luetgarten 
at noon to day the Emperor adminis­
tered the oath of allegiance to the 
new recruits added to the Berlin, 
Spandau and Charlottenbuig garrisons' 
The ceremony t#ok place in front of 
the castle, where an altar had been 
erected, similar to that used on the 
recent occasion of the consecration of 
the colors of the new battalions. The 
recruits were sworn in by the Kaiser 
himself. After short sermons by both 
Protestant and Catholic clergymen, 
the Emperor addressed the recruits, 
saying: “After you have sworn allegi­
ance to me, I greet you as ray soldiers. 
I hope you are good Christians; for, if 
you are to be good soldiers, you must 
be good Christians. You will have to 
guard and fight for the wefiare of the 
Fatherland. You, soldiers; are to be 
my guards and will enjoy the advant­
age of serving under my own eyes. 
You will wear a handsome coat, and 
the moment you are dressed in this 
coat you will become something noble.. 
Always remember that the colors be­
fore you must never be insulted. 
Obey the oath you have taken, and be 
courageous, despising death. Not 
only must you defend the hotior of the 
Fatherland abroad and keep order at 
home, but you must defend our holy 
religion, if necessary, with your lives.”

Col. Von Han- 
nekan, commander in chief of the 
Chinese army, is organising in Man- 
chcria where several forces of Chinese 
guerillas who have already begun to 
harass the Japanese and threaten their 
line of communication. If the Chinese 
defenee at Port Arthur is successful 
the entire Japanese army may winter 
on the Yalu.

Shanghai, which the British are ap­
parently on the point of occupying, is 
the most important seaport in Central 
China. It consists of two parts—first 
the Chinese city, crowded, filthy and 
surrounded by a wall, and then, to the 
north of this, the foreign settlement, 
with broad, clean streets and import­
ant public buildings. The foreign 
concessions belong to England, France 
and the United States and the foreign 
colony is ruled by its own council and 
protected by its own police, without 
any reference to the native Chinese 
authorities. In theory the land be­
longs to the Emperor, but virtually 
it is the property of the foreigners, 
who pay a ground rent foif it. This 
has been fixed by treaty at five gold 
dollars per acre a year.

The population of the foreign set­
tlement is about 200,000. The foreign­
ers themselves number 8,000, the 
balance consisting of natives; who 
prefer to live and do business under' 
foreign protection. There is an enor­
mous trade in tea, silks, cotton, 
woolens, opium and metals, far ex­
ceeding the trade of any of the re­
maining twenty-two treaty ports. The 
great bulk of this commerce is in the 
hands of the British.

I tore loose and swam about a 
dozen strokes before I came to the top.

Howsata and his companions were 
swimming on each side of me, and a 
small boat was being lowered from 
the barge. Glancing over my should­
er I saw the old elephant plant her 
forefoot on the edge of the flat and up­
set it. The baby splashed about as 
though enjoying the bath, and after 
fondling the little creature for an in­
stant the mother came on with a 
vengful scream.

There was some lively diving and 
swimming now, but we were no match 
in speed for the savage monster, and the 
steamer’s boat was too far away to 
help us. I almost lost hope, but for 
the life of me I could not help looking 
back as I tried hard to escape. I saw 
one of the natives apparently trampled 
under the brute’s foot,, and^ the nex’t 
instant Howsata was seized and lifted 
high in the air. '

The elephant was headed my way, 
and without stopping to see Howsata’s 
fate I dived like a flash. But at the 
second stroke I ran foul of a sunken 
limb, and by the time I was able to 
extract myself I had come to the sur­
face for breath. -1 shall never forget 
that moment. The mad creature was 
upon me, and as I struggled frantically 
to swim her trunk twined around my 
waist. She let go as she flung me up­
ward, and the momentum sent me 
whirling twenty feet. Then I came 
down dizzy and stunned, and it was 
all I could do to keep my head above 
water.

Luckily there was help at hand. 
The steamer’s boat was now close by, 
and the three men who were in it 
Opened fire upon the elephant with 
rifles. I don’t think the bullets did 
more than convince the brute that she 
hid taken sufficient revenge. At all 
events, she turned and splashed for 
shore, with the baby trotting by her 
side. They ran along the front of the 
stockade, and then both vanished in 
the jungle.

We were all picked up by the boat, 
and a pull at a flask of brandy put me 
in shape again. Happily nobody was 
killed. Howsata, whose experience 
was similar to mine, was badly bruised, 
while the native who was run over by 
the elephant had a broken arm.

Instead of being thankful for my 
narrow escape I confess that I was in 
an angry mood. Howsata had the 
monèy, and my baby elephant was 
gone beyond the hope of recapture. I 
had intended to ship it to Calcutta 
and then push on up country, but this 
mishap changed my plans. I went 
ashore for my luggage, and took pas­
sage to Rangoon on the barge. That 
was my first and last experience in 
Burma.

In a little valley amongst the hills, 
ten miles to the north of Damascus, 
is the small Moslem village ot Helbon ^ 
with its single mosque and quaint old 
tower. Fragments of columns and 
ancient hewn stone built into the 
houses and garden walls give evidence 
of the antiquity of the old city, which 
thousands of years ago was a great 
market for wine; and as mentioned in 
the Bible, used to fhpply wine for 
Tyre as well as for the great kings of 
Persia.

The country is admirably adapted 
for thc culture of the vine, the valley 
being bounded by vast slopes of fine 
chalky rubble. Some of these are 
still covered with vines, but the grapes 
are now all dried to form rasins.

• These long centuries .devoted to 
agricultural pureuitç and ; vine Culture 
haVe not sharpened tBe wits' of the 
dwellers id this little Syrian valley, 
and many laughable : stories are told 
of their simplicity .

At one time they became dissatis­
fied with the Turkish Government 
under Whose protection they were, and 
resolved to establish a Government of 
their own. They, therefore, met in 
solemn conclave to .distribute the 
posts of honor among themselves, but 
were obliged to abandon the project, 
as they found that there was not 
enough men in the village to till all 
the public offices. At another time, 
it is said, these good people wished to 
drag a litt le to one side a mountain 
which kept the midday sun from their 
village. With this object in view 
they tied a rope to a large oak growing 
on the mountain, and pulled at it till 
the rope broke and gave many of them 
so severe a rall that they were content 
to postpone the removal of the mount­
ain till some more fitting opportunity.

On another occasion, when there 
was a total eclipse of the moon, the 
inhabitants of Helbon took it into 
their heads that the people of the 
neighboring village had stolen that 
planet. Accordingly, to force them 
to give back their moon, they all 
turned out arms against their neigh­
bors; but before they had quite reach­
ed the village the ec!if>se was over, 
and the moon reappeared in full 
splendor. On this they returned home 
in triumph, boasting of the army of 
Helbonites.

A native of Helbon was once driv­
ing to Damascus a donkey, laden with 
wood for sale; when, the load being 
too heavy for the poor animal, he 
considerately took it off and put it on 
his own shoulders, and then mounting 
the donkey, he rode on it to Damascus. 
Another of these Syrian Gothamites, 
who wanted to purchase a cradle for 
his child, measured the length of it 
with his two hands, stretched out at 
the exact distance from one another. 
In passing through the crowded streets 
first the one arm and then the other 
was knocked out of place by the 
passersby, so that the good man soon 
lost his measure. On this he hurried 
back home, and tied between his out­
stretched hands a stick the exact 
length of the cradle, and thus succeed­
ed in reaching the Carpenter’s shop 
and giving him the correct measure.

A boy once thrust his hand into a 
narrow necked pitcher containing 
walnuts, and, having filled his hand 
with^them, was unable to draw it out 
again. He cried bitterly; the whole 
village assembled to deliberate on 
what was best to. be done, and the wise 
man of the place gave it as his opinion 
that the boy’s hand must be cut off 
when, fortunately, a stranger who 
happened to be passing, freed the boy 
from the danger he was in by telling 
him to drop the walnuts, and so he 
drew his hand out of the pitcher 
empty, as he had put it in.

Hindoo Tricks.

Keller, the prestidigitateur, speak­
ing to one of our representatives,

“A trick which puzzled me for a 
long time was making a pineapple 
grow under a handkerchief. The 
juggler lays a handkerchief flat on 
the ground and then begins to sing 
and beat on the tom-tom, when in the 
centre of the handkerchief something 
begins to stir and rise in pyramidal 
form, dilating upon just about the 
size of a pineapple, when the con-

kerchief and pulls out a ripe pine­
apple.

“I watched this trick several times 
before I could get a clue to it. The 
motion of life puzzled me. But one 
day I took a position on the side— 
the conjurers sit on one side of a 
circle, making the spectators form the 
rest of the circumference—where I 
could see the conjurer’s motion clearly, 
and I noticed that one of the con­
federates pnt a bag like a sailor’s bag 
near the conjurer’s hands.

“He sat there tailor fashion, and as 
he spread out his handkerchief on the 
ground, I saw his hand make a trip 
swift as lightning to the bag and back 
under the handkerchief, and I thought 
I saw something like the tail of a 
snake accompany it. That gave me 
an idea, aftei wards, by pretending to 
understand the trick, and by paying 
one of the Hindoos four rupees, I got 
him to confess how the trick was 
done.

“The conjurer does take a snake 
from the bag placed conveniently at 
his elbow. When the cobra is put un­
der the handkerchief he naturally coils 
himself up. Then the conjurers begin 
their music and the cobra raises his 
head, and this gives the lifting motion 
to the handkerchief. One of the first 
things a cobra does when excited is to 
swell out his neck, and this gives the 
pyramidal shape. When the juggler 
puts his hand under the handkerchief 
he takes with it a hollowed pineapple 
and, removes the cobra inside of it con­
cealed by his hand. That is one of 
the cleverest tricks I saw in India.”

The Deepest Metal Mine jn The 
World.

The United States has now, it is 
stated, the deepest metal mine in the 
world. For some time that claim has 
been made for the Maria shaft at the 
of Przibram, in Austria, which was 
3,675 feet below the surface at the 
time of the great fire in 1892; and 
nothing, we believe, has been done in 
it since that time.

It has now been surpassed in depth 
by the No. 3 shaft of the Tamarack 
Copper Mining Company, in Michigan, 
which on December 1st last was 3,640 
feet deep, and is now more than 3,700 
feet, the average rate of sinking being 
about 75 feet a month. This makes 
it the deepest metal mine in existence; 
and only one other shaft has reached 
a greater depth—that of a coal mine 
in Belgium, for which 3,900 feet is 
claimed.

A Long Way Around.

Switzerland, with its mixture ol 
races and tongues, is a sort of modern 
Babel, a fact which causes much 
trouble, in particular to the military 
authorities. At Wallenstadt recently 
at the recruiting station there was a 
guard composed of five men. The 
chief was a lieutenant who spoke 
German only; the second a sergeant 
who spoke Italian Only, the third a 
corporal who could speak French and 
Spanish, thef forth a private who could 
speak French and German, and the 
fifth a private who could speak French 
and Italian. When the lieutenant 
had to transmit an order to the ser­
geant he had to get the last named 
man to interpret for him; when he 
wanted to communicate with the 
corporal he had to requisition the 
fourth man, and so on, great delay 
and confusion thus .being occasioned.

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How I Lost

During the time that I was in the 
employ of Hamroch, the famous wild 
zmimal dealer of London, I had more 
adventures than I can count on the 
fingers of both hands, and I consider 
that I am fortunate in being alive to­
day. It is pleasing to recall those 
experiences now, when I am safe and 
snug bÿ my own fireside, but I don’t 
thinteany money could tempt me to 
go through them again.

Fop a while I did a little of the ac­
tual trapping, but my business was 
mainly to travel about in search of 
bargains in the wild animal line. 
Even this occupation was not without 
danger, as the story that I am going to 
relate will show. A few years back— 
in 1886, to be explicit—I found my­
self in Calcutta. I had shipped a 
couple of choice Bengal tigers to Eng­
land, and was thinking of going up the 
country as far as Lucknow, where I 
hoped to get some animals that could 
not be purchased in the south for the 
price I was ready to pay.

But before I had quite decided what 
to do an incident occurred that led me 
to journey in another direction. In the 
smoking room of the Great Eastern 
Hotel I ran across an old friend, Cap­
tain Conyers, of the Twenty-first Bed­
fordshire Light Infantry. We had not 
met for a long time, and of course we 
at .once hunted out a quiet comer for 
a. chat. Conyers was fresh from Burma 
on short furlong, and had a good 
m$niy-stories to tell of the recent sub­
jugation of that country. Then the 
conversation drifted my way, and I 
spoke of my difficulties and uncertain 
plans.

“I am not surprised that wild beasts 
come high in Calcutta,” said Conyers, 
“for, as you doubtless know, all the 
European dealers have agents here. 
And I don4 believe yon’ll fare much 
better up country. By the way, do 
you want a young elephant?”

. “Badly,” I replied. “I want half a 
dozen in fact.”

“Ï can’t promise that many,” said 
Gohyers, laughing, “but I know of one, 
and I dare say you can find more if 
you poke about a little.”

“Where is it?” I asked, eagerly.
“In Burma,” was the disappointing 

answer. “A native who lives on the 
Irrawadda about ten miles below 
Mandalay has a grown elephant and a 

; pn# penned up in a stockade, 
iev© he trapped them in the 

jungle. That’s the story he told 
whènhefulled out to my steamer a 
cdhple of weeks ago with a load of 
fruit. He wanted to sell the young 
elephant, and I believe he made a like 
offer to all the passengers. Of course 
he did not find a purchaser.”

“What did he want for the creature?” 
I asked.
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“He didn’t name a price,” replied 
Conyers, “but I have no doubt he is 
willing to sell cheap.”

“From Burma is a long journey for a
baby elephant,” I answered, and with 
that we changed the subject. But I 
fell to thinking of the matter in my 
room that night and it took a strong 
hblcLon Йае. I knew that none of the 
dealers could have agents in Burma so 
soon after the war, and therefore I 
would run Against no competition. 
And if one young elephant was to be 
had at a bargain, why not more? 
There was plenty in the jungles wait­
ing to be trapped. I also reflected 
that tiger cats and rare birds abound­
ed north of Mandalay, and a supply 
of these would more than cover the 
expenses of the trip.

I smoked three pi >es and paced the 
it still could notfloor for an hour, 

make up .my mind. Then I spun a 
•hilling in the air, head for Lucknow, 
tail;for Burma. The coin dropped to 
the floor tail uppermost, and I went to 
bed and slept soundly.

Jp ^ttier nioming I found that a 
steamer sailed for Rangoon that very 
afternoon, so I packed my traps, said 
good-by to Conyers and was miles 
down the Hooghly by sunset. Fair 
weather allowed of a quick run to 
Rangoon, and there I luckily caught a 
steambarge of the Irrawaddy Flotilla 
Company, which started up river al­
most immediately.

For two days and nights the barge 
plowed sluggishly against the current, 
and on the morning of the third day 
the captain pointed out my destinat­
ion a quarter of a mile ahead. It was 
not a cheerful prospect that I saw 
from the deck—a tiny clearing on the 
marshy, jungle-grown bank of the 
river, containing two or three huts, a 
mine d pagoda and a stockaded in- 
cloSüre. The water was too shallow 
toward'shore to permit the barge to 
venture near, but this difficulty was 
solved when a native put out in a small 
boat. He proved to be the very man 
I wanted, and, after he had disposed of 
his cargo of fruit to my fellow-passeng- 

I lowered myself and traps into 
his leaky craft and was paddled to 
shoie.

Howsata was the name of the Bur- 
man, and he evidently made a good 
living by selling fruit to passing 
steamers. Hu had quite a garden 
uudlfr cultivation, and his hut looked 
so clean that I f« It no repugnance to 
spending a night there. As Howsata 
jumped to the conclusion that I had 
come ashore to do some shooting I 
allowed him to remain under that im­
pression. I very nearly betrayed my­
self, however, when he took me to a 
platform on the other side of the stock­
ade, from whence we could look down 
into the inclosure. The two elephants 
were there, and the little one, about 
the size of a donkey, was a remarkably 
fine specimen. The mother was enor­
mously large and handsome, but she 
displayed4iueh viciousness and temp­

ers,

er at sight of us that I promptly de­
cided to have nothing to do with her 
on any terms.

That evening; under the influence of 
my good tobacco, Howsata described 
how he and bis neighbors had captured 
the two elephants, who had been 
damaging crops in the vicinity for a 
long time. It was his intention, he 
said, to tame the big elephant and use 
it for a beast of burden. The baby he 
was willing to sell, and he suggested 
that I might be disposed te purchase
it.

I took thc bait warily, and after a 
lengthy palaver the bargain was closed. 
The baby elephant was mine at a rea­
sonable figure, and I paid Howsata a 
sum that more than compensated for 
his trouble and ruined crops. In the 
morning he paddled me to Mandalay, 
and on learning that a. barge started 
down the Irrawaddy at noon the next 
day I arranged with the captain to 
drop anchor alongside ' the settlement 
and take the elephant on board. Then 
I hired a small flat from some riverside 
boatmen, and Howsata and I floated 
it down to hisTiut that same evening.

I was astir at an early hour the next 
morning, and after breakfast three 
more natives arrived. Howsata had 
engaged them to help him get the ■ 
young elephant aboard the flat, with 
the accomplishment of which his re­
sponsibilities ended and mine began. 
There was a flaw it that bargain, 
though I did not see it until too late.
I should have contracted for the safe 
delivery of the eleunant on the deck 
of the barge.

I did the next best thing, however, 
by hiring Howsata and his compan­
ions te complete the task. I gave 
them a rupee apiece, which was more 
money than they could have earned 
in a week. On account ot frequent 
stops, it took about an hour ,for thc 
barge to drop ten miles down from 
Mandalay, and promptly at noon we 
all entered the inclosure. I was care­
ful to have a revolver ready in case of 
need. The four Burmen were provid­
ed with ropes and chains, and they 
had much less difficulty than I ex­
pected in securing the old elephant 
and hobbling her to strong stakes 
driven in the ground. She bad lately 
been fed and was in a good humor.

But the trouble began after thc baby 
had been driven into a corner of the 
enclosure and lassoed. Thc little- 
creature was unwilling to go, and 
whimpered piteously as the natives 
dragged it toward the gate. At the 
first cry the mother went frantic with 
rage. She trumpeted and roared, 
pounded the earth with her great feet, 
and tore at her fastenings till I thought 
they must surely break. The Burmen 
were badly scared, but they hurried on 
with the whimpering baby and got.it 
safely outside the stockade. I felt 
greatly relieved when Howsata slam­
med the big gate shut. From the en­
closure to the river shore was a dis­
tance of twenty yards, and at every 
step of the way we heard the shrill 
trumpeting ot the old elephant and 
the incessant rattling of chains. Her 
rage was at a still higher pitch when 
wo reached the flat-boat and hauled 
the baby on board. The men held it 
quiet by drawing on the rope from 
opposite sides.

Howsata glanced uneasily over his 
shoulder toward the stockade and lis­
tened for a moment. “Now, Sahib, 
the young elephant is in your care,” 
he said, rubbing his hands sleekly to­
gether. “I have fulfilled my part of 
the bargain, and am not hired to do 
thy bidding.”

“That’s true,” I admitted, “but I did 
not hire you and your friends for no­
thing.
