Captain Korbe es-
caped with a brokea leg and Count
Rcstofftzf! with severe contusions.

Korbe, all the occupants of the car
were inexperienced members of the
rewly-fcrmed Russian Aero Club.

Refused to Obey Bovemor or
Pay Taxes

10,000 Albanians and Twelve Balialions of
Turkish Troops in Pitched Battie—

CONSTANTINOPLE, June 19. — Re-
ports of a recent battle in northern
Albania between 10,000 Albanians and
twelve battalions of Tdrykish troops
have been confirmed. 'It appears that
the Albanians rebelled againgt the new
regime and refused to obey the local
governors or to pay taxes. Djavid
Fasha, military commander at Uskub,
was ordered to suppress the rebellion
and enforce compliance with the gov-
ernment’s orders.:

The first encounter was in favor of
the Albanians, but afterward Djavid
Pasha, reinforced by artillery, bom-
barded and destroyed the Albanian
villages and compelled the rebels to
take refuge in the mountains. Some
of the tribe continued guerilla warfare,
It is reported that the government,
fearing the insurrection will become
general, has ordered Djavid Pasha to
suspend hostilities and endeaver to
reach a pacific settlement of the

HORRIBLE MURDER OF YOUNC
GIRL STARTLES NEW YORK

rHer Decomposed Body in Trunk
In Chinaman’s Room— Had
Been Interested in Mission
Work Among Celestials

NEW YORK, June 19.—Elizabeth
Sigel, daughter of Paul Sigel ,0of the
city, and granddaughter of the ijustri-
ous Franz Segil, he German warrior
who enlisted his services with the
Union army during the Civil War, is,
according to all indications todey

(the victim of one of the most surdid

murders in the history of New York.
If she is not the victim, the police are
confronted with a remarkable series
of coincidental facts, Taken from a
trunk in a room of a Chinaman above
a chop suey restaurant in the Tender-
loin, the body, in a state of decomposi-
tion, which makes identification " very
difficult ,Mes in .the morgue .,while de-
tectives are collecting the threads ‘ﬁf a
tangled story involving the girl

her assoclations with Chinese.

An envelope addressed to the girt
was found in the room where the body
lay, a locket bearing her initials, her
disappearance on June 10, and a note
found in the room, signed ‘“‘Eisie,’” al}
seem to indicate that Franz Sigel's
grand-daughter was murdered. The
body was partially stripped of its
clothing ,tled with ropes, wrapped in
a faded blue blanket ,and crammed
into a dilapidated old trunk, where it
lay for a week at least before the odor
crept through the building ,arousing
the suspicions of the phlegmatio pro-
prietor of the restaurant below, /| who
summoned the police and instituted an
investization.

Mr. Sigel had not identified the body
at a late hour tonight, nor %ad Mrs.
Sigel, although the mother, when told
that her daughter had evidently been
murdered by a Ch.inaman became hy-
sterical.

Elizabeth, or El.sxe,vcas twenty years
old and was g#atly interested in mis-
sion work among the Chinamen.

Sun Leong, proprietor of the restaur-
ant, who also conducted the rooming
hquse above. ,disappeared shortly after
the discovery of the murder, adding
further obstacles to the mystery. The
case has unusual features, notably
among which is the fact that a China-
man has been known to call at the
iSigel home, presumably with the
sanction of the parents.-

FIENDISH CRIME OF

Exploded Dynamite Bomb Under House
Confaining Eleven Ocoupants— Latter

OTTAWA, June 19.—The investiga-

Any person who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in. Manitoba, !
Saskatchewan or Alberta.
cant must apprar in person at the Do-
minjon Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father, mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesieader may live
within nine miles of His homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied by him or by  his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gnod standing may pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must re-
side six months in each of six yvears
trom date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot obtain
a pre-emption may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside
six monthr in each of three years, cul-
tivate fifty acres and erect a house
worth $300.00.

++ John Kirby is the general’ manager
of the Dayton Manufacturing Co.,

.which ‘employs about 200 men and
boys, paid by the piece, in the mamu-
facture of car trimmings. Kirby came
¢o Daytow:in 1883 from Ludlow,  Xy.,
wvhere he had been superintendent of a
plant. He is about 60 vears old, has a
meatly curled gray mustache,.a heavy
ghock of gray hair and a square jaw.

@id, and Dan Farrell, Dayton labor
geader, says that Van Cleave and
Kirby are “like a pair of sixes” and
that Kirby wil¥ make a fiercer war on
unionism then Van Cleave did.

Kirby isn’t talking now about w hat

he is going to do. but his anti-labor
gecord is at hand as indica-ion of what
smay be expected. It is also to be re-
membered that in his speech accepting
the presidency of the National Associa-
gion he re-affirmed the declaration of
war in stronger terms than any ever
ased py Van Cleave.

«1 consider Mr. Kirby the strongest
man in Dayton,” says: RevV. Morris B.
Awilson, pastor of the Presbyterian
Chureh where Kirby worships, a min-
@ster who sympathizes with the war on
munionism, and has taken upon himself
the task of defending his friend Kirby.

There are others in Dayton who will
efso bear testimony to Kirby’s
“strength’” and these are men who
once struck and are now blacklisted,
men who tried to run for office as
representatives of the workers and
were defeated through the political in-
fluence of Kirby a.nd his associates,
and* members of unions that once
flourished but are now in dissolution
because of successive defeats. Kirby
was up to such business as sending
‘detectives to join unions and bring
back to him information relating. to
their transactions. It has been through
his efforts that unionism has suffered
severely in this city.

Kirby’s attacks on labor unions have

been so fierce that the leading Payton
paper has refused to publish them. A
recent editorial in that paper said:
“Kirby and Marshall (secretary of
the empicyers’ association, are a nair

of disturbers, fomenting strike, engen- |

dering discontent, encouraging hate.

Dayton does not want a reign of ter- |

ror, and the working men here are not
the kind to bring about a reign of ter-
ror.

In a strike in 1900 and a notablé legal
battle that follewed it; Kirby got an in-

ers. Bixteen men had been discharged
from -his. factory. - Kirby elaims ‘they
| were dismissed because they were not
| doing enough work. Organized labor
claimed their dismissal  followed
discovery that they had joined the un-
io2. The men were locked out.

Then violence began. Kirby boarded
strike breakers in his factory. They
armed ;\t» smselves, but. Kirby, zealot
that he is; chose to go unarmed, brav-
ing dahgers real or imaginary. Every
@vening before the strike camp was
established the men, led by Kirbv
driving in a buggy, would sally forth
from the factory. Kirby would escort
them to their homes.

“He fears nobody and no thing,”
says Rev. Wilson, his ' defender.
“Stones were flying about the factory.
Threats were made. John Kirby show-
ed that he was no coward.”

The war finally got into
through the injunction suit.

“I am against unions on general
principles,” said Kirby, on the witness
stand, at that time. He also identified
a letter shown him as one written by
bim to his “agent,” whom he had hired
to join the union.

«T got many reports from him,” . he
said. “It was his business to find out
what was géing on among the union
men One of the letters captured by
the defense. exposing the sleuth sys-
tem employed by Kirby read @s follows:

“Dear M. A.; We mail you today list
of employes of the Dayton Manufac-
turing Co. You will kesp vyour eve
oven: for information in reference to
these men; bparticularly leara what
you can about the three men marked
with a cross. It is blieved that these
thiee men were put in ths shop by
the union.” ¥

“Phe strongest man in Dayton” has
made no secret of the political influence
of the Dayton Employers Associa-
tion under his presidency. In one of
his reports he says: : .

“The first practical political result
of the acsociation was the defeat of
Police Judge Roehm, for whose re-
election the labor leaders made the
greatest possible cause, because as
police judge he had championed their
cause. The association quietly but ar-
duously labored for the nomination of
Judge Snediker ,resulting in a change

Mr. McLean—“Yes, sir, they do, es-
pecially in high water, as I judged af-
ter my trip down the river a week
ago.”

Mr. Fellows of the American counsel
requested that J. Fraser Gregory of
St. John, N.B., who was present at
the hearing, tak: the stand. Objection
was raised by A. J. Gregory of the Ca-
nadian counsel, but after, the commis-
sioners had considered the matter in a
privat\e conference, they decided that
J. Fraser Gregory should testify.” In
answer to questions of Mr, Fellows,
Mr. Gregory said that he was a mmem-
ber of the firm of Murray and Gregory,
Ltd., having been in the lumber busi-
ness since 1881, and that ne is president
of the St. John Log Driving Company,
a corporation driving logs from Grand
L Falls to Fredericton.. Mr. Gregory
gave the naines of the prineipal mill
owners in St. John. He said that there
is manufactured at that place abeut
150,000,000 feet of lumber yearly. These
logs are all cut on the St. John River
and  its tributaries, five-sevenths of
them on American territory.

After Mr. Gregory had described the
sorting works and the holding booms
at Fredericton and the method of sort-
ing and rafting the lumber ,the com-
mission ‘took a recess until two o’clock,
when he again took the stand. Con-
tinuing his testimony, Mr. Gregory said
that there is no better method for
sorting logs than that used at Fred-
ericton. He said that there are shear
booms all along the river on both sides
and that those below Grand Fally are
the same as' those above. The river
above Woodstock is used by no other
boats except those employed in the
lumber business. He said that the
method of manufacturing lumber and
the management of drives have
changed materially in the last
years.

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WAR OF 1812-14 ILLUSTRA:
TION OF IMPORTANCE OF THE
COMMAND OF GREAT LAKES

Almost a century has passed sinee a
question was raised respecting not
only the naval supremacy of the Great
Lakes of the United States or Canada,
but even the strength of the naval
forces ‘mainteined tihere by the two
countries. 'With the exception of a
few small craft of obsolete type, and
the weakest of armament, whose size,
strength and number was regulated by
a faithfully observed treaty, the wat-
ers of the great international inland
seas were sailed only by vessels whose
mission was peace—by palatial steam-
ers carrying Canadians and Americans
to each other's ports, by long strings
of lazy barges, laden with ore and coal
and lumber, by huge steel grain-car-
riers besring from the ports of the
central West the harvests of the prai-
ries on the way to the Atlantic sea-.
board. For almost one hundred years
have. those waters been almost exclu-
sively dévoted to commerce and to
pleasure. So long Mas this been' the
prevailing condition ‘that Both Cana-
dians and Americans Had forgotten the
possibilities of naval strength on the
Greatt Lakes.. But to this matter ,deli-
cate as it Is important ,and fraught
with possibilities of international com-
plications, public attention has been
directed by the passage up the St.
Lawrence route of the United States
gunboat ‘“Nashville.”” Her destination
is the upper waters of the Great Lakes
where, it i{s said, her presenc will be
a viokation of the treaty between
Great Britain and the United States,
limiting to a minimum the naval force
each is to maintain. in those waters,
The matter will Mkely be taken upby
the proper authorities and the issue
will be watched with deep and very

r;a:tural interest by the Canadian peo-
ple.

The last time that the use of these
waters bv a vessel of war was called
in question was during the progress
of the Spanish-American war, when
the United States asked and obtained

permission .from/the British authori-
+tles to bring down from the Great
T.akes through the Canadian 8t. Law-
_rence canals the gunboat “Gresham.”
| The permission was granted ,notwith-
standing the protest of Spain, which
| claimed that such passage of the ves-
sel of a belligerent through the terri-
torial waters of a neutral power was
a breach of neutrality., The protest
was over-ruled, and the “Gresham,”
cut in halves in order to permit their
| passage through the canal locks, pass-
ied down to the Atlantle, where she
went into commission. In order to do
the United States a service on that
occasion, Great Britain certainly
astretched the rules of international
law, and now the United States 1is
stratching the expliclt rerms of the
treaty taking the ‘Nashville” up
from the sea to the Great LakKes.
History tells how important 1is the
command of the Great Lakes to the
two countries bordering thereon. Dur-
ing the. American Revolujioi they were
too far removed from the sceng of the
conflict to play any impor'ta,nt part,
but during the war of 1812-14 it was
their waters which on almost every
occasion bore the hostile forees to the1
enemy’s territory, and it was on or
near their shores that the most im-
portant battles were fought. All of the
engagements of that war that directly
concerned Canada, with the exception, !
perhaps, of only the battle of Chat-
eauguay and the | battle of Lac»olle
Mill, were waged around ‘the Great
Lakes or on the bank of their oullet,
the St Lawrence river, Sometimes one
belligerent, sometimes the other, had
control of that far-reaching waterway,
and with the pdssession or loss of that !
control went much of the success or |
misfortuné of the contending forces. !
Naval supremacy on.the Great Lakes |
was fiercely fought for one hundred |
years :ago. *
The opening campaign of the war |
in Upper Canada must have raised a
doubt in the minds of the war makers
at Washington that the conquest of
Canada would be a more difficult task
than they had “calculated” upon. The
invasion by Hull soon ended in retreat.
Penned up in Detroit he surrendered to |
an inferior force. The invasion of the
Niagara frontier ended in crushing
defeat at Queenston Heights, although
the Canadian victory was deafly pur-
chased by the death of Brock. While !
all this was going ‘on west of Lake |
Ontario the .first naval affair was cc-
cutrring at the eastern end of the lake. |
An American squadron was armed at
Sackett's Harbor, N. Y., and sailing
across the lake attacked Kingston. |
Worsted by the guns of the fortifica- |
tions the fleet drew off, but as the |
vessels were passing out of the harbor }
occurred one of the most thrilling epi- |
sodes of naval warfare on the Great
Lakes. Just at that time the
dlan schooner “Simcoe,” from Niagara, |
bounded for Kingston, and wholly un-
armed save for one musket on board,

tifications consisted of an old earth-
work thrown up years before for the
purpose of resisting Indians and armed

. with three cannon that had come down

from the French regime. It was really
a mere village of no strategic impor-
tance and it was not expectad that it
would be attacked. The Americans
came twenty-five hundred stroag, while
the garrison' consisted of six hundred,
most of whom were «ivillans, After
the surrender the Americans burned
the public buildings with all their re-
cords, pillaged the church and carried
off every book from ‘he publis library.
Even at that early -date Toronto had
given evidence of its taste for things
intellectual. It is said that when the
American troops, many of whom came
from the southwest, broke into the
rude little House of Parliament they
found hanging from the Speaker's
chair the wig the high official then
wore, just as the Speaker at Westmin-
ster does to this day. The Americans
mistook it for a human scalp and car-
ried it off as proof of the barbarous
customs of the Canadian people.

A few months later Commodore
Chauncey and his fleet again descead-
ed on Little York, burned the harracks,
destroyed a few small boats and car-
ried off considerable privats, as well
as public property. But soon there-
after American supremacy on Lake
Ontario was given a check. The small
fleet that had béen compselled to re-
aain in shelter beneath the guns at
Kingston being reinforced by Sir James
Yeo with 450 British seamen, sailed up
the Lake, where they fought a long-
distance battle with the American fleet
that had been harassing 'Toronto. The
Americans were routed, but owing to
the superior speed of their vessels most
of them reached safety beneath the
guns of Fort Niagara. However, two
were captured in a squall, all on hoard
perishing except sixteen whom boats
from the British fleet saved.

In the following September the Can-
