Fredericton, N, B, March 7.~The
House today heard the criticism of
the budget offered by Hon. C. W, Rob-
inson, opposition leader, and it was a
weak effort in which Mr. Robinson
was always up against his old trouble
of inability to convinee his audience of
his sincerity.

Compared with the criticisms of bud-
gets offered in former years by pro-
vincial secretary Flemming when he
occupied the position of financial erit-
ic, it suffered from every angle. It
was not a dignified criticism, but wns
little more than a political 3speech
filled with extravagant statements, not
substantiated by facts and figures and
caused little comfort' even to the few
of the opposition leader's followers,
who paid him the compliment of at-
tending to hear his speech.

The Absentees.

M p, the first lieutenant, was
in hi, seat and Mr. Bentley of St.
John, the new member, was present
to get some pointers, and the members
for Gloucester and Mr. Legere of West-
morland were also present, but Mr.
1.abillois, Mr. Sweeney and Mr. Tweed

Mr. Robinson blamed the govern-
ment for &bout everything that bas
happened or has not happened since
thé 3rd of March, 1908, but he didn't
seem to mean it, and when he started
to state something that was meant to
be convincing, his bluff was called, and
Mr. Robinson was not there with the
facts to substantiate his insinuations.

Mr. Robinson sought to draw a herr-
ing Wcross the trail on one of these
occasions, when Hon. Robert Maxwell
pointed out one of his inaccuracies,
and the leader of the opposition made
an insinuation concerning Mr. Max-
well's connection with the St. John
Public Library. Premier Hazen called
the opposition leader’'s bluff and ask-
ed him to give the House something
more than innuendo and to make a
definite statement.

Mr. Robinson thought it was about
time for recess and suggested that
Mr. Pinder who was acting as Speak-
er, should leave the chair.

The Evening Session.

When the House resumed this ev-
ening Mr. Robinson embarked again
on his joy ride and was not far along
before he made an extravagant state-
ment that some bridges had been built
or repaired by day’s work when if
put up by tender could have been done
for much less cost.

“Name the¢ bridges,” called Chief
Commissioner Morrissy across the
floors of the House, but the best Mr.
Robinson could do was to say he did
not have the information with him,
but would give it some day.

The new audit act which is work-
fng so well towards safeguarding
the finances and best interests of the
province, i8 causing Mr. Robinson a
Jot of worry and he spent some time
endeavoring to belittle its good re-
Sults. He even blamed the audit act
for errors in bookkeeping which he
claimed existed.

When not busy making excuses for
the old administration Mr. Robinson
occupled the time of the House in
reading two or three long statements
of figures prepared by the political cor
respondent of the St. John Telegraph.
One list was merely a copy of what
appeared in the deedgers' organ some
days ago, and it i§ doubtful whether
the Opposition leader was altogether
gure of its accurdey.

A Disappointment.

Altogether Mr. Robinson's eritic-
§sm of the budget was a disappoinment
to the House and particularly to his
friends and supporters.

TWENTY MILES
IN AERODROME

New Record Yesterday For
Graham Bell’s Flying Mach-
ine At Baddeck—Will Make
Official Test Today.

Halifax, March 7.—Important aerial
experimental flights continue wunder
the direction of Dr. Alexander Graham
Bell, at his Baddeck labratory. Sev-
eral flights were successfully made
today by Aerodrome Baddeck No. 2.

In the first three filghts it carried
F. W. Baldwin and J. A. D. McCurdy
for a distance of from half a mile to
a mile. These were test flights to
ascertain the behavior of the machine
when loaded with two men. The con-
trol, balance and carrying capacity
were satisfactory.

After this Mr, McCurdy made a
flight by himself, lasting for about
sixteen minutes, which was followed
by another record for the Baddeck
machine. The distance covered was
well over twenty miiles and the time
over half an hour. The flight was dis-
continued at the will of the aviator,
who with Mr. Baldwin was satisfied
with the result,

tomorrow to observe a flight officially
for the gevernment.

IN MAINE ELECTIONS

Will Control Government Of
Eight Of Maine Cities Con-
tested—Vote Below Normal
On Acount Of Weather.

Por'flaud, Me.,, March 7.—In the
municipal elections in eleven Maine
cities today, the Republicans elected
seven mayors and will control the
city government in eight cities. The
Democrats gained mayors in Water-
ville and South Portland, losing con-
trol of the city government in the lat-
ter city but winning complete power in
the former. Seven mayors were can-
didates for reelection and not one
failed. Former Mayor A. C. Hager-
thy, of Ellsworth, who served four
terms, 19036, was unopposed at the
polls in the Hancock County city to-
day.

Water-
ville is the only instance of a complete
over-turn in political Eomplexion.

NESBITT 15
DISQUALIFIED
FAOM AGTING

Majority’s Choice For People’s
Counsel In Lumsden Inquiry
Has Already Given Out An
Opinion.

OTTAWA STIRRED BY
NEW SENATOR

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Ont., March 7.—Another
sensation has developed in conneetion
with the committee investigating the
Lumsden charges. The bomb shell
will be exploded tomorrow miorning
when the committee meets and it is
said that Mr. Wallace Nesbitt, K. C,,
who was appointed by the government
majority at its meeting on Saturday
to prosecute inquiry is disqualified for
undertaking these duties by reason of
having given a written opinion at the
time of the Hodgins inquiry two years
ago, which opinion was strongly
against the contention as to classifi-
cation put. forward by the majority
and therefore in favor of the contrac:
tors. It is understood that Mr. E. M.
MacDonald had the assurance of Mr:
Nesbitt several days ago that he
would act as counsel if appointed by
the committee and on that understand-
ing his name was submitted and his
appointment confirmed by Messrs.
Gofrelon, Clark, MacDonald and Wil
son.

Causes Stir.

The news that Mr. Nesbitt -is dis-
qualified has caused a great stir now
in the proceedings which have been
replete with sensational episodes since
the committee first met.

At tomorrow’s meeting the three
minority members Messrs. Barker,
Crothers and Lennox will not appear
and in view ef the facts which have
leaked out today the four Liberal mem
bers must either solemnly rescind the
motion appointing Mr. Nesbitt as coun
sel or decide under the circumstances
that no conusel is necessary and con-
tinue the inquiry off their own bats.
The one thing which is puzzling mem-
bers on both sides is the fact that'Mr.
Nesbitt's’ nameé “was put before the
committee and accepted notwithstand-
ing the stand Mr. Nesbitt took in the
Hodgins case and his freely expressed
opinfon favorable to the Government,
in that cause celebre and as Mr. Lums
den’s charges of overclassification are
identically the same as those prefer-
red by Major Hodgins, Mr. Nesbitt is
disqualified from taking the part of
public prosecutor on behalf of this
committee. The events of tomorrow
are eagerly anticipated and the quag-
mire into which the Government has
wandered through its desire to pre-
vent the whole truth from coming out
is getting more treacherous at every
step taken.

The matter is likely to be brought
up in the House tomorrow if Mr. Nes-
bitt appears, as there will be no op-
position on the committee to raise
protest to his appearing in the guise
of representing the public Interest
when he has already expressed views
on the overclassification matter.

IMPERILS

FATE

OF THE EMPIRE

EARLY OPENING
OF ST.LAWRENCE
[ PREDIGTED

Clear Water Below Three Riv-
ers And Ice Moving At Mon-
treal—One Month Earlier
Than Usual.

Montreal, Mar. 7.—With the St.
Lawrence clear between Quebec and
Three Rivers and a distinct movement
of ice between Victoria bridge and
Tarte river, indications points to the
earliest opening of navigation in the
history of Montreal.

Persons using the Longuelueil road
across the ice do so from today for-
ward at their own risk, as a sign
has been placed at the entrance to the
road at the authority of the Longuel-
ueil council marking the crossing as
dangerous. Open water extends from
Victoria pjer almost to the Tarte pier.
It is very seldom that the St. Marys
current freezes, but this year the ra-
pid stream has extended its scope
and leads far out in the river. Near
Longuelueil ice bridge a slight move-
ment was noticeable this morning, and
was recorded on the indicators of the
harbor commioners by a foot rise of
the water. For the past month there
has been a barely perceptibly raise in
the water which was especially mark-
ed during the past week. At one o’
clock this morning word came from
& point above the Tarte pier that the
ice was piling up and threatening the
bridge. The water at the same time
jumped from 25 feet 7 inches to 26
feet 6% inches opposite the harbor
oftice.

The movement is unprecedented at
this early season, and the record op-
ening of navigation in 1903 on April
2 will undoubtedly be beaten. The
earliest arrival from the sea in the
past ten years was April 17th, but it
is estimated that ocean steamships
will be seen in Montreal during the
first week of April

WEDS SHOP GIAL

Son Of Secretary Of State
Married In Vermont—En
Route To Washington To Re-
ceive Parental Blessing.

Providence, R. 1., March 7.—Wearing
a broad wedding band of gold and
with a large diamond engagement ring
sparkling upon her left hand, Miss
May Boler, 21 years old, a former shop
girl, of this city, tonight coyly claimed
Philander C. Knox, Jr., the 20-year-old
son of the secretary of state, as her
husband.

“We were married in Burlington, Vt.,
Sunday evemning at 7 o'clock, by a
minister,” she confessed to a reporter
after having maintained silence for
four hours under a volley of inquiries.

The first revelation today of the ro-
mance proved rather disconcerting to
young Knox. News of his efforts to
obtain a marriage license on Saturday
and Sunday in several places on the
Canadian border, preceded him. Upon
his return, early today, he refused to
tell Principal French of the Morris
Heights School, where he was a pupil,
whether he had been married. There-
upon he was sentenced to imprison-
ment in his room at the school. Pér-
sisting in his refusal, sevral hours la-
ter, he was dismissed from the institu-
tion, and left without taking any of
his belongings. He left for Washing-
ton this evening.

After talking with Secretary of
State Knox over the telephone, Prin-
cipal French left tonight for Washing-
ton, there to confer with Mr. Knox.
Just before the train started, the for-
mer Miss Boler, accompanied by a
girl companion, also boarded it.

Ottawa, March 7.—The first speak-
er today in the naval debate was Mr.
Lachance of Quebec Centre, He took
up Mr. Turcottes position, that the
future of Canada is independence. Ac-
cordingly he supported the govern-
ment’'s proposal to construct a Can-
adian navy and opposed the proposal
to strengthen the British navy by a
gift of Dreadnoughts and he also re-
fused to support a plebiscite.

Mr. G. H. Perley.

Mr. G. H. Perley took directly the
opposite ground. Canada should stay
in the Empire, it was in her interests
to do so. In the Empire she could
best develop her security, happiness
and peace. Great Britain~he recalled,
had given all races and creeds in her
colonies full liberty in language, re-
ligion and laws. French Canadian as
well as those of British connection
recognized this and were loyal to Brit-
ish connection. He supported Mr.
Borden’s amendment.

Mr. O. 8. Crocket.

Mr. O. 8. Crocket declared his po-
sition to be one of.uncompromising
opposition. to the measure before the
house. It was the most revolutiogary
bill ever submitted to parliament so
far as the relations between Canada
and the rest of the Empire were con-
cerned.

It was a direct blow at British con.
nections: Barring clause 4, which
nominally, and only nominally vests
the commander in chief in His Majes-
ty the King, the bill contains nothing
which even remotely acknowledges
that Canada belongs to the Hmz‘m-.
there is not a line in it which acknow-
ledges British connection. The whole
measure sedulously aveided mentifn
of that, it went throughout on the as
sumption that Canada is an independ-
ent country. Clause 4 was necessarily
in the bill because the British North
America act by reserving the com-
mand in chief to the King, made it
necessary to insert such a provision,
but it was nulliied by subsequent
clauses,

Command Withdrawn.

Mr, Crocket then went over the rest
of the bill, showing how the other
provisions, and especially clause 18,
withdrew the real command from the
sovereign. The bill says the navy is
to be under the command of the King
and then says that the governor in
council may place the King's own
force at the King's disposal, or may
withhold it from him. Again, section
17, Mr. Crocket contended, would au-
thorize the Canadian government, were
it to dare to do so, to send the Cana-
dian navy to help any power whatever,
France, Germany, or the United States.
These were powers which should be
committed to no government. These
clauses divested His Majesty the King
of his command of his navy, and so
were unconstitutional. If the Briti. ¢
members were not duped by Sir Wil
frid Laurier and his supporters with
their wearisome cry of “autonomy,
they would do well to refuse the royal
assent until these two clauses were
expunged.

Separationists Slogan.

Mr. Crocket then recalled Sir Wil
frid Laurier's repeated avowals of his
belief in mdependvnmx The Liberals
shouted *“‘awtonomy” when the shores
of Great Britain and the continuance
of the British Empire were threatened
and when Canadian autonomy was
not threatened. The Liberals meant
by autonomy independence and separa-
tion, that separation which the pre-
mier had declared to be the goal of
his aspirations.

Mr. Crocket refused to support Mr.
Monk's amendment, as it was an
amendment to Mr. Borden’s resolution
and its passage would cut out that
which is the duty of Canada, the
prompt and immediate contribution of
two Dreadnoughts.

Dr. H. C. McAllister of Kings and
Albert resented the criticism on Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's loyalty cast by Mr.
Doherty and Mr. Cowan, the King had
sent a telegram to the premier con-
gratulating him upon his loyalty and
he.preferred to believe the King in
preference to two disgruntled peolitic
ians.

An Awakened Interest,

The government announced that be-
cause of the energetic action of the
department of agriculture last year
and the assistance and encouragement
given the farmers that eighteen new
agricultural socleties had been form-
ed, and others were in process of or-
ganization, The departmént of agri-
culture took some credit for this, but
was more concerned in the fact that
it showed an awakening on the part
of the agriculturists and a tendency
to organize and co-operate that meant
jncalculable good for the greatest in-
dustry of the province. The old gov-
ernment once tried to encourage such
organization, but did it in such a half-
hearted and desultory way, that there
were fewer arricultural societies in
their last year of office than for sev-
eral years previously, Under the
baneful influence of the dry rot which
had set in in the department of agri-
culture the farmers of the province
as a whole were becoming discouraged
and listless.

The total grants to agricultural so-
cieties in 1908 was $8,000.30, less by
$124 than in the previous year, be-
cause of the diminishing number of
pocieties. Last year the grants to the
societies had grown to nearly ten
thousand dollars, $9,917.84, while for
this year the appropriation for this
purpose secured by the Commissioner
for Agriculture has been increased
three thousand dollars, to $13,000,

Tweeddale's Twaddle.

Mr. Tweeddale’s twaddle the other
day is responsible for the brilllant
jdea that the formation of new agri-
cultural socleties was an injury to
those already in existence because the
amount of grant each would receive

would be proportionately reduced.
Hon. Mr. Landry gives his quietus to
such twaddle in appropriating an

increased grant for these societies of
three thousand dollars,

Now, see where the Opposition
stand in the matter of encouragement
to the farmers to organize. In the de-
bate on the speech from the throne
Mr. Robinson said:

“It was satisfactory to know that
Agricultural Societies were on the in-
crease, and that the importations of
stock had not occasioned so large a
loss as previously.”

He, apparently, believes in agricul-
turists organizing for mutual profit, as
also does Mr. Labillois, a former com-
missioner for agriculture, whose opin-
jons in these matters therefore en-
title him to special recognition, for he
sald: —

“The government should, and per-
haps was ready to increase the grants
to agricultural societies from $8,000
to $10,000 or $12,000. Through the ag-
ricultural societies was the best way
to reach the farmers.”

Mr. Copp.

But hear Mr. Copp, whose aspira-
tions to the Opposition leadership are
80 pronounced that he even takes the
bit between his teeth and assumes to
lead that side of the House even when
Mr. Robinson is present. In this
same debate and after his leader had
spoken, Mr. Copp said:—

“It was claimed that the government
measures in aid of this industry (ag-
riculture) had been a great success
simply because some eighteen addi-
tional agricultural societies had been
established. He was not a practical
farmer himself, but a very large num-
ber of his friends in Westmorland
were, and the general consensus of
opinion among them so far as he could
gather and he had taken every op-
portunity to learn, was THAT THESE
SOCIETIES WERE ABSOLUTELY
NO GOOD AT ALL AND NO BENE-
FIT WHATEVER WAS DERIVED
FROM THEM. Among the farmers
of Westmorland very few took the
trouble to exhibit at the Sackville Fair
and not more than one quarter at-
tended it, By bonusing these socleties
the government was not taking the
proper way to stimulate and encourage
agriculture.”

When the Opposition agree among
themselves upon a definite policy on
agriculture, or any other subject, they
may be in a position to offer intelli-
gent criticism of, or feasible sugges-
tions to, the government; but until
they do nefther the House nor the
country will take them seriously.

Common Knowledge.

Mr. Copp's utter indifference to the
welfare of the farmers has long been
cemmon knowledge, but that he would
come out in the House so strongly
and unequivocably against their best
interests is a matter of surprise and
has called forth the strongeést con-
demnation from some of the Opposi-
tion members, who see in this openly
spoken hostility to the farmers' sad
prospects of winning the favors and
votes of the agriculturists.

WORKS O NEW
INAESTHETI

New York Chemist Hopes to
Aid Surgery by Sieepy Grass
--= Experimenting Now at
Rockefeller Institute.

New York; Mar, 7.—In one of the
laboratories of the Rockefeller insti-
tute is a chemist daily engaged in
delving into the mysteries of “Stipa
vaseyl.” He expects to solve them, and
when he does the institute will add
to its many discoveries a new anaes-
thetic, harmless, effective and delight-
ful to take. “Stipa vaseyi” has a com-
mon name. Cowboys and plainsmen,
especially these herding cattle or
sheep on the high plateaus of the
Rocky Mountains, call it “sleepy
grass.”

One of the many agents of the
Rockefeller institute heard not long
ago of a striking example of the pow-
ers of the wild hay at a “bronco
busting” contest. He found out soon
afterward that its chemical properties
had buffled scientists for generations,
He gathered some of the grass and
sent it to the institute, where a dis-
tillation was made and a gentle rab-
bit drank of it.

The rabbit went to sleep. Experi-
ments showed that the little animal
did not suffer pain while under its in-
fluence, When it awoke it was as
cheerful at once as if roused out of
a refreshing slumber. The heart ac-
tion had remained normal throughout.
Unlike the much used anaesthetics,
there was no after effect, and the
whole institute staff was at once eag-
er to find out what the plant was
made of.

A chemist of proved ability received
the task of satisfying the desire of the
staff, and Dr. Simon Flexner, in charge
of the institute felt that an addition
to the aids of surgery was about to
be made.

Results Not Far Off.

Reports come from time to time
from various sections of the country
of the discovery of new and wonder-
ful anaesthetics which will be free
from the after effects often so injuri-
ous to persons with weak hearts. But
none of these discoveries has so far
proved of great value.

The sleepy grass has a promise,
however, according tb a person famil-
far with its properties and with what
has already been discovered at the
Rockefeller institute that bespeaks
early and satisfactory fulfillment.

This new method of deadening pain
—and it is looked upon as practically
assured—will not be inhaled to pro-
duce unconsciousness. It will be a
drink and there will be none of the
painful  struggling against uncon-
sciousness as when the present an-
aesthetics are taken.

There is probably no place in the
world where analytical chemistry can
bring to its ald more modern methods
than at the institute endowed by John
D. Rockefeller. From the progress
made so far by the chemist the prop-
erties of “Stipa vaseyi” are expected
to be known in a comparatively short
time. Means of making the anaesthe-
tic available for surggons will then be
taken, but not, of course, until the
most exhaustive experiments -have
been made to confirm its usefulness.

Lo Knew About It.

At the “bronco busting” contest in
the western part of Texas, where the
cowboy is still lingering, victory was
won by the Indians, and with ease.
The flery broncos, with records of un-
tamable perversity and unwillingness
to serve as mounts, were brought into
subjection after a brief struggle.

The red men got away with the
prizes under the suspiclous scrutiny
of the cowboys. It was not long after:
the winners had put miles between
themselves and the tourney place be-
fore an investigation of their quarters
showed that they had a supply of
“gleepy grass.”

Out of this deceit of the guileless
cowboy came the curiosity that, it is

INGRY WITH
LORD GURZON

Glasgow University, Which
Elected Him Rector, Regrets
That He Put Politics Before
Duty to Institution.

London, March 7.—The students of
Glasgow University are very angry
with Lord Curzon. They paid him the
compliment of electing him lord rector
of the university and have been wait-
ing ever since to install him. Twice
Lord Curzon has written to postpone
the appointed date for the ceremony
at which, in accordance with custom,
he has to deliver a rectorial address.

This second postponement was more
than the Glasgow students could stand.
They summoned a mass meeting and
censured his lordship for, putting poli-
tical engagements before his duty to
the university. On receiving a letter
communicating this vote of censure
Lord Curzon wrote and explained that
while engaged on his rectorial address
he was suddenly called upon to under-
take some political work of importance
which he could neither decline nor
postpone. He was sorry it was politic-
al, but these were the drawbacks of
public life.

Even if he had been able to come on
the date fixed, it would have been with
a half empty wallet, for his address
was not completed. Another mass
meeting of the students was called to
consider this letter, and after a lively
discussion it was decided by 533 votes
against 306 to reply to his lordship
that the students of Glasgow saw no
reason to rescind their motion of cen-
sure passed at the previous meeting.

As a result the Times says:—"We
have reason to believe that Lord Cur-
zon has forwarded his resignation of
the office of Lord Rector.”

The urgent political work which
Lord Curzon could neither refuse nor
postpone is understood to be the
scheme for the reform of the House of
Lords, which their lordships will bring
forward themselves if they are not in-
vited to co-operate with the govern-
ment, which, as Lord Lansdowne said
on Tuesday night, they are perfectly
willing to do.
