Floods on the Rhine.
Cologne, Germany. Nov. II. The 

river Rhine here is 17% feet above 
Its mean low level tonight and is 
still rising. Mannheim reports the 
river at IS feet and at Moselle It has 
reached 32% feet.

Let itLondon, Eng., Nov. 6 —Pastor Rus­
sell of the Brooklyn Tabernacle, New 
York, preached here today.

We realize our imperfec­
tion. and that our God is perfect, and 
that perfection is the only standard 
which he could approve, and. that 
some kind of punishment for sin 
must be expected. The Adversary, 
taking advantage of our forefathers, 
misrepresented the Almighty and has 
used our fears to alienate us from 
him and to wrest and distort his 
sage tol

ow of the law. wealthy mill!

Their profits for the first 
year were eighty thousand rupees— 
about" five thousand pounds, or twen­
ty-five thousand dollars 
not In the combine to depress the
