England Never Better Prepared
than at Present and all Con-
tinental Increases Will be
Met, He Says.

Glasgow, Scotland, Feb. 9—The
speech delivered here today*by Right
Hon. Winston Spencer Churchill, First
Lord of the Admiralty, at the luncheon
of the Clyde Navigation Trust, was
received with much enthusiasm.
After referring to the naval resources
of the Clyde, Mr. Churchill said it
was superior to that of any other pow-
er. The latest 13.6 guns were some
of the finest weapons which Great
Britain possessed. He believed that
the navy was in a high state of pre-
paredness for a sudden call (cheers).
The rumors of unpreparedness last
year were absoluteless baseless, and
he hoped that the creation of the war
staff, which was already working,
would render such rumors impossible,
Moreover, a class of officers was be-
ing consistently trained to deal with
the higher problems of strategy and
organization.

Continuing Mr., Churchill afirmed
that Great Britain never had any
thought of aggression nor attributed
such thoughts to other great powers.
There ‘'was, however, this difference
between British naval power and that
of a great friendly_empire which he
trusted ‘would long Temain great and
friendly-—the - Empire of Germany.

St. Scholasti, Que., Feb, 9.—The
body of a stone cutier named Du-
fult was discovered today covered
with knife wounds and blood, frozen
stiff in the living room of the man's
house on St. Simon road about three
miles from here, by friends of the
dead man, who had missed him and
went to make inquiries, All the cir-
cumstances point to a brutal and sor-
did murder, with robbery as the mo-
tive,

The vjctim was a steady man with.
out enemies so far as can be ascer-
tained, worked in the granite quarries
there through the summer and receiv-
ed good wages, being an expert cut-
ter. He was utderstood to have sav-
ed considerable money, which it was
stated, he always kept in the house
with him, Careful search has failed
to disclose any money on the pre-
mises at the present time,

The room where the unfortunate
man’s body was found was in a state
of disorder, and on every hand were
signs of a terrific life and death strug-
gle. The floor and walls were be-
spattered with blood.. Thewfloor cover-
ing was torn and two chairs were
overturned and backed into a cornper.
On the floor was found a blood stained
knife, and a revolver also bespatter-
ed with rusty blood stains, giving
mute testimony to the fierceness of the
struggle.

Premature Explosion of Blast-
ing Charge the Cause of Dis-
_aster.

Body of Foreman Hurled Hun-
dred and Fifty Feet Through
Air and Fell to Ground Hor-
ribly Mangled.

Fort Francis, Ont., Feb, 9.—A terrif-
ic explosion took place shortly before
12 o'clock today at the construction
works of Johnson & Carey's camp on
an Island on Rainey Lake, some eight
miles east of here, when twelve men
were killed outright and six badly
injured.  One of.the injured has since
died, making the mumber of dead 13.

There are still some of the men
unaccounted for, so that the list may
be still further augmented before the
search now being prosecuted, is fin-
ished.

The cause of the explosion was the
premature discharge of one of the
holes charged with dynamite. The
gang of men under foreman Thomas
Casey, an American, had sunk sixty-
four holes at a uniform depth of 22
feet, and as nearly as can be learned
one of the charges in the hole was not
properly prepared, and it was while
this chargé was being taken out that
it was set off, the concussion immed-
fately causing the other 63 charges
to explode.

The men were hurled into the air
along with tons of rock and debris.
So great was the explosion that large
pieces of rock half the size of a small
house were upheaved, while the fore-
man who must have been standing
over one of the holes was blown into
the air for oné hundred and fifty feet,
the body landing near the Canadian
Northern Railway Line with both legs
blown off and terribly disfigured. The
other men were badly bruised, and in
some cases almost every bone was
broken in their bodies.

It is said that the amount of dyna-
mite in the explosion was over two
hundred bolts, or about five tons. The

5 & tha accident oc-
curred at once telephoned to this"Prace
and International Falls for all, the
doctors available, and three at once
wesponded.

Dr. Johnston, of Fort France, was
first on the ground, and with the as-
sistance of Dr. Huxtable, the Com-
pany's doctor, soon alleviated the
sufferings of the injured.

Will be Equipped with Most
Modern War Machinery —
Work to Start Soon.

ATLANTIC ENTRANCE
TO BE FORTIFIED ALSO

Washington, Feb, 9.—Work on the
great fortress on Flamenco - Island,
which will guard the Pacific entrance
to the Panama Canal is to begin at
once, under orders issued by the War
Depariment today, 'This island lies
directly in front of the canal entrance
and as the nearest lock, the injury or
destruction of which would prevent
the operation of the canal, lies eight
miles inland the Flamenco Island de-
fences will insure safety for the great
waterway on that side, as no hostile
ship ,could get within striking dis-
tance of the lock without fatal expo-
sure to the guns of the fort. The
defenses will be of the most modern
type, comprising fourteen-inch guns
and the heaviest type of sea coast
mortars in piis.

WITH LARGE NUMBER

The Royal mail steamer Empress of
Britain, Commander James A. Murray,
sailed from Sand Point yesterday after-
noon en route for Liverpool via Hali-
fax.

This
man carrying a large grip raced aboard
the 3.30 ferry and after running the
whole length of the cabin, inquired if
the Empress had sailed. On being as-
sured that he was still safe he grew
somewhat calmed, but when Carleton
was reached the man grabbed his grip
and after running up the floats, hailed
a delivery wagon that landed him at
the ship just as the gangway was be-
ing withdrawn. Another passenger
who was not so fortunate was Allan
Turner, the manager of the Bank of
New Brunswick at Chipman, who ar-
rived at the end of the pier just in
time to see the steamer sail down the
harbor. When seen by a Standard re-
porter last evening Mr. Turner stated
that the clerk in the C.P.R. ticket
office on King street told him that the
Empress left at five o’clock and that
he was very much surprised to find
when arriving at the wharf yesterday
afternoon at four o'clock that the
steamer had left. Mr. Turner then
wished to secure a boat so that he
could get aboard the tug so that when
the pilot left the ship he would be able
to get aboard by climbing the rope lad-
der that the pilot would be obliged to
use to leave the steamer; but on being
informed that he could take the 11.30
train and catch the Empress at Hali-
fax this afternoon he decided on the
latter alternative and left the city last
evening.

- T, H. Preston, representative of the
Canadian Press at the Coronation/
Durbar, writes about the Gaekwar like
this:

“This individual poses as the most
 progres.ive ruler in India, and as hav-
ing introduced im his state such ad-
vanced measures as technical educa-
tion and compulsory chool attendance
He is notorious for seeking the lime-
light and is not so civilized as to be
above making sport for himself and
his guests by getting elephants or
bullocks drunk and then inciting them
to fight.

In addition, the Rani, his wife, who
like himself has travelled considerab-
1y, is said to be the most pronounced
seditionist in India.

Before the ceremony he asked his
British resident, (each native ruler has
a representative of Great Britain as-
sociated with him) to write the King
and ask that he (the King) should
receive him é&tanding—in other words
as an equal. He was advised to take
time to reflect before sending such a
message, but after doing so, persisted
in the request, and endeavored to
induce other native rulers to take the
game course. Needless to say, his re-
quest was not granted, with the result
that he appeared at the Durbar in
an Oriental costume of ordinary white
linen and made his bow in a manner
which seemed to indicate disrespect
rather than respect, and attracted the
attention of all present.

“The outcome is that he has been
obliged to make :a public apology and
to deny that he meant any disrespect
or is mot loyal to the King-Emperor.
Had he not takeM®this course, he
would probably have®been humiliated
by being compelled to put up with a
salute of something less than twenty-
one guns, which he is now entitled to
receive when ever he visits a place
in which a British battery is located.
indeed recemnt disclosures of immor-
ality on his part would indicate that
there is not due to him even the hon-
or of eight guns, the salute given to
the most insigmificant among the na-
tive rulers.

“The great surprise of the Durbar
came at its elose. Their Imperial
Majesties had returned to the Sham-
ania, and the c¢eremonial was ap-
parently in its penultimate stage,
when, to the surprise of all present,
the King-Emperor stepped to the front
and, addressing the Durbaris, made
the tmmexpected announcement that it
was his will and purpose to change
the seat of his government from Cal-
cutta to Delhi, and to. readjust the
boundaries of the Province of Bengal.

The announcement was of such im-
portance as to cause the Durbar it-
self for a time to sink into insigni-
ficance. The natives, both Hindu and
Mohammedan, seemed for the most
nart to be delighted at the thought
that Delhi, the Imperial City, was
once more to become the centre of
political power. Others felt that the

As one result of the boom both the
county and city authorities are wear-
ing broad smiles. Industrially they
read the reports of real estate trans-
actions, marvel at the prices mention-
ed, and joyfully figure out how much
money they can raise by adjusting the
assessment for taxation to the new
valuations reported in the pross,

When the assessors get to work in
the spring it is said there will be a
great increase in the assessment val-
uations of many properties in the
parishes of Simonds and Lancaster. Up
to the present valuations for assess-
ment in Fairville have been very low
and on the east of Courtenay Bay
Jand which has been nssessed for a
few dollars an acre has been sold, ac-
cording to the reports at prices of
about $1000 an acre. The county auth-
orities believe that when they put the
purchasers on the stand some of them
will tell stories about the prices pald
somewhat different from those in cir-
culation now, but they expect to be
able to considerably increase the coun-
ty agsessment as a result of the boom
in property values. Such an outcome
will not be regarded with disapproval
by the people of the city, as it has been
felt for some time that the city rate-
payers were contributing move than a
fair share of the county taxes.

It is anticipated that as a result of
the boom in realty and the aoplication
of the land tax, a considerable amount
of leasehold pronerty will be thrown
on the market. There has been some
complaint that the leasehold system
which prevails so extensively in St.
John has operated to prevent the build-
ing un of the city. It is claimed that
oceupiers of leasehold property are
discouraged from putting up expensiye
buildings. But there is another side of
the question which deserves consider-
ation. The system of renewal leases
prevailing here has been more favor-
able to the tenant than the landlord,
and has undoubtedly overated to keep
down the cost of housing accommoda-
tion. Occupliers of lots held under re-
newal leases from the city or private
estates are only payving a nomin@‘f
rental for their land; in many cases
the rents were fixed many years ago,
and the landlords have reaped no ad-
vantage from the genetral develop-
ment of the city. It might readily be
argued that the leagsehold system does
not necessarily discourage the holder
of a lease from putting up an expen-
give building, In fact it might be sup-
posed to work the other way. The
leaseholder does not stand to loge
anything, because the landlord must
pay for improvements before he can
revoke the lease, and in many cases
the leaseholder's ground rent is hard-
1y equal to the tax on the land.

One of the probable effects of the
boom s the organization of big com-
panies to take over leasehold proper-
ty, abolish the present check on high
rents and pave the way for a full-
fledged system of landlordism,
