GERMAN OFFICERS HAND

OUT FURTHER DETAILS OF
SEA BATILE OFF CHILE

Wireless From the Glascow Last Word from Rea

Admiral Cradock’s Squadron — Enemy Forced
Battle Which was Fought in Teeth of North-
eastern Gale — Roll of Ship Rendered Good
Hope’s Guns Useless, They Claim — Did Brit-
ish Cruisers Get the leipzig and Bremen Be-
fore Going Down Themselves?

Valparaiso, Chile, Nov. 5—A wireless call from the British cruiser
Glasgow—intercepted by the German victors—was the last word re-
celved from Rear Admiral Cradock’s squadron following the engage-
ment off the Chilean coast Sunday.

The Germans saw the Monmouth sink, and heard an explosion on
board the Good Hope and they belleve sent the crippled flagship to the
bottom. All that night the German cruiser Nurnberg searched the seas
for the Good Hope unsuccessfully., They picked up a radiogram di-
rected to the flagship by the Glasgow. There was no reply.

LEIPZIG AND BREMEN NOT HEARD FROM EITHER

There were about 650 men on the Monmouth when she disappear-
ed beneath the waves. Admiral Cradock had 900 men with him on
board the Good Hope.

Whether the Glasgow and the transport Otranto, which escaped de-
struction, survived the damage suffered is not known. The where-
abouts also of the German cruisers Leipzig and Brerhen remains in
doubt.

Further details of the first really important naval battle of the
war became known from statements made by German officers.

The latter did not hesitate to commend the bravery of the British-
ers in the uneven combat, and intimated that an effort to save lives
would have been made if the weather had permitted.

The engagement was fought in the teeth >f a northerner that as-
sumed almost hurricane proportions. Small boats could not live in the
sea. The heavy weather militated against the larger ships, and the
Good Hope found her guns almost useless because of the ship's roll,

The German China fleet, the cruisers Scharnhorst, Gneisenau and
the Nurnberg, had rejoined the cruisers Leipzig and Bremen, which lat-
ter had been detached to patrol the coast north of Valparaiso. The
unit proceeded southward, apparently well aware of the rendezvous of
the British off Conception Bay. At the same time the British cruisers
Monmouth and Glasgow, accompanied by the transport Otranto, mov-
ed north to meet the flagship Good Hope. The Britishers evidently
were not aware of the proximity of the Germans, and they met off Cor-
onel.

it was six o'clock Sunday night when the Germans sighted the
three British ships. The latter attempted to alter their course, evi-
dently with an intention to approach the coast and. gain territorial wa-
ters, and so avoid an unequal match. The Germans, however, headed
them off and forced the battle, At the moment that the German guns
were trained, the Good Hope was seen coming at full speed, and
through good seamanship she managed to join the other British ships.
The Britishers had come about, and the two squadrons sailed south-
ward in parallel lines, the Germans being nearer the coast. Gradual-
ly the two lines came nearer to each other, and the Scharnhorst and
Gneisenau simultaneously let go their twelve 8inch guns, which they
concentrated on the Good Hope. The firing continued for several min-
utes without damage. The German shots fell short, and the Good
Hope had such a roll that she could not reply. The smaller cruisers
were far out of reach.

MONMOUTH’S HEROIC ATTEMPT TO HELP COMPANION.

Slowly the sea fighters drew in nearer, and when the two units
were but six thousand yards apart the Good Hope fired her two 9-inch
guns. She was still unable to use her 6-inch guns, which, on the gun
deck were $o near the water line that as the vessel rolled they were
almost awash. A terrible broadside from the Scharnhorst and Gneise-
nau crippled the British flagship, and her engines stopped. The Mon-
mouth, recognlizing the distress of her companion, made a dash to cover
the Good Hope, but by that time the distance separating the two 8quad-
rons had been reduced to five thousand yards, and the Germans were
able to bring all their ships into action and to use all the guns of the
five vessels. These were directed first against the Monmouth, Glas-
gow and Otranto.

The Otranto, badly damaged escaped in the gathering darkness, and
8o on afterwards was followed by the Glasgow, which also had been
put out of action, but continued apparently seaworthy.

The five German ships continued their attack on the Monmouth
and Good Hope until in a few minutes the former sank, By this time
only 4,500 yards separated the fighters. :

The Good Hope, badly damaged, hung on until an explosion occurred
on board her. She withdrew to the westward at 7.30 o’clock. As she dis.
appeared flames were seen on her. Whether her crew was able to stop
the fire, or if the explosion finally sank her, is not known. The flames
died down and she was not seen again.

The Nurnberg searched until daybreak for the wounded ship, when
when the German officers concluded that she had been lost, with all her
crew. The only trace found of the Britishers was in the wireless mes
sage in which the GI called fully for the flagship.

It was impossible to save any of the crew of the Monmouth, as the
Germans could not put over their small boats in the face of the gale,
and the Monmouth could not have lowered her boats.

Contrary to first reports the Glasgow did not reach Coronel or Tal-
cahuano, nor did the Otranto find a Chilean port.

The German fleet, with the exception of the Liepzig and Bremen,
after putting in hege sailed again yesterday. If they had any word of
the Liepzig and Bremen they did not make it known. The transport
Prinz Eitel anchored in the bay last night.

“An artillery officer, who was ob-
serving their advance, reports that

the effect of our rifie and gun fire on
the Germans was stupendous, and that
they had to throw corps of their own
men out of their trenches as we came
on.

“Four successive attacks were made,
each by different regiments, and in
this way the whole of one division was
engaged in about the same locality.
The last of these regiments has now
been practically disposed of, and, ac-
cording to prisoners, their condition
is deplorable.

Indian Troops Drive Enemy Out at
Bayonet Point

“North of the river our centre was
subjected to a heavy shell fire. Our
guns were by no means idle, and one
of our patrolg found eleven Germans
dead, and one rendered unconscious,
by fumes in a farm on which they had
served one of our lyddite shells de-
tonate.

“Towards our left the readjustment
of our line, commenced on Monday,
was completed, and
tion of sirength was effected on the
extreme left. The ground gained at
Neuvechappelle was again the scene
of desperate fighting on Wednesday,
the 28th. Some of our Indian troops
greatly distinguished themselves by a
well conducted counter-attack, by
which they drove the Germans out of
the greater part of the place with
the bayonet. On emerging from the
village, however, they were exposed
concentrated fire of machine
guns, and had to remain contented
with what they had gained.

“On the left, during the morning,
the enemy made attacks under cover
of the usual bombardment, but each
e¢ffort was repulsed with great slaugh-
ter. One of our trenches was carried
and then recovered after a loss of
200 dead had been inflicted on the
enemy.

“On our centre, north of the Lys,
nothing of particular importance oc-
curred. On the extreme left, our ad-
vance was not pressed, and the enemy
remained In possession of Becelaere.
A night attack by them was repulsed.
The next day the centers of pressure
were, for the most part, our two flanks
south of the Lys.

New Explosive Used For First Time

“On our right the Germans deliver-
ed an assault which failed. In front
of one battalion, they are estimated
to have left between 600 and 700 dead,
while not far off the trench into which
they had penetrated was captured by
us at an expense to them of seventy
killed and fourteen prisoners.

“In the centre little took place wor-
thy of special mention. A few Ger-
mans came in and surrendered volun-
tarily. In this quarter, we experienced
for the first time in the northern thea-
tre of the war the action of Minen-
werfer or French mortar.

It has.a range of some five hundred

PRUSSIAN PRINCE
WOUNDED IN BATTLE

Names of Fifteen Offiaers Kill-
ed and Twenty-two Wound-
ed in British Casualty List
Issued Last Night.

Amsterdam. via London, Nov. 5.—
Prince Joachim Albrecht of Prussia,
son of the late Regent of Brunswick,
has been wounded while fighting in
France, according to the Telegraaf.
London, Nov, 5, 8.45 p. m.—A casual-
ty list, dated October 31, issued here
toni gives the names of fifteen
flicers killed and twenty-two wound-
ed. Among the killed is Captain the
Hon. H. B. Bruce, of the Argyll and
Sutherland Highlanders. In the list
of wounded appear the names of Lt.
Col. E. P, Lambert, of the Royal Field
Artillery, and Major the Hon. A. C.
Weld Forester, of the Grenadier
Guards, third son of Baron Forester.
While the army list of Great Brit-
ain gives no Captain H. B. Bruce, it
does contain Captain the Hon. Henry
L. Bruce of the Third Royal Scots,
heir of Baron Abendare. This Cap-
tain Bruce, in 1906, married Camille
Clifford, an American actress, whom
lie met while she was playing in an
American music hall’ production in
London.

Aldershot, England, via. London,
Nov. 5 (11.10p.m.)—Aviator Busk of
the aircraft staff, was burned to death
in mid-air today when the biplane
which he was testing caught fire,
While about one thousand feet
above the ground the biplane sudden-
1y burst into flames. Buck tried to
descend by glidng. He continued this
for nearly a mile, the aircraft mean-
while blazing furiously.

The aviator was burned to death
before the machine struck the ground.

By evening the
lost ground was recovered, and in
some places more than recovered, with
the exception of one part, to which
the enemy clung.

“Our losses were heavy, but not so
severe as those of the enemy, who at
one place suffered enormously from
the concentrated fire of our massed
machine guns.”

FRANCE DECLARES WAR ON TURKEY

Parls, Nov. 5 (11.30 p.m.)—The French government tonight de-
clared that, “a state of war exists between France and Turkey,” ac-
cording to the Bordeaux correspondant of the Ha Agency. He says
that the foreign office issued the following note:

“The hostile acts of the Turkish fleet against a French steamer,
causing the death of two Frenchmen and serious damage to the ship,

It is a new and
revivified Russia, sober, earnest and
menacing, that rings the death knell
of the brand of German culture which
burned Louvain, sacked Malines and
destroyed at one blow the treasures
which civilization spent centuries and
millions in acquiring.

To meet the danger in the east the
German war power must soon with-
draw divisions and army corps from
the French and Belgian field, while
the power of the Allies grows with
each body of reinforcements. To date
the British, French and Belgian forces
have withstood the most desperate at-
tempts of the Germans to break thro-
ugh to the French coast towns. To-
day the Allied line is nearer the Ger
man frontier than was the case a
week ago and a week hence will see
it still farther advanced.

“MADE IN CANADA"

Cables from London indicate it as
the opinion of well-informed newspa-
pers in the “heart of the Empire,”
that the Canadian contingent, now on
Salisbury Plains, will soon leave to
take its place on the Empire’s battle
line in Belgium and Northern France.

At a dinner in London tendered to
Major General the Hon, Sam Hughes,
no less a personage than Earl Rob-
erts, Field Marshall of the Empire's
army, took occasion to publicly thank
the Canadian Minister of Militia, and
to compliment him upon the effieiency
and quality of the contingent, and the
remarkably quick time in which it had
been organized and sent forward.
At the review by Hig Majesty the
King and staff, during the present
week, military authorities again ex-
pressed themselves in terms of the
highest praise upon the contingent
and its fitness. And now, as if to
that the many compliments
showered upon the Canadians and
(Canada, were not the empty platk
tudes of politeness but really express-
ed Britain's testimony that the men
of the Dominjion had the quality to
bear well their part in the Empire's
struggle, comes the opinion, from a
highly authoritative source, that the
Canadians are to be speedily despat-
ched to the fighting lines.

This will be good news to every of-
ficer and man with the contingent
and will also arouse a feeling of par-
donable pride that the complete army,
“made in Canada,” has sa well stood
the initial tests and established its
quality. On the battlefields will come
the supreme trial and every man,
woman and child in the Dominion will
pray that our boys will emerge from
it safely. But whether they are span
ed to return to us or are destined to
leave their badies to mingle with the
dust of conflict on a hard fought field,
we will not forget that Canada's gift
of men has “passed‘ muster.”

MORE FERTILIZER
FOR THE FARMERS OF
NEW BRUNSWICK

The New Brunswick agricuitural so-
cieties have secured 100 tons of muri-
ated potash, which will be landed in
St. John about the last of the month.

Cook used Revolver to End
His Own Life.

The crew of the steamship Anglo-
Columbian, Iying at the Ballast wharf,
were startled about four o'clock yes-
terday morning to hear a revolver
shot in the room of the chief cook,
Louis Denagaro, an Italian.

If the court answers any of these
questions which it may consider to be
material, in favor of the prisoner, the
conviction is to be quashed; otherwise
it is to stand.

The “kidney punch” is barred in this
State, in Wisconsin and Australia.
But that decree was issued to pre-
vent an opponent going into a' clinch
and standing there, pounding his ri-
val's kidneys. Such tactles robbed a
bout of interest. The gelf-appointed
referees have placed the ban on any
punch, whether it lands on the kid-
news, the middle of the back or on the
shoulder Blades.

There is nothing in the gules which
prohibits any fair punch on
any part of an opponent’s body. It is
just as legitimate for a man to land
a clean, free punch on ‘the kidneys as
it is to land & jab on the head,

In a majority of cases, the specta-
tors fail to distinguish the difference
between the man who fights himself
out of clinches, the man who hits on
the break and the man who hits im-
mediately after he has been broken
from -a clinch by the referee, Only
when a boxer hits on the break is he
guilty of fouling.

Of course, there are cities where
the men protect  themselves at all
times. As long as a boxer has his
hands free he is at liberty to hit. He
may hit when his opponent is holding
him, but may not hold and hit at the
same time. To hold and hit is a
violation of the rules and is punishable
by disqualification™

A case in point may be taken from
the bout between Jim Coffey and Ter-
ry Kellar, still fresh in the minds of
those who saw it. A dozen times Cof-
fey was clinched by his smaller oppon-
ent, but shook himself clear and con-
tinued his asEadlt, He was well with-
in his rights, but the crowd, its sym-
pathy aroused by Kellar's heroic re-
sistance, booed.

Battling Levinsky, Dan Morgan's
promising little heavyweight boxer,
has the knack of hitting as soon as he
is clear. The rules specify that the
men must.break and step back without
a hit, but they do not insist that a
man walk around the ring and assume
a new a&m_ e of attack before renew-
ing the conflict. When Levinsky box-
ed - “Gunboat’ Smith he was howled
at for landing as soon as the referee
had stepped clear after breaking the
men. He was absolutely within his
rights.

Billy Madden, one of the best au-
thorities on boxing, has said: “A box-
er must not clinch, but once he works
in close he may fight as fast as he is
able and as long as he is clear. He
may fight himself clear when his op-
ponent is clinching, but may not hold
and hit. Any man who holds with one
hand and fights with his free hand
should be warned on his first offence
and disqualified on a repetition.”

In many instances the referees in
this city have been censured for stop-
ping bouts in which a man was being
badly beaten. It was argued in some
cases that the beaten man “could have
stayed the limit” and been saved the

Petrograd, Nov, 3, via London, 2.15
p. m.—The Turkish ambassador to
Russia, before he left the capital to-
day on his return to Constantinople,
made the following statement:

The Petrograd auth-
orities, acting on instructions already
received, have begun the registration
and arrest of all Turkish subjects.

T0-AID THE RELIEF FUNDS

St. Andrews Society to Seek Legislation to Permit
of $500. Gift to Patriotic and Belgian Funds—
Alexander Macaulay Re-elected President—Re-

ports of the Year.

The principal matter brought be-
fore the annual meeting of St. An-
drew’s Society last evening was that
of making contributions in the name
of the society to the Patriotic Fund
and the Belgian Relief Fund.

John for about all the trans-Atlantie
business that will ‘offer. ‘The new
warehouse has been finished on the
latest berth at the point and this will
glve mine berths on ‘the West Side,
while . there are fivé oh the eastern
side of the harbor, ' The Jocal steam-
shlp agents luve not as yet received

a complete schedule of ‘saflings from
this port, and with'the exception of
ithe Manchesteér Line, many ships have
been taken over by the Imperial Gov-
ernment, as transports. It may be
some days before the agents will
know just what will be on the routes
to England and Bcotland. The large
new C. P, R. steamship Messenabie
will eome to St. John on the Liver
pool route and will prove a big assist-
ance to that company, while a num-
ber of the other shipg are elsewhere
engaged.

The first Manchester liner to sail
direct between. St. John and Man-
chester on the winter schedule will
be the Manchester Spinner which sails
from Manchester tomorrow and on re-
turn will sail from this port Novem-
ber 28th. The Manchester Exchange
arrived from Manchester ' yesterday
and after discharging part of cargo
here and taking in cargo will sail for
Philadelphia with a large consign-
ment of freight, she will then continue
to Manchester. The Manchester Mari-
ner sailed from Manchester on Octo-
ber 31st for this port ‘and Philadel-
phia and should ~ be due’ here next
week.

While the freight is expécted to be
good this season and a great amount
of grain will be carried, the passenger
business will likely be very light ow-
ing to the war. Nothing much in the
passenger line is expected until the
spring, when it may perhaps be large.
By that time the steamship men ex-
pect their large passenger boats will
be released by the Imperial Govern-
ment and. they will be quite caable of
looking after all the passenger busi-
ness offered. There are plenty of
ships to look after the freight busi-
ness and a good season is anticipated.
