Under the Custody of a Do
minion Police Officer He
Was Brought from Jersey
City to Fredericton—Hear-
ing in Few Days.

Fredertoton, Oct. 16.—The arrival of
Werner Horne here today in charge
of the Dominion Police to face the
charge of having blown up the Interna.
tional Bridge at St. Croix, between
MoAdam, N. B, and Vanoeboro, Me,
on February 2nd, 1915, came as an en-
tire surprise to local officials, as the
jast word they had of the case was
that the German hed been found in-
sane and would not be brought into
Canada. That report, however, is 6w
found to have been the last resort of
Horne’s friends to prevent his extra.
dition, and he comes here with the
assurance from the United States
authorities that he is as sane now as
he ever was. Horne showed unmis-
takable signs of disappointment at
having been extradited, and while on
his way here from Jersey Oity en-
deavored to arrange a stop-off at Bos-
ton yesterday in the hope that his
lawyers there, who had fought his
oase four years ago in the American
courts, could still prevent his “return
to OCanada. However, Sergeant Ram-
sey, armed with extradition papers
pigned by Secretary of State Lansing
of the United States on Ooctober 4th,
and by Under Secretary of State Mufl-
vey of Canada on October 10th, made
a close train comnection and landed
Horne here on schedule time.

“Unlawful destruction and obstrue-
tion of a railroad, thereby endanger-
tng human life, committed within the
protection of the British government,”
was the charge upon which extradition
of Horne took place, as set forth In
the official papers, and under the erim-
inal code the maximum penalty for
this offence ls imprisonment for 1ife.

Soon aftar the prigsoner had been
landed {n the jail Sergeant Ramsey
was in conference with Dr. T. €. Al
len, Deputy Attorney General, aand
Sheriff Hawthorne, and it was after-
wards said that the preliminary exam-
{nation might start earller next week
than Friday, the original date set, as
it 1s hoped to have Horne sent up for
trial in time for him to appear at the
adjourned sitting of the York Circuft
Court on October 28th,. at which Mr.

VENEREAL DISEASES
Coundil - of - Healih - Allots

$7,517 to New Brunswick
for the Purpose.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 16.—The Do
minjon Council of Health, which held
its first meeting in Ottawa reoently,
settled the division to each Province
of the Federal grant for combatting
venereal diseases, on a basis of popu-
lation. The various Hastern Provinces
will, therefore, receive the following
amount: Quebec, $47,388; New Brums-
wick, $7,617; Nova BSocotia, $10,578;
Prince Bdward Island, $1,915.

The total amount for all the Pro
vinces is approximately $180,000. Of
the remaining amount, $20,000, it was
decided to divide between the Advis
ory Qouncil and the Department of
Health for fighting the disease, the
Provinces receiving the Federal grant
to undertake to furnish a similar
amount.
