THE ELECTIONS.

Lost in the Small Towns and the
Country -- He Has Not Yet
Enough Figures to Analyze the
the Vote--Will Not Run for the
Senate,

Lincoln, Neb., Nov. 8—William J.
Bryan ton:ght gave out the following
statement concerning the election:

‘““Ilhe result was a surprise to me and
the magnitude of the Hepubiican victory
was a surprise to our opponents as well
as to those who voted our ticket. It is
impos:ible to annalyze the returns until
they are more complete but, speaking
generally, we seem to have gained in the
large cities and to have lost in the small-
er cities and in the country.

‘““Lha Republicans were able to secure
tickets or passes for oll their voters who
were away from home and this gave them
considerabie advantage. We have no way
of knowing at this t.me how much imoney
was spent in the purchase of votes anu
in colonization, but while these would
account for some of the Republican
gains, they could not account for the
,widespread increase .n the Republican
vote. 'Lhe prosperity argument was
probably the most potent one used by
the Republicans. They compared the
present conditions with the panic times
.of 1803 to 1896 and this argument had
weight with those who did not stop to
consider the reasons for the change. lhe
appeal ‘Stand by the president while the
war i3 on,” had a great deal of influence
among those who did not realize that a
war against’ a doctrine of self-government
in the Philippines must react upon us in
this couhtry. We made an honest fight
upon an honest platform and, having
done our duty as we saw it, we have
nothing to regret.

“We are detcated but not discouraged.
The fight must go on. I am sure that
Repubiican policies will be repudiated by
the people when the tendency of these
policies are fully understood. The con-
test between plutocraoy and democracy
cannot end until one or the other 18
comp,etely triumphant.”

Concerning h meelf Mr. Bryan said:

“1 have come ou't of the campaign with
perféet heaith and a clear conscience.
I did my best to bring success to.the
principies for which I stood. Mr. Stev-
enson did all that he could; Senator
Joneés and the members of the Demo-
eratic, Populist, Silver Republicans. and
anti-Imper.alist cormnittees did all they
eould. Mr. Hearst and his associates in
the club organizations put forth their
best efforts. Our mnewspapers, our cam-
paign speeches and our local organizations
all did their part. I have no fault to
find and no reproaches. 1 shall continue
to take an active interest in politics as
Soug as 1 live. I believe it to be the
duty of citizens to do so and in addition
to my intcrest as a citizen, I feel that it
will requre a lifetime of work to repay
the political friends who have done so
much for me. I shall not be a senatorial
candidate before the l.gislature which has
been elected. Senator Aulen deserves the
genatorship, which goes to the Popul sta.
Mr. Hitchcock and Mr. W. H. Thomp-
gon are avowed candidates for the sena-
torship. They both deserve well of the

. pary and I am too grateful to them for

past support to stand in ther way even
if I desired a seat in the senate.”

Mr. Bryan said he has no other plans
at present than to remain at home untu
he had recovered from the fatigue of cam-
paigning. He denied the report that he
would remove from Nebracka and make
Texas his hume.

Gunnere, at Tangicr, und.r which he acted
yesterd.y, were to collect an indemnity from
the Moorish government for the maurder of
Marcus Essag.n, a natu adzed American citi-
zen who was killed about a year ago by a
mob. Besagin became involvid in an aiter-
cation with a Mcor against whom he had
accidently run, when a crowd of the Mooi’s
comrades fell upcn him and beat him to
death. The Moorish government disclaimed

‘ sresponsib.l.ty for mob vioience of this kind,

but the Un.ted Stat.s governmeat contended
that the Moorish government had failed in
its obl gations in dec innig to take any atepc
to punish the pe petratcrs cf the crime. Now
Mr. Gunnere 1s d.rected again to present the
case, with an urgent request for a settle-
ment.

Washington, Nov. 8.—After a night of
excitement over a threatened conflict be-
tween negroes and whites, quiet prevailed
this morning and through the prompt ac
tion of the town authorit.es aided by the
members of company H. 10th Pennsyl-
vania volunteers, a race riot was averted.

FATALITY I WESTMORLAD.

Three-year-old Child Wand-
ered Away from Home

FOUND DEAD.

It Had Become Bewildered and
Laid Down in a Field--Killed by
Cold During - the Night -- No
Evidence of Violence.

Moncton, Nov. 8—(Special)—The little
three-year-old child of J. H. Hanington of
Caledonia Road, which strayed away from
the house Tuesday afternoon, was found
dead in a field three-quarters of mile from
its home this morning. When the child was
missed from home search was immediately
made but no trace was found until today.
It was first thought that the child had
been stolen or carried off by a bear, but
the mystery was ¢leared up today when
the dead body was found in its fathér’s
stump field. From appearances the little
one had wandéred off and got lost and
becoming fatigued had laid down and fall-
ing asleep d'ed from exposure diring the
night. There was no ev'dence that death
had been caused by violence.

Max Shinburn Back in the New Hamp-
shire Penitentiary.

Concord, N. H:, Nov. 8—At 8 o’clock
tonight a man whom the coufs of New
York have decided vo be Maxmillian
Schoenbein, better known as Max Shin-
burn, who escaped 5 years ago from the
New Hampshire state prison, where he
had been committed fur Len years, as pen-
auty for the robbery of the fuuds ot a bauk
at Walpoie, re-eatered the New Hamp-
shite prison to serve the remainder ot hs
sentence. dShinburn arrived in this c.ty
this evening from Piavtsburgh, N. Y., in
the custody of Sherifi W. 8. Tuttle ot
Keene, Cheshire county, N. H., and J. W.
Rogers, a detective in the empioy of the

American Bankers’' Association. More than

100y people had ussembied in a dniving
rain storm to greet Shinburn-und his ‘cap-
tors. Shinburn was heavity ironed and
shackled to Sheriff Tuttle and smiled broad
ly at the excitement causcd by his arnvai.
He d.d not appear in the least nervous or
depressed. Upon arrival at the state prison
he was turned over tv Warden Cox and
the usual formalities attendant upon the
commitment of criminals were completed.
The prson from which he made his escape
35 years ago was a stone structure on
North State street in the heart of the
city and when he made his sensational
escape by breaking through the gate lead-
ing from the prison yard to the street run

ning past the prison he had served les- |

than one year of his ten years’ sentence.
Tonight he entered the new prison which
is located two miles from the ceatre of
the city and is a far different structure
from that of 35 vears ago. Here he wili
serve out the balance of his =entence.

To prove that the prob-
lem has novw beert solved, it is only neces-
sury to point:to the hundreds of smoke-
less chimneys in many large citiez, which
cerve furnaces lmrning inferior grades of
coft eoal, many of them operated continu-
ougly under most evacting conditions. The
henefScent result is apparent whencver
the problem has been attacked energeti-
cally and in good faith.

The mecans
are ready at hand. Furthermore, such
means are ta be had in s~me variety, and
{keir use imposes no undue hardships on
1aanufactovers, cither in first cost, restric-
tion of out or material increases of
cost~Cassi Magazine.

It was a memorable day in St. John—
that day of the general elections of 1900.
Old campaigners do not recall another of
so much interest or suppressed excitement,
while the younger generation of political
workers were shown early in their poiitical
life how deeply can the claims of party and
principle take hold upon the people of a
couniry. 'Lhe contest in St, John took to
itsclf so much from the fact that a minis-
ter of the crown and an ex-minister seek-
ing again for office, were the city candi-
dates therein was explained much of the
extruordinary interest in the resujt. But
the sharpness of the eampaign work and
the many low attacks made on the minis-
ter of railways and his able defences had
helped to make the interest more keen.

. Then again, for the county contust, there

had been peculiar feeling arﬁsed by the
attitude of Dr. Stockton on the campaign
platform and this had made people allow
the election to take more tham usual place
in their minds. But whatever the reasons,
the fact remained that great interest was
taken, and there was every expectation of
a big vote.

The expectation was realized and this
was helped by the fine weather which pre-
vailed throughout the day. The polls open-
ed at 9 o’clock and before that hour re-
turning officers and their clerks and repre-
sentatives of the candidates were at their
respective polling stations to tuke up the
work of the day. There was quite a large

early vote, but the greater part was polled |

after noon. It was not an exciting time
at the booths, but solid, quiet work was go-
ing on steady on both sides. It was ap-
parent early that in nearly every case, the
Liberals were having the best of it and
there were cheéring reports all along the
line to.greet the candidates as they moved
from cne polling place to -another. Hon.
A. G. Blair was bright and cheerful in the
confident expectation of victory as he paid
a brief visit to the booths and there was
a contrast in ‘the appearance :olitary and
alone a little later of Hon. George E. Fog-
ter. Col. Tucker was about the city for
a time and also visited the west and Fair
ville. Dr. Stockton did his share of visit-
ing and. in the afternoon was for a time
in comnany with the ex-minister of finance.
Neither was telling any jokes, or did a
humorous spirit prevail at any later stage
of the day, in their breasts or in the ranks
of their followers, for the confident feel-
ing of the Liberals, that to them victory
would come. hegan to be realized with the
returns of the first polling stations to fin-
ish counting up. This became jubilation
when the final returns showed that Hon.
A. (i, Blair had besn chosen for S:. John
city' by the magniiicent vote of 4,04, a
majority of 1,059 over Hou. George E. Fos
ter, whose vote was 2,985; and that Licut.-
Col.- Tucker, M. P., would go back to. par-
liament as the reprcéentntivq of the city
and conty of St. John!with a splendid
vote of 3,452, agiinst which Dr. Stockton
had received’4,781, a majority for Col.
Tucker of 671.-

Of the 14 wards. including two non-resi-
dents as one ward; eight went straight Lib-
eral—Kings, Prince, Queens, Dukes, Syd-
ney,  Lantdowne, Dufferin and the non-res-
idents. Threé were straight Conservative
—the two Carleton wards, Guys< and
Brooks,.and Lorne ward of the North End.
Three- other wards supported Mr. Blair,
but recorded a small majority against Col.
Tucker. These were Wellington, Victoria
and ‘Stanley,. Hon. Mr. Blair secured a
majority of 973.in the city proper, 230 in
the' North End wards, and 12 from the
nonresidents. Carleton gave Foster a ma-
jority of 182. Kings ward gave the best
majorities for-the Liberals, almost a three
to one defeat being administered Foster
apd Stockton. Hon. Mr. Blair.led his op-
ponent everywhere but in Carleton. .

Analyzing the city and county returns it
is found that Co. Tucker received a major-
ity of 441 in" the city proper. Carleton
went against him by 187. Nor:h End gave
him a slight majority. The non-resident
vote was his by 28 and the whole county
vote, except in Lancaster No. 2, was easily
his by over 140 majority.

The Minister Escorted by a Tremendous
Crowd from St. Andrew's Rink to His
Hotel -— His Carriage Drawn by the
Enthusiastic People.

Such 'a demonstration was never before

_accorded a political candidate in St. John.

There was nothing prepared about it, 1t
was the spontaneous outburst of a peo-
ple whose feelings of admiratign for a
man, of jubiliation at his victory moved
them to a wonderful exhibition of pleas-
ure, When many of the returns had been
read and there had been specches from
candidates and others, Hon. H. A. Me-

.| Keown, about 9 o'dlock, announced that

Hon. Mr. Blair, because of hoarseness,
would be unable to address the. electors
again during the evening. He said the
minister’s barouche would be at the door
of the rink in a minute or two and that
it had been suggested that the audience
act as an escort to the minister on his way
to Niis hotel, the Royal. The idea was im-
mediately a popular one and its utterance
was almost lost in a roar of applause, from
which there were shouts of “take the
horses out,” “we’ll take Blair to his ho-
tel.” A rush for the rink exit was made
and when the erowid got out it was merged
with another aggregation on the sidewalk
and a solid human mass of two thousand
people was formed surging about the
minister’s barouche. The cheering was in-
eessant and it could be heard at the ex-
treme end of the citv. But it was as
nothing to the congratulatory shouts
which went up when from the rink was
seen, high on the shoulders of his friends,
the Hon. A. G. Blair being borne to his
carriage. The sigh’ and sounds were never
equalled even in demonstrative St. Johm.
The minister, as best he could, bowed his
acknowledgements, and at every turn the
cheering was renewed. Finally he reached
his seat in the barouche. Ere this the
horses had been removed from the pole
and willing hands—more than willing, for
there was the lvliest scuffling' for places—
seized the pole. From the driver’s seat,
Mr. ‘A. O. Skinner gave the word to pro-
ceed and the greatest triumphal escort of
any politiclan ever in St. John began.
With Hon. Mr. Blair sat Mr. James F.
Robertson, Hon. - H. A. McKeown, Mr:
Anthur Adams and Mr. Edward Sears.
The wild cheering which had begun' at
the front of St. Andrew's rink, continued
incessantly during the slow but triumph-
ant progress of the minister along Char-
lotite.and down King streets to the Royal.
Ncar the Dufferin hotel a movement to
the right was necessary to avoid a street
car. As the procession moved into the
joint illumination of the Dufferin and the
car Mr. Skinner waved his hat for even
more enthusiastic cheers than ever were
being given. And what a response was
met with. At the hcad of King street,
down brakes was the order while up with
the cheers was equally readily obeyed. The
crowd had been swelled by hundreds along
the line of” march and another thousand
had been added by the time the Royal
hotel was reached. There Hon. Mr. Blair
was lifted bodily from the barouche and
carnied on the shoulders of the people into
the hcttel. Guests crowded the office and
as he passed through they formed lines on
<ither s'de and cheered him. The surging
crowd outside kept up the cheers of ap-
probation . and. delight, and then
bggan a clamoring for a sight
of the popular minister on the
hotel balcony. The people had ruled
throughout Canada yesterday, and they
ruled in this respect last night, for in a
brief minute Hon. Mr. Blair stepped out
on; the balcony aceompanied by those whoe
had been his companions in the barouche.
Again the roars went up from the popu-
lace and it was some minutes before they
calmed down sufficiently ko permit of the
minister’s voice being heard. e said he
could speak but briefly, but he wished to
say that he felt when he came to this con-
stituency and trusted in the intelligence
and judgment of the people that he was
making no mistake. (More cheers). This
day had brought not only a trinmph for
the people of St. John, but it was a tri-
umph all over the dominion. He thanked
the electors heartily for the splendid sup-
port given him. 'The cheers again broke
forth as the minister closed. Calls for Hon.
H. A. McKeown were then made and
he responded in a brief speech. Mr. E. H.
MecAlpine was also called on and was re-
ceived with tremendous cheering. He said:
Tupper is dead and Foster is dead. (Tell
us about him, said the crowd). Foster is
an iceberg, he continued. He can’t help
it; he was born that way. One of the
brainiest men -in Canada—Hon. Mr.
Blair—is mnow our representative. He
is the only statesman Canada
ever produced that had the courage to
stand up against that gigantic monopoly,
the C. P. R. Shaughnessy has tearned that
the voice of the people is mighty and must
prevail. Mr. MecAlpine announced Sir
Louis Davies elected by 700 majority. He
proposed three cheers for Hon. Mr. Blair
and the immense crowd roared their en-
thusiasm. This gathering then dispersed,
part to remain in knots about the streets
discussing the great outcome of the day,
and others to return to St. Andrew’s rink
to hear more returns as they came over the
special Western Union wire. Mr. John L.
Carleton read the despatches as they ai-
rived—Laurier’s great majority, Sifton’s
defeat of Hugh John, the discarding of Sir
Charles Tupper by the people of Cape
Breton, and other general and local inter-
est ng results of the people’s choice. The
scene wag one of great enthusiasm, which
was heightened by the arrival of the City
Cornet Band which, to an enlivening tune,
swung into the rink and marched to a
point near the platform. They played a
selection. received hearty applause and
then left for the Royal Hotel to cerenade
Hon. Mr. Blair. . Soon after this the
gathering 4t  the ' rink = dispersed,
the receipt  of the telegrams
being suspended. as the wire was
disconnected. In dismissing the avdience

Myr. Carleton said they could go home to a |

good rest in the knowledge of victory.

Meanwhile ‘the Citv. Cornet Band had
reached the. Royal.and about them was an-
other gigantic crowd brimful cf enthusiasm
in the return of the minister and his inde-
fatigable working colleague, tol. Tucker,
once again M. P. The band played a num-
ber of selections and the people cheered
and. cheered and enjoyed a half hour in
thus relieving their pent up feelings.

Col. Tucker had remained in the Fusi-
liers’ headguartcrs in St. Andrew’s vk,

the hotel, and he went home a little later
to rest after the fatigues ol the day. The
City Cornet Band, on leaving the hotel,
marched to the colonel’s’ wesidence  and
there serenaded him. ‘A grand demonstra-
tion was given by a great concourse of peo-
ple who accompanied the liand and thus
warmly showed -their delight .in the
colonel’s veturn to pariiament. ;

Messrs. Foster and “tockton at the Vic.

, toria_Rink.

The Liberal ‘Conservatives who assembled
to hear ‘the fiews of ‘defcat “In “the Vietoria
rink, City Road, also had a telegraph wire
run in for the purpose of receiving returns
trom- putside places. First the returns from
‘the city. and county -were received and”writ-
ten on a large blackboard which had done
gervice for the party in previous campdigns.
Before a city retarn was received R. J. Wil-
Kins, secretary of the Dcvelopment Club,
sald: ‘‘We ‘had.poor’ orgenization in the
wards-and are bEaten hands down.” At 6
o’clock there were abcut 150 people in the
mnk. The fi'st returns came from Victoria
ward city districts and ‘the fact that the
minister of ra.lways had received a ma-
jority was the first surprise of the avalanche
that  followed. -hecause: the: ward had been
rogarded as strongly Conservative. Welling-
ton ward, another .supposedly - Conmservative
stronghoid, followed and the returns from
these were chalked up in silence. X

When. other poll.ng booths had been heard
from, zll giving a Liberal majority, Mr. J.
D. Hazen remai ked! ‘““We are bcaten 700 or
800.””

At 6.05 o'clock, when a return was posted
showing that- Mr. Foster led in Lorne No. 1
by 29 votes, the first cheers broke out. This-
news was followed by -favorable messages
of Mr. Ganong’s prospects in Charlotte.

The next incident was the collapse of the-
platform which had been erected for the
speake:s. . :

At 6.10 Mr. Foster and Mr. Stockton en-
tered. the building and were l6tidiy iche:red
by the increasing crowd. While the -candi-
dates scanned the blackboard, which already
indicated their defeat, Mr. Foster betrayed
no.-outward sign of disappointment, but hls
colleague’s. countenance port:ayed his defeat.
A: short whik later it was announced that
Carleton haa given tne Conservative candi-
dates 181 majority. This led the -ex-minister
of finance to say: ‘Good for Carleton, but
that does not save the day.’”

Returns poured in. from- all parts of the
city and county, but they only increased the
Liberal major:ties; so there was not much
satisfaction for - the gathering. Returas,
however, from - Kings, York, Westmorland
and Queens indicating the defeat of thae
govirnment candi‘ates, enthused the gath-
ering and cheer after cheer rang out.

Kncouraging and. dfscocu aging announce-
ments secmed to come alternately until 7.30,
when Ald. J. B.- M. Baxter read a bulletin
telling of the defeat of Sir Charles. Tupper
in Cape Breton. This mews seemed to be a
great surprise and regret was expressed on
all sides on the defeat of ‘the Conservative
leader. Closely following came “the news of
the defeat of Hugh ' John ‘Macdonald in
B andon and the downfall of Mr. Meclnerney
in Kent.

About 9.30 Dr. Stockton, .who, with his
colleague,” Mr. Foster, had remained by the |-
side of the telegraph instrument for three
hours, appeared and addressed the gather-
ing. He opened his remarks by stating he
was not at all “discouraged by the outcome
He never felt beaten while advocating the
right cause and the time was not far dis-
tant when the cause would triumph. He
claimed that he bad rece ved the inteliigent
vote of the community and the workingmen
would live to regret their action. :The Con-
servative interests, he added, should have
been sustained in_the interesis of the laborer
He felt he had fought the fight fairly and
henorably and would not lose 15 minutes’
sleep dwing to h's “defeat. His opponents
had not conducted the campalgn, he said,
‘n an honorable way. M s enresentation and
even other means had betn ermployed against
him and@ Mr .Foster. ' Continuing, Dr. Stock-
ton eald it was a most unfortunate thing
that' Canada should: be 'giided by an appeal
to race prejudice. ‘It was the race ‘cry which
the Liberals had used in ome province tbat
put ‘the Conservatives in:the mnority. . He
and his colleague were not poltroons, but
we-o'confident of ‘triumph i the future. The
speaker then kai@ “there werTe someé ‘people
who were advorating moral reforms but
forgot thelr scruples in that respect when"
an opportunity ecame of being engaged by
partics of immoral mecthods, Concluding, he
thanked those who s-eod by ‘him. The
speaker was cheered at the close.

Mr. George E. Fes'er followed and was
rece'ved wth cheers. lie supposed his hear-
ers had already heard of the result, but he
wanted them to understand it was not the
death’ knell' of the Conservative party. He
expressed regret that so many able members
of the party, outside of b'mself, had been
drfeatcd. He felt worse ove- tae defeat of
Sir Charles Tupper ané Hugh John Macdon-
ald than he did@ for his own setback. By
the defrat of Messrs. Poweil and McInerney
the public life of Canada sustained a great
loss.

Mr. Foster then blamrd the Freneh for
the return of the Liberal government. He
claimed tbat the Libe'als had beem working
the race ecry for all they were worth in
Qurbee and it had its effécts, but the Con-
servative cause h#td not suffered.. He (Fos-
ter) wou'd rather be in opposition than be
the premier of Canada with 2 majority en-
tirely ‘from ome provinee. Continuing, M.
Foser sa'd be had conductrd an honorable
campaign, depending on argument instead
of prejudice. In the future, so long as his
public U'fe lasted-and he wanted it under-«
stood that it was not ended yet—he would
look back to the loyal fight he and his party
put up in St. Jobn: "

In conclusion, the ex-minister said: ‘‘“We
Conservatives chould nat be too greedy. We
had 18 years of power and made history for
the country. Just give these fellows enough
rope and they will lock out for themselves
No doubt there will be jublatjon in tbe
morn'ng that so many of our lenders will be
out of the way to be péstered with, but don’t
let them be too sure of that.”

Mr. Fester then expressed his thanks for
his suppo-t and the gathering dispersed.

If they had triumphed
it would have been a sad day for Canada,
for victory would have made them bolder
and more reckless; but, they have failed

and now it will be the duty

If we look over the field the first thing
that attracts attention is the fact that
not one minister has been defeated, while
all the chiefs of the opposition have disap-
peared beneath the tidal wave that has
overwhelined the Conservative party.

There is
no place in Nova -Scotia where Sir Charles
Tupper can rest his weary head; there is
not a constituency in New Brunswick that
Foster can be certain of carrying; and as
for Hugh John Macdonald it is not likely
that any person will ever think of him
again as a possible leader. © Never before
has any Canadian party suffered such 2
defeat as that which has overtaken the
Conservatives, and never before has any
party in Canada so richly deserved the se-
verest condemnation of the people.

There never has been a eampaign in Can-
ada cenducted with so little regard to de-
cency .as that in which the Conservative
party hae -engaged -in the - contest -which
enided Wednes-lay. - In all past cam, aigns
no matter how warm the feelings of the
contestants, there always has been an ¢l-
ement of decency preserved in the relations
of the parties to each other, and in the
manner of dealing with public guestions.
It has been felt in times past that men
.might differ widely in their political views
without personal antagonism, or without
being made the victims of dastardly at-
tacks of a personal character. But the Con-
servative party in their desperation and
in their greod for office have violated all

of life. No. language has been too foul for
rﬂ:em to use towards Liberal statesmen.
They have taken their cue from the dis-
reputable Montreal Star, a veritable or-
gan of the gutter, and. therefore their man-
ner of conducting the campaign Las been
low and degraded. The Star, two or three
yeais a'go, began its ateacks on the minis-
ters by publishing illustrations of them
as Thé By-town Coons. By-town is the
‘old name of the city of Ottawa, and coon is
the slang term for a colored man. What
resemblance there is between the gentle-
men who compose the present Canadian
ministry and a colored man it would not
be casy to discover? The members of the
present government of Canada are gentle
men and statesmen, and there is no rea-
son at all why they should:be the victims
of attacks which are caleulated to turn
them into ridicule and, if possible, dezrade
them. Questions of public policy ought
to be discussed in a fair and candid man-
ner and not in quibbles or in false inter
pretations. Of all the papers of the Con
servative party none have violated th: rule
of decency more than the St. John Bun.
'As a campaign sheet it has been a distinct
failure, but as an example of everything
that ought to be avoided. in the conduct
of a campaign, it has been a great success
As for Mr. Foster and Dr. Stockton they
have been angry men throughout the whol:
contest, and have spoken in the foolis:
fashion which is customary with men in
that condmon We trust that no future
campaign in "Cénada’ will show such a dis’
regard of the elementary ‘principles of de
cency as the Conservative cax'npaign just
crded has done. .

THE ELECTION OF McKINLEY.

The people of Canada generally will be
well pleased with the result of the elections
in the United States. This result has for
owné time past been a foregone conclusion,it
being evidcat that Bryan would not carry
any of the great commercial states of the
Union because of his views on the silver
auestion. Mr. Bryan also represented an
element hostile to Great Britain, and hos-
tile to the good relations which exist be-
tween Great Dritain and the United States.
On several occaxions we have advised Can-
adians living in the United Sta es, who still
retain an affection for the old flag, to vote
for McKinley and rebuke the element in
tie Democratic party which takes so much
delight in abusing Great Britain.  This
Canadian vote is one which in times past
has not been reckoned with, and which,
perhaps, was divided between the two
great parties in the United States. But the
attitude of the Democratic party towards
Great Britain has now sol d.fied it on the
Republican side, and it will be a factor in
all future elections and one which polit-
ical parties will have to reckon with. The
policy of the United States will not hereaf-
ter be dictated by men who desire to de-
stroy the British Empire, for now that the
Republiean party is emancipated from this
element, it will find its best meauns of
strengihening itself in continuing the pol-
icy of McKinley, which has bLeen one of
friendship towards our mother country.

Mr. Bryan has, no doubt, proved':him-
gelf to be a man of wonderful resourees,
a fine speaker and a stout campaigner, but
be is not a statesman. The only feature in

commendauon. is his protest agamht im-
perialism in the United States. That coun-

1 try hes half of a conunent’ivr its develop-
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hig policy, which is worthy of any aort of.

countries in wh:ch white. men cannot ‘ex-
ist. There is room enough in the United
States for a population of five hundred mil-
lions, and when this space is exhausted it
will be time enough for the Americans to
think of the occupation of other lands be-
yond the seas. But even th.s feature of
Bryan's policy was not one which was Fae-
ly to be popular. The people are always like-
Iy to be led aside by the idea of conquest.
The glory of the nation is g0 dear to them
that the cost of it is sometimes forgotten.
The day will come, no doubt, when the Re-
publicans will lose ground in consequence
of their present. policy  with . re-
gpect to the acquisition of the
Plulippine Islands, but' it wiil not be until
the utter worchlessaess of these posses:
sions has been proved, and . the cust of
them in men and money is more fully un-
derstood’ than it is at present. The elec-
tion of McKinley will have the effect of
giving the policy of the United States with
regard -to Chinese questions, a greater
amount of firmness than it has had of late.
Mr. McKinley is not by nature a brave
man, and he has begun to wobble to a
considersble extent with respect to Chi-
nese affairs, although it is very clear that
the true policy of the United States is to
assist Great Britain and Germany in the
auﬁcatmn of China, and the maintenance
of the open door. The government of the
United States has not accepted without
reserve the airangements entered into be-
tween these two great powers. Perhaps
this will be done later, now that the elec-
tion is over, and it is shown that therc
is no prospect of the Democrats being able
to hamper the policy of the Republican
president.

MR. BLAIK'S 1RIUMPH,

The victory of the minister of railways
over. Mr. George -E. .Foster and the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway is an event of nation-
al importance which cannot fail to have a
great effect on the future politics of thi
country. For the first time in its history
that great corporation which was created
by the generosity of the Canadian people,
but which has of late been endeavoring to
rule this country, has received a check and
has been told by a great constituency that
there is a point beyond which .t will not be
allowed to go. The conte>t in this con-
stituency was in redhtv onc between Mr.
Blair and the Canadian Pacific Railway,
for Mr. Foster: could not have obtained
votes enough to save his deposit if he bad
run in St. John without its aid. As it

s the Canadian Pacific . used all its
power and a good deal of money in a vai
attempt to defeat the minister of railways,
the only head of the railway department

.that has ever dared to set it at defiance.

No doubt the time was well selected . for
its attempt to snatcl all the.profits of the
Intercolonial Raihwvay. A weak man plac-
ed in the:pesition of Mr. Blair ‘would have
vielded to its demands, or at léast endea-
vored to effect a compromise. But. the
minister of railways, relying on the  good
sense and spirit of the electors-ef St. John.
aced the issue oldly, and e result prove
that he has not re.ied in vain,

We have no derire to speak. harshly of
the defeated candidate; it is noble to be
generous in the hour of triumph, but it
must be evident to ali that in becoming
the tool of the Canadian Pacific Railway
he has forfeited the re-pect of ‘all men
whose opinions are of any value. Mr. Fos-
ter, apparertly. was willing to sacrifice the
interests of this ‘country for the purpoce
of securing his own e'ection, while Mr
Blair, strong in the consciousness of right
would not yield an inch, and preferred to
fall rather than thé public interests should
suffer. He has h s reward in his triumph
ant return by the largest mujority ever
received by a Liberal candidate in theciy
of St. John.

THE CONSERVAIIVE PARTY.

The condition of the Conservative party
as the result of the defeat, which they ex-
perienced on Wednesday, is really pitiful.
The party has practically ceased to exist
as an effective organization, for every man
who has ever been in a Conservative
cabinet, with the cxception of Haggart,
Clarke Wallace - and Sir Hibbert Tup-
per, has been defeated, so that the op-
position side of the House of Commons
will display a totally different appearance
than what it did after the last genéral elce-
tion, bad as its condition was then. The
defeat of Sir Charles Tupper in Cape
Breton county will probab’y lead to his
vetirement from the leadership of the
party, but who is. there to succeed him?
It would be absurd to place the leadership
in" the hands of a man like Hacgart, or
even Sir Hibbert Tupper, for neither of
them possesses qualities for such a posi-
tion. Mr. Casgrain, one of-the few Freach
Canadians from the province of Quebec,
might, perhaps, be thought of to fill that
position, but he is a man of limited ability
and a mere provincial politician.  Dr.
Sproule, who made' the dastardly attack on
the Miister of Militia at the time his son
was killed, and Mr. George Taylor, the
Conservative whip, have both been re-
turned to parliament, but no one would
think of placing them in any pos'tion of
responsibility. Indeed, Mr. Taylor is so
cordially hated by the Conservatives them-
selves, that many of them would be well
pleased. to sce him defeated, and not one
»f them would congent to serve under him.
Then there is Mr. Monk, who endeavored
to create an issue out cf the emergency
rations matter, but with very little suc-
cess, and who is unfit for leadership for
many reasons. Mr. Foster will, perhaps, be
seeking a constituency for the purpose of
gett'ng into the Hpusc of Commons, but
if so where will he find one, He might, per-
haps, induce Mr. Hale to retire in his
favor in Carleton county, but if he did Mr.
Foster would stand a great chance of being
defeated.

Possibly Mr. Wilmot might retire in his
favor in Sunbury-Queens, but there again
the chances of defeat would stare him in
the face. He would hardly venture to go
to Charlotte county, even if Mr. Ganong
1s willing to give way to him, which is
most unlikely. Perhaps. he may find a
refuge in Kings, but there Mr. Fowler has
ambitions of his own, which have not been
gratified; that would be against Mr. Foster.
On the whole we do not think the ex-
minister will be able to tind any place in
New Brunswick to suit. him, so that he
will be obliged to go to Orﬁtaria for a seat
if he intends to remain in public life. That
of course, would mean, the severing of his
connection ‘with this province and his ad-
option by the province of Ontario. These,

THE CONTEST IN ST JOHN,

A study oi the figures of the election

in the city, and in the city
and county of St John, dis-
closes some interesting facts. In the first

place it is to be obs'rved that Mr. Blair
carvied ten of -the thirteen wirds in the
city of St. John, the exceptions being the
two Carleton wards, Guys and Brooks,
and Lorne at the. cxtreme north end of
‘the city. Colonel Tucker carried nine of
the ‘thirtecn, c.ty \vax‘ds, the cxceptxons
being those aueady mentioned as being
carried ngam:t Mr. Buair, w.th V.ctoria
ward added. This ward gave Dr. Stockton
a mujoritybf 18.' Colonel Tucker also cal-
ried all the parishes, -the only polling
place in which he was in a minority be-
ing DPisarinco. Mr. Blair's majority in
the city was 1,037. Colonel Tucker’s ma-
jority in the city was: 454, whiie his ma-
jority in the parishes was 183, making a
total majonity for him of 637. One can-
not too much admire the excellent work
that was done in all the city wards by
the workers for the Liberal party.

The tr'p has been in the nature
of a triumphal journey to the cap'tal.

Darius was king of Babylon, and
the yourng man Daniel was so much
a favorite with him that he made
him prime minister, or secretary of
state. But no man could gain such
« high position without exciting the
envy and jealousy of the people.
The were demagogues in Babylon
who were so appreciative of their
own abilities that they were aflront-
ed at the elevation of this young
man. Old Babylon was afraid of
young Babylon. The taller the ce-
dar the more apt it is to be riven of
the lightning. These demagogues
asked the king to make a decree that
anybody that made a petition to any
one except the king during a period
of 80 days should be put to death.

The dema-
gogues have accomplished all they
want, because they know that no
one can keep Daniel from sending pe-
titions before God for 30 days.

smiles upon you. Now you are in
some department  successful, and

your success chills some one. Those
wen who used to sympathize with
you stand along the street, and they
scowl at you ifrom under the rim of
their hats.  You have more money
or more influence than they have,
and you ought to be scowled at from
under the rim of their hats.

now? The greatest crime that you
can commit is the crime of success.
Again, my subject immpresses me
with the value of decision of charac-
ter in any department. Daniel knew
that if he continued his adherence to
the religion of the Lord he would be
hurled to the lions; butf, having set
his compass 1well, he sailed right
on. ¥or the lack of that element of
decision of character so eminent in
Daniel many men are ruined for this
world and ruined for the world to
come. A great many at 40 years of
age are not settled in any respect,
because thgy have not heen able to
make up their minds. Perhaps they
will go west; perhaps they will go
cast; perhaps they will not; perhaps
they will go north; perbaps they may
go south; perhaps they will not; per-
haps they may make that investment
in real estate or in railroads; per-
haps they will not. They are likg a
steamer that should go out of New
York harbor, starting for Glasgow,

-and the next day should change for

Havre de Grace, and the next for
Charleston, and the next for Boston,
and the next for Liverpool. These
men on the sca of life everlastingly
tacking ship and making no head-
way! Or they are like a man who
starts to build a house in the Corin-
thian style and changes it to Doric
and then completes it in the Ionic,
the curse of all styles of architecture.
Young man, start right and keep on.
Have decision of character. Character
is like the goldfinch of Tonquin. It
is magnificent while standing firm,
but loses all its beauty in flight.
How much decision of character . in
order that these young men may be
Christians! Their old associates
make sarcastic flings at them. They
go on excursions, and they do not in-
vite them. They prorh sy that he
will give out. They wonder if he is
not gett.ng wings. As he passes they
grimace and wink and chuckle and
say, ‘“There goes a saint.”” O young
man, have decision of character! You
can afford in this matter of religion
to be laughed at. What do you care
for the scofis of these men, who are
affronted because you will not go to
ruin with them? When the grave
cracks open under their feet, and
grim messengers push them into it,
and eternity comes down hard upon
their spirit, and conscience stings,
and hopeless: ruin lifts them up to
hurl them down, will they laugh
then?

I learn also from my subject that
men may take religion into their
worldly business. This is a most ap-
propriate thought at this season of
the year, when so many men are
starting out in new enterprises. Dan-
iel had enough work to do to occupy
six men. All the affairs of state were
in his hands; questions of finance,
questions of war, of peace; all inter-
national questions were for his set-
tlement or adjustment. He must
have had a correspondence vast be-
yond all computation. There was
not a man in all the earth who had
more to do than Daniel, the secretary
of state, and yet we find him three
times a day bowing beiore God in
pmycr. ‘There are men in our day
who have not a hundredth part of
Daniel’s engagements who say they
are too busy to be religious. They
have an idea somchow that religion
will spoil their worldly occupation,
that it will trip the accountant’s pen
or dull the carpenter’s saw or con-
fuse the lawyer’s brief or disarrange
the merchant's store shelf. They think
religion is impertinent. They xvould
like to have it very well seated bhe-
side them in church on the Sabbath,
to find the place in ithe psalmbook or
to nudge them awake when they get
sleepy under the didactic discourse,
or they would like to leave it in the
pew on Sabbath evening as they go
out, closing the door, saying: ‘‘Good
night, religion; I’ll be back next Sun-
day!”’ But to have religion go right
along by them all through life, to
have religion looking over their
shoulder when they are making a
bargain, to have religion take up a
bag of dishonest gold and shake it
and say, ‘‘Where did you get that?'’
They think that is an impertinent re-
ligion. They would like to have a
religion to help them when they are
sick, and when the shadow of *death
comes over thein they would like to
have religion as a sort of nightkey
with which to open the door of heav-
en, but religion under other circum-
stances they take to be impertinence.

Now, my f{riends, religion never
robbed i man of a dollar. Other
things being equal, a mason Wwill

build a better wail, a cabinet maker
will make a better chair, a plumber
will make a betier pipe, a lawyer
will make a better plca, a merchant
will sell a bhetter bill of goods. I say,
other things being equal. Of course
wh n religion gives a man a new
heart, it does not. propose to give
him o new head or to intellectualize
him or to change a man’s condition
when his ordinary state is an over-
throw of the philosophical theory
that a total vacuum is impossible,
but the more Iletters you have to
write, the more burdens you have to
carry, the more miles you have to
travel, the more burdens you have to

lift, the more cngagements you have "

to meet, the more disputes you have
to settle, the more opportunity you
have of being a Christian. If you
have a thousand irons in the fire, you
have a thousand more opportunities
of serving God than if you' only had
one iron in the fire.
Christ? And yet who a millionth
part as holy? The busiest men the
best men. All the persons converted
in Scripture busy a% the time of their
being converted. Matthew attending
to his custom house duties; the prodi-
gal son feeding swine; Lydia selling
purple; Simon Peter hauling in the
net from the sea; Saul spurring his
horse toswvard Damascus, going down
on his law business. Busy, busy!

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HUSTAALIAN CIVIL LA,

How It Is Administered In
New South Wales.

The rapidly expanding business relations
subsisting between Australia and Great
Britain and other countries naturally im:
parts a certain amount of interest to the
details of the working of the civil law at
the Antipodes. In New South Wales, ac
cording to Mr. Coghlan, the government
statistican of that colony, the chief legal
tribunal is the Supreme Court, which is at
present composed of seven judges, viz.,
a chief justice and six puisne judges. Civil
actidls are usually tried by a jury of four
persons, but either party to the suif, on
cansé shown, may apply to a judge in
chambers to have the cause tried by a
jury of twelve. Twice the number of
jurors required to sit on the case are
chosen hy lot, from a panel summoned
by the sheriff, and from that the par
ties strikes out a fourth, the re
mainder thus selected by hoth parties form-
ing the jury who are to try the case. The
jury are constituted the judges of the facts
of the case only, being bound to accept the
dieta of the judge on all points of law.
From the court thus constituted an ap-
peal lies to what is called the “full court,”
sitting in banco, which is generally com-
posed of at least three of the judges. The
¢hief justice, or, in his absence, the senior
puisne judge, presides over the full court,
which- gives its decision by majority. The
cireumstances under which new trials are
oranted are: Where the judge has errorne-
ously admitted or rejected malerial evi-
dence: where he has wrongly directed the
jury on a point of law; where the verdict
of the jury is clearly against evidence; or
where from some other cause, there has
evidenily been a misearriage of justice.
Under ihe Australian commonwealth the
right of appeal to the privy council will be
considerably restricted, the majority of the
appeals being heard by a court in which
a judge of the Supreme Court for each
faderating state will have a seat. The chief
justice has also an extensive jurisdiction
as commissary of the vice-admiralty court,
in which all cases arising out of collisions,
ete., in Australia waters are determined.
One of the puisne judges acts as his
deputy, but the Supreme Court, as such
has the jurisdiction in admiralty cases. It
iy probable, however, that under the com-
monwealth there may be changes in this
direction. One of the puisne judges also
acts as judge of the Equity Court, from
whose decrees an appeal lies to the full
court, and thence to the privy council, un-
til the federal court of appeal has become
established. Affairs in bankruptcy are also
dealt with by a puisne judge, assisted by
the full conrt against the judge’s decision
Another puisne judge presides over the
divoree court, in which cases are usually
iried without a jury, an appeal lying to the
Supreme Court. The equity judge formerly
represented the ecclesiastical jurisdiction
of the Supreme Court, «nd heard and de-
cided all applications for the probate of
wills and for letters of administration, and
alko determined suits as to the validity,
ete.,, of wills, but this gurisdiction is now
vested in the Supreme Court in its pro-
bate jurisdiction, and the business trans-
ferred to such judge as may be appointed
probate judge. Motions for rehearing cases,
adjudicated in the court, have sometimes
been made before the Supreme Court and
privy council. A judge can only be removed
from office upon the address of both houses
of legislature. Upon permanent disability
or infirmity, or after fifteen years’ service,
a judge is entitled to retire from the bench
with a pension, the amount of which, as
well as of his salary, is secured and regu-
lated by various acts. A person cligible for
admission s a solicitor, provided he has
not been admitted in Great Britain or
Ireland, or in any of the other Australasian
colonies, must have heen articled to some
so'icitor practising in New South Wales,
and have served for a term of five years.
and must have passed the examinations of
a toard, consisting of two barristers and
four solicitors, appointed annually for that
purpose by the Supreme Court. The ad-
mission of a solicitor can only take place
on the last day of any of the four terms
into which the judicial year is divided. A
solicitor who ceuses to practice for twelve
months continuously may be struck off the
roll, in which case it is necessary for him
to give a term’s notice before he can be
recadmitted. A barrister who has been in
practice as suchi for five years, having
caused himself to be disbarred, can be ad-
mtted as a solicitor without examination.
The court can suspend or remove from the
roll of solicitors any person who, ini's ‘op -
ion, has been guilty of misconduct or mal-
practice. The board for approval of quali-
fied persons to be admitted as barristers of
the the Supreme Court of New South
Wales, comsists of the judges of the Su-
preme Court, the attorney general for the
time being, and two. elected members  of
the har. Applicants must have been stu-
dents-at-law for three, or, in the case of
graduatey, for two, vears, and have passed
a1l examinations preseribed by The board.
The number of barristers practising in New
Qouth Wales in 1900 was 149. A Queen's
counsel is-appointed by commission signed
by the governor, upon a rccommendition
made by the attorney general to the ex-
centive council. Nine barristers held this
appointment during 1898. Seven barristers
who rese’ved annual salary, hold appoint-
ments as crown presecutors at the courts
of quarter sessions, and one at the central
criminal court. Others, who ave paid by
fees, are specially appointed, on the re-
esmmendation of the attorney general, for
eacli sitting of the circuit courts.

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The Origin of the Greenwich
(Observatory.

If the average inhabitant of Great Pritain
were asked to state for what purpose that
magniticent national Greenwich
Observatory, prob-

institution,
was founded, he would
ably makeé answer, and without much hesi-
tation, 2s follows: ‘‘Surely it was founded
with the object of emcouraging the study of
astronomy, and to 2id and stimulate discov-
ery.”” 'That, it is true, is the popular coneep-
tion of the great observatory in Greenwich
Park, but it is only partially accurate. As
a matter of fact, fewer astronomical discov-
eries are made at Greenwich than perhaps
at any other observatory in the world. Th»
theory entertained by not a few ordinarily
well-informed pcople, that astronomy has
nothing to do with practcal every-day life,
and that it is a transcendental,
ecstatic, and nebulous in character, is a
wholly wrong one. Greenwich Observatory,
indeed, owes its inception entirely to the
laudable desire on the part of an English
sovereign to realize a distinctly practical ob-
ject. That sovereign was Charles II., and
the pu pose he had in view was to assist
navigators to find out longitude at sea. IHe
accordingly had built a small observatory
in the royal dcmesne at Greeawich, .and in
it he placed the first astronomer royal of
Kngland, John Flamstced, a clergyman of
excentional scient.fic abilty, to whom was
paid the very meagre stipend of £ 00 a year.
King Charles’ instructions we e as foliows:
“We have appoint.d our trusty and well-
beloved John Ilamsteed, master of arts, our
astronomical chservator, forihwith to apply
himself with the most exact care and dlli-
génce to the reetfying the tables of the
mot ons cf the heavens and the places of the
tixed stars, so as to find out the so-much-
des red Iengitude cf places for the pe fecting
of the art of navigation.” This was Flam-
steed’s warrant for the founding of Green-
wich Observatory, and the object thus set
forth has b.en perssiently held tn ming,
and as carefully followed up by each of the
seven astronomers-royal who have beld the
oftice from the tims of Cha.les IL to the
present day.

Wihen the orig'nal portion of the ohsorva-
tory was erected, nav gation was In & most
primitive condi.lon.  But Great Britain was
already beginning to realize something of
the nautical greatness that the future held
in store for her, and the necessity for solv-
ng 'the quesion cf how accurately to find
longitude became of paramount importance.
Latitude was easy enough to find, either by
observation of the height of the pole star at
n ght, or the height of the sun at noon. But
long tude—which may be describzd, simply,
as the difference between the loczl time of
the place (f oocervation, and the local time
of the place selected as the standard meri-
dian—was not so easly de ermined. It be-
came imperative, if navigation was to be
conducted with safety, that the captain of a
sh p shoull be able to asce tan how far he
was east or west of his port of departure;
and this he cculd only do by means of a
knowledge of the standard t'me of his coun-
try. It is not necessary here to enter upon
any highly techn cal dissertat'on as to how
at first longitude *was detcrmined by the
aid of the fixed stars and the mcon. Suffice
it to say that the problem was ultimately
solyed by means of the chroncmeter—aa in-
gt: ument wh ch has long since been brought
to such a pitch of peri.ction that it may be
sa.d pract.cally never to vary by more than
a few seconds over a  Very considerable
period of time.

One of the most important duties of
Grecnw.ch Observa ory is the care and regu-
lating of chronomete's for the royal navy.
Almost every country in the world has
adopted the Greenwich mer.dian for geo-
graphical and navigation purposes, and
hence it i¢ that ‘Long tude Nought'’ has be-
cme .n a very real sense the ‘‘hub of the
universe.” In an entertaining book written
by Mr. E. W. Maunder, one of the p incipal
assistants at the observatory, and publshed
by the Rel.gious Tract Society, we are af-
forded am exceilent ins gut .nto the work ng
of the t:me department. This department
is housed in the transit room, and here it
is that we find the meridian of Greenwich
—that imaginary line wheh enc.icles the
earth and serves as a standard by which
navigators of nearly all natons guide their
vessels from sea to sca and from port to
port. But there is ancther sense in which
the Greenwich merdian has become the uni-
versal standa d. It g ves tume to the world.
‘The story of how t.me is made on the banks
of Father Thames is as rumant.c as it is
grat.fying to the pride and patriotism of
the Englishman. Mr. Maunder reminds us
that early in the present century .h re were
two kinds of tme in common use—t.me cal-
culat 4 by the sun, 2nd clock time. The
sun, however, can be on only one pa ticu.ar
merid.an at the same instant, hence that
variat.on of time wh.ch is apparent as one
travels either- east or west of Greenwich.
But & was the introduct on cf ralway travei-
ling wh.ch first made it neces ary to -
st.uute a siandasd of tim. watich sheuld be
observed all ovgr the county. For ex-
ample, supposing that the guard of a train
leaving Londca for Bristol were to set his
watch by Greenwich tme, he would find,
it leccal time were kept in the various towns
through whch he passed that his wateh;
which stood at Greeaw.ch time would be ap-
parently fast, and that on the return jour-
ney, if he had set it to B istol time, it
would be. slow by comparison with the
clocks which he passed on his ecastward
journay. For a short penwod after the iniro-
duct.on cf ralways it wes customary to keep
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two clocks at the s‘aiions, one sho.wng
local and tho other Gre.nwich time, But

it was speedily scen that there was no suf-
ficient ason for kecp.ng up local
and so far as the raliwa,s were con
it was abolsh.d.
