" Someé years ago, upon the death of the
late Allan Gilmour, of Ottawa, a claim
was made by the province of Ontario, as
well as by the proviace of Quebec, for the
payment of euccession duties. The execu-
tors of the Gilmour estate paid the duties
demanded by the ‘province ‘of Ontario and
thereupon. the proper officer of the prov-
ince of Quebec ‘commenced an action
againet, the executors for a very large
smount of money. .

For. five or eix years thig action has
occupied -the attention of the successive
ocourts ia the province of Quebec, and
always with the same result—the action
of the executors was sustained.

with less than a hour’s consideration,
Morton McNuit was today convicted of
shooting his wife with intent to kill, and
he pleaded guilty to a secord charge of
shooting with~intent to maim his mother-
in-law.

The case was opened at a special sitting
of the supreme court, Judge Townshend
presiding. F. A, Lawrence was for the
prosecution, and H. V. Bigelow ‘for the
defence. 2

About 20 witnesses were sworn and with
two exceptions all escaped without cross-
examipation. =

The prosecution showed that McNutt
had, on being released from jail, where he
served a term for assaulting his wife,
bought a revolver, went to his motherin-
law’s house in broad daylight on Septem-
ber 27, asked to see his wife, went into
the room, fired three bullets into her and
a fourth into his wife’s mother, Mrs. John
Hamiiton, when she interfered.

Medical experts testified that the escape
of McNutt’s wife from death was one of
the most pearly miraculous they ever
knew.

Insanity Defence. ;

Mr. Bigelow, for McNutt, put up the
defence of insanity. He had MecNutt’s
father, mother, sister and wife on the
stand, and brought the prisoner himself
forward to attempt to prove insanity.
McNutt had received a blow on the head
in a fight some weeks previous to his
attempted murder and suicide, and the
witnesses mentioned swo ‘he acted
strangely the day and night before the
shooting. 1

McNutt swore that from early in the
evening previous to ‘the day of the shoots
ing until some days after, all was' & perfect,
blank to him;-he had no ‘recollection of
purchasing a revolver and doing the shoot-
1ng. Y o

There were two cases against him—
shooting with intent to kill his wife, and
shooting with intent to kill or maim Mrs.
Hami ton. i :

On the jury bringing in a verdict of
guilty in the first case, MoNutt pleaded
guilty to the lesser charge re Mrs. Hamil-
ton, and the greater. charge .was then
dropped.

Judge Townshend styled the offence ope
of the most brutal a man could be guilty
of. He called McNutt an inhuman, fiend-
ish brute and monster. He charged in
the strongest possible terms againet Me-
Nutt and complimented the jury on their
return in accordance with his charge.

He also complimented Mr. Bigelow for
his fight for McNutt, but there was noth
ing in the guilty man’s favor. Bentence
will likely be delivered tomorrow.

When the verdict was delivered, Me-
Nutt’s mofher in the gallery sent up waile
of anguish, and had to be sent from the
room. Later she went into the prisoner’s
box, put her arme around her guilty gon’s
néck and wept and stroked his -head.

McNgtt was waruffled by it all ll
Jailer Richardson put the handcuffs cn
him to take him back to jail., Then, as
he parted from his mother, he could not
keep the tears back.

Throughout the trial he sat chewing
tobacco. When his wife came in he be
came uneagy at first. She looked at him
with a smile, and he returned it, and kept
his gaze fixed on her. : :

San Francisco, Nov. 19—The first of the
refugees from the devastated lands of
Guatemala arri)ved today on the Pacific
mail steamer City of Para.

They fled from their plantations in fear
for their lives. The refugees confirm,
stories of the loss of life. They say that
the victims for the most part are Indians.
They have not heard of any white people
being lest.

Thousands of Indians were asphyxiated
or buried in the sand. Miles of planta-
tions are under ashes and absolute ruin.

Bands of robbers are now swarming the
desolated sections robbing and murdering:
refugees on the road and looting the
abandoned and desolate plantations.

The people left behind on the planta-
tions, it is said, are in danger of death
from starvation for the food supply has
been cut off and there is no way to send
in supplies.

He Coes’ Not Want a Separate Or-
ganization of . Anthracite Workers
Such as Has Been Suggested—
Says He Represants Many Non-

Urion Men,

Scran'on, Pa., Nov. 19—After being on
the stand for four and half days Presi-
dent Mitchell; of the mimers’ union, com-
p-eted his testimony at .noom today be-
fore the anthracite strike commission.

During his ordeal he wag examined by
hie own attorney and those of the Erie
Company, the Delaware & Hudson, the
Delaware, Lackawanna and Western, the
Lehigh Valley and the Philadelphia &
Reading Coal & Iren Company, and also
by the attorneys of the independent op-
erators.

He was followed on the witness stand
by the Rev. Peter Roberts, D. D., of
Mahanoy City, Pa., a Congregational min-
ister, who has studied the anthracite coal
industry and has written a book on the
subject. He was still on the stand when
the commission adjourned for the day.

One of the most imporant things
brought out during the cross-examination
of President Mitchell today was his em-
phatic.declaration that the miners were
opposed to separating the bituminous
miners from the anthracite workers, thus
creating two organizations. X

Commissioner Wright én his report to
President Roosevelt on the coal strike,
dated June 20, suggested among other
things as ‘“‘reasonable and just” to wnre-
‘vent industrial conflict in the anthracite
fields, that the “anthracite employes
should organize an anthracite coal
miners union, in its autonomy  to be
independent of the United Mine Workers
of America,” but might be affiliated with
2t

The non-union men, that is’those who
remained at work during the strike, were
made a party to the arbitration plan to-
day by their counsel agreeing to make
public the names of the men who peti-
tioned the commisison.

In connection with the non-union fea-
ture of the investigation Mr. Mitchell an-
nounced that he is also representing
thousands of non-union mepn who struck
with the unionists and that all the work-
men would abide by the award of the
arbitrators “or get out of the union.”

The commisisoners while regetting they
have to.do so, are still reminding both
sides that they would like to have the
submisison of testimony expedited.

In the course of his examination by Mr.
Darrow in the afternoon Mr. Roberts
furnished statistics showing that the an-
thracite fields covered, 480 square miles.
Out of a total population of 650,000 people
he said that 450,000 were directly depend-
ent on the mines. /

Answering questions by Mr. Wolverton,
Doctor Roberts said there were four
methods of payment in the .anthracite
region, by the car, by the weight, by the
yard and by the day. The wages paid are
far from uniform he said and he then
went on to describe the’ changes which
had been made in the size of the cars
from 72 culbic ‘feet until they now vary
from 82 to 92 feet. In moving the car
from the breast of the mine to the shaft
Mr. Roberts said there was a five per
cent edhake -down. The miner who pute
more than six inches of topping on his
car received no - additional cmnpepsabion
for it.

The witness said the question of mining
coa! and being paid by the car is one of
the complaints that have existed since
1850. Answering a question by Commis-
gioner Watkins, Doctor Roberts said
there was an effort made by the individu-
al operators to import cheap labor into
the anthracite fields. “It was done,” said
he, “through ship agents who got men in
New York to watch vessels coming in
and turned the current of immigation--
that is, the Slav immigration—into the
coal fields.”

“Have miners been obtaining homes %o
any extent during the last 10 years?”’ the
witness was asked. This elicited the re-
sponse that they had been, with the pos-
sible exception of the Italian who did not
settle in the United States.

Mr. Roberts here compared- the Slav
standard of living with that of the native
born American, showing it to be far be-
low the standard of the American work-
ingman. Very few of the miners’ children,
he sald, after they have passed the age of
14, attend school.

The witness declared also that a miner’s
“ocgupation is more risky than“that of men
ig any other large industry.
¢ ‘“Have you noticed the effect of ealoons

F'on miners?’ was the next question.

“The number of saloons in Schuykill
county have decreased,” was the reply.
“and the concensus of opinion is that it
is due largely to the miners’ union.”

He said that the social worth and man-
liness and individuality of the Slav had
been greatly increased through the min
ers’ union.

“Do you know what was the result of
the strike of 1900?”

“It decidedly improved conditions by
giving 10 per cent advance.”

world, and then walks in a setate of

must be Yecognized that. there are incur-
ably diseaséd individuals, and that" the
only way .to render them harmless and
prevent the transmission of their ailments
to future generations is by careful segre-
gation-of the sufferers until their death.

Thére is a pitiful waste of time and
goodriess and skill -and money involved in
treating ~ moral * imbecility temporarily
where it, is recognifed; and in a.ttemptmg
to cure ite oms, drunkenness, vice
and crime of every descnptmn, where it
8 -not recogmzed

Here sometunes ‘arises the que!tion of
the ‘extent. of respensibility for crime in
the immature criminal who had been fed
on hteratute of the dime-novel order, but
an intelligent )udce .and jury usually find
a safe guide: in the history of the criminal

A NOTE OF WARNING.

A despatch received Jlast night indi-
cates that Germany is making a show of
naval force in Venezuela waters with the
aim of collecting her -claime from that
country or making a pretext to eeize a
naval base.

WHen the Amencan ships returned to
New York after the destruction of Cer-
vera’s fleet at Santiago the firet question
.adked by the officers was “How’s Dutch
Bill?” by which question they sought in-
formation ag to the latest utterance of
the German Emperor. They were still
thigking of the hostile attitude of the
{ Germans at' Manila,
 pérhaps a war with Germany was prob-
able, The mavy would have hailed it with
delight, but the American nation would
have thought twice about it, for while
Spain was whipped,and thoroughly, at sea,
‘Spain is not Germany. There was really
little chance that Germany and the
_Uhited States would become embroiled at
that time. It is unlikely that they will
clagh in the near future.yet Germany is
‘regarded across the line! 48 the country
which” will” be the first to .attack the
‘United ‘States—or England.

Just now Harper’s Weekly containg an
extraordinary article under the -caption
“Does Germany Aim to Control the Carib-
bean?’ a dquestion which the author
answers in the affirmative. He somnds a
warning note concerning Germany’s’ at-
titude and obvious intentions and points
out that in 1906, if the nations adhere to
thei®present naval programmes, the Ger-
mans will have 38 first class battleships
.and the Americans hut eeventeen, He
adds: “Should Emperor William select
that date for an argument upon the
Monroe doctrine, he could retain a force
in the Baltic for home defence, and still
oppose the battle fleet of eleven ships
which we could spare for service irr the
Caribbean, with twenty.” He eays -the
isthmian canal will be well under way in
1906 and a naval reverse in the Caribbean
then would be attended by such dire con-
sequences that the faintest possibility of
it should lead to a naval expediture look-
ing to at least equality with the Ger-
mans four years hence,

Venezuela is month by month more in
Germany’s power because more deeply in
her debt. This situation, bad enough,
“becomes pregnant with portent,” in the
writer'’s eyes when he considers cerfain
sinister moves recently made by the em-
peror’s government, chief of which is the
survey of Margarita Island, off Venezuela,
and the German’s covetous regard for
Curacao, 75 miles from the Venezuelan
coast, which may portend the seizure of
a naval base from Venezuela or getting
‘one by exchange with Holland. In Ameri-
can eyes such action would mean to re-
cede from the Monroe doctrine—which
could not be done without fatal logs of
prestige—or ‘to fight, which, unless the
paval - programme is -expanded,

We need
not assume that Germany will attack us
‘in the Caribbean through sheer pugnaci-
ousness, but the ome point which we can-
not ignore is Germany’s plain intentién
to maintain, by means of her navy, mar-
kets for her manufactures. The dangerous
inroads already made in her home market
| by the American invasion will drive her,
as soon as her armament suffices, to
secure by force, if mecessary, the lucra-
tive trade of South America. Unfounded
-as the sentiment seems-to us, there never-
theless exists throughout Germany a deep-
rooted hostility © toward both United
States and Great Britain. Germany’s evi-
dent desire to thwart the growing cor-
djality between the two English-speaking
nations is perhaps prompted by the fear
that its outcome will mean a mnew tri-
partite alliance, composed of the United
States, Englend, and Japan; and capable
| of overwhelming the Dreibund.”

His conclusfon is that to stick to the
present naval policy (which many Ameri-
cans believe much more expensive than
is ‘warranted) is to invite disaster im-
evitably. And, certainly, in 1906, the dis-
parity between two fleets w)ncl: now are
about equal, will be’ 80 great as to give
the “German peril” a mew standing in
the eyes of Americans.

RECIPROCITY, -

The defeat of Fugene N. Fosa in the
eleventh . comgressional district of Massa-
chusetts has not prevented him from con-
tinuing to advecate reciprocity with Can-
ada.

The Montreal Herald has been fortunate
in securing the following appreciation of the
late Hugh Price Hughes from the Rev. Hugh
Pedley, pastor of Emmanuel Congregational
church :—

“It is said that Death loves a shining
mark., The fall of Hugh Price Hughes
shows that his arrow has found one such
and from the severe illness of Dr.
Parker it would seem as if the bow-
string were drawn for another. It was never
my good fortune to come into direct per-
sonal contact with the former; the latter I
bave met on several occasions. Onply this
last summer I saw Doctor Parker. It was
on a lovely afternoon and at a most lovely
spot in Buckinghamshire. Not far away
was Disraeli’s old home, Hughenden, and
nearer still was the lhouse where
wrote Paradise Lost. A company of us were
walking along the hedge-lined road towards
the house of Annie Swan, the well-known
wﬂter when around ‘a turn in the road

with a companion,, the famous preach-
er ot the City Temple. Sorrow—heart-break-
ing sorrow, and severe illness had left their
unmistakable marks upon face and figure.
The hair was gray and thinning, the lines on
the face were deep drawn, and the form
had a gaunt and shrunken look in strange
contrast to the burly frame of earlier days.
We stood and conversed with-him for a little
while ,and when he left us and walked
slowly down the road, his farewell seemed
to be one of those good-byes that have in
them the note of eternity.

“It was my privilege to see the iwo men
on the same platform. It was in ‘the year 1891
The place was the City Témple. The occas-
ion was a great mass meeting called fn the
interests of social purity. BEditor Stead was
there ,and Mrs. Josephine Buller, and Doctor

Clifford and other great and notable folks,
but the two that commanded the greatest-in-
terest were Hughes and Parker. They.were
both noticeable men to look at. Parker was
massive, Hughes was lean and sinewy. Par-
ker moved ponderously, Hughes with agility.

‘and people would benefit as greatly from
his work. “In the opinion of ell ih-
formed people, the - province of New
Brunswick has made good progress in
agricu'tural development during recent
years,” said Mr. Oborne, “and the appoint-

1t is also learned that William Bruckhof,
of this city, gave on Tuesday a 30 day
option upon ‘his property, which adjoins
that of Mr. Godard, to a gentleman
named  Holenburg who, in securing the
option, acted in behalf of an American
syndicate. : :

Every day at 1.30 p. m., we meet and
for half an hour discuss our work, methods
of teaching, ete., and make plans for the
future.

Masterly Treatment of His Subject,
“The Ancient Egyptians”"—Was
Most Entertaining Discourse.

Rev. Frederick Steen, of Montreal; de-
livered an interesting lecture in the York

Theatre Thursday on the Ancient Egyp-
tians 'before a large and representative
audience. It was a delightful treat, and
the gpeaker’s words were listened to
throtighout with profound interest. It was
more like a story than ‘the msual lecture,
and a well told beautiful story at that.
It was illustrated with limelight views of
Egypt, in whieh country Mr. Steen spent
the winter of 1898-99.

 The burial customs were illustrated, par-
ticular attention being paid to the tomb
‘of Thy, a grandee of the fifth dymasty.
The tomb interior gives a perfect plctu:re
of his own life, surroundings and the civ-
ilization of his day. In all about 51 views
were shown. .

Now tombs of the monarchs of
the first dynasty have been unearthed and
car'touches of Menes have been found,.and
not only abundant relics of civilization of
that era but also -many traces of pre-
dynastic civilization. The age of Menes is
put -by Flinder’s Petrie at.4777 B. C. and
at that time the civilization of Egypt was
well advaneed.

acteristics of the Egyptians, who,were in.
antiquity very !much' as they are today,
Yight+hearted, docile, of quick keea imtel-
‘ligence, industrious. but. without force of
character and power of initiative. Their
civilization wase early marred by a fatal
¢onseérvatism for which there is mo very
satisfactory explanation.
"~ Qur knowledge of ancient Egyptian ¢iv-
ilization ig remarkably full and has been
chiefly gathered from tombe and temples.
It was the custom of ancient Egyptians to
picture their whole life and its daily
routine on the walls of their tombs. Owing
to ‘the remarkable dryness of tthe climate,
to the fact that graves and tombs were
almya prepared ih the desert where there
is a total absence of moisture, Egyptian
tombg of the third, fourth and firth
dynasty, roughly speaking dating from
about 4000 B. (C., are in an almost perfect
state of preservation, in many cases the
original colorings, of frescoes and mpaint-
ings : being untarnished.

The custom of picturing the daily life
on walls of tombs arose out of a belief
concerning the state of the dead. Of the
soul as an immaterial essence, the earliest
- Egypt ans knew little or nothing but had
a firm belief in the existence of the Ka or
Double, a belief which was by no means.
confined to them, We. find the same
phenomena in the Eidola or shades of the
Greeks and Latins, The Ka or Double
was a perfect likeness of the living man in
a finer and more impalpable material, that
could penetrate everywhere. The idea of
the double was probably suggested by the
phenomena of dreams in which the absent
and the dead appear to live. After death
the double hovered near the body, which
must be carefully preserved., Hence the
process of embalming in which the Egyp-
tiang attained such ekill, aided by their
climate.

From this arose
the custom of making offerings at tombs
and burying mutensils with the dead. As
the ministrations of friends failed in the
course of time another expedient was de-
vised.

It is undogbtedly the residual im-
pression from confinuous newspaper’ per-
usal, that, however applicable to the scant
oocurrenices of by gone years, the theory
of temporary i does not mow app
to the majority-of cases. :
The perfect possibility of a sane man

taking his° own life is no long-
er denied by the ' medical world:
The increase :in. guestion therefore

resolves itself into a deplorable outcome
of the times—in other words: what was in
the past impossible, with few exceptions,
save to the insane, is mow quite within
the realms®of samity!

The object here is not to view life from
o derk and melancholy standpoint, or to
circle with any hale of morbid attractive-
ness o0 grim a subject.

Nowadays, it might also be
accogted .28 an emphatic rebellion against
the Teligion of the churches,—a refrogres-

| sion from the faith, some might term it.

In those countries where atheism is ram-
pant; the pércentage ‘of suicides is ex-
cessive. This fact deals the theory “while
temporarily insane’” a heavy blow, That
phase might truthfully be replaced, in the
cage of most edne suicides, by either of
these: He trusted in & merciftl God,—
or, he was convinced of total annihilation.
Suicide is termed cowardly on every
hand. The ar t has become stereo-
typed and is echoed parrotlike by the un-
thinking aceeptors of vain tradition. Now,
this view proves with final conclusiveness
that no thoughtful consideration has been
appl;ed to the question. Purely as an in-
centive to thought, let us argue against
the popularly accepted theory.
. We term a man a coward who shrinks
t from some dangerous or uncongenial pros-
pects or circumatance by accepting some
easier refuge offered; he shrinks from the
difficult, and accepts the seemingly easier,
This definition may be applied to all
hases of cowardice. How then, can it
cowardly in the -suicide to flee the
siings and arrows of this brief career, only
to usher himself into the sorrow of in-
conceivable eternity. His action, accord-
ing to the theology of those who call it
cowardly, is the fleeing of & bad condition
for - one. unthinkably worse. If this be
distinct and entirély contrary definitions.
cowardly, then must the term possess two
A black object cannot also be white,

Further, why cowardly to voluntarily
end a muserable struggle. Might it not
be more cowardly to eontinue it because
one fears the consequence of ending it?
T'ake, for instance, the soliloquy of Ham-
letie—

- “Who would fardels bear

To grunt and sweat under a weary life,
But that the dread of something after death,
The upidiscovered country, from whose bourn
No traveler: returns, puszzles the will,

And makes us rather bear those ills we have
Than fly to others that we know not of?
Thus .f]ogwlcnoo does make cowards of us

The distinet inference here is that fear
of the hereafter withholds the hand of the
suicide, “and the native hue of resolution
ig sicklied o’er with the pale cast of
thought.” Thus, fear being the with-
holding impulse, it logically follows, from
a Shakespearean basis, that suicide is not
cowardly, but courageous! And this basis
is identically that from which humanity
in majority evolves precisely the opposite
conclusion. Humanity has contorted con-
clusions to dovetail with the teachings of
the churches in a manner flavoring most
flagrantly of self-deception. Thus, when
a man afirms that the suicide is a coward,
he practically asserts that he himself is
no coward. The natural conclusion would
therefore be that the fear of death does
not appea] to such a man; he merely
abhors cowardice. As a matter of fact,
the perpetuators of the coward theory en-
tirely exclude the act of death from their
consideration.

The lower the intelligence, the &tronger
the first instinct of self-preservation, that
inetinet which impells even the drowning
suicide to clutch at a straw; and it will
be admitted that narrow religious views
are invariably linked to comparatively low
“intelligence, and consequently, the intenser
dread of death. Those who may have
witnessed the terrible condition of mind
in which so many of narrow religious be-
liefs pass from this world, and the
anguished tenacity ‘with which they ad-
here to life in framtic effort to withhold
their spirit a little longer from the Al-
mighty God, must adr’‘ that the cow-
ardice of the suicide in¢.nes to assume a
contrary aspect. The suicide dares hell,—
the other, shall we say, fears Heaven at
the natural termination of his life.

Suicide has been termed the rebellion
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only with broad, ultra-dogma religious con-
vietions, or no religious convietions what-
ever. The first class gives an indignant
denial to hell and eternal punishment, and
adheres to a rooted comviction in Divine
love; the second accepts annihilation as
“a consummation devoutly to be wished.”

However, let us sum our conclusions:

Suicide is tremendously on the increase
The stereotyped verdict of the coroner now
only truthfully applies to the small per-
centage. The prevalemce of suicide is due
jointly to life’s present pressure, and to
a strong, ewift reaction from narrow re-
ligious convictions. These latter no longer
withhold the hand of the eane man from
self-dlaughter, nor does the fear of a hell
in! which he does not believe “sickly o’er
h's native hue of resolution with the ‘pale
'cast thought.” The most dominant cur-
rent religious impulse gpits on, and ex-
tinguishes hell, as a hidzua impossibility,
irreconcilable with any lofty conception
of the Infinite Father !1!

Again, it is univemsally apparent that,
with the development of higher c'viliza-
tion, all things gradually assume a logical
basis of law. The supernatural gives place
to the natural. The hand of the Lord is
no longer heavy upen a sick man, neither
do our churches nor historians seek out
the particular iniquity .of St. Pierre to
warrant ite destruction by an avengng
god. On the contrary, our scientiste mere-
]y* investigate the natural cauwse of &
natural effect. All is law, immutable au-
tomatic. What is necessary ie just; what
is, ia right. Life is a simple question of
the survival of the fittest.

The kernel from the foregoing is th's,
that religious conceptions of God and the
heredfter are rapidly becoming purely in-
dividual considerations beyond either the
grip or the dictates of the chunches; and
this, in a greater, more universal sense
 than many persistently diseredit. Twenty
yeard ago, the moa-churchgoer was justly
ddemed beneath the pale. Intellect attend-
ed reguldrly. Today, who will say that it
is''not universally. otherwise—and who is
honest enough to eaddle the right horse?
o the abdve, it' may be interesting’ to
add that, in. Roman  Catholic states sui--
cides at present average about 58 per mil.,
Lion of the population, while in Protestant
states, the average is 190 per million.
Thete fgures assist the foregoing -com-
conclusions;, ;

Apparently, there is no remedy; suicide
will increade with greater swiftn<ss in the
future thap in the past. Al things po'nt
to that eonclusion. As years pass, man-
kind- will feel leds \inclination to eubmit
to life’s wnequal handicaps, to suffer
through circumstances beyond cofitrol; to
the taint of Herdity, to an “inherent in-
capacity to struggle and eurvive with the
fiittest.” Through a natural law we are

; the mere flotsam of circumstance,
of 'inscrutable laws. :

The encroachment of female labor into
branches formerly the role prerogative of
mdn may Very reéasonably be accapted as
a working of evolution towards -the - pre-
vehtion of ovér-population. Marriage e no
longer the cne aim of women; the day of
largé families is past. The competition Of
man’s helpmate has w6 resulted. Who ea
‘say that, by and by, suicide may not also’
become an almost equally important fac-
to# in the same direction. So many thines
havé” happeied in ‘otir time, which, at'the
mast, is but a breath: whe is bold enough!
to limjt future possibilities, the distinct
enibryos 'of which are already apparent!!!

In conclusion, the writer would imprees
that the opiions herein exproesed are not:

He has simply en-
deavored to ghed some light on a problem
of intense interest, from the onmly logical
stgndpoint apparently availab'e.
