Itisan important fact that, at regular
intervals, since the establishment of the
Bank of Moniresl in this City,as the depo-

sitory of the Government monies, we have

a stringeney in the money market, the
reason assigned by the other principal
Bank being that it can not discount freely
with a certainty that its potes -shall pass
immediately into the Bank of Montreal
through the Custom House, to be redeem-
ed in Gold within twenty four hours. The
Bank of New Brunswick has given all the
accommodation in its power consistent
with its positien as the” prineipal Bank of
issue in the Province, subject, consequent-
ly, to the constant risk of large de-
mands being made-for-gold in redemp-
tion of its heavy isspe of paper. Its
Directory are convinced that the state
of trade in St. John is’ very satisfactory;
they know that . businegs- men,. with very
fow exceptions, have prospered during the
past two or three years ; and tliey desh;e.

we believe, to meet the *wishes of the'

community to the.fullest extent within
their power. But they are hampered, and

trade is hampered, by the fact that the

management of the other two Banks is in
no way identified with our local interests ;
that their movements are directed by per
sons at a distance, and influenced by con-
ditions of affairs in no way connected with
the trade of Sf. John or. the wamis or
position of our local traders.

An aid towards a solution of the difficulty
may be found ih a division of the Govern-
ment deposits among the several Banks, or
placing them wholly in the local Bank,
which is’ better entitled to any advantage
derivable from this quarter than are insti-
tutions which have no single interest in
common with the people of St. John. But
more than this is. required by the growing
trade of the place. Another local Bank

seems to be needed. - Among a number of
our business men the establishment of

another Bank meets with considerable
favor, and it would only require a deter-
mined effort on the part of a few leading
merchants to secure the additional Banking
accommodation g leudly called for.

In this respegt,yHalifgx is far ghead of

St.John. There*wisilind five or six local
Banks, all doing a large business and net-
ting handsome dividends. There Bank
stock is a favorite investment, the interests
of the whole of the community being bound
up with the success and good name of their
Banking ins?itdw. The ;gsme " thing
might be initiatedHere with good results.
Monies are hetter-invested,’ for the public
good, in the stocks of judicionsly managed
Banks than in mortgages, and certainly
very much better than lying in these same

Banks at four per cent. interest, or, as in
many cases, drawing no interest 4t all.

THE RULERS OF ALASKA.

The Dominions of the Great Fur Com=
pany. -— President Grant a Partner
in the Enterprise.—The Richest of
Robes for the Ladies.—Death and
Extermination for the Seals!

[Sitka, Alaska Territory (Dec, 26) Correspordent
ot the N. Y. World.]

It may not be generally known to the
outside world that the Alaska Commercial
Company is really the government of
Alaska. Yet such is the melancholy fact.
As your readers are aware, there is no
government in this Territory except a
semi- military, semi-commercial form, and
both are embodied in the firm to which 1
have alluded. The military department
possesses only a shadow of power, but is
content with its measure, and cheerfully
surrenders its prerogatives to the Alaska
Commercial Company. So with the com-
mercial body which is concentrated here,and
which with few exceptions is merely a col-
lection of disguised branches of the protean
institution. The company is de facto the
Territorial Government, Thereisno ap-
peal wbatever from it. Nominally, its
monopoly is confined to the fur-seal rook-
eries of the islands of St. George and St.
Paul ; virtoally, it has

A MONOPOLY OF THE WHOLE TERRITORY.
Go where you will, and there areitsagents,
The natives, grown afraid of its power and
the reckless exercise thereof, with which
they have become familiar, do its biddings
offectively, albeit in sullen silence. If
they are told to slay the seals or other fur-
bearing animals, regardless of their sex or
condition, they simply obey the order, al-
though they do not fail to recognize the
fact that when the lease of this company
shall expire the fur-bearing animals will
be well-nigh exterminated, and the Terri-
tory, their birthright, will have been ex-
changed for a mess of pottage indeed. As
the slaughter of theSeals is now managed,
one-tenth of the skins are wasted, in the
endeavor to procure such only as shall
command the highest price in the Euro-
pean markets, and, it is safe to assume,
before the expiration of the company’s
lease, the rookeries will be exterminated
beyond a possibility of remedy.

GRANT A TARTNER.

In this connection there are raumors that
President Grant isa partnerin the firm.and
the rumors appear to be founded on fact.
[ am told that when the company was or-
ganized it presented the President with
some thirty thousand dollars’ worth of its
stock, and thus, through his céuntenance,
secured the acceptance of its bid for the
lease of the islands of St. Paul and St
George. The fact that another firm, that
of Taylor & Bendell, of San Franeisco,
made a higher bid in money than did thi-
company, besides offering greater advanta-
ges in the way of building school houses on
the islands, and promoting otherwise the
welfare and comfort of the r.atives, and had
their bid rejected in favor of the Commer-
cial Company, appears to lend a color of
truth to the report of the President’s con-
nection with the business. It is an ex-
ceedingly profitable concern, this company,
paying heavy dividends and controlling a
vast business ; and if President Grant is
interested in it to the tume of $30,0C0,
however he .may have come by that inter-
est, then he is to be congratulated upon
the excellence of his investment—at least
from a commercial point of view. But let
it not be supposed that the President alone
of

derives pecuniary profit and comfort from
the Alaska Commercial Company. Mrs.
Grant and the wife of another high official
also come in for a share of the good things.
Last month [ was permitted to look upon
the rarest collection of sables which I have
ever seen outside of Russia—large, soft,
dark, velvety skins, exquisitely matched,
and the picked furs, doubtless, of an im-
mense collection. Each of these skins,
singly, might be worth about §75 in gold ;
but each skin taken:in such a company of

ell, there are fifty of these skins, value
$5,000, and twenty five of them go to the
wives of our immacalate White House offi-
cials, as a slight token of the Alaska Com
mercial Company’s great esteem—for their
busbands. 1t would be a work of superer-
ogation to add that commercial corpora-
tions are usually quite in the habit of part-
ing with five-thousand dollar presents to
ladies. The tribute and its object may be
coarse and rank in the nostri]]s of high-

minded people, but the furs are exquisite,
let me assure you.

A WALRUS MONOPOLY.

The few citizens who do a precarious
business in this city, defying the Commer-
cial Company and taking no account of its
imperial frowns,watch these little strategic
operations with a sharp vigilance that is
quickened by their own interest in the re-
sults that may follow them. I have said
that the President and the Secretary are to
be approached through the medium of vala-

able presents to the'r respective wives ;

now let me tell you what the company
looks to accomplish as the reward of its
delicate thoughtfulness. There is a gene-
ral and certainly a mistaken impression
that the fur-seal Tookeries of this Territory
constitute its single precious staple. It is
not known that the profits of walrus-hunt-
ing scarcely fall below the other, while
THE SUPPLY 13 ALMOST INEXHAUSTIBLE.

In a word, then, the Commercial Company
aims to bring about for itself & logalized
monopoly of the walrus as well as of the
seals. It cannot fail to be perceived that
if the Government can be induced to put
the matter to Congress that protection of
the walrus of Alaska is necessary (that was
the way the proposition for a monopoly of
tho seals was put, I think), and if Con-
gress shall anthorize Mr. Boutwell to ad-
vertise for bids for.a lease {precisely. as
was done in the case of the seals) of that
industry—it cannot fail to be perceived, 1
say, that the Alaska Commercial Company,
stepping in with the statement thas, boi
already 1n possession of the major part ol
the Territory, it can best attend to the
hunting of the walrus, and favored besides
by President and Secretary—by virtue of
those sables and another judicious present
of its stock to the<e worthies—will carry
everything before it and secure to jtself
the desired privilege, for perha_ps less
money than would certainly be offered by
any of the dozen other firms whe would un-
doubtedly put in bids also.

THE PROFIT OF WALRUS HUNTING

The hide of the walrus is very generally
used for polishing purposes by cutlers,
un-makers and others.

With or
dinary facilities, about five thousand wal
rus might be slaughtéred each year; total
gross value, over $2,0.0,0.0 a year. This
rich plum is worth fighting for, and the
Alaska Commercial Company and its high
official co-workers will not fal to fight for
it.

Examination of O’Connor at Bew-
street===Prince Leopold, Col. Har=
dinge and John Brown Testify to
the Assault.

LoxpoN, March 1—Evening.—The as-
sailant of ‘the Queen was brought 'before
the Police Magistrates at Bow street, at
noon to-day, for examination. The Court
reom and all its approaches were densely
crowded. The prisoner presented a very
boyish and not unpleasing appearance, and
to day was quiet and unassuming in man-
per. He made no attempt at bravado,
and listened quietly to the testimony,
without seeking to interrupt or ccntradict
the witnesses. On being interrogated by
the Magistrate he stated that bis full pame
was Arthur O’Conncr, that he was born
in Epgland, but that his father was a
native of Ireland, It was subsequently
elicited that his grandfather was the well
known Feargus O’Connor, one of the lead-’
ers of the Chartist movement. John Brown,
Her Majesty’s groom.Col. Hardinge, equer
ry to the Queen, and Prince Leopold tes
tified to the circumstances of the assault, of
which they were eye-witnesses. Their
statements do not differ materially from the
accounts already telegraphed to the Asso-
ciated Press. One of the policemen into
whose custody O’Connor was delivered,
swore that the prisoner said the reason he
had not loaded the- pistol was because it
was broken : that he repeatedly exclaimed,
¢ I wich to God I had succeeded !”’ that he
avowed he had intended to present the
petition for a Fenian amuesty to the Queen
in St. Paul’s Cathedral, on Tuesday, when
she was surrounded by her Ministeérs ; that

he then had pen and ink ready for her to
¢ign the document with ; that he would
Lave made the attempt, but the crowd was
sogreat that he cvuld not get near Her
Majesty. Two papers found on the prison
er when he was seized were produced in
Court and read. One pardoning all the
Fenian convicts, isin substance as follows ;

I, Viotoria, Queen, by graceof God, &e.,
make the following declaration :

. Whereas, there are now confined in va-
rious prisons throughout the Kingdom a
number of Irishmen, known as celebrated
Femans ; Whereas, they were imprisoned
with my sanction, having rebelled and con-
spired against the crown and to weaken
and destroy my power ; Whereas, sympa
thizers with these men have petitioned for

heir pardon, and notwithstanding, they
are still unliberated, now, I, Victoria,
Queen, &c., do grant full pardon to each
and every Fenian piisoner unconditionally,
and notwithstanding this my agreement is
made under fear of my life, 1 will not de
part therefrom.

This is dated Feb. 22, 1872. The other
document is & commutation in advance of
the punishment of the prisoner for his
present act from hanging to shooting, and
is dated Feb. 27. At the conclusion of the
examination the prisoner wascommitted
for trial at the Assizes, and taken back to
jail under astrong guard. Itis evident
that the papers found on the prisoner are
his own work, and the impression of all
who heard them read is that they are the
prodanet of a deranged mind.  The Queen
left Buckingham Palace to-day for Wind-
sor Castle. On her arrival at Windsor
she was met by almost the entire popula-
tion of the place with the warmest demon-
strations of loyalty and affection.

The Positive Innocence of poor Stokes.

In the preliminary trial of the much in-
jured Stokes, or what has been termed
*¢ the trial of the Grand Jury’’ before
Judge Cardoza, in New York, Mr. Mec
Keon, Stokes’s counsel, the otber day said
that Stokes was as innocent as a man conld
be of this charge against him of murdering

Jawes Fisk, Jr. At this declaration of in-
nocence the people in the court-room gave
an incredulous laugh, and shouts of ¢ Oh!
oh "’ burst forth from nearly all present,
by which Stckes, whose equanimity had
thus far been well preserved, seemed visibly
affected. Mr. McKeon, in a very excited
manner, turned to the audicnce and in a
loud voice stigmatized it as a mob, and
asked, in a still more excited manner, what
they knew about the facts in the case.
Judge Cardozo announced that if any fur-
ther dem onstration was made the court-

roormn would be immediately cleared. Mr.
McKeon continued,and said if Col. Fisk had
shot Stokes he (Fisk) would have been bail-
el within a hour, and that would -have been
the end of it. Mr. Graham jumped u

and interruptingly said, ‘* Why, no; Fisg
would not have been arrested at all,”” To
this Mr. McKeon again took the floor and
remarked, * That's so; Fisk raled every

process of law, and no one dared to attempt
t) bern him: belore the Courts, knowing
that it would be useless.”” This created a
decided sensation.

The Suez Canal.

The list of vessels that passed through
the Suex Canal in 1871 is very interesting,
nlthohgh. to American eyes, it is far from
gratifving. It certainly disproves, so far
as the expériment, in lamine, can disprove,
the assumnption so often put forward, that
the canal would operate disastrously to the
commerce of Great Britain.

Harrowig Accident—A Little Girl Burned I
to Death.

Last night (says the Halifax Reporter of
Saturday) Mr. Wm. Craig, and his wife,
who live in a tenement house on Barrack
street, near Duke street, went out for a
little while, leaving at home in bed their
three children, a little girl aged 6 years, a
boy aged 4,and un infant. The parents
were not absent over half. an hour,
When they returned, they experienced a
smell of burnt clothing, and hastening up
to their apartments, a harrowing sight
met their eyes. Sitting on the bed, in a nude
state, with her face buried in her hands, was
their eldest child, Ada Maria. The little
one, hearing her father approach, lifted up
her head, asd said : *“O, papa, 1’'m burned.”’
The poor little sufferer was in a shocking
condition : all her clothes burned off ; her
face, throat,arms and hands literally roast-
ed. One hand was completely burncd to a
crisp ; and portions of the flesh were torn
off the other hand, where she had been en-
deavoring to leave the room, detached
pieces of flesh having been found on the
door latch. Although suffering intense
pain, the child, as well as she was able,
told her parents how it bnppened. While
in bed, she  said, she felt her feet cold,
and got up for the purpose of putting
her dress over her night-gown. There
was a stove in the room, and consid-
erable fire in it, In passin:nyit..he_:r
clothing must have caught fire,/and it is
supposed that she tried to get out of the
room and did succeed in getting into the
hall, but bewildered with fright and pain
she returned, and sat down on the bed
where her parents found her. The little
boy's feet were slightly burned, by the
sister sitting near him. Fortunately the
infant, which was asleep all the time, was
uninjured. Strange to say, none of the
clothing on the bed took fire. The little
safferer craved piteously for water, which
was given to her ; and after suffering the
wost excruciating pain, expired in her
mother’s arms, three hours after the acéi-
dent. We deeply sympathize with the
bereaved parents in their s:d affliction
Coroner Farrel held an inquest on the body
this afternoon. The jury returned a ver-
dict in accordance with the facts above re-
lated.

THE LEGISLATURE.
Yesterday, after our despatch left Fred-
ericton, on motion of Wedderburn, the
House in Committee considered the bill to
increase the capital stock of the St.John
Gas Light Company $200,000 more than it
is at present, and for other purposes. At
the mover’s request, the House agreed to
the proposition to increase the stock, and
then reported progress. Robinson intro-
duced a Bill to authorize the County Coun-
cil of York to provide money to pay a sink-
ing fund for paying off the County deben-
tures in aid of the Fredericton Branch
Railway : Tibbetts, a Bill to repeal an act
against dual representation ; Wedderburn,
a Bill to amend an act relating to the ad-
ministration of justice in equity.

On the Better Terms question, we learn
from a cotemporary, that Hatheway, in re-
ply to a question, said that—

All the Government knew of the Better
Terms Delegation was contained in the
pamphlet furnished the House, excepting
private conversations with Mr. Tilley while
in Fredericton lately, and with some other
Ministers on one or two occasions. Mr.
Tilley, as well as the others, had given
assurances that the Dominion Government
was prepared to take hold of New Bruns-
wick’s claims, and do all in their power
to do them jnstice.

This is the first official intimation we
have had that the Dominion Government
is pledged to Better Terms. We hope that
Mr. Hatheway will not be withdrawing
his statement, or explaining it away,in
about a fortnight from this date. A
question was put to the Government in
reference to the probable loss to the Pro-
vincial Revenue of the export duty on
lumber manufaetured from wood of Ameri-
can growth :—

Gough—Has the Government had any
correspondence with the Dominion Govern-
ment in reference to the removal of lum-
ber export duties as provided by the Treaty
of Washington ?

Hatheway—None ; but I had some con-
versation with the Ministry on the subject,
and cannot correspond in reference to it
while the decision in the Treaty of Wash-
ington is pending.

There does not appear to be any good
reason for not corresponding on the subject.
The Province ought to know by this time
in what manner the Imperial Government
intended to indemnify New Brunswick when
it sanctioned the Treaty which proposes
to deprive us of this revenue. The Impe-
rial Government have arrived at some con-
clusion on the subject ; and the Dominion
Government must have been made aware of
its intentions ; but it would appear that
New Brunswick, which has the deepest
interest in the matter, will be the last to
learn the character of the arrangoment.

In the Legislative Council Yesterday
Mr. Mclnerney, Roman Catholic member
from Kent, repeated his objections to the
Law in very decided terms. At Mr. Mec-
Inerney’s home all parties are working
harmoniously under the Act.
