jury to enquire how and why It was that 
the prisoner escaped. If ore tiling more 
than another was calculated to give sol­
ace to offenders It was the idea that they 
could be delivered other than by the n- 
strnmentallty of the law.

In the second case, a man had been 
shot down In the broad light of day, and 
the offender liad walked off' without ir- 
terferenee. It was not for His .Honor to 
say whether this was through any finit 
of the police, but as it stands at present, 
it is a matter that should be jus: Hied In 
the eyes of the < itizens and the people ot 
the Province. Consideration was requir­
ed both in the Infanticide escape matter 
and In the case ot Rogers, who had dis- 
appeared, remained uudiscovirvd for 
days, and finally had been caught more 
by good luck than good management 
miles away from St. John, where he had 
been detected, not by the police, but 
through the Instrumentality of an out­
side person. The -police may have 
done all In lltelr power, but on the sui- 
face It did seem strange that a man or 
even a girl conld escape from the police, 
and a man wlm shot his neighbor In broao 
bright of day could walk away and only 
be canght many days after by the efforts 
of others than the police. The Jury 
should summon all necessary parties and 
enquire Into every circumstance of the 
cases. If a large body of police Is be 
lug maintained and kept at a heavy ex- 
pense merely for the purpose of picking 
up drunken m n an 1 woineu It Is time 
to enquire If we are not paying to dear 
for our whistle. The police may have 
done their duty—be hoped ho—and It was 
in such case the duty of the jury to say 
the fault was not with them. In the 
Scammell matter there appeared to be 
witnesses of the deed. Had the police 
found these? Had they searched for them 
arouud the wharves and was every house 
searched? If the police had doue their 
doty they should be eucouraged. If not 
It should be known and matters placed 
on a proper footing.

Hla Honor dwelt at length on the law 
touching accessories, and referred to the 
duty of all loyal subjects to aid the 
authorities In executing the laws. The 
man who had given the information hy 
which Rogers had been found was worthy 
of all honor and should receive all praise. 
It should he everywhere known that It is 
a laudable act to give such information, 
to enable the authorities to vindicate the 
law and see justice accomplished.

His Honor touched at Somc length ou 
the labor question, and While affirming 
the principle of every mao’s right to 
speak for himself and to demand what 
wages he chose, emphatically declared 
against his right to go beyond this atid 
attempt to regulate the labor of others. 
It was not the business of the jury to 
consider the question of capital and labor.- 
but to enquire If any and what intimida­
tion had been used and meu thereby pre­
vented from working in a ft-ee British 
country as free British subjects ought to 
do. The humblest laborer was entitled 
to the same protection as the greatest 
millionaire in the land. His Honor re­
ferred severely to the fact of an assault 
having been committed upou laborers in 
daylight and yet none of the assailants 
hitd been arrested.

His Honor believed that the Mayor In 
taking the recent precautions had pur­
sued a most righteous course. Pre­
vention was better than cure, and 
only the Searcher of Hearts knew 
ivhat evil consequences had been 
prevented by such a course. , lie pictur­
ed the result, had no precautions been 
taken and troublé bad Occurred, and 
pressed his entire satisfaction at the 
course pursued by His Worship; and the 
Mayor, if he took his advice, would at all 
times be prepared for any emergency.

In conclusion Ills Honor expressed the 
feeling of duty he had in strengthening 
the hands of the law lyr his voice. He 
would be unworthy of the position in 
whlbh Her Mejesty had placed him, did 
he lear to raise his voice, and he hoped 
that no uncertala sound would ever be 
heard from the bench of this Province, 
but that it should- ever be found 
Impartial and fearless in the duties before 
Il He trusted that, thus ever speaking 
fearlessly and Independently the humblest 
mightcouldfeel that novascillution would 
exist on the part of the tribunals of the 
law. He trusted that while i.rejudglng 
ne man, and assuming no man's guilt, 
tlw t’ourt would so execute the laws as 
to fulfil the Inspired declaration that 
“though hand join with hand, the wicked 
shall not go dnpuntsbed."

A Felony Frustrated.
