Actions i the
Supreme Court must be commenced by writ of summons,
which may be specially indorsed for money demand, The
plaintiff may sign judgment eight days after service of writ,
in default of appearance. In cases of writs of summong, spec-
ially indorsed and where an appearance is entered for a money
demand, judgment will be ordered to be ||:}' by a judge in
chambers, when he is satisfied appearance, is filed for purposes
of delay only, and when the plaintiff verifips\iis(claim by affi-
davit, and the defendant does not satisfy the jndge by affidavit
that he has a defgnce which ghould be tiied in-the ordinary
way or he may order the amount to be brought into court.
Actions in the County Court are commenced by a summons
which must be served ten clear days before the return day.
County (@urts sit twice every month and have jurisdiction up to
$300. There are two sorts of summons; a default summons in
which the plaintiff has not to prove his debt unless the defen-
dant files a defence, and the other an ordinary summons. The
former must he served personally.

APPRALS—

May be taken to the Supreme Court within four months
after judgment, or in County Court cages to two judges of the
Sapreme Court upon notice within ten days after judgment.

A debtor ina sum exceeding $100 may be arrested upon
an aflidavit that he is about to quit the province, or has parted
with his property to defraud his creditors.

A debtor may make a general assignment to a trustee or trus-

tees for the benefit of creditors, rateably and proportionately.
Such deed of assignment must be registered forthwith in each
of the Land Registry Offices in the Province, but shall not take
effect until recorded in the office for the district where debtor
resides or has his principal place of business. Trustees shall
publish notice of deed within fourteen days from execution by
debtor and call a meeting of creditors,
ATTACHMENTS—

No original attachment, except where debtor has abscon-
ded leaving property. After judgment, debts due or accruing
due to the debtor may be garnisheed,

CHATTEL MORTGAGES—

Must be registered within twenty-one days after date of ex-
ecution. If affecting property on Vancouver Island, with the
