Patrons of Hushandry.

Their Principles and Purposes,

The FARMER, by request, publishes
the following declaration of principles
and purposes, or the platform of tho
Qrder of the Patrons of Husbandry.

PREAMBLE.

1. Human bappioess is the acme of
earthly ambition. Individual happi-
néss depends upon general prosperity
aond the adoption of right prinbdiples.
The prosperity of a nation is in pro-
portion to the value of its productions.

2. The soil is the source from
whence wo derive all that constitutes
wealth ; without it we would have no
agriculture, no manufactures, no com-
wmerce. Of all the material gifts of
the Creator the various produactions of
the vegetable world are of the first
importance. The art of agriculture is
the parent and precursor of all arts,
and its products of all wealth.

3. The productions of the earth are
subject to the influence of nataral
laws, invariable and indisputable ; the
amount produced will consequently
be in proportion to the intelligence of
the producer, and success will depend
upon his knowledge of the action of
these laws, and the proper application
of their principles.

4. Hence knowledge is the founda.
tion of happiness.

5. The ultimate object of this organ-
ization is for mutual instruction and
protection, to lighten labor by dif
tusing a knowledge of its aims and
purposes, cxpand the mind by tracing
the beautiful laws the Great Creator
bas established in the univerce, and
lo enlarge our views of creative wis-
dom and power.

6. To those who read aright, his-
tory proves that in all ages society is
fragmentary and successful resnlts of
general welfare can ba secared only
by general effort. Unity of action
cannot be acquired without discipline,
and discipline cannot be enfurced
without significant organization ;
bence we bave a ceremony of initia-
tion which binds us in mutual frater-
nity as with a bhand of iron; bat, al-
though its influence is so powerful,
its applioation is as gentle as that of
the silken thread that binds a wreath
of flowers. )

Section 1.—Motto.

We beartily endorse the motto : “ In
essentials, Unity; in non-essentials,
Liberty ; in all things, Cbarity.”

Section 2— General Objects.

United by the strong and faithfal
tie of Agriculiure, we mutually re-
solve to labor for the good of our
Order, our country and mankind.

Section 3—Specific Objects.

We shall endeavour to advance our
cause by laboring to accomplish the
following objects :

Clause 1.—To develop a better and
higher maunkood and womanhood
among ourselves.

Clause 2.—To enhance the comforts
and attractions of our homes; and
strengthen our attachment te our pur-
suits.

Clauge 3.—To foster mutual under-
standiog and co-operation.

Clause 4,—~To reduce our expenses,
botb individual and corporate.

Clause 5.—To buy less and produce
more in order to make our farms self-
sustaining.

Clause 6.—To diversify our crops,
and crop no more than wo can pro
perly onltivate, s

Clause T.—To condense the weight
of our exports, selling less in the bush-
el, and more on hoof and in fleece.

Clause 8.—To sympathize our work,
and calculato intelligently on proba-
bilities. .

Clause 9,—To discountenance the
credit system, the mortgage system,
the fashion system, and every other
system tending to prodigality and
bankruptey. .

Clause 10.—We propose meeting to-
gether, talking together, working to
gether, buying together, selling to-
gether, and, in general, acting togeth-
er for our matoal protection and ad-
vancement, 88 0ccasion may require.

Clause 11—We shall gavaid litigation
as much as possible by arbitration in
the Grange.

Clause 12.—We shall earnestly en<|good

endeavor to suppress personal, local,

sectional and national prejudices, all
unhealtby rivalry, all selfish ambition.

Clause 13. — We shall constantly
strive to secure entire barmony, good-
will, vital brotherhood among our
solves, and to make our Order per-
petual.

Section 4— Business Relations

Clause 1.—For our business interests
we desire to bring producers and con-
sumers, farmers and manufucturers,
into the most direct and friendly re-
lations possible. Hence we must dis-
pense with a surplus of middlemen ;
not that we are unfriendly to them,
but we do not need them. Their sur-
plus and their exactions diminish oar
profits. '

Clause 2.—We wage no aggressive
warfare against any other interest
whatever. Oun the contrary, all eur
acts and all our efforts, as far as busi-
ness is concerned, are not only for the
benefit of the producer and consumer,
but also for all other interests that
tend to bring these two parties into
speedy and economical contact.
Hence wo hold that transportation
companies of every kind are necessary
to our success ; that their interests are
intimately coupected with. our inter-
ests, and harmonious action is mutaal-
ly advantageous, upon the principle
that individusl bappiness depends
upon general prosperity.

Clause 3.—We shall, therefore, ad-
yocate for every Province the increase
in every practicable way of all facili-
ties for transporting cheaply to the
seaboard, or between home producers
and consumers, all the productions of
our country. We adopt it as our fized
purpose to ‘‘ open out the channels in
Nutore's great arteries, that the life
blood of commerce may flow freely.”

Clause 4.—We are not enemies of
railroads, nsviizable and irrigating
canals, nor of“any corporation that
will advance our industrial interests,
nor of any laboring classes.

Clause 5.—In our noble Order there
is no communism, no agrarianism.

Clause 6.—~We are opposed to such
spirit and management of any cor-
poration or enterprise as tends to op-
press the people and rob them of their
just profits.

Clause T —We are not enemies to
capital ; but we oppose the tyranny of
monopolies-

Clause 8 —We long to see the an
tagonism between capital and laber
removed by common consent, and by
enlightened statesmanship.

Clause 9.—We  are opposed to ex-
cessive salaries, high rates of interest,
and exorbitant per ceot. profits in
trade. They grestly increase our bur-
dens, and do not bear a proper pro-
portion to the profits of producers.

Clause 10.—We desire only self-pro-
tection, and the protection of every
troe interest of our land, by legitimate
transactions, legitimate trade and
legitimate profits,

Section 4.— Education.

We shall advance the cause of edu-
cation among ourselves, and for our
children, by all just means within our
power. We especially advovate for
our agricultural and industrial col-
leges anc public schools, that practical
agriculture, domestic science, and all
the arts which adorn the home, be
tanght in their courses of study.

Section 5.— Political Relations.

Clause 1.—~We ernphatically and sin-
cerely assert the oft repeated truth,
taught in our organic law, that the
Grange is not a political or party
organization. No Grange, if true to
its obligations, can discass partizan or
sectarian questions, nor call political
conventions, nor nominate candidates,
nor even discuss their merits in its
meetings, nor permit any discussion
apon questions on which we stand
divided by party lines.

Clause 2.—Yet the priuciples we
teach underlie all true politics, all true
statesmanship, snd, if properly car-
ried out, will tend to purify the whole
political atmosphere of our country,
for WE SEEK THE GREATEST GOOD OF
ALL.

~Clause 3.—We must always bear in
mind that no one, by becoming a
Patron, gives up that inalienable
right end duty. which belongs to
every citizen, to take a proper inter-
est in the politics of bis country.

Clause 4.—On the contrary, is it the

Tight of every Patron to do all in his

power, legitimately, to inflaence for
d the action of any politicﬂ party
to which he belongs.

Clause 5.—1It is his duty to do all be
can to put down bribery, corruption,
and trickery; and see that none bat
competent, faitbful and honest men,
who will unflinchingly stand by our
industrial interests, are nominated for
all. positions of trust ; and to have car-
ried out the principle which should
always cbaracterize every Patron,
that * The office should seek the man,
and not the man the office.”

Clause 6.—We ucknowledge the
broad principle, that difference of
opinion i8 no crime, and hold that
 Progress towards trath is made by
difference of opinion,” while * The
fault lies in the bitterness of contro-
versy.” We desire proper equality,
equity, and fairness, protection for
the weak, restraint upon the strong,
in sbort, justly distributed burdens
and justly distributed power.

Clause T.—It is reserved by every
Patron, as his right as a freeman, to
sffiliate with any party that will best
carry out his principles.

Seetion 6.—Outside Co-operation.

Oars being pecaliarly a farmers’ in-
stitution we cannot admit all to our
ranks. Many are excluded by the
vature of our organization, not be-
cause they are professional men, or
laborers, or artisans, but because they
bave not a sufficient direct interest in
tilling the soil, or may cave some in-
terest on conflict with our purposes.
Bat we appeal to all good citizens for
their cordial co-operation to assist
in our efforts lowards reform,

Seetion T.— Fraternal Assistance.

It shall be an abiding principle
with us to relieve any of our oppressed
and suffering brotherbood by every
legitimate means at our command.

Section 8.— Woman’s Sphere.

Last, but not least, we proclaim it
among our parposes to inculcate a pro-
per appreciation of the abilities and
sphere of woman, as is indicated by
admitting ber to membership and
position in our Order.

Conclusion.

Imploring the continued sssistance
of our Divine Master to guide us in our
work, we pledge ourselves to faithful
and barmonious labor for all fature
time to obtain by our united efforts
true wisdom, justice, fraternity, and
political purity.

The bot fly of the sheep. inhabits
the frontal sinuns of its host, where it
produces the disease known amongst
shepherds as ‘‘ grub in tho bead.”

JACK BONNESS,

His Career as a Smuggler.

How a Great Smuggler Became a Good
Customs Officer-How He Defied the
Customs Autherities—Lecked an
Officer Up-Carried a Yankee
Collector into Canada,

Tt takes an old smuggler to make & good
customs officer,” enss an old adege, and it bas
been fully demonsirated in the case of Juck
Bunoess, the present epecinl customs officer.
Juck is wall-known and gen-rully drended by
the smuugling fraternity of Nova Scotin, and
some folke in this country will ever hold bim
in fond remembrance. Bonness was born in
8t, Stepben, N. B., 89 years auo, and epend-
iog bis younger days near the border line, he
saw the great chances to smuggle and went
ioto the business hesrt and soul. When not
more thap 18 years old. be eould * handle "
cvunterbaud yoods with anyone, and could be
* termed a full-fledg-d smuggler.” A gene
tleman beloogiog to St. Siephen, who knew
Bonoess from childbood, in conversation
with ‘& reporter, said that Jack was
one of the brightest lads in the town and
urew up to be one of its best citiz«ns,' At
one time he was stevedore, ran the street
watering cart (the first one imported to that
town, costing him about $1.000) ete. For
sbout 14 years be bandled. English and
Awerican goods in a manoer highly satie-
factory to bimself, but unfortunately so for
the cuetoms. The 8t. Oroix river divides
the U. 8. and Csnada at this roim., sod Jeck
cootrolled the whole * funny ? business. St,
Stepben is & town of about 4000 inbabitants,
and Calais, directly opposite, about the same.
Apart from the “ business” of the place, &
by  trade ” was carried_on all over the pro-
vinces and the New Eogland States sad
those two towns were the head centres or
distributing points.

The darker the night the better he liked it.

So he came down again to lay
on the boy's wheel, and one dark pight, just
a8 Shaughneesy, a psl of Jack's was about to
land on !;lu Canadian ;ido 'I:;::l, b:n Ioold of
goods, Brown stepped on uat only to
be again beaten, for Shaugbnessy turned the
boat and rowed back to Oalais, whers Browan
was compelled to get out without eecuring
the prise. In the meantime Bonness wae
crossing the river with a boat load of oil, snd
hearing the racket, shouted to his chum to
lsnd Brown on the Yankee shore.. Another
story is told of how Jack and bis men, when

But inetead of viving up the wool, they care
ried bim into Canads sud escaped. Shorily
nfter thie Shaugboeesy, who drove the team,
was arrested and taken to Portland and fined
for resisting the officer. Bv good mensze-
ment Bonness escap-d. Toe U. 8. suthorities
sent bim an invitation to go over and come
promise, but he sent back word that be would
ooly do eo under his own flag. 80 the affuir
was never forced and agaio he escaped. In
this menner Jack put in 14 years, seldom
getting caught, and mekiog lots of money snd
baviog lots of fun. It was impossible to
stop bim, and we believe the government had
this in view when they appointed him to &
position in the customs st St. Stephen,
where he made sn excellent officer, 8o Jack
wound up his successful career as s smuggler,
and the bulk of the funny work at that place
stopped. - It was perbape the best thing the
government could do, for they not ooly
stopped the smuggling, but they secared an
experienced and wide-awake official. Bon-
ness is acknowledged to be one ef the best
special customs officials in the service. Dure
ing the time he has held office, sbout 8 years,
be had swiz+d about 100 vessels, and made,
perbaps, 500 other seisures, -

A Big Mistake.

The moulting season, or the season when
hens shed their feathers will soon be at an
end. The process is one that in certain res-

debilitates and prevents hens from lay-
og. The reason of this is that the gro
of pew fuathers requires all the nitrogen an
phosphates contained in the food and there
1 none left to form the egg. A curious fact
about the ben, and one that illustrates the .
foregoing statement, is this, if & hen's Jeg be
broken during the laying season, she will la
ber egge without shells until the bresk
mended. The reason for this must be that
all the lime contsived in the food is required
to unite the broken bone, there is therefore
nose for the formation of egg shells. The
formation of new feathers does not hﬁ.
any carbonsceous or fat produeing fnod, ton-
evquently well fed hens get very fat during
the moulting. Many farmers snd )
raisers not understunding all about these
things kill off their old hens because they
think they bave stopped laving and are fag,
This is & great mistake, because if the
material be furnished them with their food
to supply the increased demand for
sod phosphates before montiomed, the old
hens will be through shedding feathers much
sooner and will begin laying on the a :

Before the tail of the Liberal party

GENERAL NEWS BUDGET.

The Doings of the Week Concisely
Chronicled.

Wesley Ur«snbnn.aged 17, of Udors, Oat.,
was gored to death by a bull, the other day.

Alex. Dougherty, of Stratford, Ontario, a
convict in the penitentiary, suicided, on
Saturday, by banging.

The Mail is_suthority for the statement
that Hon. Mr. Norquay has at last succeeded
in raising a million dollars on the bonds of
his province.

At a Nationalist meeting on Sunday at
Middleton, ten miles from Armagh, Ireland,
suveral policemen detailed to keep order were
were attacked and badly injured.

It is reported that gold bearing quartz in
uantity has been discovered on the
Upper Outawa district, in the vicinity of
North Bay, 49 miles west of Mattawa,

The potato crop throughout Ontario is re-
ported to be an entire failure, and dealers
will bave to.depend upon the maritime pro-
vinces and Manitoba for their supplies.

The output of the Springhill colleries for
Auguat, was 44,000 gross tons. This is the
largest ever attained. The demand for coal
is very great and difficalty is experienced in
filling orders, .

Montreal city council by a vote of 33 to &
appointed a committee to hold an investiga-
tion into the charges of boodling against cer-
taio aldermen. If the charges are proved
the guilty party will be punished.

Rev. Mr. Oarson, Methodist, preaching on
Sunday night on the subjct of Ottawa’s im-
morality, said it was 30 per cent. higher
than any other city in Ootario and 20 per
cent. higher than London, England.

The theatre at Exeter took fire during a
theatrical performauce on Monday night. A
panic ensued and the scene of confusion was
terrible. About 150 persons lost their lives
and half as many more were badly injured.

. Montreal fire underwriters are, it is under-
stood, to raise the rates owing to the poor
equipment of the fire brigade. The total
estimated loss by fires this year is $1,208,079
of which $826,907 falls on the insurance
companies.

George Johnson has been appointed Dom-
inion government statistician. It is under-
stood that this branch of the service which is
now connected with the department of agri-
caltare, will be transferred to the new de-
partment of Trade and Commerce.

A London, Eogland, despatch states that
the Ship Falls of Bruar, of Glasgow, from
Hamburg to Calcutta, with salt, has founder-
ed off Yarmouth, the cargo baving shifted.
Five of the crew were rescued and 24 drown-
ed. Most of them are Germans and Swedes.

The Queen is at Balmeoral, writing a new
book, the subject of which, however, is kept
secret. But current report says that it re-
lates to her impressions of the great state
ceremonials from her coronation down to the
celobrations of her jubilee.

It is expected that the ministers now in
the Northwest will return to Ottawa in about
s week. Minister Bowell will arrive there
before the end of September. Sir Charles
Tupper and Hon. Chapleau will return to
Oanada duaring October. Full cabinet meet:
ings will be held prior to the meeting of the
fishery commission.

Mr. Gladstone has written a reply to the
Dake of Argyll’s recent attack. He says:
¢ The Duke of Argyll is an old friend, whose
attacks I prefer bearing silently. I do not
excuse tyraony, but wish to bave the Na-
tional League dealt with legally, not by an
arbitrary decision of a viceroy or chief secre-
tary for Ireland.”

1t is understood that the Minister of Mili-
tia will not be able to comply with the re-
queet of the committee of the rifle association
that the militia be supplied with Martini in-
stead of the Snider rifle. Sir Adolphe esti-
mates the cost at half a million dollars, and
suggests the probability of farther improve-
ments in the Ehnini which it would be judi-
cious to wait for before incurring such an ex-
pense.

An encouraging feature of the fisheries

anadian sentiment on the question express-
ed in the papers throughout the Upper Pro-
vinces.

The Dominion railway statistics for 1886,
which have just been issued, show a decided
increase over the previous year in mileage,
passengers, freight and earnings.

PREMIER NORQUAY PREDICTS AN
ANICABLE SETTLEMENT.

He explains the Real Status of the
Red River Valley Railway
Complication,
(New York Herald.)

John Norquav, the I’remi»r of Manitobs,
is at the hotel Victoria. He is considersbiv
over six feet in height, tips the scales at 800
pounds, and is as good natured ss he is big.
His errand in this city is of & private nature
aud has no connection, he says, with him
difficulties between the Provincial and
Dominion Governments over the building
of the Red River Vallay Railroad, which
are just mow attracting atteotion whenever
newspapers are read.

SIR JOHN'S BSTRONG WORDS,

“8ir John Macdonald has been quoted as
saying that the building of the road must
be stopped, even if the British regulars have
to be called in, and as using language that
would indicate that he believed a rebellipn
imminent. A public msan’s sentiments &re
#o often misrepresented in print that I find
myself ready to doubt whether Sir John ever
gave expression to such utterances as are
credited to him.

“ The whole matter is one to be settled i¥
the courts, and it is there that I look for ¥h¥
fight, If neceseary, of course; we shall ap-
peal to the Imperjpl Government, '
“The main question is a constitutional one.
You will remember that the old Province of
Maaitoba was a comparatively small one, and
under its .constitution we have muthority to
build railroads between any points within its
boundaries. In 1881 the provinee was great-

‘ly enlarged by the annexation of large tracts

of contiguous territory west, north snd esat.
With this additionsl territory we contracted
to accept all the constitutional disabilities
under which it labored.

“ Among these was a clause which forbade
the chertering or building of a railway with
in fifteen miles of the boundaries of the line
of the Canadian Pacific’ Railway. ;

CONTRARY TO ESTABLISHED POLICY.

% We claim that the acceptance of these
conditions in the annexation did not apply to
the old province, and that, therefore, we had
uadoubted suthority to build & rosd within
the old territory. When our local Assembly
decided to construct the Red River road ‘in
complisace with the righteous demands of
the people of our province from Winnipeg to
the United States boundary line at West
Lyno, the charter in the regular course of
such affairs came ucder the scrutiny of the
Governor-General and he disallowed it—tot
on the ground that we had no aathority to
graot such a charter and build such a roed,
but because it would be contrary to the
established policy of the Government.

¢ The building of a road in any other part
of the province has never called for interfer-
ence, but in this inetance, when we are en-
deavoring to give a proper outlet to the people
for their products, strenuous ¢fforts are made
to prevent the consummation of the plan. ,

CANADIAN PACIFIC EXTORTIONS.

“At present there are two roads from
Wionipeg to the United States boundary,
both controlled by the Canadian Pacific Réil-
way. Ooe runs several miles to the west-
ward and nearly parallel to the Red River
and the other several miles to the eastward.
Both are so far away from tbe thickly popu-
lated portion of the country, the station ac-
commodations are 8o poor and the rates so
exorbitant that they are patronized sparingly
by the people of the province. The few
road will run through the thickly settled Red
River Valley, there ‘will be suitable stations
sbout every eight miles, and reasonable rdzes
will be assured. Why; then, should notithe
farmers along the line and, in fact, through-
out that portion of the country be deeply in-
terested in protecting the contractors and ue-
ing every possible effort to prevent any inter-
ference with the prosecution of the witk P

“ Bat will not injanctions issued by the
courts be heeded at all?” queried the re-

rter.

“ Well, that is a question,” replied the
Premier, hesitatiogly. ¢ Thus far the con-
tractors have been successful in keeping
shead of the injunctions—that is to say,
they bave finished the work to which “the
injunctions apply before the papers restrain-
iog them could be served. ;

“The Osnadian Pacific made an effort to
cut us off at Morris by buying property di-
rectly on our line and building a spur from
their road across it. Before they could stop
it, however, our conotractors had built the
grade of the new road at that spot and fenced
it in.

A GRAVE QUESTION,

It is a grave question whether the courts
bave authority to issue injunctions .in this
case in direct violateon of the expressed will
of the people. Not only has onr Local
Assembly authorized the construction of the
road, but three out of five of our members of
Parliament have expressed themeelves as
being emphatically in favor of it, notwith-
standisg the expressed policy of the Domin-
ion Government. Of°course, we urct to
have coneiderable trouble in getting the road
through, and while we are prepared to fight
for it tooth and nail, I do not anticipate that
there will be any blood spilled. This talk
about rebellion js the purest rot, and not only
will not occur, but will ot be nescessary, as
we are in the right, and so it will doabtless
be eventuslly decided. If, neverthelsss. it
should be decided that the apirit of the con-
stitution is opposed to our ventgre, then all
I can say is-that we need a new constitution.”

“ It has been binted that the people of
Manitoba have become diseatisfied with tbeir
connection with the Dominion and that &
majority of them are desirous of annexing the
province to the United States.”

** Yes, that is an old story,” said Mr. Nor-

uay., * Every time there is any trouble in

soitoba the same rymor gets afloat, Our
people are well enough satisfied }npenlly
with their present federal connectjons, snd
do not desire a change.”

Mr. Btanbope handed Turuer a copy of reso-
lutions adopted by the meeting, claiming
home rule, declaring ;dh_oyenfo to Parpell,
thankiog the Liberal party, pledging resist-
ance to a proclamation of the lesgue, snd
denouncing land grabbing., Stanhope de-
clared the proecedings were legal, and if col-
lision occurred betwsen the people snd the
troops he would hold Turner responsible.
Turoer replied that he was bound to execute
the orders. After the party proceesion re-
turoed to Ennis, O'Brien addressed a crowd
in O’'Connell Square.

THE NATIONAL GAME.

Development of Cricketers from
Amateur Ranks,

How the Men are Paid for their Ser-
vices,~Unversities from which
Players Graduate,

(From a London paper.)

It may seem strange that the word * crick-
et” which to & grest many people suggests
nothing more than a favorite pastime, means
to some others what the word * benefice ”
means to & parson or the bar to s man of law.
Those persons who never saw a cricket match
other than that played on the village green
of Bullocksmithy, will perhaps be surprised
to know that to a large snd ever increasing
class of men the game of cricketis a profes-
sion—a profession in which there are large
priges to be gained, and, if temperance, atten-
tion and bard work be adhered to, a compet-
ence for life is to be secured, As everybody
who takes any interest in the national game
knows, cricketers are divided into two classes
—amateurs and profeseionale.  Amateur
cricketers are those who follow the game for
pure love, and defray the expenses attendant
oo it out of their own pockets. Professionals
cricketers are those who have quite as great
a passion for the game, but who, not being
in a position to indulge the passion by paying
their own expenses are paid for playing—in
other words, instead of making cricket a
pastime or amusement, they make it a means
of getting their living,

PLAYERS NOT 80 EASILY DEVELOPED.

Now, it is quite obvious that no man will
be paid for his services as a professional
cricketer unless he is an adept in some de-
partment of the game. The best man eecures
the highest prices—just as the most famous
Q. O. gets all the best briefs. And cricket
like all other professions, is one which must
learned—learned by & good desl of hard
self-denying work. It is not a thing which
can be picked up in & few days, There is
course;to'be gone through just as there is a
gourse of reading to be followed at a univer-
sity. And it all depends on the cricket
student himeelf as to whether he takes high
bonors or turns out a failure, There sre
univereities of cricket in & good many towns
and villages in England. The town cricket
ground or the village green is the lecture
room sud the cricketers of the last genera-
tion are the tutore and professors. These
cricket universities are constantly turning
out first class professionals, Lascelles, Hall
and Yeadon in Yorkshire, Horsbam in
Sussex, the home of the famous Shaws in
Nottinghamshire, have sll produced very
famous men in the past, and continue to pro-
duce new talent in the present. me fami-
Jlies seem to be born to eminence in cricket,
witness the Shaws, the Hearnes, the Hidee,
the Shewlises, the Bateses.

CRICKET UNIVERSITIES,

When s youngster in one of these cricket
universities gives evidence of talent—when
he bas bowled the redgutable blackemith
first ball or hit the carpenter’s wily slows
out of the village green for six, he is noticed
and watched by the tutors and professors.
The veteran who has figzured in a thousand
contests begins to coach him and to give him
tips. He is drafted into the first eleven and
encouraged in every way. For a season or
two he practices whenever he can, until at
last his trainiog begins to bear fruit and he
makes huge scores agminst whatever sort of
bowling he comes across or to mow down his
strongest opponent’s wickets with the great-
est ease, His fame spreads and the old hands
soggest to him that he had better look out
for an engagement to a good club as pro-
fessional. If he is a really good man he
easily secures this at a salary of from two to
three pounds & week for so many weeks in
the year—generally from May 1 to Septem-
ber 30. His duties are to coach the members
of the club, to play in the club matches and
to take & general supervision of the cricket
ground. In some cases he acts as ground
man, and then a small addition is made to
his salary.
THE ONWARD COURSE,

Acting as professional to a good club, he is
now brought against better cricket than he
has perhaps bitherto been accustomed to
meet. If he acquits himself well he is re-
commended to the county commitiee as a
“colt "—that is, as & promising youngster
worthy of being given a trial in the county
eleven, 3ho time comes for the yearly colts’
match. He sends in his application to play,
with testimonials from his club, and particu-
lars of his scores or bowling performances.
It the county committee look favorably on
these he is invited to take part in the colts’
match. Now comes the crucial test, He
has to appear on the famous county ground,
perbaps_thronged with five or six thovsand
critical 8 tors, and he has, in company
with his fellow colts, to bring all his avail-
able knowledge to bear againet the skilled
county eleven. No one who has not been
through it can imagine what a test a colt’s
match is. Very often a really fine batsman
will fail utterly when brought to this test,
not from cricket reasons, but because of ner-
vousness. Bad fielding, an easy catch miss-
ed, & run misjudged—all these things will
throw a colt back. We will suppose that
our colt comes through the ordeal success-
fully and makes & large score, or captures
balf his opponents’ wickets at a very small
cost, He makes 8 great impression on.the
county committee and himself and his sup-
porters are overjoyed. Presently he receives
the great honor of being requested to play
for the county in their next match against
anothereounty, This is even a greater test
than the colts’ match. He bas now, it may
be, to meet thd greatest batsmen or bowlers
of the day, and the critical audience will
pumber not five but perhaps fifteen thousand.
No wonder that many a great cricketer has
failed miserably in his first county match.
But the committee generally give a pro-
mising mao two or three trials, for they
koow quite well that the most proficient
cricketer will sometimes haye his efforie
oullified by nervousness.

THE PAY OF GOOD PLAYRRS,

Playiog for the county, of course, means
money. Let us suppose our professional,
fully drafted into the county team sod en-
anged to play in, sy ten matches per sesson.
Each mstch 1uu three dsys and the smount
of payment varies from six to nine pounds
per match. Some counties pay nine pounds
for a won match and six for s lost match. A
county cricketer, therefore, who is engaged to
plar in ten matches, may earn, duriog the
season, from sixty to nivety pounds, in addi-
tion to the two or three pounds a week which
he receives from his engagement with some
town gluh. He is now fairly settled in his
profession snd mey Jook forward to msny
years of work in the cricket field, Some

- | cricketers bave actively followed their calling

for twenty years and most men conat oo fif-
teen years service. After a man has attained
county honors there is only one greater honor
which can befall him, and that is to play for
the Players (professionals) ve. the Gentlemen
(smateurs.) A man who is chosen to take
pert in this match may congratulate bimself
on being one of the best professicoal cricket-
ere of the day. Nowadays a trip to Austra-
lia forme part of the great cricketers pro-
gramme. The professionsls who accompany
a cricket team to the Aotipodes make a good
deal of money out of it; and, ss it tekes
place in the winter months, such 8 togr doe~
not interfere with their earnings in Eogland.
Many of our great professionals could testifs
to handsome pecuniary vsroﬂu resulting from
an Australian tour, ben the professionsl
cricketer wha has played for years for his
country, i¢ nearing the end of bis cricket
career (i. e., when he gets to be about forty
vears of age) he is giyen a benefit, = This bas
been known to bring 8 populsr mgn ps much
a8 £1,500, With this the professional retires
from the tented field, buys a business and
devotes the rest of his mortal career to
fighting over again, with a long pipe and
sympathetic audience, the battles of his more
active youth.

English Military Tournament.

Daring Feats of Horsemanship
and Wondertul Skill,

The London correspondent of the New
York World writes as follows in a recent
letter :—

The military tournament at the Agri-
cultural Hall is one of the annual show
features of London. = The soldiers in the
various branches of the English service
have the opportvnity here of showing
features of skill and daring, and giving
the public some idea of the value of the
special training schools in the English
army. Judging by the results of this
show I should say that the training they
have, as shown in the magnificent con-
tests of physical endurance, the exhi-
bitions of riding, fencing, and of the
practical duties of a soldier, is of a very
high character. The men selected were
strong, wiry, active, and splendid-look-
ing young fellows. All of the contest-
ants were non-commissioned officers and
troopers. The hall is large and long,
with an arena eight hundred to a thous-
and feet in length and about two hun-
dred feet in width. It is in this arena
that all of the feats take place.

LEMON CUTTING.

One of the first exhibitions of riding
was what was known as lemon cutting.
Two lemons were suspended by a thread
about fifteen feet apart and hung from
small wooden stands about the height of
a cavalry rider's sword arm. At a
signal from a bugler jthe rider would
come dashing in at one end of the arena
at full speed, and as he flew down by
the lemons he would make a forward cut
at the first thread and a back-handed
cut at the next one.. The distance be-
tween the two is very short and the
speed was tremendous, yet two or three
of the most skilful riders succeeded in
dropping each lemon by very scientific
cuts, This .trial was followed by tent
pegging. In the first place a square peg
painted white was driven well down in
the ground, leaving about four inches
standing above. Then various numbers
of the corps of lancers would charge
down at it at full speed, and in passing
it were required to strike this peg full
with the lance and tear it from the
ground and carry it clear to the end of
the arena upon the point of the lance
In order to constitute a success this was
to be done without for a second check-
ing the speed of the horse. The two
heroes of this piece of riding were mem-
bers respectively of the Life Guards and
of the Prince’s Own. The public here
expect more from a Life Guardsman,
and this particular representative never
failed to carry off the peg. But the
favorite of all was a young fellow from
the Prince’'s Own Guards. He was
round-headed, small-featured, slim-waist-
ed, with hair the color of pale mustard,
while his eyes were a dare-devil grayish-
blue. He had a little wisp of a mous-
tache, and a neat, reckless, defiant set-
up. There was in his manner a com-
bination of swagger and graceful effront-
ery. He would come riding in at the
peg as if there was.nothing on earth
easier for him to do. He never hurried
any of his movements, although hie
horse moved like a steam engine, and he
invariably flourished his lance twice,
and at the very last possible second
would strike the peg clean in the centre.
At once it would fly out and go swing-
ing round his head as he sat like a man
of steel upon his magnificent bolting
black bay horse. Of all feats of daring
and skill this rattle-headed young fellow
was the master. When he appeared the
audience cheered in advance,

THE HORSE GUARDS’ MUSICAL DRIVE.

The most interesting feature of the
exhibit was the musical ride of the
Horse Guard’s. Thirty-two privates of
this showy military organization rode in
upon thirty-two black horses. The
horses as well as the men appeared to be
all of the same size and age. I have
never seen such a piece of military
machinery as was exhibited in this series
of movements without a word of com-
mand. They would first divide and go
through all the movements of a contillon,
and then circle through the most com-
plicated mazes of the most fanciful of
Germans. The men and horses would
weave in and weave out of its various
figures without a word or a motion.
The men sat like statues upon their
black horses while the band played shril-
ly, indicating the movements. The
precision and the grace this drill
made a sight which the audience cheered
again and again. The horses would
change step at the change in the music.
Sometimes the evolutions were so com-
plicated that if the horses engaged in it
had not all gone at exactly the same
pace and the same speed, there would
have been a break and consequent con-
fusion,

WONDERFUL HORSEMEN.

One of the wonderful pieces of horse-
manship was in the drawing of field can-
non at a hand gallop about the arena
between certain marked places. An
officer of artillery would come dashing
in, followed by a field piece drawn by
six horses, There was an artillery rider
for each team, with two men on the
caisson. Earthen pots were placed
about at a distance just wide eneugh to
pernit the heavy wheels of this great
waggon to pass through without hitting.
The thing was to drive this clumsy
vehicle at top speed and come safely
through eyery place without hitting.
The officer, who goes shead, acts as pilot.
The horses came in plunging and resring
with the heavy waggon at their rattling
hoofs. It was marvellous to see how
deftly and skilfully these clumsy engines
were dragged through various places
warked for them, and only at rare inter-
vals knocking oyver the piece which
marked the roadway.

aside from the fact that he shortens, by
indulgence in this habit, the number of
years in which he is fit for hard meptal
or physical labor, as well ag actually
shortening his entire life-term by at least
one third—thepp js one great fact star-
ing him in the face at epery turn, that
employers do not desire the services of
intemperate men, when temperate ones,
equally capable, can be obtained. The
young man who drinks can never obtain
the entire copfidence of his employer—a
thing which is absolately necessary if
he desires rapid progress along the road
which leads to honor, wealth and fame
