SPOILED HIS
PHYSIOGNOMY.

toston Girl Blinded the Wretch Who Ruined 
and Deserted Her.

Boston, Dec. 22. — The most re­
markable criminal case tried in a Mas­
sachusetts superior court in many 
years, and one which aroused intense 
Interest In the fashionable Back Bay 
district, was ended yesterday, when 
Judge Bond probationed Marion Rogan, 
who had blinded for life Dr. Frank L. 
Taylor, a dentist, by throwing vitriol 
in his face.

The young girl had previously ap­
peared before the judge, told her piti­
ful story and showed the white-haired 
justice her little child, of which she 
declared Taylor was the father. She 
said that Taylor, after he had wreck- 

her life, had told her he was irre­
sistible among women, by reason of his 
?ood looks.

In announcing his decision, Judge 
Bond said that from the evidence it 
Appeared that Dr. Taylor had sought 
lut Miss Rogan, “knowing that she 
[vas a virtuous woman, who had in no 
vay wronged him, for the sole pur- 

Ipose of causing her ruin; and, after he 
'had accomplished U by fraud and de­
ception, he unfeelingly cast her 
off Without assistance, and ad­
vised her to resort to a life 
of shame, and he even boast­
ed to her of his disgraceful conduct 
with other women whom he had ruin­
ed

“Such a man,” the judge added, “is 
go vile that I have no sympathy or 
pity for him in his unfortunate condi­
tion.”

Judge Bond said that he regretted 
that Miss Rogan had not left the pun­
ishment of her betrayer to a higher 
power, but as to the possibility that 
similar acts of personal vengeance 
would follow the probatloning of this 
prisoner, the judge said that such acts 
were so rare, none other having come 
before him In the 40 years of his ser­
vice on the bench, that he would take 
the risk, and order the release of the 
prisoner on probation.

A Foolish Canard.

The Christmas Festival.
' We welcome now the greatest fes­
tival of the Christian year, the one 
which is practioally observed and com­
memorated by all sections of the 
Christian Church. It is not our pres­
ent purpose to discuss the question as 
to whether it is advisable for the 1 
Church to have an ecclesiastical cal­
endar, in which the year is portioned 
Out in respect to saint days or holy 
days; and divided into sacred and sec­
ular, the sacred again into fasts and 
feasts. There is much diversion of 
opinion in the churches on this mat­
ter. On the approach of the Festival 
of Peace we avoid such controversies, 
or at most apply to them the saying, 
“Let every man be fully persuaded in 
fhls Own mind.” We note Just now the 
fact that Christmas is pretty gener­
ally observed ; that the old puritanic 
opposition to this Christian festival 
has been modified or has passed 
away.

A few of stiff convictions may re­
gard this as a decline In spiritual re­
ligion. For ourselv s, we welcome it 
es we 'are prepared to welcome any­
thing which, even for a little while, 
brings all Christians into harmony, 
and makes them feel that they are 
one. By universal consent Christmas 
Is the festival of family life, of peace 
and kindness, of good-will to men and 
glory to God. To have this largely 
recognized and soberly acknowledged, 
even for a brief space is good. The 
religious, then, as well as the sober fes­
tive observance of this great day, is 
to be commended.

The one thing that has tended to 
bring this about has no doubt been 
the great attention paid daring the 
century to the life of Jesus Christ. 
From all points of view this unique 
life has been considered, and some 
of the books to which it has given 
rise have been really great literary 
productions. Other, and yet closely 
related reasons, have been the in­
creasing prominence given to the 
human and social sides of religion. 
Christmas celebrates the human side of 
the divine life, and it is a social, not 
an Individual observance.

In our own century, that is the 
century Just passing away, there have 
•been one-sided attempts to suppress 
the divine side of the Christian reli­
gion and to crush Individualism, and 
these attempts have often been made

and Better.
The dying century will sink into a 

grave of golden glory and be succeed­
ed by a hundred years of gentie hu­
manity when warfare, will gradually 
•become an insane and Impossible 
thing.

ITne world is constantly growing 
better and happier, and the miseries of 
the masses have decreased. In Shake­
speare’s time the peasants had few 
rights greater than the rights of dogs 
and horses. They were huddled to­
gether in vast rookeries, destitute of 
sanitation, and their food was the 
poorest. The immortal bard’s pictures 
of festal days slhow that when the poor 
were fed on roast beef and ale they 
were having a tremendous feast, such 
as comes only once in a blue moon.

Compared with today the men of 
the past were puny and short-lived. 
A six-foot man was a giant, and one 
40 to 60 years of age an old man. The 
present may be said to be an age of 
old men. and at no period in the past, 
as far as I am aware, have old men 
played so great a part in the affairs of 
the world. England has just lost Mr. 
Gladstone, and Germany Prince Bis­
marck, both well into ninety, and re­

gaining down to the last the use of 
•very faculty and their fullest intel- 

etual vigor.
still more notable example is that 

his holiness the pope, who is even 
It in the complete exercise of his in- 
flectual powers.
devastating plagues have been re­

strained, smallpox practically wiped 
out, and, thanks to the development 
pf athletic sports, the People's Cen- 

f'tury, notw thstanding the enormous 
, Increase in the numbers of the human 
family, has been tlhe healthiest period 
in the history of the world. The vice 
of drunkenness is still a terrible and 
awful curse, but there is less excess 
in drink that there was at the begin­
ning of the century.

Then it may be fairly urged that the 
religious life of the people has been 
higher In the nineteenth century than 
at any previous period of which we 
have record. Nothing is more obvious 
than the great wave of faith wh'ch is 
passing over the world. The Christ 
Idea has perlhaps never been so strong 
a* at this moment.

Religious intolerance may be claim­
ed to have disappeared with the Catho­
lic and Jewish emancipation acts. Tn 
the fit st years of tlhe present century

The improvement in the condition 
and treatment of women at the end of 
the century is great. When the 
Queen came to the throne, woman’s 
position in England was one of more or 
less honorable servitude. If she were 
married the law regarded her as one 
with her husband, with the slight an­
omaly that all that was hers was his, 
and all that was his was his own. 
Macaulay sziys that if there is a word 
of truth in history, women have al- j 
ways been, and still are, playthings 
and captives and beasts of burden.

After the servitude of the feudal 
centuries, it has been reserved to the 
People's Century to proclaim the legal 
emancipation of women, and with it, 
as a gracious part of it, tlhe legal re­
cognition of the natural rights of chil­
dren.

As I have called the nineteenth cen­
tury the People’s Century, I would 
christen the twentieth the Century of 
Humanity, meaning that its mission 
will be the moral welfare of the whole 
human family. I would say that the 
housing of the poor is likely to be still 
further improved, partly by greater 
municipal purity, and partly by virtue 
of the new political doctrine which 
makes It the first duty of parliament 
to legislate in the interests of the w eak 
and poor.

Consumption, cancer and cholera are 
to be diseases of the past, and death 
itself Is to be more natural and less 
acc dental. Religion will advar.ee, for 
there are evidences of a unity of 
Christendom; the morality of the peo­
ple will improve with the wider re­
cognition of the position and rights of 
women, and commercial morality will 
improve under the development of tlie 
people's law.

I feel that we are on the eve of a 
century that will see far greater things 
than the world has yet witnessed.

When I remember the extraordinary 
movement of tlhe world during the 
nineteenth century, and think of the 
mighty forces, both physical and 
moral, which are only now coming into 
play, I feel that to be still young at 
the beginning of the twentieth Cen­
tury. with all the marvels it must 
Surely unfold, would be almost the 
greatest blessing and the highest privi­
lege.

To be twenty years of age in 1901, 
with the prospect of seeing 1950, if one 
lives the alotted span of threes core 
years and ten, is to be iheir to an in­
heritance better and greater than the 
richest millionaire can leave behind 
him.

Ottawa, Dec. 22.—The inquest on 
the remains of Joseph Laurencelle, 
who was stabbed and killed by Emery 
Canisse, was opened last night. Eli 
Larabie was present in the house When ; 
the row started,but was not there when 1 
the fatal stab was given.The row start- ! 
ed between the women quarreling. The 
inquest was adjourned until Wednes­
day next. Carrisse, who was remand­
ed for a week by the police magistrate, 
is about SO years of age. He said: ‘‘I 
was afraid Laurencelle would kill me. [ 
I did not want to fight. 1 am too old. 
He 'Could fight five like me. He was 
young and strong.” When arrested, : 
Cai risse pulled out of his pocket an or- ; 
dinary one-bladed pocketknife, with a 
white bone handle, which he said was 
the instrument with which he bled 
Laurencelle. He was using it to fill his 
pipe at the time of the tragedy. His 
demeanor throughout was one of a man 
who felt that he was justified in re­
sorting to extreme measures to protect 
himself from an antagonist 44 years his 
junior and of far greater -strength.

Mrs. Aitehinson died in the hospi­
tal last night. Ex-Fireman O’Reilly 
was 111 rested a few days ago charged 
with having assaulted and caused the 
wounds for which she was sent to the 
hospital.

It is contended tint mental 
and bodily energy are so ciuse.y re­
lated that when the man who does 
considérante brain work takes a Ion* 
walk or other farm of exercise lie, in­
stead of recuperating, duaws further 
upon his vital resources.

‘Tn this,” ea.d Dr. W. A. Evans, 
pathologist of ,t'he College of Plhysi- 
" ' -us and Surgeons, yesterday, “there 
can be no general truvh. It is true 
that some men are so exhausted by 
arduous and continued brain work 
thait physical exercise immediately 
following cessation from such labor 
would work actual harm. It is but in­
frequently, however, that such condi­
tions prevail. As a rule, a long walk 
or other exercise In the open air after 
mental or nervous strain leaves such 
a good feeling that it is absurd to be­
lieve such exercise is not of benefit.”

“A moderate degree of rest undoubt­
edly would benefit any one,” said Dr. 
Harold N. Mioyer, ‘‘tout 1 think It 
would make the 'average man sick to 
lay in bed three weeks. I understand 
Dr. Playfair gives 'his patients a mas­
sage treatment while they are under­
going the rest cure, and this would 
have a tendency to counteract the 
restlessness that I toelieve would come 
to the average man from enforced 
confinement.”

“The idea is practically the ‘rest 
cure’ theory,” said Christina P. For­
sythe, “only the rest cure does not en­
force solitary confinement, nor does It 
advocate the idea as a prescription for 
people apparently in good health. The 
‘solitary confinement' feature is a new 
One. Whether it is really a solution of 
the secret of longevity or not I could 
not attempt to advance an opinion 
upon even from my experience.”

TEARS OF TRIAL REQUIRED. ~ 
“Solitary confinement in bed for a 

short period each year might prove the 
secret of longevity,” said Dr. Sanger 
Brown, “but it wo-uCd take some years 
trial to demonstrate it. Personally, I 
do not thunk it would prove a good 
rule for every one to foilotw. People 
of nervous dispositions could not stand 
it. The accompanying idea that exer­
cise induces an unnecessary waste of 
energy in a brain worker is, I think, 
an erroneous one.”

The solitary confinement treatment 
eus a means of solv-ng the problem of 
longevity, said Dr. E. Fletcher Ingalls, 
might apply in certain cases to a cer­
tain beneficial extent. He advanced 
the opinion, however, that it was noth­
ing more than another of a late num­
ber of med'.cal Pads, and asserted a 
dtstoetief that it would be advocated 
as a good idea for Chicagoans to take 
up.

The compulsory 
arbitration act has also been expanded 
so as to include virtually all classes of 
workers, those engaged in distribution 
as well as those employed in produc­
tion. Another expansion of govern­
ment requires all public contracts for 
construction to provide that labor, 
skilled or unskilled, shall regard the 
eight-hour working day; that current 
rates of wages be paid, and that the 
court of arbitration shall, from timd 
to Time, fix the minimum rate of 
wage. New Zealand is running the 
course of social democracy hot-foot, 
and other nations may well make care­
ful study of the experiments toeing 
made there.—fit. Paul Dispatch.

Poor Policy on the Part of the Manufactur­

ers Who Harbor Them—A Case of

Oom Paul’s Position.
STATED BY STEAD.

London, Dec. 21. — Wm. T. Stead has 
Just returned from The Hague, where 
he has had a long conference with Mr. 
Kruger, and has ascertained at first 
hand the views of Mr. Kruger and his 
counselors as to the present situation 
and future prospects. Stead has writ­
ten the Associated Press in part as fol­
lows:

"First of all, nothing is decided about 
his visit to America at present. Pre­
sident Kruger has not abandoned all 
hope of securing the support of the 
governments o'f the civilized world in 
his demand for arbitration. Until the 
last government absolutely refuses to 
say a word in support of the prin­
ciples which they solemnly laid down 
at The Hague conference. Mr. Kruger 
will not partake in popular demon­
strations. Mr. Kruger is emphatic in 
disclaiming any desire to involve other 
nations in war in behalf of the Boers. 
What he asks is that the governments 
which at The Hague declared their 
determination to use their efforts to 
secure amicable settlement of dis­
putes by means of mediation and ar­
bitration should make a united effort 
to bring the verdict of the civilized 
world to bear on Great Britain.

Cape Town, Dec. 22.—A government 

memorandum makes the following an- : 
nouncement: ’

"The principal seat of action has 
•been transferred to the northern pan t 
of Cope Colony. Early Dec. 16 a large 
body of Boers crossed icne Orange 
River toward B ur go. sdorp. A British 
force followed, to avoid which the 
Boers turned westward and occupied 
Venterstad. Dec. 18; but they evacu­
ated the town the same day on the 
approach of the Briusu, and marched 
in the direction of Steynsburg.

"I he Boevs, however, have been in­
tercepted, and find difficulty in mov­
ing in any direction, as isteynsburg, 
Burginersdorp, Storm toeug, Rosmead 
arid X aau wpourl are slum strongiy held 
by the British, and the Grange Ruver 
has risen considerably in their rear.

"Another 2,000 Boers crossed a,t Sand 
Drift, making for Volesburg, but on 
the dispatch of a British force they di­
verged and occupied Flhiilipstoiwn, Dec. 
19, cutting the telegraph wires be­
tween Philipetovvn and HoutkraaJ 
Early this morning a portion of these 
Boers leached Heutkraal station and 
cut the line there.

Considerable reinforcements have 
been sent to De Aar and Hanover, and 
it is expected 'that further invasion 
will noiw be stopped, except in the 
case of scouting par-lies which may 
slip through to raid caittle and to ob­
tain much needed supplies.

“Hitherto there has been very little 
fighting, as the enemy, in every in­
stance. have retired before the Brit­
ish. They took our garrison of 20 
men at Venters .ad prisoners; but the 
MagerefTtein garrison repulsed their 
attacks. inflicting heavy loss, alter 
some hows fighting and a refusal of a 
demand to surrender.”

ENEMY’S BRILLIANT DASH. 
Bloemfontein, Thursday, Dec. 19.— 

The derails of Gen. Dewet’s escape 
from the encircling British columns 
describe one ot the oddest incidents otf 
the war. When Haasuroea's com­
mand joined Rewet, Dec. 12, some 15 
miles east of Tiha.uanchu, Gen. Knox 
was only about an hour distant, and 
the Boer situation seemed desperate ; 
■but Dewet was equal to the occasion. 
Dispatching Haaabroek westward to 
make a feint at Victoria Nek, Dew et 
prepared to break through the Brit­
ish column at Springha.au Nek Pass, 
about four miles of broad, flat, un­
broken ground. At the entrance were 
two fortified posts. Artillery were 
posted eastward watching the Boers.

“Suddenly a magnificent spectacle 
was presented. The whole Boer army 
of 2,500 men started at a galop in 
open order through the nek. Presi­
dent Steyn and Pei-t Fourie led the 
charge, and Dewet brought up the 
rear. The British guns and rifles 
boomed and rattled incessantly. The 
Boers first tried the eastward route, 
but encountering artillery they di­
verged and galloped to the foot of the 
hill where the fire of only a single 
post was effective.

“The whole maneuver was a piece 
of magnificent daring, and its success 
was complete in spite of the loss of 
a 15-pounder and 25 prisoners.

The British force detached after 
Haasbrock, came in contact with his 
commando at nightfall. The burg­
hers were scattered, and the Welsh 
Yeomanry galloped among the re­
treating Boers, using their revolvers 
and. the butt-end of their rifles with 
great effect.

“In incident of the fight was the 
gallop of a British ammunition wagon 
right through the scattered Boers, the 
gunners using their revolvers freely.”

Washington, Dec. 21.—Senator Lodge, 
in charge of the Hay - Pauncefote 
treaty in the senate, made a state­
ment which in part follows:

"Let me first say that the amend­
ments were not dictated by hostility 
toward England,and still less were they 
in any degree a reflection upon the sec­
retary of state, whose patriotism, pur­
ity of purpose, knowledge, accomplish­
ments and high achievements in deal­
ing with our foreign relations, espe­
cially in China, are fully and cordial­
ly recognized by men of all parties 
and all shades of opinion in the 
senate. The amendments were made 
by the senate solely because in its 
opinion they were necessary for the 
avoidance of any question as to the 
control of the canal, and consequent­
ly for the sake of peaceful and har­
monious relations with the rest of the 
world on that subject in the future. 
Ttie vote by which they were adopted 
shows this. The second or Davis 
amendment passed by a vote of 65 to 
IT, and the other two were adopted 
without division. The first amend­
ment is a simple declaration that the 
Clayton-Bulwer treaty ceases to exist, 
and is superseded by the Hay-Paunce- 
fote treaty. The object of the latter 
was to remove the former as an ob­
stacle to the construction of the 
Isthmian Canal. Some good judges 
thought that the Hay - Pauncefote 
treaty did this completely as it stood. 
Others believed that certain portions 
of the Clay ton-Bulwer-treaty still re­
mained in force. The American people 
desired to get rid of the Clayton-Bul­
wer treaty fWially and beyond ques­
tion.

“Under Article II.of the Hay-Paunce- 
fote treaty, as it stood, we were clear­
ly bound, if engaged in war, to per­
mit a hostile fleet if it succeeded in 
getting inside the three-mile zone, to 
pass unmolested through the canal. 
This may or may not be a practicable 
question, and it is of no consequence 
whether it is or not. It was a solemn 
promise to permit a hostile fleet to 
seize the canal. That promise we 
either intended to keep or else we 
made it knowing that under the 
stress of war we should break it. If 
we meant to keep it, then it was a 
promise no nation ought to make. If 
we knew that we should not keep it 
in time of war, then it was only hon­
est and fair to relieve ourselves of the 
obligation in the treaty itself. This 
was the purpose of the second or 
Davis amendment which entirely dis­
posed of any such promise, and which 
follows exactly in principle and al­
most exactly in words Article X. of 
the Suez convention, which reserved 
similar rights to Turkey, whose inter­
est in the Suez Canal is trivial com­
pared to ours in that proposed in Nic­
aragua.

“Title third amendment strikes ar­
ticle 3, by which we engaged to in­
vite other nations to adhere to the 
treaty, and thereby become parties to 
it. Had there been no Clayton-Bul­
wer treaty we should have negotiated 
with no one except Costa Rica and 
Nicaragua as to building the canal. 
With England, owing to the Clayton- 
Bulwer treaty, we were obliged to 
treat, but as we expect Europe to 
keep out of this hemisphere, if seem­
ed to the senate, uniwise, however ex­
cellent and liberal the intention, to 
invite European nations to share in 
an American treaty, and thus give 
them the right to meddle in Ameri­
can affairs at any point.

“Such are the purposes of the three 
amendments, which in no way dero­
gate from the intention of the United 
States that this canal shall Ibe a neu­
tral highway for the world's com­
merce.”

“Do you think England will accept 
or reject these senate amendments?” 
the senator then asked.

"That is a question I have been 
asked many times, and upon which I 
don’t think it would be right or pro­
per for me to express an opinion,” was 
the reply. “But I think I can, with 
propriety say a word as to our view ( 
of the amendments. It is we’.l recog- I 
nized in international law that when i 
tha conditions under which a treaty 
has been made have been radically 
changed, and new conditions and 
new demands have arisen, this fact is 
an ample ground for seeking an abro­
gation or modification of the original 
instrument. The American people de­
sire to build, and mean to build and 
control the Isthmian canal. They re­
cognize that the Clayton-Bulwer 
treaty, made 50 years ago. under con­
ditions no longer existent, stands in 
the way. They have no desire to clear 
it from their pavh in a violent fashion 
by formally denouncing it, or by pass­
ing 'liants and taking action in contra­
vention of Us provision. They wish 
to remove it by amicable arrangement 
in a suitable and becoming manner.

“The Hay-Pauncefote treaty was 
framed for this object. The senate is 
part of the treaty-making power, and 
treaties sent to it for ratification are 
not strictly treaties, but projects for 
treaties. They are still inchoate. In 
the exercise of its undoubted rights, 
without the slightest reflection upon 
any one, and without a shadow of hos­
tility to a friendly nation, the senate 
continuing the negotiation begun by 
Mr. Hay, offers three new propositions 
to England. They ask 'her to omit the 
clause inviting other nations to ad­
here, which does not touch heir at all. 
They ask her to conform to our de­
sires by agreeing in unmistakable 
language to the suppression of the 
Clayton-Bulwer treaty by the Hay- 
Pauncefote treaty, which is the 
whole purpose of the negotiation. They 
ask her finally t<r accept in this treaty 
the reservation of rights in time of 
war which she granted to Turkey in 
the Suez convention, and of which, as 
the present possessor of Egypt, she is 
now herself the beneficiary. These 
propositions are all essential to Amer­
ican Interests, and are fair, reason­
able, friendly, and in no sense offen­
sive. England’s interest in having 
the banal built, be it great or small, 
is second only to that of the United 
States, for she alone has, like the 
United States, large possessions in 
North America, and both an Atlantic 
and Pacific coast.

“We agree that all vessels of com­
merce anc of war shall pass through 
the canal on the same terms as our 
own, and in war between other pow- 

| ers wè agree to preserve the neutral­
ity of the canal toward all belliger-

A force of private detectives 
from Uhicago went to work on the 
case today.

Young Cudahy today stated that j 
the letter demanding the ransom was 
hurled into the yard by his abduc- i 
tors before they left the neighborhood 
of his home. The letter was dated 
ahead one day, probably because the | 
writer knew it would not be found 
until Wednesday morning. Statements 
that this letter was signed “Jack” are 
declared to be in error, as it is now 
said the missive bore no signature. j 

ABDUCTIONS PLANNED. 
•Milwaukee, Dec. 21.—Strangely co- ! 

incident with the abduction and ran- 
some of Edward Cudahy, jun., in Oma- ! 
ha, is a letter found a few days ago 
in a Milwaukee street car. The let­
ter was addressed to William Stewart, 
Chicago, Ill., and told of a plan to rob 
several residences ' of Milwaukee’s 
wealthy citizens, and to abduct a 
little girl. The letter was turned over 
to the police, who, at the time, looked 
on it as the work of a lunatic. The 
day following this advertisement ap­
peared in a Milwaukee paper: “Lost 
—Reward of $5 for the return of let­
ter addressed Wm. Stewart, Chicago, 
Ill. Address letter to John Smith, 
Milwaukee, General Delivery, Wis." 1

The paper also received a letter 
signed “Jack,” in which the writer 
says he is the person who lost the let­
ter in the street car, and that he ad­
vertised foe it. He had been expelled, I 
he said, from a desperate gang of ' 
robbers and kidnappers, who are I 
working in different parts of the coun- 1 
try, and that he had determined to 1 
inform against them. Then he told ' 
of a plan which had been arranged ; 
to rob the Schandein residence, ab- ! 
duct a little girl and hold her for a ! 
ransom. Numerous other prominent 
people, including Mayor Rose, Capt. i 
Pabst and Charles Uihleln, had been 
marked for visits from the gang, he 
declares.

A SMALL CLUE.
Investigation today shows that 

there is no little girl at the Schandein 
residence.

The result of 24 hours’ work on 
the part of the police of the city and 
half a hundred detectives has estab­
lished the location of the house in 
which Edward Cudahy, jun., was held 
a prisoner for nearly two days, The 
house is located four miles from the 
city, at 3.604 Groves street, and in a 
Place of easy access, but so situated 
as to allow the desperadoes ample op­
portunity to lay and carry out their 
■plans without molestation from inquir­
ing neighbors. Within easy communi­
cation by rail and wagon roods to 
Omaha and South Omaha, and on a 
high knoll, where sentinels could give 
immediate alarm in case of necessity, 
the one and a half story shack was 
admirably chosen by the bandits. No 
doubt exists in the minds of the police 
as to the identity of the place. Young 
Cudahy himself was taken to the 
house, and identified many features 
which he had recognized while a 
blind-folded prisoner.

DETECTIVES BUSY.
The testimony of the neighbors also 

is of a nature that leads everyone to 
believe this was the retreat of the 
abductors. Evidences show that they 
made a hurried departure when their 
night’s work was completed. Beyond 
finding the house in which they were 
located prior to the kidnapping the 
police have made no progress looking 
to a capture of any of the outlaws. 
This evening an official of the Omaha 
National Bank confirmed Mr. Cud­
ahy’s statement that he had with­
drawn from that institution the $25,- 
000 in gold with which the latter 
states he paid the ransom to secure 
the return of his son. The reward of­
fered by Mr. Cudahy has caused those 
working on the cqse to redouble their 
efforts, and Chief Donohue said to­
night he felt confident of locating 
part, or all, of the men engaged in
the o-ime.

' people can afford either the time to 
make it or the cost of the materials. 
Substitute a Saratoga pudding, and 
few will know the difference. To make 
one, roll and sift one pint of stale 
bread crumbs; add one cupful of flour, 
a tea spoonful of cinnamon, half a grat­
ed nutmeg, a cupful of brown sugar, 
a pound of seedless raisins, a quarter 
of a pound cf shredded citron, tiouped, 
and half a pound of raw suet, freed 
from membrane and chopped fine; mix 
thoroughly. Dissolve one teaspoonful 
ol baking soda in two tablespoon fuis 
of water, and add to it one cupful of 
New Orleans molasses ; add one egg 
well beaten, the juice and grated rind 
of one lemon, and pour into the dry 
ingredients. Work all carefully to­
gether until it is moist, not wet, and 
pack it down into a greased kettle or 
mold. Cover and boil continuously for 
four hours. Lift the lid of the mold 
until the pudding is cold, then cover 
and stand aside. Reheat at serving­
time. An ordinary lard kettle may be 
used in place of a mold. This pudding 
may be made a week before Christmas 
and heated for the Christmas dinner. 
Serve with hard sauce.

A savory compound baked in large 
brown “mugs” forms one of the prin­
cipal Christmas attractions to certain 
of the poor of England. Every 
Christmas at Liverpool thousands of 
“hot-pots”—a local dish of much es­
teem, usually composed of beef, mut­
ton. rabbit, oysters, etc.—are given to 
the poor. Public subscriptions for this 
purpose are collected by a committee.

Beef, potatoes and onions are then 
bought in enormous quantities; an 
army of workers—the butchers alone 
number about 56—are employed in 
preparing the edibles and fil ing large 
brown "mugs” or pots, wi h them; 
and fin rlly the di- hes are sent, to 
bakehouses in various parts of the 
city to he ccoked

Meanwht'e tickets are distri’ uled 
among the deser in? poor, who are 
to d at tî e san e time where they 
must call between V and 1 on Christ­
mas Day for their hot-pots

The number of meals thu? provided 
varies, hut two ye trs ago 4,000 hot­
pots each containing eleven pounds 
of savory food (th ee pounds of boned 
beef seven pounds of potatoes end 
one pound of onions), sufficient for a 
family of ten. we> e given away Al­
together it ’s calculated 40.000 people 
were well fed

For tihe ho’ pots alone 50 tone of 
potatoes 20 000 pounds of beef and 21 
hundred weigh of onions were re iuired 
and there were also distributed 4WO 
four-pound or “Quartern." loaves. 4.000 
one-quarter pyunds of tea and 4.000 
one-pound jars of jam, besides a nus.n- 
tity of coni Tea and jam, however, 
are presented by gentleman in the re­
spective trades, not purchased from 
the hot-pot fund.

Not only are the poor benefited by 
this Christmas “hot-rot” fund, but 
the grocers the butchers and the 
bakers nil rejoice in a share of the 
“hot-pot” profi’s especially at the 
numerous bakehouses where they are

[Pittsburg Dispatch.]
The first authentic account of the 

Christmas tree is in a manuscript 
found in the Strasburg Library, dated 
1608.

Previous to this time, there had been 
great controversy regarding the cor­
rect date of the birth of Christ.

In the year 337, Pope Julian had an 
investigation made by St. Cyril, and 
decided that the 25th of December was 
the correct date. But there were some 
who were not satisfied with this deci­
sion, as they said the shepherds would 
not be watching their flocks in Decem­
ber. The date was so established in 
the Romish Church, and before the 
end of the fourth century it was uni­
versally accepted.

This date was «.hat of the great fes­
tival of the wiiner solstice, called tne 
Saturnalia. It «vas celebrated in ali 
parts of the world Iron* Dec. 25 to Jan.
6. At that season, houses, temples, 
shrines and trees were decorated with 
evergreens, holly and laurel. No mis­
tletoe was used in the elaborations, on 
account of the Druidical superstitions 
regarding its peculiar and dangerous 
power. But one of these sup icVitions 
has become the heritage of all ages, 
and is familiar to the boys and girls 
of our day and is often repeated.

In the Saturnalia they had the yule 
log, the candles, gifts, and the tinsel­
laden trees, that form a pari in our 
ceremonials todays One of the princi­
pal features of the Saturnalia was the 
singing of hymns of praise to the gods, 
Saturn and Bacchus, and the compos­
ers were richly rewarded. Our Christ- 

| mas carol was originally a hymn to Sa­
turn. But the early Christians elimin­
ated the objectionable features of the 
pagan festival of the Saturnalia from 
the real “Chr.it Mass,” which was cel­
ebrated upon the 25th of December, 

i In Holland Christmas Eve is cele­
brated with great pomp and ceremony. 
At midnight the people in all the 
towns and villages assemble in the pub­
lic squaies, dressed in varied costumes, 
chanting the “Gloria in Excelsis,” One 
of the number is chosen to be the 
star-bearer. A large star, in which are 
several lighted candles, is mounted on 
one end of a long pole. , This star is 
symbolical of the star that guided the 
three Wise Men of Bethlehem.

oughly dredged with flour, and, Last 
of all, a wineglasafui of brandy. Bake 
for two hours in a steady oven, for one 
hour covered with paper.

ROAST TURKEY' WITH RICtED 
POTATOES.

Stuff the bird with dressing made of 
one quart of stale bread crumbs, one 
small onion minced, half cup of minc­
ed celery, six crushed milk crackers, 
half-pound melted butter, one table- 
spoonful each of salt aad minced pars­
ley, one teaspoonful pepper, twelve 
chopped oysters, one-half cup boiling 
wafer ; mix well. When turkey is 
roasted, slip paper frills on to leg 
Joint»; garnish breast with pickled 
walnuts and parsley; wreath with 
mashed and seasoned potatoes pressed 
through a colander; set Into oven a 
second so as to reheat the riced 
potatoes.

CRANBERRY SAUCE.
Put three pints of washed cranber­

ries in a granite stew pan having a 
tight cover.

Cover, and after -they begin 
to boil cook them ten minutes closely 
covered, and do not stir them. If 
they’re inclined to bo'l over, draw the 
•pan back a little or lift the cover for 
an instant and press the fruit d6wn 
under the syrup. The skins will toe 
soft and tender and the berries will 
not lose their shape if they are not 
stirred. When cool the whole mass 
'will be jellied slightly. A convenient 
way to remember these proportions Is 
by this formula: Half as much sugar 
as fruit and half as much water as 
sugar.
