AMSTERDAM, Holland, Feb. 18.—A house
in one of the poorest quarters of this city
was burned yesterday. A Russian woman
and three of her children were burned to
death and two other children were badly
injured.

The Steamer Paris’ Passengers.

QueeNsTowN, Feb. 18.—The Cunard
Line steamship Aurania sailed from this
port to-day with twenty first cabin pas-
cengers from the American liner Paris, and
22 bags of the Paris’ mail.

Baron Burton Backslides.

LoNxDoN, Feb. 17.—It is said Baron Bur-
ton, formerly Michael Arthur Bass, of the
brewing company of Bass & Co,, has de-
serted the Liberal party and allied himself
with the Liberal-Unionists, Baron Burton
received his title through Mr. Gladstone.

Steamer Foundered.

Loxpox, Feb. 18. — The Norwegian
steamer Diament, 1,044 tons, is reported
to have foundered near Cape Finisterre,
coast of Spain, during a voyage from Card-
iff to Constantinople with a cargo of coal.
The British steamer Sobralense saved the
Diament’s crew.

Royal Elopers Recover Standing.

VIENNA, Feb. 16.—Emperor Franz Josef
has just received Lieut. Freiherr von
Seefried and his wife, the Princess Eliza-
beth of Bavaria. This is the first time the
youung couple have beea received by a rela-
tive or memberjof tue Bavarian royal family
since they ran away to get married last De-
cemkbker,

Discount Rates in London.

LoxpoN, Feb. 18.—Diszount rates last
week were 1% for three months and 12 tor
30 days. Gold still flowed in despite the
Jowness of the rates. Silver did not re-
cover as America was offering and the east
made little demand for it. Business on the
Stock Exchange was maintained fuirly.
Consols rose 1-16, American railroad securi-
ties recovered somewhat, and ‘the consensus
of opinion is that more active trading in
them is at hand.

The Franco=German Treaty.

BerLIN, Feb, 18.—The past two days
the Bundesrath,or Federal Council, debated
the commercial treaty with Russia, and
practically gave igs unanimous approval to
the measure. The treaty will be placed
before the Reichstag on Monday, and the
debate upon it will begin on Thursday. As
the time draws near for influencing the
members of the Reichstag either for or
against the Russian treaty great activity is
displayed by those interested.

O nly the Beginning.

LoNpoN, Feb. 18.—Sanfuels, the most
bioodthirsty of London Anarchists was in-
terviewed to-dav concerning the explosion
near the Greenwich cbservatory. He
acknowledged the truth of the report that
Martial Bourdin, the Anarchist killed by
the explosion, was his brother-in-law, and
had much to say in his favor. The ex-
plosion at Greenwich, he believed, was only
the beginning of an Anarchist campaign
which had been carefully planned, and
would be executed despite all precautions
of the police.

In Opposition to the Lords. :

Loxpox, Feb. 18.—A meeting was held
#1 Trafalgar Squnare this afternoon to
demonstrate the popular opposition to the
House of Lords. As the weather was
bitterly cold the crowd was not notably
large or enthusiastic. The meeting adopted
a resolution that in view of its repeated ob-
struction of legislation the House of Lords
was misckievous and useless, and should be
abolished forthwith. Three members of the
House of Commons—Dr, Charles Tanner
(Anti-Parneilite), Dadbahai Naoroji, (Lib-
eral) and Wm. Saunders (Radica: -took
part in the meeting.

Paid-For Presentations.
LoxpoN, Feb. 18.—The Queen will hold
a council at Windsor next Saturday to
approve formally the speech from the
throne,

The Queen has ordered the court officials
to adopt strict precautions to prevent the
sale of introduction at court by women of
title. Presentations atcourt have so long
been matters of barter that the whole prac-
tice has become a public seandal. All
presentations for which the chaperons re-
ceive money will be canceled publicly if
the court officials ascertain the facts.
Hereafter but 200 presentations will be al-
lowed in a drawing-room.

The Brandenburg Catastrophe.

BERLIN, Feb. 18.—The warship Branden-
burg which was seriously injured by the
explosion of her steampipe while on atrial
under forced draught, an accident which
resulted in the death of over 40 men, has
been towed into the harbor. The chief en-
gineer, who has been missing since the ex-
ploeion, was found dead, and, in addition,
three more of the injured artificers have
guccumbed to their injuries, bringing the
total of deathsup to43. Of the wounded,
one man is severely injured and others are
suffering from injuries. The Reichstag
says that the explosion followed breaking
of a fastening in the apparatus used to turn
oft the steam. Nobody knows what made
the fastening break.

The Pope’s IMighty Audience.

RomEe, Feb. 18.—More than 100,000 per-
sons gathred at St. Peter’s between 9:40
and 11 o’clock this morning to see the Pope
colebrate the last maas of the jubilee year.
During the mass the Pope wore the mitre
given him by the German Emperor and

afterward the] tiara presented te him by
Emperor Franz Josei of Austria-Hungary.
He looked exceptionally well and his voice
was clear and strong.

The mass was attended by pilgrims from
all parts of "taly, many tourists, a majority
of the diplomats in Rome, and a host of
Italian noblemen and Knights of M'alta.
The Pope was borne to the altar on the
sedis gestatoria, preceded by cardinals and
bishops. At the conclusion of the mass his
Holiness intoned the **Te Deum,” the vast
congregation responding. Deafening cheers
were given when the Pope entered and left
the church.

Logic of the Lash.

BErLlN, Feb. 18. — The Augsburger
Abend Zietung, published on Friday sev-
eral letters from the African explorer Kal-
tenburg, who confirms the worst stories as
to ill-treatment of negroes in the Cam-
eroons, The natives employed there in the
official mervice, Kaltenburg says, are
lashed  for the slightest offenses.
In instances that came under his
personal observation, black soldiers got
200 lashes each, lost consciousness
and were carried in a pitiable condition to
their huts.

August Bebel, the Social-Demoeratic
leader, made a powerful attack in the
Reichstag Friday upon the administration
in the Cameroons. Chancellor Von Caprivi
deprecated the attacks upon the officials in
the Cameroons. Judgment should be re-
served, he’said, until the accusation against
the officials should have been proved or
disproved by the Government inquiry.
The Chancellor turned upon Bebel hotly
and made a scorching review of his speech
against the colonial administration.

On a table near the President’s seat sev-
eral whips of hippopotamus hide and other
instruments of castigation were displaved.
They were said to be specimens of German
authority in Africa and were discussed as
such by speakers who attacked the Govern-
ment’s colonial policy.

Eugene Richter, leader of the Radicals,
complained that the colonial administra-
tion was purely military. Economic inter-
ests had no consideration in Chancellor
Von Caprivi’s programme.

The Chancellor replied that the Govern-
ment intended to keep the colonies, and
could do go at present only by means of a
certain amount of militarism.

Both inside and outside the Reichstag the
debate has excited the deepest interest,
““Charley’s Aunt’” Making Money.

LoxpoN, Feb. 19.—It appeared in a case
in court this week that *“Charley’s Aunt”
enjoyed probably the greatest financial
success on the English stage for the same
length of time. Hartmont, who financed
the play at $5,000 for half the profits, has
already received $100,000 as jhis share of
the returns.

No Successor to Tennyson.

Loxpox, Feb, 19.—It is now definitely
understood that there is nointention of ap-
pointing a successor to Tennyson at pres-
ent. It is frankly admitted that the
reason is because there is no poet worthy to
wear the laurel last worn by Wordsworth
and Tennyson. It is even asserted ihat the
prasent Government have an understanding
with the Conservative leaders to have the
vacancy unfilled until a more worthy bard
arises,

A Courageous Parson,

Loxpoxn, Feb. 19.—A courageous parson
of the Established Church in the weat end
of London, recently made an attack upon
fashionable laziness by announcing that the
Sunday morning service would commence
at 11 instead of 11:30 o’clock, as is custom-
ary in that superfine distriet. He has been
compelled to surrender, however, for there
was immediately a marked decrease in the
size of the congregation, and a number of
pew renters, including a peeress, threatened
to give up their seats rather than be com-
pelled to go to church a half hour earlier,

Great Trade Demonstrations.

Loxpox, Feb. 19.—The parliamentary
committee of the Trade Unions Congress,
which is the cabinet of the British Liberal
party, has held several secret sittings in
London this week, making preliminary ar-
rangements for the great demonstration in
Hyde Park against the House of Lords.
The announcement of the subject will be
publicly made as soon as the Peers have
finally finished with the Employers’ Lia-
bility Bill, and the killing of that labor
measure will be made the pretext for the
promised display, the dimensions of which
will probably exceed anything of the kind
in recent years. The London Trades
Council is prepared to march 250,000 men
into the park, and there will be imposing
delegations from the provinces,

Business Picking Up.

Loxpox, Feb. 19.—Some signs of im-
provement are .visible in the financial
world, or at least there is a rather more
venturesome  spirit among investors.
Several new enterprises recentiy have been
almost eagerly subscribed by the public,
and some fancy stocks are booming. All-
sopp’s, for instance, which has sold as high
as 153 and as low as 12 within four years,
has advanced in the past few days from 53
to 85. Other specialties also show signs ot
activity, The industrial situation is im-
proving also. Trade unions all report that
work is becoming more plentiful. Ship-
buiiding is more active, the Sheffield iron
and steel trades are better, and the number
of seamen shipped is 17 per cent. greater in
the last month than in January, 1893.

Booming the Second Cabin.

LoxpoxN, Feb. 19.—All the transatlantic
steamehip companies have decided to adopt
the policy of booming second cabin travel
on their lines. It is affirmed that Ameri-
cans are beginning to adopt the European
custom of traveling second class, It isalso
hoped to induce many European tourists
of moderate means to visit America.
It is believed that the number patron-
izing the first cabins would be un-
affected. All the lines, thersfore, are in-
creaging their second cabin capacity and
attractions for the coming season. The in-
ducement offered to Americans will be in
the shape of a declaration that it will be
cheaper to take a vagation in Europe than
to stay at home. It ic settled that there
will be no change in the fares of any class.
It is pointed out that fuily a third of the
passengers now coming to Europe are
Chicagoans seeking to recover from the
effects of the fair.

Sizing Up the Lords.

Lospox, Feb. 19.—The London city
council has takem a hand in the game
aguinst the House of Lords, passing a
resolution by 55 to 21 urging the House of
Commone to disagree with ali the Lords’
amendments to the Parish Council’s Bill.
The Lords gave them a good excuse by try-

ing to restore the London vestries. The
London Reiorm Union heid a crowded meet-
ing to the same end in St. James’ P_u.l.l
under the lead of such moderate poiiti-
cians as Sir Wilfrid Lawson, Mr.
Cremer, Mr. Labouchere. Mr. James
Stuart and Ald. Ben Tillett. The latter
described the House of Lords as a house of
peers, prigs and privileges. Mr. 'Da.vxt,t’
calls the Houge a ‘‘den of land thieves.
The Chronicle keeps a headline standing,
“‘Peers or People,” and this antithetl.cal
alliteration doubtless does good service,
The whole contest turns upon the con-
junction, upon the question whether it
should be ‘“‘Peers or People,” or ‘‘Peers
and People.” To that question the pres-
ent agitation ought to supply an answer,
Anarchists on Trial.

LoxpoN, Feb, 19.—The fourteen An-

archists who were arrested at Charing on

high treason and manutacturing explosives
were placed on trial before a jury to-day.
The Lords Must Pass It.

Lonpow, Feb. 19.—Henry Asquith, the
Home Secretary, has written a letter in
which he declares that the Government
will insist upon the passage by the House
of Lords of the Employers’ Bill in the exact
form in which it was originally passed by
the House of Commons.

Gladstone’s Eyes.

LoxpoN, Feb, 19.—Dr. - Granger, of
Chester, the oculist, said to-dav that Mr.
Gladatone’s’eyes were ae good as they were
a year ago. His general health was also
good. He further said when questioned
upon the statement that he had been sum-
monéd to examine Mr. Gladstone’s eyes on
the arrival a week ago of the Prime Min-
ister from Bierritz, that he was to makean
examination, but had no intention of doing
so0 antil later on.

VICE-ROYALTY AT GUELPH.

Lord Aberdeen on the Enviable Portion
of Ontario.

GueLpH, Feb. 19.—Lord and Lady Aber-
deen visited :.La Ontario Agricultural
College on Saturday and bhad a very en-
thusiastic reception from citizens as well as
students. Se. ‘val hundred citizens awaited
the train’s arrival at the station and senty
up the heartiest cheers as it came to a stop.
Hon. John Dryden, Minister of Agricul-
ture, and Mr. W. Mulock, M.P., vice-
chancellor of Toronto University, with
which the college is affiliated, at once en-
tered the private car ‘“Victoria,” and wel-
comed their Excellencies on behalf of the
college, after which the representatives of
several civic bodies were introduced and
tendered the city’s greetings. These in-
cluded Jamss Innes, M.P., Donald Guthrie,
M.P.P., Mayor Smith aud many of the
aldermen. At the college Lord Aberdeen
made an interesting speech, in the course
of which he said:

*1 wish further to offer my respectful
congratulations on the remarkable influ-
ence which this headquarters of agricul-
tural research and learning has exercised
recently, especially in the remarkable suc-
cess, the illustrious success, of Canada,
and especially of the Province of Ontario,
in the case of the agricultural exhibits at
Chicago. (Loud applause.) Now, of course
that hus been a subjact of rejoicing and
satistaction throughout the Dominion; but
it is well that we should remember the
influence which this particular institution
exercised in this m %ter. This is no mat-
ter of mere infe :e or opinion, for we
know that the Gruvernment of Ontario re-
cognized from the outset the opportunity
which was before this Province and the
Dominion generally on the occasion of this
great World’s Fair, especially in the mat-
ter of agricultural exhibits, and we know
how well this foresight has been justified.
I reier to this for the purpose of noting
especially the splendid guidance which was
“xercised in this matter by the Minister of
Agriculture for this Province—the Hon.
Mr. Dryden—(great applause)—and the
immediate and practical co. operation of the
primecipal in carrying out every detail bore
excellent results. And I might mention
the names of others who have done grand
service in this matter, such as Mr.
Aubrey and Capt, McMaster, whom we
have the pleasure of seeing here to-day.
(Applause.) The action of the Government
and Parliament in taking hold of this affair
has been more than justified; it is an
encouragement to all concerned that so
large a success has attended the efforts put
forth en this occasion. (Applause.) We
all know that the awards in dairy produce,
especiaily cheese, have been by a vast
wajority in favor of Canada—(great ap-
plause)—and it is interesting to know in
this connection of the immerse exports of
cheese, especially to Great Britain. I am
sorry to say I have not the reports for the
last year with me, and I forget the exact
figures, but this vrade has increased great-
ly, and has ~ow reached a very high figure—
about $13,000,000 in 1893, This is a
splendid advertisement for Canada. What
is now needed is that, by the increased
care and attention in the making and pack-
ing of butter, the farmers of this country
may make that department more success-
ful.” (Applause.)

Oldest Printer in America Dead.

Bartimore, Md., Feb, 19.—Wiiliam T.
Stansbury, who was probabiy the oldest
printer in active service in the United
States, died suddenly yesterday. He
entered the service of the Sun in 1837, and
remained in its employ until his death. He
was at his case as usual Friday night, He
was 78 years old.

Bill Nye, the Humorist, Has a Serious
Time.

N1agara Fally, N. Y., Feb. 18. —Bill
Nye, the humorict, was billed to appear
here last night under the auspices of the
Forty-second Separate Company. Just
previous to his departure from his hotel
to the theater he was suddenly taken with
Leart failure, and was for a time in a
critical condition and under the constant
care of a physician. He is at present resg.
ing quietly at his hotel, \

WILKESBARRE, Feb. 18.—It is reported
that the rescuers have reached a piace in
the shaft 350 feet from the roof of the
plane, and they find the cross-headings al-
most visible, A number of brave miners at
once went into this portion, and are making
a thorough search for the men. Supt.
Rosser is of opinion that they will find the
men very soon. Superintendent McFarlane
says trom the knowledge of the disaster
that he has that the mien are beyond doubt
dead, and he can see no chance they had of
any avenue of escape.

The Cake Brothers and Albert Brough-
ton Committed for Trial.

Other Cases Which Required Magis-
trate Parke’s Attention,

The Evidence in the Robbery Cases
Looks Strong—Medicine or Sugar?
A Dispute Between Dray-
men—£he Was Married.

Guns, pistols, boots, petticoats, shawls,
coats, more boots, gloves, mitts, fancy-
work, spools, undershirts, and other
articles in quantity enough to start a
general store, were piled up on the police
court takle this morning, and the crowd
five deep behind the railing inspected them
curiously as well as the three prisoners in
the iron cage, who were charged with taking
the goods without asking the owners’ per-
mission. The accused wereJosephand Thos.
Cake and Albert Broughton, who live
somewhere over Clark’s Bridge. The Cakes
are the sone of respectable parents, who
will have much sympathy. There were
four charges against Joe Cake, in three of
which Broughton was included. Thomas
Cake had one against him.

Wm. Avey, of the Metropolitan Hotel,
recognized the double-barreled shot gun on
the table as his son’s. It was taken from
the hotel between Christmas and New
Year's,

Detective Rider, sworn, said he found it
in Cake’s house. Joseph Cake said he
bought it from one **Sandy” Drennan, who
lived near the Port Stanlev track.

Alexander Drennan, sworn—Am com-
monly known as **Sandy.” I know noth-
ing about the gun,

Mr. Love (Cake’s lawyer)—Cake didn’t
say it was this Drennan at all,

The magistrate committed Cake for trial
on this charge.

Brakeman Ardleigh of the G, T. R.—On
Monday night, Jan. 27, left our van in the
old Port Stanley yard. Returning next
day found a pai1 of boots, overshoes, gloves
and somc clothing had been taken, (Wit-
ness recognizes some of the boots on the
table as his own.)

Constable Logan, G. T. R.—Searched
Cake’s house and found these boots there.
On Saturday night Broughton told me he
was along with Cake. Brougton gave
himnsgelf up Saturday.

Joseph Cake and Broughton were com-
mitted for trial on this charge,

Robert McCarthy, G. T. R. conductor,
swore=—Van No. 33,068 was broken into
between Jan, 29 and 31, and a pair of rubber
boots taken. (Witness identifies the boots
on the table.)

Constable Logan—Searched Cake’s housa
and found that pair of boots there. Cake
said he had taken them out of the
car. I asked Broughton where the rest
of the goods were. He said the overshoes
W&z’ in Windsor and the clothes in the
creek. ;

Joseph Cake and Broughton were again
committed for trial on this charge.

Conductor Williams, G. T. R., charged
both with having stolen his overcoat from
a van on Jan. 13. The prosecution were
not ready. to proceed and the case was
adjourned for a week.

The rest of the aforesaid articles on the
table belonged to Mr. T. L. Belcher,
traveler, who has a residence in West-
miuster, just past the Port Stanley bridge.
Being a county case, Squire J. B. Smyth
took the bench. Broughton was not in-
cluded in this charge.

Mrs. Belcher, examined, said the house
was broken into in December while they
were in the city. A number of articles were
taken, hut only a portion had been recov-
ered.

A.—Yes; in jail. Thomas Cake admitted
he had taken the kid gloves and a pair of
mitts. He said he had thrown’the silk hat
in theriver.

The Cakes deciined to say anvthing
when given the privilege and they were
both esmmitted or trial.

DOWN ON FISHERMEN,

How the Dominion Government Discrim
inates Against the Lake Fishers.

WiINDSOR, Feb. 18.—At a lal{rfely at-
tended meeting of fishermen hel to-day
Mr. McGregor, M.P., and Mr. Allan, M.P.,
condemned the Dominion fishery regula-
tions, and Mr. White, M.P.P., defended
the Government, Thereafter, the follow-
ing motion was carried: **That the fish
found in the international waters between
Canada and the Uanited States are owned
in common by the people of these coun-
tries, and as it is known that the fish
migrate from one side of our lakes and
rivers to the other; that the States of Ohio,
Michigan and Wisconsin, bordering inter-
national waters, charge no license fee they
do not restrict either as to number of
men or nets and have practically no clore
season. In Canada a heavy license fee is
charged, the number of men and nets is
restricted, the number of men being re-
cently reduced by 50 per cent., a weekly
close season is provided from 6 o’clock
Saturday night till 7 o’clock Monday morn-
ing, also a general ciose season for the
month of November, which practically
means the prohibition of whitefish fishing
along the shores of this country, except a
short distance along the shores of the town-
ships of Colchester and Mersea; that the
practical result of this eondition is
that along the shores of that part of
the States of Ohio and Michigan op-
posite the county of Essex the Americans
had 1,500 men engaged in fishing in the
year 1889, und the vaiue of the fish caught
was §1,900,000, while in this county only
245 men wers employed, who caught fish to
the value of $229,000, Therefore, be it re-
solved, that thi- meeting condemn the re-
striction placed upon the fishermen of Can-
ada, and are of the opinion that until some
mutually satisfactory arrangements for the
protection of our fish can be arrived at
with the United States, Canadians be al-
lowed to fisa under the same regulations as
are the Americans.

Dlen Stand in the Street All Night to
Get a Chanco to Buy Tickets.

MoONTREAL, Jan. 18.—There was a tre-
mendous rush for tickets for the Irving-
Terry pecformances Saturday,
like it has ever been scen in this city.
Several men took up their positions at
Nordheimer’s door' before 11:45 Friday
night and stood until the door was opened
at 9 o’clock yesterday morning when they
were admitted.

BEHIND THE SCENES IN THE
DAYS OF THE PACIFIC
SCANDAL.

Within the last day or two, the Toronto
Evening News has published a series of In-
teresting reminiscences of inside political
developments in Canada from the pen of
Hon. Peter Mitchell, The writqr had ex-
ceptional opportunities. Ie was a New
Brunswick Minister in pre-Confederation
days. At the time of that decisive epoch
in Canadian history, he was Premier of
New Brunswick. When the conference in-
tended to bring about the union of the
Maritime Provinces was held, Mr. Mitchell
was a chief participator, and he subse-
quently assisted at the conference which
brought about the establishment of the Do-
minion of Canada. W hile still Premier of
New Brunswick, he was invited to join the
coalitiecn Government with which Confed-
eration the
Cabinet when the Pacific Scandal exposures
A statesman

started, and he was in

wrecked the Administration.
possessing so many opportunities to-know
the inside history and motives of his as-
sociates naturally has a good deal to say

that is interesting to the present genera-
tion.

One of the best points in the reminiscen-
ces is that which lays bare the manner in
which . imperial titles are distributed,
People hear so much about how the Queen
has honored this politician and that poli-
tician—how gracious towards this man and
towards that her DMajesty has been—how
happy a man should be who has been
singled out by his sovereign for so great a
distinguishment as to be knighted—and so
forth. But Mr. Mitchell’s statement of
how imperial honors were distributed at
the time of Confederation—and his de
scription of the practice then has always
applied to the granting of old world titles
to Canadians—proves that the Canadian
political chief, and not the Queen, or even
the Britich Government, is the distributor
of these honors, Let Mr. DMitchell ex-
plain:

A few weeks after this Sir John Maec-
donald came to me aad stated that there
were six C. Bs. to be conierred upon lead-
ing men connected with Confederation; two
for Quebec, two for Ontario, and one each
for New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. He
said to me that I as Premier of my Prov-
ince was entitled to the New Brunswick
one, but he would take it asa favor if I
would let him offer it to Mr. Tilley, and
that an early opportunity would occur of
my getting one also. I told him he could
give it to Mr. Tilley, but that was the last
that I ever heard of Sir John Maedonald
attempting to fill his promise to myseli.

¢ 'Tis true that in later years Sir John
Macdonald in Parliament, and also at a
public dinner in the city of Montreal,
stated, in reference to Sir Albert Smith and
his receipt of honors in connection with the
Halifax award, that another man had ob-
tained honors apd titles that Mr. Mitchell
had earned. In reply from my seat in the
House I thanked the right honorable
gentleman for his tardy recognition of my
claims, but I stated that years had elapsed
since that time, and that he (Sir John
Macdonald) had been scattering honors on
the right hand and on the left, but he for-
got Peter Mitchell.”

This is decidedly instructive. The
British Government sends over a job lot of
¢stitles” to be distributed as the Premier of
the Dominicn sees fit. He does not neces-
sarily select the men most deserving of dis-
tinction, but he pays off old scores with the
¢ honors” thus put in his hands. There
are, of course, a few *‘Sirs” in Canada who
do not come in this cataiogue because they
have worldwide distinction and have been
personally named by the British Govern.
ment of the day—S8ir Oliver Mcwat belongs
to this class—but the mass of the titled
gentry in Canada obtained recognition by
sycophancy to the Domiuion Government or
by indirect purchase. It is well-known,
for esample, that senatorships have been
sold in recent years practically for a
pontribution to the Conservative election
fund of $10,000, while *‘Sirs” have a mar-
ket value of from §25,000 to $50,000 !

Mr. Mitchell gives a graphic description
»f the events preceding the Pacific Scandal.
He says that he intended to leave the Gov-

ernment before that exposure because he
only regarded the Administration as omne
intended to carry the country over the
starting of the Dominion, but 8ir John
Macdeonald urged him to stay in, and he
did so. Of the Pacific Scandal rev elations
Mr. Mitchell says:

*‘Representations were - made which com-
pelled Lord Dufferin, the then Gover-
nor-General, in the performance of what
he considered his duty, to ecall a session
of Parliament for the purpose of inquir-
ing into the charges which were made
against Sir John Macdonald, the results
of which session the public are well ac-
quainted with, When the session com-
menced and the charges were formulated
by the late Alexander Mackenzie, we in
the Cabinet, as well as the supporters
of the Government in the House, natur-
ally expected that Sir John Macdonald
would have at once got up and replied to
the very serious charges that were brought
against him, but in place of that he put up
Mr. James Macdonald, now chief justice of
the supreme court of Nova 8cotia, to de-
fend him; and though he did the best in
his power with the information that he pos-
sessed, it was evident to every thinking
man that it was only Sir John himself who
could make the defense.”

Mr. Mitchell explains that Sir John Mac.
donald kept him and other Ministers in the
dark as to the real facts of the case, He
asserts:

*“Sir John Macdonald never gave to his
colleagues in council, so far as I know, any
explanation, nor did he attempt to deny or
justify himself from the charges which
were brought against him, and he left us,
his colleagues, in utter ignorance of
whether they were true or false, nor did
he ever give me any explanation of these
transactions up to the day of his death, but
his colleagues, including myself, stuck to
him in every way that we could to tide him
through his difficulty.”

The debate on the disgraceful proceed-
ings went on for many days, and of it Mr,
Mitchell says:

““Sir John put up supporter after sup-
porter to reply to the speeches made
against him by the other side, until he had
exhausted almost all the supporters who
sat behind him who had ever made a five
minutes’ speech in the House.

““The time at last arrived when he could
no longer defer his speaking himself, and
he was listened to with a great deal of at-
tention. He spoke for about five hours.

‘“Some days after he had delivered the
speech he said to me: ‘Mitchell, I think it
is time you made a speech.’

*Isaid: ‘Sir John,I am not going to
make a speech’—and I didn’t.

‘“‘You have never explained the transac-
tion to me nor attempted to justify your-
self, and I am not going blindly to deal
with a matter I know nothing about., I
have stuck to you and worked for you
throughout the whole aflair, notwithstand-
ing the arrangement made in May last that
I was to quit your Cabinet, but make a
gpeech I will not.” ”

Then arrived the crisis, which is thus
described by this ex-Minister:

“The time came when our nominal
majority was reduced to six in the House,
and it became rumored that Mr. Donald A.
Smith was going to make a speech against
Sir John, and it was believed that after his
speech even our nominal majority would
disappear. Mr, Smith’s speech was fixed
for 3 o’clock in the afternoon. About 2
o’clock Sir Charles Tupper and the Hon.
Mr. Campbell, two ot our colleagues, came
to me and asked me if- | would not see Mr.
Smith, with whom I was personally very
friendly, and then see Sir John Macdonald
and arrange for a meeting between them,
with a view of reconciling their differences.”

Mr. Mitchell says that he at first de-
clined, but afterwards consented, and ar-
ranged with Mr. Smith to delay his speech
till the evening. This is what took place

in the interval, according to Mr. Mitchell: |.

““I went to Sir John Macdonald’s room,
No. 5, Parliament buildings, about 2:30,
and found him lying on the sofa. I said to
him, *Sir John, you colleagues have re-
quested me to come to you to arrange for a
meeting between you and Mr, Smith to sce
if you canuot settle your differences, and
he has agreed to put off his speech till the

vening session for that purpose.”

“*His only answer to me was, ‘Damned
gecoundrel! Damned scoundrel ¥

“I said ‘Sir John, he may be all that
you aay, but I think, from the manner in
which your supporters have stood by yon
throughout your troubles, that something is
due to them con your part, and that you
ought to see Mr. Smith.’

“In reply to that he said, *Come to-
morrow.’

“I answered him, ‘To-morrow you won’t
be a Minister,’

“He then said, *Give me a couple of
hours.”

Mr. Mitchell took the Northwest politi-
cian to Sir John’s room and introduced
him. Mr. Smith left the Premier in twenty
minutes. Of his return Mr. Mitchell says:

““I saw by the expression and color of his
face that he was much excited, and I
feared it was all up with us. Mr. Smith
came along to where I stood and said to
me:

*¢¢Mitchell, he’s an awful man, that. He’s
done nothing but swear at me since I went
into his room.’

“Mr. Smith said: ‘I did not want to
vote against your Government, and par-
ticularly on your account, Mr. Mitchell,
because you have always treated me very
fairly, but there is nothing else for me to
do, and I will have to do it,””

This is how the Government at last

*‘funked” in order to avoid further humiii-
ation:

*‘I then went and communicated the facts
tomy colleagues. The result of Mr. Smith’s
speech that evening is a matter of historv,
and it was apparent to every member of the
Cabinet, as well as to those who sat behind
them, that the Gevernment was gone, and
Sir Hector Langevin, as the acting leader
of the Government, rose in his place and
asked for an adjournment of the House,
with a view of allowing the Government to
consider their position. We atonceagreed
that there was nothing but resignation be-
fore us, and it was better to resign before
an adverse vote was taken, which would
have compromised the gentlemen in sup-
port of us.’

“We appointed a meeting of council for
9 o’clock the next morning, and sent
notice to Sir John Maecdonald. Ten
o’clock came, no appearance of Sir John.
Hali-past ten, no Sir Jobn, and we re-.
quested the Hon. John Henry Pope to
drive down to the house and bring him up.
He came back in about twenty minutes and
reported that he found Sir John in bed,
reading a novel., In about half an hour
afterwards he came to council and we an-
nounced our decision.

“The only remark he made was, ‘I sup-
pose I will have to go to Rideau Hall and
band in your resiguation,’ and that was all
Sir John had to do with that transaction.”

Mr. Mitchell says that he attended the
mesting of friends and supporters of the

late Government at which Sir.John Mac.

donsld was ohosen chief of thﬁOpDoliﬁion,

but, while declining to longer support the
Conservative leader, he told the conference
that he did not intend to support Hon.
Alex. Mackenzie, but would be hie own
leader in future, ‘‘which,” he adds, *‘I
have been since that date.”

How the **N. P.” was brought about is
thus related by Mr. Mitchell:

*“The fifth year of Mr. Mackenzie’s term
approached, and Sir John Mncdonuld.. a8
leader of the Opposition, began stumping
the country, and announced a new p911cy
of protection, which he called the ‘National
Policy.’

*“Sir John Macdonald had been all his
life a free trader up to that time. On a
visit to Montreal ne sent for me. I met
him in the Windsor Hotel, and he said to
me:

“Mitchell, I know I have no claims on
you. I have started as you see, a new
policy. I know that you are not in accord
with Mr. Mackenzie and I want you to join
our party.’

I said, *Sir John, I will join no party,
but if your policy is satisfactory I will sup-
port it. What is your *National Policy ?’
Do you intend to put any duty on the food
of the people, such as pork, beef, flour,
cornmeal, oatmeal, corn, etc., etc.? be-.
cauee if you do I will not support you, and
for this reason. That the lumbermen,
fishermen and the followers of other in-
dustries are purchasersand consumers of
these articles and I can’t support any
policy that will increase the dutyfupon these
goods.’” :

*‘His answer to me was, ‘No, I do not.’

*I said, *So far that is right. Now
what is your maximum duty on manufac-
tured goods ?’

““His answer to me was, ‘Twenty-five
per cent.’

*“Isaid: *That is all right, I’ll support
you.” I further said: “Can I rely upon
that? We are going to have an eiection
within three or four weeks, and I will have
to make these statements in public.’

‘“‘He gaid, ‘You can,” and after some
further desultory conversation we separ-
ated, and I did not see him again until
after the election.”

On this assurance Mr. Mitchell entered
into the campaign, Sir John Macdonald,
he tells us, did not keep faith with him,
He changed his poiicy when he spoke at
Goderich, and promised to put duties on
lumbermen’s supplies, which cost Mr.
Mitchell his election. On returning to
Montreal Mr. Mitchell says that he
charged Sir John Macdonald with treachery
and deceit. This experience followed :

‘‘He clapped me on the shoulder and tried
to appease my indignation with that
knowledge and tact which he so strongly
exercised over men.

GREAT CANAL PROJECT!

A Big Ditch to be Cut Across

Michigan.

*

Plan to Revolutionize the Trafic of the
Great Lakes—Capitalists Ready
to Invest §50,000,000,

Cuicaco, Feb. 18.—A stupendous canal
Project which, if successful, will entirely
revolationize the traffic of the great lakes,
is said to be in contemplation by a number
of capitalists in Chicago, New York,

oston and London, The proposed canal
is designed to immensely facilitate the pas-
sage of vessels from Chicago, Milwaukee
and other northwestern points to the east,
and to render entirely unnecessary the
Present long route through the Straits of
Mackinaw, Lake Huron, St. Clair
River and Lake and thence down the
Detroit River to Lake Erie, The plan
Dow said to be under serious con-
templation is to construct a cansl directly
across the State of Michigan from the east-
ern shore of Lake Michigan to either De-
troit or Toledo, 0. Should either of these
Plans prove to be feasible it will result in
one of the most gigantic enterprises of the
century. A number of capitalists from (;hi-
cago, New York and Boeton are said to
stand ready to back the project to the ex-
tent of §50,000,000, and it is also said that
the English capitalists who are interested
in the Canadian Pacific road have also
shown a decided disposition to render
material financial aid in perfecting this
work,

At preseat those most intimately con-
Bected with this scheme are unwilling to
divulge their plans or to allow the use of
their pames, but it is stated on reliable
authority that preliminary surveys of
several proposed routes for this contem-
Plated camal already have been made and
the feasability of the project bas already
been vouched for by eminent engineers.
One of the plans under consideration is to
tap Lake Michigan at a point near Michigan
City or New Buffalo and to run the canal
directly eastward to Toledo, O. Another
plan, which also has a number of influential
Supporters, is to strike Lake Michigan at
Benton Harbor and thence run in & north-
easterly direction to Detoit. Either of
these canals would be about 180 miles
long and when it is considered that it
would save about 700 miles of lake travel
wiich is at present necessary to reach east-
ern points, its importance to the com-
mercial and financial world cannot be over-
estimated.

Among those to whom it is stated the
Plans for this gigantic scheme have been
submitted, and who are raid to have re.-
garded them with great favor and promised
eubstantial su are: Nathaniel Thayer,
the well-knowﬁ%list of Boston; John
D. Rockefeller, of New York; Hou. Thomas
W. Palmer, of Detroit; C. P. Huntingdon,
Frank Sturgis, of the New York Stock Ex.
change; A. Sturgis, of the Cordage Trust,
and a number of others connected with
various railway enterprises in the east.
The names of the prominent Chicagoans
who are favorably considering this Droject
could not be learned, ar matters had not
progressed sufficiently to warrant their
active connection with the enterprise.

From all that could be ascertained, how-
ever, the project of an immenae canal
directly connecting Lakes Michigan and
Erie and capable of Hoating the heaviest
loaded vessels that now sail between Chi-
cago and the eastern ports, is receiving the
careful attention of the financiers of the
country.

We believe that the resu ts ot the pro-
tective system have grievously disappointed
thousands of persons who honestly sup-
ported it, and that the country in the light
of experience is row prepared to declare
for a sound fiscal policy.

The issue between the two political
parties on this great question is now clearly
defined.

The Government themselves admit the
failure of their fisesal poiicy, and now pro-
fess their willingness to make some
changes, but they say that such changes
must be based only on the principle of
protection.

We denounce the principle of protection
as radically unsound and unjust to the
masses of the people, and we declare our
conviction that any tariff changes based on
that principle mus: fail to afford any suob
stantial relief from the burdens under
which the country labors.

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NTED—DRESSMAKING  BY THE
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THE

o The-Yan-That-Draws-the-

Handeart.

When George had svent three years on the
‘rontier, being then 18 years of age, and well
acquainted with the Dakota tongue and the
2abits of the Indians, he probably thought
't time to enter on his exploring expedition.
At least he did then undertake to pass from
St. Cloud, on the Mississippi, to Fort Beu-
ton, and so to the Pacific siope, by following
the trail of Gov. Stevens’ party. His outfit
consisted of a handeart la‘en with the
most necessary articies, and his cnly com-
Paalon was a faithiul dog. The audacity of
this attempt to pass alone through many
hostile tribes and countieas other perils be-
sides is beyond the conception of those who
know little of the Indians. But George
loved to do impossible things, and so the
foolhardy boy set out. He once pointed out
to me a beautiful broad brook at a consider-
able distance west of St. Cloud. It was
even then, in 1860, on the very verge of
settlementz. Here, George said, lived a
eolitary oid man, the last man he saw before
plunging into the wilderness. It was onthe
second day of his journey, and the old man
begged him to desist from so rash an adven-
ture, and entreated him to stop there with
him. But nothing could turn the resolute
fellow. From that hour he was 36 days
without seeing human face or hearing any
voice but his own. He told me that the
agony of loneliness became horrible beyond
description. The old dog often grew so
lonesome that he would leave his station be-
hind the cart and come round in front of
Northrup, looking up wistfully into his
eyes, begzing him to speak. Nothing was
&0 horrible to George as his own voice, but
the persistency of the dog would carry the
day, and when his master had spoken, the
faithful rear guard would resume his
station.,

In a maddening monotony of loneliness the
river system of the R:d River of the North
was passed, and George, with awiul pluck,
was traversing the barren Coteau du Mis-
souri., Here he was no longer able to trace
Gov. Stevens’ trail, and he found himself
srrounded by the most appalling dangers.
To meet the Sioux of the plains on their own
ground, in their most peaceful moments,
was a peril to daunt the stoutest heart.
Bat, reading the prairies as he did a book,
George found everywhere the trail of war
parties. The Yanktons, Yanktonnais, and
Tetons, vile diabolonians ali of them, seem
to have been scouring the Coteau in hope of
slaughtering some Cree or Assiniboin hunt-
ing party that had come down after buffalo.
To fall in with one of these fierce war
parties was inevitable death.

To cap the climax, Northrup awoke one
morning to find that the contents of his
handcart had disappeared. Whether wolf
or Indian were the depredator he did not
know, but now that his outfit was gone there
only remained one chancs for life. By one
of those incredibiy long marches for which
he was so famous he must put himself cut of
the reach of the human wild beasts whose
fresh tracks were all about him. So he
turned toward the nearest trading-post—at
Biz Stone Lake. For the last four days he
subsisted on raw frogs.

Accounts of this expedition appeared in
the New York Tribune and the newspapers
generaliy, but Northrup could not bear to
talk about it. The Indians seemed to have
been much impressed by the handcart at-
tempt, for they immediately dubbed North-
rup “Chan-pa-hmi-kma Yu-sdo-ha,” or
“The-Man-that-draws-the-Handcart,”which
remained his Dakota name to the day of his
death,

His next expedition was hardly less ad-
venturous, He joined himself to a band of
Assiniboin Indians. During this summer
G:orge carried with him a small telescope,
with the magical powers of which the
szvages were highly amused; and they soon
learned to put it to practical use in detect-
ing the Sioux scouts who were wont to lurk
about the outskirts of the Assiniboin camp
in hope of cutting off some stragglers, or at-
tacking some feeble detachment. By means
of the telescope the whole wide prairie was
scinned, and many a poor Sioux was de-
tecied and destroyed when he vainly
thought himself out of sight.

One day an indian was discovered, two or
three miles away, on his knees in the grass
making many curious. and inexplicable
motions. A detachment was immediately
sent out by the Assiniboins to surprise and
capture him, but when the frightened fellow
‘was brought into camp he proved to be, not
a Sioux, but an envoy from the friendly
Chippewas, who, being something of =a
dandy, had stopped to make his toilet and
paint his face bsfore a pewter-cased pocket,
mirror, preparatory to his advent among
the belles and beaux of the Assiniboin
camp.

Never satisfied with ordinary activity or
rommon adventures, George was accustomed
to employ green trappers to work by the
month under his direction, then pushing
beyond the usual line of trapping into the
Yankton country, he would establish a
camp out of the way of Indian haunts, and
distribute his men up and down the streams
to trap. During the winter of 1855—9 he
p'anted his camp on Devil’s Lake, a targe
body af water in what is now northeastern
Dakota.

A Sioux chief of the Yankton tribe, whose

ame signifies ‘““old man,” heard that the
gdventurous handeart-drawer was trapping
at that point, and fitted out an expedition
for the purpose of robbing him, partly per-
haps under pretext of vindicatinz a Yank-
ton elaim to a riparian ownership in a'l the
musk-rat and otter that paddled in the
streams of that country, but influenced still
more strongly by an Indian’s love for
plunder.

It was a_ bright winter morning, and
George had followed an elk six miles
turoug the snow. He had just shot it. and
was stripping off its coat, when he saw an
Indian scalp-lock rising above the top of a
little knoll. He threw himse!f into a
thicket, put his hand on his ballet pouch,
and found by touch, withous counting, that
there were fifteen buliets in it, while thir-
teen Indians soon came into sight. Every
bu'let must bring a man, he said to himself,
when the desperateness of his situation
fiashed upon him.

“Is The- Man-that-draws-the-Handcart
here 7’ asked one of the lndians, for they
knew Northrap’s aim too well to approach
without caution.

A London Lady Killed.

The name of the London lady killed in
Toronto Friday was Miss Mary Ranton and
not Barton, as the telegraph stated. An
account is here given:

Miss Mary Ranton, aged 38, of London,
who was visiting with Mr, C. H, Hebden,
at 209 Westmoreland street, Toronto, was
killed by a runaway horse in Yonge street
Friday evening. A vperson in the
employ of Mr. W. H. Stone, the un-
dertaker, was driving along Yonge street
about 5 o’clock, when a bolt came out of
the cutter near Gerrard street and the
shafts fell. The horse immediately dashed
down the sidewalk, leaving the rig behind.
The thoroughfare was crowded with pedes-
trians. Miss Ranton was unable to get out
of the wav of the horss and was knocked
down at Edward street. Miss Ranton was
picked up unconscions and carried into
a confectionery store. In that condition she
was taken to Mr. Hebden’s residence and a
surgeon sum.moned.

Miss Rantonwas accompanied at the time
ofthe accident by & friend, Miss Rachael
McLauchlin, who on noticing the horse,
warned her companion. It was too late,
however, for her to get out of the way, and
she was thrown with terrific force to
the stone pavement. It was found that
Miss Ranton’s injuries consisted of bruises
on the right side of the head, which
eaused heniorrhage of the brain, resulting

in death three hours later. The unfortunate
ady never fully recovered conscoiusness,
Miss Ranton was born in the town ship of
Biddulph, and waza daughter of the late
John Ranton, of that place. She had been
for the past seven years a resident of this
city, her occupation being that of a
dressmaker, and her residence 557
Talbot  street. About two months
agodeceased went to visit her mother, Mrs.
John Morcombe, who resides in Masocnville,
and left that plaee two weeks ago to visit
friends in Toronto, intending to return
here in a short sime. Miss Ranton was a
devout Christian and an active member of
Queen’s Avenue Methodist Church, She
leaves, besides her mother, two brothers
and three sisters, one brother being Mr. S.
Ranton, editor of the St, Thomas Times.
