GOOD VALUE AT 65e
a SHORTAGE IN WHEAT

In St. Louis—It May Go Out of Reach.
St. Louis, Mo., June 7.—The visible 

supply of wheat in this city continues 
to decline and the receipts are alarm­
ingly light. The question is just what 
day the announcementwill be made that 
there is no wheat to deliver. When this 
comes, with the outstanding contracts, 
wheat is expected to go out of reach. 
Meantime the affairs of the United Ele­
vator Company are in a muddled condi­
tion. At a meeting of the directors yes­
terday it was discovered that there was 
a shortage of cash and wheat footing 
up $315,000. The company is solvent, 
and has been offered support by the 
Union Trust Company. It is supposed 
the brokers are getting impatient. One 
question that vexes them is whether the 
shortage is in No. 2 wheat, the great 
commercial commodity. If the shortage 
is in that grade, there are only 15,000 
bushels of No. 2 wheat in St. Louis, and 
the brokers are wondering how July 
contracts can be filled. Even if this 
shortage is to be deducted from the 
total stock, which means Nos. 1, 3 and 
4 wheat. there are only 189,000 bushels 
of wheat in St. Louis.

a cloudburst last night, inundating a 
vast tract of country. A large number 
of persons were drowned, and almost 
incalculable damage was done to prop­
erty. The volume of falling water caus­
ed the River Eyach to overflow, and 
100 or more houses in the villages on the 
river were swept away. One house at 
Balingen with nine occupants was car­
ried away, and as yet no trace of it has 
been found. Four houses were destroy­
ed in Frommern, and fifteen persons 
who occupied them are missing. A dis­
patch received this evening says ten 
persons are known to be drowned in 
Balingen, seven in Frommern, fifteen in 
Lauff and several in other villages.

I am not sure. He gave the name of 

James Frank, of Chicago, but I think 
it was assumed.

And then Grant denied that he had re­
ceived the money for smuggling. He 
didn't even know the name of the man 
in Toronto; all he did was to address 
the order to a certain postoffice box 
and sign himself, "G."

The next thing to transpire was the 
fact that Grant had once been a collec­
tor at Point Edward, and that his sure­
ties were called upon to make up the 
shortage. During a portion of his idle­
ness Grant had not been living with his 
wife, and had sent her about $20 from 
Toronto. This left Grant with some 
$90 to live on for several months, to pay 
board, buy drinks and square up an old 
board bill of $25. As to the package. 
Grant claimed to have found it lying 
on the ground about eighteen inches 
west of the station platform. He was 
within a block of the station, and saw 
the train pull out. and walked around 
to where he picked the money up. The 
address was obliterated by the mud 
and water in the minute or two it had 
lain there, as he supposed. Grant could 
not remember whether the package 
was sealed or not. It was not done up 
like an ordinary money parcel, and it 
felt as if it contained cloth. He returned 
to the hotel immediately after the find, 
and in the sitting room mentioned the 
occurrence to a man; he did not know 
who he was. It took Grant some time 
to make up his mind what to do with 
the money. He finally filled his pockets 
and then began to wonder who would 
be the proper person to hand it to. He 
resolved to take it to the Bank of Com­
merce on the following Saturday, but 
didn’t carry out his resolution.

It was 5 o’clock when Grant left the 
box. and the addresses to the jury were 
postponed until this morning.

NOTES.
The grand jury returned a true bill 

against John Dykes, of Yarmouth, 
charged with false pretenses.

FRIDAY MORNING.
At 10 o’clock this morning Mr. Mere­

dith began an hour and twenty min­
ute address to the jury on behalf of 
John Grant, the alleged Parkhill thief. 
Mr. James Magee followed, and for the 
crown made an able review of all the 
facts adduced in the evidence. He paid 
attention to Grant’s story, how he came 
into possession of the money. Judge El­
liot’s review was brief. After the jury 
retired the court adjourned for an hour.

And stop eating 
spiced hot meats and drinking fiery 
liquors for your luncheon. Carbon and 
alcohol are the favorite food for heat. 
Try a simple dish of crackers and iced 
milk. It’s just as nourishing, and so 
much better suited to the tropics. Look 

I for the cool places. You'll be just as rich 
tomorrow if you turn aside from the 
heat and glare into the cool shadows 
and rest a few moments.

Above all, don’t worry. Keep your 
mind cool, and see what effect it has 
upon your body. By being anxious, as 
the revised version has it, you cannot 
add a cubit to your stature. But you 
can work yourself into a terrible beat. 
Take things easily and don't fret about 
them. The crops are going to be pretty 
good this year, we expect; but if they 
are not, your worrying will not help 
them a bit. Keep calm. Cultivate a ser­
ene and philosophic spirit. Forgive your 
enemies. Don’t overburden your liver 
or your conscience. Keep cool!—New 
York Tribune.

SIR J. A. MACDONALD'S MONUMENT

ISKARD'S FORCED BY CRUEL FATE TO BECOME
A MENIAL.

»Alessandro Zola, Chevalier, Scholar, Sol­

dier and Decendant of an Illustrious 

Family, is Now Serving Coffee in a New

Employed in the humble capacity of 
coffee server in the culinary department 
of the St. Nicholas Hotel, New York, is 
a man of impressive appearance and dis­
tinguished ancestry. His name is Ales­
sandro Zola. He is the second in descent 
from that General Zola who accompanied 
the first Napoleon through his many 
wars, and finally shared with him his 
exile on the bleak island of St. Helena; 
he is the son of the late Colonel Augustin 
Zola of the Italian army, and for years 
President of the Italian Military Tribun­
al, and a distant relative of Emile Zola, 
the world-famous head of the modern 
realistic school of novelists.

High Croun Unveiled by the Governor-General Be­
fore a Large assemblage.

Montreal, June 6.—The ceremony of 
unveiling Sir John A. Macdonald's 
monument on Dominion Square took 
place at 3 o’clock this afternoon in the 
presence of a large gathering, a civic 
holiday having been declared, and near­
ly 2,000 guests occupied seats on plat­
forms. The proceedings opened with 
the reception of the Governor-Gener­
al by the guests and the military con­
tingent.

After “God Save the Queen” had been 
played by all the bands simultaneously. 
Sir. Donald Smith delivered the opening 
address, which was a warm eulogism of 
the dead statesman. The Governor- 
General's oration followed, and did not 
occupy more than about a quarter of 
an hour, after which his Excellency 
proceeded to the ceremony of unveiling 
the handsome statue.

The monument stands 70 feet high. 
The figure of Sir John is placed under 
a canopy, which will shelter it from 
snow during the winter. Upon the top 
is a female figure representing Canada 
resting upon a shield and bearing a 
horn of plenty. Supporting this figure 
from below are children arm in arm, 
representing the seven confederated 
Provinces of the Dominion. The whole 
rests on British lions. On each side 
of the canopy are bronze panels, repre­
senting incidents in Canadian history. 
Figures of typical life—the farmer, the 
lumberman, the miner and the mechan­
ic—are represented. There are twelve 
granite pillars, the capitals of which 
are executed in bronze. The remainder 
of the monument is of granite.

After a salute by the Montreal Field 
Battery, addresses were delivered by 
Sir Mackenzie Bowell, Hon. Geo. A. 
Foster, Hon. J. A. Chapleau, Sir 
Adolphe Caron, Hon. J. A. Ouimet and 
Dr. Montague. An ode was read by 
Mr. Arthur C. Doughty, and an United 
Empire Loyalist song, composed by Vis- 
comte De Frensai, was rendered by Miss 
Foster.

token of his scholarship and moral 
worth, and was knighted in 1879, by 
Humbert, King of Italy, the patent, 
which he still possesses, bearing the 
royal signature as well as those of his 
Ministers of State.

Zola was born in Cavaglia, in the prov­
ince of Piedmont, Northern Italy, in 1857 
—just two years before his father won 
fame in the war against Austria. He was 
educated at the University of Turin as 
a doctor of medicine, and later studied 
for the bar. When he became of age he 
joined the army, as every Italian subject 
is forced to do, and saw service in several 
campaigns in the African colonies. 
When he received his discharge from the 
army he was given the rank of Colonel of 
the militia, or the reserve forces. He 
then began the practice of medicine in 
Turin, serving for a time as director of 
the Hospital Maggiore, the largest in­
stitution of that character in Northern 
Italy. Becoming tired of hospital life, 
Zola undertook the profession of law, and 
after a short time was made Secretary of 
the Commune of the city of Pinerolo, 
Piedmont, which position he held until 
he decided to seek his fortune in America.

When he departed from Pinerola he re­
ceived from the city a set of resolutions 
of regret over the loss of so good a citizen. 

But for all the compliments and degrees 
that were bestowed upon him, Zola still 
remained poor of purse. He had married 
meanwhile, and had become the father 
of two children, and diplomas and such 
like, though they are good things to 
hand down to one’s posterity, have very 
little value in the money market. Hon-

and all that he has left now to remind 
him of past pleasures, and the honor that 
attaches to his patronymic is an old trunk 
full of patents and diplomas, and two 
glass cases of medals.

Among the first are many which he 
himself received; the others, as well as 
the medals, are heirlooms from father and 
grand sire, and to-day constitute the 
priceless treasures of a man whom no 
amount of hardships could rob of senti­
ment or cause to forget the triumphs of 
his race.

Among the medals are three that are 
specially prized. The first is a small star- 
shaped affair of silver and white enamel. 
It was given to his grandfather on the 
field of Dresden by Napoleon I., and is 
carefully preserved in a bit of paper, now 
brown with age, upon which is written 
in faded letters:

“This medal was pinned upon my 
breast by the hands of the Great Napoleon 
on the battlefield of Dresden in Septem­
ber, 1813.

"George Maria Zola, Chevalier of the 
Legion of Honor.”

Next to this is the cross of the Legion 
of Honor which was granted General Zola 
in reward for his services to France in 
1806.

As has been said, General Zola accom­
panied Napoleon into exile on St. Helena. 
After the dethroned Emperor’s demise, 
he returned to Italy, and became Com­
mander of the fortress of Savigiliano, in 
the Kingdom of Sardinia. Until the last 
day of his life General Zola would show 
signs of deep emotion upon mention of 
Napoleon’s name, and would talk for 
hours of his career under the greatest 
history-maker of the modern world.

For the past three years, waking or 
dreaming, the spectre of grim want has 
ever stood by the side of Alexander Zola. 
Yet, when he was asked what price would 
purchase some of the mementos in his 
possession, he raised his hands on high 
and exclaimed passionately:

“Not all the gold in the world!”

Long-Kept Secret Figures for This City—Al­
most Everybody in Sight Returned as a 
Manufacturer — Over 350 “Factories” in 
Which There Is Only a Solitary Person— 
Some Manufacturers Have No Names 1—A 
Remarkable Revelation.

(From Our Representative at the Capital.)
Ottawa, June 6.—On March 13, 1893, 

Hon. David Mills moved in the House of 
Ccmmons for a return giving the names 
of the 804 manufacturers of London, re­
ferred to in the census of 1891, the indus­
tries in which they are engaged, and 
the number of hands employed. For 
two years and a half the Government 
at Ottawa declined to obey the order 
Of the House, despite the fact that the 
member for Bothwell frequently called 
attention to their dereliction, and it 
was only after Mr. Mills threatened 
that he would move for their censure 
that the return, which has been so in­
dustriously concealed, was brought 
down. Why it was thus kept back will 
be made self-evident to anyone who 
takes the trouble to analyze the state­
ments made. It will be seen that in over 
350 of the so-called factories, a solitary 
man, woman, boy or girl is the sole man­
ufacturer, while industries are count­
ed with “no name” placed opposite 
them. Who are the nameless manufac­
turers?

Amherstburg, Ont., June 7.—Last mid­
night Capt. Dunn, of the Government 
steamer Petrel, manned the small yacht 
Ranger, and with ten of his men well 
armed, proceeded to look out for gar­
bage boats. He was soon rewarded by 
seeing the tug Grace E. Ruelle and her 
dump scow steaming down and 
dumping in Canadian waters. Capt. 
Dunn kept his eye on his prey until 
they got behind Bois Blanc Island, in 
American waters, still dumping. The 
captain had no lights on1 his yacht, and 
consequently was able to get the tug 
with her scow before he was noticed. 
On seeing the little craft the dumpers 
made a desperate attempt to get 
through the Canadian1 channel and out 
into Lake Erie, but Capt. Dunn suspect­
ed they would make this attempt, and 
as soon as they got into the Canadian 
waters he made after them and de­
manded the captain of the tug to stop. 
He declined, whereupon Capt. Dunn or­
dered his men to fire, which they did. 
This had the desired effect.

Capt. Dunn got aboard of the tug 
Ruelle and placed his men in charge 
and brought the outfit and crew to Am­
herstburg. The crew of both boats were 
immediately locked up and their outfits 
placed in charge of the officers of the 
Petrel.

Chicago, June 6.—The market has 
been one of the strongest of the year. 
It did not rush up suddenly, but fought 
its way against persistent attempts to 
break its back, and closed near the top 
with strong indications of going higher. 
No important news was received until 
near the close, the early impetus coming 
mainly from worried shorts. The daily 
trade bulletin received during the ses­
sion a specal cable from the Liverpool 
Corn Trade News, reporting the pros­
pect of a decrease of 200,000,000 bushels 
in the European rye crop, compared 
with last year. A little later the State 
weather crop report from California 
came in, saying that wheat had been 
badly hurt by hot winds, which were 
still blowing in the Sacramento and San 
Joaquin valleys. As the wheat is under­
stood to be in the milk, hot winds will 
soon cook it. Reports from Ohio, Indi­
ana, Illinois, Missouri, and Michigan 
were plentiful and bad. The condition 
of the crop is evidently growing worse 
daily. The Baltimore and New York 
report increased the inquiry for exports. 
Canadian millers are trying to buy 
wheat in Detroit, but that market has 
none to spare except as it is supplied 
from Chicago. Millers east, west, north 
and south come here for wheat because 
they cannot get it elsewhere, and with 
crop conditions growing worse their de­
mands will naturally become more ur­
gent.

Corn and Oats—The reported con­
dition of 64 for oats in Ohio was a revo­
lution to most people in the trade. They 
had not supposed the damage to have 
been nearly so much, anl it indicates a 
shorter crop than the trade has been 
counting on. An Indiana farmer on 
‘change today said they would not raise 
half a crop in his State. The traveling 
man of a receiving house, who has been 
through Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Mis- 
souri, wires that he does not look for 
more than half a crop from ether of 
those States. The plant was hurt in 
Nebraska by drought, and it is said that 
rains since will not restore it to its 
early promising condition. The same 
is true in Kansas, and only in Iowa and 
the Northwest are the prospects fine.

Corn is likewise suffering from 
drought, and both grains are feeling the 
effect of these reports respectively. The 
outlook at present ‘is for higher prices.

Provisions took on a little strength 
from other markets, but show no inher­
ent strength, and there is little to en­
courage one to invest in them.
