Hl-London, Oct. 7. — American 
troops are among the wounded 
who are arriving In large numbers 
at a southern English port every 
day. They are flushed with vic­
tory and jubilantly declare “the 
Allies have Fritz beaten to a 
frazzle." Wounded German pris­
oners, on the other hand, are 
most despondent. They admit 
the end is not far off and say it 
is impossible for Germany to hold 
to hold out much longer.

pected To Be the Answer.
- Paris, Oct. 7. Laon, the stronghold to which the enemy has 

been clinging as the key point of his line on the southwest, appar- 
ently has Keen set afire by the Germans. The town was reported 
ablaze yesterday, and fires were still burning there today.

Rheims has been finally and definitely cleared from the menace 
of German cannon. The Germans are in retreat on the whole front 
from the Suippe to the Arnes, as well as in the region south of 
Cambrai.

In the first-named sector the Allies have reached the Arnes 
River, on which the enemy hoped to make a stand. In the second 
region the British fourth army has crushed counter-attacks which 
the enemy delivered in an effort to prevent its progress toward 
Bohain and cover their retreat to the south.

These two movements of retreat form a part of a plan which 
was to have brought the German armies to new lines of resistance 
much nearer the frontier.

EXPECT NO ARMISTICE.
London, Oct. 7.—No armistice will be granted the central 

powers before the complete evacuation by them of Allied territory, 
with a cessation of the destruction and burning of Allied cities. 
This is the personal opinion of Foreign diplomatists of the highest 
rank here, who have been questioned concerning the peace speech 
of the German imperial chancellor, Prince Maximilian of Baden.

CAN REJECTS Paris, Oct. 7.—The general in com­
mand of the 11th Bulgarian Division 
has surrendered his force to the Allied 
troops in Macedonia.

GEN. CURRIE NOT

Washington, Oct. 7.—A prompt and decisive reply to Ger­
many's latest peace proposal is indicated by developments in Wash­
ington today.

"Unconditional surrender” is the answer of the American 
press to the appeal for peace made by Austria and Germany. Offi­
cial copies of the peace proposals of the central powers have not 
as yet been acted upon by President Wilson, but it is reported that 
the attitude of official Washington does not encourage the hope 
entertained by the enemy, that the Allies can be induced to enter 
into negotiations at a time when Germany’s armies are in retreat 
and when Marshal Foch’s masterly strategy is beginning to bear 
fruit. So far as press comments reflect the situation in France and 
England, there is no disposition in those countries to consider the 
effort of the enemy other than a new manoeuvre, which promises 
but little more than might have been expected from the former 
peace proffers made by the central powers.

Quite irrespective of the nature of the reply, it seemed to be 
agreed that the German note called for a prompt reply, so that the 
American people might not be misled into relaxing their efforts 
for the fourth Liberty Loan, so that the American troops in the 
field may know at once the position of their Government, and so 
that an offer of peace may receive such diplomatic attention as it 
deserves.

The Austrian communication is substantially similar to that 
from Germany, and both ask President Wilson to arrange an armis­
tice and for peace negotiations on conditions previously laid down 
by the president. It is said neither of the official texts differs ma­
terially from the version published in press dispatches.

Official announcements of the attitude of the U. S. Govern­
ment still were being withheld, but there was no abatement of the 
indication that if Germany seeks a "negotiation” leading to round- 
table conferences and diplomatic quibblings, the offer will fall fiat.

TO REL QUISH HAIG ADVANCES ON FRONT
BETWEEN CAMBRAI AND LENS

London, Oct. 7.—Further progress was made by the British 
last night on the front between Lens and Cambrai Field Marshal 
Haig announced today that posts have been established on cross­
ings of the Scheldt Canal, north of Abencheul-au-Bae and north- 
east and east of Oppy.

The British also have pushed in slightly further towards Lille 
on the west and southwest, capturing a German post east of Ber- 
clau and progressing somewhat north of Weze Macquart.

London, Oct. 7.—Germany, in her latest peace offer, 
seems anxious to save her own skin, even at the expense of 
her allies, said George Nicoll Barnes, member of the war 
cabinet, in a speech at Derby last night. The latest offer 
showed no change of heart and no change in the German sys­
tem. The peace proposal only indicated that the Germans 
realized the change in the military situation and the shifting 
of the balance of power.

"If anything could come of the overtures,” he said, ‘‘we 
should be foolish to deny ourselves that chance. But it would 
smooth and facilitate the path to peace if the Germans 
showed some evidence of work following their propositions 
of faith. By clearing out of France and Belgium they could 
save their own souls.”

DISCUSSION ON PEACE NOTE
IS OPENED IN THE U. S. SENATE

Washington, Oct. 7.—Discussion of Germany’s peace offer 
began in the Senate soon after today’s session convened. Senator 
Poindexter of Washington (Republican) declared the proposal for 
an armistice as "most insidious danger.”

When Senator Poindexter declared an armistice would mean 
the end of all military action and, if accompanied only by enemy 
evacuation of Belgium and France, would be a victory for Ger­
many, Senator Hitchcock of Nebraska, chairman of the foreign re­
lations committee, earnestly pointed out that the German offer also 
provides for acceptance of the fourteen terms laid down by the 
president in his address on January 8.

Acceptance of Germany’s offer only upon evacuation of Bel­
gium and France, Senator Hitchcock said, would be preposterous, 
but he declared restoration of Alsace-Lorraine to France, as well 
as reparation for Belgium and France, are among the president’s 
terms which Germany proposes to accept.

TEXT OF NOTE TO PRESIDENT WILSON.
Amsterdam, Oct. 6.—(By the Associated Press).—The text of the note for­

warded by the imperial German chancellor. Prince Maximilian, to President 
Wilson, through the Swiss Government, follows:

“The German Government requests the President of the United States to 
take in hand the restoration of peace, to acquaint all the billigerent states of 
this request, and invite them to send plenipotentiaries for the purpose of open- 
ing negotiations. ' i

“It accepts the program set forth by the President of the United States in 1 
his message to Congress on January 8, and in his later pronouncements, espe-r 
cially his speech of September 27, as a basis for peace negotiations.

"With a view to avoiding further bloodshed, the German Government re-; 
quests the immediate conclusion of an armistice on land and water and in the| 
air."

It is announced that Turkey will take a similar step.
Willingness to join a league of nations on a basis of equal rights was de-| 

clared by Chancellor Maximilian in his address. He also proposed complete 
rehabilitation of Belgium and immediate establishment of popular representative 
bodies in the Baltic provinces of Lithuania and Poland.

BERLIN, Oct. 6.—Via Basle, Switzer- 
land.-Emperor William in a proclama­
tion to the German army and navy, 
dated October 6, says:

"For months past the enemy, with 
enormous exertions and almost with­
out pause in the fighting, has stormed 
against our lines. In weeks of the 
struggle, often without repose, you 
have had to perservere and resist a 
numerically far superior enemy. There­
in lies the greatness of the task which 
has been sent for you, and which you 
are fulfilling. Troops of all the Ger- 

Iman states are doing their part, and 
!are heroically defending their Father- 
land on foreign soil. Hard is the task.

His "Unwavering" Navy.
"My navy is holding its own against 

the united enemy naval forces, and 
is unwaveringly supporting the army in 
its difficult struggle.

"The eyes of those at home rest with 
pride and admiration on the deeds of 
the army and the navy. I express to 
you the thanks of myself and the Fath- 
erland.

I "The collapse of the Macedonian 
front has occurred in the midst of the 
hardest struggle.

"With our allies I have resolved once 
more to offer peace to the enemy, but 

| I will only extend my hand for an hon- 
iorable peace. We owe that to the 
heroes who have laid down their lives 
for the Fatherland, and we make that 
our duty to our children.

Must Hold Ground.
"Whether arms will be lowered still 

is a question. Until then we must pot 
slacken. We must, as hitherto, exert 
all our strength unwearily to hold our 
ground against the onslaught of our 
enemies.

COPENHAGEN, Oct. 6.—The text of 

the address of Prince Maximilian of 
Baden, the new imperial chancellor of 
Germany, outlining his politics to the 
Reichstag yesterday follows:

"In accordance with the imperial de­
cree of September 30, the German em­
pire has undergone a basic alteration 
of its political leadership.

“As successor to Count George F. von 
Hertling. whose services in behalf of 
the fatherland deserve the highest 
acknowledgment. I have been sum­
moned by the emperor to lead the new 
Government.

"In accordance with the governmental1 
method now introduced, I submit to the 1 
Reichstag, publicly, and without delay, 
the principles upon which I propose to 
conduct the grave responsibilities of the

"My resolve to do this has been espe-| 
cially lightened for me by the fact that|

ASSISTANCE FOR NEEDY The reports of the churches on the 

amount of coal consumed in them and 
Sunday schools are starting to reach 
Fuel Controller McCallum.

These reports show that about two- 
thirds as much coal is used to heat 
Sunday schools as is used for churches. 
For instance, if a church burns 40 tons 
of hard coal, It is usually found that 
the school requires nearly 30 tons.

Mr. McCallum has not decided on a 
plan for conservation by the churches 
as yet, but when he has time to dis­
sect the information received it will un­
doubtedly mean that he will ask that 
the church or the Sunday school be 
closed, and the one building used for 
both purposes. There are several 
churches that burn hard coal which 
might be able to bum soft. This will 
also be looked into, and it is possible 
these will be asked to burn the soft 
coal. The saving in any case should 
be at least 500 tons of hard coal, says 
Mr. McCallum.

Of the some 450 residents who sent 
in their names to Mr. McCallum in­
forming him that they had no coal, 91 
were new-comers who never had a 
coal dealer before. To deal with these, 
Mr. McCallum has decided to ask the 
dealer nearest to them to take care of 
their order and deliver them one ton 
of coal.

Mr. McCallum is calling a meeting of 
the dealers to discuss the matter with 
them.

School Nurses Help.
Following the meeting of the board 

of health on Saturday afternoon, when 
the chairman and M. O. H. were em­
powered to obtain help for nursing in 
cases where needy families are ill and 
there is no one to care for them, Mr.

Sat­
urday afternoon the vital statistician 
of the Institute of Public Health sent 
out notices to all the doctors in town 
to the effect that the board of health 
would supply help in the way of tem­
porary nursing for any family urgently 
requiring it.

Mild in England.
A medical officer who has returned 

from overseas within the past few days 
states that the epidemic of Spanish in­
fluenza had almost abated there at the 
time he left. He had opportunity of 
observing only in so far as it affected 
the military. So far as he could gather 
from reports, it had been a much milder 
type in the old country than that which 
is raging in Massachusetts. The epi­
demic in England lasted between a 
month, and six weeks, and the mor­
tality figures were very low.

Paris, Oct. 7.—The quest for an arm­
istice and the opening of peace parleys 
by the central powers is looked upon by 
the French press generally as an at­
tempt to evade certain disaster.

"The war has brought distinct spirit­
ual gains to the world despite all its 
horror, its loss, and its waste." This 
was the declaration of Rev. L. W. Arm­
itage, rector of St. James’ Anglican 
Church, in addressing the men of the 
Askin Street Methodist Church Brother- 
hood on Sunday morning. Mr. Armitage 
pointed out that wars were not entirely 
destructive. During the Napoleonic 
wars, when the fate of Europe hung in 
the balance, many great religious or­
ganizations had their inception. "What 
is mankind getting out o-f the war; men 
are praying in a way that they have 
never prayed before. The greatest lead­
ers in the world are calling upon the 
nations to get down upon their knees. 
Not until all the nations are on their 
knees will the war be finally won," he 
said.

Another thing gained in this war was 
the feeling of responsibility for others. 
This has been shown at home in the 
care of soldiers' dependents. Fighting 
for right and honor, men were finding 
that life did not consist in an abund­
ance of things or in the magnitude of 
things.

Mrs. Donald McLean, president of 
the Women's Canadian Club, expressed 
the feeling of joy natural to all women 
Wito have been doing their bit here. But

while expressing her joy she holds the 
idea that it is rather too soon for the 
war to come to a close. Not that we 
and other countries have not suffered 
enough, but it seems out of the ques­
tion for Germany to get off so easily 
after the sorrow and suffering she has 
caused, more especially after the way 
in which the German army has in­
vaded France and Belgium, leaving be­
hind them nothing but sorrow and suf­
fering. For this inhuman act they 
should be made pay for it in a way 
similar. Germany should be invaded 
and treated in the same way as she 
has treated others. To those who have 
lost their all on the battlefields of 
France, it is rather hard to think that 
after such being the case, the only 
consolation will be the thought of peace 
being declared, before Germany had 
tasted some of her own bitter medi­
cine.

Determined that London should have 
its celebration upon the receipt of what 
Is termed the most favorable war news 
since 1914, W. J. Moore, of 
the local branch of the Kellogg Toast­
ed Corn Flakes Company, obtained a 
large Union Jack, chartered an auto­
mobile and proceeded to wake up the 
citizens.

went to the front of The Advertiser, 
where the largest crowd had congre­
gated and proceeded to muster the peo­
ple together and put spirit into them.

"Detroit, our city across the 
border never closed an eye last night.

Cheers For All.
Automobiles led, with women, chil­

dren and men. both young and old 
walking, all joining together, cheering 
lustily until their throats cracked, they 
paraded up Richmond street to Dun­
das to the office of The Advertiser, 
where they stopped and, after giving 
three cheers for the boys in the 
trenches, the king and President Wil- 
son, three cheers were given for The 
"Tiser," which was termed by all 
present as the only paper "that woke

up!" The procession then wont east 
on Dundas to the armories where the 
usual three cheers were again repeat- 
ed. From the armories it went to the 
home of the Great War Veterans' As­
sociation on Queen's avenue and here, 
after repeating the cheers, including 
one for the veterans, the crowd sang 

The Maple Leaf Forever,” and then 
went to Richmond and Dundas streets 
where they disbanded to the strains 
of "The Maple Leaf," and "God. Save 
the King.”

Crowds Went Wild.
The crowd all along the course of 

the parade went wild, and everything 
was forgotten but the glad news that 
was received. Cheers resounded with 
never a waver, and every man in khaki, 
whether returned or otherwise, was 
given three cheers while he stood to 
attention saluting the large flags car­
ried by the crowd;f

A merchant of Richmond street was 
generous and when the crowd gathered 
at the Tecumseh House, he appeared 
with his arms full of "squawkers" and 
flags and distributed them throughout 
the crowd, which quickly made use of 
them by immediately setting up a 
regular din.

Mrs. John Cook and Mrs. E. Jacobs, 
both wives of returned heroes, headed 
the procession, carrying large flags and 
cheering lustily. Music was produced 
for the occasion by Sergt. Fred Young. 
Such enthusiasm has seldom been wit­
nessed in London and everyone forgot 
his troubles and entered into the do­
ings with a vim. Although they were 
some time getting a start they respond­
ed all the more heartily to the call on 
this account.

I band and the Great War Veterans’ 
band, thousands of people falling Into 
the ranks of the procession, which pro­
ceeded down Dundas street to Rich­
mond, north to Dufferin avenue, and 
thence to the park.

A veteran on crutches crossed the 
street in a break in the parade, and the 
crowd cheered. A man pushed a de­
corated baby carriage In front of him, 
and the crowds cheered. An elderly, 
bonnetted woman waved a flag from her 
scat in a motor car. and the crowds 
cheered. On the sidewalk stood a little 
group watching the goings on with 
beaming faces. In the centre was an 
Indian woman who held in one hand the 
Union Jack and in the other hand the 
Stars and Stripes. Clinging to one 
arm was a young daughter, holding the 
British flag.

The husband died, 
the war broke out, and the young son 
enlisted to fight for king and country.

’I think perhaps I get my boy home 
now, soon," said the mother.

Some Exaggeration,
Numbers of people were evidently un­

der the impression that peace had been 
actually declared. Others who read the 
bulletins carefully grasped their mean­
ing, putting the most optimistic con­
struction upon them. Still others cele­
brated just the same, though they em­
phatically declared that no peace will 
be accepted except the peace which ef­
fectually crushes the militarist machine 
in Germany.

"It may not be the end just yet, but 
we are enough farther ahead to hearten 
ourselves up by cheering," was the 
tenor of their statements.

And so London's happiest day since 
the outbreak of war was brought to a 
close, eleven o’clock and a drizzle, caus­
ing people to seek their homes and lodg­
ing places.

What of Prince Maximilian of Baden, the new 
German chancellor? He is reputed to have in­
curred the hatred of the pan-German party 
through the suspicion that he nurtured pro-Brit- 
ish sentiments early in the war, but this belief 
must be taken cautiously.. While his speech in the 
Reichstag is filled with phrases that seem remark- 
able coming from the mouth of any German, he 
still harps on unity and the determination of the 
fatherland to fight. He promises that Belgium 
shall be restored completely and particularly 
that it shall maintain its independence and terri­
torial integrity. He declares that peace treaties 
hitherto made shall not stand in the, way of a 
general peace, having in mind the Brest-Litovsk 
treaty. He makes use of high-sounding phrases 
which call for an "upright peace” which "rejects 
only the selfish violation of the rights of others.” 
The new chancellor paints a picture of a new- 
made Germany. He does not use the word re­
public, but his address suggests that republican­
ism is to rule in Germany. Those classes of repre­
sentatives which represent the people of Germany 
are to be merged so that the will of the whole 
people (and note how the emphasis is placed on 
"the laboring classes”) shall effect a new state 
of affairs. The chancellor finds it necessary not 
only to attempt peace with the Allied nations, but 
to make peace, if possible, with the people of his 
own country.

Within a few hours the trend of official Allied 
sentiment toward the proposals will be known to 
the Allied peoples. In the meantime the convic­
tion sinks in deeply that the Germans have been 
defeated, and that at the worst it is only a matter 
of days that can be measured until final and com­
plete victory has been achieved and the most vital 
peace secured on the principles and according to 
the price the Allies have set. The long night of 
war draws to a close, with the evil spirits of the 
night overcome and the full glow of dawn break­
ing over the horizon of a new world made secure 
for civilization, and made safe from the menace 
of mad militarism.

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GERMANY MUST ASSIGN.
ERMANY, the brutal, noisy and blustering 

ly bully of the world, has sunk to her knees 
V and pleads for peace before the Allied na­
tions. She has swaggered for peace, threatened 
for peace, intrigued for peace, but now appears 
before her own family, her own people, in the 
attitude of the defeated, saying this if she says 
nothing more, "Abandon all hope of victory, look 
only for leniency from the nations with which we 
have been fighting.” Trained to watch for every 
Subterfuge that could be conceived even in the 
mind of a Prussian, the Allied nations take the 
offer and submit it to every test. THEY WILL 
NOT BE HOAXED. The slightest suspicion that 
Germany is endeavoring to start a peace offensive 
in order to save a vestige of her military power 
and her aspirations to victory will call the very 
voices of the dead from the grave to denounce the 
government or governments that would consider 
the offer. Millions of people in every Allied na­
tion will demand that Germany be made to face 
her fate, and that fate is complete surrender and 
submission to the dictates of the Allies.

Germany admits herself a military bankrupt. 
Then she must assign and the Allies must be the 
assignees as they were in the ease of Bulgaria. 
Warnings will be given to the people to beware 
the German peace offensive, for if the devil could 
be called in to assist them with their machinations 
he would not long be out of employment. There 
must be no faith shown in Germany, until Ger­
many casts down her arms, and throws herself 
upon the mercy of the civilized world. The tricks 
of detestable Prussianism are all too fresh in the 
minds of the Allied peoples. The smoke of the 
burned cities of France still reeks in the clothes 
of the brave men who have recaptured the black 
ruins that once were homes.’ First of all, and this 
is certain to be an Allied demand, Germany must 
evacuate Belgium and France, and every other 
country into which she gained entrance by means 
of her treacherous bid for world domination.

The people have celebrated the occasion of 
Germany’s appeal for peace. In many quarters 
this has been criticised as premature. But if the 
peace proposals mean nothing at all, there have 
been sufficient reasons for public indulgence in a 
period of buoyancy, and best of all, perhaps, is 
the knowledge that the German people are now 
made to understand on the admission of their 
kaiser and their chancellor that they are a de 
feated people. No greater victory than this has 
been achieved, and should attempts be made again 
to pump up the war enthusiasm for the father- 
land, it will be found that with depleted reserves 
and disturbances increasing at home each day, 
with Bulgaria gone, and other allies certain to 
fall, there is no hope ahead for the Hun. The 
fight of the filthy Prussian has been fought. He 
may continue to "stall” and fence for an opening 
after the manner of the defeated prize fighter 
who waits for the gong to ring. But he may not 
carry a lead weight in his glove in this round of 
the battle.

An economical recipe calls for one and 
a-half cups apple sauce (sweetened) 
good half-cup brown sugar, teaspoon 
cinnamon, half teaspoon cloves (or 
these may be omitted and vanilla used 
instead), scant half-cup shortening, two 
level teaspoons soda dissolved in the 
sauce, and flour to make a nice batter. 
Bake in a fiat tin, and when cool spread 
with jelly and drop cocoanut or broken 
nut meats over the top.

Here is a simple fish recipe which can 

be served with potatoes, and thus form 
a complete meal. Cod. halibut or a simi­
lar large fish can be used:

1 pound of fish.
1 green pepper.
1 onion.
2 cupfuls of tomatoes (canned or 

fresh pulp.)
Saut, pepper, bay leaf.

Lightly fry the chopped pepper and 
onion, add seasonings and tomatoes, 
and when well cooked press through 
sieve. Cut the fish in steaks for serv- 
ing, place in a greased baking dish, sea­
son with salt and pepper and baste with 
part of the above sauce. When fish is 
cooked, put on a hot platter and pour 
the remaining sauce over all.

Moreover, many housewives do not 
appreciate the vast number of ways in 
which fish can be cooked. "I like to 
cook meat because you can use it in so 
many different ways," said one young 
housekeeper. But it is a fact that fish 
can be used in just as many ways as 
meat. The trouble is that we may get 
Into the habit of buying one kind of 
fish-—like herring, let us say, and then 
frying it always and invariably. But 
there are so many new varieties of fish 
being offered that there Is no reason 
why every housekeeper should not at 
least experiment.

Fish is most delicious when baked- 
and it is the simplest way of handling 
it. Clean the fish, wipe dry, place on a 
rack in a dripping pan. Dredge with a 
mixture of flour, salt, pepper and cover 
with bits of butter substitute. Bake for 
eight or ten minutes to the pound in a 
moderate oven until tender. Serve with 
slices of lemon.|

Chicago, Oct. 7.—Germany's request 
for peace negotiations brought about a 
sharp break in prices of corn today , but 
no sign of demoralized trading. Busi- 
ness broadened out considerably, 
though, and brisk fluctuations showed 
that the feeling was nervous and that 
sentiment as to the future course of 
prices was by no means one-sided.

"It is also truth that 90 per cent of I 
the commercial organizations which 
have died have been revived, some of them not once, but half a dozen times.I

peated discouragements and failures ■ 
will not prevent them from getting to-1 
gether again and again.

Standardized Plan. I
"In the last five years a plan of 

ganization and operation for a board 1 
of trade has been worked out, stand-1 
ardized. proved in the hardest of allI 
tests, that of experience, and it is now I 
possible to say to a community that 1 
there is no need of resurrecting and 
revitalizing a board at the end of ten I 
years. Boards of trade that have been 
placed on the scientific basis now 
available to them, as will be the case I 
here in London, are uniformly grow- 
ing bigger and stronger year by year.1

"In every live city there is need of a 
central organization of the citizens,, 
through which they may express their 
ambitions for the good of the whole 
community; an organization which will 
bring them together, so that their 
thought may be concentrated on par­
ticular objects, and equipped to trans­
late that thought into action. 1

Fate In Our Hands.
"London in 1925 will look and be 

what the average businessman of to­
day wishes. London will not make the 1 
progress that one or two broad-visioned 1 
men may conceive. A city is like a fleet I 
of warships. The progress of the en- 1 
tire fleet is restricted to the speed of 
the slowest monitor. So it is necessary| 
for the men who want progress—who
