BURNED TO DEATH.

Terrible End of a Number of Female 
Laborers.

London, July 27.—The St. Peters­
burg; correspondent of The Daily Mail 
sends a report to the effect that, near 
the village of Schalajifka, in the dis­
trict of the Don, 32 female field lab­
orers were burned to death in a barn, 
where they had locked themselves to 
escape molestation by male laborers, 
who, in revenge, fired the barn, and 
callously watched the burning, without 
heeding the shrieks of the victims.
i ==-----============

Rome, July 27.—The body of Pope 
Leo was interred in St Peter’s Sat­
urday. The strokes of the hammer 
which resounded through the immense 
dome of the cathedral announced to 
the earnest gathering in the nave that 
the body of Leo X111. had been laid 
to rest. At sundown the most import­
ant and most solemn of all the obse­
quies took place. About one thousand 
persons had received invitations to at­
tend the ceremonies. Cardinal Ram- 
polla, as arch-priest of the Basilica, 
was waiting outside the gates in vio­
let robes, surrounded by the chaptei 
of the cathedral, which was led by 
Mgr. Ceppatelli, who conducted the 
services. Drs. Lapponi and Mazzoni 
directed the work of the removal of 
the bier, which was executed by eight 
sediari, or Pope’s carriers, attired in 
their brilliant red brocade costumes. 
They at first tried to raise the bier, 
but, finding it too heavy, they slowly 
slid it into a low car with noiseless 
wheels. Then, to the strains of the "Mis- 
erere," which wailed through the lofty 
church, and preceded by a glittering 
cross held aloft, the procession, car­
rying candles and torches, slowly left 
the chapel and went up the church, 
passing the bronze statue and the 
shrine of St. Peter.

After slow progress around the 
church, the cortege arrived at the 
chapel choir, the bier being so carried 
that the dead Pope entered head first, 
according to the ceremonial. Here 
all those who had received invitations 
were stopped, remaining in the main 
part of the Basilica, behind a double 
line of the Swiss Guards. In the cha­
pel the music changed to notes of joy 
and triumph, and "In Paradisum" rang 
out with telling effect. From the out­
side the five bells of St. Peter’s 
rang their accustomed salute to 
the coming night. mingling har­
moniously with the music of 
the . choir. In the chapel the bier 
bearing the body of the dead Pope, was 
received by Cardinal Oreglia. It was 
placed in the centre, backed by an 
altar with a beautiful image of the 
Madonna, before which were burning 
four immense candles in silver staffs 
Around two sides of the chapel, in 
the choir seats, were thirty-six Cardi­
nals.

The body was sprinkled with holy 
water, absolution was given, and the 
foot of Leo XIII. was kissed for the 
last time by Majordomo Cagiano, mas­
ter of the chamber; Bisleti, and Count 
Camille Pecci. The majordomo then 
covered the venerable features and 
hands with a white silk veil bordered 
with gold. Over this the prefect of 
ceremonies spread a large red silk veil, 
which covered the whole person. Fire 
was lighted in a brazier and blown by 
a bellows, the sparks rising almost to 
the ceiling, while Mgr. Bartolini read 
the oratio brevis, and Notary Poponi, 
84 years old, read the burial record, a 
service which he performed at the 
deaths of Pope Gregory XVI. and 
Pope Pius IX. The monsignors of the 
Basilica, aided by the Noble Guard, 
then laid all that was mortal 
of Leo XIII. in a cypress coffin lined 
with red satin and bearing on the cover 
an inlaid cross. The majordomo put 
beside the body of the dead Pope two 
silk purses containing coins of silver 
and a bronze medal struck during Leo’s 
pontificaté. A eulogy enclosed in a me­
tal tube was also interred with the 
body. When all had been arranged 
the supreme prayer was said and the 
last benediction given, all present join­
ing. Half-suppressed sobs were heard 
on all sides.

Lake Rosseau, July 27. — A sad 
drowning accident has occurred 
here in which one life was 
lost. Miss Agnew Farley of 
Brooklyn, N.Y., captain of the waitress­
es at the Royal Muskoka, and another 
waitress named Miss Annie Mahon 
left the hotel in a rowboat for" Ros­
seau and were returning about 5 
o’clock. When about a mile from Ros­
seau the boat was accidentally upset. 
Miss Mahon clung to the boat and 
was rescued, but Miss Parley sank im­
mediately. The body lies in one 
hundred feet of water, and has not 
yet been recovered.

Hanover, July 27—Last evening 
a young man named Adam Birney, 
with two other young men, went in 
bathing. Birney jumped into the war- 
er and swam out to about the middle 
of the stream. It is thought he took 
cramps, for in a moment he sank. His 
body was recovered about two hours 
after. He was a turner in the Knech- 
tel Furniture Company’s factory, and 
took a lively interest in lacrosse and 
football. He was about 21 years 
of age, and unmarried. His parents 
live near Enniskillen.

Port Colborne, July 27.—A young 
Italian laborer, aged nineteen, was 
drowned at Humberstone last even- 
ing. He had just arrived in town, and 
did not notice that the swing bridge 
was open, and walked into the canal:

Winnipeg, July 27.—(Special.)—The 
body of Donald Graham of Stony 
Mountain was found floating in the 
Assiniboine River here to-day. He is 
supposed to have thrown himself into 
the river.

Windsor, July 27.—Norman Price, a 
fourteen-year-old colored newsbody, 
was drowned while swimming off a 
dock in the river here last night. The 
body was recovered.

Montreal, July 27.—(Special.)—Two 
men. Lea Rozier and Thomas Harte, 
were drowned while out boating on the 
St. Lawrence to-day.

Lumber Burned at St. Kitts.

St. Catharines, July 27.—George 
Wilson & Co.’s large lumber yards, 
situated on the north side of Niagara. 
Street, were again visited by fire at 
an early hour yesterday. The fi.e 
started in the eastern end, and soon 
spread westward, covering the entire 
yard, which was heavily stocked with 
choice lumber. Two large sheds, each 
300 feet long, went up like paper. A. 
large amount of stock was manufac­
tured and ready to go out, and is a 
total loss. The firemen, with the help 
of a west wind, saved the main mill, 
box factory and offices. A small 
house on the Page street side caught 
fire, and was completely destroyed. 
The Warren Electric Co.'s plant was 
in great danger, and was saved only 
by hard work. The firemen worked 
heroically, and saved a number of 
frame houses situated all around the 
yard. The origin of the fire is a mys­
tery, the night watchman having pass­
ed the spot where the fire originated 
about fifteen minutes before, and 
everything was apparently all right. 
The firm have been very unlucky, it 
being only two years ago that their 
entire plant was destroyed. Mr. F. 
W. Wilson estimates the loss at be­
tween $45,000 and $50,000, partly cov­
ered by insurance.

LABOR MAN ELECTED.

THE RESULT OF AN ENGLISH 
BYE-ELECTION.

Strong Unionist Supporter of Mr. 
Chamberlain’s Fiscal Policy is De­
feated—Result a Surprise.

London, July 27.—The election yes­
terday, in the Barnard Castle division 
of Durham County, of a successor to 
Sir Joseph W. Pease, Liberal, resulted 
as follows :—
A. Henderson (Labor) ................ 3.370
W. L. Vane (Unionist) ...............3,323
Mr. Beaumont (Liberal) .............2,809

The result was a complete surprise, 
for since 1886 the division had return­
ed a Liberal. It is another of a suc­
cession of labor victories in recent bye- 
elections, and is regarded as signifi­
cant, because Major Vane, who was 

.also an unsuccessful candidate in the 
riding at the last election, is a strong 
supporter of Mr. Chamberlain’s fiscal 
policy. While personally popular, he 
received fewer votes than when he ran 
in the same division in 1900. On the 
other hand, it is asserted, that the con­
test was more influenced by the educa­
tion act. the division being strongly 
Nonconformist. Mr. Henderson until 
recently was the official Liberal agent 
in the constituency.

FAREWELL TO DUBLIN.

Their Majesties Accorded a Hearty 
Send-off.

New York, July 27.—The Sun 
has the following special from 
London :—King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra left Dublin at noon to-day 
to visit the Marquis and Marchioness 
of Londonderry at Mount Stewart, 
Newtownards, County Down. They 
halted on their way to the railway 
station to review thousands of child­
ren who had assembled in Phoenix 
Park. Although it was raining at the 
time, their Majesties used an open 
carriage. The streets were lined six 
deep with spectators. The enthus­
iasm which has heretofore been dis­
played was fully maintained. Before 
leaving here King Edward gave 
£1,000, which is to be distributed 
among the poor of Dublin. The fol­
lowing, royal message has been issued 
in the form of a letter from Mr. Geo. 
Wyndham, Chief Secretary for Ire­
land, to Earl Dudley, the Lord-Lieu­
tenant :—

“The King, before leaving, com­
mands me to beg you to convey to all 
his people in Dublin his deep appre­
ciation of the loyalty and affection 
with which he and the Queen were 
surrounded during their stay. Their 
Majesties forever will cherish the 
memory of these days, during whicli 
every incident but confirmed their be­
lief that the inhabitants of this illus­
trious city may, under God’s provi­
dential guidance, confidently look for­
ward to blessings commensurate with 
the keenness of their intelligence and 
the warmtli of their liearts.”

The King and Queen had a rous­
ing welcome at Newtownards. Later 
they took an automobile to Portafer­
ry, where they crossed Strangford 
Lough aboard the gunboat Hebe and 
visited Lord De Ros, the oldest Peer 
in the realm. Although the district 
is strongly Nationalist, the people 
gave their Majesties a most hearty re­
ception.

CAUGHT AT QUEBEC.

Woman Accused of Stealing €200 in 
Cardiff, Wales.

Quebec, July 27.—Gertrude Durant, 
age 35 years, who came out as a pas­
senger on the steamship Dominion,was 
arrested Saturday on the charge 
of stealing £200 sterling from her em­
ployers at Cardiff, Wales. She will 
be sent back.

$30,coo Blaze at Souris.
Winnipeg, July 27.—The most 

serious fire in the history of Souris 
visited that town on Sunday. It 
broke out in the feed stables of Wm. 
Watt, and spread to the stock barns of 
McCulloch & Herriot. Wm. Watt’s 
residence and T. H. Patrick’s lumber 
yard, in which was piled 100,000 feet 
of lumber, 10,000 shingles and a large 
quantity of cordwood, were also de­
stroyed. The total loss is $30,000; 
small insurance.

RUSSIA WOULD FIGHT.

Prepared to Combat With Five of the 
• Powers.

St. Petersburg, July 27.—Director 
Hartwig of the Asiatic department of 
the Russian Foreign Office talked 
long, earnestly and frankly to a repre­
sentative of the Associated Press to­
day regarding Manchuria. He began 
by making the statement that the Rus­
so-Chinese situation was likely to re­
main unchanged until the return to the 
Russian capital of War Minister 
Kuropatkin.

Passing to the statement of Ameri­
can opinion regarding Manchuria, he 
made a remarkably outspoken attack 
upon England. He said:—" I do not 
comprehend how Russia, whose foreign 
policy is the most straightforward, can 
be accused of duplicity, when England’s 
double-dealing is a question that 
should be apparent to everybody. Here 
are two telegrams received from Eng­
land to-day. One relates to Lord 
Cranborne’s statement in the House of 
Commons, July 23, saying that Eng­
land desires an Anglo-Russian arrange­
ment covering the entire situation and 
that England recognized Russia’s pe­
culiar situation and especial interests 
in Manchuria. The other reports The 
London Standard’s despatch from Tien­
tsin, of July 24, regarding Russian re­
inforcements at Port Arthur. This is 
for American consumption; it is false, 
but I shall permit its publication here 
in order to prove that we do not fear 
war, even with five powers. England 
never addressed to us inquiries, com­
plaints or protests regarding Man­
churia. She recognizes our special in­
terests, but continually incites Japan 
and America against Russia. The Eng­
lish despatches from the far east are 
for American consumption. Why does 
not America see through the track? 
Why swallow the bait so poorly dis­
guised? Does America want war? If 
so, why does not anybody stop to con­
sider how much the American-Man­
churian trade amounted to before 1899. 
Who ever heard Newchwang mention­
ed before we brought order there? Who 
is building Dalny as a free port?. Rus­
sia has 10,000 miles of Chinese frontier; 
shall we place ourselves on the same 
foting as others? When we saved 
Admiral Seymour from destruction 
why did not somebody protest against 
Kiao Chou? What is the outcry for? 
Does anybody suppose we are going 
to be compelled to relinquish the rail­
way to Honnghoneses or other ma- 
rauders?

“I repeat that we do not fear war 
even with five powers. Our defeat in 
the Crimea is a glorious chapter in 
our history, and I do not believe that 
any five powers desire to gather new 
laurels like those of the Crimea. What 
can Japan do? Suppose Japan defeat­
ed the Russian army, we would .crush 
Japan to sand. Japan exists upon 
Russian fish. It is your duty to ex­
pose England’s duplicity. It is not a 
recent phenomenon now; it is a chro­
nic affair.”

London, July 27.—The Standard 
prints a Tientsin despatch which 
says that the Newchwang trains 
are crowded with Russian troops going 
in the direction of Port Arthur, that 
these trains are taking precedence over 
normal traffic, and that heavy guns and 
other artillery are algo being sent.

THEY WANT RECIPROCITY.

American Furniture Men in Can­
ada.

New York, July 27.—The second ses­
sion of the first national convention of 
the National Furniture Association of 
America was held Friday. Eugene 
N. Foss of Boston made the principal 
speech in the evening on reciprocity 
with Canada- saying among other 
things :—

“Canada is the largest purchaser of 
our manufactures on the face of the 
globe, and we ask our Government to 
deal justly and fairly with our best cus­
tomers. Our demand for closer trade 
relations with Canada rests upon broad 
foundations. Pre-eminent is the need 
of our manufactures for cheaper raw 
material, iron, coal, wood, hides, etc.

The following resolutions were 
adopted :—

“Resolved, that the Furniture Associ- 
tion of America regards with approval 
the action of the United States Gov­
ernment in seeking to reconvene the 
Anglo-American Joint High Commis­
sion for the purpose, among others, of 
negotiating a reciprocity treaty with 
Canada.

“That it is the sense of this conven­
tion that reciprocal relations, beneficial 
to both countries, should preferably 
follow the general lines of the removal 
by both countries of the duties on some 
or all of the natural products of each, 
and such mutual extensions of the free 
list and reductions and changes of the 
duties on the manufactured products 
of both as will give to each as low a 
rate of duties as is given to any other 
country.”

Useful Asbestus.
. Nearly all housekeepers have several 
tin edged asbestus mats, which are de­
signed purposely for use in the range 
beneath saucepans and other cooking 
utensils, bnt perhaps there are many 
people who do not realize to how many 
other uses In the household asbestus 
may be subjected. It comes in sheets 
a yard or more in width and of any 
desired length. When bought by the 
quantity, it is very cheap, so cheap that 
10 cents will buy several square feet 
of the material, which may be easily 
cut to fit the place it is needed to fill.

In place of the ready made pads for 
protecting polished tables a strip of as- 
bestus bought by the yard and cut the 
proper length makes a good covering. 
When no lining or pad is used on a ta- 
ble. a small square of the material 
placed beneath the cloth where the cof­
feepot and teapot stand will save the 
table from white marks that a tile is 
usually unable to prevent

All doilies used on a polished table 
without a cloth should have inner lin- 
ings, so that an asbestus mat can be 
slipped in between.

A square of asbestus kept for a rest 
and also to rub off the flatiron when in 
use prevents all scorching of the iron­
ing sheet When the range or any oth­
er heating apparatus cornea too close 
to the wall and there is danger from 
fire, a strip of the material placed be­
tween will remove all cause of anxiety. 
In bouses without hot and cold water 
fixtures it is a good plan to slip a piece 
beneath the washstand cover for the 
hot water pitcher.-Cincinnati Commer­
cial Tribune.

WON THE KING'S PRIZE.

Welshman Carries Off the Coveted 
Trophy.

Bisley, England, July 27.—Color-Ser- 
gean Davis of the 3rd Glamorgan Vol­
unteers won the King’s Prize at the 
National Rifle Association meet, which 
just closed, with a score of 311. This 
is the second time Davis has won the 
King’s Prize, a feat which has Deen 
accomplished only once before in the 
history of the competition. Pte. Mc- 
Callum of the 1st Stirling Volunteers 
was second, with a score of 310, and 
Sergeant Galloway of the 2nd Ayrshire 
was third, with 303. The weather was 
bright, but the wind was very strong 

and variable.
The following members of the Canad­

ian team, with the scores mentioned, 
were placed in the first hundred com­
petitors in the King’s Prize contest:— 
Lieut. Vroom, 293, 24th; Major Spear­
ing, 292, 25th; Sergeant Bayles, 283, 
63rd; Pte. McNaughton, 282, 68th; 
Corp. McGregor, 279, 79th; Capt. 
Crowe, 274, 84th.

An official notice was posted that 
Corp. J. W. Garvie of the ist North­
umberland Fusiliers and Pte. F. Wat­
son of the same regiment were barred 
from the King’s Prize and the St. 
George’s Vase, and from all subse­
quent competitions of the National 
Rifle Association’s ranges, and that 
they would forfeit all prizes won dur­
ing the present meeting. Both men 
had qualified for the St. George’s final 
stage, and Garvie had qualified for the 
King’s Hundred. The official charges 
against these men are tampering with 
the scores at a provincial meeting. Both 
denied the charges, and threaten to sue 
the National Rifle Association.

The St. George’s Vase was won by 
Captain Johnson of the London Rifle 
Brigade, with a scqore of 135.

BRUTALITY TO SOLDIERS.

Had to March Until They Were 
Prostrated.

Vienna, July 27. — Details received 
from Budapest regarding the suffering 
of an infantry regiment from the ex­
traordinary heat on a manoeuvre 
march from Trebinye to Bilek last 
Monday, when 450 men were prostrat- 
ed, indicate that bad handling of the 
regiment was largely responsible for 
the men being overcome. The troops 
are alleged to have been burdened 
with extra equipment, in additon to 
the usual heavy marching order, and 
were engaged for two hours in a sham 
fight. The Colonel commanding the 
regiment refused to grant the request 
of some of the officers that the sol­
diers be allowed to rest, though he him­
self was obliged to finish the march 
in a carriage. Before reaching Bilek 
the men fell out of the ranks by scores. 
Nine died immediately and 22 were 
carried off insensible, six of whom 
died soon after reaching the hospital. 
Seventy others are in a serious condi­
tion. The thermometer registered 125 
degrees in the sun.
