Kicking in English Rugby falls into
two categories.

be more than UNB ran. afford when
the student body and SRC\revenues
decrease, to normal.

In the second place, it seems imr-
practical o adopt £ game at the
university level which is not played
at the high schools in the zrea.

This situation, resembling very much
that good old game of “Ducks and
Drakes”, comes under heavy critic.
ism by the spectators, as the hught
of disorganization.

Long boots in the Canadian game
are usnally taken on the third down
with all players on side and able to
converge on the receiver as quickly
as they are able and to make the tac-
kle.

In English Rugby if the ball is
kicked out on the full i. e. it must be
brought back to the place where it
was kicked from and results in the cp~
posing team gaining possession. In
Canadian foothall the team kicking
the ball outside loses possession only.
and has the advantage of a long gain
in territory. The Canadian game
makes use of a player who is able

kick a long ball,

This play is particularly effective
in the scoring of the Canadian Rouge,
which counts one point. On this play
a kick which goes into the touchdown
area and is not caught and run out
is 4 scoring play. In English Rughy
such a play results only in a five vd.
scrum oz .4 twenty five yard drop
kick. The long kick then in this game
is mot effective. ;

A field goal in Rugby results from
a dropkick and counts two points.
This play. however entails the clean
heeling of the scrum, the handling
of the ball by the ball half before
the kicker gets the ball into his hands.
Meanwhile  the opposing team have
all this time to converge and make
the play on the kicker. Fiayers are
not allowed to give the kicker sny
protection by blocking and as he is
usually hurried the Kk is unsuccess-
ful. T have sestt only two Held goals
scored in the past three seasons of
play. The Canadian gsme provides
the line #s protection and gives a
kicker a more even chance st worlns

Intheconvertafte'auyﬂxebaﬂ
is carried out on a line, from the
paint . where the fry was scored, par.!
allzl with the sidelines at any dist-
ance inside the twenty five yard line.
The kick is then taken without any
opposition from the opposing team,
The Camadian game makes it neces-
sary for a 'convert to be carried out
as a regular play and allows the op-
position an opportunity of prevent-
ing it. It is thus scored on a competi-
tive ' basis.

In English Rugby for a successful
try the ball must be touched down in
the goal area. This area is eight feet
wide causing a player to cut down on
speed in order that he may not cross
the area completely and be declared
out of bounds.. I can see no advant-
age of fulling on the hall with the
resulting pileups and infuries. The
rule in Canadian football calls for
a player to cross the line cnly.

In order to pain possession of the
ball the Fnglish game adopts twe
main methods, the scrum and the
“play the ball” situation. Heeling by
the scrum is usually a slow process
with both sides patting up a doggea
ficht for pozsessior. Serume uswally
result in a lot of vein heaving back
and forth, wheeling and falling and
a waste of a lot of good energv. Al-
though ihe ball is usally delivered
to one of the two teams after many
delays.

A “play the ball” situation results
whea a plaver falls or the ball ar is
tackled. The ball iy then safl to b
down. The plaver in nossession gets
up, takes the ball in heth hands. faces
the player who made the tackle and
drops it in the centre of this diminu-
tivé serum. Thizs Dall must be plaved
with the feet. 'The' player .eaches
forward and attempts fo heel the
ball back to his tearcmates, The op-
posing playar has cnly to kick for.

ward and he wusually succeeds in
“buck kicking” thc ball to any Imag-
inable place which causes disorgan-
ization to both teams. However the
player in possession may kick the
ball forward and he now has an
equal chance. Usually he is the only
one who ¥nows it and he leads a ome
man charge against thirteen, which
anyone will agree is overwhelming
odds apd will usually produce touch-
downs.

The “play the ball” rule gives:a
side profession of the ball, the side
must have possession in order to score,
however the player attempting to
heel the ball to his backfield is us-
ally kicked all over the lot by the
opposition and this results in a loss
of ground. Here is the situation with
the team in possess or: and yet loosing
ground. I haven’t seen the solution
to this problem in the last two seasons.

ing possession. Pushing, vain stabs
with the feet, “Back Kicking” does
not deliver the ball to the backfield
with good opportunitier to get away
quickly on substantial rurs.

He
knows what each man is going to do,

and the players know theis individual®

assignments. This is another feature
of organization. In the English game
the Captain usvally decides on the
strategy to be used. If he should hap:
pen to play in the scram then he can
not poksibly foflow the buckfleld
playing.

Our short pre-season training period
does not allow players to round into
good enough condition! to be able
to absosb the bumps and bruises but
padding which will not he injurious
to players on the other team is allowed
Howwver by convention I suppose
none of the players wear padding
whick I guess is one of the idiosyn-
crasics of he wame. §

Thus players attempt to plunge, take
headiong dives al the ball under
the cleats of all players, and trv head
on teckles w thout protective padding.
The number of broken collar bones,
dislocated shoclders, serious muscle
injurics in the past have beer the re.
salt of this policy. The Canadian
padding ensures a player' a degree
of protection.

Color slides depicting a  vestful
summe= life on the shores of beauti-
ful Lake Nipigon showed also the
devastating effects of a little insect
on the basswood trees in the vicinity.
This insect, known as the Basswood

Leaf Miner, was the object of a study
by Prof. T. M. Lothian who present-
ed his findings to a meeting of the
Scientific Society on Thursday, Jan-
uary 13. Said Prof. Lothian, “no pre-
vious study has been made of the
hiology of this pest and a preliminary
study was undertaken with a view
to controlling the attack on
wood.”

Pest in Summer Resort

Prof Lothian found that the beetle
attacks the basswood trees very heav-
ily in the Nipigon area in Ontario
but that it did not feed on other
trees. Speaking of possible control
measures suggested by his study the
speaker said: “Disease organisms raay
be important for control, but preda.

bass-

insignificant as a means of destroying
the insécts. Chemical control is pos-
sible but would be very expensive
for a mixed stand.”

The speaker described the life his-
tory of the insect in interesting de-
tail. He illustrated his talk with beaw.
tiful color slides showing not only
the .insect and the brown trees af.
fected by it, but also some beautifil
scenes of summer life around lake,
~ Nipigon.
