Observations.—The nearer the time of the Moon’s change, first quarter
full, and last quarter, are to midnight, the fairer will the weather be :
during the seven days following.

2. The space of this calculation occupies from ten at night till two
next morning.

3. The nearer to mid-day or noon the phases of the Moon happen, the
more foul or wet weather may be expected during the next seven days.

4. The space of this calculation occupies from ten in the forenoon to
two in the afternoon. These observations refer principally to the Sum-
mer, though they affect Spring and Autumn nearly in the same ratio.

5. The Moon’s change, first quarter, full, and last quarter, happening
during six of the afternoon hours, i.e., from four to ten, may be followed
by fair weather ; but this is most dependent on the wind, as is noted in
the table.

I. On the 10th of April there will be a partial eclipse of the Moon.
At Quebec it begins at elevenm in the evening and ends at 46
minutes past midnight. At Toronto it begins at 28 minutes
past ten, and ends 14 minutes past midnight.

II. On the 25th of April there will be a total eclipse of the Sun, visible
in South America and Africa, but not visible in any part of
North America.

IIT. On the 4th of October, there will be a partial eclipse of the Moon, in
the evening, visible. The beginning occurs before the Moon
rises. At Quebec the middle of the eclipse occurs at 5.55, and
ends there at 6.56. At Toronto it ends 6.24,

IV. On the 19th of October, there will be an eclipse of the Sun, visible
as a partial eclipse, but also as annular in some parts of North
America. At Montreal it begins at 8.57 morning, and ends at
seven minutes past noon. At Toronto it begins at 8.29, and
ends 11.36 in the morning.

FEBrUARY.—As the spring approaches you had best consider whether
there are not portions of the farm that require underdraining, and get to
work in this most important work. At the proper season, say August,
your muck swamps—if you have such—may be reclaimed, and brought
under cultivation. The muck, for manure, should be thrown out and
formed into large well-shaped heaps, and they will become dry in the
course of a few months. Cover the heaps to keep out rain, for obvious
reasons. Dry muck will absorb about nine-tenths its own weight in
liquid manure, thereby greatly increasing its value.

from rats, and who are not compelled to hurry it early to market, will
do best to leave their thrashing till winter. A small machine, driven by
a two-horse, endless chain power, will enable them to go through the
work at that time with little help from attendance. The straw will be
fresh, and therefore preferred by animals. It should be well stacked
and protected from the weather, and it will then very materially aid in
wintering the stock. You may place the straw where it will be acces-
sible at all times and thus save good hay.

NovEMBER,—It is the practice of many farmers to top-dress their grass
lands with composted manure, as soon as they conveniently can after
getting off the hay erop. It isa good practice. The manure protects
the roots a little from the rays of the sun, and the first shower washes
some of its nutritious properties into the soxl and about the roots of the
grass, so that they are stimulated to throw out new sets of leaves, which
afford a still further protection both to plants and the manure. The
surface of land in summer is hard enough to allow teams to pass over it
without injury, either from the horses’ hoofs or from cutting ruts.

Court oF ExrorR AND ApPEAL.—Judges, Hon. A. Mc¢Lean ; Hon. P. M.

Court oF QueeN's Bexcn.—The jurisdiction of this Court extends to
all manner of actions, causes and suits, criminal and civil, real, personal
and mixed, within Upper Canada. Chief JusticeeHon. W. H. Draper,
C. B. Puisné Judges—Hon. John Hawkins Hagarty, and J. C. Morrison.

Court or CaANCERY.—This Court has the like jurisdiction as the Court
of Chancery in England, in cases of fraud, accident, trusts, executors,
administrators, co-partnerships, accounts, mortages, awards, dower,
infants, idiots, lunatics, and their estates, waste, specific performance,
discovery, and to prevent multiplicity of suits, staying proceedings at
law prosecuted against equity and good conscience, and may decree the
issue, repeal or avoidance of letters patent, and generally the like powers
which the Court of Chancery in England possesses to administer justice
in all cases in which there is no adequate remedy at law, Chancellor—
Hon. P. M. Vankoughnet. Vice-Chancellors—Hon. Oliver Mowat, and
John Godfrey Spragge. Master—Andrew Norton Buell.

Courr oF CommoN PrLeas.—This Court has the same powers and juris-
diction as a Court of Record, as the Court of Queen's Bench. Chief
Justice—Hon. W. B. Richards. Puisné Judges—Hons. A. Wilson, J.
Wilson.

Heir axp Devisee Court.—Commisgioners, the Judges of the Superior
Courts, and such other person as may be appointed by commission
under the Great Seal. Their duties are to determine claims to lands, in
Upper Canada, for which no patent has issued from the Crown in favor of
the proper claimants, whether as heirs, devisces or assignees. Sittings
at Toronto, first Monday in January and July in each year, Clerk of
Gommissions— W. B, Heward.

County Counrrs.—Presided over by a resident Judge in each County.
Their jurisdiction extends to all personal actions where the debt or dam-
ages claimed do not exceed £50 ; and to all snits relating to debt, cove-
nant or contract, where the amount is ascertained by the acts of the
parties, or signature of the defendant, to £100. An appeal lies to either
of the Superior Courts of law. These Courts also possess cquity
powers to the amount of £50, subject to an appeal to the Court of
Chancery.
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SurroGcATE Courts.—The jurisdiction of these Courts relates to all
testamentary matters and causes, and to the granting or revoking of
probate of wills, and letters of administration of the effects of deceased
persons having estate or effects in Upper Canada. The County Judges
are also Judges of the Surrogate Courts.

InsoLveNT DEBTOR'S CourTs.—The County Judge in each County pre-
gides.

Division Courrs.—For the summary disposal of cases by a Judge;
but a jury of five persons may be demanded in certain cases. Their ju-
risdiction extends to actions of debt or contracts amounting to £25 ;
injuries or torts to personal chattels amounting to £10. Courts are
held once in two months in eachdivision, or oftener, at the discretion of
the Judge.

TERMS OF THE COURTS.

ArpeAL Terus—Commence on the second Thursday next after Hilary,
Easter and Michaelmas Terms.

Law Terus.—Hilary begins first Monday in February, and ends Satur-
day of the ensuing week ; Easter begins 3rd Monday in May, and ends
Saturday of the ensuing week ; Trinity begins Monday next after 21st
August, and ends on Saturday of the ensuing week. Michaelmas be-
gins 3rd Monday in November, and ends Saturday of the ensuing week.

CIRCUITE OF THE COURTS.

Law Circvits.—The Circuits are held twice a year in each county,
between Hilary and Easter Terms, and between Trinity and Michael-
mag Terms, except in the county of York, where there are three in each

The Cloth Factories of this County are second to none in the Pro-
vince, especially the Factories at Almonte, of the Messrs. Rosamonds
and McIntosh; at Innesville, of the Messrs. Code; and at Port Elms-
ley, of Messrs. Allan & Bros. ; and the Foundries at Perth, of Messrs.
Morris & Miller, and Shaw, where the manufacture of Machinery
and Agricultural Implements is carried on in all its branches; and
at Smith’s Falls, of the Messrs. Frost & Wood, and Cossitt & Brothers,
where, in addition to the usual Foundry business, Reaping and Mowing
Machines are made, which have received several First Prizes, for their
many excellent qualities.

THE STAMP ACT.

This Act imposes a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill ef

exchange, for not less than $100, if execated singly, 3 cents per $100 or
fraction thereof; if executed in duplicate, 2 cents per $100 or fraction
thereof on each part; if executed in more than two parts, 1 cent per
$100 or fraction thereof on each part.

Any interest payable with the note at maturity must be counted as
part thereof.

The duty is to be paid by bill stamp, on which part of the signature
of the maker, drawer, or acceptor, or his initials, or part of the docu-
ment, 18 to be written.

Bank notes, checks, and money orders, are exempt.

The Act imposes heavy penalties for its violation,

To convert sterling into currency :—To the given sum add one-fifth
of itself, and again one-twelfth of that fifth.

To convert currency into sterling :—Maultiply by 60 and divide by 73.

CHOICE COLORING RECIPES.

MAppER RED.—Take one pound of madder, for every two pounds of yarn or
cloth; soak the madder in a brass or copper kettle one night in warm water, enough
to cover the yarn you wigh to color; next morning, put in two oz. of madder co -
pound for every pound of madder which you have soaked—then wet your yarn or
cloth and wring it out in clean water—afterwards put it in the dye—now place the
kettle over the fire, and bring it slowly to a scalding heat, which will take above
half an hour - keep it at this heat half an hour il'lig’}’nt red is wanted, and longer if}
a dark one, the coior depending upon the time it remains in the dye. - When the
color is made, rinse the cloth immediately in cold water, and it will then be finished.

MAGeNTA.—Take four ounces of cudbear to every pound of wool or silk, poura
sufficient quantity of boiling water upon the cudbear, enough to cover the article
you wish to color ; then put in your wool or silk, airing it frequently, When the
color is made, take it out of the dye and dip it into a solution of salts tartar, pre-
viously dissolved in a separate vessel,

SOARLET.—(Very Superior.)—Three oz. of cochineal, three ounces of cream of
tartar, and four ounces of solution of tin ; powder the cochineal and rub through
a bag into blood-warm water sufficient to cover the yarn; when it is a little warm
put 1n the cream of tartar and simmer, then add the solution of tin—your yarn must

»e wet with clean water—steep it in the dye till the yarn is properly dyed. Dry your
yarn before you wash it. This will color three lbs.

GREEN,—For every pound of yarn or cloth add three and a half ounces of alun
and one pound of fustic: steep to get the strength, but not boil ; soak the cloth until
it acquires a good yellow color; then throw out the chips and add the indigo com-
pound slowly, until you have the desired shade of green.

An ounce or more of the compound is required for the above quantity, varied
according to the depth of shade.
