On Redemption.

Redemption, in theology, denotes our recov-
ery from sin and death by the incarnation, obe-
dience, life, death, resurrection, ascension and in-
tercession of our Lord Jesus Christ, who on that
account, is called the Redeemer. Job xix. 25,
Isa. lix. 20. The following things may be at-
tended to in this matter of redemption, viz.: An
explication of it ; the moving cause of it, God ;
the procuring cause of it, Jesus Christ ; our state
of bondage until it is applied to us; the parts of
it, viz., redemption by price, and redemption by
power, &¢., &ec.

1. Let usstrive to explain redemption, or

show what we are to understand by this doc-
trine ; and for this purpose let us have resource
to Scripture. To redeem, is to buy back persons
or things formerly sold or taken by paying a due
price for them. Lev. xxv. 24. It signifies to
deliver from distress and bondage by exertion of
great power and love. The Hebrew goel or
kinsman redeemer, who was also the nearest of
kin,was to exert himself in favour of his destitute
kinsman. If he had through poverty mortgagd
bis inheritance, the goel was to buy it back. If
he had sold himself into slavery, the goel was to
pay back his ransom. If he. was murdered, the
goel was to avenge his blood. 1f he died child-
less, the goel might espouse his widow, and raise
w seed to him. Num. v. 8, xxvii. 11, xxxv.,
Deut. xxv. 1, 8, Ruth iii. 4. Did not this goel
typify Christ assuming our nature, purchasing
our happiness, recovering our Tiberty, avenging
éur blood on Satan, and his agents, and raising
up a seed of saints zealous of good works ?

2. The title redéemer, supposes with reference
“to the redeemed that they are in a state of

bondage and captivity to sin. And all mankind
are in this deplorable state, as appears from Eph.
ii. 1,3,

3. The moving cause of redemption is God's
love to a lost world. John iii. 16. Hence God
is called a redeemer, Isa. Ixiii. 16, because with

_ mighty power and kindness he rescued thie He-

brews from their bondage and trouble, and often
delivers the oppressed W and he through the pre-
cious blood of his son, saves from deepest slavery
and wo, to endless glory and happiness.

4. The only redeemer of men is the Lord Je-
sus Christ, who being the eternal Logos or
Word, assumed the human nature ; and so was
and continueth to be God and man in two dis-
tinct natures, and one person for ever. He is
styled Redeemer, ransomer, or the person who
delivers men from the captivity of sin. Th-ia
term is applied to him in Scripture. He is said
“To give his life a ransom for many.” Matt.
xx-28. « In whom we have redemption through

% his blood, the forgiveness of sin.® Eph. L7,
Col. i. 14. And he “ obtained eternal redemp-
tion for us.” Heb. ix. 12. * He gave himself a
ransom for many.” 1 Tim. ii. 6. Christ died for
the redemption of trangressions,i.e. that he might

. make full satisfaction for them. Heb ix. 15. He
is made of God to us redemption, heis prepared
and is given of God to us an all-sufficient Sa-
viour, as, the purchaser, price, treasury, and sub-
stance of our complete deliverance from fin and
misery, to holiness and happiness. 1 Cor. i. 20.
And he is the only Redeemer, because there was
none capable of the vast undertaking but him-
self. *None of them can by any means redeem
his brother, nor give to God a ranson for him.”
P xlix. 7. Thus Christ as our redeemer paid
the price of our redemption ; by his intercession

he pleads for and procures it ; by his Spirit be
applies it to our souls. Christ redeems men by
prif:e jmd power, or by ransom and conquest ;
as it i generally o termed by Aivines, both of
which we shall consider.

6. Let us first take & view of redemption by

tion, is from the Latin, redemptio, which signi-
fies buying again ; and several words in the Greek
language in the New Testament are used in the
affair of redemption, which signify the obtaining
of something by paying a proper price for it ;
sometimes the_verb agorazo, to buy is used ; so
the redeemed are said to be bought unto God by
the blood of Christ, and to be bought from the
earth, to be bought from among men, and to be
bought with a price; that is with the price of
Christ’s blood. 1 Cor. vi. 20.

Hence, the charch of God is said to be pur-
chased with it. Acts xx. 28. Sometimes the
compound verb, exagorazo, which signifies to
buy again or out of the hands of another, as the
redeemed are said to be bought out of the hands
of justice, as in Gal. iii. 4 5, * Christ hath re-
deemed us from the curse of the law, being made
a curse for us.” *To redeem them that were
under the law, that we might receive the adop-
tion of sons.” In other places lutroo is used or
its derivatives; which signifies the deliverance
of a slave or captive from thraldom by paying a
ransom price for hiw ; so the saints are said to
be redeemed not with silver and gold ; the usual
price paid for a ransom, but with a far greater
one, the blood and life of Christ, which he came
into the world to give as a ransom for men ;
yea, he gave hi tilutron, an -
able, adequate and full price for them. 1 Peter
i 18.

6. Christ redeems by power or conquest when
he delivers us from sin and all its effects, through
his blood and Spirit. It begins in our forgive-
ness, is carried on in our sanctification, and per-
fected in our eternal blessedness, when at the
resurrection, our very bodies shall be delivered
from all the effects of sin. In reference to this
the word redemption is taken for deliverance, as
in Luke xxii. 28, ** And when these things begin
to come tojpass then look up, and lift up your
heads ; for your redemption draweth nigh.” And
in regard to our spiritual deliverance from sin
those who believe are said “ to have redemption
through his blood, the forgiveness of sin.” FEph.
i. 7. “To redeem them that are under the law
that we might reeeive the adoption of sons”.
Gal iv. 6. “ Who gave himself for us that he
might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify
unto himeelf a peculiar people, zealous of good
works. Tit. ii. 14. We are sdid to be *“ justi-
fied freely by his blood through the redemption
that is in Jesus.” Our entrance into eternal glory
is called our redemption, as it brings the deliv-
erance to its perfection. And believers “ wait
for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of this
body. Rom. viii. 23. This is called the re-
demption of the purchased possession, as we
then enter upon the full possession of what Christ
has purchased, or what is the redemption of the
peculiar people. Eph. i. 14.

With respect to the extent of redemption by
price, it is as universal as the human family is
numerous ; for Christ died for all the world,
every man, and as many as died by reason of
Adam’s sin. And for every man there is a pos-
sible salvation in Christ, because he was given
for all men. But this is applied only to those
who repent, believe in Christ, and are obedient
to him. Hence, Christ is said to be * the Sa-
viour of all men, especially of- those who be-
lieve.”

7. But has Christ certainly come, has the true
Messiah already appeared in this world as the
Redeemer of men? Undoubtedly, and this can
be ascertained in the most specific manner. God
spoke of this great event, * by the mouth of his
holy prophets, which have been since the world
began.” Luke i. 70, Acts xiii. 43. They spoke
of him under a variety of names, such as Shiloh,
Gen. xlix. 10 ; Messiah, Dan. ix. 25 ; Immanuel,
Isa. vii. 14 ; the Branch, Zech. vi. 12; the Mes-
senger of the covenant, Mal, iii. 1, and several
others. “This is a faithful saying and worthy of
all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners.” 1 Tim. i 15. And by
this single argument we prove that our Lord Je-
sus Christ is the true promised Messiah, that
« all things which were written in the law of Mo-
ses, and in the Prophets, and in the Psalms con-
cerning the Messiah, are literary fulfilied in Je-
sus of Nazareth, Luke xxiv. 44, Acts iii. 18 ; as
will be evident by comparing every prophecy and
promise concerning him in the Old Testament,
with the exact accomplishment of them in the
New. Here we may put a few silencing ques-
tions to the Jews, who deny that the Messiah is
come in the flesh. They may be asked, Where
is the sceptre of civil government which was not
to depart from Judah until Shiloh came accord-
ing to Gen. xlix. 10? Where is the second tem-
ple into which the Messiah was to come, and to
make the glory of it greater than the glory of the
former, by his personal presence therein, accord-
ing to Hag. ii. 97 Where is the sacrifice and
oblation now offered ? has it not long ago ceased
according to Dan. ix. 27?7 And where is the
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| family of David, out of which Christ was to

spring according to the flesh, as it is said in Isa.
xi. 1? is it not quite extinct? They are utterly
incapable of answering any of these questions,
8. None could be our Redeemer but the infin-
itely wise God ; it was his own arm that brought
this salvation. Several titles are given to him
as descriptive of the character he sustains, the
offices he fills, and the qualifications for these of-
fices. His general name in the New Testament
is our Lord Jesus Christ. He is called the Lord
because he is Jehovah as he is God. And as
Mediator, he hath acquired by his death an uni-
versal lordship and dominion over all things in
heaven and earth. Matt. xxviii. 18, Phil. ii. 8-
10. He is caMed Jesus, which signifies the same
with Saviour, because, as the angel declared who
foretold his birth, he saves his people from their
sins. He saves themjfrom the ignorance brought
on by sin, from its guilt, power, pollution and
punin'lunenl. He is called Christ because he is
the anointed of God. The Greek word Christ is
the same with the Hebrew word Messiah, both
signifying anointéd. He is anointed because he
was consecratedl to a three-fold office as Medi-
ator, to wit, the office of a prophet, of a priest,
and of a king; to which offices, men under the
law were solemnly set apart, and anointed with
oil. Not that we are to understand that Christ
was literally anointed with oil to these offices ;
but with the Holy Ghost above measure, where-
by he was set apart, authorized and fully furnish-
ed to discharge these three offices to the church.

From the time these imprisonments, which ori-
ginated here, took place, evil informers and cor-
respondents connected with this city gave them-
selves up.to the reprehensibl ia of iv
ing them to be the results of political religious
motives, with entire disregard to reason and
justice.

Scotia.

As
there now seems to be little doubt as to the im-
portance of the discovery itself, and as it is also
of importance that the British public should be
put in possession of as full information upon the
subject as is procurable, I beg leave to contribute

The Peninsula of Nova Secotia Proper ap-
proaches, in its coast outlines, the form of a
right-angled triangle, the hypothenuse of which
is presented to the Atlantic. The coast of this
longest side has a direction nearly north-east and
south-west. Its length, from Cape Sable to Cape
Canseau, is about 250 miles; and Halifax, the
provincial metropolis, is situated sbout midway
between those points. That portion of the area
of Nova Scotia which is known to be of aurifer-
ous formation, consists of a band extending
along the Atlantic coast for the whole of this
250 miles, but of irregular width; at its western
termination it is some 60 miles wide, but gradu-
ally narrows as we follow it eastward, until it
almost terminates in a point at Cape Canseau.

It would be useless to record sorialim the se-

calities where gold bas been found in most con-
siderable quantities. It may be premised that a
large part of this Atlantic coast district is too
rocky to be cultivated agriculturally, while none
of it offers such great inducements to the agri-
culturalist as other parts of the Province; con-
sequently a large proportion of it is still ina
wilderness state, and the settlements of those
who have peopled it are, for the most part,
confined to the vicinity of the coast, and the
banks of streams flowing into the Atlantic.—
This fact may account in some degree for the
gold discoveries not having been made until this
late period. It also affords a reasonable ground
for the belief that they will be much extended
hereafter; for already—within the summer of
1861—gold has been found at points 250 miles
apart, and at various intermediate places far re-
moved from each other. As explorations have
been confined as yet to the immediate vicinity of
the coast and of cleared lands, the probabilities
are that nearly the whole of this extensive dis-
trict, already described, is more or less surifer-
ous. Generally speaking there has not been a
sufficient denudation of the rocks of this dis-
trict to afford a hope that any *“ allavisl” dig-
gings will be discovered which shall prove at
once rich amd extemsive. Spots are, indeed,
found upon the lower grounds in the vicinity of
the quartz reefs where the surface earth is ex-
ceedingly rich in gold-dust ; but these spots are,
so far as yet known, of moderate extent, and the
surface earth is but of slight depth, It is possi-
ble that future explorations will lead to the dis-
covery of more valuable alluvial diggings than
any now known to exist. The greater part of
the gold yet obtained in Nova Scotia has been
extracted from quartz veins, which are imbedded
in slate or quartsite. It is scarcely doubtful that
that this quartz mining is that which will always
prove to be the most reliable and profitable in
this country.

The site of the first gold discoveries in Nova
Scotia, and that on which mining operations have
been carried on to the greatest extent, is Tan-
gier.  This name is applied to a river, and also
to a barbour into which the river empties, the
latter being on the Atlantic coast, from 50 to 60
miles eastward of Halifax. The mines at this
place extend from within half a mile to within
two miles of the head of the harbour. Mining
operations commenced here in the latter part of
April last, but the Nova Scotian public were in-
eredulous as to the existence of gold in their
country, and for months gold hunters came into
the new mines but slowly. At the best part of
the season the number of miners at Tangier did
not probably exceed 1,000. What were the pro-
fits of these men ? will naturally be asked. Any
statistical answer to this question must be found-
ed, in a great degree, upon covjectnre. Ina
country like this, where no * gold escorts ” are
required to bring the gold from the mines to a
place of safe deposit, where the products of those
mines do not pass through the hands and are
not submitted to the inspection of any Govern-
ment official, and where the gold which leaves
the province passes through a variety of chan-
nels to Furope, to the United States, and to the
neighbouring provinces, it is next to impossible
for a private person to ascertain the amount of
gold obtained, and any conjecture upon the sub-
ject would be practically valueless. T may safely
say, however, that the Tangier miners—and they
comprise among their number many men of Cali-
fornian and Australian experience—with very
few exceptions, express themselves well satisfied
with the results of their labours hitherto, and
with their prospects for the future. Yet the
greater part of the gold obtained has been ex-
tracted from the quartz by merely breaking it up
with bammers, the fragments of the quartz still
remaining on hand to be afterwards ground in a
quartz-mill, and containing, of course, a large
proportion of gold. It is only recently that any
serviceable quartz-crushing machine has been in
operation at any of the mines, and we have not
yet any real good one, aithough great prepara-
tions for the coming spring are in progress. If
we may believe accounts which appear to be well
authenticated, average lots of quartz from the
Tangier gold leads have yielded under a very
rude crushing process, £8 sterling per ton.—
Other seams in which no gold tiscernable
to the naked ey(h:e\be‘e—n found, ov experi-
ment, to contan gold in sufficient quantity to
pay the miner a fair profit on the labour requir-
ed for obtaining it. The gold taken at Tangier
has been procured at a very small cost. The
quartz seams from which it is obtained usually
follow the plane of the cleavage of the enclosing
rock, dip at a high angle, being almost vertical,
and the greater number of those which have
been worked crop out at the surface of the
ground. These quartz veins vary in thickness
from an inch, and even less, up to 1§ feet.—
They have been traced for several miles in length,
but their longitudinal limits have not been ascer-
tained, and they are, probably, continuations of
gold-bearing quartz-veins found many miles dis-
tant from there, both east and west, at other lo-
calities which I shall presently meation. There
is now a bustling mining village at Tangier,
where, in May last, there were only a few fisher-
men’s houses. The place is easily accessible, be-
ing upon the shore of a good barbour, and with-
in six hours’ steaming distance of Halifax. —
Present indi¢ations favour the belief that Tan-
gier will be the site of extensive and profitable
gold mining operations for many years to come.

At one spot
here the Government mining agent took the
trouble to number and. measure the thicknéss of
the parallel qaartz veins cropping out upon the
surface within a distance of 250 feet. There
was no less than 21 of them, varying in thick-
ness from one to fiteen inches, and averaging
six inches. These’ had all been ascertained to
be gold-bearing. On either side of this band of
250 feet in width, the rock, wherever exposed
upon the surface, exhibited numerous quarts
veins, following the samg direction as those
aslready named. These veins have been traced,
both laterally and longitudinally, as far as ex-
plorations have yet gone. In the first week of
December last only one of these weins had yet
been opened below the surface; that one was
eight inches in thickness. As an instance of ita
productiveness I may state that from a trench
about 15 feet in length and 8 feet in denth, the
mining proprietor informed me, about a month
since, that he had taken over 6lb. of gold. This
was avoirdupois weight, the niceties of grains
and pennyweights not having come into vogue
there at that time. This had been extracted by
means of the hand hammer and such like rude
appliances, the fragments of the quarts still re-
maining to be subjected to the crusher, when it
would probably yield as much ‘'more gold.—
Other miners upon the same vein were doing
equally well. In'the same vicinity and at the
i -

half a ton of quartz from this place was put
through the crusher, and the gold extracted from
it. The yield of gold was st the rate of £100
sterling per ton of quartz. [ am unprepared to
say with certainty whether this was an average -
specimen of the quartz of Laidlaw's Farm or

in such lasge quantity ; but 1 believe it will be
found to be above the average in richness.
There ure many facts’ besides those which 1
have already mentioned, but which I cannot com-
press within the limits of this letter, which favor
the conclusion that Nova Scotia is rich—very
rich, in gold. The mining operations which have
been carried on during the few months which
have elupsed since the first discovery was made
bave been both directed and performed, with
very few exceptions, by men who had no capital
save their own hands, who had no other appli-
ances than the shovel, pickaxe,crowbar and ham-
wer, and who had neither scientific knowledge
nor mining experience. Yet by far the largest
aumber of these men express themselves well
satisfied with their success. With a moderate
outlay of capital and scientifically directed labor,
there seems every reason to believe that the
Nova Scotian gold mines would compare favor-
ably, as sources of profit, with those of any other
part of the world. I use the epithet moderate
advisedly. In the Nova Scotian gold-fields, so
far as understood, no deep shafts seem to be re-
quired in order to reach gold-bearing quartz. In
many—I suspect in most of the mining lots, the
workmen kave found enough of the precious
metal to pay their way from the first week. The
cost of conveying materials to and from any of
the mines yetin operation is very trifling. Nearly
all of those mentioned above are accessible, at
all of the year, by good roads or by

same time, | saw three men w g the
earth by means of an ill-constructed sluice, the
water for which had been obtained, at a few dol-
lars’ expense, by damming a small rivalet.—
Much of the finer particles of gold could not
but escape through this sluice. I should think
that a third of it must have been lost in this
way. Yet one of the proprietors of this lot in-
formed me that three men used upon a daily
average to clean up 2 o0z. of gold from this sluice
—this, too, at a season when they couid not
manage to work more than seven hours a day.
One of the earliest‘miners upon this ground de-
clares that upon an area of 30 feet by 33 feet,
from boulders and fragments of quartz found on
the surface, he obtained £100 worth of gold.

At various other points along the St. Mary's
river, from its mouth to a distance of 20 miles
up stream, fair “ prospects ” have been obtained,
and there are good indications of more import-
ant discoveries. Again, upon the coast, four
miles eastward of the mouth of 8t. Mary’s river,
at Wine Harbour, there is a thriving mining
field, resembling Tangier in many characteris-
tics. Gold-bearing quarts veins are Lere found
extending along the shore for about three miles,
while they have also been discovered at various
spots extending back from the shore to a dis-
tance of a mile, or even more. The surface
earth in this neighbourhood is, as a general rule,
found to be more or less auriferous; but the
greater part of the gold yet obtained there has
been taken from quartz veins. From one of the
earliest occupied mining lots, upon which six
men, on au average, had worked daily for six
weeks, there had been taken at the time of my
infofmation, in December last—and, as usual,
without any quartz-crushing machinery—gold to
the value of £500 stg. This was rather a better
yield than that of any other claim there down to
that period ; but few others had been worked so
long, and upon some of the lots operations had
scarcely more than commenced. Quite recently
some new “ leads ” have been discovered at Wine
Harbor which are said to excel in richness any
previously known to exist there.

From 10 to 15 miles eastward of Wine Har-
bour is a deep inlet called Country Harbour.—
Up this inlet, near the head of tide water in
Country Harbour Proper, and also up an arm of
the inlet, known as Isasc’s Harbour, there are
gold mines. At the latter place they have been
worked ever since the latter part of summer ; at
the former, gold was only discovered within the
last month. Highly gratifying accounts are re-
ceived from both places; bat 1 am not in pos-
session of any particular facts affording import-
ant evidence of the rictness or extent of either.

The Lawrence-town mines are far to the west-
ward of any of those mentioned sbove, being
only about 12 miles eastward of Halifax and
near the coast. The prospects at this_place are
guod, but operations thus far have been upon a
comparatively limited scale, although extensive
preparations are being made for the coming
spring.

The Ovens, or Lunenburg mines, are about as
far to the westward of Halifax as Tangier is to
the eastward. They are situated upon a penin-
sula, forming the western side of Lunenburg
Harbor, and the first discoveries there were made
about the cliffs of the shore near somie shallow
caves called the Ovens. Upén a strip of sea
beach at this spot the gold, in the form of coarse
“ dust,” is found mixed with the sand, from
which it is easily washed. The richness of these
“ washings” is surpassed by those of few places
in the world. Unfortunately, the beach which is
composed in great part of these gold-bearing
sands, is of small extent ; but it is & well-esta-
blished fact that after every violent storm from
the Atlantic the sands thrown up by the surf at
this spot contain a new crop of the precious
metal. Upon the uplands in the vicinity of the
Ovens quartz mining is carried on as in other
localities I have named. 1 have but few data to
indicate the measure of success of the Ovens

Partly owing to this fact, and
partly to the fact that Nova Scotia is not alto-
gether a wilderness country, but produces all the
staple articles of food in abundance, the expense
of living at any of the mines is inconsiderable.
I am credibly informed that during the past
summer labouring men could live comfortably as
Tangier tor 5a. stg. per week. I may here ob-
serve that at the same time 5s. was just the price
of a pound of flour or a pound of bacon at the
Cariboo gold mines of British Columbia. The
newly-discovered gold mines at the latter place
are rich boyond all question and beyond all pa-
rallel ; but, everything considered, it admits of a
question whether an intending miner from Eu-
rope or the eAstern coast of North America would
not profit more in the end by trying his luck in
the gold fields of Nova Scotia.

Before concluding, a few words upon the Go-
vernment regulations relative to the Nova Scotia
gold mines. According to existing regulations,

one may at his option obtain a mining lot at
cither of the gold flelds mentioned above, or at
any which may be hereafter discovered, of either
of the following dimensions :—Of 30 feet by 33
feet, of 140 feet by 250 feet, or of five acres in
a lot having the same relative length and breadth
as that last-mentioned. For some time after the
discovery was made only lots of the smallest
dimensions were leased, but larger claims were
afterwards permitted, and latterly the greater
number of those taken up have been of five scres
each. The annual rent payable to the Govern-
ment is, for the smallest-sized lots, 20 ; for the
next, $160 ; and for the five-acre lots, $400,
For the first year one-fourth of the rent is to be
paid upon securing the lot, and the remainder in
90 days afterwards, the Government reserving
the right to levy a royalty instead of this rent
during subsequent years. An opinion prevails
—1 cannot say whether well-founded or not—
that st the approaching Session of the Provin-
cial Legislature important changes will be made
in these regulations, and that thereafter a royalty
will in every case be taken instead of these rents.
It would be quite practicable to collect a royalty
upon the goid taken from quartz mines, and
such a regulation as that anticipated would cer-
tainly be .more fair and equitable to all parties
concerned than that now in foree,

The general impression here is that there will
be great activity in all the Nova Secotisn gold
mines during the current year, and certainly the
present indieations all fuvor that conclusion.

From St. John to Canada. Winter
of 1862.

The iast of the Troops destined for Canada
have left our City. and those which are to arrive,
comprising the right wings of the 96th and 16th
Regts., with some Artillery, are 1o remain in our
Province. We understand, also, that the 4th
Royal Engineers, under that favorite Officer,
Major Barnaby, are to return and remain in our
City, to construct our Fortifications.

It is indeed matter for congratulation, that the
troops landed in our City have been so well taken
care of, from the day of their arrival until they
reached their destination. We suall not here
refer to the admirable Barrack arrangements
provided by our citizens, and in a great measure
at their own cost, nor to the series of Festivals,
got up to welcome our brave defenders ; all these
matters have been woticed before ; we have, now,
only to refer to the conclusion of the whole
matter.

We learn that over 5,500 officers and men,
with baggage, bave been conveyed through New
Brunswick from St. John to Canada, in which
850 teams have engaged ; there were also 64
teams, carrying Armstrong Guns, with their
equipments. The first detachment left our city
the 6th January, and they have continued leav-
ing almost daily, without interruption, until the
224 February, at the rate of from 104 to 200
men, and had there been urgent necessity, 500
men could have been sent through daily, with
ease. Eight men had occupied each sled—these
sleds were all furnished with buffalo robes, &c.,
and were drawn by two horses, and in no case
did either drivers, borses or men break down;|
in every instance, the proverbial strength of our
sleds, the endurance of our horses, and the piuck
of our drivers, stood the tests applied. Ouce
only did they not perform the full day’s journey,

and character of its members is clearly exhibit-
ed; and it cannot be otherwise than an interest-
ing subject for considerstion.
The following is & portrait—feebly drawn—of
s Christian of no mean order. His was a life of
faith in the Son of God. Our brother, GEoRGE
BULMER—now gone to his reward—was born at
Backville, N. B., in year 1784, on the 22ad day
of July; and was born again, of the Spirit, in
the twenty-first year of his age. His own words
‘in reference to that event are as follows: “ I was
awakened to a sense of my sin and danger under
the ministry of the Rev. Stephen Bamford, and,
feeling great need of advice and instruction, I
joined the Methodist Church.” He says he
sometimes felt considerable encouragement and
comfort in the means of grace, but was not yet
reconciled to God. One evening, feeling uneasy
in consequence of not having an evidence of sins
forgiven, he resolved to go out into the fields
and pray earnestly for the removal of his sin
and guilt. He did so, and continued to strive
and pray a long time with but little encourage-
ment, when—just on the point of giving up and
returning bome—it was suggested to his mind
to pray once more. In again engaging in prayer
the Lord was pleased, of his infinite mercy, to
remove his load of guilt and sin and make him
to feel exceedingly huppy. The transition from
darkness to light, from condemnation to justifi-
cation, was 8o sudden that he for s time could
scarcely realize where he was, but he was sensi-
ble of being a new man in Christ Jesus, and
went on his way rejoicing. Dr. A. Clarke said,
a short time previous to his death, in reference
to Lis experience, that a great many years ago
be gave his whole heart to God, and he had
never taken it back. So brother Bulmer now
upreservedly consecrated his whole heart to God,
and the whole of his subsequent hife shows most
satisfactorily that he never took it back again.—
He now commenced that walk with God, which
never terminated till death. His was a constant
and incessant course of perseverance: he always
considered there were better things ahead than
be then enjoyed, so he reached forth to that
which was before, and so rising on each succes-
sive step of Christian experience and enjoyment,
till he reached that elevated position that fitted
him for the occupation of & mansion in his Fa-
ther's house above. He told me, not long pre-
vious 10 his death, that the clear manner of his
conversion had always been a great source of
comfort to his mind in times of trial and tempta-
tion. It was as an anchor to his soul.

. Mr. Bulmer's passage through this world was
not through flower-gardens and tents of ease:
his was rather a thorny path. His worldly
means were somewhat limited. He had re-
verses in his business, and sickness in his fami-
ly, for nearly twenty years. He has buried his
wife, and also three children who had reached
maturity ; yet in all this trouble and affliction he
murmured not, but bore it with the meekness,
humility and submission of a true Christian.

He was a man of prayer, not only in the fami-
ly and in public, but in private. He loved the
throne of grace, he was perfectly at home there,
he knew what it was to have sublime communion
with his Father in heaven. His conversation
was such as becometh the Gospel of Christ, al-
ways dignified ahd instructive: he understood
the plan of salvation, and the mode by which a
sinner is to be reconciled to God, and on this
theme he loved to dwell. He was free from
bigotry—a thorough Methodist in principle and
in practice, and at the same time gave the right
hand of fellowship to all Christians. In an ac-
quaintance with him of fity years I never heard
bim speak disrespectfully of any body of Chris-
tians. Asa Class-leader he was faithful, affec-
tionate, and had peculiar talents for impressing
the mind with the importance of his remarks.—
As an exhorter his language was ofter highly

Died at Keswick Ridge, New Brunwick, on
Wednesday, Febr. 19th, 1862, Wesley Annett,
son of Adam Annett,a Local Preacher in the
Fredericton Circuit.

In company with his father he attended the
Camp Meeting held at Bennett Grove, near
Woodstock, in July, 1859. From his earliest
years his spiritual welfare had been to his par-
ents the subject of deep solicitude. At the Camp
Mesting an interest was awakened in his behalf
among praying friends.  His presence in our
congregations, and our personal contact with
him in the tented grove, kindled at least in one
heart, an intense desire for the salvation of his
soul. For him many prayers had been offered
by & now sainted mother—he had been religious-
ly trained—had been a most exemplary youth—
was now rapidly approaching manhood—was still

his spiritual interests. He sought an interest in
the prayers of God’s people, and in the saving
of the blood of Christ. He soon found
peace with God through believing in Jesus.
During the first year of his discipleship ifi the
school of Christ, circumstances brought him in
almost daily contact with the writer, from which
we learned much concerning his experience, and
his desires and hopes for the future. In the
sanctuary, and out of it, as opportunities pre-
sented, he was ever ready to “ stand up for Je-
sus.” He possessed superior sbilities, and es-
pecially developed rare mathematical talents.
He early consecrated all his powers to God. His
heart's desire and prayer to God appeared to be,
that he might be useful—that he might live for
the good of souls, for the church, and for God.

In 1860 he commenced a course of study at
Sackville, and spent the Academic year in pre-
paring himself for the work of the ministry. In-
cipient consumption, however, was undermining
his constitution. Still he pursued his studies
with enthusiasm and marked success, hoping that
life would be prolonged that he might work jn
the vineyard of the Lord.

On his return home in 1861 it was evident
that his health was hopelessly failing, but his
spirit was buoyant and hopeful still. He would
like to live and work for Christ. But God’s will
he desired should be done. Mouths of disease
have done their work, during which our brother
was comforted by the p , and ls,
and prayers of his father, and sustained by the
supparting grace of God. Without much suffer-
ing, without the confinement of a single day to
his bed, our brother passed away, calmly and
peacefully, in the 21st year of his age,—his last
words being :—* Come, Lord Jesus, come quick-
ly. C.

Died, at Tancook Island, on Tuesday, 4th in-
stant, Mrs. M. MAasoON, aged 84 years and two
days.

The d d was awakened to a sense of sin
many years ago, and earnestly sought the salva-
tion of the gospel, until she was enabled to re-
joice in God througa our Lord Jesus Christ. It
is believed that subsequeatly, till the day of her
death, she walked with God. Those who were
long and intimately acquainted with her, testify
that her piety was deep, consistent and seriptur-
al It refined ber spirit, adorned her character,
and rendered her infl over others strong
and beneficial. In the circle in which she mov-
ed, she was particularly distinguished as a peace-
maker. No conversation seemed so sweet to
her as that in which the love of Christ or the
glory of heaven was the theme ; and she possess-
ed the happy art of blending with the current of
ordinary discourse, suitable reference to her fa-
vourite topics.

Her last illness, though not ordinarily char-
acterized by intense suffering, was of consider-
ble duration. All through its progress, her mind
was stayed on the Lord, and filled with peace
through believing. She often spoke of death as
the entrance into glory. Shortly before her dis-
‘solution, in the Janguage of the Canticles, she
said, “ I will arise now—and seek him whom my
soul loveth.” And so she passed away from
earth, to be forever with the Lord.

At the services connected with her funeral, a
large congregation assembled together, among
whom the sentiment appeared to be universal,
that one greatly beloved had been taken from
their midst, and that a Mother in Israel had been
called to her reward. Our departed sister is
blessed in thas she rests from her labours. and
also in that hér works foliow her. For her to
live was Chaist, and no doubt, to die was gain.

We have arisen from a perusal of the Fifty-
third Report of the London Society for promot-
ing Christianity amongst the Jews, with feelings
of gratitude. It is calculated to rebuke the
sceptic and confirm the wavericg. Being an
Institution which, though it derives much aid
from our own Church, is not yet identified with
it in reality, we may, without any appearance of
adulation, give expression to our opinions upon
its object and success.

The disorganized bands who claim to be the
literal descendants of Abraham, if they do as-
sume the position of antagonism to Christianity,
have, in their intense hatred, at least the merit
of conscientiousness. And this feature renders
them a hopeful foe ; for when the Jew becomes a
christian believer, his faith and zeal are generally
a pattern to the saints. Of all the christian or-
ganisations which rise like s0 many monuments
of mercy sbove the ruins of this nineteenth
century, none is more calculated, in our estima-
tion, to subserve the interests of Christ’s king-
dom, than that which sims at evangelizing, and
restoring to their long abandoned Master and
privileges, the dispersed and restless sons of
Israel. Their present circumstances, in geteral,
are deplorable. They are a proverb and a bye-
word—a taunt—and “ an instruction unto the
nations that are round about them.” For nearly
two thousand years they have had no home,
government, or distinction of tribes. Their tem-
ple forsaken, their priesthood and sacrifices no
longer retained, spiritual and national disorgani-
zation seem to have met in their history. Jesus
Christ was the grand pole-star sent to guide them
over life’s tempestuous ocean ; having wilfully
turned from His light and guidance, the dark-
ness around them became dense ; and wandering,
suffering, and anguish, were a just, retributive
consequence. The voyage, though disastrous,
will not, however, prove fatal. According to
clear and explicit scriptural prophecy, the Omni-
potent hand which has so long preserved the
outcast, will yet exhibit the crowning merey of
Jewish history in the restoration to home and
happiness of Israel’s sons.

The Jews retain the law, and guard the pro-
phecies which their history fulfills. ‘A most con-
clusive feature of thisis the solicitude with which
every man of their number—from the princely
Rothschild down to the poorest Israelite—che-
rishes a wish, so ardent as to exhibit the eager-
ness of a passion, for an opportunity to revisit and
rebuild “ the waste places of Jerusalem.” For
this they toil and design ; while the divine in-
fliction of inordinate avarice—their grard nation-
al curse—is by them rendered subservient to a
purpose at once natural and uncensurable.

The conversion of a Jew to heartfelt Chriati-
anity is one of the most remunerative achieve-
ments which any system of benevolence can
secure under God. It is more than the mere
reconciliation of s sinner to Christ—of itself no
mean triumph ; it is the blending of two spirits
long separated by animosity, arising from views
of the Redeemer’s character, which are at once
false in themselves, dishonoring to God, and
fatal to the Jew. This argument may be cor-
rectly illustrated by the conversion of Saul of
Tarsus. Coming from the feet of Gamaliel,
learned in the law and anxious to meet its de-
mands, his conduct was the natural resu't of his
prejudices, errors of judgement, and false views
of Christianity. He did what he believed the
exigency of the case demanded ; but his actions
brought him into direct antagonism with the
only system of righteousness by which he might
be saved. The more he strove to meet the de-
mands of the law, as by him interpreted, the
more deadly became the struggle between him
and Christianity. At length the e ion of

love through Jewish chasinels, and we must go
back to the oracies of God committed unto them,
for our best and surest arguments in defence of
it. Their witness is :—* The Law of the Lord
is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony
of the Lord is sure, making wise the simple :
the statates of the Lord are right, rejoicing the
heart : the commandment of the Lord is pure,
enlightening the eyes : the fear of the Lord is
clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the
Lord are truth, and righteous altogether. Mare
wbnd.lindm;hyz"dd,yu,mlnnh
fine gold : sweeter alss, than hovey and the
honeycomb. Moreover by them is thy servant
warned : and in keeping of them there is greut
reward” Whata statement of the
Word of God! And, again, ‘It is the blood
that maketh atonement for the soul” Whata
clear and conclusive assertion of the one infalli-
ble way of pardon and of peace! And while
we draw such arrows, which cannot miss their
aim, from the Jewish quiver, and obtain such
weapons from their well-proved armoury, may
we pray and feel for those, who through unbe-
lief cannot themselves any longer use them ;
and who, by the very dereliction of their faith,
have yielded us, in our conflicts with the unbe-
liever, irresistible evidence of our own. While
we enjoy the fatness of their olive-tree, let us
plead for their re-engrafting ; and inasmuch as
through their unbelief, we have obtained mercy,
let us strain every nerve of Christian love, in
effort by no means hopeless, that through Sur
merey they also may obtain mercy.”

It cannot be asserted that this Circuit has met
with sny degree of advance during the current
year. At least there has been no outward evi-
dence thereof. Preaching there has been, plain
and evangelical—and startling providences have
occurred of a most awakening character—but no
sinners have turned to God. And whilst hear-
ing of revivals on adjoining fields of labour, it is
with deep sadness of heart that the Caristian is
compelled to behold in this town a depravity ex-
hibited by the young, and an habitual violation
of the Sabbath on the part of the unconverted
generally, which would not be tolerated for an
hour in any town or village were the influences
of a vital christianity predominant. Magis-
trates, Ministers and pareats, shegid alike iook
to this matter, and resolve upon securing the
sanctity of the Sabbath day in Shelburne.

Since December last, the Superintendent of
the Circuit has been_confined to his room, and
whilst suffering from a puluitonary disease of the
most painful character, has been unable to take
any of the circuit appointments. His illness has
naturally led to the depression of the work, clas-
ses being unmet, and country ' appointments
abandoned. He t but d, however,
the great amount of christian afféction so spon-
taneously exhibited towards him: during his af-
flition. He had been long requested by the
Quarterly Meeting to rest, before doing so. It
was not until a paroxysm of his disease on leav-
ing the pulpit convinced him that it was no lon-
ger possible to preach, that he retired. The
Quarterly Mecting, without his knowledge then
met, and resolved that the same efforts should be
made to secure his whole salary, as though the
pulpits were regularly filled. This was pure
Christianity. A minister is not a hireling, whose

pport should depend precisely on the amount
of his work. Our friends saw it differently, and
felt it their duty to regard a Minister of the Lord
Jesus as much entitled to their sympathies and
aid, when sick as when well. But enough on
this head, suffice that few-Cirouits in Nova Sco-
tia surpass Shelburne in providing for the wants
of their Minister. ;

Still further depressing to our work was the
somewhat protracted sickness of the zealous ju-
nior Preacher, Rev. R. M. Smith, who for some-
time suffered from diptheria, and afierwards from
inflammation of the brain. He is now, however,
so far recovered as to pursue his regular duties.

When that mind is emanci-
pated from its carefully nurtured ignorance, what
is the result ? We imagine the soul of the Jew
would exult and triumph in one moment, and
fall in silent adoration the next. Emerging from
the darkness of long year’s prejudices,and burst-
ing the trammels of a false faith, the penitent
would gasp a rapid ery of gratitude ; but one
glance at the Saviour whom he had reviled and
spurned, would bring his soul to the dust, with
an expression like that of Thomas—speaking
unutterable volumes of self-condemnation, him-
bled pride, and richest gratitude—* My Lord
and my God.”

sue of July last, I see the name of * William
Marjouram, Serjeant of Artillery, who died at
Woolwich on June 9th.” The brief record fur-
ther states, * He had just arrived from New
Zealand, where he had faithfully served his God
and country. His last words were, ‘1 am oq the
rock.’” This eminently good man, and most
worthy Methodist and gallant and effective sol-
dier, deserves a far ampler 1ecord than the one
above quoted ; and, as I knew him personally in
New Zealand, I will, with your aid, stretch my

Serjeant Marjouram was a member of the
Methodist Church in New Plymouth, before my
appointment there in 1838. He had been a
member in Halifax, Nova Scotia, where he met
with the late Captain Vicars, of whom I have
more than once heard him speak. At New
Plymouth he was, for some timejbefore the war,
the officer in charge of his department in the
garrison, and was universally and quite unu-
sually respected by all classes. With his hand-
some, cheerful countenance, and smart, soldier-
like figure, how oftea bave I seen him, in full
uniform as he appeared at the Sunday morning
parade, seated among the children of the Sab-
bath-school, or joining in the various exercises
of the sanctuary. His excellencies were sub-
stantial and unvarying ; his experience, as given
in the Class-meetings, that of a vigorous and
mature Christian. After a while, however, he
found a field open and uncultivated among the
soldiers and their families of the garrison, and
I saw him less frequently. But I knew well
where he was, and what be was doing. His en-
tire leisure, week-day and Sabbath, was devoted
to the creation of means of amusement and im-
provement for the men of the garrison, so as to
keep them from the public-house and the guard-
room.

On being expostulated with by the
keeper, they apparently agreed to comply with
the discipline of the Prison; but on approaching
the outlet of their ward they forcibly ejected the
Keeper, closing and strongly barricading the
door with the doors of their cells and such other
material as they could lay their hands on. They
broke up their bedsteads and used the pieces for
prying off the cell doors. Deu:xmg every
thing that was destroyable in the ward, including
the tearing up of the floor, and detaching a pile
of bricks from the wall for offensive and defen-
sive purposes, were also among their schieve-
ments. The Governor of the Prison, finding the
insurgents in too strong a position to be dislodg-
ed by the small force under his command, sent
into the city to the Mayor for assistance, and a

posse of Police immediately proceeded to the
scene of disturbance. Through the instrumen-
tality of a battering ram, arranged 8o as to break
open the barricaded door, and other forcibie ar-
guments, the malcontents were made to realise
that further resistance was useless, and capitu-

lated. They were put in irons, and are now in | figh
