Heretics Liave
never occasion to make much search for
the weakness of his Holiness, For ex-
ample, it is pretty well known to all the
world tha* infallibility expects a con-
stant supply of cash from its devotees.
A very good story is told of t''e Pope
and the late Duke of Modena. The
Duke a’'ways sent his kind regards to
the Pope when his ambassador returned
to Rome after his holiday, but nothing
more substantial. The Holy Father
could not conceal his impatience with
this empty devotion, and hinted plain
ly that be held it in very low esteem.
After this the Duke of Modena made
bis tribute of affection rather more tan-
gible, and the Pope became at once
much impressed by such attachment to
the Holy See. With these small world-
ly triumphs does the head of the Pa-
pacy content himself. He cannot be
eongratulated on much else.

PrOFESsOR LEONE LEVI, wiiting on
the question of army expenditure, says
that 3,000.000 soldiers are maintained on
a peace footing by the six leading powers
in Euarope, while the United Kiugdom
spends £25,000.000 for her defence, Rus-
sia expends £30000.000 ; France, 25,000,
000 ; Germany, £16,000.000 ; Austria,
11,000.000 ; and Italy 9.000.000. Taking
the entire population of Rassia at 82,
000,000, of France at42.000,000, and of the
B.itish Fmpire at 234,000,000, it is shown
that for every 1.000 peisons protected,
France pays £002;: Russia, £368; and
England, £175.

A CueeriNg OpiNioN.—The Melical
Circular says that a patient, suffming
from inflamation in tbe chest. recently
submitted his expectoration to a scientific
authority. The practitioner consulted
wrote back : * It is evidently of paiisitic
nature, but with respect to the precise in-
dwidnalit y ot the entopbyte I Lave not
decided quite t. my satisfaction. My
mind still’hovers between twé conclusions
—viz., as to whether it is an aborted
specimen of a cyclocotuloid macromala-
codidium, or a highly developed cryFto.
cocceous megalocyst of a strongyiopleu-
ron batracholeucocopridon.’

A singular record of the study of the
Scriptures comes from New York. In
1855 six young men at Fairport in that
State, undertook to read, qark and in-
wardly digest the whole Bible, on the
system of reading a certain portion at a
time, and then discussing 1t Their
numbers were largely increased, and up-
wards of one hundred and twenty per-
sons participated in the task, which was
completed last November. Of the six
o members of this novel Bible-
class four, remain, and one has been

taken by death. It is hardly necessary
to ray that this labor of twenty vears
is an achievement of the worthiest kind.
Amongst the many acquirements of
learning, that of a thorougr knowledge
of the word of God do.s not commonls
figure very couspicuously. Wedo not ex-
pect many of ouryoung friends to follow
the example we have deseribed, but at
least it may induce them to make a care-
ful and systematic study of the Bible
than most of them have probably ever
contemplated.

AMERICAN ITENMS.

A correspondent writing to the friend
of India, suggests that prayer should be
ea'nest'y and universally offered up for
an outpouring of God’s Spirit upon the
noininal Christians of India. All Euro-
peans, even though they be infidels, wre
known among the natives by the title
“ Christians,” and the conduct o! very
many of them is the strongest obstacle
to the progrese of the Gospel in India.
All missiomary societies are probably
doing something for the evangelization
of these nominal Christians. None,
however, have accomplished so much in
this direction as the Awerican Metho-
dists in the north-west provinces.,.

The Methodist Church in the Via
Poli, near the Fountain of Trevi, Rome
is now completed. The edifice is in the
Gothic style, graceful but simple. There
are seats for two hundred and fifty per-
sons. It was opened on Christmas
Day. Americsn in origin, it receives
hearty support from evangelicals of
every denomination. Its communicants
number ninety. At the merning and
evening services three hundred persons
were present. The sermon was preach-
ed by the Rev. Theophilus Gay. In the
evening there was a reunion of all the
evangelical residents in Rome, presided
over by the Rev. Dr. Vernon, pastor of
the church.

The present condition of things in
Spa'n is well illustrated by a recert oc-
currence at Corunna. Several English
Prot:stants asked permission to open a
chapel in that Town. The governor
flatly refused to allow it. They waited

for a few days and then opened their

chapel without license, and bundreds
flocked to it. The governor telegraphed
to Madrid for instructions, and is said
te have receiv d his reply: * Lot them
be. It can’t be help:d.” The mcetings
bave been eontinued and no further
official notice has been taken of them.

Mr. Narayan Sheshadri has succeed-
ed in making his mis ion congregations
at Iaina and Bethel among the most
progressive in India. He not only
woi ks hard himself, but bas the faculty
of rousing those around him to do the
same. Two bodies of workers are en-
gaged in evangelistic labors. The one

 confines itself to Ialna and the neigh-

boring villages, going over the ground
again and again. The other body of
laborers carries the Gospel over a cir.
cuit of a bhundred miles. Since his
return from Europe upwards of fifty
converts have been added to the church.
His people, formed into a home mis-
sionary society, support an evangelist of
their own. The young -onverts, band-

ciation, also send out an evangelist
among those of their own age.

EVANGELISM.—A missionary policeman
at Bombay preaches the Gospel in the
Streets. I{cv, W. H M. H. Aitken is
holding special services at Brighton, in
connection with a three week’s mission.
Encouraging evangelistic efforts by the
Young Men’s Christian Association in the
suburbs of Meibourne, as well of those of
other evangelists throughout the colony,
are reported. The Young Men’s Chris-
-1an Association at Chicago maintains a
bospital wissionary. for the purpose of
carrying the glad tidings of salvation to
the sick and dying in the public hospitals.

THERE is certainly some incongruity
suggested by an incident which occured
t e other day at the Miss2chusetts town
of Lexington, in which Theodore Parker
was born. The corner stone of a Romish
Church was laid, and among the articles
deposited therein were, according to the
depositors, “some fragmenfs of the wall
of the Holy H use of Nazareth, wherein
ourr Lord dwelt with his blessed Virgin
Mother; also some articles of the Holy
Sepulchre, and “of the Sacred cradle at
Bethlehem.” Little wonder that the
priests of Rome in America are doing all
they can to destroy the common schools.

The United States naval training ship
Minnesotz, which is now lying in the
Brooklyn Navy-yard, has on board about
217 boys, who have ialisted in the servi e
and are learning the duties of sailors.
This training ueﬁoul was started early last
July with about eight boys. They enlist
between sixteen and seventeen years of
age, and the class adwitted is usually
select, fully two-thirds - f the npglicunts
being rejested. The ¢ pacity of the Min.
nesota admits of training 500 biys on
board at the same time, and it is propable
that the number will soon be filled. The
scholars are placed nnder a practical
system of education, are thoroughly im-
bued with a spirit of emterprise, are
taaght the rigorous discipline of the navy,
while at the same time their life on board
is made a- attractive as possible. Every
year a hundrefl and fifty of them are taken
out ina tender for a short cruise, and are
obliged to perform the duties which they
bave learned. At the age of eighteen the
boys nre placed on board some ship in ac-
tual commission, and their promotion
therereafter is determined by their anility
and conduct.

Twenty-two years ago the Methodists
of Chicago purchased 380 acres of land
and swamp twelve miles north of the
city, on the Lake shore, for the purpose
of foundiug and locating a university.
Twenty-five thousand dollars only were
put into the enterprise, of which Dr.
John Evans gave $5,000, in honor of
which the place was named Evanston.
Now there is on the_ prémises a young
city of six thousand inbabitants, having
gas-works, water-works, banks, news-
apers, offices, ten churches, public
ibrary, etc., while the University is
worth $1,500,000, and comprises, in the
language of its enthusiastac Prpsident,
“seven CO with seventy instruc-

The Rev. David Gregy, at the Third. Re-
formed Presbyterian Church.

(From the N. Y. “ Tribune.”)

‘The Rev. David Gregg of the third Re-
formed Presbyterian Church, in West
Twenty-third-st., preached last evening on
“The Bible in our Public Schools,” taking
as his text Deat. iv., 5. 6 : “ Behold, I have
given you statutes and judgments. Keep
them and do them, for this 1s your wisdom
and your understanding in the sight of
the nations.”

This church holds, the preacher said,
that we need more Bible. What is the
apparent need of our public theives, what
the need of the membe:s of our whiskey
rings, what the need of our political
“ bosses,” what of our bar-room caucuses,
what of our corrupt legislators, but more
Bible? More Bible in' the people who
exalt them to office, in the courts which
try them, in the sentences pronounced
upon their crimes, in the executor of the
law who is appointed to keep them within
iron bars. 'BE: Bible should be kept in
schools because our fathers placed 1t in
the schools ; because it isin barmony with
the Republic and is the best standard of
national morality. It onmly gives the his-
tory of the first Republic—that of the
Jews. The Golden Raule repeated in our
schools, as taken from the sacred page, is
a rule that produces equality; the first
words of the Lord’s prayer, “ Our Father
who art in Huaven,” teaches equality.

say that, without calling in the ques-
tion the baptistic claim of immersion
as essential to the validity of Christian
baptism, the polity of restricted com-
munion appears to me not only uncalled
for and unwise, but positively unserip-
tural and wrong. I am satisfied that
the public advocacy of such a position
would be emphatically resented by the
denomination, and I have no desire to
play the part of a disturber of the
peace. They who caunot agree or ami-
cally discuss their differences, should
quietly part.

2—The more serious remains to be
added. So far as I know, I am more
radical in my dissent than any present
open communion advocates in the de-
nomonation. The exclusive attitude
of the denomination on the baptismal
question I am unable any longer to
mantain. I shall not presume to pre-
sent the argument, but content myself
myself with a summary of the resnit
to which a fresh and painstaking re-
view especially of the Secriptures, has
led me, as all that is pertinent here.

Granting that immersion was the
practice of the Apostles and the usage
of the early Chureh, it cannot be shown
from the New Testament that immer-
sion is so related to the design or sym-
bolism of Chrisiian baptism as, in its
absence to destroy the integrity or va-
lidity of the ordinance. Immersion is
baptism, and as it see¢ins to me by the
preponderance of critical and historical
evidence, the primitive baptism, but
that immersion only is valid Christian
baptism 1 deem incapable lof proof,

whether theappaal be totheology, to his-/

tory or the doctrinal significance of the
ordinance. It may be wise and desir-
able that immersion should retain pro-
minence of practical recognition in the
Christian Church, or that it should re-
sume its ancient prevalence; but that
such a return to ancient usuage is
necessary to the rescue and restoration
of Christian baptism is a claim I find
it impossible to maintain. I believe in
open church membership, therefore, no
less than in free Christian communion.

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MINISTE#IAL, CONTR ASTED
WITH LAY, BEN EVOLENCE.

An inteligent and religious gentle-
man oncé remarked in our hearing that
he.inva:iably passed bye all newspaper

‘articles on “ giving.”  The practice
surely does not prevail to any extent.
It is certainly not creditable to either
the heart or judgment. It, assumes
one of two things :—That the individ-
ual has nothi‘ng to learn on the subject
——has already appligd every true motive
in"nis own benevol®te; or, that Chris-
tian giving is not of suffizient conse-

_ quence to deserve considera‘ion. There
" are new phases of Christian duty pre-
senting themselves in every age, and in
all conditions of life It therefore be-

_ comes of all who prof-ss love for Christ
and perishing bumanity to study. these,
as an essential part of the Christian
system.

Ae correspondent 1 another place
gives a portion of an argument and
illustration -which took us' rather Lty
surprise. We were convinced previously
-that our ministers were liberal in their

- use of such means as the church had
bestowed on them. There were excep-
tions, we well knew—exceptions of nig-
gardliness which provokes frequently
the contempt of non-professing people.
In the matter of missionary support,
however, no correct opinion of minis-
terial benevolence can be found, inas-

.much as, with heary deficiencies, some
reg.rd themselves as having endured
far more deprivation in missionary in-
terests than even the most, wealthy of
the church. Others again turn their
gifts into other mode’ of circuit sup-
port, which really mean missionary
operations. But even with these ex-
ceptions, whose b-nevolence is only re:
eorded in-God’s Book of Remembrance,
our correspondent makes out a most
suggestive case. The ministers, taking
them man for man, contribute twice as
much for the support of missions as the
Laity.

One most essential consideration in

‘the treatment of this sulject cannot
well be brought out. There are no
figures for the argument of their rela-
tive ability to give. It would be found,
we imagine, that nine of every ten in
our “ Mi-sionary Lists,” amopg our
pe>ple, are worth property to the exttnt
of at least double the value of that
ovned by ministers. Life with this
latter class is mainly one of faith. They
enter upon public duties without any
stipulation of salary; take generally
just what they can hones ly obtain—
giving a fair proport.on of it back to
God. Some of them do attain to a
moderate degree of wealth—what is
wealth in their humble sphere, at least;
but two-third of the class will be found
living by fuith aHl through. If, by
some trem' ndous calamity, the wheels
of morality and religion were revirsed
to-day—if our churches were locked, and
our ministers cast out upon the world,
it would be found that the majority of
these men, whose life] has been one of
toil and self-denial, would be obliged to
begin, as far as family support is con-
cerned, where they began in the first
stage of industry. True, they have
heaven above them, and the church at
their back in faithful attachment ; yet,
taking actual means into account, they
are the poorest class of the contributors
on our missionary records.

This question of relutive ability, is

that which our people must consider, |

There are in the Methodist Church of
Canada 100,000 members. It would be
only reasonable to estimate the actual
property of that number at fifty millions
of dullars—being at the rate of $500
each. One half per cent. of that value
—one half cent for each dollar’s w.rth
of property owned by our members—
would make an annual income to mis.
sions of $250,000. But when we add

to our membership the names of indi-
viduals in our congregations who hold
to us no other relition than t!lat of
supporters, it will easily he oo tl.mt
the aggregate of property lying belun.d
our church’s missionary benevolence, 18
increased to an extent that show< our
missionary income to be actually less
than one quarter per cent. upon the
whole.  If this is not light taxation,

where can it be found ?

PastorAL VISITATION seems to yield
in many places to the numerous and
severe duties which modern christianity .
requires of Christian Ministers. In
American cities it is not unusual to find
that pastors of heavy charges are never
seen by the families of their congrega-
tions.  They thus become merely
preachers ; having so many dollars for
so many sermons. Yet they bold their
people by strong affection, being aided
in their knowledge of them by oprortu-
nities of acquaintance in social meet-
ings. To ow wind, nothing can take
the place of genuine pastoral work.
With English people particulurly —and
most of our Provincialists are of similar
disposition—there is a domestic friend-
ship, which, once well cultivated, binds
buman beings very closely together.
The minister who would win the bless-
ings of the poor, will do well to see
them in their homes.

Mz. MoopY's “ FEARFUL MISTAKE.”
—In anarticle ‘m correspondence between
Lord Shaftsbury and Mr. Moody, to which
we made reference in our last, the North
British Mail severely cofidemns the latter
for recommending a book which we bad
never read. “Mr. Moody.” says our «on-
temporary, “is not th‘e&nHe who may
lea n a lesson from what s bappened, to
be a littl. more honest and reracious in
recommending books—and men. Strict
veracity—by which we mean an exact cor-
respondence between our words and actions
and the facts of the case—is very desirable.
It bas happened before this that, virh
some-vague fancy that the end justifies the
means perbaps, v>od men bave spoken
nothing but praise of others, even evange-
lists, of whom in their hearts they but half
a~proved, but wou'd not, ‘ for the sake of
the cause,’ reveal their mental reserva-
tions.”

Trape refuses to revive. In fact,
there are serious mercantile failures oc-
curring all round us even yet. Inthe
autumn we fully hoped- the, bottom had
been reached; but now it is difficult
even to conjutture when business will
be restored to a safe, bealthful basis.
Much of the stagnation seems to us
actually the consequence of unifor:ly
good harvests everywhere. There are
no markets opening f r the surplus pro-
vision stored up in our Western coun-
tries; and so our population dare not
venture upon large imports from other
lands. We may well sing “ of mercy
and ju igment.”

Is the power of relivion declining?
Dn Ministers experience the blessings
they recommend to otbers? Can Chris-
tianity take away the sting of death?
The following description of the last
hours of Rev. B. Frankland will answer.

Tre CoLrLBcE QUuesTiON.—The Pres-
byterian Witness last .week strongly
urged that no countenance should be
given by the legislature to any further

grant for denominational colleges. Its
arguments are thus met by the Morning
Herald of this eity.

“It is almo-<t use ess to talk, or write, as
if it were only a possibility that a system
might be fastened on the %mvince, which
the Province has alreadv accepted, which
fo years has been in successfnl operation
and about which he interests and affecti-
ous f at least four large de:ominations
are woun.. The Legislature bas *thought
twice,” and has thought often; bills' have
be n introduced and discussed ; proposals
bave been wade and dropped; articles by
the dozen have been written; negociations
havg been prop-sed without success; and
the result of all is that the Deuomiation-
al C.llegesare more popular and powerful
than ever and so far from showing any
signs of discontent with thew, the denom-
inations are making eff ir's-to enlarge and

pularize thea still further. Therefore
1t 18 idle to talk as if it we-e only possi-
ble that such a system might come into
existence, when 1n fact it is in very active,
robust and combative ~xistence a rea y.”

Referring to the claims of Dalhousie
to being considered a Provincial Uni-
versity, the Herald proceeds :—

“On what basis will you settle the
claims of the C)llege to be so sustained ?
Sh:ll you take the nnwber of stulents as
a test? If so, “Aclia Colleg2 (Baptists)
Shall yon take
age, traditional veneration and brilliant
record of fine scholars produced? Toen
Kings college will step forward to claim
prv(tdence. Du'housie basis its claim
say ®n being the only college which does
not claim to be denominational. But the
strength and frequency of the protests of
Dalhousie against being considered Pres-
byterian, lead many people to think that
circumstances must he suspicious to make
so much protest necessary; and last ses-
sion Dalbousie College accepted from the
Government a grant whi:h was given
largely on denominational gromnds. Our
contempary will see that in order to con-
struct a Provine al University, the claims
for precedénce of all existing “olleges
would bave to be ignored, and an entirely
new structure. How this would comport
with our contem .ory’s views we do not
exactly understand. In New Brunswick
where there is a Provincial University,
studencs are sent over to this Province t»
the denominational colleges; Baptists
leave New Brunswick and its University
and come to Acadia College. Wesleyans
leave them to go to Sackville. And Epis.
copalians come thence to Windsor. Thus
every circustance favors the existing
system, every argument is in favor of its
continuance. a century of prescrip-
tive effort, immense suines of money ex-
pended, long lists of able scholars pro.
duced,”the recognition extended by the
Government for years upo:: years, the
failure of all efforts to alter, the interests
and affections of four denominations—all
these things plead loudly in favor of the
exmtmmmm. Toalter that system ,ou
must produce some argument more ers
ful than the desire to attempt new,

vague, uncertain and not popular experi-
ment.”

ister of Christ. This latter, entering
business lif, plunged recklessly into
speculation, and after involving himself
and others in ruin, left the count.y
speedily. His name is Winslow. He

That these instances occur so rarely,
is owing to the'res raints of religion
‘upon all that js selfish. and acquisitive
in human nature. That they aré heart-
ily denounced is a proud priof of the
genuiness ot religion .in others. There
was a day when mankind ¢uld notdiscri-
minate between the individual Christian
and the church. That day bas passed.
The world knows that the Church of
Christ contnins the elements of sincerity,
consistency and faithfulness. - But pity
the guilty transgressor who flees from
the prison, but cannot elude his own
accusing conscience !

interest and power. In New York, the
evangelists have been most cordially
received, and commence their labors in
that gieat city under the most favora-
ble circumstauces. We doubt not
the churches will ra’ly around them
and render them all the aid in their

power.
THE REVIVAL 'INTEREST

revivals are most powerful, reminding
us of those enjoyed in the early days of
Methodism.

LETTER FROM BERMUDA.

Mz. Eprror—We are\ enjoying here,
in this sunny isle, the most delightful
weather ever seen in any place on earth, at
any time, since the fall of our first parents.
Just eno~gh sunshine to make a little rain
desirable; just enough rain to keep the
grass green and make the onions and
tomatres grow; jast that golden middle
way between heat and cold in w:ich safety
and comfort are found; just those delight-

“fal breezes which fan the cheek without
raising the dust, deranging the ladies’
bair, or s ‘attering gentleman’s hats br- ad-
cast. There is a blessed sense of repose,
gecurity and ease.. There is respite from
the warfare man must wags with nature.
The very elements have conspired in our
favour. ’

Since the elections there is a calmness
in the political atmosphere.  What storms
the Government may be brewing, or what
tempests the Opposition are preparing to
arouse, we cannot.tell. The composition
of the House is about the same as that of
the last, and its temper, I fancy, not very
different. It/is confessed on all sides that
there are abuses which shonld be correct-
ed, and changes which should be made
in many parts of the machinery of gov-

A house and lot have also
been conveyed to him in St. Georges’ for
a convent school, and three Sisters of
Charity are expected here by the return
boat from Halifax to open the school at
once. There are about 250 Roman Catho-
lics on the Islands, about 50-of whom live
in or abont St. Georges’, 80 that i presume
the school is generally designed, in part,
for the education of Protestant children,
but “ times Danaos et dona ferentes”

The way for the spread of Romanism
bepe, as elsewhere, has been prepared by
the senseless ritnalism of svme members
of that church which used to boast that it
was the bulwark of Protestantism, but
whose left wing now rests upon Rome,
whilst its right touches the speculations
of Darwin and Spencer. Still God has
many holy and faithful servants in the
(hurch of England, and He wil give it
salvation and make it a blessing now and
in the years to come. Methodists, of all

" people, have no ill feeling towards the Ep-
iscopal Church, but, we feel sometimes
vexed at the assumptions wrich belong to
the dark ages, and memories which belong
to the childh -od of our race.

While we plead at
a Throne of Grace that God would open
the Windows of Heaven, would it not be
well for us to remember the conditions
upon which He has promised to give that
blessing, made known to us by his servant
salachi, “ Bring ye all th: tithes into the
storehouse.” We believe that wheu all
the tithes are in the storehouse, awoung
the number will be found a reasonable
proportion of the means with which we
have been entrusted as stewards. Cana
tenth be called a reasonable pioportiom?
Some Christians are rich, and of them, we
think, more is required. Others from dif-
ferent causes are poor, and may not be
able to carry out the desire of their heart.
But a question here ar ses; would there
be as many poor if this rule were strictly
followed? We-believe that if young men,
when starting out in business, would
adopt this rule from pure motives, their
experience would attest to the truthful-

ness of that Scripture, “ There is that ;

giveth and yet increaseth.” B t the great
majerity of Christians enjoy the portion
for which God’s servantof old prayed,
« Give me neither poverty mor iches.”
For all such we believe a tenth of their
income is a most reasonable ard just pro-
portion to devote to the cause of God.
Who can estimate the great resuls if th s
principal were ated upon generally. Ow
knowledge of Church work is limited. bat
we know ome circnit where there was
raisad last year, for all Church purposes,
a little over $1,400. That Circuit is noé
wealthy by any means, and yet, had this
rule been carried out, we are prepared to
srove tbat it would have raised over
$3,500.

If the increase would be as great on
every circuit throughout the General Con-
ferende, surely it would be a most suc-
cessful plan to prevent further lamenta-
tions and deficiencies. Havingacted upon
the principle for the last four or five
years, and finding it to be such an excel-
lent rule to follow, we can with confidence
recommend it to all who have not yet

it.

His brother and sister kneeling
with him, besought the Lord on his behalf,
The five minutes had scarcely elapsed,
when his agonizing distress was removed,
and his soul filled with joy nnspeakable.

ALL ABOUT THE MUSK-RAT.
BY A. D. WALKER.

The musk-rat is truly a wonderful little
animal. Its body, when full grown, is
from ten to fourteen inches in length,
quite thick, and covered with a dark
brown fur, which is much used, though not
considered very va'uable. Its tail is
covered with a thick scily skin, and is
from eight to ten inches long. It has
short legs, and paws that somewhat re-
semble those of a monkey, and five toes
or fingers than have long, sharp nails,
which were very useful for digging pur-
poses. Its head and ears are short, the
former full and thick, and its eyes are
smail and almost round. ‘

[t is surprising to hear of the sagacity
of this animal. Its house is always built
near a stream or pond, and generally upon
a low island. This house 18 of a conical
shape, .and often large enough for the
abode of twenty musk-rats; ¢ ough this
numerous company never eat in their
dwelling, they have tiny houses made for
that parpose, and two'or three will par-
take of a meal together.

Its dwelling is two and sometimes three
stories high ; 1t builds a ground floor, then
makes a path or sort of a stair that leads
to the upper chamber. Thisarrangement
is very, useful in times of danger, The
food of this creature consists of roots, the
tender shoots of water-plants, and grasses.
It is very cleanly, and many a time has
been seen washing the roots preparatory
to eating them. 1t will take the food in
one of its hand-like paws, plunge it into
the water, shake and wash it vi orously,
and then with the other paw rub off the
remains of clay or soil. It takes its food
in the same way as you have seen a
squirrel or mouse, sitting upon its hunches
and holding the root or other article of
food with the front paws. It is an excel-
lent swimmer, and can live for some time
under the water. An accquaintance
caught one of these animals when it was
young, and it grew tame and was content.
ed with its indoor home; it was fed at
first with milk, and after with roots and
grasses. It was kept in an unused room,
wherein was a ﬁ;-e-place, in which it built
a little house, and 1t was amusing to see it
scamper away with a bit of grass or twig
and put it upon the house. It was kept
for five or six months, and then escaped to
the water, where, we suppose, it lived as
wild as its fellows,

| PORK—HOW TO CUT AND TRIM
THEM.

Have the hog laid on his back on a stont
table. Clean the carcass of the leaf fat.
Take off his feet at the aukle joints. Cut
the head off close to the shoulders, separat-
ing the jowl from the skull, and open the
skull lengthwise on the under side, go a8
to remove the brains fully. Rewove the
backbone in its whole length, and wich
a sharp knife cut off the skin, then the fat,
leaving only about one-half inch of fat on
the spinal column. The middlings or
sides are now cut frém bezween the quar-
ters, leaving the shoulders four-shaped

ed to suit your fancy. The ribs are next
removed partially or entirely with the
sides. The trimminrgs or fit from the
hams and flabby parts of the sides are
rendered up with the backbone strips for
lard. - The sausage-meat is cut off from
the fat-and ribs, and other lean places are
used Tor the same purpose. The thick
part of the backbone that lics hetween the
shoulders is called chine—it is cut from
the tapering bony end—and the latter
part c:tﬁed the backbone by way of dis-
tinction. The backbone is used while
frosh; the chine is better after being
smoked.

How BUTTER Is SOMETIMES TAINTED
Winter and spring butter is sometimes
injured much in flavor - by allowing cows
to eat the litter from horse stables. Cows
are not unfrequently very fond of this
litter, though it is impregnated with
liquid manure from the horses, and, if
allowed, they eat it greedily, and their
milk and butter will be tainted with the
taste of this kind of food, in the same
way that the flavor is infused by eating
turnips,but tca more disagreeable degree.
If litter is allowed to be eaten, it should
only be given to cattle not in milk, and on
no account should milch cows be allowed
to consume other thin the we test and
purest food. Very nice butter-makers are
sometimes at a loss to account for stable
taints in butter when extiaordinary pre-
cautions have been taken to have the milk
untii the butter is pucked for market.
Still the butter has a very disagreeable
taint, and the cause often comes from al-
lowing the cows, when turned out to water
and exercise, to feed about t: e horse,
stable, where they consame all the litter
which, on account of its Leing soaked
with liquid manure, is cast out of the
