At Carmguay, Alta., oyer
38 autos were sold by one firm to farm-
ers.

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* Can You Make Gravy?

It is really amazing how many fair-
{b good cooks fail in the Simple art of
gravy making, who, instead, serve up
“Insipid greasy brown water that real-
Iy spoils the meat.  Yet it is the
easiest thing in the world to make
well and add immeasurably to the
Ppleasure of a meal.

‘Real gravy is the juice from the
meat which runs out in the course of
cooking, so it is a very valuable part
of the food and should not be wasted
on any account, "

To make these juices teally nice,
seasoning must be added, and in some
instances a slight thickening is cor-
rect.

Gravy for roast beef, mutbon or
flamb should be unthickened, and the
est way to make it is the following:

Put any trimmings, such as gristle
or odd rough pieces from the meat, in-
to a small pan and simmer while the
;meat is cooking. They will make
‘very good stock.

When the joint is cooked lifp it from

_the baking tin on to a dish and keep
it hot in the oven.
- Then pour the hot drippings from
the tin into.a clean jar, Do this very
steadily, so that all the brown part re-
mains in the tin.

Let boil one hour. This relish will
keep without sealing.

Apple Flame.—For eight apples use
two cups sugar, one cup waber, rasp-
berry jam, little rum or brandy and
one cup beaten cream. Pare and core
apples, boil sugar and water together
ten minutes, arrange apples in butter-
ed baking dish two inches apart, add
syrup, cover and bake until apples are
tender. Be careful to preserve shape
of apples. Remove from dish, boil
syrup until thick, fill cavities in ap-
ples with jam, pour syrup around
them, and just before serving pour
over them rum or brandy. Light and
serve. The apples are delicious with-
out the rum or brandy served with a
little whipped cream. Some house-
wives add chopped nuts to jam in fil-
ing. -

Preserved Quince.—Pare and quar-
ter the quince, remove" the core, and
take equal weight in sugar. Cover
the quince with cold water and let
them come to a boil slowly. Skim
and when nearly soft put one-quarter
of the sugar on the top. When this |
 boils mdd another part of the sugar,
and continue this way until all the
sugar is used up. Let them continue
to boil slowly until the color is either
light or dark, as you prefer, or, an-
other way, is to cook until tender,!

Put the tin over the fire and pour
into it the cupful of hot stock you
have got ready, or any other you may |
have.

Peach Cream.—Two tablespoonfuls
granulated gelatin, one-half cup cold
‘water, one-half cup boiling water, one
pint crushed peaches (or apricots, if
preferred), the whip from one pint of
cream, one-half cup sugar, Soak gel- |
atin in cold water, dissolve in boilingi
water. Add fruit and sugar, stir
unbil mixture begins to thicken, Cut
and fold in the whip from the cream.
Line a mold with halves of apricots or
peaches, pour in cream mixture. Chill,

© garnish with beaten cream and halves
of fruit.

Pineapple Marmalade.—Two pineap-
ples. one basket apricots, six large
oranges, eight pounds sugar. Shred
the pineapples, wash apricots, cut
into halves without removing skins;
put oranges into small pieces, care-
fully removing rind and thin white
skin. Put in preserving kettle pine-
apples, apricots, oranges; add sugar;
let simmer until fruit is clear and
forms a jelly substance. When cold
put into glass preserving jars.

Unfermented Grape Juice.— Wash
grapes and pick them from the stems,
Mash the grapes and squeeze gently
through cloth. Have sterilized bot-
tles prepared. Into these put the
juice, bub do not fill quite to the top,
then cover lightly. Place a cloth in-
'to the bottom of a kettle and fill about
half full of water. Set bottles into
the kettle and put on to boil. When
the beiling point is reached remove the
bottles and seb them in cold water. |
(When placing the bottles put them
into the water with a slanting posi-
tion or they will break.) Repeab the
process for three successive days, and |
the last time seal well.

INTERNATIONAL LESSON
JULY 28..

‘Lesson IV.—Paul At Corinth,—Acts
18. 1-22. Golden Text
' Acts 18, 9,

Verse 1. Corinth—The chief com-
mercial city of Greece, and still notor-
ious for profligacy.

2. Jew—It seems to be suggested
that he and his wife were not yet!
Christians; more economical conditions!
in daily work gave them an obvious
motive for jdining together. Pris-
cilla—Except here and in I Cor. 16. 19,
she is always (four times) named first
—a very unusual practice, suggesting
that in birth, or more probably in
brains and character, she was the
“betber man.” The conjecture that
she wrote the Epistle to the Hebrews
has everything to recommend it. Less
than two centuries later, Origen de-
clared that only God know who worte
it; and a woman’s authorship best ac-
counts for the suppression of the name
needed in 18. 28. She was evidently
a commanding personality, and we
may well believe her capable of sucha
work, The Book of Humanity is
hardly complete if there is nowhere a
woman’s hand! Claudius—Emperor
A. D. 41-564.  “He expelled the Jews
from Rome for perpetual riots, under
the instigation of Chrestus,” says
Suetonius, his biographer; and it is
generally believed that this is a mud-
dled notice of Jewish persecution of
those who declared Jesus to be
“Christ”—a name the Romans could
not understand. The Jews were
soon back again (see Acts 28. 15).

3. Paul had a trade, though a well-
to-do man’s son, for the rabbis laid
down the healthy maxim that one who
did not teach his son to work taught
him to be a thief. He came to need
it when his father cut him off on his
becoming a Christian, according to the
probable conjecture noted earlier.
The industry was a staple one at Tar-
sus, whose special breed of goats sup-
plied the material for weaving this
coarse cloth. We can picture Paul
talking to his workmates through
long hours of manual labor, and re-
warded by the winning of his most
valued helpers.

Fear Situation Will Be Made Excuse |
to Keep Captives Hungry. !

For the first time
in history the British Government has
made use of the gratuitous service of
some of the leading advertising men,
which service has been immensely
profitable to the Government. The
British Treasury has used the same
methods adopted by high-class mer-
cantile houses to sell their goods and
they have succeeded beyond expecta-
tien. A very large amount of the
five-year Treasury bonds has been sold
to the working classes. The lowest
denomination of these bonds is 21,
which is sold as advertised for 15s. 6d.
for which amount the investor obtains
the face value of the bond at maturity;
or, in other words, he makes a profit
of 4s. 6d., or a little over 29% in the
five years, which represents nearly
6% annually.

“It is calculated that 70% of the
war revenue is contributed by payers
of income tax and other direct taxa-
tion, that is by persons whose in-
come is above $800 per annum, and
only 30% by those with smaller in-
comes. The entire taxation, direct |
and indirect, last year amounted to |
about £350,000,000.

“Of the £5,000,000 daily war ex-
penditures of England about 409 is,’
coming back to the country in wages |
and expenditures for war supplies ; |
about 40% is money loaned to the|
Allies, the colonies, India, and other
dependencies, so that of the total a-
mount only about 20% is an actual
charge against the Government.”

A Wisconsin cheese firm, in alet-
ter to the Trade Bulletin, states there
is a revolution in cheese making in
that state, owin gto the use of pepsin
instead of rennet. It coagulates the
milk better, it is of uniform srength,

old, and the curing process seems to
ke identical. The factories are us-

degrees temperature, then emptied in-
‘%0 a bucket of water and put into the
milk the same as they have always
done with rennet. The use of pep-
sin will materially relieve the situa-
tion on the scarcity of rennet, in fact
they believe that in the future pepsin
will be used instead of rennet.

GEN. SMUTS’ CONQUEST.

Usambara Described as the Gem of
German East Africa.

Wilhemstal, the capital of the Us-\
ambara Highlands, was occupied a|
short time ago by General Smuts, and |
as the enemy have abandoned its
seaport, Tanga, it would appear that
the whole of this region, the most set-
tled and most prosperous part
German East Africa, will shortly be
in undisputed possession of the Bri-
tish.

Its' healthy climate, picturesque
valleys and mountains, and luxuriant
vegetation attracted attention to Us-
ambara from the first establishment
of German rule, and its nearness to
the coast rendered it easily access- |
ible. To-day it possesses scores of |
thriving plantations, pleasant and |
well-built towns, and excellent roads.
Its European population is about 3,000

Bordered east and west by arid
schub ?covered steppes, north by open
country, and south by dense jungle, |
the highlands form an oasis in the |
wilderness. Extending southeast and |
northwest for 76 miles, they vary in |
| breadth from 1 to 45 miles. The hills |
| rise tbruptly 1,600 feet to 1,700 feet
from the surrounding plain, and the
most lofty peaks are over 7,500 feeti
above the sea. The valleys, deep and |
narrow, through which rush pic-|
turesque torrents, and the hillsides.|
are under -cultivation; the native]
population is dense, and long before |
the cominig of the white man they had
flourishing and extensive shambas.
