The grade 
of ore has fallen off somewhat this 
month owing to wasty streak in old 
footwall stope and to our difficulty in 
securing timbers for richer and wider 
parts of new stope. The falling off 
must, therefore, be regarded as tem­
porary. Development—On 300 toot level 
43 feet have been driven in a north­
westerly direction. Average of 
from face, .25 ounces gold .88 per cent 
copper. The last 10 feet were some­
what wasty, and the average of the 
first five assays gave .34 ounces gold, 
1.07 per cent copper. A sample taken 
from the southeasterly continuation 
of this ore body on the other side of 
crosscut gave .46 ounces gold, 8.17 per 
cent copper. It, therefore, seems rea­
sonable to suppose that by following 
this body in both directions we may 
find ourselves In possession of a very 
tolerable shoot of ore. Five hundred 
foot level—In west drift 4 feet were 
driven. The diamond drill was taken out 
of this drift and a drift commenced on a 
streak of ora showing some 50 feet 
back. The ground here is full of slips 
and faults, and we have some diffi­
culty In following ore continuously. 
The showing is good, but It appears 
to be too far south for mein body of 
ore. A succession of faults may ac­
count for this. On 600 foot level 180 
feet were driven. A great deal of this 
work was in the Annie dyke or dyke 
matter, though thin stringers of ore 
were encountered continuously. We 
shall now crosscut north and south to 
undercut bunch of ore, No. 20. Dia­
mond drill work—No. 43 on 500 foot 
level driven from 49 feet to 133 feet, 
equal to 84 feet; No. 44 on 500 foot 
level, driven from 0 to 199 feet; No. 45 
on 700 foot level, driven from 0 to 2 
feet. No. 43 was driven with a view 
to getting further Information about 
mineralized streak previously met 
with from 86 feet to 89 feet in D. D. 
hole No. 36. The same thing was hop­
ed from No. 44. They both passed 
through mineralized rock, but not of 
sufficient size or definiteness to make 
it worth our while to start drifting 
on same. Hence the new development 
work which Is now being performed on 
500 foot level. We have now com­
menced No. 45, the idea being to un­
dercut ore body No. 21. Ore produc­
tion—Total, 3670 cars. General 
marks—The fines dump was again 
drawn from during the moeth in or­
der to keep the output approximately 
constant, the weather having been 
very much milder than for several 
years. It seems unlikely that we shall 
be able to ship from this dump again, 
however, until the snow is gone. No. 
6 stope still continues to give good re­
sults, and will probably lengthen in 
an eastward direction. Some second 
class ore Is being broken at the same 
time, and a small proportion Is being 
trammed straight to concentrator. No. 
7—This shoot contains a good deal of 
arsenical Iron, and we are only draw­
ing from it In moderate quantities. No. 
4—Though narrow, this stope has 
given excellent ore, and still continues 
to do so; but on the west end we have 
a dyke running almost parallel to the 
ore body, which occasionally breaks 
with the blast and lowers the grade 
temporarily. No. 20 stope haa re-as­
sumed Its place as the most important 
ore producer in the mine. For a time 
it gave way to stope 9, but the latter 
has been somewhat wasty of late, and 
we anticipate having to work some 
of the higher floors before it recovers 
its old grade. In No. 20 the ore be­
tween the two dykes in which we are 
raising continues very high grade. 
No. 20—Machine work in the stope 
was suspended for a time while the 
drift was carried forward and the 
timbering brought up to date. (Only 
ore previously broken was shovelled.) 
There Is a very good showing which 
we can make use of at any time. No. 
11—Eight cars were drawn from shoot, 
but no work done there. Cars of ore 
to concentrator—Hoisted from mine

JUMBO MINE ORERoesland’s ore -shipments for the 
week ending last night were seriously 
interfered with by interrupted tran­
sport following the heavy snowfall 
early in the week, and by the Carnival 
holidays that cut two days oft the end 
of the week. As a result the tonnage 
Is materially lower than for any prev- 
ius week In the present year, 
shortage will be made up In large 
measure before the end of this week 
by redoubled activity at the mines, 

-most of which will work today Instead 
of having the usual suspension of ac-

From Tuesday's DaBy.
Yesterday’s bye-electiqn resulted in 

the election of Charles R. Hamilton 
and Francis W. Rolt, candidates on a 
Citizens’ ticket and supporting the 
cause of justice in cohnection with the 
discharge of city officials and other 
matters of civic administration. Mr. 
Hamilton won in the east ward, de­
feating Thomas H. Reed by forty-two 
votes, while Mr. Rolt carried the west 
ward ngain with a majority of nine­
teen over Fred Girard.

The outcome upsets the majority >f 
the “Municipal Reform Party” in the 
city council. This means that no citv 
official will be discharged without 
cause, that ex-Deputy Sheriff Robin - 

billet in the city 
’«^affairs will be 

administered for the balance of the 
current year with capacity and honesty. 
The very serious troubles that threat­
ened to disturb the peace of the com­
munity have been obviated by the dis­
cretion of the electors, to whom a sim­
ilar appeal has rarely been made with 
different results.

A rerort to the ahbitrament >f 1 e 
polls in a civic Issue is rather new in 
Roesland, but it has demonstrated m 
the most forcible manner that the rate­
payers demand common . sense and

m their representatives at the cilv 
and are prepared^ when this is 

not forthcoming, to alter the equilibri­
um of the council ma^rity to attan 
the desired end.

J. A. Macdonald, leader of the Lib­
eral party in British Colubia, was ask­
ed yesterday for an interview con­
cerning the work of the legislative 
sembly during its recent session, but 
beyond a brief reference to a few f 
the more important features of the 
session, Rossland’s representative in 
the legislature could not be induced 
to talk.

“I do not care,” said Mr. Macdonald 
“to discuss to any great extent the 
work of the session just closed; be 
sides it is quite unnecessary at the 
t resent time. The people know too 
well the effects of the principal acts 
placed by the McBride government on 
the already overloaded statute books. 
We all have to pay only too dearly 
for the Ill-considered and ill-digested 
policy of the present administration. 
While the new Assessment Act was 
still before the house protests against 
its passage poured In from every dis­
trict, but much as the Opposition en­
deavored to minimize the bad effects 
of this measure, our efforts were futil"
I notice that this piece of legislation Is 
already bearing fruit in Rossland, as 
elsewhere. It is not surprising u> me. 
No one likes to have his taxes doubled 
without some substantial benefit to the 
state. The people will find that the 
ill effects of this Assessment Act will 
be far-reaching, for it not only bears 
with unnecessary severity upon the 

merchant and man of moderate means, 
but, by increasing the price of goodi 
to the consumer, makes the cost if 
everybody’s living proportionate1/ 
higher.

“Aparts from the introduction of acts 
imposing additional taxation on the al­
ready heavily burdened people, the 
G overqroent bat 
a lot of puttering with the statutes 
in the way of questionable amend­
ments. Being wholly without initia- 
tlveness with which to grapple with 
the principal problems confronting the 
province, the Government put up the 
attorney-general to keep the house em­
ployed wfith trifling arriendments to 
existing laws in the hope, apparently, 
that the electorate could be deceived 
into a belief that something was really 
being done to remedy the general un­
satisfactory state of affairs that now 
prevails. This policy can only be con­
strued as an expression of helpless­
ness. It is impossible for this sort >f 
thing to continue much longer.”

Of the McBride railway policy Mr, 
Macdonald briefly remarked that the 
premier had promised one before the 
election and had reiterated the pledge 
in the speech from the throne. He 
also promised on two or three other k*- 
casions to declare himself on this im­
portant subject before the Christmas 
recess. Nothing, however, was done 
until after the recess, when, after re­
peated questioning from the Opposi­
tion, he promised a definite pronounce­
ment before prorogation. Everybody 
knows that the leglslâtwc was prorog­
ued without either the house or the 
country being- satisfied in any single 
particular. We axe no wiser than we 
were six months ago. The result of 
such tactics ie obvious. Mr. Macdon­
ald expressed the opinion that these 
uncalled for and preposterous delays 
arc retarding the development of the 
country to a very serious extent, and 
he says evidence is not lacking of no 
little dissatisfaction, even among Mc­
Bride’s supporters m the legislature.

Mr. Macdonald says that both the 
premier and the finance minister pro­
mised remedial measures In the case 
of the two per cent mineral tax. Noth­
ing, however, has been done. The gov­
ernment’s proposal to make a new tax 
of one per cent on the gross output 
without any deductions for freight or 
treatment would, of course, furnish m- 
relief, but the mining committee was 
not even given an opportunity to dis­
cuss or remodel it

Speaking of the East Kootenay coal 
and petroleum .icenses, Mr. Macdon­
ald said the premier had promised to 
grant these next May, but as he had 
outlined no policy as^to their disposi­
tion and the c<mdition#6) govern them, 
the situation la far from satisfactory.

Mr. Macdonald expressed deep re­
gret that the government had not seen 
fit to take the necessary steps to ma­
terially advance the prosperity cf «ur 
agricultural, fishery and other import-1 
ant industries, for he sees in them a 
very necessary adjunct t% the oros- 
perity of the province as a whole.

The event of the week is the com­
mencement of shipments from the 
White Bear mine, a development of 
much interest and importance in con­
nection with the local mining indus­
try, inasmuch as it means the addi­
tion of another important shipper to 
the list of Rossland’s producing prop­
erties.
shares are held almost exclusively in 
Ontario among a class of Investors 
that has not as yet reaped any reward 
from previous mining investments, 
and a distribution of profits by the 
White Bear company would go far to­
ward encouraging further and larger 
investments in British Columbia min­
ing ventures. Ontario has large capi­
tal awaiting profitable investment, 
and the instance of the White Bear 
company may be a starter in the di­
rection of bringing this capital to the 
Pacific province. Under the . condi­
tions existing at the White Bear it 
would seem as if the management’s 
hopes in the matter of dividends at no 
late date could be realized readily. Ore 
shipments as yet are on a small scale, 
but it is expected that within a few 
weeks the mine will be producing at 
least a car of ore daily, and that when 
the concentrator is completed this pro­
duction will be doubled, exclusive of 
ore milled.

In other respects the week passed 
more or less uneventfully. At all the 
mines the usual operations were main­
tained steadily up to Friday, when a 
universal holiday was adopted to en­
able the men to take advantage of the 
Carnival sports.

In the Le Roi mine the development 
of deep levjel ore discoveries ' is pro­
gressing steadily and satisfactorily. 
Report has It that recent work In the 
1350 level of the Le Rol tends to con­
firm finally the belief that the ore 
body at that level Is of a surprising 
magnitude and richness. The prelim­
inaries in connection with the open­
ing of the big Black Bear stope on the 
900 level are well advanced, and at a 
comparatively early date this big ore 
body will be contributing Its quota to 
the output of the mine.

At the Le Rol Two concentrator the 
February mill test has been continu­
ed, and no Interruptions are expect­
ed. The Increased motor power for the 
Trent mills has been Installed, and 
this will have the effect of increasing 
the crushing capacity of the works 
without a corresponding Increase in 
labor costs, the effect being to add to 
the output of the mill and thereby 
whittle down per ton milling costs. It 
Is now probable that a further mill 
test will be made In March, at the end 
of which month the data available will 
be as complete as It Is possible to ob­
tain in the present works. The figures 
adduced will be of widespread interest, 
especially as they can be utilized as a 
basis from which to figure the reduc­
tions probable in a mill of greater ca­
pacity.

At the Rossland Power company’s 
big milling works the week has been 
devoted to the installation of machin­
ery, and good progress has been made 
along these lines. Every effort is being 
made to handle the constantly arriv­
ing consignments of machinery with 
the utmost expedition, and marked 

has been attained to date.
The Kootenay mine is among .he 

Rossland properties that are practical­
ly off the shipping list for the past 
week. Early In the period the mine 
sent Its last consignment for the 
present to the Northport smelter, and 
It was Intended to start shipments Im­
mediately to the Greenwood smelter. 
As Is generally known, however, the 
heavy snowfall interfered with traf­
fic on the Canadian Pacific to such 
an extent that the Kootenay could 
not secure cars for the shipment of 
its ore. The same applied to the Cen­
tre Star and War Eagle mines, al­
though to a lesser extent, as the big 
mines naturally had the first choice 
from the railroad people In the mat­
ter of spotting cars. The car short­
age will be apparent, however, from 
a glance at the tonnage from these 
latter properties. The report from 
the railroad people now is that the 
line is again in good working order, 
and no further difficulty is possible 
unless another heavy snowfall should 
materialize.

From Friday’s Daily.
The embroglio over the delivery of 

Jumbo ore to the Granby smelter has 
created much interest in Boundary, 
and in the course of the discussion the 
Canadian Pacific came in for such 
strong criticism that H. E. Macdonell, 
assistant general freight agent, has 
given the Canadian Pacific’s side of 
the story for publication. The state­
ment is quoted as follows:

“Is the charge true that the Can­
adian Pacific railway has adopted a 
dog-in-the-manger policy In the Boun­
dary country and that It charges $2 
per ton on Jumbo ore for switching 
cars from the tracks of the Kettle 
Valley lines to the Granby smelter V* 

Mr. Macdonell replied: “It is not 
true. As I remember the circumstances 
they are substantially as follows: The 
Jumbo mine is at Rossland and M. R. 
Galusha, the manager, asked that C. 
P. R. cars be ‘spotted’ so that he 
could load some ore for the Granby 
smelter. He wanted Canadian Paci­
fic cars, but instead of that Great 
Northern cars were put on the switch. 
The Great Northern has no track to 
the smelter at Grand Forks and could 
not possibly deliver the ore there. 
When the ore arrived at Grand Forks 
over the Kettle Valley Lines we refus­
ed to deliver It to the smelter.

"What was our reason for this ac­
tion? It was simply because we believ­
ed that the business of hauling the 
Jumbo ore from Rossland to Grand 
Forks was ours, as the company which 
undertook to do so could not deliver 
the ore without going over our tracks 
at Grand Forks. The rate we charg­
ed was exactly the same as that of 
the Great Northern, $2.50 per ton. Un­
der the circumstances we refused to 
handle It at all. Finally we had a 
conference with the Great Northern 
officials and offered to handle It for 
a reasonable figure. At this confer­
ence no actual figures were mention­
ed. Then as a favor to the Granby 
people, as It would prove an accommo­
dation to them as they needed the ore, 
we delivered the ore to the smelter. 
The charge was $2 a car Instead of $2 
a ton, as has been erroneously 
reported.

“The whole matter is that the Great 
Northern tried to take business away 
from us which they were not entitled 
to, claiming that the Jumbo mine is 
located on their tracks, when as a 
matter of fact It is a considerable dis­
tance from their road.”

“How about the coke and coal ship­
ments for the smelter, Mr. Macdonell? 
Are the smelters now compelled to oc­
casionally shut down for want of 
fuel?”

“There is no trouble now, whatever. 
The Crow’s Nest Pass Coal company 
is now turning out a surplus of both 
coal and coke. The company has 
nearly 1000 coke ovens now and can 
manufacture more coke than the five 
Kootenay and the Northport smelter 
can consume. Formerly when the sup­
ply was j^t about equal to the de­
mand there was trouble. As long as 
everything along the line worked 
smoothly the smelters could be kept 
supplied with fuel, but If there was a 
slide, or some other cause for inter­
ruption which tied up things, and pre­
vented the coal and coke from getting 
through the smelters closed down for 
want of fuel, and there was trouble.

“Now that a surplus is being pro­
duced at the source of supply there is 
no trouble. The smelters can lay in 
a surplus, and If there Is trouble with 
the railroad for a few days there will 
be no necessity for shutting down be­
cause of a fuel shortage.”

«pent the majority of the time in de­
fending its flags. Had Rossland ex­
celled in shooting on goal the score 
would have run up .materially, but the 
locals seemed to be weak on this point 
Nelson shot seldom on Rowland's goal, 
and the one goal was from a chance 
•hot lifted by a Nelson defence man 
and badly bungled by Roeslaad’s de­
fence.

The Nelson team was not up to last* 
year’s mark by many points.

If the persons whose life activities 
are directed toward the unearthing of 
unearthly bacilli on every mote that 
dances ln the sunlight of the universe 
would devote their time and attention 
to the practical matter of pure food 
and let the microbes take care of 
themselves the human race of the 
present day would be the gainers 
thereby.

Doctor Wylie, of the United States 
department of commerce, is working 
ln the right direction, but as his ex­
periments are confined to ascertaining 
the relative deadlines» of the drugs 
employed in the adulteration of food 
It will be some time before an afflict­
ed public obtains relief from that 
quarter.

Cheese made from lard and cotton­
seed oil may not be especially 
wholesome, but assuredly the consumer 
has a right to feel aggrieved when he 
is compelled to pay for such 
bina tion the price charged for the pure 
milk or cream product.

Coffee made from colored peas 
not be more harmful or much less 
palatable than that made from the 
Brazilian berry, but the profit to the 
dealer on *he Imitation article Is 
threefold.

It is the same with chocolate made 
from flour and starch and artificial 
flavoring; the price I» the 
for the pure article and none but the 
perpetrators of the fraud are benefited.

Tea that grew on raspberry bushes 
Is brewed and sipped, and possibly 
joyed, in the blissful belief that it is 
the same brand of goods that figured 
in the historic Boston tea party. Can­
dles are blended “half and half with 
a white clay called terra alba and the 
offering of the glucose factory, color­
ed with all sorts of poisonous dyes. If 
the “sweets to the sweet” were care­
fully analyzed by their blusing and 
pleased recipients they would be 
speedily consigned to the ash barrel.

Absolutely ghoulish is the adulter­
ation of medicines. The list is too 
long to be gone over Item by item, and 
although respectable yembers of the 
trade do not countenance the utterly 
inhuman practice it is beyond their 
power to regulate it.

In the matter of liquors, on which 
the profit on pure goods is enormous, 
the adulterations are so palpable that 
the merest novice Is able to detect the 
spurious quality of nose paint for 
which he pays a good round price, at 
even further than the traditional forty 
rods. Brown sugar, prune juice and 
water, with a dash of proof spirits, is 
a cheap substitute for the bonded 
goods. Where coloring less expensive 
than prune Juice is desired tobacco 
juice fills the bill, although it is 
sidered somewhat objectionable be­
cause of Its .effect upon the dispositions 
of consumers, causing a man ot rab-

Torgal Noren is certainly a won­

derful ski Jumper. <- On Sunday after­
noon he gave an exhibition on Monte 
Cristo mountain- before about 160 ipec- 
ta.tors who climbed the hill to see the 
young Norwegian champion demon­
strate his prowess. The snow was 
so pie what heavy, but despite this 
drawback Noren cleared seventy-three 
feet eight inches, the biggest leap ever 
made in Canada™

Young Noren is a revelation to Roes­
land ski runners, especially In the 
style he adopts, and Is undoubtedly 
the greatest ski runner and jumper 
in Canada today. Olaus Jeldness, him­
self a champion in Norway a score of 
years ago, pays the tribute to the new 
champion that in his palmiest days 
he was never Noren’s equal. The 
young chap jumps with a skill and 
grace that inspires -admiration in the 
spectators. He disdains a pole, and 
takes advantage of the highest speed 
attainable. As he approaches ihe 
jump he gathers himself together and 
launches into the air with a strength 
and grace that makes his long leaps 
possible. In the course of his long 
flight through the air Noren Is rarely 
any great height above the ground, 
but the skill with which he maintains 
his equilibrium is very marked. In 
alighting the youthful expert main­
tains his balance perfectly, and the 
whole performance Is genuinely won­
derful.

In Norway young Noren had already 
taken nineteen medals for his skill >n 
the skis. When stricken with the fever 
to emigrate he disposed of the decor­
ations to raise funds, and has now 
started In to accumulate more medals. 
He has already secured the magnifi­
cent gold medal awarded for the cham­
pionship ski running and that for 
jumping as well.

Noren complained on Sunday that 
the snow on the course was so heavy 
as to Interfere with long leaping. Af­
ter the track had been covered a num­
ber of times he said he would leap 
again yesterday and was confident he 
could Improve his record by a number 
of feet. The snow during the day pre­
vented this, however, the track being 
worse than on Sunday. Noren will re­
main In Rossland, having entered the 
employ of the West Kootenay Power 
& Light company.

The veteran Sen- 
ttor Morgan of Alabama declares that 
Bçyan is a dead politician, and has 
no license to tell Democrats who were 
in harness before h* voted what theie 
duty is. Dozens of southern members 
u?.ed the words, “Free silver Is dead."

The west teils the same story. Even 
the silver states abandon 16 to 1. Sen­
ator Newlands, who was a member i f 
the platform committee in 1900, and 
whose vote kept in the Kansas City 
platform the reaffirmation of the Chi­
cago platform, now throws the Ne­
braskan overboard. Senator Dubois of 
Idaho does likewise, 
states give him no encouragement. 
Senator Teller of Colorado, who gave 
up more to the cause of free silver 
than Mr. Bryan did, because he left 
the Republican party, of which he had 
been a distinguished member, now re­
frains from saying a word to advance 
Mr. Bryan’s policy of retrogression. 
All his old mountain friends stand 
amazed at the position he has assum­
ed. In the middle west those repre­
sentatives who would be quoted are 
opposed to the Injection of the medi­
cine that failed in the last two cam­
paigns into the Democracy once mors.

Illinois has broken away from the 
doctor of two unsuccessful" campaigns. 
Missouri will follow the lead of Sena­
tor Cockrell, who has been saying for 
three years that the money question 
vas settled and that It ought not to 
be brought into the party platform 
again. Senator Stcne, of Missouri, 
while not willing to be Quoted, 14 
against Mr Bryan and his new propa­
ganda.

election. Many of those who preserv­
ed silence in the poll, privately said 
that they would oppose the injection 
of the Chicago and Kansas City plat­
forms Into the platform of 1904. Oth­
ers of the silemt 33 are known to be 
opposed to Mr. Bryan’s leadership. 
They are simply afraid to say so.

This reveals a remarkable condition. 
It shows that while the Democrats in 
congress are not afraid of Mr. Bryan 
in the next convention, they are afraid 
of him at the polls. Some of these 
men frankly said that so Jong as Mr. 
Bryan was ignored he would be a con- 
t$tant menace, and they are feaétfuil fthat 
he may bolt the ticket and the platform 
put forth at SL Louis, and may swing 
enough voters to insure the defeat >f 
the Democracy. This is noticeably the 
case in Indiana and Kentucky. There 
is great silence on the part of the re­
presentatives from these states. Not 
a Democrat from either of them would 
say a word against Mr. Bryan, and 
the reason is that he is popular m that 
section and has a large following.
