WHAT ENGL | N 1)'S POSITION IS.
The dan kap -ditien Will Be Only Re.
conmaisnnce in Force.

London, March 21.—The position of
the British Government is, undey offl-
cial news from Paris, that France will
either not oppouse the first credit for
£500,000 from the gyptian funds for
the expenses of the Soudan expedltion,
or will contine her oppusttion to a for-
mal protest against the use of the
meney for this purpose. Russia will
remain strictly neutral, and will give
no support to France as against the
expedition, Russla -is even credited
with viewing the British projects with
some measure of good-will, as being
likely to divert the whole energ in
that direction, for Russian interests
are not likely to be greatly concerned,
The French Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs chearly recognizes, though the
French people. do not kuow, that
France is powerless to make an effect-
ive opposition. Russia has no vote In
the Commission of the ligyptian Public
Debt, while Great Britain holds two,
France two, and Austria and ltaly and
{icrmany one each.. A dilference of
opinion exists as to whether the stat-
ttes relating to the commission require
2 unanimous or a majority vote. In
scveral instances decisions have been
las d on majority vote, notably the
grant of 50,000 for the abolition of
thc corvee, at which only Franoce pro-

d against the grant. At any rate,
M. berthelot, feeling himself powerless
to prevent the expedition, has beaten
a retreat.

The War Office officials here declare
that the expedition will be only a v
connaissance in force, and will not ad-
mit that the present phase s anything
beyond an Initial step in an autumn
campaign. The Army Intelligence of-
fice publishes the most vaguc informas
tion regarding the strength of the Mad+
hists, Military experts distrust the ess
timates made by Slatin Pasha, shough,
as a matter of fact, his long captivity
among the Madhists should, g the face
of this, have made him an authority
on the subject. The experts consider
that a report made by the Russlan trav-
eler, Eliseief, who was r cently elected
a member of the K ssian Geographical
Soclety, is more rel 1ble than that of
Slatin Pasha. He says that the Khal-
ifa's force numbers 40,000 men, includ-
ing 10,000 cavalry and camelry. They
posgess 100,000 rifleg, of which 20,000 arg
Remingtons, really fit for service. The
artillery Is poor. Theye are 20 guns
at Dongola and five Krupp and ten
siege guns at Omdurman.

NARROW ESCAPE FROM DEATH.

Just as the horses were on the
track a shout warned them that a
train was coming ffom another direc®
tion, Mr. Dick had not time to whip
up his horses beiore the passenger
train from the east craszhed into the
wagon. Archle Dick had seen the dan-
ger In time to chrow himself out of
the rear end of the wagon and clear of
the s/track. It was fortunate for hm
that he did so. as the engine sent its
iron nose through the wagon just
where he had been sitting. The wagon
was completely overturned and smash-
ed to splinters. Mr. and Mrs. Dick
were thrown clean off rails by
a narrow margin, and were entangled
in the wreck of the wagon. Eye-wit-
nesses of the accident rushed to the
spot and lifted the wagon from Mr.
and Mrs. Dick. Mrs. Dick was severe-
Iy Infurcd, and she was carvied to the
station waiting room, and from there
to Dr. Rutherford's surgery.

T0 MU'Z, THE BRITISIH PRISS.
A Bill Passes the ne of Lords Glving
Extra Pewars te Judges.

New York, March 22.—Special Lons
don cables say: England’s boasted
freedom of the press received a severe
blow in the House of Lords yesterday
\\-lnn a bill giving power to judges ta
forbid the publication of such evidence
as is considered Indecent passed the
second reading by a vote of 48 to 21
in a House having a membership ui
more than 500 This dangerous bill was
fitly characterized by Lord Chief Jus-
tice Itussell, who spoke against it. Any
person, he said, publishing matter
which, in the opinion of a jury, was
i_mlm'vnl, was now subject to the erim-
inal law, and there was no reason why
that law should not be enforced against
any offending newspaper. The bill,
howev introduced a new and dan-
gerous principle and attempted to in-
troduce¢ a censorship of the press, The
judge was to pick out from the evi-
dence openly given—the part that was
not to be published and any man who
published it was to be punished with-
out the safeguard of a jury and alse
practically without any appeal, the
punishment for contempt of court be-
ing a ting or imprisonment at the in-
dividual discretion “of the judge. The
bill, moreover, would, he believed, be
ineffectual and unworkable, while it
would not apply at all in regard to in-
decent evidence given before magis-
trates and at the, Quarter Sessions.

brake frame is of metal, and carries
twbd flanged rollers on which is tightly
stretched a rubber band, the brake be-
ing attached to a stem which extends
up the steering head. When the brake
stem or rod is forced -downward in the
usaal way, the band bears with corre-
sponding pressure on the wheel tire.
The inventor has also provided a con-
struction by which one of the rollers
carrying the band is udjustable, and
may be moved outwardly, if desired,
to increase the tensfon on the band,—
Scientific American.

Benefita of Cycling.

The bicycle, which is made responsi-
ble for all kinds of things, good, bad
and indifferent, is now charged with
having enslaved, at a low ecalculation,
500,000 males who were formerly ade
dicted to the smoking habit, and who
have now abandoned it because it is
difficult to ride and smoke at the same
time., There is, of course, a correspond=
ing loes (0 the tobacco trade. The jour-
nal argues that if these 500,000 males of
the bike craze have weanad themselves
from smoking only two cigars less a
day—and this is a moderate consump-
tion—then the consumption of cigars is
decreaging at the rate of 700,000,000 in a
gjx. These figures may be exaggers

ed, but there is nevertheless a per-
ceptible decrease in tobacco consump-
tion, and it is no discredit to the wheel
that in that direction it is encouraging
economy. It has also assisted the cause
of temperance by diminishing the con-
sumption of intoxieants.. The rider is
obliged to keep a cool head, and can-
pot, therefore, drink much; the amuse-
ment, moreover, is so healthful that in-
stead of creating a desire for artificial
stimulants, it inclines the rider to inno-
cent draughts, and, best of all, to fresh
and cool water.

Shortage in Bicycle Tubing.

The shortage in the supply of tubing
and parts, which caused the bicycle
blockage of last year, promises to make
itself felt the .coming spring. Already
the smaller manufacturers are at their
wits’ end to,  secure material,and unless
a big supply is forthcoming from some
unforeseen source any number of fac-
tories throughout the country will soon
be compelled: to close their doors.

BUSINESS METHODS 'OF THREE
FAMOUS THEATRICAL MEN.

Row Sir Henry Irving Puts a Play Upon
the Stage—Mr., Augustin Daly‘iwﬂAntn-
cratic System of Managemont—The Suc-
cesn of Gustavs Frohman.

The extent to which the personalities
of half a dozen mea' are feflected in
every worthy current phase of dra-
matic endeavor becomes apparent to
the habitual play-goer, as well as to
the humblest class of laborers in the
theatrical field, in these days of finan-
cial depression when only plays of
great merit or strikingly original nov-
elties enjoy pecuniary success. In fact,
the art and business methods of three
of these men are responsible for every
recent achievement in their line that is
worthy of note. Others using the same
methods have made nearly as great

It is
the possession of thf¥ quality that en-
ables him to make productions of class-
ic and historical drama, which, before
his advent, were beyond the dreams of
the most ambitious stage director, The
scenes of an Irving production are a
delight to the painter’s eye; the inci-
dental music which accompanies the
action is composed by some master who
nas caught from Irving the spirit of
the play, the costumes, faithful in ma-
terial and deslgn, win the admiration
alike of the lover of romance and the
student of history.

Surrounding the genius of the Ly-
ceum Theater, London—in fact, his
comrades and cordial co-workers—are
most of the men of the English metrop=

5 whose names are great in painting,
in sculpture, in musie, in architecture—
in every branch of art that can ron-
tribute to a perfect stage representa-
tion of a noble historical subject.

They have built handsomé playhouses
in hundreds of ‘towns, which, under
former conditions, would be able to
boast only the primitively construct-
ed-town hall ; have brought within the
reach of practicallgeeveryone the best
dramatic literatyre of the past and

present. The mar referred to is Gus-
tave Frohman, second in years of the
three brothers whose combined inter-
ests in the "amusement line are of
greater importance than those of any
other dozen managérs.

Gustave Frohman was the ploneer
dietributor of celebrated dramatic at-
tractions throughout the towns and vil-
lages of the country. What others had
done In a haphazard way with “ Uncle
Tom’s Cabin,’ he did systematically
with * Hagel Kirke,” and is now doing
with the importations of his brothers,
Charles and Daniel Frohman. Many
will doubtless be surprised to know
that without this cleverly managed and
exhaustive ‘““road business,” as it is
called, the expense of Importing the
greas movelties of Paris and Lenden,
cuch as “Jane,” “Sowing the Wind”
and the “Fatal Card,” would practic-
ally prohibit that enterprise. But
whatever is demanded by the people

THE SUN’'S CORONA.

D, E, Packer Has Succeeded in Fhoto-
graphing It in Broad Daylight.

Close upon Professor Roentgen’'s sen-
sational discovery, D. E. Packer of
South Birmingham, Eng, announces
another that has much similarity to it,
though the cathode rays of which it
trcalﬁproceed from- that great reser-
voir of electric energy—the sun. Mr.
Packer has since July last Leen pho-
tographing the sun's corona in broad
daylight. The results of this photogra-
phy are said to be so remarkable that
Mr. Packer has withheld them from the
public till this late date that he might
test them thoroughly; and it is not until
now, when he is convinced that his dis-
covery 18 a real one, that he .makes
the announcement of it to his brother
astronomers.

The Importance of th's to astrono-
Mmers may be imaginad when it is known
that they have not yet detccted what
the corona is. Probably most of them
agree that It is an envelope of very
thin matter surrounding the sun, apd
shining-either by reflected light or elec-
trically. But it is hard to find out
anything about a thing that can be
seen clearly only once in two or three
years, and then for but a few seconds,
Now, however, the corona and its
changes can be observed from day to
day, and probably Mr. Packer has seen
more of it in the past few months than
haye all the other astronomers of the
world since the dawn of time.

Packer’s first photographs were taken
with a camera of 4-inch aperture,
through screens of tin and lead foil and
theet copper. Later he substituted a
pin hole for the camera lens, with great

advantage. He made three or four pic-
tures at a time, some with the lens and
some with the pin-hole, and the close
agreement of detail showed that the
pictures were real, not the result of
some reflection or refraction in his, in-
strument. This was an important point
to prove, since his brother-astronomers
would be sure to suggest that such re-
markable results were probably unre-
liable. -

The photographs thus taken show
that the streamers of the corona are
very closely connected with sun-spots.
Ivery sun-spot has its own ray; wher-
ever a prominent ray shoots out in the
corona a big sun-spot is su»» to be
found at the bottom of it. The corona
changes, too, with the number of sun-
spots. This accounts for the confl cting
accounts of observers at eclipses, no
two of whom ever saw the corona of
the same shape and size. The reason
is now seen to be that its shape
and size depend on the sun-spot from
which its rays spring. Many o the
most prominent rays are twvisted or
gpir: a surprising fact never before
noted, and at presentg Inexplicable,

But the most interesting part of the
new discovery the annauncement
that it definitely proves the corona to
be electrical in its nature. I this is
#0, every sun-spot must be a vast center
of -elvctrical disturbance. sending out
visible rays into space. The similarity
of these to the much talked of eathoda
rays will at once attract attention, and
the announcement of the discoviry,
coming as it does, close upon Professor
Roentgen’s is something of a coinel-
dence.

Many astronomers have long he!leved
the coronal streamers to be clectri~. and
have compared th»m to this. of the
aurora; but while the aurora i1« more
like the glow of a partially exhausted
tube, - the corona is hike the cathode
rayvs of a highly exhausted Crookes
tube. They have often pointed out the
likeness between the curves of the co-
ronal rays and those of electrie or mag-
netie lines of forece, such ‘as those in
which view filinza arrange themselves
when sprinkled over a n 1t is

The f{llustration represents a very
simple and inexpensive brake, which by
a slight modification may be adapted
for use as a foot brake, and which is
designed not to cut or wear the mater-
fal of which the tire is made. The im-
provement has been patented. The H-
lustration represents the device sep=
arately and as applied on a wheel. The

brake frame is of metal, and carries
two flanged rollers on which is tightly
stretched a rubber band, the brake be-
ing attached to a stem which extends
up the steering head. When the brake
stem or rod is forced downward in the
usaal way, the band bears with corre-
sponding pressure on the wheel tire.
The inventor has also provided a con-
struction by which one of the rollers
carrying the band is adjustable, and
may be moved outwardly, if desired,
to increase the tension on the band.—
Scientific American.

Benefits of Cycling.

The bicycle, which is made responsi-
ble for all kinds of things, good, bad
and indifferent, is mow charged with
having enslaved, at a low ealculation,
500,000 males who were formerly ade
dicted to the smoking habit, and who
have now abandoned it because it is
difficult to ride and smoke at the same
time. There is, of course, a correspond=
ing loes to the tobacco trade. The jour-
nal argues that if these 500,000 males of
the bike craze have weaned themselves
from smoking only two cigars less a
day—and this is a moderate consump-
tion—then the consumption of cigars is
decreasing at the rate of 700,000,000 in a
year. These figures may be exaggere
ated, but there is nevertheless a per-
ceptible decrease in tobacco consump-
tion,-and it is no discredit to the wheel
that in that direction it /s encouraging
economy. It has also assisted the cause
of temperance by diminishing the con-
sumption of intoxieants. The rider is
obliged to keep a cuol head, and can-
ovot, therefore, drink much; the amuse-
ment, moreover, is so healthful that in-
stead of creating a desire for artificial
stimulants, it inclines the rider to inno-
cent draughts, and, best of all, to fresh
and cool water.

Shortage in Bicycle Tubing.

The shortage in the supply of tubing
and parts, which caused the bicycle
blockage of last year, promises to make
itself felt the coming spring.  Already
the smaller manufacturers are at their
wits' end to secure material,and unless
R l;)é supply is forthcoming ' from some
unforeseen source any number of fac-
tories throughout the country will soon
be compelled to close their doeors.

Bicycles as Baggage.

New York wheelmen fhave a bill be-
tore the State Legislature asking that
sieycles be uansported free on rallroads
as personal baggage. The same ques-
tion will doubtless be raised in every
Legislature before many years pass,

BUSINESS METHODS OF THREE
FAMOUS THEATRICAL MEN.

How Sir Henry Irving Puts a Play Upon
the Stage—Mr, Augustin Daly's Autoe
cratic System of Managemeont—The Suc-
cess of Gastav: Frobman.

T'he extent to which the personalities
of half a dozen mean are reflected in
every worthy current phase of dra-
matic endeavor becomes apparespt to
the habitual play-goer, as well as to
the humblest class of laborers in the
theatrical field, in these days of finan-
cial depression when only plays of
great merit or. strikingly original nov-
elties enjoy pecuniary success. In fact,
the art and business methods of three
of these men are responsible for every
recent achievement in their line that is
worthy of note. Others using the same
methods have made nearly as great
reputaticns; but that has been through

their talent for appropriating to their
own use the creations of greater minds.

In the last decade there has been
1o disposition to dispute the fact that
Henry Irving stands supreme and alone
as an artist manager. Viewed merely
as an actor he has never ranked with
the English Macreardy or the American
Forrest and Booth. But no actor of
the first rank has ever possessed Irv-
ihg's comprehension of art in its broad-
est gignificance. The art of the English
master of the stage is universal. It is
the possession of this quality that en-
ables him to make productions of class-
ic and historical drama, which, before
his advent, were beyond the dreams of
the most ambitious stage director. The
scenes of an Irving production are a
delight to the painter's eye; the inci-
dental music whichr accompanies the
action is composed by some master who
has caught from Irving the spirit of
the play, the costumes, faithful in ma-
terial and design, win the admiration
alike of the lover of romance and the
student of history.

Surrouhding the genius of the Ly-
ceum Thdater, T.ondon—in fact, his
comrades and cordial .co-workers—are
most of the men of the English metrop-
clis whose names are great in painting,
in sculpture, in musie, in architecture—
in every branch of art that can ron-
tribute to a perfect stage representa-
tion of a noble historlcal subject. It
is a peculiarity of Irying's temperament
that he is able to inspire and bind to-
gether in his own service all thesc ele-
ments, Probably the secret of his suc-
is his invariably generous public
recognition of the contributions of
others toward his triumph, and the
geniality of his bearing toward all
with whom he comes in contact, These
characteristics are ndbwhere else so pro=
nounced as in his relations with the
members of his acting company.

The
methods which he put into operation
a score of years ago have reduced
theatrical management to a legitimate
business basis, If not to a science.
They have built handsomé playhouses
in hundreds of towns, which, under
former conditions, would be able to
boast only the primitively construct-
ed-town hall ; have brought within the
reach of practicallggeveryone the best
dramatic literatyre of the past and

present. The mar referred to is Gus-
tave Frohman, second in years of the
three brothers whose combined inter-
ests in  the “amysement line are of
greater importance than those of any
other dozeén managers. J

Gustave Frohman was the ploneer
distributor of celebrated dramatic at-
tractions throughout the towns and vil-
lages of the country. What others had
done In a haphazard way with “ Uncle
Tom’s Cabin,”~ he did systematically
with * Hage]l Kirke,” and is now doing
with the importations of his brothers,
Charles and Daniel Frohman. Many
will doubtless be surprised to know
that without this cleverly managed and
exhaustive ‘“road business,” as it is
called, the expense of Importing the
great movelties of Paris and Lenden,
cuch as “Jame,” “Sowing the Wind"
and the “Fatal Card,” would practic-
ally prohibit that enterprise. But
whatever is demanded by the people
of New York city and Chicago is eager-
ly accepted by the audiencés of the

While
Gustave Frohman's administrative
genius showed other managers how this
result could be accomplished, and
while he still remains chief among
road managers, to say that his talents
are limited to this fleld would be far
from the truth. As the lessee of a
first-class theatre in Chicago he has
demonstrated the possession of sound
artistic judgment, and it is well under-
stood in the theatrical profession that
no other manager excels him in the
knowledge of how to exhibit the tal-
ents of the actors in his employ at

D, E, Packer Has Succeeded in Fhoto-
graphing It in DBroad Daylight.

Close upon Professor Roentgen's sen-
sational discovery, D. E. Packer of
South Birmingham, Eng, annouynces
another that has much similarity to it,
though the cathode rays of which it
(realﬁproceed from- that great reser-
voir of electric energy—the sun. - Mr.
Packer has since July last Leen pho-
tographing the sun's corona In.broad
daylight. The results of this photogra-
phy are said to be so remarkable that
Mr. Packer has withheid them from the
public till this late date that he might
test them thoroughly; and it is not until
now, when he is convinced that his dis-
govery s a real one,

The importance of th's to astrono-
mers may be imaginsd when it is known
that they have not yet detccted what
the cofona is. Probably most of them
agree that it is an envelope of very
thin matter surrounding the sun, and
shining=either by reflected light or elec-
trically. But it is hard to find out
\Qythlns about a thing that can be
seen clearly only once in two or thr
years, and then for but a few seconds.
Now, however, the corona and its
changes can be observed from day to
day, and probably Mr. Packer has seen
more of it in“the past few months than
have all the other astrgnomers of the
world since the dawn of time.

Packer’s first photographs were taken
with a camera of 4-inch aperture,
through screens of tin and lead foil and
sheet copper. Later he substituted a
pin hole for the camera lens, with great

advantage. He made three or four pic-
tures at a time, some with the lens and
some with the pin-hole, and the close
agreement of detail showed that the
pictures were real, not the result of
some reflection or refraction in his in-
strument. This was an important point
to prove, since his brother-astronomers
would be sure to suggest thut such re-
markable ‘results were probably unre-
liable.

The photographs thus’ taken show
that the streamers of the corona are
very closely connected with sun-spots.
Gvery sun-spot has its own ray; wher-
ever a prominent ray shoots out in the
corona a big sun-spot is sure to be
found at the bottom of it. The corona
changes, too, with the ‘number of sun-
spots. This accounts for the confl cting
accounts of observers at eclipses, no
two of whom ever saw the corona of
the same shape and size. “The reason
is now seen to be that its pe
and size depend on the sun-spat from
which its ra epring. Many o! the
most prominent rays are twisted or
spiral—a surprising fact never. before
noted, and at present Inexplicalye,

But the most interesting part of the
new discovery the annsuncement
that it definit:ly proves the corona to
be electrical in’its nature. Ii' this is
80, every sun-spot niust be a/vast center
of elcctrical disturbance. sending out
visible r into space. The similarity
of these to the much talked of cathoda
rays will at once attract attention, and
the announcement of the discovery,
coming as It does, close upon Profc or
Roentgen’s is something of a coinel-
dence.

Many astronomers have long be'leved
the coronal streamers to be eleetri~. and
have compared th-m to those of the
aurora; but while the aurora more
like the glow of a partially exhausted
tube, the corona is like the cathode
ravs of a highly exhausted Crookes
tube. They have often pointed out the
likeness between_the curves of the co-
ronal rays and those of electric or mag-
netie lines of force, such tho:.

ABOMINABLE SLAUGHTER OF DEER.

The Equity learns that a. large
number of deer are being slaghtered
Uy crust hunters in the township of
Clapham, Pontiae. On - the heavy
crust that now prevails the animals he-
come an ¢asy prey to their captors, who
easily manage to overtake them (espeei-
ally the does) in an acie or two, and
have only to club them to death. The
meat of the deer at this season of the
year is of a very poar, unsavory nature,
in fact it is- little better than carrion,
and hardly anyone but a savage would
deign to eat it. The skin of the animal
is also worthless for the purpose for
which it is generally used. Why the
sluughtering should be carried on in
view of this it is hard to understand,
unless it is, as is currently réported,
that the perpetrators become short of
hog feed and use the carcasses for that
purpose.  The Equivy has it upon good
authority that about three hundred deer
were killed in the manner described last
winter within six townships of the
counties of Pontiac and Ottawa. This
is not only shocking, but it is a scand-
alous waste of a heritage which, if
legitimately used, whould scarcely ever

Cheese is bound to go
into consumption, and it will give the
market a chance to get clear, and, if
a good quality of goods is made, and
the English market gets clear, an excel-
lent reputation can be established by
Canada.

ONE OF THE M0ST ROMANTIO SPOTS

From the Acadian, Wolfville, N, 8,

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HOW TO EMPLOY PROF. ROENTGEN'S
WONDERFUL “X” RAYS.

Great Success of Canadian Sclentists in
the New Field of Discovery—The
COrookes Tubes and Some of the Work
Done Through Them.

(8peclal Toronto Correspondence.)
Roentgen’s experiments, followed as
they have been by the efforts of other
savants along the same lines, together
with wide newspaper dlnlgunlon, have

glven popular thought and common
conversation a tendency toward the
sclentific and the abstruse. Roentgen
rays, X rays, cathode rays, ultra violet
rays—the words are as ramiliar to the
ear as the alphabet. Stated briefly,Pro-
fessor Wilhelm Konrad Roentgen has
found a means whereby articles behind
opaque subStances contalned therein,
may be photographed and their posi-
tion accurately defined. The pictures
thus obtained are light—often shadows
only on the plate. Their character is
determined by the relative density of
the inclosing matter. If the envelope
present slight obstruction to the X rays
the impression of the object whose pho-
tograph is sought is proportionately
Cistifct. It Is easy to see that this dis-
covery may be put to great practical use
and it has for that reason excited an
interest almost universal.

It i# satisfactory to find that Canada
is not behind the times in the line' of
investigation thus opened up. Ever
since the first information was re-
ceived of the new photography, ama-
teur and professional scientists
throughout the Dominion have experi-
mented with the rays and have been
invariably successful in getting results,
Indeed, Messrs. Wright, McLennan and
Keele of Toronto University, have pass-
ed beyond the initlation stage and have
attained the dignity and honor of being
original discoverers in their unqualified
success in reflectng the X ray. Thus
have they brought fame to themselves
and honor to their university.

Dr. Burry of Chicago wgs the first to
make the discovery of pr cal use in
the United States by locating by his
new method a bullet in the hand of
Louls Burkhart, where it had been for
two years. A day or two afterwards,
Drs. Iillis and Miller of Tororito Uni-
versi ollege succeeded in discqvering
by a ' photograph a need in a
womal ot, and In Hungary and
Munich similar successes to the above
have been recorded. In Montreal Prof,
Cox of MecGill, found by ,the Roentgen

had been there sinee Christmas,
and extracted it.

It is difficult to describe the Roent-
gen discovery and mode of procedure
in such terms as may be popularly
understood. To photograph any object,
of course there must be light.  In the
Roentgen methed this is furnished by
what are called Crookes’' tubes, 1In
ed as glass
cylinders from which the air has been
partially exhausted. In each end of
each tube is placed a disk, one of which
conveys an electric current to the in-
terior of the tube and the other carries
it away, making the return wire to a
battery. It is believed that the glass
absorbs 95 per cent. of the light, so
that it is a great point in their manu-
facture to have them as thin as pos-
gible. Thomas A. Edison make§ very
thin ones, and he claims that’ is a point
of superiority. He applies the term
“fluorescent tubes” to those of his own
manufacture.

In his experiments he uses two alum-
inum disks, one representing the anode
or potitilve pole, and the other the ca-
thode or negative pole. The positive
or anode disk or electrode is suspended
by a small wire close to the mouth or
top of the bulb. The gathode or nega-
tive diskyis fixed ln‘u center of the
bulb. It'is half an inch In diameter

With the Crookes’ tube at.hand, and
with a battery containing enough elec
tricity to last during the experiments,
the scicntist now devotes his attention

had stopped, and in later laboratory
work in Europe and America, it is
found that the results obtained by
Roentgen have been improved upon.
The earller explorers in this fleld’ re-
garded the rays as proceeding directly
from the cathode, Roentgen holds
otherwise, He confesses himself at

somewhat of a loss to describe these”
rays and their full properties, but is
confident that they do not proceed di-
rectly from the cathode, but issue only
from that part of the Crookes' tube
where the cathode rays strike the glass
wall. It is as if the true cathode rays
were decomposed, ahd those which Pro-
fessor Roentgen denominates the X
rays pass on, while the other com-
ponents of the cathode rays are ex-
hausted or absorbed in the glass. In
the earlier experiments—early is used
in a relative sense only, as all this
Roentgen information measures itsex-
istence by weeks—in the first attempts
at the new photography, it was neces-
sary to expose. the plates for a long
time, more than an hour in some in-
stances, before any results were pro-
duced. The perfection of the appliance
kept pace with the Interest of the sub-
jeet, and Professor Wittman of the
high school at Buda-Pesth has reduced
the time necessary to obtain a well-
defined Roentgen photograph to three
minutes under ordinary circumstances,
and thirty seconds under perfect cone
ditions.

No substance is impervious to this
new form of radiant energy. Matter
against which ordinary light rays beat
helplessly, and from which they are
thrown with a power apparently grcat-
er than their striking force, are as
open gates for the X rays.

Among the most clearZcut of results
from experiments are those of Prof.
Pike and Dr. Miller of Toronto, one of
which is here illustrated. They have
photographs cleafily defining the bonw
structure of the ffog and another show=
ing the ease with which X rays pene-
trate wood. A coin, a bradawl and a
chisel were exposed. The tang of the
awl where it enters the wood can be
traced casily. The wood is in half
shadow.

There was a railway in full working
order in 1806 (perhaps the Surrey Iron
Ralilway). 1 have an advertisement
card of this line dated “Wandsworth,
8th Jan., 1805, in which it Is stated
that the Croydon and Merstham Iron
Railway is open to the public, and that
the tolls vary from 1d per ton per
mile for dung to 2d per ton per mile
for chalk, brick, etc.; 3d for lumber,
metals, coke, corn, flour and potatoes,
and 3d per caldron for coals. A me-
morandum in manuscript at the back
of the chrd indicates that sixty miles
of the line cost &£50,000, that each
wagon- carried two and a half tons,
that one horse drew two wagons, and
that the carriages cost 4d per ton pef
mile, besides the toll.

GEORGE MEREDITH.

A Poet of the Broad School Who is Not
Troubled by Small Things.

The gossipy encyclopedie Bookman
in a recent number, gives a good chat
about George Meredith’s poetry, and
an excellent cut of the poet, which is
herewith reproduced. “Ballads and
Poems of Tragic Life,”' “A Reading
of Barth, “Modern Love,” and “The
Empty Purse,” and other poems,
among which is the fantastic “Jump-
to-Glory-Jane,” are now being pub-
lished, and this will make a complete
set of the poetry of Meredith. The
anmnouncement reminds one perforce of
that irrepressible fmpertinence of Os-
car Wilde's, which sticks in one's
head, In spite of disapproving shakes
of the intellect; “Meredith ls a prose
Browning.

But Meredith in verse Is neither
prose, nor prosy, nor Browning, not
anybody else, but George Meredith.

When the jury announced its ver-
dict at 6.30, Mr. Clute asked for mercy
for thé prisoner, but His Lordsnip
Judge Falconbridge could not agree
with that view and sentenced him to
the longest possible term for the of-
fence, seven years.

His remarks in doing so were a8
follows: ‘“George Elisha Alger, after
-a fair trial, in which I must say you
have had @ most brilllant defence, a
jury of your own countrymen have
found you gullty of the charge laid
against you. I cannot quarrel with
the verdict, and I can hardly see how
they could have come to' any other
conclusion. As I have pointed out,the
form of conspiracy of which you have
been found guilty, is far reaching in
its effects. I cannot lose sight of the
fact that doing as you did you were
traffiicking on the life of your wife,and
I see no reason why the maximum sen-
tence should not be passed upon you.
I sentence you to seven years in the
Provincial Penitenti at Kingston."

The prisoner had previously declined
to say anything and took his sentence
in a rather nonchalant manner. He
has been out on bail for some time,
but previous to the passing of the
sentence was taken into the prisoner’s
box by High Constable William Cal-
verley, and he stood up with folded
arms awaiting his fate. His 17-year-old
daughter, who had sat at his side all
day with tears in her é€yes, took the
blow very grievously. Just previous
to being taken into the prisoner's box,
Alger told her that if she intended to
make a scene she should leave the
court, as it would only unnerve him.

He was then led away by Constable
Calverley to the jail after a sad fare-
well to his loved ones in court.

The Product of the Maple.

The recent advance in the price of
cane sugar has given the farmers reason
to bope for an improvement in the
maple syrup and sugar trade, and they
have made preparations to do a big
husiness this spring.

While the dairymen are trying in
every way in their power to remove
the disparity that exists between the
price of cheese in this country and in
Eungland, it might be well for the sugar-
makers to consider the matter of obtain-
ing better prices for their products.
Take the Toronto markets, for instance :
Nearly, if not quite, all the syrup
advertised Ly retailers is described as
coming from the ¢ Eustyrn Townships,”
while as o matter of fact much of it is
produced by inexperienced persons with
very crude appliances. The resuit is,
of cour-e, a lessening of the demand
and a ¢ msequent lower price.
