The Assessment.

As we anticipated, the revisors of
the ussessment, rolls have found it nec.

or less extent, while Ward 8 has been
reduced ten per cent.

as great an injustice would appear.
Ward 8 although redaced ten per cent,
yet remains (judging by the assess-
ment on personal property) consider-
able the highest assessed ward in the

Dog Tax.

The imposition of a dog tax by the
Municipal Council would be hailed
with pleasure by a large number of our

people, as it would tend to thin out a 1

large portion of the worthless curs
which now infest our streets, Every
person owning a dog should be obliged
to have a collar on it containing either
the pame of the owner or a number
which should be recorded in a book of
registry to be kept in some nentra) part
of the county, and should also be
obliged to pay a tax of at least one
dollar anoually, Such a regulation
might be supplemented with the pro-
vision that any person finding a dog
running at large without the prescribed
collar might kill it without being liable
to its owner., Any person having a
really valuable dog wou!d not hesitate
to pay a small tax, whilst those having
worthless animals should be obliged to
pay for them or destroy them.
